lations between the people of the U.S.
and the people of China and puts an
end to the abnormal thirty year period
of separation between the two peoples.
This separation has been due to the ag-
gressive stand of U.S. imperialism to-
wards People’s China.

Normalization makes clear that Tai-
wan must be reunited with the Chinese
Mainland under its legitimate govern-
ment, that of the People’s Republic. It
is a blow against the U.S. policy of
meddling in the internal affairs of
other countries to keep them divided,
as in Korea and Germany.

The Soviet Union is unhappy with
this development. China is the most
determined opponent of the social im-
perialist policy of hegemony. Therefore

the Soviet revisionist rulers try to keep
Chjna isolated internationally.

However, 1978 witnessed Premier
Hua’s visit to Romania, Yugoslavia and
Iran and the signing of the China-Japan
Treaty of Peace and Friendship, as well
as the announcement of U.S.-China
normalization. These triumphs of Chi-
nese diplomacy show that neither su-
perpower can deny China its rightful
place in the world.

The basis for these advances is the
fact that China is a socialist country.
The rulers of China are the workers
and peasants, the masses of the ordin-
ary people. In every country the mass-
es of the people have the same in-
terests and needs. For this reason
China takes stands and puts forth poli-
cies which meet the approval of the
peoples of all countries. No imperialists
or reactionaries of any type can go
against the people’s will for a long
time.  China’s progress in world af-
fairs is therefore of tremendous impor-
tance everywhere to the cause of the
working class, revolution and socialism.

On January |, thousands of people
of all nationalities, but predominantly
Chinese Americans, marched in New
York and San Francisco’s Chinatown
districts in support of the normaliza-
tion of relations.

., The Soviet Union in 1917 was estab-
lished as a socialist state under the dic-
tatorship of the proletariat. The masses
of Russian people after making social-
ist revolution were then engaged in
socialist construction and building a
better life for themselves at a tremen-
dous rate. However, in the late 1950s
under the leadership of Nikita Krus-
chov and a renegade revisionist clique,
state power and the means of produc-
tion were seized and capitalism and im-
perialism were gradually restored. The
USSR now new to the global imperia-
list feast, and because it is at a much
lower level economically than the ather
superpower, U.S.A., is more aggressive.
Soviet social imperialism is instigating
local wars and seizing territory with
the same purpose as that of all imper-
ialists, WORLD DOMINATION. Acts
of this nature can be clearly seen
through the use of Soviet Union-
backed Cuban troops in countries like
Somalia, Ethiopia, Zaire and Angola;

and to threaten others like Egypt and
Sudan. An example of this was laid
out in Peking Review No. 21 (May 26,
1978). “It is clear that the nearly
30,000 fully armed Soviet and Cuban
combat troops stationed in Angola are
endangering the Angolan people and
threatening the independence and secu-
rity of neighbouring countries. Since
these mercenaries invading Zaire today
are fostered by them, Soviet Social Im-
perialism is the chief criminal responsi-
ble for the new invasion of Shaba Pro-
vince and its accomplice is Cuba,

which flaunts the banner of non-align-
ment. These are facts which cannot be
obscured by any Soviet propaganda.”
*,,,""Cuba is the ‘armed fist’ of the
Kremlin in Africa today. Its sham poli-
cy of non-alignment can be seen in its
intervention in Africa which clearly ex-
ceeds the limits tolerated by the camp
of non-aligned countries. The Soviet
Union, playing the role of ‘good will
ambassador’ and supplying economic
aid to Cuba has ultimately caused eco-
nomic integration between Cuba and
the Soviet Union. This economic inte-
gration has caused Cuba to accumulate
debts by making LOANS and accepting
aid from the Soviet Union. The Cuban
people have been forced to repay these
debts by peddling Soviet Social Imper-
jalism throughout the world and under-
mining the struggles of the worlds
people against imperialism and hege-
monism. Cuba's intervention and pene-
tration in various parts of the world
are an indispensable part of the Soviet
Union's strategy for expansion
abroad.” (PR No. 28, July 14, 1978.)

In the Horn of Africa, the USSR has
also stepped up its intervention as a
part of its struggle for world domina-
tion. By gaining control of the Red
Sea, the USSR could use this to threa-
ten Egypt and Sudan. The goal of So-
viet Social Imperialism is to establish a
base (by using the strategic waterways
of the Red Sea) to watch over the ol
states, as it will face a shortage in its
oil resources towards the 1980s. In or-
der for the Soviet Union to prepare for

a new Warld War, it is important for
them to build up a network of military
bases to complete its global strategy.
In Southeast Asia the Soviet Union is
also trying to add military. bases by in-
stigating the border conflict between
Kampuchea and Viet Nam. The Soviet

Union accused the Chinese of having
military advisors taking part-in the mi
litary actions of the Kampuchean side

and at the same time accusing the
Chinese people of interferring in the
internal affairs of Vietnam. This is
pure slander, and shows how effective
the Soviet Union propaganda machine
is in whipping up ill feelings between
China and Vietnam.

The expulsion of hundreds of
thousands Chinese nationals, by the
government of Vietnam, was instigated
by the Soviet Union in its quest to
seek world dominance. The Soviet
Union has gone so far as to call the
overseas Chinese “enemies” of Vietnam
and in doing this, openly supported
the persecution of these Chinese na-
tionals. All these activities clearly de-
monstrate the Soviet Social Imperialists
are the behind-the-scene provocateurs
and the supporters of the Vietnamese
authorities in ostracizing Chinese resi-
dents and attacking China. The Chinese
and Vietnamese people have a long tra-
dition of friendship.

It was Chairman Mao Tsetung and
President Ho Chi Minh who personally
nurtured this profound friendship be-
tween the Chinese and Vietnamese
people during their life time. Through
these deep roots that have grown be-
tween the Chinese and Vietnamese
people, sympathy has been shown and
help givenby many Vietnamese peonle
who are totally against the expulsion
of Chinese residents. It is not the will
of the Vietnam masses that the Chi-

3 Types of Countries in Relation to
Self-Determination of Nations!

THREE TYPES OF COUNTRIES.....

_In this respect, countries must be di-
vided into three main types:

First, the advanced capitalist coun-
tries of Western Europe and the United
States of America. In these countries
the bourgeois, progressive, national
movements came to an end long ago.
Every one of these “‘great” nations op-
presses other nations in the colonies
and within its own country. The tasks
of the proletariat of these ruling na-
tions are the same as those of the pro-
letariat in England in the nineteenth
century in relation to Ireland.*

Secondly, Eastern Europe: Austria,
the Balkans and particularly Russia.
Here it was the twentieth century that
particularly developed the bourgeois-
demaocratic national movements and in-
tensified the national struggle. The
tasks of the proletariat in these coun-
tries—in regard to the consummation
of their bourgeois-democratic reforma-
tion, as well as in regard to assisting
the socialist revolution in other coun-
tries—cannot be achieved unless it
champions the right of nations to self-
determination. In this connection the
most difficult but most important task
is to merge the class struggle of the
workers in the oppressing nations with
the class struggle of the workers in the
oppressed nations.

_ Thirdly, the semi-colonial countries,
like China, Persia, Turkey, and all the
colonies, which have a combined popu-

lation amounting to a billion. In these
countries the bourgeois-democratic
movements have either hardly begun,
or are far from having been completed.
Socialists must not only demand the
unconditional and immediate liberation
of the colonies without compensation--
and this demand in its political expres-
sion signified nothing more nor less
than the recognition of the right to
self- determination-but must render
determined support to the more revo-
lutionary elements in the bourgeois-
democratic movements for national
liberation in these countries and assist
their rebellion--and if need be, their re-
volutionary war-AGAINST the imperi-
alist powers that oppress them.

