The Brotherhood of Railroad Train-
men is up in arms against the recent
General
Payne, which will ‘have the effect of
niaking ' every train -in the Unlw
States a mail train. The trainmen siy
further that the order will place every
train under the protection of the Unitad
States government,

The order is to have train baggage-
men handle full packages of paper
mall, . for which they will be paid
“something” in addition to their regu-
lar wages as trainmen. Before the
order can become eﬂectlve it will re-
quire an appropriation from congress,
and the tralnmen are being urged by
their officers to fight such appropria-
tion. The last issue of the Railroad
Tralnmen's Journal has a long article
on the subject, in the course of which
it says:

“There is no question but that this
innovation was the inspiration of the
rallway managers rather than the post-
office department. Under cover of the
pretense of being able to expedite the
paper malil service, the postmaster
general hus brought the dream of every
railway manager to a realization of his
fondest hopes. In time of threatened
trouble the rallways 'have galways
sought the protection of the -courts
under the plea that the mall aervlce
was threatened. i

“Under the new order any train will
be empowerai to handle the mails, and
the United States will hold Itself re-
rponsible for their delivery, and It
looks as if, when the new rules of the
department bocome  effective, evely
train will be either a regular or a
special malil train, " It 1s the proposi-
tlon to commmrssion enough .nen from
the regular train crew. to man  the
trains, each with a mall agent,. who
will. be- pald-“something’ ' in'
to his regular salary as trainmun. If
there should be a strike, the ra‘lway
companies can easily substantiate thelf
claim to threatened interference with
the mails, and an injunction will follow
as a matter of course. The federal
troops will be used to assist in handling
these trains if necessary, and, in short;
the entire machinery of the postal
department has been turned over to
the rallway companies to insure them

"All experience hath shown that
mankind are more disposed to suffer,
while evils are sufferable, than to right
themselves by abolishing those forms to
which they are acustomed.”

This i# just as true today as it was
when the Declaration of Independence
was written., We are under the hyp-
notfc spell of custom, and are hfraid
to deviate a hair's breadth from the
old ruts into which we have unwit-
tingly fullen, Jvery improvement,
every innovation, has had to fight for
its life against this blind force that
holds us in bondage.

We are bound by it individually in
groups, and in classes.

As individuals, custom does nake
veritable fools of wus all; it turns
most women into fashion plates and
street sweepers, and men—well, let us
be charitable and say nothing about
them; it demands that we all eat the
same foods or we are called “fad-
dists;” it makes us members of the
conventional churches, or
tracised from society: it
with one or the other of the
litieal parties, or we are suspected of
wishing to destroy the goverument; it
is like the of “Simon  says
‘Thumbs up, and woe be unto any
of us who fail to follow the dictates
of Simon.

A body of men cannot be freed from
Gompersism by the mere passing of a
resolution at a labor convention: they
must be educated to think for them-
pelves; they must be brought to a rec-
ognition of their bondage., even undec
the broadest and most successful form
of trades unionism, to the present
wage system.

as yet have awakened to the real na-
ture of the difficulty, hence the con-
tinuation of the strike as a means of
redress.

The workers feel that they should
have a volice in matters pertaining to
their work; they ask for certain consid-
erations or concessions from the man
(or men) who owns their job; this
man {8 in the business for all the pro-
fit he can get, hence it is not to his
interest-to grant concessions, either in
regard to shortening the hours of la-
bor or to increasing the wages, or to
making any other change that the
workers may desire; he takes the posi-
tion that he alone has the right to dic-
tate any terms he chooses, and they
must abide by his decision or quit
work and go hungry. Not wishing to
do either, they go on a strike. The
great body of organized labor today is
so completely Gomperized that it sees
no better means of redress; but there
is a better way—It is the strike, to be
sure, but carried to the ballot box in-
stead of to the factory, mine or tram-
way system. :

Under the present capitalistic sys-
tem there I8 no llmit put upon the pri-
vate ownership of all the means of
life. The owners of mines, factories,
lands, franchises of all kinds, are in-
terested in the perpetuation of such a
system, and it is perfectly consistent
with their personal, private Interests to
vote for elther of the old parties, both
of which stands pledged to protect
capltalistic Interests.

But how about the wage earner?
When he votes an old party ticket, no
matter which one, he votes to continue
the wage system, the faciory and
mine boss, the dissatisfaction, the
strike, the injunction, the militia, et
cetera, Every one knows by this time
the varlous stages of a strike, The
army Is always under the control of the
political boss, who owes hls election to
the Industrial boss,- to whose ald said
army is sent if the strikers cannot be
intimidated by simpler means. And
the worker who has helped to elect
cither old party candidate has brought
upon himself the state militla and all
other powers of government at his
first attempt to have a volce in the
matter of his employment or any reg-
ulations pertaining thereto. He gets
Just what he votes for!

