And when economic independ-
ence is once gained, marriage will
be elevated to a higher plane. At
present many marriages are sim-
ply ousiness affairs—a seeking
for more money or a better social
position.  When  accumulated
wealth has lost its power, and a
lite of endless toil can no longer
terrify, mutual love and respect
will become the {oundation ol
marriage, and home will then be-
come that ideal place it should be,
where father, mother, children wili
dwell in peace in the light of lib-
erty and love.

‘Lhen, too, will each family have
a comiortable home of its own
—no more hovels, no more crowd-
ing together in tenement houses.

Our educational methods wili
also be changed. The schools
under Socialism wili not be con-
trolled by the spirit of commer-
cialism, turning boys and girls in-
to mere 'machines for making
money, shaping them all after one
pattern regardiess of individual
differences. While our present
public school system is the best
we have ever known, yet that best
can and will be followed by a bet-
ter, in which the number of teach-
ers will be equal to the work re-
quired, and the aim will be to
study the needs of .the child-life,
to educate head and hands and
heart, to realize an all-round de-
velopment of the Divine Life in-
trusted to its care.

And as the boys and girls reach
manhood and maidenhood, they
will be free from many of the pit-
falls and temptations . that ~sur-
round our present generation.

Private profit having been elim-
inated, the saloon keeper will go
out of business of his own accord;
and in a -co-operative common-
wealth, no woman will ever be
forced to choose between dishonor
and starvation.

Life will be the most saerdd
thing upon earth; all things will be
made to ‘conserve the unfoldment
of the Divine within us; and that
Universal Brotherhood whicn we
all recognize as a fact in nature
will be brought into daily manifes-
tation, and we will begin at last to
“do unto others as we would have
others do unto us.”

SOCIALIST PLATFORM

Adopted at Indianapolis, Ind., wge1.

The Socianst party in national con-
vention assembled, reaffirms its adher-
ence 1o tne principles of International
Socialism and declares its aim to be
the organiziation of the working class
and those in sympathy with it, into a
political party, with the object of con-
"quering the jowers of government and
using them for the purpose of trans-
forming the present system of private
ownership of the means of production
and distribution into collective owner-
chip by the entire people.
