A T NEW CASTLE, Pennsylvania, tlh~ ''captains of industry" have 
not only invoked the power of the co urts to chain the efforts of 

the men of oJ•gau ized labor, but the Jaw has·been invoked to halt the 
nwthers, wiveR, siste1·s and daughtflrs l)f the stt·ikers from lending any 
dfo1·t to win a battle for justice. 

P ennsylvania has long been recogn ized as a eOI'poration-cursed state 
a nd the politica l brothel of America, but when the womt'll of the work­
ing class of the Keystone state become thoroughly a roused to the brutal­
ism of iusatiable greed, the men of the labor movement who now falter 
and hesitatt> will become buoyed with a new courage and will come to­
gether in their economic and political strength, to ovet·throw the tyr­
a nny of l.'conomir. masters. " The hand that rocks the cradle" is be­
coming a factor in the solution of the greatest problem that coufronts 
thl.' hmmm race. 

S Oi\IE YEARS AGO the workin gmen of Great Britttin wet•e con­
f,·onted witl1 th<~ Taft' Vale dreision. which eonfiscatt'd the treasuries 

of their unions for the purpose of indemnifying ho.<;ses who suffered 
defeat in battl e with the1r employes. Hut the workingmen of Great 
Britain had not lost all manhood ; tlwy were not Civic-Fede1·ationized. 
Tlwy formed a J.;abor party, sent a number of theit· own ruen to Pal'lia­
ment, and forced the adoption of a law nullifying the 'l'aff Vale de­
<:Jston. They have also done other things for the benefit of Jabot·, and 
they are going to do still more. Some of us hel'e in Amet·ica think the 
British Labot· pnrty is not sufficiently radical. It most Cl.' t'tainly is 
not. It has not yet aLloptl.'d a Socialist platform. Bnt the B1·itish 
Labot· pa1·ty is better than no Lnhm· party at all , and the British Lnhor 
pa1·ty is yd f,!oing to pla ce itself squat·I.'Jy on the platfot'lll of Jntcr ­
uational Sociali~nl. Fm· Jabot· in f1r<>at Britain is not Ci\·if'-Fedt>r·a­
tionizPd.- NI.'\\. York Call. 

T liE ITNl'l'EIJ ~'I ' A'I'ES COl'HT at Hartfol'(l , ConiH'<'t·i<•Ht , ha 
fl\\'Hrdl'd dctnll1f.!PS to the f'xtPnt of :1'~~:2 .000 a~ainst the l'uited 

llatten; and in favor of D. B. J.;Oe\\'e, a hHt mnnufactun•r of Danhu1·y. 
The boycott instituted by the llnited Ilattt' J's \\'lls hl'ld hy the eonrt as 
a violntion of the Rh<'I'IIHlll anti-trnst law. 

In many of the Elll'Opean countJ·ies the right of nq.pwizell labor 
to boycott has bL'eu upheld by the courts, but in fi'<'e .America. where 
eapital is king, labor has not even the ri g-hts that nrc concl.'ded to the 
working people of the Old Wot·ld. The case has bN'n appealed to the 
Supreme Court of the Pnited States, and if th e royal jurlici<Jry at 
\ Vashington sustains the decision of the lmwr cmu-t , then it hl'COIII I.'s 
an easy matter ior the exploite t·s to not only bankrupt the treasUJ'Y of 
organized labor. but to impove rish evl:' ry nwmher who may bt>eome in­
vo lved i11 a ~-;trike and utilizes the boycott as a wPapon to rPdrl.'ss wrong 
and injusti ce. In the language of the ReYolutionary pat1·iot: ·' ThPs 
:-u·e tilllPS that try men 's souls." 

T HAT ::\IA~ C. W. Post , manufacturer of b1·eakfHst sawdust at Bat­
tle ('r·eek, l\fieh. , seems to be n~ r,v touchy and ready to fight

PRESIDENT CIIARLES H . ~lOYER returned from the Black 
Hills, South Dakota,. last ~atUJ·day, after visiting all the local 

nnions of the tlist1·ict. ~fr. ~ioyer calll'd special meetings of the Ital­
ians, Finns and Slavonians at Lead, and aft~> r addressing them, felt · 
confident that the men of ~hesf' three nationalities were standing as 
solid as a stone wall: Pres ident :\Ioyer addressed meetings at Terrv 
Central and D Padwood and grl.'at enthusiasm .was shown by the men wl; ~ 
are victims of the lock-out. The Ilomestake Company, through its 
agents, have visited Wisconsin, 1\'Ii<,lhigan, Missouri, Kansas, N"orth Car. 
olina and Ten nessee in the hope of recruiting men to fill the plares of 
the forme!' employes who have refused to dishonor themselves by si"n· 
ing a card severing their IJllegiauce to organized labor. ,.. 

