The American Federa­
tion of Labor·, thro11gh its officials, declares that the steel trust main­
tains a pri\'ate army of ''>;)ugger·s'' who make assaults upon every man 
who attempts to organize the employes of the trust. Wickersham i~ 
the attonH'Y 1-(ener·al and it is pr·estuned that such an indictment should 
recei ve his s• ·r·io11s eonsicleration, but us \Vickersham, previous to his 
appointment. was the attorney of trusts and corporations, it is safe to 
·predict that the ~entlPmau who was sworn to uphold the law will give 
but little recognition to the charges made by a labor organization. 

THE ~liNE OPERA TORS in the various coal mining districts have 
issuc•d pamphlets printed in vu rio us languages, setting forth the 

r erusons why an increase o( wages should not be granted. The mine 
operators where the coal miners are organized make the claim that an 
increase of wages eannot be granted owing to the fact that the product 
of union mines comes into competition with the product of non-union 
mines, but the operator fails to state in the pamphlet that the owners 
of those min es have been per·mitted to become czars under the folds 
of the stars and :stripes and have been permitted to maintain hired 
thugs and outlaws, who are clothed with authot·ity to make assaults 
upon e\'ery missio111ary selected by organized labor to unionize the non­
union mines. 

C·o~GRESS~f.A~ l\IARTIN of Colorado has brought forth a charge 
a!!ainst Atto:rnev General \Vickersham. which if substantiated bv

evidence, should consign that m ember of Taft 's official family to ever· 
lasting infamy. 'L'he attorney general is looked upon as being the 
official agent through whom the sugar trust secured 55,000 acres of 
land in the Philippines. Although the law I imits the amount of acre­
age to a••y one individual or company to 2.il00 acres, yet not only dirl 
the sugar· trust secm·e 55,000 acres, but obtained this land at $6 per 
acre, r<•gardlcss of the fact that the government paid to the friars in 
the Philippine Islands $18 p er acre. 

Martin has charged Wickersham with being the former attorney 
of the sugar tnt.<;t, and on account of his for·mer connections with the 
trust as an attorney, used his position in the cabinet to promote the in­
terests of the trm;t. Wicker·shaw denies the charges and claim~ that 
one of his law partners, llem-y Taft. brother of President Taft. was 
the attonH'Y for the sngal' tn1st.

1'wenty-five hundred men and 7,500 women and children were put 
face to face with a hard winter and stnrvation. 
. 1'hey must have enjoyed reading 1'aft's Thanksgiving proclama-

tiOn and the reams of trash printed about our prosperity. Some men, 
and mind you, those were the ones who bad permanent homes upon 
which they were paying installments. were forced to SUJTender. So 
far about 150 deserters have signed the company's pledge: "I am 
not a member of any union, and in consideration of my being em­
ployed by the Homestaka Mining Company, agree that I will not be­
come such while in its service.'' 

The Hearst Mercantile Company promr>tly shipped in sf'veral 
cases of carbines and Winchester shotguns, whir.h were d iRtributed 
among imported "detectives." Strike-breaker·s were imported, some 
under false pretenses. One man who bad been misinf01·mcd refused 
to go to work, and was thrown into jail for having obtained trans­
portation and then declining the job. When a Western Federation 
member started. suit against the company on the charge of peona!!e, 
the man was let go. 

. William R. Hearst claims he does not own a single share of stock 
in the mining comoany. Like a good son he blames it all on mamma. 
In 1906. when Willie ran for governor and the New York World was 
hammering him. he showed that he had considerable influence at Horne­
stake. We did not notice that he refused any praise from that source 
on thP. ground that he was not a stockholder. It is singular that, after 
preaChing unionism for years, all the Hearst papers become suddenly 
and painfully silent when the "Hearst interests" are involved. Speak 
up, Willie: you are not so bashful when others are on the grill. 

The New York Journal is gene1·ally supposed to he W. R. He a 1·st 's 
paper. People believe so until thE>y begin suit against the papet·. Then 
they can't find Willie at all. He is hidden behind the "Star" Com­
pany. a holding company organiz0d to evade the law.

