Born in Terre Haute, a city' that
gince his death kas heen heswirch-
ed by viclations of civil liberties
and. bpethe tramp of marching
{roops calied ont to suppress strik-
ers, Gene Debs at a very early age
bad to go to work. He became
a locomotive fireman on the Terre
Haute and Indianapolis Rallway
Company., Before very long, he
was concerned with the question
of unionr organization.

In these days when industrial
upionism is a question that is agi-
tating the entire labor movement
of the United States, it is inter-
esting to note that Debs immedi-
ately perceived the importance of
organizing workers on the broad-
est possible basis, Debs saw that
while there were g aumber of
strong organizations among the
railroad workers, these so-called
“craft organizations” had the
great weakness of being seattered
and sometimes hostile {0 one an-
other's interests. e immediately
set {o work to bring about a uni-
ted movement.

NORWICH, Eng.—At this dis-
tance it is not easy to follow close-
ly the fight which the Party is
putting up in the Presidential
campaign. Our English news-
papers simply'give no news at ail
except about Roosevelt or Landon,
But the main issue is clear enough.

A friend has been good enough
to send me & report of the Town-
send convention at Cleveland, and
the great statement of the Social-
ist case made there by Norman
Thomas., It was great; great not
onty in its plain statement of the
one thing that matiers anywhere
in the world today when a nation
is chooging its governors; but
great also in the courage and di-
rectness of its delivery tp such an
audience.

I read it with all the greater
satisfaction because, so far as one
here can get any impression at
all of the electoral atmosphere in
America, it is an impression of
.almost unspeakable confusion; so
many corflictlng wvoices advising
the American people, and all of
them cluiming to speak for liberty
ard justice; for the emancipation
of the people from poverty in the
midst of plenty, and ending the
fear and insecurity which, in 8
world of abundance, mankind now
suffers everywhere under capital-
ism. _

Issue Xa Soclialism

But in ail thizs vague rhetoric
about freedom and peace and de-
mocracy and social justice, I have
not heard, outside the Socialist
campaign, any clear purpose of
action clearly defined for realizing
these ideals, When it comsgs to
the effective question of .what is
to be done, all ‘this vague rhetorid
seems invariably resolve itgelf
into direct or indirect support for
capitalist candidates, with the fun-
damenial issue of Socialism kept
out of the campaign as far a3 pos-
sibie.. It fs a joy, in the midst
of all this burking of the one real
issue, to have this great proclama-
tion of the Socialist purpose put
so magnificently to the American
people.

It is obviously impossible, writ-
ing from Europe at this historic
hour, to express one’s self without
having ope's tbought affected by
the swift development now toking
place here. Can anyone look at
what is happening in Spain with-
out discerning the world-forces
operating in it? It is not Spain
only; it is the opening of a new
phase in the struggle of all the
 peopies. It is the definite shaping

How Dr. Uriah Blackwell Treated

in veils, and to the whining of oriental music, they danced
about him—never touching him, never touching each
other until, with a crash of symbols, their hodies were
merged in a horrible form that glowered menacingly above
him. From claw-like hands, shreds of human flesh hung
to the ground and from its lips, stained red with blood
that flowed over its jowls, a hideous ery of triwmph
sounded, chilling poor Mr. A, e awoke with a start,
and from that moment on, he could not escape the culd
shiver which ran through his spine for days.

With scientific thoroughness, the doctor, procecded
from the bLeginning., Ile obtained a copy of the issuc of
The New York Times which had produced so serious
an effect.

first to find out the nature of the
present economic system. If we
ignore for the momen{ the whole

of the elaborate machinery of

buying and selling, banking, ectc.,
and look at the main underlying
physical features of capitalism,

what ‘we see is millions of workers-

producing and distributing the
articles needed to sustain life,
and working under the control of
the capitalists who own the land,
factories, railways, etc.

