“The Execulive of the L. S
Y. desires to make every efford

cist fomentors of war. It there-

fore poes without saying that

its chairman and secretary-are
* at liberty, in the exercise of
their functions, fo hold conver-
‘safions for purposes of infor-
mation with persons and rep-
resentatives of other interna-
tional working class organiza-
tiops, or other organizations
carrying on action against war,
as they may think fit.
