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BOSSES MADE HALF BILLION PROFITS FROM WAGE-CUTS
Anthracite Mine Pickets Battle Police

April Fooling the Farmers
ON MARCH 27th, the U. S. Department of Agriculture, prancing across

the front pages of the capitalist press, shouting the glad tidings
that, as the N. Y. Times headline put it:—"American Farmers Prepare

Sharp Cut in Wheat Acreage.” The story went on to say:

‘‘The reports show an intention to sow only 76.1 per cent as much

durum wheat and only 88 per cent as much Spring wheat other than

durum, as in 1930. /

And so forth and so on. Only whispering, however, that these “re-
ports’ 1 were "based upon returns from 43,000 producers.” And not men-

tioning that 43,000 farmers are rather a slim foundation upon which to
build a prophesy as to what the 6,297,877 farmers of this country are going
to do, of which total perhaps 1,500,000 raise wheat.

So on April Fool’s Day, on page 52 of the N. Y. Times, the whole
fairy tale was exploded by the first private reports of commercial agencies
on the 1931 wheat crop. Here, buried in a market price report, it is said:

“E. H; Miller placed the abandoned acreage at 2.5 per cent of the
Ares, (in winter wheat) seeded last Fall, compared with a ten-year aver-
age of 11.8 per cent. The report suggests 41,000,000 acres remaining for

harvest, or 3,000,000 more than last year, and fully offsets the prospective
reduction in Spring wheat.” %

The importance of such a statement about winter wheat ( already
sown), as compared to the government hokum about Spring wheat, can
be seen by the fact that winter wheat harvested in 1930 totaled 604,337,000

bushels, and ail Spring and durum wheats combined totaled only 216,628,000

bushels.
Why all these April Fool jokes?

f

-For two reasons. First, the “reduction of acreage” story was put out
for world consumption. The international wheat conference was on at

Rome, and the U. S., which refused to take part in it, had to give out

something pretending to show that it was "doing its part.” Chiefly, of

course, because this lie about ‘‘acreage reduction” serves as an excuse,

false as hell, but an excuse, to bluster later on that it is the Soviet Union,

and not the United States, which is "responsible” for “surplus” for “dump-
ing,” etc. .

Secondly, the lie about "acreage reduction” came in handy as a follow-
up to the Farm Board’s announcement that it would buy no wheat of
of the 1931 crop—“maybe.” Itwas an attempt to make everyone believe that

the policy of “no-more purchases” really had considerable efTect, thus

trying to cover up the failure of the Farm Board in “orderly marketing”
and organized capitalism., with bright hopes about the future.

Not that the Farm Board and Secretary Hyde are not trying to get
the fanners to reduce acreage. But “orderly marketing” is impossible
with disorderly production. And to talk about controlling production,
while 6,000,000 individual producers are pursuing their 6,000,000 ways,

sounds "reasonable” only to those stupid enough to chatter about “organ-,
ized capitalism”—as if capitalism, which is anarchy incarnate, can be
organized.

Yes, indeed, Mr. Hyde and the Farm Board try hard to get the
farmers to “reduce acreage.” That is why they put out the great de-

claration of “no more wheat purchases.” But each wheat farmer must
meet debts and try to get enough income to feed his family. It is no

abstraction for him. Ifprices go down, he tends to try raising more bushels

to make up. The “other fellow” is expected to reduce; he can’t. The re-

sult is no reduction. And with capitalism starving millions in the cities
with wage cuts and unemployment, these millions can not buy bread—-
which is the essential thing. Only in an insane capitalist system would
reduced production be preached while millions are starving.

But the Farm Board's “no more purchases” policy is nothing new.
It said the same thing last year. But after the speculators had bought

the farmers’ wheat at depressed prices, the Farm Board discovered "an
emergency” and went to buying—from speculators! Then it said: “We
helped the farmers!” No doubt the same thing may be done again this
year.

