To celebrate the centenary of Lenin's birth in the 
most worthy way, the Vietnamese people must com­
pletely defeat the American aggressors and their 
stooges, and, at the same time, successfully carryon 
socialist building in the North and bring about a 
peaceful, unified, independent, democratic and pros­
perous Viet N am. 

Our people's patriotic war of resistance against US 
aggression has achieved great victories in all fields, 
compelling the American imperialists to uncondi­
tionally end their war of destruction against the 
North, withdraw part of their troops from the South 
and come to the four-party conference in Paris. They 
have met with obvious failure but remain very stub­
born. The Nixon administration speaks about peace, 
but is in fact prolonging its aggressive war against 
our country through "Vietnamization". 

According to US President Nixon's words and 
deeds, "Vietnamization" of the war implies three 
operations: 

1. To withdraw part of the GIs, 
2. To beef up the puppet army, and 
3. To step up "pacification." 
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What is the gist of this plan? 

Having suffered bitter and heavy setbacks at the 
hands of the Vietnamese people, and run into stern 
opposition by American and world opinion, the US 
imperialists are forced to withdraw part of their 
expeditionary corps in order to cut down casualties 
and war expenditure and deceive public opinion with 
their sham "good will for peace". But they carry out 
only a partial and piecemeal withdrawal in order to 
buy time and build up the puppet army, consolidate the 
puppet administration, prolong the Viet N am war by 
pitting Vietnamese against Vietnamese, even extend­
ing the war to the three countries of the Indochinese 
peninsula and using Indochinese to fight Indochinese. 

After the pull-out of a part of the US troops, 
according to the American plan there will still remain 
hundreds of thousands of GIs who will occupy for a 
long time strategic zones in South Viet N am to pro­
vide backing for the puppet army and administration, 
and "support" for the Saigon troops to massacre our 
fellow-countrymen. Therefore, Nixon's plan to "Viet­
namize" the war is but a scheme to prolong the war 
and at the same time US occupation of South Viet 
Nam. 

To step up "pacification" means to use puppet troops 
for continual mopping-up operations and barbarous 
massacres of the population, to attack bases in the 
hope of destroying the guerilla and resistance. forc;es, 
to "screen" the population and often relocate them; 
to re-impose Saigon's grip upon the countryside, to 
nibble at the liberated zone, extend the areas con­
trolled by the Americans and their puppets, setup a 



foothold for the puppet administration and enable 
it to grab populous and rich areas to feed the war. 

Thus, to "Vietnamize" the war does not mean to 
end it as the Nixon administration has often declared. 
but to carryon the US aggressive war in Viet N am 
with the puppet army and an important part of the 
US troops, to tUrn the South of our country into an 
American military base and neo-colony to perpetuate 
the division of Viet Nam. 

The plan to "Vietnamize" the war is clearly a com­
ponent of Nixon's "new doctrine" concerning Asia. 
the aim of which is "to pit Asians against Asians" 
for the profit of the neo-colonialist policy and global 
strategy of the US imperialists. 

Applying this doctrine to Viet Nam's neighbouring 
countries in Indochina, the Nixon administration is 
stepping up "the special war" in Laos, using Mea 
troops and those of the Lao rightist faction to en­
croach upon the Lao liberated zone, sending B. 52s to 
bomb areas controlled by the Lao Patriotic Front, 
bringing Thai troops into Laos and turning this 
country into a US neo-colony and military base. 

In Cambodia, the Americans used the Lon Nol­
Sirik Matak reactionaries to stage a coup d'etat 
against Samdech Head of State Norodom Sihanouk, 
destroying the independence, peace and neutrality of 
the Kingdom of Cambodia, turning this country into 
a US neo-colony and military base and bringing 
about a criminal collusion between Washington and 
its Saigon and Phnom Penh lackeys to oppose the 
patriotic resistance of the Vietnamese people. 



The putschists in Cambodia began their national 
betrayal with the sacking of the Viet Nam embassy. 
At present, they are savagely terrorizing and mas­
sacring Vietnamese residents, who have been earning 
an honest living in Cambodia. This fascist scheme of 
the US imperialists and their stooges to arouse racial 
hatred is aimed at implementing the American policy 
of pitting Indochinese against Indochinese, diverting 
the spearhead of the Khmer people's struggle (now 
aimed at the putschists) and turning it against the 
Vietnamese people, and preparing to drive the Viet­
namese residents to South Viet Nam to serve as 
cannon fodder for the Americans. 

