agent of the British Crown, on or about the date of July 4, 1776, which address will

be found to run along these lines:

“Ills? Of course there are. Ills are inherent in all that is human, government in-

cluded. But—look out how you proceed for redress. The difficult thing is not to de-

termine what ought to be accomplished, but how to accomplish it. The how is the

difficulty. Any ‘how’ which contemplates the overthrow of the Crown will be de-

structive of the independence of the character of the colonists.”

Nor can there be any doubt that a lot of College boys of that day, “gave the

speaker an ovation”—as happened at Princeton.
