It is the thoughts of the boy that shape the fu-
ture man. Garfield, when asked as a boy, what he

was going to do when he grew up, would answer.
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“First of all I am going to try to be a man If I be-
come that I shall be fit for anything. " To make the
most of one’s youth is to qualify one’s self to become
a real man.

Some men, it is true, have been seemingly
created by circumstances, and have figured promi-
nently in the world’s history. But, as a general rule,
the child makes the man; and the foundation of all
greatness and usefulness is laid by the impressions of
youth. *“Alexander the Great would not have been
the conqueror of the world had his father not been
Philip of Macedon. Hannibal would not. have been
the scourge of the Romans if Hamilcar had not sworn
him to eternal vengeance agains this enemies. Napo-
leon Bonaparte would not have deluged Europe with
blood, if he had not been inspired by the genius of
war from the pages of Homer.” Aud in our own
days, those men whose early impressions were the
most favorable have been the most successful, both
in their own lives, and in their influence up on the
world at large.

But it will not be enough to keep children dur-
ing the season of youth from the reach of improper
associates and influences. The seed of right princi-
ples must be diligently sown in their minds. Lessons
of purity and conscientiousness must be written deep
on the tables of the heart. Parental restraint is out
ward and visible, but the guiding principles of life
are inward and invissble. The day will come when
the youth must quit the parental roof, and perhaps
entirely bid adieuto the influences of home. If he be

then destitute of right principles, if his mind be like
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a ship without a rudder, he will stand in imminent
danger of being swept away by the waves of corrup-
tion.

Care should be taken to keep good company or
none. No sensible person will willingly keep bad
horses or bad dogs. Should he be less particular in
selecting his companions? And yet, at, this very
point, some of life’s most cruel blunders are made.

A story is told at two parrots which lived near to
each other. The one was accustomed to sing songs,
while the other was addicted to swearing. The owner
of the latter obtained permission for it to associate
with the former, in the hope that its bad habits
would be corrected; but the opposite result fol-
lowed, for both learned to swear alike. This aptly
illustrates the usual effect of bad company, and no
young man, however strong he may imagine himself
to be, can afford to be careless in this matter.

In the forming of your friendships, be less anx-
ious about social standing, and more particular a-
bout character. Remember that President Garfield
used to say that he never passed a ragged boy inthe
street without feeling that one day he might owe him
a salute. No one knows what possibilities of good-
ness and greatness are buttoned up under a boy’s
coat.

On the tomb of Schubert, the great musician,
is written, “He gave much, but promised more” ;
and it is this immeasurable wealth of promise that
makes the lives of our boys and girls so full of beauty

and of power.

By industry we mean activity that is regular and
devoted to the carrying out of some purpose. More
definitely, it is activity that is designed to bhe useful
to ourselves or to others. It is thus a regulated activ-

ity by which our welfare, or that of others, may be
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furthered.

We are apt to think, or at least to feel, that the
necessity of working regularly is a hardship. Because
we get tired with our work and look forward with ea-
gerness to the time of rest, we form the opinion that
the pleasantest life would be one which should be all

rest.

Industry might well be urged as a duty. But we
would rather now speak of it chiefly as an aid in ac-
complishing other duties. Few things are more help-
ful toward right living than industry, and few more

conducive to wrong living than idleness.

No doubt there are on this subject opposing o-
pinions. Some believe, whether they openly confess
it or not, that the glory of the highest success is not
within the reach of every honest toiler; that it is,
like other legacies, the good fortune to which some
are heirs, but which others are denied—the inherit-
ance only of those whom nature has well endowed.
These are the advocates of genius.

The reader of “Ivanhoe” —that finest romance
of Sir Walter Scott—pronounces its author a genius.
The fact is that book is a conspicuous illustration of
industry—patient. persevering tail. It has been
pointed out that, “for years Scott had made himself
familiar with the era of chivalry; plodded over, in
imagination, the weary march of the Crusaders;
studied the characteristics and contradictions of the

Jewish character; searched carefully into the records

of the time in which the scenes of his story were
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laid; and even examined diligently into the strange
process whereby the Norman-French and the Anglo-
Saxoon elements were wrought into a common
tongue. ”

Labor is indeed the price set upon everything
which is valuable. Nothing can be accomplished
without it. The greatest of men have risen to distine-
tion by unwearied industry and patient application.
They may have had inborn genius; their natures

may have been quick and active; but they could not

avoid the necessity of persevering labor.

Labor is the great schoolmaster of the race. It
is the grand drill in life’s army , without which we are
confused and powerless when called into action.
What a teacher industry is! It teaches patience,
perseverance, forbearance, and application. It
teaches method and system, by compelling us to
crowd the most possible into every day and hour.
Industry is a perpetual call upon the judgment and

the power of quick decision; it makes ready and

practical men.

Industry is essential for that usefulness by
which each man may fill his place in the world. The
lazy, like the wicked, may be made useful. The
Spartans used to send a drunken slave through the
city that the sight of his folly and degradation might
disgust young men with intemperance. He was made
useful ; he did not make himself useful. From this
it will be seen that the necessity of labor is some-

thing at which we should rather rejoice than com-
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plain, and that habits in industry are the great help-

ers lo virtue, happiness, and usefulness.

Industry is now as important to the woman as to
the man. Some years ago, in an art store in Bos-
ton, a group of girls stood together gazing intently
upon a famous piece of statuary. The silence was
broken by the remark, *Just to think that a woman
did it. " “It makes me proud,” said another. The
famous statue was that of Zenohia, the product of
Harriot Hosmer, whose love of knowledge and devo-
tion to art, gave the world a master-piecc.

Work is difficult in proportion as the end to be
attained is high and noble. The highest price is
placed upon the greatest worth. If a man would
reach the highest success he must pay the price. He
must be self-made, or never made.

Our greatest men have not been men of luck
and broad-cloth, nor of legacy and laziness, but
men accustomed to hardship; men who fought their

way to their own loaf.

