‘The  MP's  wanted  badly  to  find  out  where  the’  GI's  had
 gotten  the  paper,  but  both  of  them  refused  to  say.  Finally,  in
 frustration,  the  MP's  said  that  1f  the  GI's  wanted  the  papers  back
 they  were  going  bto  press  charges.  What  charges?  Reading  a  50r-
 unist  newspaper?  The  MP's  didn't  know  what  to  sey.  The  two  GE's

He
 started  to  hit  her  back,  but  her  white  sand  black  friends  quickly
 helped  her  and  chased  the  officer  to  the  CQ  room.  The  MP's  came
 only  long  enough  to  rescue  the  offiser  and  then  guickly  retreated.
 :  At  Ft.  Knox  black  and  shite  GI's  and  GI  wives,  two  of  them
 mambers  of  PLP  got  together  to  fight  racist  harsssmont.  In  their
 paper  FM-16  they  exposed  how  the  Army  was  trying  to  court  martial  two
 black  GI's  on  trumped  up  charges.  Becauss  of  this  exposure,  over  25
 GI's  showed  up  at  the  court  martial  and  scared  the  brass  into  dropping the  charges.  j  ;

 At  Ft.  Dix,  the  army  fearing  growing  militancy,  steppsd  up
 1ts  racist  attacks.  OI'S  rssponded  by  crganising  mass  support  for
 fighting  against  ths  court  martial  of  a  Rierto  Rican  soldier.  In  the
 face  of  white,  black  and  Puerto  Rican  GI's  united  together  the  brass dropped  all  charges,  ,
