On the evening of Monday, March 26, the
Sivth - Consultative  Conference of the
tommunist Party of Canada (Marxist-

Comrade .Bains said that, “At this time,
when the all-sided crisis of imperialism and
revisionism is rocking the old world order,
when the class conflicts are raging all over
the globe, when the oppressed people and
nations are fighting, it is absolutely necessary
that the Marxist-Leninist parties, the
vanguard of the revolution and socialism, get
together, share their experiences and give
rise to the monolithic unity of the
International  Marxist-Leninist Communist
Movement.” He pointed out that this
process of building monalithic unity of the
International Marxist-Leninist Communist
Movement began with the Seventh Congress
of the Party of Labour of Albania, "It was
absolutely necessary”, Comrade Bains said,
“that this process overthrow all the
unwarranted myths and fallacies which the
revisionists and opportunists were spreading
on the world scale”. Among the myths he
referred te were those alleging that the
Chinese were really revolutionary, that
they were building socialism in - China,
that China would one day get on the right
course. This myth had to be blown away, said

Speech of the Representative of the Communist Party of ltaly (Marxist-Leninist)

Comrades,

This conference. which is so important for developing the unity
of the Marxist-Leninist movement, also is dealing with the burning
ssues facing the revolutionary movement

Comrades. 1 would like to speak on the basic principles of
Nrsism-Leninism. They are:

1. in order for socialism to come into being definite objective

These basic principles are formidable ideologigal weapons for the
proletariat. The boungeoisie has used every means 1o take away
1hese weapons

Revisionism of the Khrushchovite-type denies revolution: in
recent years also a different revisionism has come upon the stage
and is no less dangerous; it denies the basic principle that the
uhjective contradictions of bourgeois society are the necessary
prefiminary condition for revolution, a revolution that can only be
realized with the struggle against the bourgeoisie led by the
proteta

of

violence.

Comrades. 1a d that this ¢ by withan
examination of the objective conditions and has clearly expased the
development of capitalist concentration in Canada. The ever-
increasing degree of capitalist concentration in the dialectical
movement of the economy is necessary for the survival of
capitalism, but is at the same time the condition for its demise. 1am
impressed that yesterday and today you dealt with the objective
conditions and that tomorrow the topic will be the subjective
voidhitions — the bolshevizing of the Party, etc.

Comrades:

The Communist Party of Italy (Marxist-Leninist) is the result of the
reconstruction of the Communist Party of ltaly which was founded
February 21,1921, and represents the continuation of the teachings
of Gramsei who preferred to die in a fascist prison rather than give
up the principles of Marxism-Leninism: it is the continuation of the
rugglo of those comrades that fought against the degencration of
the Second International ana prepared the Party 1o lead t
people’t war of liberation against the nazis and fascists. The
(i w-mnkl_m?\(nhmcml by the CPI after the 20th Congress of the

arty of the Soviet Union had already been anticipated
opportunist activities of the Togliatti clique. After the war,
comrades inside the CPI tried to oppose the capitulationist line that
the partisans should hand over their guns to the bourgeais
wovernment. But the level of opportunism was such that amnesty
wasgiven to criminal fascists during the period when the Minister of
Justice in the government who signed their release was the very
same Togliatti who was general secretary of CPI. With the approval
of CPI the post-war constitution of laly included in it the
reactionary pacts concluded between the Church and the fascists
hetore the war.

With the complete of CPl and the ab
torever of the revolutionary path, it 'became necessary to
reconstruct the Party.

In fact, we have been operating since 1960, the year we gave birth
1o Nuova Unita. When we heard of the courageous speech of Enver
Hoxha at the meeting of the 81 communist parties in 1960, we had
the - confirmation that the Marxist-Leninist struggle against
revisionism was developing all over the world. We began to build
contacts with the parties and groups active all over the world. After
many difficulties and struggles, we strengthened the Marxist-
Leninist movement in Italy and organized the Marxist-Leninist

