centered in northeast Detroit. :

It is no accident that busing has become a burning issue across
the countrg. An equal and quality education for the Negro people
is at the heart of the issue. Negro children have been bussed to
Negro schools and Anglo-American children have been bussed to Anglo-
American schools almost since the invention of the bus, This crucial

1ssue for the Anglo-American working class comes on the heels of

massive unemployment. The unemployment rate among autoworkers 1is
10.9%. Among blue collar workers it is 11,5%. Among production .
workers it is 12,7%. Among laborers it is 15,2%, Among Anglo-Amerlcan
workers it is 7.6%. Among non-Anglo-American workers it is 14,3%.
