Chairman Mao Tsetung was a great Marxist-
Leninist making many contributions to the treasure
house of Marxism, he taught the international prole-
tariat about the bright future that lies ahead, and
how to reach our objective, standing shoulder to
shoulder with Marx, Engels, Lenin, Stalin and our
beloved Comrade Enver Hoxha, he blazed the trail of
struggle that trail which leads to the total emancipa-
tion of the working class and oppressed masses, Prole-
tarian Revolution. We commemorate his death with this
cultural activity, in the spirit that he taught us,
bringing forward to you tonight, this activity on
revolutionary culture and art, counterposing all the
bourgeois decadence of this capitalist decayed
moribund society, representative of all that is old,
and dying out based on exploitation and oppressionm,
based on our suffering and deprivation. On the other
hand we have the revolutionary culture and art of the
masses of people, representing valor and spirit,
strength, self-respect and respect of others, self-
sacrifice and endurance, honesty and determination,
character and humbleness that describe our suffering
and our struggle to end class exploitation and oppres-
sion. Throughout the world the masses are rising in
ever more determination, with the confidence that
truth and standing on truth provides, there is no
corner of this earth that is untouched by the blazed
trail of struggle the fire of revolution, the day to
day struggles of striking miners, and railroad
workers, and steel workers, and auto workers and
packing workers and food processing workers, in the
fields in the mines in the factories, warehouses,in
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the docks, all over this earth the international
working class is settling accounts with the oppressors
and leading all the masses out of this world-wide
imperialist system which leaves its vicious imprints
in the death of starving children, of trapped miners,
of maimed workers,of millions killed through wars of
aggression, the millions of unemployed and deprived
masses, the brutalization of women, youth, and the el-
derly, the cruel and oppresive system which colonizes
nations, which subjugates countries, which enslaves
whole continents, which exploits the natural resources
of the world's people, who through force and violence
set up puppet governments and sign treaties such as
the Panama Canal Treaty of treason, which legalizes
colonial oppression and military aggression. It is
these conditions and more which instill in us a will
power to struggle, a determination to free ourselves
from exploitation and oppression, we must throw the
yoke of imperialism and social imperialism off our
backs, and join hands tight with our international
class brothers and sisters, in one voice we rejoice
workers and oppressed people of the world unite, and
defeat imperialism, social imperialism, all reaction
and their running dogs.

- This is the struggle which our revolutionary
culture literature and art must reflect. We live in
the era of Imperialism the era of the eve of socialist
revolution the era of Leninism. Our literature and
art must educate the masses, not only as to our pre-
sent conditions, but as to our future it must clearly
and with determination exhibit the stance of the working
class and the toiling masses, it must serve the interest
of the working class and no other interest. Our
poetry, our art, our music, our stories, our dance,
our education, must be from the stand of education in
the spirit of revolution. No one can deny a funda-
mental change is in order, and although many try to
distort what this means the fact of the matter is
that the wheels of history cannot be reversed, or
halted, socialism will without a doubt replace capi-
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talism, the proletariat without a doubt will defeat
the bourgeoisie, classes will be eliminated and thus
class exploitation will be laid to rest. The road is
a hard and torturous one as Comrade Mao Tsetung and
all the teachers have taught us and as life confirms
the authenticity of their teachings, the future is a
bright one, one which we have dedicated our lives and
will give our lives to reach our objective, our final
aim. We have not learned about the suffering of the
masses as observers, or in books, we live the suffering
of the masses, we know the pain in our hearts every
time a young man or young woman is killed in cold
blood by one of our N.Y.C. "finest" murderers the
police. We know and our hearts ache when we learn
of trapped miners in South Africa, our hearts ache

when we learn of the massacres of peasants in Latin
America, our hearts ache with the cries of babies
going hungry, our hearts ache when workers lose an
arm, a leg, or die burnt up in an acid tamk, our
blood boils before the rotten medical system, lack

of child care facilities, recreation facilities, lack
of lunchrooms which forces us to eat on dusted work
tables, at the harassment by foremans and all other
lackies of the bourgeoisie, harassment which is in+-
tended to make us slave for the capitalists, getting
from us the maximum profits, giving us nothing in
return. Our salaries are fixed to get us to work the
next day, pay rent, barely enough to buy food at

exorbitant prices and cheap guality, and providing
very little nourishment, in fact food that rots over

