Both superpowers are
continuing to expand their military apparatuses
while they disarm the masses. Both superpowers
the U.S. and the U.S.S.R. play with the lives of
the worlds peoples in their sham Strategic Arms
Limitations Talks (SALT) as they try to cover
their plunder, rape and savage exploitation and
oppression of workers and oppressed people the
world over. They propagate "arms limitations’,
"human rights", "detente' while all the time, their
greedy blood stained clutches are extending through-
out the world. They send their troops, set up mili-
tary bases and reinforce their existing ones, send
their intelligence agencies whether CIA o6r KGB,to
strangle the national liberation movements and the -
proletarian revolution developing and maturing the
world over.

The Labor Aristocracy Is The Social
Basis Of Reformism, Revisionism And
Social - Chauvinism In The Working Class

Their banks and corporations suck the life
out of the oppressed masses throughout the world.
They extract super-profits from the unpaid labor
of the international proletariat, they sap all the
natural resources of the colonies and neo-colonies
and create horrible working conditions and conditiomns
of life as a whole for workers and the toiling masses
internationally. While paying the masses pennies a
day the superpowers extract superprofits umparelled
in history enabling them to buy off a strata of the
working class, the labor aristocracy which 1is the
social basis of reformism, revisionism and social-
c¢hauvinism in the working class.

The mouthpieces of the bourgeoisie, the social
props of imperialism, social-imperialism and all
reaction, the revisionist and social-democratic
parties throughout the world spearheaded by the
“"Communist Party” Soviet Union and here in the U.S.
by the 'Communist Party” U.S.A. and the Revolutionary
“Communist Party’ whose social basis is the labor
aristocracy and the petty-bourgeoisie, propagate
Save The Fatherland” - Save The Bourgeoisie.

In the U.S. the R'"CP'" has already begun to
lay the ideological preparation for the defense of
their own bourgeoisie, in a Third World War. Follow-

ing in the footsteps of the traitorous Second Inter-
national, in fact not missing a step R'CP" attempts
to shield the brutal and aggressive nature of imper-
ialism as a world-wide system and disarm the masses.
In order to push this thoroughly opportunist 1ine
R"CP" must use sophistry and demagogy, a clear ex-
ample of which is their recently published pamphlet

" If China was attacked it might depend
on who attacked it and what the balance
of forces was."

This 1s nothing more than a justification
for the defense of the U.S. bourgeoisie in a
Third World War dressed up with a lot of sophistry.

""We must not take this or that exam—
ple, this or that particular case which
can easily be wrenched out of the con-
text of social phenomena and which is
worthless because an opposite example
can just as easily be cited. (our empha-
sis, ed.) We must take the whole policy
of the entire system of European states
in their economic and political inter-
relations, if we are to understand how -
the present war steadily and inevitably
grew out of this system.'" (pg. 401- War
and Revolution, Vol. #24 L.C.W.)

Both The Soviet Union And The

United States Are The Main Source 0f»War

This 1s the undeniable truth - both the Soviet
Union and the United States are the main source of
war in the world today, and in the case of a Third
World War initiated by ome or the other superpower
we as a detachment of the international proletariat
must uphold our duty to the worlds people and turn
the imperialist war into a €ivil War, militarily
we mustldisorganize the bourgeois army and prepare
to lead the masses in armed insurrection. There
are no conditions, no ifs, ands or buts about it! -
we will never defend the U.S. bourgeoisie indeed it
is of small account to us who draws the knife first
and precisely for this reason we repulse the line
that the Soviet Union is the main 'source of war.
Lenin has taught us:

"The character of the war (whether it

is reactionary or.revolutionary) does

not depend on who the attacker was

(our emphasis, ed.) or in whose coun-—

try the 'enemy' is statiomed; it de-
pends on what class is waging the war,
and of what politics this war is a con-
tinuation. If the war is a reactionmary,
imperialist war, that is if it .is being
waged by two world groups of the imper-
jalist, rapacious, predatory, reaction-
ary bourgeoisie, then every bourgeoisie
(even the smallest country) becomes a
participant in the plunder, and my duty
as a representative of the revolution-
ary proletariat is to prepare for the
world proletarian revolution as the only
escape from the horrors of a world war.
I must argue, not from the point of 'my’
country (for that is the argument of a
wretched, stupid, petty-bourgeois nation-
alist who does not realize that he is on-
ly a plaything in the hands of the im-
perialist bourgeoisie), but from the point
of view of my share, in the propaganda,
and in the acceleration of the world

proletarian evolution."” .
(Proletarian Revolution and the Renegade

Kautsky)

