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WHY LABOR POWER ITSELF IS A

COMMODITY

To be able to fulfil] our task of getting rid of

capitalism, of putting an end to this system of exploitation,

and to establish the dictatorship of the proletariat, we
need to understand the essence of capitalism itself. We
need to know how it developed, what are lts inner workings,
why it will be replaced by socialism, and why it is in its
last, decaying, dying stage. It isn't enough to know

its effects; such as a permanent army of unemployed workers
and the inevitablility of wars. We have to know what are
the causes of these and why they can never be sliminated
under capitalism.

In this recent period we have been experiencing
massive unemployment, speedups for those still on the job,
workers forced to do the jobs of two or three people, cuts
in our wages, and many other things we are all familiar
with., The fact is that many of these attacks--speedups
(intensifying our labor), forced overtime (lengthening
the working day], cutting meal hours and breaks, combina-

tion of jobs (ignoring job descriptions and classifications),

cuts in wages--all have one thing in common. They are
ways for the capitalist to increase surplus value, the
source of all profits. It has been called the "secret of
capitalist expleitation." The capltalist buys the labor
power of the worker the same way you buy a commodity in
the market, He gets to use it for a definite periocd of
time, and pays you for it, only enough to cover your hasic
needs. As you work for him on the production line,
changing raw materials into finished products, or in the
mine blasting copper cut of the ground, you are creating
value--if you're in a textile mill, or a sweatshop in the

garment center--wherever the worker transforms objects into
commodities to be sold in the market, value is belng
created. These are the ideas this artiele will try to
explain, so that we can "unravel" and uncover some of the
contradictions of capitalism., We will try to show how this
system's vdry existence depends on the existence of labor
power as a commodity which the worker is forced to sell,
and how this developed through history.

HOW DID WE GET TO THE POINT WHERE A WORKER HAS TO SELL HIS
LAROR POWER? HAS IT AIWAYS BEEN THIS WAY?

First, let's be clear on what we mean by the term
"labor power." We are talking about a person's "capacity
for labor, his capacity for preductive activity."
(Leontiev, Political Beconomy--at the end of the article we
will give a list of some books that can be used for further
study.) As Marx described it,

"By labor power or capacity for labor is to be
understood the aggregate of those mental and
rhysical capabilities existing in a human being,
which he exercises whenever he produces use value
of any deseription.”

In other words, all the skills, strength, knowledge, that
a worker can apply to produce goods which are wanted or
needed by people.

Under slavery, instead of buying the workers capacity

to work and produce, the worker himself was bought and sold,

Under feudalism, the economic and social system that
followed slavery, the ruling class was the land-owners.
The masses of people were peasants who may have owned a
small piece of land, or small producers (fur example, a
shoemaker, ownling his own tools}, or serfs--this was the
continued on pg.

class in sharpest contradiction to the landowners, They

were forced to work part of their time on the landlord's

land, and what they produced had to go toc him. Only part
of the time were they allowed to cultivate and grow crops
to feed themselves and their families. They were at the

landlord's mercy and under his control.

To get the masses of workers that were needed for the
new and developing factories of the capitalist system, ths
old feudal institution of serfdom had to be destroyed,
along with the rest” of the feudal system. BSo the freeing
of the serfs, which was progressive, also meant masses of
people "freed" of any way of making thelr living. They
had no land, in fact, in many parts of Burcpe, thers
were laws passed to push the peasants off the lands they
and their ancestors had farmed for years. Small producers
found they could not compete with the goods produced more
cheaply in the factories, so they had to give up their
tools and find another way of making a living. Without
land or tools (both a part of the means of production},
the masses of peasants, as well as the small producers,
hed no choice but to sell the only thing they now had,
their labor power, their capacity to work, to the capital-
ists who now owned the lands, factories, machines, and
raw materials necessary to produce goods., Where befors
most working people had produced what was needed for them-
selves and their families, or maybe to exchange with some
neighbors, and where some had produced toc be sold at the
market, now all production was geared to produce for sale
on the narket.

Goods that are made for sale on the market, and not
for one*s own use, are called commodities. The capitalist
is not interested in producing for his own needs, but only
in what can be sold to bring him a profit and therefore,
increase his capital. That is why capitalism takes com-
modity production to its highest level, and is character-
ized by it. Obvlously, commodities, things produced to
be sold, were existing before capitalism, but it is in this
system that it has become the main type of production,
Commodities can be used to satisfy human needs or wants, or
to be exchanged for other thimgs, but if they didn't
satisfy some need or want, they could never be s30ld. They
also have in common that they are preducts of human labor,

In the system of petty production, before the develop-
ment of capitalism which brought large-scale production,
the person buyirng something and the person who made it
could often know each other and have a direct relationship.
We see remnants of this sometimes in small towns where
there are still local craftsmen, such as a baker, but the
vast majority of the time we never see the perscn who
produced the goods we buy, and we never see the person
who buys what we produce., The exchange of money covers
up this relationship, but the fact is that ithe relation-
ship exists and binds us all together. As Lenin put it,

"Money masks and conceals the social character
of all individual labor, the social tie between
the individual producers who are united by the
market,"

In a similar way, wages mask the nature of the
relationship between the capitalist and the worker, and
the mature of surplus value,

HOW IS THE VALUE OF IABOR POWER DETERMINEDT HOW IS THIS
RELATED TO THE VALUE THE WORKEH PRODUCES?

The value of labor power is determined by the "value
of the means of subsistence necessary for the maintenance
of tha laberer", {Harx}, and for ralsing the children
that replace him as workers, In other words, the amount
of food, clothing, rent, etc., that the worker has to pay
for to survive, the transportation he has io use to get

+o and from work, plus the "historical and moral element"
that Marx talks about. This refers to the standard of
living in a given time and place that enters in to what
the capitalist has to pay you. Without emough meoney

to survive, you would not be able to continue to work, or
would be coming in too weak to produce. This value ex-
pressed in terms of money is your salary; your wages,
Thiz has nothing te do with how much value you produce for
him, but depends mainly on how much is needed in that
particular time and place to survive, Most of the time,
even the wages you get are less than the value of your
labor power; in other words, you can't make enough to
live on. That's why people have to work two jobs, are
forced to accept overtime to the point where they don't
see their families, or why some pecple have to get sup-
plements from welfare, because the salary they &et is
nowhere near enough to get along.

95 the so-called "free" worker, free from any owner-
ship or contrcl of the means of production, makes ths
agreement with the capitalist to sell his labor power for
a certain amount of time, say 40 hours a week, for a
certain amount of money. This relationshlip is described
by the ruling class as one that is between two "free and
equal™ individuals! What kind of equality could there
possibly be between the one who owns a2ll the means cof
production and every day gets fatter off the stolen
labor of the workers, and the worker who has no choice
exeept to sell his capacity to work to the highest bidder
he can find in order to survive? To highllght the in-
equality of this relationship, Marx uses a vivid imgée,

as he imaglines them going down the street,

"The one with an air of importance, smirking,
intent on business (the eapitalist); the other,
timid and holding back, like one who 1s bringing
his own hide to market and has nothing to expect
but-a hiding."

Once the worker begins to work, his labor power (the
capacity or potential to work), becomes actual labor, His ¥
labor transforms chbjectz into usable and sellable commodi-
ties, and in doing so, creates value., If the worker
applies his labor to & pertly-made product, he adds value
to what has already been created by those who worked on
it before. For example, in making & car or truck, Tirst
the iron and coal have to be mined, then the steel is
made, The rubber has to be manufactured, the glass,
the copper wire for electric connections, etc. At every
step of the way, value is being created by those who work
on the object, bringing it cleser to the point where 1t is
the finlished product.

Part of the value created by workers is used to pay
the wagez, the value of the labor power, But this amount
is made up in part of the working day, which could be a
very short timE_TEne hour or less), or even up to five or
six, This specific amount depends on many factors, such
as the level of development of the machine being used
which effects the productivity of the worker. The key
thing, however, i1s that there is a part of every uquﬂng
day when the worker produces value above and beyond what
covers his own wages, That is what is called survius
value., It 1s this surplus value that is the =ource of
all profits, and that allows capital to grow. The theory
?nat capital increases by "buying cheap and selling dear"”
is a lot of baloney, and has been disproved long ago.

If that were the secret of profits, it would mean that
capitalists were just engaging in mutual cheating (plenty
of that goes on, but that's not where the profit comes
from in the system overall), and would have to balance
each other out. That would mean that the amount of
capital would just stay the same, But, as a matter of

fact, we know that it is growing in the form of more
factories, machines, etc,

Contrary to the
Marxist position that the his-
torical roots of women's op-
pression go back to the emer-
gence of private ownership
and classes, tha women's
movement has taken on a fem-
inist character--that is,
seeing the principal contra-
diction as between men and
women and not between the
bourgesiasie and the prels-
tarizt. This line thus di-
verts the women's movement
away from the main objective,
socialist revelution, which
igs in the interests of the

working clasg as s whole.

