On the morning of July 8th., his wife appeared
in court to fight the charges of “assault’’ and

‘causing a disturbance’ arising out of her
militant demonstration against the Canadian
Labour Congress and their class collaborationist
policies She was jailed for 28 days for 'con-
tempt

In the afternoon of July 8th., Fred Herzog was
arrested from Susan’s house along with another
anti-impertalist fighter and both were charged
with “‘defamatory libel " Both Fred Herzog and
the other comrade, lan Walker, were brought
before the magistrate on July 15th. and the bail
was set for Fred, at § 00 and for Ian, at
$5,000.00. The date for the preliminary hearihg
was set for August 5th. 5

On August Sth., various ‘“exhibits" were
produced before the magistrate as *proof " ‘that
there is enough “‘evidence’ to proceed with a
“‘defamatory libel” case. The '‘exhibits” in-
cluded: Photographs of posters of the great
revolutionary leaders, Chairman Mao, and
Comrade Lin Piao and works of Marx, Engels,
Lenin and Stalin. Other documents included the
PROGRESSIVE WORKER'S JOURNAL, dated
June 29th. These documents and revolutionary
literature were seized along with a typewriter, a
radio ete. at the time when Fred Herzog and Ian
Walker were arrested at Susan Herzog's house
on July 8th. In summing up, Magistrate Rolf said
that there was a basis not only for “libel” but
also for “sedition.”” What was particularly

In thecase of Fred Herzog and Ian Walker and in
many more cases which have taken place during
this year, it is abundantly clear that in the face of |
the rising antidmperialist sentiment, various |
anti-people "laws” are being used to outlaw t.hej
anti-imperialist strggle.

In court the next day, the tWowomen angrily
demanded that the police explain themselves in
public for their fascist campajgd of assaults on
anti-imperialist fighters. hey roundly
denounced the courts for their consistent support
of the lackey police and U.S. imperialism. They
would not kow-tow to the judge and would not
stop speaking the truth in public. The judge
ordered both women held in jail for a mental
examination.

Outraged by the court’s suggestion that
anyone who opposes fascism and US. im-
perialism is crazy, the two revolutionaries went
on a hunger strike for the ten days they were
held. To support their slariders against the
progressive people, the jailers had Comrade
Kate interviewed for three minutes by an or-
dinary physician. After she had denounced him
for his willing participation in fascism, this
double-dealing doctor told her she was perfectly
sane and then made a report to the judge that
claimed she had a personality disorder but was._
not certifiably insane, i

Back in the court on August 11, Comrade Kate
tried to point out for the second or third time that
she is not Barbara Biley but Kate Gilbert. The
judge, not interested even in that simple fact,
asked whether Kate was looking for trouble, and
she pointed out that it is the fascists who are in
real trouble these days. When she demanded to
know whal she was charged with, the judge
dragged out the bogus mental examfhatioh and
suggested it might be Kate's ‘personality
disorder’ that was making her point out that she
was in the court because the police and courts
are actively robbing the people of their
democratic rights. The judge demanded an
apology from Kate for seeking truth from facts,
and she in turn demanded an apology from the
fascist police for their anti-people, anti-
democratic, pro-imperialist activity. The judge,
frenzied, sentenced her to 30 days for contempt

yﬁh and pleaded with the police to “take her away

and take her in a wagon as fast as you can.”

Malthus was living in
England through a period when the resulls of
capitalist exploitation were most glaring, and

requirements, or with surveys carried out on
healthy individuals with no economic reason for
not consuming more food, for example in Ceylon
(Clark — Population Growth and Land Use.) and
b) that a person is malnourished unless 20% of
his calorie intake is from animal products, fruit
and vegetables, and fats and oils, an argument
which is expanded upon in FAO's *“Third World
Food Survey'. No evidence is given for this,
apart from the statement that it is “generally
agreed’’. FAQ has produced a sm&

protein requirements a
malnourished unless he is eating a certain
percentage of animal protein. There is no
evidence for these conclusions, and in fact the
evidence points to the opposite conclusion — as
FAOQ's own results show — that people do not
take their food in this proportion. Vegetarian
sects are known whose members consume no
animal protein at all, not even eggs or dairy
products, with no observed ill-effects.