*In some small states which have re-
mained out of the war of 1914-16--for
example, Holand and Switzerland--the
bourgeoisie strongly urges the slogan -
“self-determination of nations” to jus-
tify participation in the imperialist
war. This is one of the motives that in-
duces the Social-Democrats in such
countries to repudiate self-determina-
tion. In this case the correct proletar-
ian {pnllcy‘ namely, the repudiation of
defence of the fatherland” in an IM-
PERIALIST war is defended by wrong
arfgumants, What results is a distortion
of Marxian theory, while in practice
we have a peculiar small-nation narrow-
mindedness, which forgets about the
HUNDREDS OF MILLIONS of the po-
Eulntlon“of nations that are enslaved
y the “Great Power” nations. Com-

rade Horter, in his excellent pamphlet

coincidence that the budget cuts, lay-
offs, cutbacks in social services are
most severe where Afro-Americans
Puerto Ricans, Chicanos, Asian.
Americans and Native Americans live,
But white working class areas are also
harassed, limited and defunded,
Ironically, Gibson did such a good
job carrying out an oppressive munici-
pal program that the city had a 9 mil-
lion dollar surplus (in a city that looks
always like it is in a war!) but that
money cannot be used to solve
Newark's fiscal problems since New
Jersey has a CAPS law, which says no
community may raise its spending by
more that 5 percent. This is supposed-
ly so the rich communities which sur-
round the Newarks of New Jersey will
not be too much advanced because of
their ability to spend more money,
since they have more coming in. But
that.is_just it,-the people in those rich
suburbs already have the tax base, in-
come, and facilities, while the inner
cities have none of these. [
Demonstration after demonstration
has been staged to press the point that
the people will not accept these layoffs
and the rapid erosion of an already in-
ferior school system and municipal ser
vices. 2,000 people marched around
Prudential Life Insurance building,
chanting “All Work or None Work".
(Prudential, the largest insurance com-
pany in the world, owns New Jersey.)
Thousands more went to Trenton, the
capital and charged into the State
Board of Education to confront Com-
missioner Burke and his Board. The
Board first pledged (while the people
were there) to go into Newark and in-
vestigate the situation. The next day
they reversed themselves! Students
fram several schools picketed in front
of City Hall, and demanded audience
with the Superintendent of Schools,

and Board of Education.
Like Gibson, Newark also has two

other outstandingly reactionary civil
servants, Superintendent of Schools
Kitrells, and Board of Education Presi-
dent Carl Sharif (who some parents
call ““Sheriff") mouthing the bourgeois-
ie's negative policies in the central
cities. Sharif went so far as to say that
it was goo that the aides were getting
fired, because they injured the children
with their “‘broken english”. (The aides
are, in the main, the parents of the

children in these schools.)
The courts ruled most recently that

since the Newark- Board of Education
passed the layoff bill in private it is a
violation of the state’s “Sunshine Law"
which says that all meetings of the
various agencies must be open to the
public, a law resulting from the strug-
gles of the '60s. So that temporarily,
the layoffs are delayed. But Gibson,
Sharif and Co. are loyal servants of the
bourgeoisie, so they will raise these
layoffs, and the people must unite to
oppose them.

Using the front of a puppet “Cam-
bodian National United Front”, 13 divi-
sions of Vietnamese troops have cap-
tured PhnomPenh and are now said to
control the majority of Democratic
Kampuchea.

Many people are asking why is “‘soc-
jalist"" Vietnam attacking Socialist
Cambodia? Why is “socialist’ Vietnam
carrying out aggressor imperialist
actions on its neighbor? The answers
to these questions are found in Viet-
nam’s constitution and its November 3,
1978 treaty of “...friendship and coope-
ration"" with the Soviet Union.

In Vietnam's constitution, they call
for neighboring countries (Laos, Thai-
land, Cambodia, and other members of
A.S.E.A.N.) to join an Indo-China
Federation under the leadership and
guidance of Vietnam and that Vietnam
as well as other countries should recog-
nize and join in alliance with the
Soviet Union as the leading socialist
country in the world building social-
ism.

The Vietnam/USSR treaty calls for
mutual consultation and removal of
any threat in case either country is at-
tacked. Certainly no such treaty was
signed when imperialist USA attacked
Vietnam for 20 years, why now? The
answer is simple. What the Vietnam/
Soviet Union alliance failed to accom-
plish through diplomatic channels--that
is Vietnam's leadership of an Indo-
China Federation coopting the member
countries of Association of Southeast
Asian Nations (ASEAN)-under the
guise of Vietnam's “non-alignment”,
they will now accomplish through
force, and Kampuchea is meant to be
the first lesson.

The methods used by the Vietnam/
USSR alliance in Kampuchea are the
same as the Cuba/USSR tactics in
Angola. First the purchase or manufac-
ture of a national support group, then

the Vietnamese mercenaries of Soviet
Social Imperialism, Viet Nam has be-
come the Cuba of Asia, carrying forth
its regional hegemonism in Southeast
Asia in the same way as the Cubans
are running amuck in Africa (as the
Soviet Imperialists’ “Foreign Legion”,
killing Angolans, Ethiopians, Eritreans
and Somalis and not a South African
or Israeli, yet)!

Viet Nam set up a phoney “Libera-
tion Front” inside Kampuchea, com-
posed of traitors and compradors, and
has totally hitched its star to the ga-

propaganda slandering the pre-
sent government or anti-hegemonist
farces to prepare for invasion. Along
with massive propaganda comes mas-
sive arms and troops, and finally the
onslaught. The problem for this new
imperialist alliance is not militarily cap-
turing cities, towns and provinces with
superior arms, but capturing the hearts
and minds of the people.

Why

,,QUESTION: After World War |,
why and how did Lenin divide the
countries of the world into three dif-
ferent groups™What were the historical
conditions prevailing at the time What
was the basic idea behind Lenin’s dif-
ferentiation?

+ANSWER by historian Sa Na: After
the October Revolution in Russia and
World War |, a profound change took
place in the international situation and
a new alignment of political forces
emerged. In his report to the 2nd Con-
gress of the Communist Internatinngl
in July 1920, Lenin, after an analysis
of these changes, divided the countries
of the world, which at that time had a
total population of 1,750 million, into
three different groups: the colonial,
semi-colonial countries, the vanquished
powers and Soviet Russia, countries
having a population of roughly 1,250
million; countries that retained their
old position, with a polulation not ex-
ceeding 250 million; and a few coun-
tries emerging victorious from the war,
with a population of less than 250 mil-
lion.

WHY WERE SOVIET RUSSIA, THE
COLONIES, SEMI-COLONIES, AND
DEFEATED COUNTRIES INCLUDED
IN THE SAME CATEGORY?

..First, Lenin put countries like India,
Persia, Turkey and China which were
being enslaved and partitioned by im-
perialism, the defeated countries like
Germany and Austria, and Soviet
Russia all in the same category. This
was because, from the viewpoint of in-
ternational relations at that time, all
these countries were being subjected to

A BURNING QUESTION.

With the letter from the Central
Committee of the Party of Labor of
Albania (PLA) to the Central Commit-
tee of the Communist Party of China
(CPC), the whole ideological and politi-
cal struggle within the international
communist movement has reached a
new level.

The PLA Letter is full of slanders
and anti-communist arguments that
must be answered. These brief com-
ments are put together to clarify the
issues at stake that have been raised by
this letter.

The whole history of the anti-revis-
jonist communist movement is turned
upside down in the PLA account, but
what becomes crystal clear is that the
PLA is attacking the CPC, not because
the CPC is departing from the line and
policies of Mao Tsetung and Chou En-
lai, but they are under attack because
they uphold the banner of Chairman
Mao today. Obviously the unity be-
tween the PLA and the CPC was a uni-
ted front against Soviet Revisionism at
one point in time.