What is the better way? To recog-
nize the class to which he belongs and
to stand by his class and his class-in-
terests on election day.

The Boclalist party alone stands for
the workers; it 18 made up of working
men and women who know their own
class Interests; it would have all the
people collectively own all the meuns
of production and distribution. This
will eliminate all private profit, and
when this is  done industrial strikes
will be abolished forever, )

And 1t is coming! Every one who is
allve to the signs of the times, who
can feel the pulse of the universe, who
has any understanding whatever of the
evolutionary forces at work, knows
that Soclalism is the next step in our
industrial evolution. It means indus-
trial freedom for the whole human
race! *'Tis a consummation devoutly
to be wished."”

A Dbill to abolish private employment
offices has been passed by the French
parliament, with the large majority of
500" against 16 votes. The Socialist
deputy, Coutant, a Guesdist, advocat-
ed the immediate abolition of the pri-
vate employment offices without reim-
bursement. But the majority adopted
the labor committee's plan to buy out
the offices for a certain price, within
five years. The bill empowers munici-
palities to immediately abolish private

employment bureaus.
-

The shop employees are particularly
eager -for the abolishment of the pri-
vate employment offices, as they are
largely dependent on them for finding
places and have to pay fees which
are exorbitant in comparison with the
low wages which they receive. They
held a crowded meeting in the Labor
Exchange Nov. 5, with other organized
workers, to agitate for the bill. Some
excitable persons made a disturbance
and Prefect Lepine came with many
policemen, who broke up the meeting.
There wasg a dreadful conflict In which
70 workers and over 50 policemen were
wounded. The workers and the radical
press were very indignant. The matter
was discussed in parliamenf the next
day, and the Socialist deputy, Vaillant,
accused the prefect of barbarous cru-
elty. The prime minister severely con-
demned the prefect and promised an
investigation.

SWITZZERLAND.

The Geneva- Cantonal Great Couuncil
has unanimously voted to admit wom-
en to the practice of law. Only the
Socialists voted for the complete free-
dom of admission to the bar,

SPAIN,

The general strike in Bilboa has end-
ed with the agreement that after Jan-
uary 1 wages shall be paid weekly and
that the workers s<hall no longer be
obliged to buy at the mine owners’
shops nor to live in thelr dwelling
houses. These agreements, recommend-
ed by the government, were accepted
immediately by the workers, but the
employers opposed them so long as
they could. General Zappino threaten-
ed to withdraw the troops from the
strike region to bring the employers to
terms. Most of the persons arrested
during the strike have been liberated.
The government has promised that the
state of siege shall end before the mu-
nicipal elections. The foreign mining
companies, through their consuls, will
protest against the new compact. Those
mine owners would prefer an American
judge's injunction to General Zappino's
methods.

ENGLAND.

The monthly returns of the , Boiler-
makers' society again show an increase
in the unemployed, the number-out of
work being 5,182 as against 4,647 last
month,

Dear Comrade: Through Comrade
Mailly I am in receipt of yours of the
20th and beg leave to answer as fol-
lows: .

I do not doubt for a momeat but
that you acted according to your con-
victions in protesting against the
granting of our state charter and 1
want you to feel that it was not In a
spirit of personal resentment that our
local quorum requested the names of
the protestants.

The editorial you enclose 1s indeed a
caustic and seemingly unanswerable
bit of capitalistic criticism, but it is only
a rehash of an editorial whivh appeared
in the Picayune of Sept. 20, and which
has been copled by several capitalistic
dailles throughout the south. I beg to
call your attentlon to the conclusive
reply to the Picayune's editorfal which
silenced that journal and would, no
doubt, pit a quietus to such sgheets as
the Daillas News if only the trouble
were taken to answer their editorials.
I enclose Comrade Hall's letter. and
recommend it to your attention; it
may have the effect of clearing up this
matter in your mind and making our
stand clear,

I can assure you, my dear comrade,
that the negro plank in our platform
is not the result of a misunderstanding
on our part, but on the contrary, it is
the result of months of careful study
tof the subject; we realized that some
stand had to be taken in the matter
and we took the only sane one.

1f you doubt for a moment the ne-
cessity of the plank I refer you to the
10th clause in our platform, which de-
mands certain constitutional amend-
ments, These amendments, If passed,
will practically enfranchise the negro
and it is absolutely necessary that we
make our stand clear, that is, clear,
that we are demanding the ballot for
the negro with which to rule himself
and secure his industrial independence,
and not to rule white men with.

The eriticism of the Pilcayune, Dallas
News and the other capltalistic sheets
are indeed very harsh, but such as will
do very little harm If properly ans-
wered. Such eriticism will fool no one
or at least will fool only a few ignorant
negroes who can do the party no pos-
sible harm. )

Now, let me point out clearly just
what we had to decide. If we had not
adopted the 10th clause In our plat-
form, which demands the enfranchise-
ment of the negro, the claim would
have been set up that we were not
honest in our proposition for economte
and political equality, which would
have been true.