The Homestake Company has been successful in making a few 
shipments of men into the Black Hills, but the men r ecruited to usurp 
the places of union men are. to a great extent, unskilled and are almost 
helpless as miners. The locked-out men of the Black Hills arc deter. 
mined to defeat the lock-out of the lfomestake Company and the other 
mining companies, and expect that the membership of the Westt>rn Fed.

J OliN R WALSH, the convicted Chicago banker, who stole some 
fifteen millions of dollat·s from depositors, was likewise a journal. 

ist and was proprietor of the Chicago Chronicle. Mr. Walsh was as 
rabid aga inst Qrganized labor as Parry, Post, Van Cleve or J):irby, and 
frequently the editorial page of .the Chronicle teemed with denuncia. 
tions against the labor movement. 

The following are selected as samples of John's wrath against 
unionism: 

"What the mobs of Chica~o nePd is the fear of God and govern. 
ment. '' 

'"l'here will be no l.'ffectnal suppression of labor union murd1'rs 
until the responsible men in thPse organizations are proceeded against 
ns any other criminals would be." 

At the Ycry time when Banke r· Walsh was calumniating m·ganizrd 
lahot· through the columns of the Chronicle, he was looting the vaults 
of the bank of wh il.'h he was president. i\T r. Walsh was n magnnte in 
the corporate, financial and pol it.i cal world, and like Rll other "pillars 
of society," was lic l.'nsed to malign any movement that had for its ob­
ject the uplifting of the masses of the p eople. 

Bnt the man who branded the labor movement as criminal has 
been convicted as a c1·iminal, r egardle.c"' of all the power And influPnrc 
that wf'rc nsed to save him ftoort:~ the odium of \Waring the gnrb of n 
f 0lon . 

The labor move111ent that Walsh attacked with all his venom still 
lives. but Walsh is bl'hind the walls of u Federal prison, haunted by the 
fear that he will leave to his posterity the memory of his death a~ a 
convict. 

B OS1'0N RELIGIOT!S and philanthropic l.'ircles are horrified on 
account of the sPntiments exprrsst'd by Dr. Pot'ter, of the Harvard 

medical school. H e said: "Let the usel l.'ss starve." Why is it that 
the mere uttera nce of tlw words has the power to rouse such a storm 
of resentmmt , whil e the fa<'t that thPJ'e are thousands of people starring 
all over the hmd makes no sPnsation at all. 

Dr. Porter is not mort' heartless than most of our hi gh-toned char· 
ity dispensers, but more honest. He puts his thoughts into \rords: 
they put thl.'it· tho11~hts intu a<'tion. and "actions spe11k louder than 
words.'' 

~fany men who an• tcntporar,v r('eipients of ehat·ity are not inher· 
<'ntly worthl ess. The tmuhle is that they have worked too faithfully 
in the inte1·est of their masters. to the detriment of their own welfare. 
Thev wet'l.' too blind to see that while thi.'V wo1·ked hard and fnithfnlly 
fo1· yea J'S, and their master did not work ·at all , yet he gre\\' rirher nnd 
mon• powerful ~'ear by year. whilE' they found it increasingly harder 
to li\·e. 'l'hl.'y built np a fortnne for their master and when the~' were 
uo longer use ful to hi111 they \\'('1'1' cast as ide, perhaps to die of starYa· 
tion 1 it maaP no diffet·cnce to the master what became of them. At 
th~ same time, it may be, he was one of the shining li ghts of the "re· 
li g-ious and philanthropic ci1·cles."

The above is an awful word picture, and yet it fails to portray 
the cort·uption of' the "pillars of society;'' whose economic power plac~s 
them in a position to jeer at law and laugh at justice. Lindsey knows 
whereof he speaks, and though the men whom he has flailed have 
hronght libel suit<; against him,yet the "Kid Judge,"' as he is called, 
has openly decla r ed that he welcomes the suits lor libel, as he feels 
ronfident th<1t he ran stt·ip the political lepers of Colorado in such a 
mannl't' that even certificates of church membership will scarcely be 
nhle to holster np tlwit· shattered r ecords that drip with moral d~­
hauchery.

extent that the revenues will fl:tll short of kPe pin~r such publica tions 
afloat.