A short time ago the brave and fNtrless '"l'erld.v" cntPJ'ed the 
city of Cairo, E!!ypt, and the crowds that greeted the spcctaf'nlar 
"Ted." clamored fm· a Rpeech. ThP. following is a sample of the Cieer·­
onian efforts of the onl,v scrapper nt whose war-whoop trnsts and cor­
porations tremble (nit):

"You know the old Arab nrove1·b , 'Gorl l1t>lps those who h<'ln 
themselvt>s.' Tn the long run. the only PE'I'IlHlnent way for t.lw indi­
vidtral to be helped is to hrlp himself. This is nne of tl1e thin!!s vnm· 
uniVPr·sitv should in culcate. 

"Ali ~ood mf'n, all mPn of 0Yery nation \•·hosfl I'Psne!'t is wor·ti1 
havino;, were inexprt>ssihlv shocked hy the assassination of Rontr·n<> 

Pach Ghali. It was a gL·eater calamity to Bgypt than a wr·onf! to the 
individual himself. The type of man that turns assassin is the typl' 
possessing all the qualities that alienate him from good citizenship: 
the type producing poor soldiers in time of war and worse citi7.ens in 
time of peace. Such pet·sons stand on the pinnacle of evil and infamy. 

''Those apologizing for or condoning his act by word or deed. di­
rect.ly or indirectly encouragii1g such an act in advance or defendin~ 
it a.fterward. occupy the same bad eminence. 

''It is of no consequence whether the assassin is Mosl em ot· Chris­
tian, or with no creed, OL' whether the crime was committed in political 
strife or industrial warfare. The rich man's hired act performed by 
a poor man , whether committed with the pretense of preservinl! order 
or of obtaining liberty, is equally abhorrent in the eyes of all decrnt 
men. and in the long run equally damaging to every cause the assassin 
professes." 

The above address deliver·ed by Roosevelt at Cairo, had it bt>t'Ll 
delivered hy some per·son with but little significance, would never hnw 
found its way into the columns of the daily journals. But RoosE>velt 
is recognized as one of the peerless American citizens. who c11n com­
mand a dollar per word from the "upper t en" magazines that are 
backed by multi-millionaires. Egypt is under the domination of 110 

alien government. and the assassination that took place. to which Roose­
Vf'lt r eferred in his speech, was the culmination of the discontent that 
was nwnifcsted hv the act of a m11n who has been branded as an as· 
sassin .

The humane William, when the company in whieh his family is 
interested locked ont 2.500 men and issued a Thanksgiving proelama­
tion clemnndin~ that all employes should str·1:rngle their spirit of inde­
pendence and dishonor their manhood by repudiHtin~ the prineipl rs 
of unionism. had not a word to say in denunciation of such corpm·atr 
despotism, and remained si lent . until the membership of organizrd 
lHbor. through the labor and Sorialist press, became acqnainted with 
the fact that his silence was Hn endorRrment of the brutal methods 
utilized by the Homestake com1)any to crnsh or~Hn i zed lahor in the 
Blaek Hills of South Dakota. But now that the fnr-fHmrcl journalist. 
;mel politician of national repnte has been made aware that thrre is a 

shrinkage in the revenue that usually flowed into the cofl\~ 1-,; of hi~ 
various joumals, he has assumed a threatening attitude and is ron­
templatiug an appral to the courts, in the hope that his business inter­
ests will be protected from a loss of patl'onage. .But the moment that 
Hearst invades the judiciary, he is but adV('rtising to a greatPr Pxtent 
the false pretenses that once ingratiated him into the good wishrs of 
the membership of organized labor. His aetion for damagrs will more 
fully disclose his hypocrisy and labor need not be told what action to 
take to make Mr. Hearst as gentle as a cooing dove. 

No employer of labor throughout the Unitrd States ha.-:: used mnre 
brutal weapons to murder organized labor thnn the IIomestal't ~fin in\! 
Company. The billionaire steel trust has its at·mcd thugs to halt th~· 
missionaries of unionism when they attempt to organize the slnvcs. 
The Colorado Fuel and Iron Company has its hired assas...;ius clotherl 
with offieial authority to al'rest and 1lepot·t from its domain an~·onE· 
suspected of holding allegiance to the labot· movement, and the Honw­
stake company in maintaining the supremacy of its ultimatum has 
not hesitated to use every means within its power to shatter and de­
stl'oy the last vestige of unionism in the mining districts of South Dn­
kota.