This process is carried ocut with
the assistance of the money sys-
tern. KEach capitalist firm pro-
duces goods and sells thern for
money. The money is used to
pay .for the costs of manufac-
ture, raw materials, profits, etc.,
and the individuals who regeive
the money spend it to buy goods
of various kinds. The final effect
arrived at by this money process
is at bottom the exchange of
commodities. i

It is in such terms that the
American people must think if
it is intent on winning its way
to security-——commodities and the
instruments of production that
are necessary to produce an abun-
dance of them. We must think
in terms of the purcuasing power
of the people as-it is determined
by the Jdifference between the
value of what they create and
the amount they get in the form
of wages. That margin of differ-
ence, the element of profit, is the
abyss into which the hopes of

raw materials and human labor power.

Cooperation

“A number of class-conscious
workers in Montreal have decide
to opem a cooperative leather
goods factory, .since this particy-
lar industry has been very close
to them,” writes & correspondent
asking advice on this undertak-
ing, ‘ _

The kind of cooperative about
which our Canadian friend writes
is not a consumers’ cooperative
but a producers’ cooperative,
There is a great deal of differ.

| ence between the two, dithough

from a Socialist point of view
both types deserve support. The
major difference is that the con-
sumers own and control the first, .
whereas the workers in the coop-
erative shop own the other. We
support both because in either
cage the exploitation of the proft
system is avoided.

There are other factors, how-
ever, that make it extremely un.
wise for workers to undertaks
bitifding a producers’ cooperative,
Although & few have been suc-
cessful, “the history of almost
every producers’ cooperative has
been that of failure. Producers

| cooperatives have many of the

faults of the profit business while _
they lack most of the strong

points of consumers’ cooperation, .
In the producer type, for example,
there is a tendency to restrict

the growtbh of the membership,

Those who founded the organi-

zation “are not always willing

to sdmit new workers on an equal

basis, This leads to a distinction

between the worlters which soon .
develgps into a bogs-worker re-

lationship.

Competition

"At the same time, they find

themselves competing on equal

terms with capitalist businesses

for consumer pafronage. The copa. .
sumers cooperative has an advan-

tage here because its patron-

{age is bound to the organization

through active memberghip. The
producers’ cooperative has 1no
such hold on the consumer, but
must obtain such a hold through
the produet it sells just as a cap-
italist must.

Then again, in the producers’
cooperative, there is a tendency
to produce and sell with a profit
psychology. It views the cost of -
production as composed of two
major items, material and labor.
. The less spent for material the
more there remains to pay for
‘labor. As a result there is a ten-’
dency towards fraud upon the
consumer such as characterizes
profit business. v :

There iz also a teundency to
overlook the necessity of educa-
tional work, and to refrain from
federating with other
groups into a single strong or-
ganization. The latter is ome of
the main reasons for the strength
of consumers’ cooperatives.

These faylts are not inevitable
in a producers’ cooperative, The
practical difficulties in overcom-
ing and avoiding them, however,
are great. Only among the most
courageous and idealistic work-
ers can such tendencies be es-
caped. Perhaps the etsiest way
to assure the success of a pro-
ducers’ cooperative is to maxe it
the source of supply of a num-
ber of consumers’ cooperatives.

Our Canadian friends would do
well to study the problems that

fore they start so difficult an un-
dertaking,

He
goes around talking about Lemke’s

In Chicago, Lemke's backers are
the notorious Big Bill Thompson,
rigen from a political grave, and
Newton Jenkins, who has not de-
nied, and cannot deny, the charges
of Incipient Fascism brought
against Him. In North Dakota
Lemke’s manager, Nystul, an in-
surance man, 1ig, "it has been
charged, & link betfween Lemle
and the financial backing of in-
surance companies, If this is not
true, let Lemke show his real posi-
tion by joining me in demanding
from the next Congress and Ad-
ministration an investigation of
the profits and power of the in-
surance companies and the way
they rob the poor through their
Industrial policies.

Since I have obtained possession
of a copy of Lemke's book, Crimes
Against Mexico, I understand why
his program and actions are so es-
sentially Fascist. The book is as
blatant a plece of imperialism as
Hitler ever wrote in Germany.