Farmers with little or no capital can not solve anything by reducing
acreage, nor by any of the tricky “cooperative” schemes advocated by the

Farm Board. They can only make some headway by fighting big capital
and the rich farmers. And they can win nothing permanent unless they
unite with the revolutionary workers of the cities to put an end to capi-
talism, and all its anarchy and robbery.

This is the lesson they should learn from the April First joke the
capitalist government is playing on them. And they should unite this
May First in Joint demonstration with the workers of the cities to pledge
the revolutionary unity of all who toil to the overthrow of capitalism,
the system of robbery, unemployment .wage cuts, lynch law and war! To

the future Workers’ and Farmers’ Government!!

SHOE STRIKERS
RETURN TO WORK

Win Two-day Strike
Ag-ainst 20 Pc. Cut

NEW YORK, April 2.—Under the
leadership of the Shoe and Leather

Workers' Industrial Union, affiliated
with the T. U. U. L., forty-five work-
ers employed by the Vincent Horo-
witz Slipper Co., 64 W. 23rd St.,
New York City, won their strike

against a 20 per cent wage-cut after
only two days on the picket line.

The workers were confronted last
Thursday with a notice of a 20 per
cent wage-cut and when they pro-
tested they were told to get out.
They had no organization, but a few
of the shop crew called upon the
Shoe and Leather Workers’ Indus-
trial Union and an organizer was
immediately put on the job, th the
result that within 24 hours 30 out of
45 workers had joined the union and
were picketing the shop.

This quick action threw a scare
into the bosses, who spent all day
Sunday visiting the workers' homes
to urge them to break away from
the union and to come back to work.

On Monday morning there were
not only pickets, but also strike signs
furnished by the union. By 9 o'clock
the boss sent word that there would
be no wage-cut and no discrimina-
tion. The workers returned to work
and will now perfect their union in
the shop.

A meeting will be held th'- week
at the union headquarters to elect
a shop committee.

Reformist Sends Call
’ for Police Allies
NEW YORK.—Negro workers in

Harlem yesterday afternoon jeered
William Grant, Garvey misleader
and head of the Tiger Division of
the U.N.1.A., when in a Garvey street
meeting at 128th Street and Lenox

Avenue. Grant attacked the Com-
munist Party and William L. Pat-
terson for his statements in an in-

terview given to The Amsterdam
News.

Patterson who has just returned
from a three and a half years’ stay
In -the Soviet Union, said in his in-

terview :

"After three and a half yer s’ study
of Taci?l minorities in Soviet Rus-
sia, X am convinced that the pro-

gram of Communism is the only sol-
ution of our race problem in Amer-

ica.

“After a critical comparison of the
Soviet System with the various phas-

«• <*¦*? "

es of capitalism in other parts of
the world, I am convinced that when
the Negro masses of America come
to understand more clearly, the ide-
ology of Communism they must ac-
cept it as the only genuine relief
from their present plight. Under
capitalism they are doomed to ex-
ploitation and oppression. The door
to better things is closed to the

American worker by his wage scale.
In Russia, where private profit is
being progressively abolished, there

will be no limit to the benefits the

worker may receive. When the Ne-
gro realizes the superiority of the
Soviet system he is bound to ac-
cept its tenets.”

Grant, who with other misleaders,
realize that their "right” to rob and
exploit the workers is challenged by
Communism, bitterly denounced Pat-

terson for his view's, and aroused
such hot resentment among the Ne-
gro workers present that one of his
henchmen sneaked out of the crowd
and sent in a call for the police
allies of the Garvey misleaders. the
came police who with Grant were
responsible for the murder of Coro-
rr.de Alfred Levy last summer. In
spite of the presence of the police,
nowever, the workers continued to
Jeer Grant right up to the cr.ci of
the meeting.

And they admit that this
saving on expense is done by firing
workers and making those still left
on the job do the extra labor.

Among the firms other than rail-
roads who are recorded as giving big
dividend payments to their stock-
holders, are many which have been
in the lead in wage cutting and
speed-up. Among them are: Youngs-
town Sheet and Tube, Goodyear Tire
and Rubber, Hudson Motor Car,
Phelps Dodge Corporation. General
Electric. International Harvester, and
Johns Manville.