The entire Vietnamese people energetically con­
demn the Lon Nol - Sirik Matak clique's barbarous 
policy of terrorizing the Vietnamese residents. They 
urgently call on the governments and peoples of the 
fraternal socialist countries, the national countries 
and the peace- and justice-loving people the world 
over to use every form of struggle and take every 
necessary measure to check their bloody hands in a 
timely way and compel them to abide by interna­
tional law regarding the treatment of foreign 
residents. 

No savage and cruel action has ever saved oppres­
sors of the people once they are condemned by 
history. By perpetuating ever more odious crimes, 
they only dig their own graves deeper. The Lon Nol­
Sirik Matak butchers will have to bear the incalcu­
lable consequences of their acts. 

The cynical moves of the US imperialists in Laos 
and Cambodia are precisely aimed at turning these 
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two countries into links of the US strategic system 
in Southeast Asia while encircling and isolating the 
resistance of the Vietnamese people, and creating 
favourable conditions for the United States to carry 
out their plan to "Vietnamize" the Viet Nam war. 

By their "Vietnamization" plan and their frenzied 
acts in Viet Nam, Laos and Cambodia, the US impe­
rialists hope to create a "position of strength" from 
which to dictate their terms to the Vietnamese people 
at the Paris Conference. But they will get nowhere. 
Clearly the Nixon administration has been using the 
Paris Conference as a screen for its plan to "Viet­
namize" the war. There lies the cause of the stand­
still .:md deadlock at the conference. 

The machiavelli an machinations of the US impe­
rialists against Viet Nam and Indochina betray a 
passive character on the strategic plane, being con­
ceived in a posture of weakness and defeat and 
fraught with insolvable contradictions. They arOU3e 
increasing opposition from the peoples of Viet N am, 
Indochina, the United States and the world. They 
have met with initial setback and are bound to fail 
completely. 

The solution to end the war and restore peace in 
Viet Nam has been clearly set forth in the four 
points of the Government of the Democratic Republic 
of Viet Nam and the ten points of the National Front 
for Liberation and the Provisional Revolutionary 
Government of the Republic of South Viet Nam. The 
crux of the matter is· that the United States must 
completely, rapidly and unconditionally withdraw all 
US and satellite troops; from South Viet Nam and 



let the Vietnamese people settle their internal affairs 
by themselves, without foreign interference. 

Obdurately carrying on their "Vietnamization" 
plan, the US imperialists have turned down all the 
fair and reasonable proposals put forward by the 
Government of the Democratic Republic of Viet Nam 
and the Provisional Revolutionary Government of the 
Republic of South Viet Nam. The entire Vietnamese 
people are duty-bound to constantly heighten their 
vigilance, strengthen thei1· unity, persevere in and 
push ahead their patriotic resistance against US 
aggression, completely smash the plan to "Viet-
11amize" the war and all other machinations of the 
US imperialists against Viet N am. 

The powerful attacks which are taking place on the 
South Viet Nam battlefields show that our people 
have the required determination and strength to 
defeat the US aggressors, liberate the South, defend 
the North and advance toward the peaceful reunifi­
cation of the country. 

The resolute struggle waged by the workers and 
students in the South eloquently prove the bitter 
resentment of the population in the areas under 
temporary puppet control against the traitorous 
Thieu-Ky-Khiem clique. 

The frenzied acts of the US imperialists who have 
stepped up their "Vietnamization" of the war in Viet 
N am, escalated the war in Laos and overthrown the 
Government of Cambodia all the more expose them 
as the three Indochinese peoples' most cruel and 
dangerous enemy. The already united Vietnamese, 
Khmer and Lao peoples are strengthening their unity 
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even more, setting up a united front of the Indochin­
ese peoples * against the US imperialists and their 
lackeys to reconquer and safeguard their indepen­
dence, sovereignty, unity and territorial integrity, 
and ensure for each country development in the way 
of its choice. The US imperialists want to sow divi­
sion among the Indochinese peoples and pit Indo­
chinese against Indochinese, but the latter will close 
their ranks even further to wipe out the common 
enemy - US imperialism. Whoever sows the wind 
shall reap the whirlwind! 

The Vietnamese people warmly hail the recent 
resounding victories of the Lao people in the Plain 
of Jars and resolutely support their resistance against 
the US imperialist aggressors and their lackeys to 
safeguard their fundamental national rights. The 
Vietnamese people fully support the political solution 
in five points of the Lao Patriotic Front aimed at 
peacefully solving the Lao problem on the basis of 
the 1962 Geneva Agreements on Laos and the con­
crete situation in this country at present. 