Sir Joshua Reynolds had the passion for work of
the true artist. Until he laid aside his pencil from
illness, at the age of sixty-six, he was constantly in
his painting-room from ten till four, daily, *labor-
ing” as he himself said, “as hard as a mechanic
working for his bread. ”

Laziness is said to be one of the greatest dan-
gers that besets the youth of this country. Some
young men shirk everything that requires effort or la-

bor. Few people entertain the idea that they are of
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no use in the world, or that they are ruining them-
selves by their laziness. Yet lazy persons lose the
power of enjoyment. Their lives are all holiday,
and they have no interval of leisure for relaxation.
The lie-a-beds have never done anything in the
world. Events sweep past and leave them slumbe-

ring and helpless.

Industry is one of the best antidotes to crime.
As the old proverb has it, “An idle brain is the
devil’s workshop,” for by doing nothing we learn to
do ill. The man who done not work, and thinks
himself above it, is to pitied as well as condemned.
Nothing can be worse than active ignorance and in-
dulged luxury. Self-indulgence saps the foundation
of morals, destroys the vigor of manhood, and
breeds evils taht nothing but leath can blot out.

No one is very anxious about a young man while
he is busy in useful work. But where does he eat his
lunch at noon? Where does he go when he leaves
his boarding house at night? What does he do after
supper? Where does he spend his Sundays and holi-
days? The way uses his spare mements reveals his
character. The great majority of youth who go to the
bad are ruined after supper. Most of those who
climb upward to honor and fame devote their eve-
nings to study or work, or to the society of the wise
and good. The right use of these leisure hours, we

would cordially recommend to every youth. Each

evening is a crisis in the career of a young man.
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Rome was a mighty nation while industry led her
people, but when he great conquest of wealth and
slaves placed her citizens above the necessity of labor,
that moment her glory began to fade; vice and corrup-
tion induced by idleness, doomed the proud city to an

ignominious overthrow.

There can be no doubt that idustry has been the
backbone of the English character. By it her people
have made their island respected all over the habita-
ble globe. By industry our own land has come to be

recogized as the workshop of the world.

It is rule in the imperial family of Germany that
every young man shall learn a trade, going through
a regular apprenticeship till he is able to do good
journey-work. This is required because, in the e-
vent of unforeseen changes, it is deemed necessary
to a manly independence that the heir apparent, or
a prince of the blood, should be conscious of ability
of making his own way in the world. This is an hon-
orable custom, worthy of univer al imitiation. The
Jews also wisely held the maxim that every youth,
whatever his position in life, should learn some
trade.

Franklin says, “He that hath a trade hath an
estate. " Work, however looked down upon by peo-
ple who cannot perform it, is an honorable thing; it
may not be very profitable, but honorable it always

is, and there is nothing to be ashamed of about it.
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The man who has reason io be ashamed is the one
who does nothing, or is always on the looking for an
easy berth with good pay and no work. Let the
young man whose conceit greatly exceeds his brains,
be ashamed of his cane and kid gloves; but never
let a man who works be ashamed of his hard hands.
There is an old proverb which says, “Mere gentility

sent to market, won’t buy a peck of oats. ”

A keen but well deserved rebuke was once ad-
ministered to a Southern student at Andover who had
bought some wood, and who then went to Professor
Stuart to learn whom he could get to saw it. “I am
out of a job of that kind,” said Mr. Stuart; “I will
saw it myself”. It is to be hoped that the young man

learned the lesson which his teacher thus sought to

impress upon his mind.
Cornelius Vanderbilt

“What is the secret of success in business?”
asked a friend of Cornelius Vanderbilt.  * Secret!
there is no secret about it,” replied the commo-
dore, “all you have to do is to attend to your busi-
ness and go ahead. ”

If you would adopt Vanderbilt’s method, know
your business, attend to it, and keep down expen-

ses until your fortune is safe from business perils.

Note the following incidents in his career:

In the year 1806, when about twelve years of
age, Cornelins was sent by his father, who was remo-

ving the cargo from a vessel stranded near Sandy
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Hook, with three wagons, six horses, and three men,
to carry the cargo across a sandbar to the lighters.

When the work was finished , he started, with
but a few dollars in his pocket, to travel a long dis-
tance home over the Jersey sands, and at Length
reached South Amboy. He was anxious to get his
teams ferried over to Staten Island, and as the mon-
ey at his disposal was not sufficient for the purpose,
he went to an innkeeper, explained the situation
and said, “If you will put us across, I'll leave with
you one of my horses in pawn,and if I don’t send
you back six dollars within forty-eight hours you may
keep the horse. ” “I'll do it,” said the innkeeper,
as he looked into the bright honest eyes of the boy.
The horse was soon redeemed.

In the spring of 1810, he applied to his mother
for a loan of one hundred dollars with which to buy a
boat, having imbibed a strong liking for the sea. Her
answer was, My son, on the twenty-seventh of this
month you will be sixteen years old. If, by that time,
you will plow, harrow, and plant with com the eight
acre lot, I will advance you the money.” The field
was rough and stony, but the work was done in time,
and well done. From this small beginning Cornelius
Vanderbilt laid the foundation of a colossal fortune.
He would often work all night; and, as he was never
absent from his post by day, he soon had the best bus-
iness in New York harbor.

In 1813, when it was expected that New York
would be attacked by British ships, all the boat-
men, except Cornelius, put in bids to convey pro-

visions to the military posts around New York, na-
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ming extremely low rates, as the contractor would
be exempted from military duty. “ Why don’t you
send in a bid?” asked his father. *Of what use?”
replied young Vanderbilt; “they are offering to do
the work at half price. It can’t be done at such

“Well,” said his father,

y

rates. “It can do no

harm to try for it. ” So, to please his father, but
with no hope of success, Cornelius made an offer
fair to both sides, but did not go to hear the award.
When his companions had all returned with long
faces, he went to the commissary’s office and asked
if the contract had boen given. “Oh, yet,” was
the reply; “that business in settled. Cornelius
Vanderbilt is the man. What?" he asked, seeing
that the youth was apparently thunderstruck, “is it
you?” *“My name is Cornelius Vanderbilt,” said
the boatman. “Well,” said the commissionary,
“don’t you know why we have given the contract to
you? Why, it is because we want this business
done, and we know you’ll do it. ”