to the Sixth Consultative

movement in all areas of Italy, and on the 15th of October 1963, we
founded the Communist Party of Italy (Marxist-Leninist) and held
our First Congress. We began to contact representatives of the
Communist Party of China and from 1964 we began to send
delegations to China. These contacts and relations with the Chinese
were difficult and not at all smooth but full of preblems. But our
party believed that the principal thing was the common struggle
against U.S. i and Soviet revisionism. In July-August 1965,
a CPIM-L) Central Committee delegation was in Beijing for
discussions with the Central Commitee of the Chinese Party. At
that time, we reached agreements on some questions, in particular
the question of the struggle against imperialism and revis
But we never reached agreements on the important question of
building the Party, and on the question of the International Marxist-
Leninist Movement. We were also not in agreement with the
territorial claims of the Chinese over Soviet territory. We were
enthusiastic about the reconstruction of the vanguard Party of the
Ialian proletariat and we were enthusiastic for the fraternal
relations with other  Marxist-Len parties. The Chinese
leadership was cool towards the building of our Party. They told us it
was better to have many groups in laly. They also said it was not
necessary to develop relations with fraternal Marxist-Leninist par-
ties from around the world, They opposed our suggestion that their
territorial claims on the Soviet border were hurting the Marxist-
Leninist movement and detracted from the main questions in the
ruggle between modern revisionism and Marxism-Leninism
During the cultural revolution, our Party believed thatit was in the
main a movement against revisionism. But we were also perplexed
and worried over many things. We did not understand how the
Chinese Party and government had fallen into the hands of such
reactionaries as Liu Shao-chi and Deng Xiaoping. We did not
understand why during the cultural revolution, there were riots
amongst groups of warkers, nor why students were held as more
revolutionary than workers, and, further, why the cultural
revolution was developing outside the structures of the Party and
without Party leadership. At that time, we also fought against
deviationsinside our Party and amongst alian groups thatwere in-
spired by the deviations coming from China. At that time we were
forced to fight the anti-Leninist positions coming from Chin,
example, the refusal to come under the discipline of the Party, the
rejection of the necessity 1o build the organizational forms of the
Party. the concept that there is no conscious leadership, that
revolution  develops  spontancously without the conscious
regulating will of the proletariat led by its vanguard Party, and
nst the sectarianism of the petty-bourgeois intellectuals. At that
we thought that the Chinese leadership was momentarily
mistaken. But when Nixon was invited to China, we expressed our
complete and firm disagreement with this policy. We also were
extremely disappointed that the Ninth Congress of the CPC had
appointed a successor to Mao Zedong as if he were an emperar
Progressively our doubts and perplexities were confirmed as the
Chinese leadership compromised and conciliated with U.S
imperialism and developed friendly relations with the most
reactionary governments around the world, and even with fascis!
governments &s the ones of Iran and Spain,

We did not agree with the fact that Mao Zedong did not meet the
Marxist-Leninist leaders from the Marxist-Leninist parties and
organizations throughout the world and received with high
honours the representatives of the most reactionary governments
and fascist regimes and other such reactionary and fascist
personages as Strauss. In the autumn of 1974, the theory of “threc
worlds" was expounded to a delegation of our Central Committer
which was visiting the Communist Party of China. We answered that
we were Marxist-Leninists and we follow the Leninist line, and that
the theory of ““three worlds” was not in conformity with the Leninist

Our delegation firmly refused their pressure, But we
did nat publicize our criticisms, hoping that the internal struggle in
the Chinese Communist Party would bring about a changed
sitwation and that it was always possible that the line might be
changed. and we were concerncd about the class struggle in ltaly
and the consequences which would result from an abrupt break
with the Chinese Communist Party. However, it was not possible to
prevent this rupture in July 1977, when, after the death of Mao, a
bourgeais restoration developed more rapidly. Qur support for
Maa Zedong was dependent on a lack of knowledge of the Chinese
revolution and of the Chinese Communist Parly. We thought that

movement led by the Third Internationaland had placed China into
the socialist camp in 1949, However, in our constitution, we never
had any reference to “Mao Zedong Thought™ and we never placed
Mao Zedong on a par with Marx, Engels, Lenin and Stalin.

Today we are convinced that the 1949 revolution realized the
objective of liberation from imperialism and feudalism and the
enormous masses of peasantry could leave behind a bestial way of
living. But it was a national revolution which was agrarian and was
carriec.out by the peasantry. The Chinese Communist Party was in a
certain sense the leader of this kind of revolution. but it was

primarily ised of the petty dI; geoisie, which did
not assimilate proletarian ideology. Most of those in the Party were
far an anti-imperialist and dal . but they did not

want to proceed to the dictatorship of the proletariat and to the
construction of socialism. Those leaders in their attempts to black
the construction of socialism did not hesitate to abandon anti-
imperialist politics. So Chinese soldiers which went to Korea tofight
against U.S. imperialism and to help the Korean people in their fight
against imperialist aggression, now are used by the social-
imperialist leaders for aggression against the people of Vietnam,
The politics and theory of Mao Zedong are characterized by
eclecticism and pragmatism. “Mao Zedong Thought” is a peasant
ideology that only superficially has taken from Marxism-Leninism
and, mixing it with other i ies. ha It

it. The political line of Mao Zedong is pragmatic and has followed
the opportunity of the moment without following principle. The
short-term interest has been placed above the long-term

No matter what government has
been in power, no matter what scheme it has adopted 1o so-
«illed solve the crisis, the crisis has continued to worsen and
deepen, any temporary uplift leading only 10 a more serious
situation in the economy. This is precisely, as Marx and Lenin
explined. that the crises of capitalism are inevitable and insoluble