night, the price of clothing for a family of four rums

the hundreds of dollars a season, meanwhile the capi-
talists who are the’ bloodsucking minority, own every-
thing, the factories, the mines, the fields, they rob
the raw materials, indeed they own the means of pro-
duction, do no work,yet rip off the benefits of our
labor. They dine and wine, they travel throughout

the world in their private yachts and airplanes, their
private beaches and estates, owning acres of land,
while the masses live in crowded tenements, or run-
down houses which they spend their entire lives paying
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for, way over the actual costs. Meanwhile the bour-
geoisie and their lackey politicians tell us to be
nonviolent, accept life the way it is, believe in

god and thou shall be saved, play a number you might
hit it in the next ten years, try your luck at bingo,
or the lottery, play horses, if not try pumping your
veins with drugs, heroine, pills, cocaine, or smoke
marijuana, drink methadone, want some recreation?

try your local X rated flick, children' prostitution,
homosexuality, be a superfly pimp, hustle and get over
on who?  On the masses of the people. This, gambling,
religion, drugs, alcohol, pornography all are repre-
sentative of bourgeois decadent culture. Throughout

me and my RC, what's good enough for other folks
ain't good enough for me", in a thousand and one ways
the individual, the system of private property which is a
system based on the exploitation of man by man, gets
propagated throughout. The youth are kept unemp loyed,
Neighborhood Youth Corps., is nakedly exposed for the
farce that it is. A percentage of the youth are forced
into petty crimes, selling marijuana, and other drugs,
hustling and ripping of the masses, they are taught
not about the rightous struggles historically of the
masses, but instead are pumped with Barreta; Charlie's
Angels, SWAT, Kojak, Columbo, and the many other

police "shows", either be a petty criminal or a law
enforcer, be part of the state, Whichever way they
come at it one common thing runs throughout the
message is stand opposed to the masses be out for
number 1, and step on everybody your mother if need
be, oppose the revolution, divide, split, wreck, and
foster the bourgeois system the capitalist system

of exploitation and oppression. But the youth stand
tall and erect they are indeed a strong and vital
force, the youth is rebellious to what is moribund
and old while open minded to the new, what's on the
rise, to the class that is growing day by day, to the
proletariat. These young men and women possess

such character because in opposition to what the ca-
pitalists teach, the working class teaches them also -



teaches them honesty, work hard and be a man, a woman,
take nothing that is not yours, share if you have a big
apple and a small one give your friend the big one

and keep the small one for yourself, if you have one
cut it and keep the smaller piece for yourself. Tell
the truth and take responsibility for your actiomns,
respect your elders, be organized and clean, whatever
little clothing you have keep it clean and have respect
for others, present yourself with self-respect and de-
termination and if anyone steps on you fight back,stand
on the truth and fear nothing. These are not "ten com~
mandments" they are principles, principles which will
guide a whole society, these are the principles of

the working class which the bourgeoisie and their
lackies go against day in and day out which are attacked
trampled upon and made a mockery of. These principles
of struggle taken in their simplest form as we have
tried to document here, have been taken and raised to a
science of revolution, Marxism-Leninism which is the
sumed experience of the working class taken in its
general aspects. Let's see what our teachers teach

us in relation to the work in the field of revolutio-
nary culture literature and art. We quote our great
teacher and leader Chairman Mao Tsetung:

"Although man's social life is the only
source of literature and art and is in-
comparably livelier and richer in content,
the people are not satisfied with life
alone and demand literature and art as
well.

These
facts exist everywhere and people look
upon them as commonplace. Writers and
artists concentrate such everyday phe-
nomena, typify the contradictions and
struggles within them and produce works
which awaken the masses, fire them with
enthusiasm and impel them to unite and
struggle to transform their environment.
Without such literature and art, this
task could not be fulfilled, or at
least not so effectively and speedily."
(Talks At The Yenan Forum On Literature
And Art, Mao Tsetung, pg. 19-20)

far from the truth. They did everything in their
power to sabotage our work and particularly sabotage
the work of ideological remoulding such a crucial
aspect of our work in the field of revolutiomary
culture, literature and art. Today these very
elements like Pablo Yoruba Guzman, the mild-mannered



revisionist reporter writes trash for the Village
Voice runs a muck on T.V. and radio programs, he's
exposed for the world to see. Yet some defend this
arch enemy of the people. Like Pablo Guzman there