The concrete conditions in the world today -
the decline of imperialism as a world-wide system
being sent to its righteous grave by its gravedig-
ger the international proletariat struggling for its
total emancipation from the system of wage slavery
and by the national 1iberation struggles which have
set the weak links of imperialism Asia, Africa, Lat-
in America and the Middle East ablaze with revolu-
tionary struggle. The struggle of all the peace lov-
ing peoples of the world against the threat of a
Third World War against which we must prepare, all
these concrete conditions make it all that more im-
minent for all genuine Marxist-Leninists and class-
conscious workers to unhesitatingly repulse the
treason of social-chauvinism defense of ones ouwn
bourgeoisie whenever and wherever it raises its ugly
head. :

The two suﬁerpowers says Comrade Enver Hoxha in
his Report to the 7th Congress of the PLA:

" the United States of America and the
Soviet Union, are the biggest and most
dangerous aggressive imperialist powers
known in history. Each separated or to-

Concrete Conditions Explain Why ‘R “CP”
And OL And ALL Revisionists Are
Breathing Life Into The Stinking Corpse
0f The Second International

These concrete conditions explain why the re-
visionists old and new are breathing life into the
stinking corpse of the Second International. It was

under these conditions when the world was threatened

by the first imperialist world war that the philis>
tinism and naked opportunism of social-chauvinism
most clearly crystallized in "dJefense of the father-—
1and" come to the fore, and it is under these con-
ditions when the world is faced with the threat of

a Third World War that the social-chauvinists of our
country have rallied in defense of the U.S. bourgeoi-

sie.

In further justifying R'CP's defense of the U.S.
bourgeoisie. the Renegade Avakian said:

"if we were on the verge ofﬂmakiné revolu-
tion in the U.S. the correct thing to do

in my opinion would be to carry it through
and that would be the best aid to China.

If we weren't we might have to make adjust-
ments. But to start making them now is a
very dangerous line." ’

What Avakian means is that the proletariat mustl“ad-
just" to the wretched life under capitalism, under

" the dictatorship of the bourgeoisie. Lenin taught us

that:

"The proletariat fights for the revolution-
ary overthrow of the imperialist bourgeoi-
sie; the petty-bourgeoisie fights for the
reformist "improvement®™ of imperialism,

for adaptation to it, while submitting to
it." (Proletarian Revolution and the
Renegade Kautsky, page 75)

Carry The Revolution Through To The End -
Proletarian Internationalism Applied

It's not about "making adjustments' but rather
turning the imperialist war into a Civil War and
carrying it through to the end - the proletarian
revolution, the establishment of the dictatorship of
the proletariat, the construction of socialism and
finally the abolition of classes. I

The proletariat led by its Party must do this,
for it is in deed proletarian internationalism
applied. "Making adjustments” is nothing more than
a transparent fig leaf for class collaboration, de-
fense of ones 'own" bourgeoisie, and a renunciation
of the proletarian revolution. It is a revision of
the fundamental Marxist-Leninist principle “to do
the utmost possible in one country, for the develop-
ment, support and awakening of the revolution in
all countries” this principle which Lenin taught
us and which genuine Bolshevik Parties and the inter-
national proletariat have laid down through heroic
example in blood and extreme sacrifice. Socialists
in words and chauvinists in deeds the revisionists
old and new such as the R'CP" spit on the lofty ban-
ner of proletarian internationalism. Their contempt
for the internationalist spirit which binds together
the proletariat and oppressed masses the world over
is reflective of the hideous decadent and chauvinist
class they serve the U.S. bourgeoisie.

Their social-chauvinist revisionist line re-
flects the struggle of the petty-bourgeoisie to re-
form imperialism while submitting to it attempting
with all their might to divert the proletariat down
this same path of continued subjugatiom, oppression g
and exploitation. 5 -

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This is the historical despicable reformist, .
revisionist and opportunist line of the R'"CP", and
all revisionists old and new the "CP"USA and now
R'CP" and the 0.L. "CP""M-L".

The R"CP" and 0.L. "CP'"'"M-L" flowing from their
revisionist line have historically attempted to di-
vert the proletariat away from its historic mission.