'he feaminists then conclude
het the struggle of women 1s
' "equality™ with men,

glossing over the class acues-
ion, thus leading to pure
reformism (such as support
for the ERA, which we will
get into further]

The revisionsits, on the
other hand, spearheaded by
the "CP"SU and their puppets,
the "C"USA, have abandonned
the Marxist-Leninist princi-
ples on the woman question,
as they have done on all
questions. Their anti-Marx-
ist lines have manifested
themselves in keeping women
away from production and
confined to household duties,
and by diverting the attention
of women away from the strug-
gle against imperialism.

On May 12, 1968, for
instance, the "Nedelya," a
Soviet weekly, stated that
the majority of women should
be removed from production
work, that "at the present
economiec stage it would
probably be more reasonable
to leave women free at home
to look after their children.
They try to justify this by
saying that the Soviet econo-
my has greatly raised the
family status, so that women
should no longer take part in
productien. The revisienists
say that the main task of
&2 woman is to rear children
and take care of herself
since she Ig a delicate
creature, a syvymbol of beauty
destined to be an "ornament”
for man or a means to fulfill
his desires. The revisionists
state further that the Soviet

Economy mno longer needs
women's productive ability.
They stated in their "Nedelya"
magazine, "As may be seen,
during the first decade our
country demanded the partici-
pation of wemen in production.
Today, however, this necessity
does not exist."

The Soviet revisionists
also try to win women in their
country and internatiomnally
to the Bankrupt theory of
"detente," Claiming that the
nature of imperialism has
changed and that wars are no
longer inevitable, they push
the slogans of "peaceful
coexistence," "enlarged com-
munity." "love for our chil-
dren," "leave aside what di-
vides us and unite around what
unites us." They are trying
to cover up and deny the deep
contradictions of the present
epoch and wipe out any dis-
tinction between the oppressed
and exploited and the oppres-
sars and exploiters, while at
the same time masking their
own frantiec preparations for
war with the U.5. imperial-
igta. Referring to.the "CP"
USA which echoes the Soviet
revisionist line, we said
last wvear:

"In looking at the line
of the CPUSA(R), we

have a prime example of
the ligquidation of the
class content of the
women's struggle for
democratic rights. In
doing this, they negate
and want ta gloss over
the class struggle going
on throughout the world,
the sharp class anta-
gonismes Between the
proletariat and the
bourgeoisie and the
struggle of the peoples
of the world agaisnt U.S.
imperialism and Soviet
social-imperialism,"”

THE STRUGGLE AGAINST ZIONISM IS A STRUGGLE

AGAINST IMPERIALISM AND RACISM PART I

To learn warfare through warfare, the Palestinlan
guerrillas combine the theory of people's war with
Palestine's actual conditions., They are determined to
further improve their strategy and tactics of people’s

HWaT.

In the last issue of Palante,
we disclosed how Zionism is based
on bourgeois, national chauvinist
jdeclogy and is in essence reactlon-
ary, how 1ts intdrests are one with
imperialism. In this article, we
will focus in on the historic
struggles of the heroic Arab people
against this oppression - for it is
the masses who are the makers of

history.

After the World War II period,
the U.S. had replaced the "old line"
imperialists in the Middle East.

By 1956, the once-soclalist Soviet
Union had degenerated into social-
imperialism, laying the basis for
the intensified rivalry between
these two superpowers for world
hegemony, stepping up thelr compe-
tition for spheres of influence.
As we pointed out in the articles
on the Middle East situation last
year (Palante, Vol. 1, #4, #5), the
Middle East is a key area because
of its strategic geographical
loeale and oll Tesources.

"Western Europe, the focus

of superpower contentlon,
receives 80% of its oll from
the Middle East, as does Japan.
Thus, domination of the Middle
East is essential to any long-
range plans of domination of
Europe., OControl of the Middle
East oil supply can be used

to blackmail and dominate the
developed countries of the
Second World - whose complex
industrial economies depend on
assured supply of oil (as do
those of the superpowers).

"The Middle East is also a

key area because of its strat-
egic geographical relationship
to Burope, Asia, Africa and
the Mediterranean, and Indian
QOceans,

"The 1J,5. weakened by the
victories of the IndoChlinese
peoples, is gravely concerned
about the USSH's growlng
influence in this area and lts
increasing naval presence in
the Mediterranean, the Perslan

Gulf and the Indian QOcean. It
fears the loss of its long-
time domipation of the oil-
producing nations.

"For these reasons, both super-
powers have been trying to
maintain and enlarge their
influence in the Middle East."
("Middle Bast - Focal Point of
Superpowers Contention and
Collusion,”" Palante, Vol, 1,
#1)

The United States used Israel
as its tool for expansion in the
Middle East. U.S. plans went hand
in hand with Israel's expansionist
natures as illustrated by theilr
main slogan: "From the Euphrates
to the Nile - Israel.”

Over one million Arabs have
been driven off their land, forced
to live in tents in camps. They
are stripped of all their means to
a decent life -- necessary sanitary
conditions, health care, education,
ete,, "living" on 7¢ a day. They
live in regions governed by military
law, denied the right of free move-
ment, having to get a special
military permit to travel from one
place to another, They are forbid-
den to form political parties or
bodies. They earn less wages than
the Jews. This is what EZionism
has meant to the Palestinian people.

On the part of the Soviet
revisionists, we have seen how they,
under the cover of "supporting" the
Arab countries and the Palestinian
people's struggle, use reactlonary
dual tactics. Usling the difficulties
that the revolutlonary forces are
confronted with, they move to drive
a wedge between the forces, thereby
facilitating their infiltration
into the Middle East (like what they
did in Angola - see article this
issue). They try to become the
chief source of military supplies,
in order to gain hegemony in the
Middle East by making the liberation
forces dependent upon them. They
then use the threat of suspending
arms shipments as political black-
mail - the U.3. imperialists do

the =zame. The Soviet social-
imperialists even resort to inter-
vention and subversion to force

the countries receiving this "aid"
to submit to their treacherous plans.

"In the 1960's while the U,5,
was supporting the Israelis in
their Zionist expansion in the
Middle Bast, the USSR, posing
as a '"friend' of the Arab
peoples, began to increase its
"ajid" to the Arab nations,
especially amrms sales. The
Egyptian army, for instance,
was completely equipped and
trained by the USSE. Soviet
Yadvisors' took virtual command
of the Egyptlan armed forces...

"In payment for arms, the USSR
demands 01l which it later
resells in Europe at higher
rates, For the weapons not
paid for in oll, Moscow
demands U.,S. currency; this
drives the countries receiving
this 'aid"' to the Burcopean
money markets to borrow Soviet-
needed U.S., dollars. Finally,
the Soviet military 'advisors'
control the military command,
supply and training of the
recipient country which must
alsc grant them the right to
use its ports and bases.

"For example, in March 1971,
Egyptian President Anwar el-
Sadat, =sald that the Soviets
were ready to supply Egypt with
alreraft '"but on the conditions
that you were not to use them
without our consent.' Recently,
the USSR refused to replace
Egypt's arms losses in the
1973 October War because

Egypt was not supporting their
call for immediate resumption
of the Geneva peace talks."
(ibid)

The Seviet revisionists have
referred to the Palestinian struggle
as a problem of "refugees" and
have labeled the armed struggle as
"riots," objectively uniting with
the Zionists who label the legiti-
mate national liberation struggle
of the Palestinian people as "acts
of terrorism." The Soviet social-
imperialists have brazenly pushed
for their ultimate goal - to gain
control of the Middle East as a
means of securing control of Europe,

all the time, disguising their
hegemonic ambitions under the cloak
of "detente," Both superpowers are
united in their opposition to the
liveration movements of the Arab
peoples (as they oppose all libera-
tion movements). They will cut the
flow of weapons and "aid" when it
is to their advantage, or increase
the flow of weapons and support a
limited war when that is advanta-
geous. Thelr goal is to hkeep the
countries and peoples in that
region weak and divided and depen-
dent on their two "protectors."

it is precisely in conditions of
PeImanent instability that the two
SuperpoWers are best able to
maneuver and strike political deals,
with the territories, oil resources
and nationmal rights of the Arab
peoples as the stakes, The Soviet
social-imperialists, like the U.S.
imperialists, have no desire to see
2 genuinely independent Palestine

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MALCOLM X- LEARN FROM

HIIVl Dare To Struggle Dare To Win

During the 1960's, the storm
of the Afro-American liberation
struggle swept over hundreds of
American cities, showing the
powerful revolutionary force
that lies in the more
than 30 million Afro-Americans.
While the Indochinese peoples were
defeating U.S. imperialism in
Southeast Asia, the Black masses
were striking a deadly blow here
at home.