J.R. Malthus (1766-1834), an Anglican
clergyman and reactionary economist who
published an “Essay tn Population'’ in 1798,
used the argument that:

1) the population cannot increase without the
means of subsistence — in other words, people
need food, and more people need more food.

2) the population does -increase, but in
geometrical progression (1,248 etc.) sherens

the attendant increase in food production is in

existing social order, as well as at the same time
claiming that he was in favor of the best possible
organisation of society. There was nothing
wrong with the system, what was wrong was that
there weretoo manyappressed people. Instead of
halping the oppreéssed people to overthrow their
oppressars, this god-fearing Reverend Malthus
gave reasons why there would continue to be
oppressed peaple — it was in the nature of things,
since he showed that there would always be a

rreport on  shortage of food for the oppressed classes and
son being _hations. In this situation it was necessary to have

an elite class, for instance to provide a class of
qonsumers to consume the things that the
working class were producing. By virtue of their
position and their wages, the working class
tr could not be s (because
they had no money!) but they did need to work,
and it was therefore necessaty for there to be a
class of consuming parasites — lo keep:the
wheels of production *urning. (What a charitable
thought!)

What could one do in this situation? Charity
would do no good, since this could only
ultimately put the price of articles up by ar-
tificially ~ increasing the amount of money
available. ““When anarticle is scarce and cannot
be distributed to all, he that can show the most
valid patent, that is he who offers most money
becomes the r."' The whole system was
in a state of equilibrium, and raising one section

of society would just depress others. There was
nothing that could be done — “To prevent the
recurrence of misery, is, alas! beyond the power
of man."

“Famine seems to:be the last, the most
dreadful resource of nature.” If vicés and wars
failed to keep the population down, epidemics
would follow. 'Should success still be in-
complete, gigantic inevitable famine stalks in
the rear, and in one mighty blow, levels the
population with the food of the world.”

Malthus regarded the means of production as
fixed, and the relations of production controlling
these means of production as untenable. The
means of production and social organisation
were subject fo refinement, but not to any
qualitative development and change. The history
of human society, before and after Mélthus,
convincingly illustrates that the stage of the
development of the means of production is the
limiting fact or on the nature and extent of
human production. The resources of nature are
infinite, though at any one place and time they
are finite. Marx said in Capital (Vol. 1 p. 187}
“'Labour is in the first place, a process in which
both man and nature participate, and in which
man of his own acgord starts, regulates and
controls the material reactions between hjmself
and nature. He opposes himself to naturgas one
of her forces, setting in motion arms and legs,
heads and hands, the natural forces of his body,
in order to appropriate nature's production in a
form adapted to his own wants.” The relation
between man and nature, the man's means of
trapping the infinite, is the means of production.
The means of have .developed
through  various hunting  and
agriculture to modern industry

The other factor which can have a limiting
effect on the production of food, or any other
form of production, is the social -organisation
Malthus at once point (A Summary View of the
Principle of Population — 1880) recognised that
unequal distribution of land could retard the
expansion of agricultural production “It must
perhaps be allowed that under a system of
private property, culivation is sometimes
checked in a degree, and at a' period, not
required by the interests of the society’”. But
this, he concluded was a good thing. He defended
the landowner: it made no difference whether
food shortages were produced by a bad social
strucfure, or from the exhaustion of the land, and
brirg into operation all the sooner the “'natural
checks on population’'. *If they (our ancestors —
ed.) had properly called forth the resources of
the soil, it is quite certain we would now have
scanty means left of further increasing our
ood.”