E.F. Hill, Chairman of
the Australian Communist Party, has
written a good account of the anti-revi-
sionist communist movement and
Chairman Mao's actual role. It gives a
good perspective to the question, so
we will start with his first hand ac-
count:

The PLA Letter slanders Mao's role
in the struggle against modern revision-
ism. The PLA letter attempts to do
what the revisionist CPSU failed to do,
_by first of all saying that the Commun-
ist Party of China's ideological and po-
!mcal struggle against modern revision-
Ism was pragmatically inspired and that
the CPC, with Chairman Mao at the
helm, was motivated by narrow nation-
al interests. In a word, Mao Tsetung's
criticism of modern revisionism and
the great contributions developed in
this struggle -according to the PLA -
are not based on Marxism-Leninism!
The PLA says:

“The events that were taking place
revealed ever more clearly that the po-
litical and ideological struggle of the
Communist Party of China against the
Khrushchevites did not proceed from a
sound basis, in reality, its aim was not
to defend Marxism-Leninism, the revo-
lution and the liberation of peoples. It
was waged simply for pragmatic ends
and selfish interests.”

Cont'd from pg 1
ideological struggle in the communist
movement to unite Marxist-Leninists,
and it did nct broadly expand its work
as much as it could have at times. Over
the past two years, it has struggled to
correct these weaknesses.
Also:  ATM made serious errors of
participating in formations initiated by
certain opportunist groups. These for-
mations were the National Continua-
tions Committee and the so-called “’Re-
volutionary Wing.” These were errors
of metaphysics and idealism, such as
adopting for a period of time a “left”
line on party building, which pitted
mass work against the tasks of party
building. (end quote)

Given these self-criticisms, the ques-
tion arises as to how thoroughly these
comrades are carrying out the rectifica-
tion of their errors. To the extent that
the League is based upon a deep and
consistent repudiation of past mistakes,
its formation is a good thing which
leads the anti-revisionist communist
movement forward; to the extent that
LRS still continue in their shortcom-
ings, progress for communists depends
upon struggle against these errors.

The real test of the question is prac-
tice. From its practice it is clear that
the League must still struggle for recti-
fication. This fact emerged at a public
meeting held in New York on October
14 to announce the League. At-the

October 14 meeting there was no per-

iod of discussion in- the program in
which to carry out struggle over gen-
uine differences. There were speeches
of a general kind, revolutionary songs,
and a reception over coffee and cake.
There was no open clash of ideas to
differentiate the correct from the in-
correct through two-line struggle. But
truth has no means of development
other than the struggle with error.

Other practical errors included the
taking of frontal pictures of the aud-
ience by League cadre, and scheduling
the meeting in a public school building
on a night when it was in use by the
Board of Elections so that participants
had to enter the meeting through a
line of uniformed police.

BUT THE POSITIVE ASPECTS OF
WHAT LRS REPRESENTS AS THE
COMBINING OF TWO OF THE MA-
JOR ORGANIZATIONS IN THE
ANTI-REVISIONIST COMMUNIST
MOVEMENT IN THE U.S. FAR OUT-
WEIGH ANY SHORTCOMINGS!!! It
also raises sharp questions of the other
organizations who do not think CPML
is “‘the party’’, i.e., the genuine
Marxist-Leninist Communist Party in
the U.S. as to what are we doing to
build that party in practical practicable
terms. The formation of LRS is very
positive, and so is the proposed Com-
mittee To Unite Marxist-Leninists,
which so far includes the Bay Area
Communist Union, League of Revelu-
tionary Struggle and Communist Party
Marxist-Leninist. CUML is proposed as
the arena, the framework, in which the
major questions obstructing the forma-
tion of a single major party in this
country might be struggled out! The
Left sectarianism that has made it al-
most impossible for many Marxist-
Leninists groups to work together must
be actively combatted. (Obviously the
police contribute mightily to this sec-
tarianism and isolation!) Organizations
like League for Proletarian Revolution
(though they are “not speaking to us”
and pout childishly when we meet
them in the streets) must also take fur-
ther positive steps in not only making
some extensive self-criticism which
they are doing, but trying to put some
of it in practice, especially the part
about being anti-sectarian! Part of this
anti-sectarianism would be to seriously
consider membership in a forum like
the CUML. RCL, of course, must put
this question on the top of its agenda,
since if we hold MARXIST-LENIN-
ISTS UNITE-WIN THE ADVANCED
TO COMMUNISM, and we hold the
first part of that slogan as principal,
we must seriously question what, in
fact, practically are we doing to build
the revolutionary party of the U.S.
Proletariat! Anything that obstruct the
building of such a party is an obstruc-
tion to revolution, and an obstruction
to the destruction of capitalism and
the construction of Socialism.

,..What is happening is very significant;
instead of national independence for
the black national bourgeoisie, they are
more and more being competed with
by compradors. And the absolute
growth of black business since the Civil
Rights Movement and rebellions has
seen the emergence of more and more
compradors, suggesting not only the
“discovery” of the black market by
the big bourgeoisie, but the fact that
since there was no Black Liberation
brought to its needed resolution, i.e.,
black independence, then the only
market the black bourgeoisie has is
n w more than ever accessible to the
big bourgeoisie. The black bourgeoisie
was always a stunted, non-industrial
bourgeoisie, which furthermore deve-
loped too late “‘to get in on the
ground floor of modern industrial en-
terprise, to share the so-called benefits
of free enterprise; its misfortune was
that it arrived in the epoch of trusts,
when the key points of the country's
economic life were already dominated
by big business.” It was stunted from
the jump by monopoly capitalism. The
dualistic view of the national bour-
geoisie is that while the democratic re-
volution was supposed to bring equal
rights, civil rights, it also had the effect
of exposing the black market to on-
slaught by the big bourgeoisie; because
the segregation, discrimination which
gave the black bourgeoisie its market
in the first place, were effectively les-
sened.

The modern national black
bourgeoisie has even abandoned in
large parts its homeland in favor of
trying to get a share of urban ghetto
market of the oppressed black nation-
ality. The comprador also gives the im-
perialist the cover of expanding black
business and political democracy as an
illusion of black progress and partner-
ship of blacks in capitalism, so-called
black capitalism. And more and more
the trend in black business is the com-
ing of the comprador. (See Chart be-
low)

And just as neo-colonialism is the
main enemy throughout the African
world, even though the struggle against
colonialism is still being waged, it is so
even in the U.S.A. that the black-face
agent of imperialism is now the most
deadly form. And black people’s politi-
cal relationship to the U.S. nation, in
the South, the Black Belt, and
throughout the country is marked by
the emergence of more and more elect-
ed officials, in the Black Belt and in
the ghetto versions of the Black Belt,
whose job is to simulate black power,
while signaling a more sophisticated le-
vel of imperialist domination.

In fact, the nature of black submer-
sion in North America as an oppressed
nation on the same landmass as the
U.S. bourgeoisie has long given rise to
the tendency of the black bourgeoisie
to compromise and for large sectors of
the bourgeoisie and petty bourgeoisie
to actually aspire to b compra-
dors, to serve imperialism, and aban-
don even the normal contradiction
competition for a market would bring
about.

This is also true with the black
bourgeoisie’s relationship to Africa and
the West Indies. As Harry Haywood

points out, “The fact is that an Ameri- |

can imperialism has given plans for uti-
lization of this section of the Negro
bourgeoisie. It finds it essential to its
strategy of world domination to hold

Africa as a reserve continent” for im-
perialism and prevent its following
Asia’s example. As a New York Times
editorial spoke “Negro citizens...who
can play useful roles in building brid-
ges between the United States and Af-
rica.

Malcolm X opposed the CPUSA
supported black bourgeois domination
of the Black Liberation Movement in

C.I. 28, AFRICA & TH A
ON

The bourgeoisie seem clearly aware
of Afro Americans’ special relationship
to Africa. Even the October 1928 Re-
solution of the Communist Internation-
al took notice of this relationship to
say: “The Negro question in the Uni-
ted States must be treated in its rela-
tion to the Negro questions and strug-
gles in other parts of the world. The
Negro race everywhere is an oppressed
race. Whether it is a minority (U.S.A.,
etc.), majority (South Africa), or in-
habits a so-called independent state
(Liberia, etc.); the Negroes are oppress-
ed by imperialism. Thus, a common tie

* of interest is established for the revolu-

tionary struggle of race and national Ii-
beration from imperialist domination
of the Negroes in various parts of the
world. A strong Negro revolutionary
movement in the U.S.A. will be able to
influence...and direct the revolutionary
movement in all those parts of the
world where the Negroes are oppressed
by imperialism."