If we had adopted the 10th clause
and had not adopted the plank declar-
ing for the separation of the races,
then the cry of “negro supremacy' and
“soclal -equality,” which has killed the
republican party In the south andhas
been the cause of the solid south
since the civil war, would have been
hurled at our heads and we would
have been crushed in their infancy.

Now, we claim that the negro must
be organized Into the Socialist party,
and that we have indicated the only
lines which all workers, both white
and black, can be organized as Social-

ists. Your own expressions covers our
views exactly., If the present capital-
istic methods which compel negroes

and whites® alike to live In the same
quarters of the city and compels them
to work, perhaps, under a negro fore-
man, is strongly objected to by both
negroes and whites, then they are en-
downed with the absolute right of liv-
ing as they like ,they will unquestion-
ably adopt the thod declared In the
9th plank of our tform.

After reading your letter carefully 1
am still. at a loss to know on what
ground you objected to the granting of
our charter. The slip you enclose 1
have read time and time again during
the past two years, and I am thor-
oughly familiar with the stand of the
Socialist party as regards the negro.
You aptly state our position when you
say: “Socialism stands only for eco-
nomic equality.” Now, Comrade Kerri-
gan, If you can show me anything in
our negro plank which is opposed to
the aconomic equality of all men.and
women, whether they be white, black
or otherwise, I will say then that there
is reason fof the national committee to
refuse to grant us a charter and there-
fore reason for your protest. As it is
I fail to see how they can possibly re-
fuse us a charter,

As to the mer’lure of Soclalism on
the subject, I can quote so high an au-
thority at J. A. Wayland as taking ex-
actly the same stand on different occa-
sions as we have taken in this matter.

1 feel sure that you have n@ fol-
lowed your own views to their logical
cohclusion, and while I feel that our
position has been misunderstood, I am
glad this discussion has arisen.

1 also am anxious to have Louisiana
counted among the organized states,
and a deal more anxious than you, my
dear comrade, but I will do nothing
not consistent with my convictlonl to
bring about this end.

In conclusion, I would urge’ that you
vote for the motion to grant us a
charter, and hagrto remain,

Therefore, the colored race has no po-
litical party that it can turn to but
the Soclalist party, but he cannot even
turn toward the Socialist party, for he
has no vote In the south. Again,
there is positively nothing in this
clause referred to in the Louisiana
state proceedings that will jeopardize
Socialistic principles, and therefore 1
stand for its adoption.

“Having lived' in the south for n
number of years, and knowing how
astutely ready the democratic party of
the south has been to howl over the
slightest hint of ‘race equality,” It is
easy to understand why the Louisiana
apmrades inserted the above mentioned
clause in their proceedings. 1 do not
know any of the comrades that drafted
the Louisiana state proceedings, but I
do know that this single clause in
their declaration of prine lpl’ba reflects
credit upon them, and proves conclu-
sively that they are southern Socialist
diplomats that know how to hedge in
the democrtic party. !

SOCIALIST PLATFORM

Adopted at Indianapolis, Ind., 1901,

The Socialst party in national con-
vention assembled, reaffirms its adher-
ence to tne principles of International
Socialism and declares its aim to be
the orgunization-of the working class,
und those in sympathy with it, Into a
political party, with the object of con-
quering the powers of government and
using them for the purpose of trans-
forming the present system of private
ownership of the means of production
and distribution into collective owner-
thip by the entire people.

Formerly  the tools of production
were simple and owned by individual
workers. Today, the machine, which is
an improved and more developed tool
of production, is owned by the capital-
ist and not by the workers. The own-
ership enables the capitalists to con-
trol the product and keep the work-
ers dependent upon them.

Private ownership of the means of
production and distribution is respon-
sible for the ever-increasing uncer
tainty of the livelihood and poverty
‘and misery of the working clase, and
Jdivices sociely Into hostile classes—the
capitalists and the wage workers. The
once powerful middle class is rapidly
disappearing in the mill of competi-
tion.

“same economic causes which
Jéveloped capitalism are legding to So-
clalism, which will abolish both the
capitalist class and the class of wage
workers. And the active force in
bringing about this new and higher or-
der of society is the working cluss. All
ather classes, despite their apparent og,
actual conficts, are alike interssted in
the upholding of the system of privata
ownership of the Jnstruments of wealth
wroduction. The democrat, republi-
can, the burgeois public ownership par-
ties, and all other parties which do not
stand for the complete overthrow of
the capitalist system of production,
are elike political representatives of
the capitalist class.

The workers can most effectively act
as a class In their struggle against the
~ollective powers of capitalism, by con-
stituting themselves inte a political