REPORT OF F. G. CLOUGH . 

Editor Miners' Magazine-Contact, Nevada, is located in the !lortb easteru 
part of Nevada, ninety-one miles from Tacoma, and while little Is known 
of the Jilace on the outside, the district is several y ears old . 

The town derives its name from a contact of l ime and granire which can 
he traced for many miles and whi ch shows good values in co)Jper n early th e 
vntire distance. Th er e are val ues in golrl and silver on some of th e pros­
JJects, so that the only thing that holds the camp back at the present time 
Is the want of a railroad by which to ship th e ore to the smelters. The 
0 . S. L. started to build a line south from Twin Falls, lela., and at t his time 
are about thirty-fiv e miles from Contact and expect to continue construction 
in th e spring, as there is considerable snow in that district now. There are 
not many men working In th e district at the present time, but there is no 
doubt but what there will be employment for a large number in the mines 
when the r ailroad Is compl et ed, as pay ore can be taken out from the grass 
roots. 

Contact Miners· Union No. 239, W . F . M., was organized January 31, 1910, 
with quite a m embership, considering the f ew men employed in the camp, 
and all are taking an interest in the n ew l ocal , so w e can look for a good 
union there. 

I met some men in Contact who had been In the new Jarblge district 
that Is being boomed so much. Their r eport was that ther e was fiur f eet or 
snow in the district. that there w er e no miners emp loyed at present on ac­
count of th e snow being so deep, that the deepest shaft in the district was 
twenty-five feet and that th e country was locat ed pretty w ell before th e snow 
an<i that lat er arrivals were buildiug their. location monuments out or snow­
ball s on the same ground that was located before th e snow. I t is r eported 
that is being boomed so much . Their report was that there was fou~reet of 
provisions as everything has to be ·'packed" iu. 

As N evada has not had a boom camp for some time, on e is now due and 
we will hope that Garbage (I m ean Jarbige) will make goo,l. and the Jarbige 
boomer who claimed he had twenty-seven millions in sig ht (presumabl y In 
the aforesaid twenty-five foot hole J will be able to "show us."

CONDITIONS AT McGILL, NEVA-DA. 

Editor Miners· Magazine-In this little h ell-hoi ~· or M c(lill one can see In 
all its hideousness the paternali sm of capitalistic soci ety. McGill, N evada, 
a mill and smel ter town located on th e barren , sand y, sage-brush desert some 
twel ve miles from Ely , i s a man-m ade town. or village, or rather a capitali st ­
made hell-hole, with no uatural bf'auties to adorn it , no running water, bub­
bling springs or shady trees to en hance it. It has sprung up from business, 
the busines:> of smelting ores, busi n ess, profit-mongerin g busin ess. making a 
luxurious living at our expense. and proudly boasts that It has tbe largest 
ore reduction works in the world, which al so m ean s r eduction works that 
r educe meu to m eu tal eunuchs, destroys incentive and batters dowu inde­
pendence. 

McGill , N evada, is a on e-man camp, run , owned and controll ed by the 
Guggenheim Company, a .J ewish fami l y who, with true Shylock spirit, demand 
their pound of fl esh, wh ether it b e in mill, saloon or brothel. The company 
owns the town, th e saloons. boarding houses, business houses and everything 
or anything wh er ein one cent of profit can be made. Ther e is one sal oon 
which i s directly under th e control of th e compan y and which I am told pays 
40 cents per capita for every man that works for the comp'!l ny. th at includes 
all that do not indulge In the juice of the grape. There are two boarding 
houses wh er e w e are compelled to board and eat rotten food . One of these 
hash-foundries k eeps a thug (d eputy-sheriff} on hand to k ee p t h ~ peace ( ·n 
and if on e looks cros8Cyed at the boarding-buss or as much as lifts up a voi ce 
in protest , y our time i s short and vou 're l iabl e to l and in jail. Th e other 
boarding house Is a littl e hetter, having no g uu -m en. 
, Wages range from $1.75 to $:J.fi0 per day, and , being a strictl y monopo­
listic town, it is run on monopoly lines to such an extent that t !le price or 
commod ities are higher than in an y other town in th e state. 