Once the gian t mo\·ed and th e Lilliputians were te rribly frighten ed so

But at last this Man-mountain becam e so powerful and arrogant that he 
began to destroy the pastures, t he meadows , and corn fi elds of the little Lil· 
liputian s.

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Island the hours of labor of women and children were reduced to fifty-six per 
week in manufacturing or mechanical establishments. 

Laws were passed providing for bureaus of labor in Oklahoma and Texas, 
and changing an existing office in South Carolina so as to give it largely the 
character of a labor bureau. Other laws relate to the negligence of em­
ployes, the reporting of accidents, the control of private employment agencies, 
the protection against discharge by employers or exclusion by labor unions 
of workmen who are or may become members of the national guard, and the 
protection of employes on building construction. 

WOMAN-WARE. 

That divorce court judge in England seems quite an original persoQ, for a 
judge, which, so far as we know, is altogether without precedence in the annals 
of juril:;prudence. In fact, he is really an imprudent jurist, for he goes the 
length of telling the truth "to the best of his knowledge and belief, s' 'elp me.'' 
He says there is no religious aspect to the marriage and divorce proposition, 
which is a rankly anarchistic statement for a judge to make. Further, he vol· 
unteers the opinion that while a wife must always be a paragon of unsullied 
womanhood, there is nothing very alarming in a husband falling down once In 
a while; more, that it might be regarded as purely accidental, which is abso­
lutely a new one to us. 

It appears to us that the still small voice of Property must hav e spoken 
In that judge's ear. For it is a property proposition, sure enough. A man's 
wife is his property. If he is your husband, he is your owner. 

It is on record that when a certain man of the tribe of Lothario was on 
trial for bigamy, the second captive of his bow and spear was heard to ejacu­
late, with some heat: " If he ain't my husband, what right has he got to beat 
me?" And that, with modifications, is about the size of it all the way through. 

We have woven considerable romance and no little rot about our sex re la­
tions, but when we get down to bed-rock it shows up to be dominated by the 
system of barter and sale that is the prevailing religion in other walks of life. 
The woman is a ware. a commodity. And man is the buyer. Economically, 
she is, on the whole, dependent on the man for her living, and the conven­
tionally accepted manner in which she is to get that living is by marrying 
him. Consequently, he has an edge on the bargain, and wants, and can get, 
the best of it. He may be considerable of a blackguard, but she must be of 
virgin PWity, or, at any rate, must not have been found out. In fact, a man 
who has not sown some wild oats is generally regarded as a spiritless crea­
ture. But imagine a woman with a similar record offering herself in the mar· 
riage market! 

Even while the daughters of Lilllth are irretrievably outc:ast, the men who 
patronize them are in no way sullied. Which is a wise provision, for othe r­
wise there would be an appaling scarcity of marriageable men. 

Withal, we make a great show, with the assistance of the novelists , who, 
however, have to make a living by it, to exalt woman to the semblance of di­
vinity. Judged by results, we have certainly made her supremely rid.i culous,. 
possibly even more so than ourselves. Now she has to learn all sorts of arts 
and graces. To bandage her body almost out of all semblance of human and 
healthful shape. To wear painfully minimized shoes and unblushingfy exag­
gerated hair. To bend a potentionally intelligent mind to the abstruse intri­
cacies of frocks, frllls and futile conversation. 

But we can't help It and she doesn't want to. Property rules and must be 
obeyed, or destroyed. Only when property rule has been overthrown, will 
we discover that our divinity, woman, is quite human and very like a man.­
Western Clarion. 

THE TREADWELL MINE DISASTER. 

The mine disaster which occurred at Treadwell, resulting in a loss o( 
sixty lives and injury to many more, will at last bring to the attention of Con­
gress the urgent need for passing a. mine inspection bill so framed that cap­
able inspectors will be appointed who can be trusted to see that proper pre­
cautions are taken. 

The Wickersham bill, which will come up for the consideration of Con­
gress in due course, does not meet the requirements in many ways, chief 
among which is the relegating the appointment of the mine inspectors to th e 
President. under this arrangement, those who secure the position will, more 
likely than not, secure it on the strength of past political services and politi ­
cians will be appointed to look after the safety of our mines, instead of 
miners. 