Organize!
These dividends tell the story.

Starvation of the jobless, wage cuts

and speed-up. have made huge profits
for the employers, with the working

class standing the burden of the

crisis. Only through organization,

an hour, whether he is white or Ne-
gro. The Agricultural Workers In-
dustrial League, has just been organ-

ized in San Jose and it is the duty
of all Filipino, Mexican, Negro and
American workers to join it and show
the cannery and big orchard lords
that they are no longer able to fool us

by telling us white workers that we
are better than Filipinos.

All he said was that he
was sorry, but could not do any-

thing to relieve the affair. Let's
organize and fight for real relief
and not rotten food.

foreign born workers, they admit in
the present pamphlet in connection
with the campaign of Ku Klux ele-
ments to displace Negro workers that
such campaigns are aimed at fool-
ing the masses:

“This practice which obviously
will not solve the problem of un-
employment, increases the number
of Negroes in the bread lines...

Crisis Used for Wage Cuts
The crisis is being used by the

bosses to undermine the standards
of the working-class and wage cuts
are common, the report admits:

"Needless to say that wages have
been cut—races competing with each
other in order to gain favor with em-
ployers.”

Figures are also given showing liow
effectively capitalism is breaking up
the homes of the workers:

Outlook “Discouraging”
“At no time in the history of the

Negro since slavery has his economic
and social outlook seemed so dis-
couraging. The present period of un-
employment is sapping the founda-
tions of Negro family life. . . . The
records of Family Relief Organiza-
tions indicate an alarming increase
in the number of Negro families
wholly dependent on charity in al-
most every city in tire country. In
Cincinnati relief causes among Ne-
groes increased from 85 to 800 from
December, 1929 to January, 1931. In
Greensboro, North Carolina, the cases
for relief increased 300 percent in the
period of a year. In Chicago Negroes,
although but 4 percent of the popu-
lation, constitute 25 percent of the
total number of relief cases. In
Baltimore 34 percent and in Dayton
50 percent; in Philadelphia 40 per-
cent and in Pittsburgh 44 percent.”
Sole dependence is here again placed
by the Urban League on the figures
of relief organizations which clearly
do not cover the whole situation, as
thousands of Negro workers denied
even this fake “relief” can testify.

What the Urban League fakers are
most concerned with, however, is the
effect of the miserable conditions of
the Negro masses on the status of
the Negro professional and business
groups:

Must Demonstate May Day
“That the economic structure of

the entire Negro race is in an alarm-
ing state of disrepair, with dire ef-
fect upon business and professional
interests dependent upon the patron-
age of Negro wage-earners.”

Their next chief concern is the
growing rest permeating the Negro
masses.

The terrible misery facing the
working-class generally, and the Ne-
gro masses in particular, emphati-
cally point to the necessity of the
workers, native and foreign bom
Negro and white, coming out in gi-
gantic mass demonstrations on May
First, in continuation and intensi-
fication of the struggle against star-
vation, wage cuts, persecution of
Negro and foreign born, imperialist
war, and for real relief and unem-
ployment insurance to be paid by the
bosses and their government and ad-
ministered by the workers without
discrimination because of race or
place of birth.

ployers is for more starvation—which
means more profits for the bosses.
New York, Oakland, Chicago, Phila-
delphia and many other cities are
cutting off what little relief they were
giving. So do the small towns. An
example is Mount Pleasant, N. Y., in
which yesterday the Village Board
passed a resolution to "cut poor re-
lief to the bone,” to substitute 25
cent coffee for that which has been
issued, and to buy other foods at the
cheapest price.

Simultaneously, the state Commit-
tee on Unemployment Relief Meas-
ures of New Jersey announces that
unemployment in January this year
is 13.4 per cent worse than at the
same time last year, when the crisis
was already well advanced.

PITTSBURGH. Pa., April 2.—The
city of Pittsburgh refuses pointblank
to give unemployment relief. The
committee elected at a meeting of
the unemployed council in the Hill
section visited the city “Department
of Public Poor” and were flatly re-
fused relief. The committee of the
unemployed council presented the
cases of seven starving families. They
were told by an individual named
Raub, the director of the department,
that the city does not give out re-
lief at all.