The Vietnamese people fully support the procla­
mation in five points dated March 23, 1970, of Sam­
dech Head of State Norodom Sihanouk; they warmly 
hail and unreservedly support the just struggle of 
the Khmer people against the US imperialists and 
their lackeys, the Lon Nol - Sirik Matak clique, in 
order to build an independent, free, peaceful, neutral 
and prosperous Cambodia. True to their word, the 
Vietnamese people pledge to respect Cambodia's

situation; impel the revolution in the relationS of 
production, the technical revolution, and the ideolog­
ical and cultural revolution; carryon the building 
0f the material and technical bases of socialism, step 
by step improve the people's living conditions, 
strengthen our country's economic and military 
potential, consolidate our rear base, heighten our 
revolutionary vigilance, stand ready to smash all new 
schemes and acts of the US imperialists against the 
North and continue to fulfil our duty toward the 
heroic "great front". 
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In the immediate future, our people must strive 
to fulfil the 1970 State Plan. The main orientation 
of this plan is to boost agricultural production and 
the making of consumer goods. In agriculture, we 
concentrate on the development of cereals and other 
foodstuffs and some industrial crops for processing 
and export, step up animal husbandry, fishing and 
forestry. Light industry, food industry, small industry 
and handicrafts must above all intensify the produc­
tion of commodities for the people's consumption. 
Meanwhile, particular attention must be paid to pre­
ferential sectors of heavy industry such as coal, 
electricity, mechanical engineering, fertilizer, cement, 
timber; to the development of communications and 
transport and capital construction, in order to effi­
ciently serve the orientation of the above-mentioned 
plan, while strengthening a step further the material 
and technical bases of socialism in the North. 

To fulfil the State Plan, we must do our best to 
mobilize the social labour force and organize patriotic 

emulation under the slogan: "to launch the two 
thrusts to defeat the Americans" in order to attain 
the "three peaks" * in industry, the "three goals in 
agriculture" ** etc.. That is the decisive measure to 
develop production and increase accumulation, heal 
the wounds left by the US war of destruction and 
prepare for a new upsurge of the socialist economy 
in the North.

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In industry, construction and in administrative 
and specialized services, we must "work in a revo­
lutionary way" *, i.e. with a freely accepted 
voluntary discipline, ensure the required number of 
work-days and work-hours, make the best use of the 
existing material and technical bases, while trying 
our utmost to renovate technique, rationalize pro­
duction, improve the work in all services and raise 
labour productivity. 

In the countryside, in correlation with the study 
and application of the Rules for Agricultural Co­
operatives and with the continued rectification of 
errors in the implementation of the "three contrac­
tual targets" ** and in the management of collectivized 
lands, we must promote democracy, enhance the 
collective master hood of the co-op membership as 
a whole, fire their revolutionary ardcur and rai~e 

their productivity in order to extend the sector in 
which the three goals set for agriculture are attained, 
improve the people's living conditions and meet the 
considerable requirements of the struggle against 
US aggression and those of socialist construction. 

Parallel with the mobilization of labour force, we 
must improve organization, streamline the Party and 
State apparatus and make it more efficient; at the

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same time, we must strengthen and renovate econom­
ic management, work out strict regulations in order 
to mobilize and fully use all our existing equipment 
and materials according to set norms and with prac­
tical economic efficiency. We must display diligence 
and thrift in building socialism, struggle against 
embezzlement, waste and bureaucracy. 

To foster the labour force and ensure constant high 
productivity and high yields, we have to better 
organize the people's life. 

To mobilize the labour force in order to fulfil the 
State Plan, we must seek to perfect step by step the 
policies and regulations aimed at stimulating produc­
tion, raising productivity, improving the quality of 
products and cutting down production costs. These 
are important economic levers. At the same time, we 
must perform ideological work so that 'everybody can 
understand the situation and the tasks at hand, realize 
the favourable conditions, which constitute the key­
note, and also the difficulties to be resolutely over­
come, enhance his revolutionary ardour, carry out 
production and work with enthusiasm, high produc­
tivity and high efficiency. 

\,1 e must unceasingly strengthen and consolidate 
national defence, keep order and security, resolutely 
punish and patiently re-educate the delinquents, 
hooligans, etc .. 

The Party and its judicious leadership constitute 
the determining factor of all the successes of the 
revolution in our country. The situation and tasks at 
hand require great efforts from our entire Party and 
people.