Here we see how character begets confidence,
and how charater rests upon industry as the house

rests upon its foundation.
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The Scientific Spirit in Modern Thought

1. This time two hundred years ago—in the be-
ginning of January, 1666—those of our forefathers
who inhabited this great and ancient city” took
breath® between the shocks of two fearful calami-
ties; one not quite past, although its fury had aba-
ted; the other to come. ¥

2. Within a few yards of the very spot on which
we are assembled, so the tradition runs, that pain-
ful and deadly malady, the plague, appeared in the
latter months of 1664 ; and, though no new visitor
smote the people of England, and especially of her
capital, with a violence unknown before, in the
course of the following year. The hand of a master ?
has pictured what happened in those dismal months;
and in that truest of fictions, The History of the
Plague Year, Defoe® shows Death,” with every ac-
companiment of pain and terror, stalking through
the narrow streets of old London, and changing their

busy hum® into a silence broken only by the wailing
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of the mourners of fifty thousand dead; by the woful
denunciations and mad prayers of fanatics; and by

the madder yells of despairing profligates. ¥
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3. But, about this time” in 1666, the death-
rate had sunk tonearly its ordinary amount; a case
of plague occurred only here and there, and the ric-
her citizens who had flown from the pest had re-
turned to their dwellings. The remnant of the people
began to toil at the accustomed round® of duty or of
pleasure; and the stream of city life bid fair” to flow
back along its old bed, with renewed and uninter-
rupted vigor.

4. The newly kindled hope was deceitful. The
great plague indeed, returned no more; but what it
had done for the Londoners, the great fire, which
broke out in the autumn of 1666, did for London;
and, in September of that year, a heap of ashes
and the indestrucible energy of the people were all
that remained of the glory of five sixths of the city
within the walls®.

5. Our forefathers had their own ways of ac-
counting for® each of these calamities. They sub-
mitted to the plague in humility and in penitence,
for they believed it to be the judgment of God. But
towards the fire they were furiously indignant, inter-
preting it as the effect af the malice of man, as the
work of the Republicans, or of the Papists, accord-

ing as their prepossessions ran in favor of loyalty or
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of Puritanism. ©

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6. It would, I fancy, have fared but iN? with
one who, standing where I now stand, in what was
then a thickly peopled and fashionable part of Lon-
don, should have broached to our ancestors the doc-
trine which I now propound to you—that all their hy-
potheses were alike wrong; that the plague was no
more, in their sense, Divine judgment, than the
fire was the work of any political, or of any reli-
gious, sect; but that they were themselves the au-
thors of both plague and fire, and that they must
look to themselves to prevent the recurrence of calam-
ities, toall appearance® so peculiary beyond the
reach of human control—so evidently the result of the

wrath of God or of the craft and subtlety of an ene-

my‘;}" ..

7. Some twenty years before the outbreak of the
plague, a few calm and thoughtful students banded
themselves together for the purpose, as they phrased
it, of “improving natural knowledge.” The ends
they proposed to attain cannot be stated more clearly
than in the words of one of the founders of the organ-
ization: “Our business was ( precluding matters of
theology and state affairs) to discourse and consider
of philosophical enquiries, and such as related
thereunto; —as Physick,” Anatomy, Geometry,
Astronomy, Navigation, Staticks, Magneticks,
Chymicks, Mechanicks, and Natural Experiments;

with the state of these studies and their cultivation at
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home and abroad. We then discoursed of the circu-
lation of the blood, the valves in the veins, the ve-

®

nae lactae,” the lymphatic vessels,® the Coperni-
can” hypothesis, the nature of comets and new
stars, the satellites of Jupiter, the oval shape (as
it then appeared) of Saturn, the spots on the sun
and its turning on its own axis, the inequalities and
selenography® of the moon, the several phases of
Venus and Mercury, the improvement of telescopes
and grinding of glasses for that purpose, the weight
of air, the possibility or impossibility of vacuities and
nature’s abhorrence there of ’1;9;3 the Torricellian® ex-
periment in quicksilver, the descent of heavy bodies
and the degree of acceleration therein, with divers
other things of like nature, some of which were
then but new discoveries, and others not so gener-
ally known and embraced as now they are; with
other things appertaining to what hath been called

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8. Thus it was that the half-dozen young men,
studious of the “New Philosophy” , who met in one
another’s lodgings in Oxford or in London, in the
middle of the seventeenth century, grew in numeri-
cal and inreal strength, until, in its latter part, the
“Royal Society for the Improvement of Natural
Knowledge” had already become famous; and had
acquired a claim upon the veneration of Englishmen,
which it has ever since retained, as the principal fo-
cus of scientific activity in our islands, and the
chief champion of the cause it was formed to sup-
port.

9. It was by the aid of the Royal Society that
Newton published his Principia. VIf all the books in
the world except the Philosophical Transactions were
destroyed, it is safe to say that the foundations of
physical science would remain unshaken, and that
the vast intellectual progress of the last two centuries
would be largely, though incompletely, recorded.
Nor have any signs of halting or of decrepitude mani-
times. As in

fested themselves in our own

Dr. Wallis’s days, so in these,  “our business is,
precluding theology and state affairs, to discourse
and consider of Philosophical enquiries. ” But our
“Mathematick™ is one which Newton would have to
go to school to learn; our *Staticks, Mechanicks,
Chymicks, and Natural Experiments” constitute a

mass of Physical and chemical knowledge, a

glimpse at which would compensate Galileo for the
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doings of a score of inquisitorial cardinals;® our
“Physick” and “ Anatomy” have embraced such
infinite varieties of being, have laid open such new
worlds in time and space, have grappled, not un-
successfully, with such complex problems, that the
eyes of Vesalius? and of Harvey” might be dazzled
by the sight of the tree that has grown out of their
grain of mustard seed.