are many, who have tried in so many ways to place

a spoke in the wheels of our Party. Like the revi-
sionis. 3y, we have also the anarchists, propagating
such trash as the individual should decide, the
individual should be praised and raised to the sky,
have trust in the individual's grasp of Marxism-
Leninism, this afront on our science of revolutien,

on our collective life, on our Party, on our struggle
cannot go unchallenged has not gone unchallenged and
will be further exposed. Our Faith lies in the Party
and the masses there will be no compromise. All

these alien ideological trends make themselves felt,
in a million and one ways. Our work of revolutionary
culture and art must in a tit for tat struggle stand
in direct opposition to all forms of bourgeois
ideology as reflected in all forms of opportunism.
While Muhammad Ali, propagates I'm the greatest, the
opportunist propagate give me individual recognitiom,
same thing, while the bourgeoisie propagates a Miss
Black America Pageant, the opportunists call out for
an Equal Rights Amendment, if we heve a white Miss
America let's have a black Miss America, the bourgeoi-
sie's standard of women is intended to put women on a
market, to sell cosmetics, dresses, bathing suits, flaumt
themselves, golng against all principles of proletarian
morality. In opposition we have the paintings of: struggling
women invelved in revolution holding AK 47's and working
in steel plants and fields of this world. Clothing

is to shelter us from the cold and the heat and not

to flaunt our bodies to foster bourgeois decadence

and immorality, to make momey for a greedy minority,
corruptive and decadent capitalist class. We raise
our children in this spirit not to believe of them-
selves better than anyone or to stoop to low-life
behavior and bourgeois standards. We raise our chil-
dren to understand the evils of prostitution and drug
addiction, of slavishness and laziness. These are
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the principles that our class the vanguard class of

the revolution, lives, ‘teaches, stands on and will

die for till the birth of a better world. These are the
principles which find their fullest expression in so-
cialist society. The working class organized as the
ruling class will teach all the masses in this spirit
and lead the struggle to abolish classes - communism will
be triumphant. This is what the bourgeoisie is terri-
fied of, it trembles before the communist revolution.
Through its state apparatus, the organ of class rule
and exploitation the armies, the police, the agents of
the C.I.A., F.B.I. and the rest, the courts, it brutally
tries to halt this inevitable historical fact, that
communism will be triumphant. In a million and one
ways they make their influence felt and propagate
anti-communism, they insist that they have to police
the world for democracy and freedom.,that their laws
are intended to safeguard humanity..but the facts

point to the truth. What justice is there when a

rich woman like Patricia Hearst a daughter of the
bourgeoisie gets off scott free, while the jails of
this country are filled with working men many of

whom have committed no crime, who have had to steal
bread to feed their families, humiliated by the

system of Welfare. Humiliated by unemployment,

many of whom have only protected themselves from the
maniac policemen trigger happy beasts. What justice

is there when a representative of this decadent

society Erlichmen of the Watergate scandal goes to com—
plete a "jail" sentence in a country club of joy and
pleasure, swimming pools, golf and a private clean room
with changed linen everyday, the best meals,can go home
on passes, and is guaranteed a come back to his mansion
and a life pension. In contrast the working men and wo-
men and oppressed nationalities are jailed in crowded
cells have to survive on food that should not be fed to
dogs, live a life of terror and abuse at the hands of
some sick hacks homosexuals sedistic maniacs, and are
forced to produce hard labor and at no wages for the
very state that has condemned them to a life of mis-
ery and deprivation unmatched, in any other society.
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Attica is very fresh in our minds, the killing of
George Jackson is deeply imbedded in our hearts, the
strangling of young men and women in the jails an every

day occurance, the death penalty a dark cloud over our
heads. And in our every day struggle fighting for our

rights workers striking as a weapon to resist our exploi-

tation they hand us an injunction, and backing it up
with their police who come to the plant to protect
private property, what justice is there when we rebel
against our conditions and our national oppression
and they shoot down our youth like they did recently
in the Chicago Puerto Rican Day parade? What justice,
what democracy is there when they loot and rape

other countries,set up their military regimes and
shoot people down if they are in a crowd of five like
they do in Santo Domingo. What democracy when they
spend billions of dollars on military expenditures,

o "police the world", and the masses of people are
dying from the brutal exploitation and oppresgion.
There is no justice, there is no democracy;the laws
are designed to protect the capitalist class, they
are designed to keep us in servitude in humiliationm,
in deprivation and want. Their political parties
the Democrats and Republicans are parties of one class
and one class alone, they serve the bourgeoisie, and
do not and cannot represent the interest of the working