In the past R"CP" propagated "Throw the Bum out"

diverting the struggle of the proletariat as a class

against the U.S. bourgeoisie as a class. The OL came
up with a slight variation of the same revisionist
theme "Dump the Bum" tailing after the tailist R"CP"

both of them tied to the tail of the U.S. bourgeoisie.

Attempting to strike an alliance with a sector
of the bourgeoisie they propagated and in fact devel-
oped a nation-wide campaign to struggle against an
_ individual bourgeois element "The Bum'. With this

revisionist campaign they propagated that there would
be a change in government propagating therefore
peaceful transition to socialism and defense of the
bourgeoisie, for this was in fact the same line of
the U.S. bourgeoisie.

The U.S. bourgeoisie under the guise of "Nixon
and the Watergate Scandal' ysed -the opportunity to

"tighten national security" - tighten the control of

the state and increase repression on the masses and
the line of the reévisionist R"CP" and 0.L. served as
a cover for the state. Comrade Engels said:

"The development of the proletariat pro- .
ceeds everywhere amidst internal strug-
gles...And when, like Marx and myself,
one has fought harder all one's life
long against the alleged socialists than
anyone else (for we only regarded the
‘bourgeoisie as a class and hardly ever
involved ourselves in conflicts with in-
dividual bourgeois) one cannot greatly
grieve that the inevitable struggle has
broken out". (Frederick Engels Letter to
August Bebel, October 23, 1882)

Raise The Consciousness Of The Proletariat From

A Class In Itself To A Class For Itself -
Build The U.S. Bolshevik Party

The R"CP" and the 0.L. flowing from their re-
visionist line have historically: sought to diffuse
the class struggle, and reconcilliate the class an- .
tagonisms in fact their revisionist line serves as
a buffer, a blunting of the class struggle, the
struggle of the proletariat for political power aim-
ed at the U.S. ruling class. They have historically
attacked the struggle to raise the consc¢iousness of
the proletariat from a class in itself to a class
for itself, by attacking the struggle to build the
vanguard Party of the working class, they have re-

- nounced the role of theory and the conscious ele-
ment and instead propagate vulgar materialism econ-
omism and the worship of spontaneity.

These revisionists disarm the masses ideolog-
ically, politically and organizationally, revising
the ideology of the proletariat Marxism-Leninism-
Mao Tse Tung Thought and attacking its political -
leader, its general staff its Communist Party, which
is its highest form of organization.

Main Blow Directed At Revisionists . Old And New

It is against these revisionists o0ld and new
that the main blow is directed as the social props
of imperialism,

...who are paving the way to fascism
through a program of reforms and class
collaboration with the bourgeoisie.
(Bolshevik, Vol. 7 #3,page 11)

It is therefore quite logical that these re-
visionists are distorting and revising the Marxist-
Leninist teachings on the direction of the main blow
R"CP" has gone to the point of saying there is no

main blow and attacking our great leader and teacher
Stalin who was a gentus in Strategy and Tactics (see
polemic in this issue of Bolshevik). The main blow
in the U.S. is directed at these very same social
props the "CP"USA, R"CP", O.L. "CP""M-L" and the
entire Sham Wing. ’ !

In order to spread ideological confusion on
this question of crucial importance for the rev-
olution O0.L. "CP"'"M-L" has come up with this theo-
rectical justification for diverting the main
blow away from revisionism and in order to defend
the U.S. bourgeoisie:

“The Soviet Union is not only an imperi-
alist superpower; it is also the center
of modern revisionism, which is the main
social prop of imperialism in the inter-
national working class movement. The So-
viet Union, which carries out its aggres-
sion under the signboard of socialism,
is the most dangerous of the two super-
powers. Therefore while we oppose both
superpowers, as part of the worldwide
movement. against imperialism, we must
direct our main blow.internationally

at Soviet social-imperialism." (Draft
Program of the "CP""M-L")

First of all a program of a genuine Communist
Party is a declaration of war with : its own bourgeoi-
sie, not a program of peace, of reform, of class
collaboration, not a wristslap or scolding towards
ones "own" bourgeoisie while raising that "we must
direct our main blow internationally at Soviet social-
imperialism."