This struggle for self-deter-
mination and democratic rights and
against the violent repression of
the state was a tremendous inspira-
tion for all oppressed people in
the U.5. and around the world. In
1968, Chairman Mao Tse-Tung said:

"The Afro-American struggle
is not only a struggle waged
by the exploited and oppressed
Elack people for freedom and
emancipation, it is also a
new clarion call to all the
exploited and oppressed
people of the United States
to fight against the bar-
barous rule of the mono-
poly capitalist class."

Out of this movement, many re-
volutionaries emerged.

"Everytime history presents
a new task of struggle,
heroes who lead the masses
in it are bound to emerge."
("The Masses Are the Makers
of History," Peking Review,
July 21, 1972)

Malcolm X was one such revolu=-
ticnary leader--his life reflects
the history of struggle for the mass-
es of Afro-American people from
which he emerged. Malcolm represent-
ed the most advanced ideas of the
Afro-American people in their
struggle for complete emancipation.
He led the fight against the oppor-
tunist Black "leaders" who had sold
themselves to the imperialists. He
demolished the myth promoted by the
liberal bourgeoisie and the rewvi-
sionist "CP"USA that liberation, the
battle for the right to self-deter-
mination and democratic rights,
could be non-violent. Malcolm
spoke for millions of revolutiomary-
minded Black people when he advocated
armed self-defense and armed struggle.

"Anytime you demonstrate
against segregation and a
man has the audacity to put
a police dog on you, kill
that dog, kill him. I'm
telling vou, kill that dog.
I say it, even if they put
me in jail tomorrow, kill-
that-dog."

(Malcolm X, "The Ballot or
the Bullet," Speech, April,
1964)

Maleolm X was not a Marxist-
Leninist. However, he committed
his life toc the liberation of the
Afro-American people; and his
devleopment went from a lower to
a higher level. In the later part
of his life, having broken with
the Black Muslims and having
repudiated the "white devil" theory,
he increasingly, spoke of the . .neces-

sity for socialism, drawing lessons
from the national liberation strug-
gles and the Chinese Revolution,
All through his life he was a
staunch, unyielding fighter and a
revolutionary inspiration. Our
appreciation of his contributions
is sharpened when we understand
more fully the conditions of the
times during which he lived and
fought.

THE BETRAYAL OF THE "CP"USA

As we analyzed in our soon-to=
be-published pamphlet, Party Build-

gle,the "CP"USA consolidated a
thoroughly revisionist line at its
16th National Congress in January
1957--revising the fundamental
principles of Marxism-Leninism.
They called for a "peaceful transi-
tion to socialism," belittled the
role of Marxist-Leninist theory, of

the vanguard party, and of the
advanced elements. They publically
stated their faith in bourgeois
democracy as the vehicle by which
the working class and oppressed
masses would have their interests
defended and their needs fulfilled.

In reference to the Afro-Ameri
can n?tional question, the "'CP"
abandoned the Comintern position
which called” for communists to
struggle for the right of self-
determination of the Black nation
in the Black-Belt South and for the
winning of democratic rights
throughout the country. Instead,
the revisionists said that imperi-
alism itself was solving the nation-
al question=-no revolutionary strug-
gle was needed--by integrating
Blacks into the system, and that
communists should throw all their
efforts behind the Black bourgeois
reformists, like the NAACP,

"With respect to long-range
trends, the most important

is the movement of the Hegro
people towards full equality
on the basis of integration
into all aspects of American
life. This is sustained by
material, objective factors,
which are expressed primarily
in the greatly expanded base
for Negro-White working class
solidarity and in the integra-
tionist programs put forth by
the ‘Negrd' freedom movement

itself."”

(Proceedings of the 16th
Mational Convention of the
"CP"USA, summary speech by
James Jackson)

S50, rejecting the Marxist-Lenin-
ist position on the Afro-American
national question, denying the right
of self-determination to the Black
nation in the Black Belt South--the
right of the Afro-American people to
determine the political future of
their homeland--the revisionists
claimed that the national question
was being solved on the basis of
gradual gains within the framework
of monopoly capitalism,

"A realistic perspective has
opened up for a peaceful and
democratic achievement of the
full social, political and
economic equality of the
Hegro people within the
framework of our specific
American system and tradition."
("The Megro People on the
March," pamphlet by Ben Davis,
"CP" national leadership,
March 1956)

In 1961, Gus Hall, chief
mouthpiece for the "CP"USA updated
this revisionist line and openly
called for the Black masses to
place their struggle under the
leadership of the class they were,
and are, fighting--the bourgecisie.
He told Black people that the state
was not an instrument of class
domination, that the bourgeois
state would defend their rights.

He said:

“The Democratic Party and
President Kennedy made far-
reaching promises on civil
rights in the election plat-
form and during the campaign,
This won Kennedy the vote of
the overwhelming majority
of the Negro voters...
"It is imperative that these
promises be kept. There
have been retreats, compro-
mises, and capitulations on
the question of Negro free-
dom in the past...lt must
not be repeated...
"The President of the United
States has the full authority
as well as the historic
precedent to end Jim Crow
now by Executive Order., And
the executive arm of our
government has a clear-cut
mandate of the people to
take a bold and decisive step
to do B0es.
"Such a” precedent was set by
President Lincoln when he
issued the Emancipation
Proclamation. Such author-
ity flows from sections of
our Constitution, and speci-
fically from such laws as
the Reccnstruction Statutes
passed in 1871."
(Eeport to the "CP" national

At the meeting of the
Council of the Women's Inter-
national Democratic Federation
tion in 1962, the Soviet Ke-—
visioniasts came out in the
open and attempted to divest
the WIDF of its political
character, struggling that
it should not maintain a
clear revolutionary stand
towards international events,
that it should not support
national liberation struggles.
The comrades of the People's
Republiec of Albania describe
the revisionists' actions in
this wavy:

"At the meeting of the
Council of the WIDF
(held in Berlin in 1962)
they pretended that
women 'de not know what
imperialism is,' that it
is 'an abstract notion,'
that the fight against
imperialism 'kept women
away from the WIDF.'

Nin Popova from the
Scviet Union, said at
this meeting, 'We should
use such language that
could attract women

into the WIDF and not
frighten them away.'

"In the documents of
the Federation during
these years they speak
of creating frem the
present time a world
without arms, without
armies, without wars,
they speak against

any struggle and preach
about peace, nourishing
all kinds of pacifist
illusiens about imperi-
alism,"

The revisionists have
treated the problems of wo-
men in the spirit of bhourgeois
pacificism. They publish
magazines where they promote
extravagent fashions, cosme-=
tics, and advertisements.

We can see from all the
above that these anti-Marxist
views on the question of
women represent nething but
the interests of the bour-
geoisie and have nothin common
with interests of the working
class as a whole and women in
particular,

MARXISM-LENINISM ON THE WOMAN

QUESTION

The feminist and rewvi-
gionist views on the question
of women have nothing in
common with the teachings of
Marxism-Leninism which teaches
us that the problem of women
and their complete equality
with men can only take place
through socialist reveolution.
Engels has stated that:

"Women's emancipation,
her equality with man,

is impossible and will
remain so0 as long as
women stand alecof from
social production work

and confine themselves

to private household work.
The emancipation of

women will Be achieved
only when they will

take part in produc-

tion on a wide scale,
on a goctal secale,

and when they will
devote only part of
their time to house-
hold work."

Within the communist
movement today, wWe can see
clearly these opportunist
organizations like the OL who
have an opportunist line on
the woman question and support
the ERA. The ERA is an attack
on working women, which then
in essence, is an attack on
petty-bourgeois women also.
This bill, promoted by the
bourgecisie, is geared towards
upper petty-bourgecis and
bourgeois women. The bill
puts women on a "totally
equal" footing as men, ne-
gating the differences that
do exist in the real world.
This bill, under the guise of
"reform," takes away the rights
that working women have fought
for and won--the right to ma-
ternity leaves, day care,
equal pay for equal work, etc.
Some aspects of the bill state
that because men do mot get
pregnant, women should not
have maternity leave, thus
forcing women to go on welfare
and stay home. Other pro-
vigsions of the bill say that
if a woman has the same job
as a man asnd cannot physically
carry out the work,

she should he fined, that in
case of divervrce, the man does
not have te provide alfmony or
child-gsupport, again forcing
the woman onte welfare.