One might ask what is “the properly cal
forth the resources of the soil?". To
Australian aborigine, it is to exhaust the game,
we use up all there is (o be found of a particular
edible root. To the Zambian shifting cultivator, it

is to grow two or three crops in an area, and then
move on to clear and burn a new area To a
feudal farmer, it is to grow three crops on lus
strip of land, and then te leave it fallow for'a
year. To the more advanced agriculturalist ot 1s
te rotate crops, while with the development of
modern technology not only does “properis
calling forth'' have no meaning, but neither does
“'the resources of the soil", since the capacity of
soil depends on the technological developmient ol
man, indeed, as the scientific knowhow develops
with it increases the capacity of the soil

So Malthus' peint that the exhaustion of
natural resources is mevitable cannot be held
The natural resources will appear to be
exhausted just as the possibiliies of the existingg
means of production are exhausted. The means
of production can only make available a certain
limited amount of produce When the means of
production is newly developed (e g agriculturé
over hunting), this will give a stimulus to the
development of the society. a new social
organisation will be developed in accordance
with the new means of [production, and the
population will be able to irjcrease to a new level

r rather, a new rate of population increase will
replace the old rate. which accorded with the ald
means of production As Malthus observed
populations always increase, unless there 1s
definite check to-heir increase

The rate of increasc of populatien, therclort
in an agricultural sociely will be greater thar (i
rate of increase of population i a hunting
society  Similarly, the rate of ncrease of
population in an indus I society will be greater
than in an agricultural society

Malthus openly declared mimself in tavour vt
the existing order of sociely and agangl the
development of any new order: he presi ed a
consistently rigid view of the Werld He looked at
the capitalist society as having developed into
what it is today but could grasp ne origin nor the
end of this system For mm, “Things have

ome,”” men were basically bad. basically
competetive. Which kind of men were basically
bad. basically competetive, he failed to tell
“Man cannot live in the midst of plenty All
cannot share alike the bounties of nature Were
there no established administration of property,
every man would be obliged to guard with force
his little store. Selfishness would be Arium
phant " Our Reverend Malthus again fatled to
tell us who will be the producers of property and
who will be the administrators, surely, the
capitalist system promotes selfishness and does
not oppose it, so selfishness could not be the
central issue

According to Malthus, the only ways to solve
the prablem of the poverty of the working people
was to shorten their life span, reduge “the

pulation or stop its increase. He réfardcd
famine, pestilence and war as a means lo cut
down the population. TQ BE CONTINUED

It has organised several meetings in
Toronto to popularise their movement. Last
year, they held a vigorous meeting to denounce
Gandhi and won tremendous support from all

Two events within the past two weeks have
shown that the national minorities of Canada are
stirring against years of oppression, exploitation
and racism practiced by the ruling circles here.
They are welding together a force composed of
Greek, Italian, East Indian, Pakistani, West
Indian and other national minorities. This force
is capable of uniting with the broad masses of the
Canadian working class for the purpose of
dealing sharp blows to a common enemy — U.S.
imperialism and its running dogs in Canada
headed by the Comprador government of
Trudeau. At the same time, they constitute &
valuable force in support of the liberation
struggles of their own people.

On August 8, five members of the Indian and
Pakistani national minerities were unjustifiably
attacked, arrested and beaten by nine Toronto
All five were charged with ““causing

fascists who are quite well-k or ! y
attacking progressive people in the service of
monopoly capital, distributed a leaflet an-
nouncing a meeting to be held on August 22 in the
International Student Centre in Toronto in the
name of the INDIAN PROGRESSIVE STUDY
GROUP. This was denounced as fraudulent by
the members of the IPSG through an an-
nouncement which they circulated all over

Canada. They also protested to the International
Student Centre for booking a room under their
name and requested them to cancel it. The
social-fascists persisted in sowing confusion and
holding the meeting |