Obviously attempts to liquidate this
special relationship of history, heritage,
culture, politics and emotion, is only a
further liguidation of the national
question itself. The lie there is no
AfroAmerican nation, that blacks are
totally integrated or assimilated into
ths‘ United States nation, and also have
no special relationship to Africa, exact-
ly like the rest of the United States na-
tion, is finally to reduce black connec-
tion to Africa as one of moral outrag-
ed at its exploitation. It is similar to
the watering down the national oppres-
sion of black people to racism and

making racism merely the feeling that

one people are superiar to another.
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This feeling is white chauvinism, which
is a justification for racism, and racism
the method by which fascism will be
brought to the United States wrapped
in an American flag. But black oppres-
sion is at base caused by the domina-
tion of the black nation by imperial-
ism, and its reflection in the rest of

the 60s with the political line of the
Black masses, “‘Self-Determination, Self

Respect, Self Defense”.

e United States is powerlessness and
substandard inferior living conditions
militarily enforced by the United
States state. Chauvinism believes blacks
are substandard, inferior and need to
remain powerless. Racism is the appa-
ratus by which they are to remain that
way. The root of these is the national
oppression which is domination by im-
perialism. (“The material base of chau-
vinism is imperialism,” Lenin, THE
COLLAPSE OF THE 2nd INTERNA-
TIONAL, p. 244). “The receipt of high
monopoly profits by the capitalists in
one of the numerous branches of in-
dustry, in one of the numerous coun-
tries, etc., makes it economically possi-
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ble for them to bribe certain sections
of the workers; and for a time, a fairly
considerable minority of them, and
win them to the side of the bourgeoi-
sie of a given industry OR GIVEN NA-
TION AGAINST ALL THE OTHERS.
The intensification of antagonisms be-
tween imperialist nations for the divi-
sion of the world increases this urge.
And so there is created that bond be-

% tween imperialism and opportunism.”

(Lenin, Collected Works, “Imperialism

- The Highest Stage of Capitalism, p.

301.) The fact that blacks are identifi-
able as members of the imprisoned na-
tion, maintains their national oppres-
sion wherever they are, which is a
means of superexploitation, by class
and race (national oppression). The
race allows the national oppression to
continue outside the nation itself, as
blacks are grouped together in ghettoes

* which duplicate the poverty and isola-
. tion from the rest of America that the

Black Belt exhibits.

The revisionists see the black libera-
tion struggle as merely a moral struggle
against racism, as the question of the
immortality of racism having to be de-
stroyed, which is actually to reduce
and dilute the question. The National
Question is one of power

he came to Chicago from Louisiana in
1970. A year later, this young man
owned three successful businesses on
the Westside - a bar-b-que house and
two auto body repair shops.

On March 8, 1976, Davis was shot in
the back by a white paliceman...and
now, a little more than two years later,
he is physically only a shell of himself;
he has lost all of his businesses; he is
living off public aid checks.

And he is fighting an uphill battle to
gain some kind of justice from the
City of Chicago for the brutal and sa-
distic act of a white cop. Having lost a
$15 million suit against the City, and
having turned down a $300,000 settle-
ment offer from the City, Davis has
won a new. trial on a ruling from the
7th Circuit Court of Appeals.mazed

Meanwhile, this former successful
young Black businessman wages a de-
termined fight against this white po-
liceman and the City of Chicago. He is
demanding that the policeman be pun-
ished. However, Officer Joseph Freels
continues to patrol Black communities.
Yet, Davis, with only a 30 percent
chance of living more than three addi-
tional years, walks around with no
spleen, gall bladder, bowel ducts, or
appendix, and with only a portion of
his liver. They were destroyed when
that .357 hollow-point bullet, fired
from a Magnum, slammed through his
back as he was spread-eagled against a
car.

Let’s go back to March 8, 1976.
Davis and a friend, Winston Fonenot,
surprised two burglars in Davis’ rib
house about 5:45 a.m. They subdued
the two men and called the police. Af-
ter 15 minutes, the police had not ar-
rived and the burglars escaped. Davis
and Fontenot had proceeded to drive

to one of Davis’ body shops. As they
got out of their car, two white police-
men approached them and ordered
them up against a nearby auto. They
complied.

Fontenot was handcuffed, and with-
out warning, Davis was shot in the
back by Freels. Davis had made no
attempt to resist and was unarmed. Ac-
cording to Davis, Freels began kicking
and stomping him and then pointed
the gun between Davis’ eyes and told
him: ‘’Die, nigger, die, or I'll blow
your brains out.”

Davis pretended to be dead and the
officers took his wallet, watch, and
ring, and one of them said: ““He won't
need these where he's going.” Davis re-
mained in Cook County Hospital for
more than seven months. Then too, he
was shackled to his hospital bed for
four of those months, because he,
Davis, had been charged with attemp-
ted murder of the two burglars, char-
ges which were later dropped.

| have some news to update you on
about this little war we have here at
this KKamp. By unanimous vote
(98%), we decided to go on a “work
strike” for 7 or 8 days, from Novem-
ber Ist to November 7th, to pressure
the governor (it’s during election
time...) and tap capitalists (profit mon-
grels over prison industries) to force
the administration into conceding to
some of, if not all our demands. But,
the boys got hip to the strike, so they
barbaricly picked up three men AL-
LEGEDLY “instigators” of the strike;
(one Afrikan, Cecil Moody, AKA Waki-
li), one Chicano (Robert Rivera), and
one European (Hayward ‘‘Habe"” Law-
son) under their “Emergency Segrega-
tion Transfer” clause, around 10:30 pm
on the night of October 26th and
threw them in Cell House No. 3, (The
Hole, AKA “Dog Kennels”).

So we had another meeting out on
the yard on Saturday, October 28th
(over 95% showed up) and decided to
go on strike two days earlier (October
30th) than originally proposed...and
added to our list of grievances, “the
immediate unconditional release” of
the three men they kidnapped and
threw in the Dog Kennels. And it was
also agreed that no one go to eat
breakfast on the morning of the strike.
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Our grievances/demands briefly
stated consisted of: ) changes in poli-
cies concerning the treatment of in-
mates, 2) resumption of contact visits,
3) inmate access to outside organiza-
tions, 4) establishment of self-help
groups - including an inmate council
and the availability of group therapy,
counseling and vocational training,
along with what | mentioned in the
last paragraph. Under the sub-topic of
Policies, Procedures, and Treatment,
we stated how a lot of men in here
don’t even have underwear (they use
to give them to us twice a year, before
'76), personal hygiene products, public
telephones, more jobs and general let-
up from the “quasi-lock-up-time sche-
dule”. We also demanded answers to
allegations that our Inmate Welfare
Fund & Monies from the Canteen and
Movies were being frauded, embezzled
and misappropriated to and by certain
“KKans" of pigs in here, including the
Superintendent and Assistant Superin-
tendent themselves!

Anyway, the Colorado Correctional
Director “denied” receipt of our grie-
vances and demands! (A nice “play-

down'’ political lie!) He also denied,

that his Gestapo ground troops are
armed... the bastards carry “blunder-
busters” (a pellet shooting shotgun),
“tear-gas guns’”’, “mace”, “knives"”, and
“‘an assortment of clubs and black-
jacks”...and they have at present insti-
tuted a policy of “get-tough” on us.

Well, the strike is now in its 8th
day, elections will end tonite, and as
far as | know the strike ends (although
maybe only temporarily!) in the morn-
ing. So the boys will probably end
their “lock-down” tomorrow too. So
far, they have refused to give in to
most, nearly all of our demands...gave
us a pamphlet stating a lot of promises
and lies, along with a lot. of rhetoric
bullshit and threats that they’ll deal
with us “harshly” if we take it upon
ourselves to stop the normal functions
of their institution again and try to
force them into any type of bargaining
or negotiations for our rights and/or
necessities!