My personal experience h !'r e is about the snme as any oth er slave. 
landed here broke and was working for a road stak e and was succeeding 
fair l y w ell until an accident happen ed ; a f ellow w age-slavp g-ot C'tu ght by a 
l':et screw sticking out in an exposed condition and wa s whirl ed around the 
shaft (in fact th er e are several death traps in th i s . on e of th e g-reatest r e­
duction works in th e world , bPits running at high speed with no g-uard s around 
th em) . The w orl;cr who wa ~ kill ed was a Greek - and or course it was an 
unavoidabl e accid ent , an ac t of Provid ence. accordin g to th ese smug. com­
pl acent, self-sati sfi ed , patrioti c, " free-born Ameri can c iti zen s" wh o r emarked 
that it wa s only a Greek and that th er e w er e pl enty more wh er e the~· carue 
from' Plenty mor e wh er e they came from• Think of it! Wa g;c-slaves de­
humanized to su ch an ext ent that they can complacently r emark of a fellow 
wage-slave wh en kill ed th at t her e ar e pl enty m or e where th ey came from ! 
Echoing the r emarks of th eir m as t er s, not knowing. poor, deluded johites, 
that th r y, too, are food for m achinr ry, and that " there are pl enty more 
wh er e they came from ." I attempted to show tlw m th e r elative position s in 
which w e stood with th e ma ;;tPr el ass. but "nothing doing." The ~· w er e an•l 
are sti ll '' free-born Am eri can ci ti z(•ns."

WHY THERE IS A POSTAL DEFICIT. 

In showing· up the folly or competition aud the advantage of organiza­
tion. w~ constantly re fer to the pos toffice. This Is right , too. To be sure 
the postoffice is far from perfect. Although it is publi cly owned, it is not 
d emocratically managed; the highest paid employes do the least work . !:)UJJ. 
with all Its defects, it is vastly better than any private ly owned system would 
be, both as to cheapness and quality or service. · 

In showing this we frequently say: "But It is not a success. Look at 
t he great deficit the postoff!ce has every year. Any private business would 
make money; that deficit proves the system is bad." 

A complete refutation of this argum ent lies in the fact that the deficit 
:is caused by the railroad graft forced upon_ th e postoffice by the railroad 
:senators and congressmen every year. United · States government Is paying 
t he railroads $4,800,000 merely for the renta l of the ca rs used to carry the 
malls. An additional $46,000,000 is paid for th e &ctual carrying of the malls. 
The amount paid for the r ental s alon e in two years would bu y the cars out­
right. 

When the postoffice appropriation bill came up in th e Senate, La Folle tte 
10f Wisconsin added to his unpopula rity by pointing out the government's ex­
travagance in the rental of cars: 

"This bill , carrying as it does $4,800,000 for car re ntal," tlec lared La 
Foll ette, "makes an allowance to the railroad companies of th e country tor 
the mere use of th e cars $4.229 per car, on the average. Whil e I ·was a 
member of the House, in 1887, Postmaster Gen eral VIlas had this to say, 
and I r ead only briefly from his report: · 

'''It Is within bounds to affirm that a ll th ese (mail cars then being r ented 
by the government) might be today purchased, or their duplicates manufac­
tured, for $1 ,600,000. Yet simply for the use of these cars for the last year, 
lncludJng cleaning, et c., the department was under the annual ra te or charge 
by the existing system of $1 ,221,580. In illustra tion, $59,073.73 is a nnuall y 
!>aid on on e line for the use of four cars that might be built and full y equipped 
in the best modern style for less than $17,500. Instead, then, of appropriat­
ing $2,000,000 to rent the use of these cars for the coming years, why should 
not the appropriation be of a small e r sum to buy them, and or another­
say $250,uOO-for their keeping, the two together not aggregating th e pro­
poser! rent'? The department will thereafter gain at least $1,500,000 per 
year.' " 

These cars are railway postofflces. The government appropriates large 
sums to erect postoffice buildings, and it would ue si mpl y logically carrying 
out the plans of the government owning its own postofrice buildings." 

Thus the deficit is due not to the fact that the public owns the postorrtce. 
but it is due to the a ct that the public does NOT own the railroa tl s.-Dalla s 
Laborer.