The Treadwell disaster Is the natural outcome of the policy followed by 
the company in securing the cheapest labor tbey can possibly get to work 
their mines. This cheap labor is Ignorant and incompetent-a condition 
which invariably brings disaster in Its train. Ever since the Western Feder­
ation of Miners miners went out on strike March 21, 1908, the officials of the 
company have been hiring foreigners .through employment agenci es, and the 
fataliti es in lhese mines have been the scandal of the territory. This latest 

·disaster, which has caused a loss of life to sixty and Injuries to very many 
others is the fitting climax to this system. 

The Sixteenth annual convention of the Western F ederation of Miners, 
which met in August, 1908, endeavored to ge t Congress to take somE> action 
and forwarded a petition to both houses of Congress asking for an inl•es tiga­
tion of these mines. The conditions prevailing there were thus described in 
the petition: • 

"On Douglas Island, Alaska, the Treadwell Mining Company, which. unde r 
normal conditions, employ on an average of 1,500 men, ha ve for years lost 
sight of the necessary precautions to insure the safety of human life. Many 
of tho men recruited by employment agents for this company in the Pacific 
, , '" towns are, it is true, aliens in our land, and not only unable to speak our 
;··1!, .'lge, but know absolutely nothing about the dange rs to themselves and 

ir fellowmen as well, of mining. An investigation will prove that th E> 
,., . ,: on Douglas Island operated by the Treadwell Mining Company are E>x· 

treme ly dangerous, made so through the culpable negligence of this compan y, 
through a failure to supply the necessary timbers and safety appliances which 
have resulted in the loss of hundreds of lives."-Mine rs' Union Bulle tin, Fair· 
banks, Alaska. 

600,000 NEEDLESS DEATHS. 

The statement of Senator Owen of Oklahoma that there are 600,000 need­
less deaths in the United States each year has attracted wide attention. Yet 
the only remarkable thing about It is its conservatism. 

Most of the diseases of which human beings die at the present time are 
preventable. The principal ones could be entirely abolish ed and the dura­
tion of life marvelously extended. 

The great white plague slays more than any other one cause. lt is 
wholly preventable. The money that Is spent for the army and navy would 
wipe it out In less than a decade. The great mass of infantil e di seases that 
sweep away one-half the children of the working class before · they reach the 
age of four are little less than instruments of social murder. Any physician 
knows that thE'y could be abolished in the city of Chicago with th e sum that 
has been stolen each year by the Busse adminiR trat.ion and lE'ave enough O\"er 
to save the ch ildre nof several other large cities. 

The whole long list of industrial aecidents that maim and kill several hun­
clrPd thou!;and worke rs eaC'h yPar are almost wholly unn e<'E'Ssary. Tlwy would 
be nvoicled were It not more profitable to continue them. 

The average life of the workingm 11 n is about thirty years. That of the 
professional man Is almost twice as much. Yet the beallhfu\, phys ical exer-

cise of manual labor or of the skilled craftsman should give a longer life than 
that of the house and offi ce working professional. It would do so were it not 
for the overwork and unhealthful conditions brought about by the profit sys­
tem. 

For labor and the children of labo~ers, 9:nd the mothers and wives and 
sisters of laborers, the present system IS a g1gantic instrument of murder.­
Chicago Dai ly Socialist. 

STEEL TRUST GETS CHINESE PIG IRON. 

A cablegram f'rom Shanghai, China, received yesterday by a New York 
stock exchange house, ;:ontained information concerning the product of the 
Hanyang steel works. The financial interests at present In control of this 
plant have signed a contract to deliver their pig Iron and ot~er raw material 
to the American market through the Western Steel Corporation of Seattle 
and the Robert Dollar Company. 

Captains of industry identified with the United States Steel Corporalion 
are said to be behiind the new contract, which covers a long period of years. 

Under the terms of the agreement the Western Steel Corporation will 
handle the sale of Chinese raw iron mate rials in the United States and the 
finished products of the Steel company in China. The company will be able 
to deliver pig iron at a profit as far east as New York at a price under $17 
a ton. American pig iron brings more than $21 a ton. 