They were told to go to some char-
ity institution and when they pro-
tested that they have already tried
this, they were told the city could
do nothing for them. Included in
the seven cases was the Thomas fam-
ily, of six, whose meager relief from
a charity institution was cut off four
months ago.

This refusal to give relief is a part
of the infamous “Pittsburgh Plan” of

the Mellon and the steel and coal in-
terests. By means of this plan the
bosses are extracting one -day's pay
from the already starving part-time
workers. The plan also includes a
complete registration of all workers
and the employment only of "de-
sirable citizens” which makes it eas-
ier to deport and jail class conscious
workers.

While a great deal of noise has
been made about the Pittsburgh plan,
unemployment in Pittsburgh has
grown by leaps and bounds. The of-
ficial figures of the government now
admit 60.000 totally unemployed and
20,000 more who still "have jobs” but
are not working, which means that
they are also laid off. There are
more than 100,000 workers unem-
ployed in Alleghany County.

Only 2,000 Jobs.
Since its inception the Pittsburgh

plan haa employed around 2,000
workers but this means that large
numbers were laid-off, so that the
bosses could hire these workers under
the Pittsburgh plan at a cheaper
wage, as low as 25 cents an hour.

Meanwhile, In a number of depart-
ments of the city of Pittsburgh hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars have
been stolen in graft by the heads of
the departments and Mayor Kline's
gang. The heads of departments In
Pittsburgh get a salary of $12,000 a
year. This graft includes the letting
of contracts for more than $1,000,000
illegally, contracts which were not let
to the lowest bidder, the buying of
a $7,000 automobile and other lux-
uries for Mayor Kline, and automo-
biles for many police officers, and
many other forms of graft.

The girls in his basement
are paid as law as $8 a week and
many of his employees get $lO and
sl2 a week. Kaufman is the man
that Mellon sent to talk to President
Hoover when Hoover approved the
“Pittsbrugh Plan.” According to the
“Pittsburgh Plan” the city gives no
unemployment relief. Instead the
so-called “Emergency Committee” of
which Kaufman and Mellon are
members is to get donations, forced
from the workers on the threat of
losing their jobs. These donations
are to be used to hire workers at a
very cheap rate and the emergency
committee then rehires them to
whom it pleases. Before a worker
is employed, he must secure a rec-
ommendation from his last em-
ployer that he is a “desirable citizen”
and must fill out a long question-
naire.

Join Hunger March
On the evening of April 17, a big

mass meeting called by the Unem-
ployed Councils and the Trade Union
Unity League will be held in the
city of Pittsburgh to protest against
the enslavement of the “Pittsburgh
Plan.” On the morning of April 18,
several hundred workers will leave
for Harrisburgh on a hunger march,
where they will present demands of
300,000 unemployed miners and steel
workers of Western Pennsylvania for
immediate appropriations for un-
employment relief and for the pass-
age of a State Workers’ Insurance
Bill. On April 8, at 8 p. m., at 805
James St., N. S., Pittsburgh, Pa., will
be held the conference of the unem-
ployed councils to elect a city com-
mittee of the unemployed councils
and to make final preparations for
the hunger march.

May First will be a day of mass
struggle for unemployment relief
here.

GERMAN HEAVY
INDUSTRY SEES

USSRADVANCE
Admit Workers Rule Is

Firmly Entrenched
BERLIN. The “Deutsche Berg-

werkszeitung” one of the most Im-
portant newspapers of German heavy
industry describes the experiences of
the delegation of German industrial-
ists in the Soviet Union. The news-
paper declared that the impressions
of the industrialists were very fav-
orable. In view of the efforts of the
Soviet authorities to build up a highly
trained working class, from 20 to 25
per cent of the employees in the big
factories are apprentices. As far as
the accusations of dumping are con-
cerned, the Russians wil lonly export-
goods in accordance with their own
need for foreign currency. In view
of our economic situation we must
do business with the Russians, par-
ticularly in view of the fact that the
political situation in the Soviet Union
is stable.