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10. We have learned that pestilences will only
take up their abode among those who have prepared
unswept and ungarnished residences for them. Their
cities must have narrow, unwatened streets, foul
with accumulated garbage. © Their houses must be
ill-drained, ill-lighted, ill-ventilated. Their sub-
jects must be ill-washed, ill-fed, ill-clothed. The
London of 1665 was such a city. The cities of the
East, where plague has an enduring dwelling, are
such cities. We, in later times, have learned
somewhat of Nature and partly obey her. Because of
this partial improvement of our natural knowledge
and of that fractional obedience, we have no
plague; because that knowledge is still very imper-
fect and that obedience yet incomplete, typhus is
our companion and cholera our visitor. But it is not
presumptuous to express the belief that, when our
knowledge is more complete and our obedience the
expression of our knowledge,® London will count

her centuries of freedom from typhus and cholera,
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as she now gratefully reckons her two hundred years
of ignorance of that plague which swooped upon her
thrice in the first half of the seventeenth century.

11. Surely, there is nothing in these explanations
which is not fully borne out by the facts. Surely, the
principles involved in them are now admitted among
the fixed beliefs of all thinking men. Surely, it is true
that our countrymen are less subject to fire, famine,
pestilence, and all the evils which result from a want
of command over and due anticipation of the course of

¥ and

Nature, than were the countrymen of Milton;
health, wealth, and well being are more abundant
with us than with them. But no less certainly is the
difference due to the improvement of our knowledge of
Nature, and the extent to which that improved knowl-
edge has been incorporated with the household words of

men, and has supplied the springs of their daily ac-

. @
tions.
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12. Granting for a moment, then, the truth of
that which the depreciators of natural knowledge are
so fond of urging, that its improvement can only add
to the resources of our material civilization; admit-
ting it to be possible that the founders of the Royal
Society themselves looked for no other reward than
this. I cannot confess that I was quilty of exaggera-
tion when I hinted that to him who had the gift of
distinguishing between prominent events and impor-

tant events,” the origin of a combined effort on the
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part of mankind to improve natural knowledge might
have loomed larger than the plague and have out-
shone the glare of the Fire; as a something fraught
with a wealth of beneficence to mankind, in com-
parison with which the damage done by those ghastly
evils would shrink into insignificance.

13. It is very certain that, for every victim slain
by the Plague, hundreds of mankind exist,” and
find a fair share of happiness in the world, by the
aid of the spinning — jenny. ® And the Great Fire,
at its worst, could not have burned the supply of
coal, the daily working of which, in the bowels of
the earth, made possible by the steampump, gives
rise to an amount of wealth to which the millions lost
in old London are but as an old song. *

14. But spinning-jenny and steam-pump are,
after all, but toys, possessing an accidental value;
and natural knowledge creates multitudes of more
subtle contrivances, the praises of which do not
happen to be sung because they are not directly con-

vertible iuto instruments for creatiug wealth.
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15. 1 cannot but think that the foundations of all
natural knowledge were laid when the reason of man
first came face to face with the facts of Nature:
when the savage first learned that the fingers of one
hand are fewer than those of both; that it is shorter
to cross a stream than to head” it; that a stone stops
where it is unless it be moved, and that it drops

from the hand which Lets it go; that light and heat
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come and go with the sun; that sticks burn away in
a fire; that plants and animals grow and die; that if
he struck his fellow-savage a blow, he would make
him angry, and perhaps get a blow in return; while
if he offered him a fruit, he wonld please him, and
perhaps receive a fish in exchange. When men had
acquired this much knowledge, the outlines, rude
though they were, of mathematics, of physics, of
chemistry, of biology, of moral, economical and
political science, were sketched. Nor did the germ
of religion fail when science began to bud. Listen to
words which, though new, are yet three thousand
years old. ?
“When in heaven the stars about the noon
Look beautiful, when all the winds are laid
And every height comes out, and jutting peak
And valley, and the immeasurable heavens
Break open to their highest, and all the stars
Shine, and the shepherd gladdens in his
heart,”

If the half-savage Greek could share our feel-
ings thus far, it is irrational to doubt that he went
further, to find, as we do, that upon that brief
gladness™ there follows a certain sorrow, ¥—the lit-
tle light of awakened human intelligence shines so
mere a spark amidst the abyss of the unknown and
unknownable; seems so insufficient to do more than
illuminate the imperfections that cannot be reme-
died, the aspirations that cannot be realized, of
man’s own nature. But in this sadness, this con-
sciousness of the limitation of man, this sense of an
open secret” which he cannot penetrate, lies the es-
sence of all religion; and the attempt to embody it

in the forms furnished by the intellect® is the origin

of the higher theologies.

16. Thus it seems impossible to imagine but that
the foundations of all knowledge, secular or sa-
cred,” were laid when intelligence dawned, though
the superstructure remained for long ages so slight
and feeble as to be compatible with the existence of

No doubt,

from the first, there were certain

phenomena which, to the rudest mind,” presented

@

a constancy of occurrence, and suggested that a

fixed order ruled, at any rate, among them. 1

doubt if the grossest of fetich-worshippers® ever i-
magined that a stone must have a god within it to
make it fall, or that a fruit had a god within it to
make it taste sweet. With regard to such matters as
these, it is hardly questionable that mankind from
the first took strictly positive and scientific view.

17. But, with respect to all the less familiar oc-

currences which present themselves, uncultured

man, no doubt, has always taken himself as the
standard of comparison, as the centre and measure of
the world; nor could he well avoid doing so. And
finding that his apparently uncaused will has a power-
ful effect in giving rise to many occurrence, he natu-
rally enough ascribed other and greater event to other
and greater volitions, and came to look upon the

world, all that therein is, as the product of the voli-
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tions of persons like himself, but stronger, and ca-
pable of being appeased or angered, as he himself
might be soothed or irritated. Through such concep-
tions of the plan and working of the universe all man-
kind have passed, or are passing. And we may now
consider what has been the effect of the improvement
of natural knowledge on the views of men who have
reached this stage, and who have begun to cultivate
natural knowledge with no desire but that of *in-

creasing God’s honor and bettering man’s estate, *”
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18. For example; what could seem wiser, from
a mere material point of view, more innocent, from
a theological one, to an ancient people, than that
they should learn the exact succession of the sea-
sons, as warnings for their husbandmen; or the po-
sition of the stars, as guides to their rude naviga-
tors? But what has grown out of this search for natu-
ral knowledge of so merely useful a character? You
all know the reply. Astronomy, —which of all sci-
ences has filled men’s minds with general ideas of a
character most foreign to their daily experience , and
has more than any other, rendered it impossibie for
them to accept the beliefs of their fathers 1Y Astrono-
my—, which tells them that this so vast and seem-
ingly solid earth is but an atom among atoms, whir-
ling, no man knows wither, through illimitable
space; which demonstrates that what we call the

peaceful heaven above us is but that space, filled
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by an infinitely subtle matter whose particles are
seething and surging, like the waves of an angry
sea; which opens up to us infinite regions where
nothing is known, or ever seems to have been
known, but matter and force, operating according
to rigid rules; which leads us to contemplate phe-
nomena the every nature of which demonstrates that
they must have an end, but the very nature of which
also proves that the beginning was, to our concep-
tions of time, infinitely remote, and that the end as
immeasurably distant.