The 0.L. apologists for U.S. imperialism raise
the absurdity that the Soviet Union "is the main
social prop of imperialism" the Soviet Union is
social imperialist and this is an established fact.
The Soviet Uniomn is socialist in words and imperial-
ist in deeds, and of course the social-chauvinist
0.L. would try to cover this up,because their unity
is that they are both socialist in words only. O.L.
raises this absurdity in order to turn the fire away
from the target of the-U.S. revolution the U.S.
bourgeoisie. 0.L. is building a party of peace and
compromise with the U.S. imperialists and all the
sophistry in the world can't cover up that this is
a blatant class collaborationist line. The O.L.
also raises that the Soviet Union is the main source
of war in the Program and they utilize this to fur-
ther justify their diverting of the attention away
from the U:S. bourgeoisie. :

U.S. Imperialism is a vicious bastion of reac-
tion, a hated enemy of the worlds people - the
treachery of the Soviet Union has not made U.S. im-
perialism any less dangerous any less of a source of
war, and reaction.

The revisionists of R"CP" and O.L. want to lull
us to sleep, want us to lower our vigilance towards
our own bourgeoisie, want us to turn our cheek as
they bargain with the imperialists for some crumbs,
and sell the interests of the proletariat down the
river. They want us to believe that the U.S. bourgeoi-
sie is not so bad, not as bad as the Soviet Unionm,
and in this way they hope to hold back the tide of
proletarian revolutionary struggle which led by the
U.S. Bolshevik Party will smash the bourgeois state,
and set up the dictatorship of the proletariat.

Carry Out Our Proletarian Internationalist Duty
Turn The Imperialist War Into A Civil War

Comrade -Enver Hoxha in his Report to the Seventh
Congress of the PLA stated:

"It should be driven home to the peoples
that the enemies of the revolution and the
world proletariat, the enemies of freedom
and the oppressed peoples, the instigators
and the cause of war, are U.S. imperialism,

Along with these traitors
are the Sham Wing organizations of the Anti-
Revisionist Communist Movement - who are also
social props with their solely reformist econ-
omist programs. The social props watch the
suffering, diseases and deaths of the masses
unflinchingly as they merely record events and
divert the struggle of the class away from its
historic mission. They consciously rob the mass-
es of their science of revolution, Marxism-
Leninism-Mao TseTung Though, by revising it.

As they attack and villify and try to abort

tt= birth of its vanguard political leader, the
U.S. Bolshevik Party. They try to lead the
masses down a blind alley - down a path of
slaughter with their revisionist programs of
reform and parties of class peace. In the fight
for hammering out the Party's basic line and
Program of Action the Revolutionary Wing has
combined the political demands of the highest
level and the advanced political economic de-
mands of the working class and integrated them
within its Party Programme of the U.S: Bolshevik
Party, that is, the struggle for the tactical
line of the Party's Program as opposed to the
"minimum, maximum program" the revisionist
theses. (See Bolshevik,Vol. 7 #3 -"Tasks out=
lined to Draft the Program of the U.S. Bolshe-
vik Party") The Party's Prggram is an appli-
cation of the science of the working class,
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foreward the battle against opportunist trends which
are trying to revise the principles of Marxism-Lenin-
ism,

Further on the speaker pointed out that the CP
of Spain (M-L) considers U.S. Imperialism and Russian
social imperialism as the main enemies of the peoples
of the world and that you cannot rely on one super-—
power to fight the other. Thus, we denounce the opp-
ortunist stand which supports the strengthening of
the reactionary bourgeois armies and presents
them as allies of the working class in the strug-
gle against one or the other superpower.

Preparing all the conditions to turn the imperial-
ist war into a Civil War, most especially by con-
tinuing to build our Party, hammering.out‘our Party's

basic line and Program of Action.

Ours is a great responsibility - we live in one
of the two superpowers and we must never forget the
duty we have to the worlds people.

We must prepare the masses against the threat
of a Third World War, carrying out the necessary
propaganda and agitation, educating the class as to
its historic mission. The proletariat, which 1s the
only revolutionary class, which produces everything
through its labor and struggle, must be prepared to
turn the imperialist war into a Civil War under the
leadership of the U.S. Bolshevik Party.

R"CP" and 0.L. and all revisionists - social
props of imperialism serve the bourgeoisie, stand
on a revisionist line and are on the road of coun-
ter-revolution. We on the otherhand serve the
proletariat, stand on and defend with all our
strength and determination Marxism-Leninism and are
on the road of revolution. Two classes, two lines,
two roads. :