This Bill is being pushed
and supported By the feminist
women's movement. This is
not to say that there are not
certain just reforms that must
be supported by communists,
such as equal pay for equal
work, free day care, free
maternity care and delivery
services, etc., But we must
use these reforms to aid our
revolutionary activity. This
bill must be defeated, but it
is not enough to leave it at
that. As Marxist-Leninists
we have the responsibility to
put forward our program of
how we will fight against ex-
ploitation and oppression of
WOMEN .

In keeping with this, the
PREWO raises the following
demands: jobs, not imperialist
war, equal pay for equal work;
full unieonization of women;
end discrimination in hiring,
firing and promotion based on
nationality, sex and age; end
forced overtime and spaed-ups;
end forced sterilizarion; an
end to testing of birth coentrol
on oppressed naticonality women;
end the triple exploitaiton of
oppressed nationality working
women; free child care services
maternity leaves with compen-
sation pay and free maternity
care and decent delivery ser-
viceg; the right to free abor-
tion; fight the fascist, dege-
nerate, sexist and chauvinist
culture; no presecution and an
end to slander of women who de-
fend themselves against rape;

the right of women to bear arms.

CONCRETE MANIFESTATIONS OF
EXPLOITATION AND OPPRES-
SION OF WORKING WOMEN AND
OPPRESSED NATIONALITY WOMEN

Within the framework
of women's oppression is
the triple cppression of
oppressed nationality wo-
men (clasg, natiomality,
and sex). Take unemploy-
ment for example. The
unemployment rates put
forward by the bourgeosie
in April 1975, for instance,
{(which we know are under-
estimated) showed the fol-
lowing. The unemployment
rate nationwide for women
(9.4%) is higher than for
men (7.4%). The unemploy-
ment rate for oppressed
nationality women was
13.5%, almost double that
of women in general. Aneo-
ther example; a recent
bourgeois study of the
Puerto Ricans in New York,
"4 Socio—-Economie Profile
of Puerto Rican MNew Yorkers'
—=July 1975, reports in
fact, that the participa-
tion of Puerto Rican wo-
men in the labor force
has declined sharply.

From 1960 to 1970, the
citywide rate of women

in the labor force moved
up to 41% while the rate
for Puerto Rican women
fFell from 38% in 1960 to
ZTEIn LTS From these
facts, we can see the par-
ticular exploitation of
boeth white and oppressed
nationality women workers.

In addition, women of the
oppressed nationalities have
been used as guinea pigs in the
area of birth control: the first
birth control pill being tested
on Puerto Rican women, Sterila-
zation has also been used ex-
tensively in Puerto Rico, lea-
ving one out of every three
Puerto Rican women of child-
bearing age sterilized. And we
have countless examples of for-
ced sterilization of Black wo-
men in this country, when it
wasn't necessary. Forced abor-
tions have also been used most
specifically on women of oppres-
sed nationalities, leading to
deaths of women who had medical
problems and could not have
abortions.

TASKS OF COMMUNISTS

The central task of commu-
nists is to build a party in
this country, a true Bolshewvik
party that will lead the masses
to the destruction of the bour-
geois state and to the diecta-
torship of the proletariat. In
the present peried, political
line is the key link in party
building, that is the applica-
tion of Marxism-Leninism to the
concrete conditions of the U.S.
Our main tactical tasks, which
must be carried out simultane-
ously, have been outlined--
that is, to unite all genuine
Marxist-Leninists and win the
advanced over to communism, as
we hammer out the party's basic
line and program of action.

In contrast to the strings-
attached "foreign aid" of the Soviet
social-imperialists, which i=
designed to make the reciplent
country dependent on the Soviet
revisionlsts, the People's Republie
of China holds that small countries
must not be subordinated to big ones
and that economic ald is not uni-
lateral (one-sided) but a form of
mutual support.

To carry this out, in giving aid,
the People's Republic of China never
attaches any conditions or asks for
any privileges (i.e. military bases,
‘1ike the USSR): and provides inker-
gat-free or low-interest loans,
extending when necessary the time
limit for repayment (unlike the
USSR whe uses the repayment time-
limit as a form of pressure, as
they did with Egypt recently). The
purpose of the Chinese government's
foreign aid is not to make the rec-
ipient countries dependent, but to
help them become self-reliant. To
assure thils, the Chinese make sure
that the workers and technicians
of the recipient countries are fully
trained in any new techniques
invelved in the operation of rnew
equipment. The Chinese experts
sent to other countries live under
the same conditions as the people.
The projects which the Chinese gov-
ernment helps recipient countries
build are those which will, as far
as possible, require less investment

while ylelding quicker results, so
that the recipient governments may
increase thelr income and accumulate
capital. Finally, the People's
Republic of China provides the best-
quality equipment and material of

its own manufacture, replacing any
that are not up to the agreed-upon
specifications, (For China's 8
Principles of Economic Aid, see Sino-
Mali Joint Communique, Peking Review
#5, January 31, 1964),

The following statement is from
an interview with Salim Ahmed Salim,
Tanzania's Ambassador to the UN and
head of the UN's Special Committee
of 24 on Decolonization (reprinted
from New China, Jan. 1976). He

was asked if China's practice was
consistent with its stated policy
on forelgn aid. He answered:
We found the Chinese not only candid and
sincere but extraordinarily moedest. The type
of support they gave us in the Tanzam
Railway, which we call Uhuru [Freedom]
Railway. helps us immensely in our struggle
against imperialism. | must remind you that
at the time the agreement to build the
railway was concluded in 1967, it was not
only a project of enormous ecomomic
importance but one of crucial geopolitical
significance, Land-locked Zambia was
entirély dependent for rail connections to the
sea on countries dominated by South Africa
and the Portuguese colonialists. With the
completion of the railway in 1975, Zambia
was expected to become independent of the
white minority regimes of South Africa and
so-called Rhodesia [Zimbabwe] for s
transportation needs. Viewed in the context

of the southern African geopolitical scene as
it then prevailed, this independence was of
far-reaching significance in Africa’s struggle
against the evils of colonialism and racism.

On the economic side, the railway has
great significance for owr future as an
independent, self-reliant, and prosperous
country. Apart from the employment and
technical training which both the construc-
tion and operation of the railway provided, it
has made possible the opening of previously
inaccessible areas and unexploited resources
of our country for development—its iron ore
deposits. for example. This has favored the
diversification of our economy. The people of
Tanzania are still primarily engaged in
agriculture. The railway helps expand the
market for their produce, aiding the

country’'s agricultural development and the
people’s prosperity and well-being.

The Tanzam Railway has had another
tremendouws political impact. It has furthered
the goals of African unity by literally laying
ties to brirg the African countries together.
It helps forge permanent bonds of
brotherhdod and partnership between the
whole of eastern and central Africa—a
decisive contribution to African unity. Trade
among these different African countries has
increased and become easier, thus contrib-
uting to the development of all. In this way it
strengthens the forces of African freedom.
The whole project has been a symbol of
international cooperation for peace, inde-
pendence, development. and cooperation
among independent nations. This is a blow
against the imperialist. racist, and colonial-
ist forces in Africa and the world. In this
sense there is no doubt that it gives support
to China against our common enemies.
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in exposing the revisionists'
attempts to divide and conguer.
These attempts were continued as
seen in the Havana Conference, an
elaborate scheme, whereby the soc-
ial-imperialists, with the aid of
their band of revisionist cut-
throats, the PSP and the Communist
Party-USA and other international
revisionists, would call themselves
the champions of the liberation
struggle of Puerto Rico, so that
they could gain future control
over Puerto Rico, just as they hawve
done in Cuba.