On the night of the meeting, ten patriotic In-
dians went to the meeting to denounce this
gathering Arriving at the scene around 740
p.m . they carried slogans DOWN WITH ALL
SOCIAL-FASCISTS (SOCIALISTS IN THEORY
FASCISTS IN DEEDS)" and “BONG LIVE THE
COMMUNIST PARTY OF, INDIA (MARXIST-

- LENINIST)" The leader (of the IPSG in-
dignantly denounced these social-fascists and
explained that “'the reason that this meeting is
being held by the social-fascists is to sow con-
fusion and to promote their neo-trotskyist line in
order to undermine the unity of the people from
India in Canada " He explained that India is a
semi-colonial and semi-feudal country and the
main content of the revolution is people's
democratic revolution. You social-fascists are
putting forward the line of M.N. Roy (who misled
the Indian revelution in the 1920's and 30's and of
B.1 Randive who played the same role in the 40's
and 50's by advocating that a single-step socialist
revolution in India is the order of the day.) The
Communist Party of India (Marxist-Leninist)
have roundly denounced this line and they are
embarking on the glorious task of bringing the
people’s democratic revolution to completion
You social-fascists are besmirching the name of
IPSG so that people become confused regarding
where we stand.”

Unable to explain themselves, the social-
fascists attacked the communist revolutionaries
from India. Inspite of being out-numbered, they
fought back valiantly and squarely denounced a
traitor from India who has won notoriety in
supporting everything anti-Indian revolution.
The secial-fascists who attacked the Indians
were both members of a social-fascist
organisation and the two-three personal
“friends" and a ‘“‘relative’” of this reactionary
Indian

The social-fascists, true to their nature, at-
tacked two women comrades who fought
, courageously. Their cowardice has no bounds.
When one of the militant Indians angrily went
right into the lair of the social-fascists and
confronted this reactionary Indian challenging
him to a one-to-one duel outside, this reactionary
was terrified and had to get the *‘support" of ten
social-fascists to attack the patriotic Indian. He,
himself, spuriously engaged in pulling the hair of
the fallerr comrade.

The patriotic Indians left after denouncing the
social-fascists shouting "DEATH TO ALL
FASCISTS”. Two Indians left thevmeeting in
sympathy with the patriotic Indians, leaving.
behind only a few in the company of these social-
fascists

The patriotic [ndians were all in high spirits
and kept on with their revolutionary work all
evening. They distributed another revolutionary
leaflet in a meeting denouncing imperialist
cultural promotion in the Indian community.
They told this to our reporter: “THESE SOCIAL
FASCISTS ARE JUST A HANDFUL AND ARE
THE MOST DESPICABLE AND SHAMELESS
LOT. THROUGH THEIR FASCIST ATTACK ON
US, THEY HAVE EARNED THE UTTER
CONTEMPT OF THE REVOLUTIONARY
INDIANS. OUR PEOPLE WILL NEVER
FORGIVE THEM FOR THEIR FASCIST
ATROCITY AGAINST US. WE WILL CON-
TINUE OUR WORK EVEN MORE
RESOLUTELY THAN BEFORE AND WAGE
TIT-FOR-TAT STRUGGLE. AGAINST THEM
WE WILL SHOW THEM THROUGH OUR
REVOLUTIONARY PRACTICE THAT THE
PATRIOTIC INDIANS WILL NOT BE
TRIFLED WITH."