0f the three men they threw in the
Hole, they “released” ONE, the Euro-
pean, Habe Lawson, and gave the Afri-
kan and Chicano 0 days segregation”
to be “reviewed after the 10 days is
up (the I0th of November), meaning, if
they so deem, they can keep them in
there “indefinitely” by simply giving
them “90-day reviews”. Incidently Wa-
kili (Cecil Moody) is one of my closest
comrades.

Letters of support from all across
the country are beginning to arrive at
the Rutgers-Newark University campus
demanding the retention of the Law
School’s Minority Student Program
(MSP) which since 1973 has set aside
25 percent of the approximately 700
plus seats for minorities. The MSP
came into exist almost immedi
.« after the Newark riots of ‘67 and
de.nite the substantial gains that have
bee. made, is now, in light of the
Bakke decision, in danger of being sig-
nificanti, revised, if not completely eli-
minated.

Upon hearing of the University's
Board of Governors’ plan to reassess
the MSP, a coalition of minority
organizations and others—-the Associa-
tien of Black Law Students, the Asso-
ciation of Latin American Law Stu-

dents, the Association of Asian Law
Students, the Women's Caucus, the
New Jersey Lawyers Guild, and the
National Black American Law Student
Association (BALSA)--was quif:kl’y
formed to challenge the University’s
move. Already there are public hear-
ings underway to influence the va(iuus
faculty and admissions l:nrn'rm_ttee
meetings whose findings will defmn.ely
effect the Board of Governors’ final
decision.

Norman Epting, Chairperson of the
Association of Black Law Students
(ABLS) and a third year law student,
said the Bakke decision “represents a
political statement on the temgerament
and mood of this country's power
elite, and Rutgers Law School is ‘the
first battleground of what we pla|r'||v
interpret as a war on affirmative
action.”

Though the Rutgers Law School’s
MSP was given formal recognition in
1973, the actual experiment began in
1968 when the school added 20 new
slots to the incoming freshmen class.
Even such a modest increase was a tre-
mendous improvement over the pre-
vious decade 1958-68, when only 12 mi-
nority students had been matriculated.

Since the inception of the MSP
more than 200 Black attorneys have
graduated from Rutgers Law School
and for a program that has been in full
operation only five years, such a per-
formance is indeed noteworthy. More
than two-thirds of MSP students are
from the state of New Jersey. Nor-
mally, there are as many as 40 Black
students in the program; 13 Hispanic
students and 7 Asian American stu-
dents.

The elimination of the MSP would
not only hamper the steady flow of
minority lawyers but would also
seriously impede several of the pro-
grams that derive their personnel from
the MSP. Such a cutback would stifle
the ABLS’s community Legal Aid Pro-
gram that provides legal assistance to
inner-city residents and its Southern
Mobilization Project which for some
years now has ably assisted folks lo-
cated in the rural south.

To salvage the MSP, the students,
through the newly formed coalition,
are now busy planning a regional con-
ference that will highlight the situation
at Rutgers and assist in the national
campaign against the pernicious impact
of Bakke. Infused with the spirit of
Paul Robeson, a former Rutgers stu-
dent, the students are determined to
show the faculty-student committee
that there is nat only local concern for
the continuation of MSP but national
support as well.

CAMP DAVID AFTERMATH

Three months after the Carter initia-

ted Camp David '‘Framework” for
peace were signed, no peace treaty

exists between Egypt and Israel.

Israel has consistently refused to fol-
low the spirit of Camp David by rais-
ing straw men, one after another. First
they couldn’t have a pact be linked to
overall Mideast peace; then they re-
neged on the promise not to develop
more Israeli settlements on occupied
lands and begin dismantling ones al-
ready established. They" then wanted
$3 billion above the present $2 billion
U.S. committment in additional mili-
tary aide. Israel has repeatedly refused
to deal with the independence of the
Palestinians in the West Bank of Jor-
dan, and the Gaza Strip, though they
agreed to the “independence” of these
areas within 5 years. But now they say
they oppose any kind of Palestian state

ever. Israel’s antagonism is necessary
based on the war mentality of a U.S.
watchdog. Israel’s inflationary military
economy is based on its war prepared-
ness and thus it is threatened by peace
in the Middle East.  Egypt, who first
approached Israel for a peace settle-
ment, has been verbally attacked by
her Arab allies for attempting to nego-
tiate a separate peace with Israel. How-
ever, Egypt has consistently pushed
and lIsrael consistently rejects, linking
any agreement with the overall situa-
tion in the West Bank, Gaza Strip, etc.
Diplomatic relations remain, including
the maintenance of PLO headquarters
in Egypt, as well as all trade and air
agreements with her Arab neighbors.
The only action taken was a joint
statement in November by the Arab
League not to attend meetings held in

Cairo. On the other hand Sadat’s initia-

FIRMLY OPPOSE THE TREA-
CHEROUS “ETHIOPIAN-SOVIET
TREATY OF FRIENDSHIP AND CO-
OPERATION"

The head of Ethiopia’s military re-
gime has just concluded a twenty year
deal with the Kremlin that sujbects the
Ethiopian people to the dictate and
domination of Soviet-Social Imperia-
lism. Such a treacherous deal of natio-
nal betrayal has further opened the
way for Soviet Social Imperialist en-
slavement and exploitation.

The Ethiopian peoples have a bitter
experience of various treaties with im-
perialists that have subjected them to
the latter's flagrant interference and
domination. Yet, the counter- revolu-
tionary military regime that never
learns from history signed on Novem-
ber 20th, 1978 the treacherous “Ethio-
pian-Soviet friendship and cooperation
treaty’’ that subjects the Ethiopian
people to the further domination by
Soviet Social Imperialism.

Let us look at some of the articles
in this infamous treaty and see what is
in store for thEthiopian peoples. Arti-
cle 10 states, “in the interests of ensur-
ing the defence capability of the high
contracting parties they shall continue
to cooperate in the military field.”
“What does this mean? It is a clear de-
claration for the continued presence of
thousands of Soviet military advisors,
of more than 17,000 Cuban mercen-
aries, over a thousand East German mi-
litary personnel and even a further in-
crease of troops if the situation de-
mands it. Cooperation in the military
field, as has been seen in practice, is
the stationing of troops, the flooding
of the country with weapons of mass-
slaughter, the training of troops and se-
curity forces and the participation of
Soviet and Cuban high ranking officers
in the highest military command com-
mittees to map out strategies for vari-
ous war campaigns. Moreover, as testi-
fied by present realities in Ethiopia,
military cooperation means the partici-
pation of Soviet officers and Cuban
mercenary troops in logistics, manning
sophisticated weapons in the war of
extermination launched on oppressed
nationalities especially those in Eritrea.
All this is done in the name of ensur-
ing Ethiopia’s defence capability and
military cooperation. With such an
agreement in force, the Soviet Social
Imperialists are in a position of total
control of military operations in Ethio-
pia. = {

-,

We say it s a deal of national betray-
al. It is a deal that ensures Soviet
Social-Imperialist domination in Ethio-
pia. It is a deal that endorses and faci-
litates the imperialist designs of the
Kremlin tsars throughout the world
and in the Horn of Africa in particular.
It is a treacherous deal that facilitates
the war preparation of the Soviet
Union and a guarantee for Ethiopia's
continued support to the Soviet Union
in case of an outbreak of world war.

The consequence of such a treaty
which strengthens alliance with Mos-
cow is fraught with great dangers for
the Ethiopian peoples and that of the
region. Looking back at the close al-
liance of Haile Selassie’s regime with
U.S. imperialism and its subsequent
consequences we find among other
things the following. On major inter-
national issues U.S. dictated the for-
eign policy of Ethiopia even to the ex-
tent of using Ethiopian military forces
to engage in its regional wars such as
Korea and the Congo. U.S. Imperialism
had unrestricted rights to use Ethio-
pian airfields, sea-ports, air-space and
other facilities, as well as, the Kagnew
military communication base to pursue
its aggressive designs in Africa and the
Middle East. From these the Ethiopian
peoples have drawn valuable lessons on
what treacherous deals with Imperia-
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tive has focused more sharply on
Israel’s rigid stand to delay the inevit-
able-the establishment of a Palestinian
State. Also, Hshinua News Agency has
reported secret meetings between the
Israelis and the Soviet Union and this
is causing lIsrael to become much less
manageable by U.S. imperialism. The
contention of the two superpowers are
at the seat of the “‘no war, no peace”
situation that Sadat’s peace initiative
was aimed at dispersing.

lism entails and have fought to free
themselves from imperialist domina-
tion.