The arrangement for the importation of Chinese iron on a large scale 
marks the opening of one of the greatest industrial wars of competition in the 
country's hi story. Eve ry effort has been made to conceal the progress of the 
Steel trust's negoti.ations in China, and advices from the Orient are that these 

maneuvers are the real source of the activity m Chi11ese affairs of the State 
Department under Secretary Philander Knox.-New York Call. 

WHEN EXTREMES MEET. 

In many respects the conditions in our -country are quite different from 
those obtaining in Europe. In the old countries, with their ancient crystal· 
lized class divisions, the ruling class itself is thoroughly differentiated. While 
lhe great majority of the capitalists is engaged in the never-ending business 
of adding new weaLlth to old wealth, there is a small but substantial minori ty 
that is a leisure cllass in the strict sense of the word. It does not engage in 
any business. It does not even see to it that the working people perform their 
allotte~ tasks, nor Is it occupied with devising schemes for transferring to 
themselves the wealth appropriated by rival capitalists. Its life is one of un· 
disturbed leisure. The pursuit of pleasure, the cultivation of the social 
graces, the patronage of the arts and artists that minister to its pleasures, are 
its sole occupation. The only practical business that this leisure class do~s 
not consider beneath its digni ty to engage in is the business of government_ 
and particularly the military and diplomatic services. 

Social evolution in America is behind Europe in this as in so many other 
respects. Taken as a whole, our capitalists are a class of upstarts. They 
arEl still obliged to engage in the actlvP pursuit of wealth. They cannot 
C!ven spare the time for the government of the country, which they leave to 
n special class of professional politicians, whom they are obliged to corrupt. 
A leisure class is as yet only in its b '.)ginnings. The division of functions 
within our capitalist class has. therefore, taken place in this wise, that whilP 
the men are engag;ed In the pursuit of wealth their women folk fulfill the cul­
t ural functions. 

The Ameri can plutocracy, which on the whole is strikingly ignorant 
~oarse and brutal, takes infinite pride in its truly supE'rb womanhood, for 
who!'e whims and vagaries it spends Its wealth willingly and lavishly. It i~ 
these women who represent America's most ostentatious refinement and cul· 
ture, and enact the patrons of its arts and letters. Being total strangers to 
the actual process of exploitation which enables them to live lives of pleasure, 
not being engaged in the hunt for riches, and being entirely relieved from the 
struggle for ex istence , these women have not become-like their fathers, 
brothers and husbands- utter strangers to sympathy and compassion for the 
miseries of the poor, whom they rarely see and with whom they hardly ever 
come in conntct. 

So there they were, the pride of America's plutocracy, in their sump· 
tuous club house, seated on gilded chairs, decked out in splendid gowns and 
Brussels lace and Jllcture hats and rare furs and, precious jewels. There they 
were, listening to the unaffected tale of the hardships of their working, 
f<triking, starving s isters, robbed and 011pressed by their employers, beaten 
by hired thugs, persecuted by the pollc~. fined and imprisoned by the repre· 
sentatlves of so-ca'I\Pd justice. Ther e they were, these daughters of the rich, to 
whom the necessiti es, comforts, luxuries and extravagances of life are, as it 
were, a free gift o1f nature, eonfronted with the opposite pole to their own ex· 
lstence in all its grim actuality. And they took pity on their poor, weak, pale 
~nd emaciat ed s is t:!rs from the workshop and tenement, and seated them at 
th_E>ir table, and ga,ve them some mon ey, and sent them away with their good 
WISheS. 

How many of these good womE'n ever thought of it that the dark exist­
ence of these poor girls is but the reverse of their own dazzling round of 
pleasure, that their own life of ease and luxury and culture sprouts from the 
ruin ed life of th es,e working girls? 

But thf' re th ey met, thesE' two fe mininE> extremes, of American society, 
for the first time In our hi s tory. Not as the working women of Parts met 
Marie Antoinette and th e ladies of her court. Not dPmanding bread from the 
"baker and the baker 's wife," b11t also not begging, but merely setting forth 
their cause in si mple truth and si ncerity. How soon will these extremes 
meet again? And on what occasion and In what manner?- New York Call.