The German delegation was present
at the opening of the Soviet Congress
and received the impression that the
Soviet government has the reins firm-
ly in its hands. There is no doubt
whatever that the Russians will ful-
fil the financial obligations they have
undertaken. Other countries may
close their frontiers against Russian
trade, but this would mean that the
Russians would treat their remaining
business partners better than ever.
Orders for German industry ranging
from 300 million to 500 million marks
are contemplated for all kinds of ma-
chinery, tools, industrial and electri-
cal equipment.

USSR OIL OUTPUT
OVER 5-YEAR PLAN
90 Workers Get Special

Recognition
The Associated Press reports wide

celebration in the Soviet Union on
the occasion of the completion of
the Five-Year Plan for petroleum
production in two and one-half
years.

Allof the newspapers in the Soviet
Union are pointing out the achieve-
ments of the oil industry. The So-
viet Union is now second to the
United States in the production of
oil, exceeding Venezuela which for-
merly held the second position.

For their services In the oil in-
dustry, 90 workers of the Grozny oil
fields have been named to receive the
Order of Lenin, one of the highest
Soviet decorations. Letters of con-
gratulation were received by them
from Joseph Stalin.

The quality of the product has in-
creased and the cost of production
lowered In the oil industry’. There
are more than 72,000 oil workers at
present in the U.S.S.R. By the end
of the year the number is expected
to be 81,000. Wages have Increased
thirteen and one-half per cent in the
two and one-half years.

want to crush the land of the work-
ers. In the last two years the Soviet
Union has made tremendous progress
in the building of Socialism. Only in
the Soviet Union is there no unem-
ployment, wage-cuts and hunger.

In the United States the govern-
ment has increased its fascist terror
against the workers. Daily, Negro
workers are lynched and foreign-bom
workers deported.

Terrible Nicaraguan Quake Follows
Disaster of Wall Street Rule; Dead

Near 2,000; Bankers Strengthen Hold
Marines Rule Openly Amidst Death and Deso-

lation. American Bankers Use “Relief”
to Tighten Yoke on Colony

On top of the catastrophe wrought by the murder and ruin
brought by American imperialism ifi Nicaragua has come a
violent earthquake which killed nearly 2,000 people and made
60,000 homeless. In the midst of the wreckage and ruin, in
the scene of death and desolation, Wall Street is planning

to tighten its grip on Nicaragua
practically all government rule is in
the hands now of the American mar-
ines.

Now Wall Street will use the ex-
cuse of the earthquake to send mor*
marines and to tighten its grip on
Nicaragua. Already ships, war and
merchant marine, are being directed
to Nicaragua, ostensibly for relief, but
in reality to use the occasion for fur-
ther imperialist encroachment.

Hoover’ “relief” will be used to ad-
vance Wall Street’s interests and not

benefit the masses who will suffer
most as a result of the earthquake.

The president of Nicaragua, Mon-
cado, is a puppet of Wall Street, and
was put into power by the direct in-
tervention of Hoover and Secretary
of State Stimson.

American engineers have been sur-

veying Nicaragua for a canal to be
controlled by United States imperial-
ism in preparation for the coming
war.

Even before the earthquake the**,
ands faced death through starvatWL
The agrarian crisis in Nicaragua,
along with the general economic
crisis of world capitalism had ruined
thousands of poor peasants. They
were flocking to the armed struggle
against Yankee marine rule.

Even now in reading of the scenes
of disaster in Nicaragua, the real role
of American imperialism is made
clearer. The Moncada government
disappears as a farce; the marines
and the imperialist rulers move about
and are the real directors of Nica-
ragua.

Besides the huge death roll tre-

mendous property damage resulted

from the quake, estimates ranging
from $30,000,000 to $40,000,000; but
both the death roll and the property

damage are pittances compared to

the slaughters of the marines in the
years of rule and the profits Wrung

j out of Wall Street by the American
bankers.