19. But it is not alone those who pursue astrono-
my who ask for bread and receive ideas® What more
harmless than the attempt to lift and distribute water
by pumping it; what more absolutely and grossly u-
tilitarian? But out of pumps grew the discussions a-
bout Nature’s abhorrence of a vacuum‘@;and then it
was discovered that Nature does not abhor a vacu-
um, that the air has weight; and that notion paved
the force which produces weight is coextensive with
the universe, —in short, to the theory of universal
gravitation and endless force’ while learning how to
handle gases led to the discovery of exygen, and to
modern chemistry, and to the notion of the inde-

structibility of matter.

wheel from heating when the wheel turns round very
fast? How useful for carters and gig-drivers to know
something about this; and how good were it, if any
ingenious person would find out the cause of such
phenomena, and thence educe a general remedy for
them! Such an ingenious person was Count Rum-
ford” ; and he and his successors have landed us? in
the theory of the persistence, or indestructibility, of
force. And in the infinitely minute, as in the
infinitely great, the seekers after natural knowledge,
of the kinds called physical and chemical, have eve-
rywhere found a definite order and succession of e-
vents which seem never to be infringed;

21. And how has it fared with® “Physick” and
Anatomy? Have the anatomist. the physiologist, or
the physician, whose business it has been to devote
themselves assiduously to that eminently practical
and directend, the alleviation of the sufferings of
mankind, —have they been able to confine their vi-
sion more absolutely to the sirictly useful? I fear
they are worst offenders of all*. For if the astrono-
mer has set before us the infinite magnitude of
space, and the practical eternity of the duration of
the universe; if the physical and chemical philoso-
phers have demonstrated the infinite minuteness of
its constituent parts, and the practical eternity of
matter and of force; and if both have alike pro-
claimed the universality of a definite and predicable
order and succession of events. the workers in biol-
ogy have not only accepted all these, but have add-
ed more startling theses of their own. For, as the

astronomers discover in the earth no centre of the u-
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niverse, but an eccentric speck, so the naturalists
find man to be no centre of the living world but one
amidst endless modifications of life; and as the as-
tronomer observes the mark of practically endless
time set upon the arrangements of the solar system,
so the student of life finds the records of ancient
forms of existence peopling the world for ages,
which, in relation to human experience, are infi-
nite. Furthermore, the physiologist finds life to be
as dependent for its manifestation on particular mo-
lecular arrangements as any physical or chemical
phenomenon; and, wherever he extends his resear-
ches, fixed order and unchanging causation reveal

themselves, as plainly as in the rest of Nature------
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Worst offenders of all. Has done most to overthrow old established notions.

22. Such are a few of the new conceptions im-
planted in our minds by the improvement of natural
knowledge. Men have acquired the ideas of the
practically infinite extent of the universe and of its
practical eternity; they are familiar with the concep-
tion that our earth is but an infinitesimal fragment of
that part of the universe which can be seen; and
that, nevertheless, its duration is, as compared
with our standards of time, infinite. They have fur-
ther acquired the idea that man is but one of innu-
merable forms of life now existing in the globe, and
that the present existences are but the last of an im-
measurable series of predecessors”. Moreover, ev-
ery step they have made in natural knowledge has

tended to extend and rivet in their minds the concep-
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tion of a definite order of the universe—which is em-
bodied in what are called, by an unhappy metaphor®
the laws of Nature—and to narrow the range and loos-
en the force of men’s belief in spontaneity ,or in chan-
ges other than such as arise out of that difinite order
itself®.

23. Whether these ideas are well or ill founded is
not the question. No one can deny that they exist,
and have been the inevitable outgrowth of the improve-
ment of natural knowledge. And if so, it cannot be
doubted that they are changing the form of men’s most

cherished and most important convictions.

Who is responsible? Now, when the red del-
uge has so suddenly and unexpectedly surprised the
whole of Europe, we hear on every hand the same
question; Who is responsible?

Evedently, each country has its own particular
answer to the query. The rulers of every land throw
the blame on their rivals, and the Press, whose
special concern it is to manufacture * public opin-
ion” makes the necessary observations and com-
ments. The Kaiser declares that it was enemies of
Germany who compelled him to wage war, and that
he was the sole perdon in Europe who continually
strove to maintain peace among the European na-
tions. In England and France, on the other hand,
the Kaiser is the “mad dog” of Europe, the only
one who continually hindered and disturbed the
peaceful relations of its own peoples. And the Tsar,
the red-handed executioner of Russian freedom,
who converted Russia into a huge cemetery, and en-
deavoured to stifle the lost hope of his oppressed
subjects in a sea of blood—he talks of a holy war, a

Just war, in order to ensure the happiness and well-
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being of Europe!

And in all lands the sounding church-bells ars
Olling the pious Christians to come and unite their
prayers that the Lord should destroy the enemy, and
bless “their banners” The same God! the same
Christians! the same Gospel, whose founder said,
“Love thy neighbour as thyself” !

What scandalous comedy! And how deep the
ignorance and deception of the people who neither
will nor can see this colossal fraud, and the unseru-

pulous intrigues of their oppressors.

Who is responsible? You ask. Do not look for
the responsibility in others. Look for it in your-
selves. Seek it in the cursed system whose victims
we all are; in the State capitalistic civilisation which
is based on organised violence, on the shameful ex-

ploitation of all the nations!