Their actions in Angola have
been no less treacherous. The
social-imperialists have indeed
sparked off and poured oil on the
flames of civil war in Angola. All
of the three liberation fronts -
the Angolan National Liberation
Front, the People's Liberatlon
Movement of Angola and the Nation-
al Union for the Total Independence
of Angola - have persevered in
armed struggle against Portuguese
imperialism for years. Up to the
time of achieving liberation from
Portuguese imperialism, all three
groups received direct and resolute
support from the international
communist and revolutionary move-
ments, as well as suppert from
broad numbers of Third World
countries, for example, the Peoples
Republic of China and the Qrganiz-
ation of African Unity. But once
liberation from Portuguese imper-
jalism was secured, the contra-
dicticns that existed between the
three liberation fronts had to be
considered part of the internal
affairs of Angola, to be resolved
through unity-struggle-unity,
Great steps had been taken towards
this end, most notably the Naki
agreement during July 1975, and
the Angelan Conciliation Commission
(see Peking Review #27 and #45,
1975), The revolutionary-minded
people of the world followed the
righteous lead of the Communist
Party of China in refusing to
single out any one of the 1liber-
ation fronts as "more revolution-
ary" than another, and dropping
aid to all-.three groups, But the
slimy new tsars of Moscow

promptly began hailing one of the
groups as the only revolutionary
group,branding the others react-
ionary and shipping in heavy arms,
as well as supplying Cuban mercen-
ary troops to fight on the side of
the MPIA. Under the cover of
"carrying out its internationalist
duty," the Soviet revisionists have
set the war-torn nation of Angola
ablage once more, inciting the
masses to kill each other and even
using armed forces of a once -
proud revolutionary countiry, Cuba,
as cannon fodder for imperialist
war. This has resulted in a
temporary split of the Organization
of African Unity and many other
forces supporting the national
liberation struggle of Angola,
thereby weakening for a short tims
the unity of the Third World around
this question,

The U.5, imperialists are no
less guilty, trying to lay in the
cut, while making empty phrases
about "concern" over the Soviet
Unicn's "aggressive" policies, The
U.8, imperialists have large inter-
ests to protect in resource-rich
Angola, Corperations such as
Gulf have much to lose when the
masses expropriate the imperialist
bloodsuckers. The imperialist
state apparatus has been busily at
work, trying to maneuver into a
position of power, Recent expo-
sures of CIA operatives in Angola
are but one example. ZFPrivate
corporations have been busily
recruiting mercenaries to fight
in Angola. The comprador Black
bourgeoisie is busily serving
their imperialist masters in their
dirty work in Angola; thls can be
seen by CORE calling on Black army
medics, but only those with combat
experience, to yolunteer to enter
the Angolan conflict. The U.S.
imperialists have alsoc used this
opportunity to bring the .infamous
racist, apartheid government of
gouth Africa into the fight, super-
vising recruitment and allocation
of SBouth African mercenaries, All
of this, while they try to 1lull
the masses of American people to
sleep, reassuring them that Angola
will not become another Viet Nam.

We will not be fooled by this
trickery. Our tasks as communists
and advanced elements and revol-
utionary-minded people must be to
see the situation in Angola as
part of the growing danger of a
new world war, started by the super-
powers to redivide the world in
search of new markets to save
their moribund system, We must
also be clear that the growing
danger of war increases the danger
of fascism in this country, for
the Soviet Union already has the
masses under a fascist, Hitler-
type rule. We must expose the
moves of the superpowers and
actively moblllze support for an
end to superpower intervention in
Africa as a whole, as well as
Angola in particular, in the trade
unions,communities and schools,

At the same time, we must heighten
our struggle agalnst the revision-
ists and right opportunists, wheo

are carrying out the social-imper-
jalists" policies here in our

midst - the "CE"USA, PSF, the
Guardian, and all those who refuse
to uphold the proletarian
nationalist princliple of non-
interference in the internal
affairs of nations, and who try to
create support for the social-
imperialists.

THE CONTRIBUTIONS OF MALCOLIM X

In an attempt to sabotage and
divert the growing revolutionary -
upsurge of the masses, especially
the Afro-American people, the
bourgeoisie, their lackeys--the
Black bourgeoisie and the rewvision-
ists churned out tens of elass-
collaborationist, reformist propa=-
ganda.,

Malcolm X waged a tit-for-tat
struggle against these attempts to
divert the Afro-American masses
from the revolutionary path. Al-
though he did not have a scientific
understanding of the Afro-American
national question, a Marxist under-
standing, he fought to raise the
question of self-determination, the
question of land and the right to
decide the political future of the
Black nation.

"The Russian Revolution--what
was it based on? Land; the
landless against the landlord.
How did they bring it about?
Bloodshed. You haven't got a
revolution that doesn't in-
volve bloodshed."

(Malcolm X, "Message to the
Grass Roots, speech, November,
1963)

He denounced both the Democratic
and Republican parties and the Black
bourgeoisie who served them --calling

them "house, niggers" and "Uncle Toms."

"Just as the slavemaster of
that day used Tom, the house
Negro, to keep the field Ne-
groes in check, the same old
slavemaster today has Negroes
who are nothing but modern
Uncle Toms, to keep you and
me in check, to keep us under
control, keep us passive and
peaceful and non-vioclent.
That's Tom making vou non-
violent." (ibid.)

In all his speeches, Malcolm
attacked the idea of a peaceful
change in the status of Blacks in
America, exposing the role of the
bourgeols state and the need for
armed struggle.

"Revolution is bloody, revo-
lution is hostile, revolution
knows no compromise, revolu=
tion overcurns and desiroys
everything that gets in its
Way...Whoever heard of a re-
volution where they lock arms
««+8inging "We Shall Overcome"?
You don't do that in a revolu-
tion, You den't do any singing,
vou're too busy swinging. It's
based on land. A revolutionary
wants land sc he can set up his
own nation, an independent na-
tion.'" (ibid)

Malcolm X was an anti-imperia=-
list who actively supported the na-
tional liberation strugples around
the world. He called for unity be-
tween the struggles in Africa and
the struggle of Black people here,
telling Black people that they were
part of the rising Third World tide
and were indeed not a minority on the
world scale. He rejected in prac-
tice the cries of the Black bourgeo-
sie that it would harm the interests

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of Afro-Americans to have their
struggle linked to the national 1i-
beration struggles abroad. He stands

ag a shining contrast to the so-called

Black "leaders" today, who openly
call on the Black masses to support
the racist, expansionist Zionist Is=-
raeli state.

(On Sunday, November 23, 1975,
the "Black Americans to Support
Israel Committee" took a full-page
ad in the New York Times supporting
Israel, attempting to split Blacks
and Arabs by saying that the Arab
oil policy has hurt Afro-Americans
and Africans most, and attacking
the PLO, They said, "Zionism is
not racism." This group of bour-
geois lackies ineludes: A. Phi-
lip Randolph, one of the "Big Six"
gsell-outs of the 1963 March on
Washington that Malcolm X exposed
in "Message to the Grass Roots";
Bayard Rustin; Lionel Hampton, and
other Black entertainers; Rev,
Ralph Abernathy; Julian Bond; Rob-
ert F. Carroll, Vice President of
City College of N.Y.; Vernon E.
Jordan, Executive Director of the
Urban League; Floyd McKissick
Charles Rangel; Percy Sutton; and
a host of other Black politicians;
and Lillian Roberts, of District
Council 37.)

Growing in the struggle against
opportunism, in his later years,
Malcolm spocke more and more about
capitalism wversus socialism - his
class understanding deepening.

"It is impossible for capital-
ism to survive, primarily be-
cause the system of capitalism
needs some blood to suck. Ca-
pitalism used to be like an
eagle, but now it's more like

a vulture. It used to be strong
enough to go and suck anybody's
blocd, whether they were strong
or not. But now it has become
more cowardly, like the wvulture,
and it can only suck the blood
of the helpless, As the nations
of the world free themselves,
then capitalism has less wvictims,
less to suck, and it becomes
weaker and weaker. It's only

a matter of time, in my opinion,
before it will collapse com-
pletely." (Malecolm X, 1965)

LEARN FROM HIM - LIVE LIKE HIM

Just ag Malcolm's development
went from a lower to a higher lewvel,

our appreciation of him continues to
grow to higher levels. We can com-
memmorate Malecolm X best by following
his rewvolutionary example - fight
for the Comintern position for the
right to self-determination of the
Black nation, while we examine the
concrete conditions of today; expose
and smash the opportunists of all
shades. Today, there are many op-
portunists who raise Malcolm X's
name, but negate the revolutionary
content of his message and actions.

In the commuinist movement,
for instance, the October League,
who claims to uphold the right of
self-determination of the Black na-
tion, calls for federal troops to
“protect" Black people and tails
behind the forced busing schemes of
the liberal bourgecisie and Black
bourgeoisie. At the same time,
they raise the banner of Malcolm X
and Fred Hampton - thus reducing
both to bourgeois integrationists,
They negate, and therefore fail to
carry through, Malcolm's revolu-
tionary message - that the Black
nation's right to self-determination
can only be realized through revolu-

tion.

Malcolm X was an outstanding
revolutionary leader. He emerged
from the people and spoke the lan-
guage they lowved. Hundreds of thou-
sands of people came to hear him
speak - because he was speaking di-
rectly to the problems facing them,
in their language., While his form
itself was éxemplary, his content,
his message, was developing towards
8 more scientific understanding of
national oppression, capitalism and

revolution. This is why the bour-
geoisie had him assassinated on
February 21, 1965 - just as they
have killed other revelutionary lea-
ders like Albizu Campos, George Jack-
son and Fred Hampton. None of
these revolutionaries were Marxist=-
Leninists, although some were moving
rapidly in that direction. From the
bourgeois terrorism unleashed against
them, we can anticipate the attacks
that are going to come soon against
the communists, who reflect the revo-
lutionary spirit of people like
Malcolm X - sharpened many times
over by Marxism-Leninism. Armed
with the science of class warfare,
we will be even more accurate in
driving the stake through the heart
of the imperialist bloodsuckers of
whom Maleolm spoke,

Malcolm X was a staunch revo-
lutionary. The best way we can com-
memmorate him and avenge his murder
is, armed with Marxism=Leninism=Mao
Tse Tung Thought, to carry his work
to completion.