The anti-imperialist Canadians were highly
enraged at this event and expressed complete
solidarity with the Indain patriots.

a disturbance.”” One was additionally charged
with ““assault,” and another with ‘‘assaulting a
police officer

These young workers and § Tts were

gathered peacefully outside Bickford High
School at 1,p.m. wailing to distribute copies of
the revolutionary Indian journal Chingari te
some of their compatriots who were attending a
film inside the school. The organizer of the film,
an Indian reactionary named Syed Jaffree, whe
is known for many attempts in the past to in
terfere with the distribution of revolutionary
literature, tried to intimidate the young
revolutionaries by making physical threats. But
the young revolutionaries would not be moved.
Jaffree therefore joined hands with the Toronto
police, calling on them to attack and arrest the
young people

Six police cars and fourteen police arnv_ed,
They met vigorous resistance from the five
revolutionaries As a result, the police resorted
to the use of clubs to subdue and arrest them.
Throughout this cowardly attack, Jafree stood
cringing beside two of the lackey polic_e‘ La_ter.
he went with them lo press “'charges’ against
the five revolutionaries. Several Indians and
Pakistanis oujside the hall who witnessed the
attacks, cried "Shame! Shame!™ at Jafree for
turning on his own countrymen. 150 workers
from Greek, Italian and other national
minorities who were nearby were outraged, and
loudly denounced Jafree and the police for their
fascism -

Later, in the 14th Toronto Division of the
comprador police force, clubs, fists, and boots
were used against the young people in an at-
tempt to force submission on them, In'the

process, the police spouted every racist and anti- ~

people slur. A sample remark: "You black
bastard, why don't you go back where you came
from”" They also Lhreatened the young people
with deportation. The young people simply told
thern that they were not in the least afraid of
being deported to their motherland.

Hauled before the courts on August 10, the
young revalutionaries continued their fight. The
moment he entered the prisoner's box, Hirsch
Chadda stated in a clear voice: “"NO AMOQUN1
OF RACIST AND FASCIST ATTACKS BY THE
FASCIST POLICE, WHETHER IN THE
STREETS OR INSIDE THE POLICE
STATIONS WILL- STOP US FROM
DISTRIBUTING REVOLUTIONARY
LITERATURE TO OUR PEOPLE AND
EXERCISING OUR INALIENABLE FUN-
DAMENTAL DEMOCRATIC RIGHTS."

This attack by the-lackey police shows how
reactionaries of all nationalities are shamelessly
,colluding to suppress the struggles of oppressed
people and the national minorities. The logic of
these attacks is an outright fascist and racist
logic, by which reactionaries have every right to
attack and repress the people, but the people
have no right to fight back. The struggle of these
five young revolutionaries is a shining example
of the growing spirit of militant resistance
among national minorities against the logic of
these fascists.

On August 15, two more young Indians, Narin
Randa and Ram Singh were arrested at Midland
Community College in Scarborough on several
trumped-up charges arising out of their militant
denunciation of a conference organized by the
reactionary Federation Of India Associations.
The avowed aim of this organization is to
‘'promote international good-will and un-
derstanding. " Its real role however is to promote
cooperation among exploiters against the Indian
people by peddling the lie that India is a free and

independent country, and thus to help pave the
way for furtBer U.S. imperialist penetration and
plunder of India through “foreign a:d"* and other
tricks used by imperialism,

this lie of “Indian in-

dependence,’ Narin ald Ram seized and held

the stage and microphoptes for five minutes,

denouncing all the Indians who are licking the

boots of a foreign power. They pointed out the

iron clad facts: India is not Free, and is in fact a
feudal

In order to”rel
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lony of U.S. imperialism and
that therefore genuinely patriotic Indian
workers and peasants are waging an¥ armed
struggle in India's countryside for the liberation
of their homeland. They then tore down and
denounced the flag of Indian reaction as a flag of
national betrayal. This was too much for the
reactionaries to bear. A gang of fascists attacked
the young patriots and tried to silence
their shouts of “INQUILAB ZINDABAD!"
“LONG-LIVE THE INDIAN REVOLUTION!"
and “LONG LIVE THE COMMUNIST PARTY
OF INDIA (MARXIST-LENINIST)!"' The young
revolutionaries defended themselves so fiercely
that the Indian reactionaries were forced to call
upon the help of the Toronto police, who
assaulted the young patriots and arrested them
on various trumped-up charges of ‘‘assaultil
police,” “assau)t-causing bodily harm,” and
“disrupting an~assembly.”