Looking at the present, especially
the close alliance of the military re-
gime with the Soviet Union, we can
say the following. If tomorrow the
Kremlin deems it necessary to engage
Ethiopian troops in wars which it insti-
gates, the military regime has shown its
readiness to make the peoples of Ethi-
opia shed their blood for the Soviet
Social Imperialists. Moreover, requests
by the Soviet Union for establishing
military bases of some sort or weapon
storage facilities, etc. in the name of
“‘ensuring the defence capabilities of
both parties” and “military coopera-
tion'’ in its preparation for war will
not be far off. Such is the direction in
which this infamous deal signed by
Mengistu is undoubtedly leading the
country.

Other sections of the treaty dealing
with “the development and deepening
of unbreakable relations in the politi-
cal, economic trade fields”, “the par-
ties shall expand all-round cooperation
between them on the basis of the prin-
ciple of equality, mutual benefit and
most favoured nation treatment”, etc.
are designed for the further exploita-
tion of the peoples of Ethiopia and the
plunder of our national resources by

pationwide victo
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Soviet Social Imperialism.

In short, such a treacherous treaty is
undoubtedly not in the interest of the
Ethiopian people and that of the re-
gion. Hence, as in the past the Ethio-
pian peoples will not accept such a
treacherous deal. The Ethiopian Stu-
dents Union in North America also ve-
hemently condems this treaty of natio-
nal betrayal and will continue, along-
side the peoples of Ethiopia, to expose
and struggle against the counter-revolu-
tionary military regime and Soviet Soc-
ial Imperialism.

,..Recently radio station WNJR,
Newark, in a move reminiscent of ear-
lier days when it was run by outright
reactionaries saw fit to remove commu-
nity programming from the air. This
was community programming that had
been on WNJR for 4 and 5 years, lar-
gely because of community struggles to
get media space. Programs as diverse as
the New Well Drug program and the
Newark Student Union plus local poli-
ticians managed to ohtain weekly
broadcast time, as well as Unity and
Struggle newspaper. The Unity and
Struggle program was a very popular
program, not only in the North Jersey
community, but it could be heard in
parts of New York City. The commu-
nity struggles to gain this time were
led by the then Congress of Afrikan
People, as part of the many mass strug-
gles it was then involved in.

.. The apparent object of this bold at-
tack on the peoples’ rights is of course
the Unity and Struggle program prima-
rily, because it consistently focused on
key agitational issues in this country,
particularly in this region, but also
raised up a continuous opposition to
the degenerate system of monopoly
capitalism and its attendant racism, na-
tional oppression and the oppression of
women. The other programs were elim-
inated so as to make it less obvious
that the U&S program was the main
target, but also because in this particu-
lar period, the bourgeoisie is attacking
the gains the people made in the mili-
tant cities!

,,What is also obvious is that the FCC
“Ascertainment’” statement that all sta-
tions, radio and TV have to fill out to -
demonstrate they “represent the opin-
ion of the people their signal reaches”
will in this case return to the bold-
faced lies of most radio and tv stations
who usually represent no one but the
handful of rich folks who own them,
and never the people!

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be paid off in annual allotments of
2,000 million. It was compelled by
such extortionate terms to hand over
its shipping facilities, livestock and also
its revenues from railway transport and
the mining industry as part of the pay-
ment. As Lenin put it, “The Peace of
Versailles is oppressing hundreds of
millions of people. It is robbing Ger-
many of coal, robbing her of her milch
herds, and is reducing her to an unpa-
ralleled and unprecedented state of ser-
vitude.” (Speech Delivered at a Con-
gress of Leather Industry Workers,
1920.) These circumstances aroused
strong anti-imperialist sentiments
among the German proletariat and
other labouring people. The bour-
geoisie in Germany, who also resented
being bullied in this way, asked for a
revision of the treaty while attempting
to get out of their predicament by ex-
ploiting the contradictions among the
United States, Britain and France. Ger-
many, an imperialist country itself be-
fore the war, had by then become an
oppressed and enslaved country having
most acute contradictions with the im-
perialist powers.

,,..Why did Lenin put Soviet Russia,
where the proletariat had already won
state power, in the same category with
the colonial, semi-colonial and defeated
countries? This was because, on the
one hand, tsarist Russia’s participation
in World War | caused the country tre-
mendous losses in manpower and mate-
rial resources and seriously impaired its
economy. After the October Revolu-
tion, Soviet Russia had to endure an
imperialist-sponsored armed interven-
tion by 14 countries and the revolt of
the White Guard. The imperialists vain-
ly hoped to strangle the Soviet regime
and turn Russia into a colony. The So-
viet regime was forced to go to war for
more. than three years, which crippled
the economy, brought production to a
standstill, caused the land to lie waste,
with famine plaguing many parts. of
the country. After the armed interven-
tion was crushed, the imperialists did
not give up their scheme of wiping out
the Soviet regime. Instead, they intend-
ed to destroy it by continued encircle-
ment, economic blockade and other
means. Soviet Russia at that time,
whether viewed from its political and
economic conditions or from the situa-
tion of the international class struggle,
was in a position akin to that of a co-
lony suffering from imperialist powers’
aggression and bullying. On the other
hand, the historical mission of the So-
viet regime determined that it was
bound to throw in its lot with the pro-
letariat and oppressed nations in the
other parts of the W¥jld. This was be-
cause, in Lenin's opinion, the victory
of the socialist revolution in one coun-
try only spelled the beginning of the
world revolution; it must not only
unite with the proletariat of the advan-
ced countries and form a close alliance
with then, but also ally itself with the
liberation movements of oppressed na-
tions in the colonies and semi-colonies
in a common struggle to defeat inter-
national imperialism. Only thus could
the Soviet regime become really conso-
lidated and advance; only thus could
the proletarian revolution win its final
victory. Lenin said, ““The socialist revo-
lution will not be solely, or chiefly, a
struggle of the revolutionary proletari-
ans in each country against their bour-
geoisie-no, it will be a struggle of all
the imperialist-oppressed colonies and
coqntries, of all dependent countries,
against international imperialism.” (Ad-
dress to the Second All-Russia Con-
gress of Communist Organizations of
the Peoples of the East, 1919.)

.., The countries which retained their

old position, mainly those which kept

neutral during World War | and the

small and medium-sized countries
which maintained their independent
status in the war, belonged to another
group. They included Holland, Nor-
way, Switzerland, Spain, Portugal and
a number of Balkan countries as well
as some countries in Central and South
America. Though they had the sem-
blance of independence, and some
made economic gains by trading with
the belligerents during the war, they
were under the influence and sway of
the imperialist powers politically, es-
pecially in world affairs. During the
war, they had sunk to the position of
military and- economic dependence on
the imperialist powers in general and
the United States in particular. After
the war, their contradictions with the
imperialist powers also became aggra-
vated.

they would have the final say on
everything. However, contradictions
were rife among this handful of im-
perialist powers. The United States
made a big fortune out of the war and
changed from a debtor nation into the
richest and most powerful imperialist
country in the postwar world. It did
its utmost to gain a foothold in Eu-
rope as well as establish hegemony
over the Far East and the Pacific re-
gion. Britain, lagging far behind the
United States in economic strength,
was half way to becoming a debtor but
it still wanted to edge the United
States out and preserve its hegemonic
position in Europe and the world as a
whole. It did not wish to see a Ger-
many weakened to the extreme for it
considered Germany a counter-weight
to be used in its confrontation against
France and in opposing Soviet Russia.
France, which suffered big losses in the
war, had been weakened economically
but tried its best to ruin and split Ger-
many completely and establish its own