You do not know, it seems, that we have been
living in a state of war for many, many years past;
You have ignored the war that is being waged daily
in our beautiful soeiety, therefore you now have are-
al war. You were silent when men, women, and
children fell in great numbers upon the industrial
field, therefore you now see your sons falling on the
battlefield. For the same powers that deprived you
of the fruits of your labour, and compelled you by
hunger and starvation to create riches for a minority
of privileged thieves and idlers—the same powers
will now take away the lives of your sons and broth-

ers, and force you with their guns to die for their in-
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terests.

In a ward, you did not want the revolution, so
you now have war—the whalesale murder of the na-
tions. The revolutionarise only appeared to you as
Utopians, dreamers, unpractical men. Your rulers
were more practical, and the thunder of cannon,
lacerated human bodies, and rivers of blood now

speak to you of the results of their practieability.

Who is to blame? Capitalism and its twin-
brother, the modern State! Your yourselves are to
blame, because you ignored the great doctrine of a-
new social culture, because you would not prevent

the cotastrophe while there was yet time to do so.

No one knows what the future has in store for
us. One thing, however, is certain; Capitalism is
war—Socialism means peace among the nations. So
long as the producing classes will allow a minority of
privileged robbers to monapolise the fruit of their la-
bour, and to condemn millions of human beings to a
state of eternal misery, just so long will you have
war among the different recesand notionalities. The
immense fortunes that are to-day accumulating within
the hands of a few do not arise merely from the usual
explaitation of workman by the master or manufactur-
er, but are the result of interational speculations in
the great hunt for the domintion of the
world’smarkets. That is why Copitalism in every
country was obliged to increase the power of the
modern state, and to develop militarism to such mad

proportions. For a strong military and centralised
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State is the only guarantee for the realisation of mad-
ern Imperialistic tendencies of Capitalism wery
where. But Imperialism means nothing else but the
econcomic exploitation of other nations, upon the
basis of the exploitation of its own people. In other
words , militarism is the inevitable result of the capi-
talistic regime, and therefore the cause of ceaseless

strife.

The great misforture is, that the majority of
people cannot see the connestion, and many will
gauge the culture of a nation by the strength of its ar-
mies and its external technical improvements. But
this is one of the greatest mistakes ever made. Ger-
many offers us the best instance for this. The na-
tional unity of that country, under the supreme rule
of Prussia, upon a basis of extreme militarism and
anall-powerful bureaucracy, has certainly not pro-
duced what we call German culture. On the contra-
ry, that unity has proved the greatest hendrance to
the development of a true popular culture, and has
always endeavaured to force the spiritual powers of
the German people down to the level of the bar-

racks.

The finest examples of German culture were
produced before the military system and the re-
nowned unity came into being. The clossical philos-
oply of German, her wonderful art and literature—
all that developed when the country comsisted of
separate little kingdoms, and had not yet come un-

der the influence and domination of Prussian culture
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hating militarism.

The so-called nation alunity and the conversion
of Germany into amilitary State have not doubt been
a great gain for German capitalism, but by no
means for the culture of the German people. Under
the rule of militarism, Germany has become a peril
to the intellectual development of Europe, and a
German victory in this war would be a great blow to
every libertarian movement in Europe, a blow to the
Geaman people themselves.

The violation of France in 1870, and the an-
nexation of Alsace-Lorraine, were the real causes of
the crazy development of militarism in Europe. It is
also known that Bismarck and the Prussian Junker
class intended to make of France what has been
made of Polane. To this end Bismarck carried on
secret negotiations with England, and France was o-
bliged to throw herself into the bloody arms of the
Tsarin order to maintain her existence as an inde-
pendent State. As a result of this we have witnessed
the frightful development of Chauvinism all over Eu-
rope, the wealsening of revolutionary and libertari-
am Socialism, and the trumph of the dread reaction
under which the European peoples are groaning to
this day.

The present war, the most outrageaus crime
mankind has ever seen, is but the last word of this
reaction, the last word of Imperial capitalism and
the military state.

And not only in Germany, but wherever this

system exists, the same results will follow. The
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best constitutions and most glorious traditious of lib-

erty will not prevent their evil consequences.

“You cannot combat militarism by means of
Parliament. ” This sentence was already pronounced
as far back as forty years ago by old democrat Johan
Jokobi. A new revolutionary renaissance of the Eu-
ropean peoples is the only means against this dreadly
enemy of mankind.

And it is not unlikely that the present bloody
catastraphe will at last awaken the peoyle from their
indifference. The bitter pain fearful suffering will
perhaps make a deeper impression than the words of
the revolutionaries. It is possible that the social
Revolution will be the last act in the present traged;
possible that murderous militarism will be drowned
in the blood of its numberless victims; that the peo-
ple of the different countries will unite against the
bloody regime of modern capitalism and its institu-
tions, and finally produce a new social culture upon
the basis of free Socialism.

At the same time the progressive elements must
not lose courage however great the disaster that has
befallen us. We must be an our guard, and if nec-
essary, risk our lives for the trumph of a new social

order.

it. With this view 1 took some of the papers, and,
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making short hints of the sentiment in each sen-
tence, laid them by a few days, and then, without
looking at the book, tried to complete the papers a-
gain by expressing each hinted sentiment at length
and as fully as it had been expressed before, in any
suitable words that should come to hand. Then [
compared my Spectator with the original, discovered
some of my faults, and corrected them. But I found
I wanted a stock of words, or a readiness in recol-
lecting and using them, which I thought I should
have acquired before that time if I had gone on mak-
ing verses; since the continual occasion for words of
the same import, but of different length@ to suit the
measure, or of different sound for the ryhme, would
have laid me under a constant necessity of searching
for variety” and also have tended to fix that variety
in my mind, and make me master of it. Therefore 1
took some of the tales and turned them into verse,
and, after a time, when [ had pretty well forgotten
the prose, turned them back again. I also some-
times jumbled my collections of hints into confusion,
and after some weeks endeavored to reduce them into
the best order, before I began to form the full sen-
tences and complete the paper. This was to teach
me method in the arrangement of thoughts. By com-
paring my work afterwards with the original, I dis-
covered many faults and amanded them; but I some-
times had the pleasure of fancying that, in certain
particulars of small import. I had been lucky enough
to improve the method or the language; and this en-
couraged me to think I might possibly in time to
come be a tolerable English writer, of which I was
extremely ambitious.