"We are living in an era of
revolution and the revolt of
the American Megro is part of
the rebellion against the op-
pression and colonialism which
has characterized this era...

"It is incorrect to classify
the revolt of the Negro as sim=
ply a racial conflict of Black
against white, or as a purely
American problem. Rather, we
are today seeing a global reb-
ellion of the oppressed against
the oppressor, the exploited
against the exploiter.,"

All this is what adds up to labor power being the
jdeal commodity for the capitalist. As he uses it up in
the form of labor, it also creates value, This is the
opposite from other commodities, which just get used up

as they are consumed.

One reason why it's so hard to grasp this just on
the basis of "common sense", and why we need a gcientific
analysis of the process, is also that there is no obvious
change from the labor time to the time thgt is golng to
produce the surplus value, In past systeins, such as the
example of the serfs during feudalisq, it was very easy
to see when the serf was working on his own land, and
when he was working on the land of "his lord." The
difference between labor and surplus labor was clear.
Creation of surplus valfie is not new., In every soclety
that is based on exploitation, such as slavery and
feudalism, and now in capitalism, the ruling class takes

over--steals--the surplus labor of the workers. What is
different is the method in which they do it. Under

capitalism, wages mask exploitation. When the worker
receives his wages, it is not apparent that they cover
only paid, necessary labor and that his unpaid, surplus
labor is appropriated without pay by the capitalist.

The worker gets the false impression that he is receiving
the full value for his work.

HOW THE BOURGEOISIE SQUEEZES MORE SURPLUS VALUE OUT OF
THE WOBKING CLASS

The insatiable drive for more surplus value, giving
rise to growling concentrations of capital, sharpens the
contradiction between the bourgeoisie and the proletariat.
The rich get richer as they try to squeeze the working
class dry, Doing this, they bring thelr own end even
closer.

In pericds of erisis, thls contradiction becomes even
sharper. They must try to squeeze out even more surplus
value. That's why we see the productivity drives, for
example in United Steel Workers, and among city workers
in DC 37 in New York. The labor leaders, allies and tools
of the bourgeoisie, try and push this stuff down the
workers' throats, It is through this group that a major-
ity of the attacks on the working class are carried out,
But, of course, workers are resisting., For example, in
metal refining, where there iz a need for more capital
to invest in modernizing the means of production, workers
have been fighting back against attempts to combine jobs--
to ignore job classifications, and make you do the job of
those who have been laid off. This is to prevent you
from having a free minute. They are even trying to cut
into lunch hours, and take away breaks, Workers have
developed different tactics to fight back; from outright
refusal, to slowdowns, Job actions, and boycotts of over-
time, Ilast year, there was a lengthy strike among
10,000 workers at the Groton, Connecticut nuclear sub-
marine-building shipyard. These workers had fought over
25 years for their job classifications. They were
resisting "a demand by the company that the 11 craft
unlons making up the council give up, in the interest of
efficiency, productivity, and reduced idle time, rigid
craft jurisdiction guarantees they won in the 1972
contract." (N.Y, Times, 9-8-75) Although many of these
workers are part of the labor aristocracy of highly
gkilled workers, and this shows further the depth of the
erisis, the fight iz one that is also taking place among
semi-skilled and service workers, hospital workers for
example, Due to massive layoffs, workers are being forced

to do other jobs--nurses aldes to do messenger tasks where
the staff of messeongers has been' reduced to one-quarter

of what it was a Year ago.

These struggles go back very far in the history of
the working class, The struggle for the eight-hour day
was a culmination of years of battles to shorten the
working day. .The'ﬂnly'limit to the workday ever recog-
nized by the bourgeoisie is the limit of the workers'
health, and there are countless cases where they literally
worked people to death. In slavery also, there were
instances that were common of slaves dylng after only
7 years of labor in the U.,8. It was the world-wide
struggle for the eight-hour day that led to the celebra-
tion of May Day, a holiday for the working class that has
been taken up and celebrated by the international communisy
movement since 1889, commemorating these struggles and
the sacrifices made by the working class in this battle,
(See Palante, Vol. 1, #5.)

Even the issue of when the worker gets paid for his
labor power was one that involved a struggle for the class.
Actually the worker extends credit to the capitalist,
since you don't get paid until after you have let him
use your labor power for a certain length of time, Be-
ginning a job you often have to work for 6 weeks or
longer before even getting a first paycheck., If a
business goes bankrupt, workers have been left with no
money paild them for the work already done. Hospital
workers in N.Y. have recently had a "payless payday", seek-
ing to delay even longer the pay that was due to them,
This system has allowed for squeezing even more out of
the working class, by forcing people to go into debt to
company stores, to buy on credit, ete., where they have
to pay higher prices, Marx gives an example of a struggle
in 1853, by some printing workers, who had a strike to
back up their demand teo be paid every itwo weeks instead of
every month, So even this did.not come without a fierce
struggle against the capltalist class.

Capitalism has developed to its highest and final
stage, monopoly capitalism--imperialism., Under imperial-
iam, the exploitation of the workers is intensified
even further, In their desperate attempts to turn back the
wheels of history and save their decaying, parasitic system,
the imperialists are today, especially the U.S. and the
U.8.8.R., intensifying their exploitation of the workling
class at home, and of the oppressed peoples abroad; and
they are preparing frantically for another war to redivide
the world, But their desperate steps cannot save themj
they are a-dcomed class,

"The universal rise in the cost of living, the
yoke of capital jJoined in alliances, cartels,
trusts and syndicates and the imperialist policy
of the powers are rendering the lot of the work-
ing masses insupportable and intensifying the
struggle of capital with labour; the time is
swiftly approaching when an end will be put to
eapitalism, when millions of united proletarians
will ecreate a social system in which there will
be no poverty of the masses, no exploitation of
man by man."

The view of the superpowers
negates the reality of the world
situation today - they try des-
perately to deny “that revolution
iz indeed the main trend in the
Wworld, which is further intensified
by the national liberation struggle
of the Palestinian people and the
Third World in general, the storm
center of revolution.

We must be clear that when
the Soviet renegades speak of
"riots," they are referring to
the masses spontaneously rising
against any and all manifestations
of oppression and acts of repression.
They are trying to reduce to "riots"
the legitimate national liberation
struggle of the Palestinian people,
which must be supported. The
Zionists do the same thing when
they try to label the legitimate
Palestinian national liberation
struggle as "acts of terrorism."
Real terrorist acts are reflective
of "left"=-adventurist lines which,
lacking faith in the maszes, view
that revolutionary struggle should
be carried cut by isolated =ects,
(For further elaboration on our

position on terrorism, see
Palante, vol. 1, #7 and Vol. 6, #1)

When Zionist gangs attacked
and slaughtered Palestinians, when
Israel wages a "preemptive attack"
and occuples Arab territories,
bombs Lebanon, killing Arab men,
women and children - the bourgecisie
says nothing, calling this "self-
defense." When the Palestinians
strike back to recover their occupled
lands, it 1s called "terrorism."
This is the bourgeois tactic of
trying to disgulse the aggressor
as the vietim of "aggression."

We must understand that the
malin form armed struggle takes in
Palestine, and in Third World coun-
tries generally, because of their
political and economic development,
is that of guerrilla warfare. This
iz not the actions of an isolated
sect, but a form of people's war,
(More on this in the next section).

The passing of the partition
resolution by the UN in 1948
erystallized the treacherous attack
on the Palestinian people But as
the comrades of the CPC state:

"The dialecties of history are
ruthless - the offensive launched
by the aggressor contains the seed
of its defeat - this is the law of
history,."

PALESTINTAN PEOPLE'S STRUGGLE

The resistance movement devel-
oped in the early 1920's, demanding
full political autonomy for the
Arab peoples against the British
imperialists. In Jerusalum in
1931, a Muslinm Congress ocutlined
the dangers of world Zionism. This
body in 1933 called for a boycott
of British-Zionist goods.

In 1948 in order to implement
the partition resolution, war was
launched jointly by the British and
Zionists against the Palestinians,
Less than ten years later, in
1956, France, Britain and Israel
attacked Egypt, because Egypt had

nationalized the Suez Canal. The
imperialists selzed upon this just
act to further justify and carry
out their expansionist aims.

On January 1, 1965, the heroic
Palestinian people launched an
offensive against the Israeli-
cccupled Galilee, initiating a
new stage in the Palestinian
people's liberation movement.