Later, in the police department, the two
revolutionaries continued their fight. Orfe of the
guards made a racist remark and was
militantly denounced. As a result, one of the
young patriots was shoved into solitary con
finement and held there for the night. -

Outraged by these and like events, progressive
people and members of the National Minorities
Worker's Union called an open mass democracy
meeting among the national minorities to
denounce racist and fascist attacks. The meeting
‘was held on August 15 at the scene of the first’
attack, Bickford Park High School. It was ad-
dressed by speakers from the Communist Party
of Canada (Marxist-Leninist), the Indian
Progressive Study Group, The Greek Com-
munist Workers Overseas, and a staunchly anti-
imperialism West Indian. Bright red flags,
.n'uﬁfﬂnl placards, raised fists and a sparkling
atmosphere of militant resistance soon drew
more than 400 people to participate, mainly of
Indian, Greek, Italian, West Indian and Afro-
American national minorities.

The speaker from the Greek Communist
Workers Overseas pointed out that Greece itself
is ruled by a fascist dictatorship Supported by
U.S. imperialism. He said that people coming
from Greece to Canada are used as slaves. They
are plundered by the Canadian comprador class,
and therefore should unite with other national
minorities and the Canadian werking class to
overthrow a common enemy — US. imperialism
and its lackeys in Canada. In doing se, they will
aid the struggle of their compatriots in Greece,
because U.S. imperialism is also the enemy of
the people there.

The speaker from the Indian Progressive
Study Group spoke about the struggles of the
Indian national minority throughout their
history in Canada. Brought here in shiploads to
act as slaves for Canadian reacticnaries, Indians
right from the beginning have waged armed
struggle against racial discrimination and op-
pression. Racial discrimination was s thorough
and vicious that Indians were even denied the
right to enter Canadian cities. They therefore
organized themselves and formed the Ghadar
party to fight all the Indian traitors and lackeys
of Canadian reactionaries. The speaker said that
dogs like Jafree who collude with lackey police
against the Indian people will not go unpunished.
Indian patriots, following in the footsteps of their
forefathers will make sure of that!

Robert A. Cruise, the leading spokesman of the
Communist Party of Canada (Marxist-Leninist)
said that the Canadian compradors, in collusion
with U.S. imperialism, have always suppressed
and discriminated against national minorities
Not only national minorities but all the Canadian
people are oppressed by the Trudeau govern-
ment of national betrayal. Therefore, the
Canadian working class and national minorities
shoutd and must unite and organize to smash
U.S. imperialism and their running dogs. He said
that the Canadian people have nothing to do with
dogs like Jafree. The day is coming when the
People’s Republic of Canada will be formed, and
all the people from different countries will live
together without the exploitation of man by man.
We all shodld and must unite, he said, and work
tirelessly to achieve that goal

Although the police have always been bold in
attacking revolutionary people when they are

<.~alone, they did not dare to raise even a peep

when the revolutionaries were together with the
people. The police were simply terrified by the
spirit of militant resistance that they saw there
All kinds of workers came forward to say how
they were oppressed by U.S. imperialism and to
express their profound desire to fight. The people
raised their fists in fierce denunciation of fascist
attacks. “Death to Fascism!" they shouted
“Death to US. Imperialism!" The demon-
stration ended with a high spirit of fighting
racism and fascism and defending the fun-
damental right to disseminate revolutionary
literature

These events have gone to prove that reac-
tionaries everywhere are trying to form a fascist
united front to oppose the people’'s struggles, but
that their schemes are not working. Everywhere
they turn, progressive people are appearing to
fight them. Each step the reactionaries take
toward the introduetion of fascism is met by the
people uniting still more closely to oppose their
criminal attempts, and to prove in practice the
truth of the revolutionary thesis: IT IS RIGHT
TO REBEL AGAINST REACTIONARIES!"
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