Lenin’s teaching on applying dia-
lectical materialism to the world situa-
tion, i.e., analysing the specific contra-
dictions that exist and making use of
hose .contradictions, even b the
mperialists themselves, is a fundamen-

. A few imperialist powers, namely,
the United States, Britain, France and
Japan of the Allied Powers, made up
the third category. These were the vic-
tor nations in World War . But in
these countries, it was only the mono-
poly capitalists and the rulers who
were the real beneficiaries. At the Paris
peace conference following World War
I, the United States, Britain and

France lorded it over the vanquished

powers and imposed on them the op-
pressive Treaty of Versailles. By virtue
of this treaty they divided among
themselves the former German colonies
and marked out anew their own
spheres of infl

BASIC IDEA BEHIND LENIN'S DIF
FERENTIATION

..Lenin’s differentiation of the world’s
political forces did not appear from
nowhere. It was a conclusion he
reached after a comprehensive exami-
nation of the various fundamental con-
tradictions in the world in his time.
Lenin’s basic idea, like that of the re-
volutionary teachers Marx and Engels
before him, was to distinguish between
the enemy, friends and ourselves in the
international class struggle, and to ex-
pand to the maximum our own ranks
and those of our allies while isolating
and striking at the main enemy to the
maximum so as to win final victory for
the proletarian revolution.

the beginning of this century, when ca-
pitalism developed to the stage of im-
perialism with monopoly capital in a
dominant position, the contradiction
between the proletariat and the bour-
geoisie became more acute than ever.
In analysing the peculiar features of
imperialism, Lenin, for the first time in
history, declared that the world had
entered the era of imperialism and pro-
letarian revolution. Imperialism, he
pointed out, had divided the world in-
to two parts: the populous oppressed
nations and the oppressor nations with
very small populations but in posses-
sion of huge wealth and great military
stre gth. Imperialism’s oppression of
the whole world further intensified the
resistance movement of the oppressed
nations. Proceeding from the stand of
the proletarian revolution and of fight-
ing against international imperialism,
Lenin set great store by the liberation
struggles of the oppressed nations. In
his opinion, after the October Revolu-
tion and World War |, these struggles
had by then become a component part
of the socialist movement of the prole-

_tariat of the world. The revolutionary

struggles in the colonies and semi-
colonies were in turn affecting the
working-class liberation struggle in the
capitalist countries in Europe; besides,
the social revolution against imperial-
ism as a whole could win out only
when the civil wars launched by the .
working class in the developed coun-
tries against the bourgeoisie were link-
ed up with the liberation movements
of the oppressed nations. Moreover,
the final victory of the socialist revolu-
tion of the proletariat of the world, he
pointed out, would depend on and
eventually be ensured by the revolu-
tions in countries like Russia, India
and China which made up the over-
whelming majority of the world popu-
lation. ) .
These viewpoints of Lenin’s were di-
ametrically opposed to those of the Se-
cond International’s social- chauvinists
who always belittled the liberation
struggles of the oppressed nations.
These opportunists knew nothing
about the revolutionary significance of
the national-liberation movement in
the colonies and semi-colonies, denying
that it played a great role in demolish-
ing the foundation of imperialist rule
and in promoting the working-class re-
volutionary movement in the capitalist
countries. Therefore, in practice they
refused to support the liberation move-
ment in the colonies and semi-colonies.
Lenin also attached great importance
to the contradictions and struggles
£} ies. ,Af:er

ons be-
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Lenin proposed the Brest-Litovsk Trea-
ty in order to divide the imperialist
forces ready to attack the Soviet

Union and to gain a “breather” which
insured Russia’s survival.

tween the imperialist victor nations
and the defeated countries as well as
those among the victors themselves
were very sharp. Lenin was of the
opinion that, in order to deal blows at
the principal enemy, the proletariat
must make a distinction between the
secondary and lesser imperialist coun-
tries on the one hand and the imperial-
ist powers which held sway over every-
thing on the other. He also held that it
was necessary to link the proletariat’s
anti- imperialist struggle with the strug-
gle of the defeated countries and the
small and medium-sized countries a-
gainst the imperialist powers’ enslave-
ment. In the struggle against imperial-
ism, therefore, he pointed out that the
Soviet state must try to.win over the
bourgeoisie in the small countries, “for
the imperialists oppress not only the
workers of their own countries but the
bourgeoisie of the small states as well.”
(Report of the Central Committee of
the R.C.P.(B), 1920.)

Under the guidance of these strate-
gic and tactical principles laid down by
Lenin, the first thing under considera-
tion on Soviet Russia’s foreign rela-
tions at that time, was how to preserve
and consolidate its own existence.
After the October Revolution of 1917,
Soviet Russia, then still at war with
German imperialism, found that, to
preserve the regime of the Soviets, it
was necessary to pull itself out of the
imperialist war as quickly as possible,
restore production and organize the
building of the political power. At that
time, the government of the Kaiser was
girding for an attack on Soviet Russia
and the Allied Powers too were making
plans for an intervention in Soviet Rus-
sia. After the Allied Powers rejected
the Soviet appeal for a peace parley,
Lenin proposed to hold immediate
talks with Germany alone, to conclude
a peace treaty, withdraw from the war
and so to avert a German offensive. Al-
though German imperialism had put
forward extremely harsh terms, Lenin
believed that it was necessary to make
compromise with Germany for a
breathing space, in order to build up
the Red Army before it could repulse
the joint attacks by the bourgeoisie
both at home and abroad. Lenin's pro-
posal was opposed by the enemy both
within and outside the Party. At his in-
sistence, however, Soviet Russia suc-
ceeded in signing with Germany the
Treaty of Brest Litovsk in March 1918.
This was an application of the flexible
tactic of avoiding a showdown with
imperialism when conditions were un-
favourable to the proletariat and of
making use of the contradictions a-
mong the imperialists to ensure the
survival of the Soviet regime. The next
thing to do was to establish ties with
the neighbouring small and medium-
sized countries. In 1920 and 1921, it

succeeded in establishing diplomatic re-

lations with many countries, including

Finland, Estonia, Lithuania, Poland,

Turkey and Persia. After this, making

use of the contradictions between the

victor nations and the defeated coun-

tries, it sought out the latter and estab-

lished trade and friendlv relations with

the developed capitalist countries in

Western Europe. In April 1922, the So-

viet delegate to the conference of Ge-

noa signed the Treaty of Rapallo with

Germany under which the two coun-

tries were to restore diplomatic rela-

tions immediately, and expand trade

relations with mutual favored treat-

ment; the two parties declared that

they would mutually relinquish claims

to-indemnities-and-debt payments.=
Thus the scheme of U.S., British and

French imperialism to force Soviet

Russia at the conference to pay up

tsarist Russia’s old debts came to

naught as did their plot to form a new
anti-Soviet united front. The Soviet
state once again broke through the im-
perialist encirclement and blockade.
Lenin viewed the Treaty of Rapallo as
a treaty the Soviet state concluded
with a capitalist country on an equal
footing, an example of diplomatic suc-
cess achieved by the Soviet state in its
conduct of foreign affairs.

From what has been described a-
hove, we can see that neither in theory
nor in practice had Lenin divided the
world’s countries simply into two
groups, capitalist and socialist; nor had
he looked on imperialism as a monoli-
thic entity. On the contrary, he ingen-
iously combined upholding the sup-
reme interests of the proletariat and re-
volutionary principles with the tactics
of uniting with all forces that can be
united, making use of contradictions
and dealing blows at the principal ene-
my in the struggle. This brilliant exam-
ple provided by Lenin is still to this
day something we should learn from in
real earnest.

Tupelo Mississippi:

A FOCAL POINT FOR SELF-DETERMINATION AND DEMOCRATIC
RIGHTS STRUGGLE IN THE BLACK BELT SOUTH’

On Saturday, November 27, 1978,
1800 demonstrators comprised of work-
ing blacks and whites, children, stu-
dents, M-L organizations and general
supporters marched with the UNITED
LEAGUE through the Black communi-
ty and downtown district of Tupelo,
Mississippi, while some 30-35 white
Klu Klux Klansmen (unhooded) bran-
dished axe handles and shotguns within
Y block of the march route. The mar-
chers rallied in fron of City Hall in Tu-
pelo to listen to statements by the
United League and solidarity messages
from supporting organizations.