10. While I was intent on improving my language ,
I met with an English grammar (1 think it was Green-
wood’s”), at the end of which there was two little
sketches of the arts of rhetoric and logic, the latter
finishing with a dispute in the Socratic method® ; and
soon after, I procured Xenophon’s Memorable Things
of Socrates® , wherein are many instances of the same
method. I found this method safest for myself and very
embarassing to those against whom I used it, therefore
I took a delight in it, practised it continually, and
grew very artful and expert in drawing people, even of
superior knowledge, into concessions, the con
equences of which they did not foresee, entangling
them in difficulties out of which they could not extri-
cate themselves, and so obtaining victories that neither
myself nor my cause always deserved:::---

gradually left it, retaining only the habit of expressing
myself in terms of modest diffidence”; never using,
when I advanced anything that may possibly be dispu-
ted, the words certainly, undoubtedly, or any others
that give the air of positiveness to an opinion; but
rather say, I conceive or apprehend a thing to be so
and so; it appears to me, or, Is ould think it so and
so, for such and such reasons; or, I imagine it to be-
so; or, itis so, if I am not mistaken. This habit, I
believe, has been of great advantage to me when I
have had occasion to inculcate my opinions, and per-
suade men into measures that I have been from time to

time engaged in promoting; and, as the chief ends of
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conversation are to inform or to be informed, to please
or to persuade, I wish well-meaning, sensible men
would not lessen their power of doing good by a posi-
tive, assuming manner, that seldom fails to disgust,
tends to creat opposition, and to defeat every one of
those purposes for which speech was given us—to wit ,
giving or receiving information or pleasure. For if you
would inform, apositive and dogmatical manner in ad-
vancing your sentiments may provoke contradiction,
and prevent a candid attention. If you wish informa-
tion and inprovement from the knowledge of others,
and yet at the same time express yourself as firmly
fixed in your present opinions, modest, sensible men,
who do not love disputation, will probably leave you
undisturbed in possession of your error. And by
such a manner, you can seldom hope to recommend
yourself in pleasing your hearers, or to persuade

those whose concurrence you desire.

12. My brother had, in 1720 or 1721, begun to
print a newspaper. It was the second that appeared
in America, and was called the New England Cou-
rant. The only one before it was the Boston News-
Letter. 1 remember his being dissuaded by some of
his friends from the undertaking, as not likely to
succeed, one newspaper being, in thier judgment,
enough for America.

A SCOUT’S HONOUR IS TO BE TRUSTED.

If a Scout says “on my honour it is so,”
that means that it is so, just as if he had taken
a most solemn oath.

Similarly, if a Scout officer says to a
Scout, “ I trust you on your honour to do
this,” the Scout is bound to carry out the or-
der to the very best of his ability, and to let
nothing interfere with his doing so.

If a Scout were to break his honour by
telling a lie, or by not carrying out an order
exactly when trusted on his honour to do so,
he may be directed to hand over his Scout
badge, and never to wear it again. He may
also be directed to cease to be a Scout.

A SCOUT IS LOYAL TO THE KING, and to
his officers, and to his parents, his country,
and his employers. He must stick to them
through thick and thin against anyone who is

their enemy or who even talks badly of them.

A SCOUT’S DUTY IS TO BE USEFUL AND
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TO HELP OTHERS.

And he is to do his duty before anything
else, even though he gives up his own pleas-
ure, or comfort, or safety to do it. When in
difficulty to know which of two things to do,
he must ask himself, “ Which is my du-
ty?” —that is, “Which is best for other peo-
ple?” -and do that one. He must Be Prepared
at any time to save life, or to help injured per-
sons. And he must try his best to do a good

turn to somebody every day.

A SCOUT IS A FRLEND TO ALL, AND A
BROTHER TO EVERY OTHERSCOUT, NO
MATTER TO WHAT SOCIAL CLASS THE

Thus, if a Scout meets another Scout, e-
ven though a stranger to him, he must speak
to him, and help him in any way that he
can, either to carry out the duty he is then do-
ing, or by giving him food, or, as far as pos-
sible, anything that he may be in want of, A
scout must never be a SNOB.

A SCOUT OBEYS ORDERS of his parents,
patrol leader, or Scoutmaster without ques-
tion.

Even if he gets an order he does not like
he must do as soldiers and sailors do, he must
carry it out all the same because it is his duty,
and after he has done it he can come and state
any reasons against it, but he must carry out
the order at once. That is discipline.

A SCOUT SMILES And WHISLES UNDER
ALL CIRCUMSTANCES. When he, gets an
order he should obey it cheerily and readily,
not in a slow, hang-dog sort of way.

Scout never grouse at hardships, nor
whine at each other, nor swear when put
out.

When you just miss a train, or someone
treads on your favourite corn—not that a Scout
ought to have such thing as corns—or under
any annoying circumstances, you should force
yourself to smile at once, and then whistle a

tune, and you will be all right.
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A Scout goes about with a smile on and
whiltling. It cheers him and cheers other peo-
ple, especially in time of danger, for he
keeps it up then all the same.

The punishment for swearing or using bad
languge is for each offence a mug of cold mater
to be poured down the offender’s sleeve by the
other Scout. It was the punishment invented by
the old British Scout, Captain John Smith,
three hundred yearsago.

A SCOUT IS THRIFTY, that is, he saves ev-
ery penny he can, and puts it into the bank,
so that he may have money to keep himsslf
when out of work, and thus not make himself a
burden to others, or that he may have monny

to give away to others when they need it.

1. These, sir, are my reasons’ for not enter-
taining that high opinion of untried force® by which
many gentlemen, for whose sentiments in other par-
ticulars I have great respect, seem to be so greatly
captivated. But there is still behind a third consid-
eration concerning this object, which serves to de-
termine my opinion on the sort of policy which ought
to be pursued in the management of America, even
more than its population and its commerce, —I
mean its temper and character.