The guerrillas have become an
important revolutionary force in the
Middle East. Often students are on
the streets raising funds for the
Palestinian reslstance movement.
Workers contribute part of their
wages to the guerrillas. Women
knit sweaters for them, and many
people apply to the hospitals to
be blood donors for the guerrilla
forces. Many young people have
Joined the stiruggle shoulder- to-
shoulder with the guerrillas.

In October 1974, the Arab
Summit Conference adopted a
resolution reaffirming the Palest-
inian Liberation Organization
(PIO) as the sole legitimate
representative of the Palestinian
people. In November, the 29th
Sesslion of the UN General Assembly
adopted twc Ilmportant resclutions:
affirming the Palestinian people's
right to self-determination,
national independence and sover-
eignity without ocutside interfer-
ence; and invited the FIO to
participate as an observer in the
sessions and work of the General
Assembly.

The Palestinians are well
aware of the faet that this increas-
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ingly favoraole situation has
resulted from their perseverence
in protracted armed struggle and
"grows out of the barrel of a gun."

The third expansionist war,
the "Six-Day-War", was launched
by Israel in 1967 - frightened by
the fact that the growing Arab force
had moved to close the Aguaba Gulf,
cutting off Israell navigation in
the Red Sea. As a result of this
war, Israel came to occupy the whole

of Palestine in addition to
important parts in neighboring

Arab countries, Sinal in the United
Arab Republic and the Golan district
in Syria, This resulted in Arab
territory occupied by Israel rising
more than four times and Israel's
boundaries increasing by more than
five times as much.

Where there is aggression
there is resistance., The guerrilla
forces launched 2,390 attacks in
1969, and 2,256 attacks in 1970,
averaging more than six a day. The
Palestinian guerrillas penetrated
deep into the heartland of the
Israeli regime, launching surprise
attacks on the camps and military
installations of the enemy, throw-
ing them into confuslon.

The fourth war against aggre-
ssion ocecurred in October of 19?3,
heroieally led by the armymen and
people of Egypt, Syrla and Palestine,
counter-attacking Israell aggression,
victoriously ousting the enemy out
of the Suez Canal area and regain-
ing control.

As history has shown and
Chairman Mao Tse-Tung has correctly
summed-up, "Countries want
independence, nations want libera-
tion and the people want revolution."
The Palestinian people are part of
this historical current. Ferserver-
ing in the armed struggle, strength-
ening thelr own unity, acting on
thelr own initiative and rejecting
the hegemonic schemes of both the
superpowers, the Palestinian.
people are sure to defeat the
Israeli Zionists and regain thelr
homeland.

Line is the lifeblood of our Party. Fifty
years of experience prove that as long as we
persist in struggle for the correct line we will
win. If our line is correct, even if we have
only a few Party members our Party will
grow, as when our Communist Party was
organized in 1921. We had only a few people
then, no army, nothing. But as long as our
political line is correct we can recruit Party
members, we can build an army and we can
win victory. But if our political line is not

correct the Communijst Party will collapse.
Under the line set by Wang Ming all the
Party organizations in the enemy arcas
collapsed.

And no matter how big an army you have,
if your line is wrong, that army will be lost.
Before the Long March we had 300,000
troops but when we got to Morth Shensi
there were only 30,000 left. [Only months
after the Long March began was Mao
Tsetung elected Party Chairman at the
Tsunyi Conference. He turmed a near
debacle into a victorious advance into the
northwest for a future confrontation with
Japan, but large segments of the old Red
Army had already been lost due to Wang
Ming's line, which made the retreat from
Central and South China necessary to start
with and almost turned this retreat into a
ropt.| In addition to the Yang Ming line
there was the Chang Kuo-tao line that split
what remained of the Red Army. At that
time Chang Kuo-tac commanded over
100,000 men, the biggest single force under
our leadership. But he split this army and
led part of it off to the west of the Yellow
River. He failed and the army was lost. If
your political line is wrong, even if you are
the head of an army, vou vourself will
collapse.

The Example of Peng Te-hual

Take the case of Peng Te-huai [former
Defense Minister who was replaced in 1959
by Lin Pian]. Wasn't Peng Te-huai a hero of
the Korean War? Actually all the basic
decisions were made by Chairman Mao.
That's how we won our victory. There were
times when Peng Te-huai didn’t carry out
Mao's directives. Then he made mistakes.
But because, in the main, he carried out
Mao's orders we supported him. When he
came back from Korea he became Minister
of National Defense. Then he began to
oppose Chairman Mao's revolutionary line,
the general line for socialist construction. He
made serious line mistakes. People no

longer followed him. In 1959 he became a
rightist. No one in the army followed him.
But we still went according to the principle
of Mao Tsetung, a part of cur Party-building
policy—cure the disease and save the
patient. One should criticize one’s past

mistakes and make corrections. If Peng had
done that he could still have done respon-
sible work for the Party.

We don't try to conceal the struggle in our
country. But as for when to make known the
facts about this or that person, that has to be
decided by the interests of the whole Party
and the whole people. You can trust our
Farty under Mao Tsetung's leadership. The
correct line has always been the main
current. There are mistakes and failures but
these are side currents. Our Party won't
split.

As long as we explain everything to the
masses of the people the great majority of
them will stand with the revolutionary line.
The people understand that we want
Marxism and not revisionism, that we want
unity and not a split.

The biggest splitter in our history was
Chang Kuo-tac, who once led 100,000 men
but in the end found himself alone. When he
departed from the Border Region [Chang lefi
in 1937, isolated after a long dispute with
Mao Tsetung] not even his bodyguard would
follow him. The whole army accepted Chair-
man Mao's leadership and Chang Kuo-tao
left by himself. Later we sent his wife and
children to join him. If vou are interested in
his story you can go to Canada and ask him.
He used to live in Hongkong receiving
American money for his autobiography. But
he was only in the Communist Party for 17
years. There are 50 years of Party history.
Once the United States bought his memoirs

his usefulness to them was over. His role as
a reference file has long since lost its valye,

Schemers Can Never Win

The other case in point is Wang Ming. After
Liberation he left Peking and went to
Moscow. Wang Ming came to the Com-
munist Party somewhat late [1925]. He was a
member for 20 years but spent much of that
time in Moscow. Mow his only role is to sell
out his country. Even the revisionists are
embarrassed to spread his wares, so much
so that he is often forced to write under
another name.

So we have the two of them—Chang
Kuo-tao and Wang Ming.

One had foreign support.

The other had an army of 100,000 men.

Both took a wrong line and lost everything.

I hope our American friends will believe
us. In this field of line struggle we have rich
experience. We will always adhere to the
correct line. We will always adhere to
Marxism and will march from vietory to
victory. Whoever violates this line, whoever
departs from this line, will fail.

The special character of our Party's
M-year struggle is this: the wrong line
always fails. Lines that split the Party have
always failed. In the end we have always
united. The desire of the Chinese people for
liberation, oppressed by imperialism as they
were for 100 years, is reflected inside the
Party. Our people need a Party to lead, and a
leader. Even though our struggle is by no
means ended. we can see that the victories
grow greater day by day and that we will
continue to win. Our line is out in the open,
clear and open. Schemers can never win.  #

5i wun trabajador aplica su
trabajo a un producto parcialmente
hecho, affade valor a lo ya creado
por aquellos que anteriormente han
trabajado en el producto; por ejemplo,
al hacer un automovil o un camién,
primero hay que minar el hierro y ell
carbfn; luego se hace el acero. Hay
que manufacturar el caucho, el cristal,

Parte del valor creado por los
trabajadores es usado para pagar los
salarios, el valor del poder del tra-
bajo.

arte del dfa de trabajo, que bien po-
drfa ser muy poco tiempo (una hora o
menos), o hasta cinco o seis horas.
Esta cantidad depende de muchos fac=
tores, tal como el nivel de desarrolloe
de la maquinarfa utilizada, que bien
afecta la productividad del trabajador.