In the Black Belt South, a region
stretching from Delaware to Texas,
1600 miles long and 300 miles deep,
Afro-Americans since the betrayal and

destruction of reconstruction govern-
ments and the imposition of rigid se-

gregation and racial discrimination in
this area and due to the existence of
historically irrefutable conditions pa-
ralleling J. Stalin’s classical Marxist-
Leninist definition of a nation, “a his-
torically constituted stable community
of people, based on a common terri-
tory, language, economic life, and a
common psychological development
manifested as a common culture”, con-
stituted an Afro-American nation:
which still exists today. The Afro-
American nation exists today in this
geographical area where the majority
of Afro American people still live in
concentration (52%), the rest of the
black population dispersed outside of
this region, is concentrated mainly in
26 major urban centers throughout the
U.S. The Afro-American nation in
the Black Belt South is oppressed by
U.S. imperialism in the same manner as
imperialism oppresses other nations in
the Third World, like Africa, Latin
America, South East Asia, etc.

Tupelo’s United League is typical of
organizations that develope in struggle

cheap labor force and great natural re-
sources, and under- developed markets.
Tupelo, a town of 21,000 serves as the
retail trading center for the Northeast
part of Mississippi. The Tennessee
Valley Authority provides cheap elec-
tricity secondarily for-its residents but
primarily for industrial use. As a result
of multinational corporations like
Rockwell International and FMC, Tu-
pelo’s low-wage non-unionized labor
force has grown rapidly in recent
years. Tupelo’s per capita income
soared nearly 58% between 1969 and
1975 from $2859 to $45I5. At the
same time there was a parallel rise of
Klan activity, led by Grand Dragon
Douglas Coen, a former Pennsylvania
cop.
Among the demands for equality in
local election laws, an end to racially
segregated unions and creation of more
unions, more jobs for blacks in local
businesses and city government, A MA-
JOR demand put forth by the UNI-
TED LEAGUE during the March and
rally is that ALL KLANSMEN BE IM-
MEDIATELY REMOVED FROM THE
POLICE FORCE AND LOCAL JUDI-
CIARY. The Klan in the Tupelo Police
department are responsible for syste-
matically beating and shooting, and
lynching blacks who are often arrested
on bogus charges. And the Klan “judi-
ciary'’ have consistently denied legal
measures to halt such actions. The
Klan has actively sought to heighten
racial tensions between poor working

whites and blacks in Tupelo.
Although the UNITED LEAGUE

was founded in 1966 in Holly Springs,
a town of 6,000 mostly black resi-
dents, 50 miles from Tupelo, the UNI-
TED LEAGUE has local white mem-
bers and UL leadership quickly points
out that the struggle in Tupelo is not a

on

against national oppression in the
Black Belt South.

Tupelo is a graphic example of U.S.
imperialism’s exploitation and oppres-
sion of the Afro American nation. The
per capita income for that area where
Tupelo is located, (Northern Miss.)was
$2,853 in 1975, less than half the na-
tional average of $5,902. The average
income of whites in the North in 1971
was $8,937, of Blacks, $5,360; of
whites in the South, $7,963, of Blacks
in the South, $4,283. The combined
average income of both blacks and
whites in the Black Belt was $3,846 in

1971. The lowest in_the U.S.
The November 27th March in Tupe-

lo and earlier democratic struggles by
‘the UNITED LEAGUE, the predomin-
ately black, grassroots rights organiza-
tion, founded and led by Alfred
“’Skip’’ Robinson, are in direct re-
sponse to U.S. imperialism's attempt to
divert its ever declining economic sta-
bility by relocating its multinational
corporations from Northern and Mid-
western locations into the Black Belt

black-white confrontation, but one of
poor blacks and whites opposing “'Big
Corporation money” and their Klan
lackies who seek to divide workers in
that area. A clear Anti-imperialist line.
RCL along with other identifiable
M-L organizations (CPML, LPR, WVO)
were present during the November
27th march and rally that started from
the Augustus Community Center in the
black section of Tupelo and marched
down the main street of Tupelo to
within a % block of the U.S. Post
Office which was ringed by unhooded
Klansmen (30-35) flashing axe handles

,.,In fact so backward was the rally
that Flo Kennedy the batty Leshian-
Fzininist (sic) was first on the program
and led a chorus line of her cohorts in
the worst version of an old civil rights
battle person we have ever heard.-Was
this plain out contempt for the wo-
men’s movement that the narrow na-
tionalist core of leadership of the
Black United Front was showingMWhy
Flo Kennedy, in her clown get-up,
complete with a red, black and green
cape and hundreds of different but-
tons?Minstrel Kennedy and one other
woman, the mother of Victor Rhodes,
the brother who was attacked by the
Hassidic vigilantes were also the ONLY
women speakers (and Kennedy just yo-
deled) on the program! Otherwise
there were no women visible at all.

,» Throughout the program there was
not one mention of Revelution, Impe-
rialism, - Capitalism or Socialism! There
were no Marxist speakers at all. And

this is an incredible self putdown to
the Marxists obviously involved in put-
ting together this march. How could
any Marxist organizations have partici-
pated in the front, yet failed to see
that at least one Marxist speaker was
represented. And the main thrust of
our criticism must be SELF CRITI-
CISM, since RCL has attended most
meetings of the front. But also, CPML,
LPR have been present. It is obvious
that the Left sectarianism that still rips
the anti-revisionist communist move-
ment is very much evident. A few
years ago there would have been auto-
matic caucuses among the M-Ls and a
common speaker agreed on in such a
situation. But now sectarianism, small
group mentality still dominate, and so
the field is left open to narrow nation-
alists, bourgeois feminists, social demo-
crats and practicing .metaphysicians to
confuse the people with all sorts of FI-
NALLY REFORMIST RHETORIC,
when the clear line that exposes na-
tional oppression as an outgrowth of
imperialism and monopoly capitalism
was not stated. The correct line on the
AfroAmerican National Question--
SELF DETERMINATION FOR THE
AFRO AMERICAN NATION IN THE
BLACK BELT SOUTH, was at no time
sounded. And even the nationalists did
not sound the cry of the BLACK NA-
TION because finally their line is re-
formist, a kind of cultural autonomy
which seeks no SELF DETERMINA-
TION but only “black (private) institu-
tions” in the midst of monopoly capi-
talism with its national oppression of
the black nation and denial of demo-
cratic rights to blacks everywhere.

,.Ironically, one of the best speakers
(meaning clearest and most militant)
was actor, Ossie Davis-and of course
he made no mention of the need for a
genuine Marxist-Leninist Communist
Party based on Marxism-Leninism-Mao
Tsetung Thought, nor did he point out
how that party had to lead the prole-
tariat to make sacialist revolution,
which is the only solution to the pro-
blem of national oppression and racism
or the oppression of women. No, that
was the job of the Marxist-Leninists
who were standing in the crowd.

countries; you must be able to apply
that theory and practice to conditions
in which the bulk of the population
are peasants, and in which the task is
to wage a struggle against medieval sur-
vivals and not against capitalism...

“The task is to arouse the working
masses to revolutionary activity, to in-
dependent action and to organization,
regardless of the level they have reach-
ed; to translate the true communist
doctrine, which was intended for the
Communists of fthe more advanced
countries, into the language of every
people; to carry out those practical
tasks which must be carried out im-
mediately, and to join the proletarians
of other countries in a common strug-
gle.”

“Sych are the problems whose solu-
tion you will not find in any commun-
ist book, but will find in the common
struggle begun by Russia. You will
have to tackle that pmb‘ljem agd tsolve
it through your own independent ex-
perienge.x (Lenin, COLLECTED
WORKS, Vol. 30, pg. 161-162.)

Lenin’s understanding of the task of
making Revolution in the East is quite
different from the theoreticians of the