2. In this character of the Americans, a love of
freedom is the predominating feature which marks and
distinguishes the whole?” and as an ardentis always a
jealous affection, your colonies become suspicious,
restive, and untractable whenever they see the least

attempt to wrest from them by force, or shuffle from
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them by chicane what they think the only advantage
worth living for. ® This fierce spirit of liberty is stron-
ger in the English colonies probably than in any other
people of the earth; and this from a great variety of
powerful causes; which to understand the true temper
of their minds, and the direction which this spirit
takes, it will not be amiss to lay open® somewhat

more largely.

3. First, the people of the colonies are descend-
ants of Englishmen. England, sir; is a nation which
still, T hope, respects, and formerl radored, her
freedom. The colonists emigrated from you when this
part of your character” was most predominant; and
they took this bias and direction the moment they
parted from your hands. They are therefore not only
devoted to liberty, but to liberty according to English
ideas and on English principles. Abstract liberty, like
other mere abstractions , is not to be found. Liberty
inheres in some sensible object; and every nation
has formed to itself some favorite poim@‘" which, by
way of eminence, becomes the criterion of their
happiness. It happened, you know, sir, that the
great contests for freedom in this country were from
the earliest times chiefly upon the question of tax-
ing. Most of the contests in the ancient commom-
wealths® turned primarily on the right of election of
magistrates, or on the balance among the several or-

ders of the state. The question of money was not
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with them so immediate.

On this point
of taxes the ablest pens and most eloquent tongues”
have been exercised; the greatest spirits have acted
and suffered. In order to give the fullest satisfaction
concerning the importance of this point, it was not
only necessary® for those who in argument defended
the excellence of the English Constitution to insist on
this privilege of granting money as a dry point of
fact,” and to prove that the right had been acknowl-
edged, in ancient parchments® and blind usages® ,
to reside in a certain body called a House of Com-
mons. They went much further; they at tempted to
prove, and they succeeded, that in theory it
ought to be so, from the particular nature of a
House of Commons, as an immediate representative
of the people; whether the old records had delivered
this oracle® or not. They took infinite pains to in-
culcate, as a fundamental principle, that in all
monarchies the people must in effect the mselves,
mediately, or immediately possess the power of
granting their own money, or no shadow of liberty
could subsist. The colonies draw from you, as with
their lifeblood,” these ideas and principles. Their
love of liberty, as with you, fixed and attached on
this specific point of taxing.

But the dissenting inter-
ests have sprung up in direct opposition to all the or-
dinary powers of the world, and could justify that
opposition only on a strong claim to natural liberty.
Their very existence depended on the powerful and
unremitted assertion of that claim. All Protestant-
ism, even the most cold and passive, is a sort of
dissent.

6. Sir, 1 can perceive by their manner that some
gentlemen object to the latitude of this description;
because in the Southern colonies the church of Eng-
land forms a large body, and has a regular establish-
ment. It is certainly true. There is, however, a
circumstance attending these colonies which, in my
opinion, fully counterbalances this difference, and
makes the spirit of liberty still more high and haughty
than in those to the northward. It is, that in Virginia
and the Corolinas” they have a vast multitude of
slaves. Where this is the case in any part of the
world, those who are free are by far the most proud
and jealous of their freedom. Freedom is to them not
only an enjoyment, but a kind of rank and privilege.
Not seeing there? that freedom. as in countries
where it is a common blessing, and ‘as broad and
general as the air’ ,” may be united with much abject
toil, with great misery, with all the exterior of servi-
tude, liberty looks, among them, like something
that is more noble and iberal. I do not mean, Sir,
to commend the surperior morality of this sentiment,
which has at least as much pride as virtue™ in it; but
I cannot alter the nature of man.® The fact is so;
and these people of the Southern colonies are much
more strongly, and with a higher and more stubborn
spirit, attached to liberty than those to the north-
ward. Such were all the ancient commonwealths;
such were our Gothic ancestors;® such in our days
were the Poles” and such will be all masters of
slaves, who are not slaves themselves. In such a
people, the haughtiness of domination combines with

the spirit of freedom, fortifies it, and renders it in-
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vincible.

7. Permit me, sir, to add another circumstance
in our colonies which contributes no mean part to-
wards the growth and effect of this untractable spirit.
I mean their education. In no country perhaps in the
world is the law so general a study. The profession
itself is numerous and powerful; and in most prov-
inces it takes the lead. The greater number of the
Deputies sent to the Congress were lawyers. But all
who read (and most do read) endeavor to obtain
some smattering” in that science. [ have been told
by an eminent bookseller that in no branch of his
business , after tracts of popular devotion® were so
many books as those on the law exported to the plan-
tations. The colonists have now fallen into the way of
printing them for their own use. [ hear that they sold
nearly as many of Blackstone’s Commentaries” in A-
merica as in England. General Gage marks out this
disposition very particularly in a letter on your table.
He states that all the people in his government are
lawyers, or smatterers in law; and that in Boston
they have been enabled, by successful chicane,
wholly to evade many parts of one of your capital pe-
nal constitutions. ¥ The smartness of debate™ will say
that this knowledge ought to teach them more clearly
the rights of legislature, their obligations to obedi-

ence, and the penalties of rebellion. All this is
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mighty well. But my honorable and learned friend on
the floor” who condescends to mark™ what 1 say for
anmimadversion, will disdain that ground. He has
heard, as well as 1, that when great honours and
great emoluments do not win over” this knowledge to
the service of the State it is a formidable adversary to
government. If the spirit be not tamed and broken by
these happy methods, it is stubborn and litigious.
Abeunt studia in mores. * This study renders men a-
cute, inquisitive, dexterous, prompt in attack,
ready in defence, full of resources. In other coun-
tries, the people, more simple, and of a less mer-
curial cast,” judge of an ill principle in government
only by an actual grievance; here” they anticipate
the evil, and judge of the pressure of the grievance by
the badness of the principle.

8. The last cause of this disobedient spirit in the
colonies is hardly less powerful than the rest, as it
is not merely moral, but laid deep in the natural
constitution of things. Three thousand miles of o-
cean lie between you and them. No contrivance can

prevent the effect of this distance in weakening gov-
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ernment. Seas roll, and months pass, between the

kindled this flame that is ready to consume us.
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