En per{udus de erisis, esta con-
tradiccifin se apudiza afn mis. Han
de tratar de exprimir la mayor plus-
valfa pesible. Por esc, vemos empujes
en la productividad en la "U.S, Steel
Workers," y entre los trabajadores de
la D.C. 37 en N.Y. Los 1fderes labo-
rales, aliados e instrumentos de la
hurguesfé, tratan de empujar esto a
los trabajadores. Es a travfs de
este grupo que se llevan a cabo la
mayorfa de los ataques sobre la clase
trabajadora. Pero de hecho los tra-
ba jadores estn resistiendo. Por
ejemplo, en el refinamiento de me-
tales, donde existe una necesidad
de invertir mas capital para moder=
nizar los medios de producci®n, los
obreros han estado combatiende los
intentos a combinar trabajos - ig=
norando clasificaciones de trabajos
¥ haciendo a uno hacer el trabajo de
aquellos que han sido despedidos.
Esto para no permitirle a uno un mi-
nute libre. Ellos hasta tratan de
cortar las horas de almuerzo, y qui-
tarnos los recesos. Los obreros han
desarrollado diferentes tfcticas para
combatir esto, tales como el rehusar
completamente aceptar esto, demoras
en el trabajo (slowdowns), acciones
de protesta, vy el "boicoteo" del
"overtime," El affo pasado, hubo una
larga huelga entre los 10,000 obreros
en el astillero de submarinos nucle-
ares en Groton, Connecticut. Estos
obreros habfan luchado por mas de 25
afilos por su clasificacifn de trabajos.
Estaban resistiendo "una demanda por

la compafifa de que 11 gremios de ar-
tesanos que forman parte del concilio

entregaran, en el interfs de la efici-
encia, la productividad, y reducir el
tiempo libre, las rféidas clasifica-
ciones garantizadas gque lograron en

el contrato del 1972." (N.Y. Times,
9/9/75)) Aunque muchos de estos,
obreros son parte de la aristocracia
laboral, de obreros sumamente dies-
tros, esto muestra afin mas la profun=-
didad de la crisjis; la lucha es una
que también toma lugar entre los tra-
bajadores semi=diestros y de servicio;
trabajadores de hospitales, por ejem-
plo. Debido a los despidos masivos,
los trabajadores estdn siendo forzados
a hacer otros trabajos - las ayudantes
de enfermeras hacen el trabajo de los
mensajeros donde £stos han sido redu-
cidos a una cuarta parte de lo que
estaban el dno anterior.

Estas luchas vienen desde hace
mucho tiempo en la historia de la
clase obrera. La lucha por el dfa de
8 horas fue una culminacifn de s¥os
de batallas para acortar el dfa de
trabajo. El fnico 1fmite al dfa de
trabajo que la hurgue&fﬁ CECONOCE es
el 1fmite de la salud de los obreros,
¥ existen un sinnimerc de casos donde
€sta literalmente ha aniquilade a mu-

chos a fuerza de trabajo. Baje la
esclavitud también hubieron casos
donde era comiin la muerte de esclavos
después de 7 affos de trabajo en los
EE.UU, Fue la lucha mundial por el
dfa de 8 horas que nos trajo a la ce=
lebraciﬁtdel lro de mayo, un dfa fe-
riado para la clase obrera, gque ha sido
tomado y celebrado por el movimiento
comunista internacional desde el 1889,
cormemorando as{ las luchas y los sa-
crificios hechos por la clase obrera
en esta batalla (vea Palante, Vol. 1,
No. 5). Afdn el asunto de cuando se le
paga al obrero por su fuerza de trabajo
fue uno que tomb una lucha por la clase.
Actualmente, el obrero le extiende cré-
dito al capitalista, va que no le pagan
a uno hasta desEuéa de haberle dejado
usar nuestra fuerza de trabajo por
cierte tiempo. Al comenzar un trabajo,
muchas veces unc se le pasa por 6 o mas
semanas sin paga.

exorbitantes, Marx seMala un ejemplo
de una lucha en el 1853 por algunos
trabajadores de imprenta que se fueron
a la huelga para respaldar su demanda
por paga cada 2 semanas en vez de cada
mes. Ni ®sto surgif sin una aguda lu-
cha contra la clase capitalista.

El capitalismo se ha desarrollado
hasta su mfs alta y dltima etapa; el
capitalismo monopolista - el imperial-
ismo, Bajo el imperialismo, la explo=
tacifin de los obreros se intensifica
afn mfs. En su esfuerzo desesperado
por echar hacia atras las ruedas de
la historia, para salvar su sistema
decadente vy parasfﬁico, los imperia=-
listas, especialmente en los EE.UL.

independientes. Fara
asegurar eésto, los Chinos asegurun
gue los trabajadores y 105 técnicos
del pafh recipiente estén completa-
mente adiestrados en las nuevas ,
tdenicas envueltas en la operacion
del equipe nuevo. Los Chinos
expertos mandados a otros paises
viven bajo las mismas condiciones
gue el pueblo. Los projectos

La declaracidn siguiente viene
de una entrevista con Salim Ahmed
Salim, el Emba jador de Tanzania a
las Naciones Unidas y el dirigente
del Comite Especial de los 24 de
Descolonizacicn de las Naciones
Unidas (republicado de La Nueva
China, Enero 1976). Se le pregunto
si 1a prdctica de la China era
consistente con con su polftica
establecida sobre ayuda extran-
Jera. El contesto:

"Encontramos a los chinos no
solo cindidos y sinceros, pero
exttaordinariamente modestos. El
tipo de apoyo gque nos dieron en el
Ferroviaric Tanzam, el cual
llamamos Ferroviario Uhuru (liber-
tad), nos ayuda inmensamente en
nuestra lucha contra el imperial-
izmo, Tengo que recordarle que
en el tiempo que se concluyc el
acuerdc para construir el ferra-
viaric en el 1967, no era sdlo un
proyecto de enorme importancia
ecnnomica pero ung de crucial
significado geopclftico Zambia,
cercada por tlerra, para conecciones
ferroviarias al mar era completa-
mente dependiente a los pafses
dominades por los colonlalistas
del Afrieca del Sur y Portugal. Al
cumplirse el ferroviario en el
1975, se esperaba en Zambia con-
vertirse independiente de los
regimenes de la minoria blanca en
‘Africa del Bur ¥y la ]lamada
Rhodesia (Zimbabwe) POT sus neces-
ldades de transpurtacion. Visto
en el contexto de la escena
geopolftica de Africa surena como
prevalecfa en ese entonces, esta
independencia fue un significado de
gran alcance en la lucha africana
contra los males del ceolonialismo
y raclismo,

En el aspecto economico, el
ferroviario tiene gran significadﬁ

para nuestro futuro como un pafs
independiente, auto-suficlente, ¥y
prosperc., Aparte del empleoc ¥y
entrenamiento téenico que proveyo
tanto la construccicdn como la
operacion del ferroviario, ha hecho
poslible la apertura a areas anter-
ilormente inacceslibles ¥y recursos
sin explotar de nuestro pals para
su desarrollo: por ejemplo, sus
depositos de hierro., Esto ha
favorecido la diversificacidn de
nuestra economfa.

De estos hechos podemos wver en
particular 1a explotacign de
tanto de la trabajadora blan-
ca como tambien la de la traba-
jadora de las nacionalidades
optimidas.

MALCOLM X- APRENDER DE EL- -

Atreverse A Luchar Y
Atreverse A Ganar

Durante la década de los ‘60,
la tempestad de la lucha de libera-
cidn afro-americana arrazd a travds
de centenares de ciudades americanas,
demostrando la potente fuerza revolu-
cionaria que estd en los més de 30
millones de afro-americanos, ’ Mien-
tras los pueblos de Indochina derro-
taban el imperialismo de EE.UU, en
el sureste asidtico, lac masas ne-
gras le dirigian un golpe mortal
aqui en su seno.

Esta lucha por la auto-determi-
nacifn y derechos democrfiticos, y
contra la represidn violenta del es-
tado, fue una tremenda inspiracién
para todos los pueblos oprimidos en
EE.UU., ¥ a travds del mundo, En
el 1968, Mao Tse Tung dijo:

Los social-
imperialistas sovidticos hasta
recurren a ala intervencidn y
12 subversién a la fuerza de
los paises que reciben su "ayu-
da" para someterlos a sus
traicioneros planes.

A los bienes producidos para
la venta en el mercado, ¥ no para uso
personal, se les 1llama .
Al capitalista no l€ interesa producir
para satisfacer sus necesidades inme-
diatas, sino que produce lo que se
pueda vender para adquirir una ganan-
cig que aumente su capital. Es por
esto que el capitalismo desarrolla
el proceso de la produccifn de mer-
cancfas hasta sus niveles mas altos,
y es as{ caracterizado por fste. Ob=-
viamente, las mercancfas, las cosas
producidas para la wventa, existfan
¥a mucho antes que el capitalismo,
pero es s5o0lo en este sistema gque 1a
mercancfa se convierte en el tipo
principal de produccifn, Las mer-
cancias sirven para satisfacer las
necesidades y deseos humanos, o para
intercambiarse por ctras cosas, pero
si €stas no satisfacieron alguna ne-
cesidad o deseo, no podrian venderse.

Todavia quedan efemplos aislados de
este tipo de relacidn, en algunos
pueblos pequefios donde sxisten toda-
via artesanos locales, como, por
ejemplo, el panadero, o el zapatero;
