1000 COPIES OF PEOPLE'S CANADA
DAILY NEWS SEIZED BY TORONTO
POLICE

‘Toronto, October 19th. Two young
men were arrested and held without
charge for an hour by the Toronto po-
lice. They were distributing copies of
People's Canada Daily News with the*
headline, THE UNARMED STRUGGLE
OF THEQUEBEC PEOPLE WILL BE-
COME ARMED.

The two were arrested Saturday
morning and 1000 copies of the news-
paper were seized by the Toronto po-
lice under the fascist "War Measures
Act”". The two were threatened with
future 'sedition" charges. Duringthe
entire incident the lackey Toronto police
did nothing without specific instructions
from the RCMP. The two were held
and threatened with murder by this gang
of Toronto policemen before being re-
leased. They went right on distribu-
ting People's Canada Daily News, pro-
ving that the blustering threats of the
fascist Trudeau regime do not scare
the Canadian people.

‘TORONTO POLICE TEAR DOWN
MILITANT POSTERS

Toronto, October 19th - Posters placed
around Toronto by the May 4th Movement
collective were torndownby police. The
posters carried the photographs of lackey
Trudeau and Bourassa with the caption:
WHO ARE THE REAL TERRORISTS
IN QUEBEC? The posters denounced
the Trudeau regime for its exploitation
of the Quebec people. The U.S, lackey
police, acting under the fascist powers of
the '"War Measures Act'" ran around re-
moving these posters andharrassing any
pedestrian who was carrying a package
under his arm.

In the past, with the
collaboration of the UAW labor
fakers, the auto corporations
have gotten away with endless
negotiations and political man-
euverings in an attempt to pa-
cify the werkers.

Canadian Workers and Students Staml
Firmly Behind Quebec People

The stand of the Canadian working
and oppressed people of resolute soli-
darity with the Quebec people is evident
in the rising anger of the broad masses
of the people at the suppression of the
most fundamental democratic rights,
throughout Canada and particularly in
Quebec.

One old worker who fought in the
Mackenzie- Papineau Battalion of the
International Brigade during W, W. II
explained to a young woman; '1,283
of us fought in Europe in the Interna-
tional Brigade against fascism. I will
never forget the fighting spirit of the
Canadian and Quebec people. Like a
rock we plunged into the battle and un-
der no circumstances, and there were
hard ones, would we allow the fascist
monster to run roughshod over the peo-
ple. Today our Quebec brothers-in-
arms are showing that same spirit."
He added, "For a long time they have
fought to rule their own destiny. In
the last few years they have been im-
prisoned by the hundreds and now they
won't take it any more.

In Toronto, onOctober 17, a worker
onreading how the fascist authorities are
calling the Quebec revolutionaries
"bandits" and "criminals" indignant-
ly protested the fascist tactics of the
ruling class of confounding right and
wrong, saying: "I'm not a fascist,
they're the fascists."

A hospital orderly pointed out:
"They hope the people will get upset
over the kidnappings. It is just the
Just think of the suppression
the Quebec people suffered in the hands
of the former Minister of Justice.
Another hospital worker, a Quebecois
cleaner, said: "Frankly, it doesn't |
bother me. ['ve-worked all my life
and I don't get agything, They take it
all away from me. "

Students across the counyry have
stood for their right to publish the
manifestd of the FLQ in their student
papers. In Albérta, the reactionary
authorities of the University of Leth-

bridge forbade the distribution of The
Meliorist and threatened the editors
with expulsion, They subsequently
lifted the ban and stopped their threats
but the editor of the paper resigned be-
fore the threat was rescinded in protest
against the suppression of democratic
rights, In Halifax, commerecial prin-
ters refused to print the St, Mary's
Journal because it carried an editorial
protesting the government's attempt

to "institutionalize news suppression

in Canada." In Guelph last weekend,
the RCMP seized a lay-out topy of a
special issue of The Ontarion on the
struggle of the Quebec people and the
War Measures Act. Other student
newspapers, such as the Varsity from
the University of Toronto, have publish-
ed the Manifesto and various articles
quoting statistics exposing the oppres-
sed condition of the Quebec people and
describing their long history of strug-
gle for national liberation.

Students across Canada have held
demonstrations in support of the Que-
bec people and protesting the War Mea-
sures Act. Last Friday the 16th stu-
dents from the University of Calgary
held a demonstration which lasted for
three hours, after which a group of '
about 35 student® went into the downtown
area shouting slogans such as "Ger-
many in the 30's, Canada in the 70's".
In Ottawa, also on Friday, a meeting
of over 300 french students from the
University of Ottawa voted with a 2/3
majority to strike against the War Mea-
sures Act, In Vancouver over 1,000
people gathered at the court-house to
protest fascist suppression and in Re-

“gina 2,000 students gathered in protest,

In Montreal, students from McGill Uni-
versity, the University of Quebec, the
Ecole des Beaux Arts, the University

of Montreal and various CEGEPs rose
in militant protest. Many. students voted
to boycott classes and at the University
of Quebec the students staged a sit-in
for several days defying the fascist
intimidations-of the authorities. On"

the night before the War Measures Act
was invoked, 3,000 youth and students
gathered in Montreal's Paul Sauvé Are-
na hailing the fighting spirit of no com-
promise with fascismtaken by the FLQ,
supporting the new developments in
the Quebec national liberation struggle,
In Montreal the police continue their
fascist suppression campaigns in the
oppressed working class districts by
pursuing their man-hunt for the Quebec
revolutionaries. The people are stand-
ing in a mighty block against them and
the police have been forced to admit that
they "have ryn out of leads'!,

In the Quebec colonialist jails about
400 patriotic youth, students and wor-
kers are detained and held incommuni-
cado. The police have in the main re-
leased only those opportunist elements
who have been quick to disassociate
themselves with the heroic struggle of
the Quebec people.

Due to the support expressed by va-
rious teachers and university professors
in British Columbia for the struggle of
the Quebec people, the reactionary B.C.
government has ‘orclercd the Board of
Education to fire anyone who supports
the aims of the FLQ or the people's
right to overthrow the reactionary state.
Action is being taken against Ronald
Kirkby, Associate-Professor at the
University of Victoria for saying that
it is Trudeau who is in fact responsible
for the death of Laporte, and a high~
school chemistry teacher from Dawson
Creek, Arthur Norton Olsen, has al-
ready been fired for expressing support
for the F1Q.

Throughout Canada and Quebec,
more and more patriotic youth and stu-
dents are standing up eyeball to eyeball
with the reactionary officials, troops,
RCMP and police and declaring loud
and clear: YOU CAN GET RID OF ME,
BUT YOU CANNOT STOP MY IDEAS
AND YOU CANNOT STOP THE REVO-
LUTION!

"negotiations" were held between
management and union hacks while
the Ford workers worked without
a contract for 58 days, But to-
day is not 1967, no matter how
much the imperialists dream of
rolling back the clock to more
"peaceful" days, and this time
the workers took a firm stand in
favor of immediate struggle. Any
outward sign of hesitation on
the part of the sold-out UAW
hacks was swept away in this to-
rrent of class hajred against
the imperialists.

Nevertheless, the UAW hacks
contimed to demonstrate the
truth of Chairman Mao's state-
ment: "EVERYTHING REACTIONARY
IS THE SAME; IF YOU DON'T HIT IT,
IT WON'T FALL," UAW President
Letnard Woodcock, who sald in
1958 that he is in favor of "la-
bor peace," accused @1 of ass-
uming a "North Vietnamese, non-
negotiating" position at the
bargaining table, This is a
sordid attempt by the bureaucrats
to sow anti-communism among the
workers, to slander the firm
anti-imperialist stand taken by
the Vietnamese people and thus
to divide the American workers
from their true friends -- the
workers, peasants and democrat=
ic people throughout the world
who are rising against the same
imperialist corporations and
their lackey U.S. govermment as *
the auto workers face on the GM
picket lines.

But the auto workers, by their
resdlute stand, have already won
world-wide support, Other sed-
tions of the American working
class -- steel workers, rubber
workers, truck drivers -- have
offered help. The strike has
won acclaim from the oppressed
peoples and nations struggling
to free themselves from the same
U.S. monopoly capitalists' power.
In an editorial, "People's Daily,
the organ of the Central Commit~
tee of the Communist Party of
China, supported the auto work-
ers' strike and said: "The
struggle of the American people
against the imperialism of their
own. country is of great signi-
ficance. The fundamental inter=-

ests of the American people are
identical with those of the
people of the various countries
in the world, and they support
and assist each other in their
struggles. By uniting with the
people throughout the werld and
launching a vigorous and sustain-
ed offensive against their common
enemy, U.S. imperialism, the
American people will certainly
bs able to bury U.S. imperialism
once and for all."

Opposition to the union hacks
betrayal has burst forth in mamy
places in the U.S5. 1In Detroit,
for instance, the League of Re-
volutionary Black Workers issu-
ed a leaflet denouncing the hacks
and exposing their trick of
sweeping local demands under the
rug while haggling endlessly
over national demands. Local de-
mands deal with the intolerable
working conditions while the
national demands of the labor
bureaucrats are always strictly
economic,These two examples, of
anti-communism and of selling
local demands down the river, are
enough to demonstrate that these
union hacks do not represent the
aspirations of the proletariat
but-instead represent the aspir-
_ations of the bourgeoisie -- for
"labor peace,' i.e., fascism.

The monopoly capitalists and
the union hacks are well aware of
the strategic importance of the
American working class in gereral
and the @1 workers in particular.
The American working class is
the largest working class contin-
gent in the world. It constituteés
an ‘enormous percentage of ths U,
S. population. It is concentra-
ted in the huge, basic industries
in the large cities. It con-
tains within it large sections
of highly class-conscious mem—
bers of oppressed national mi-
norities -- Black people, Puerto
Ricans, Mexican-Americans, Arabs,
ete. It has already in recent
months done great damage to the
imperialists' plans to initiate
a Third World War and to domi-
nate the world., The blow now
being struck against the imper-
ialist economy by the General
Motors workers has.the same
importance. As well as an auto-

builder, @1 is a major arms

supplier. The @1 strike has
Nixon's fragile economic "upturn'
tottering and is damaging his
hopes for a more reactionary
Congress in the November elsc-
tions.

The @1 strike is a major eco~
nomic struggle by an important
section of the main force of the
Aunerican revolution. When the
exparience they have gained in
the economic struggle is turned
to use in political struggle
through ths widespread dissem-
ination of Mao Tsetung Thought

anong the workers, the American
working class will certainly
ovexiiarow these union hacks,
craate its own revolutionary org-
anization, the Communist Party
(Mar<ist-Leninist), and grasp
the destiny of its country in
its own hands. Then the cri-
minal rule of the U.S. monopo-
1y capitalist class will come to
an end. Then the spirit express-
ed by one auto worker will be
pat into practice by the entire
working class: '"Anything worth
fighting for, you sacrifice for,
Ws are prepared to sacrifice."

Then one
fascist stood up and sald: "Why don't
you shoot him and get it over with?"
The other stepped back and calmly drew
his gun and fired one shot into the da-
zed worker Calloway's chest, killing
him,

This is the fascists answer to the
people who stand up to their bullying
crimes! s is another blood debt
that will definftely be paid in bloed!

Throughout the U, S, the fascist ter-
rorthat has long been the policy of the
imperialists to suppress the Black peo-
ple and other national minorities is be-
ing stepped up. The case of the young
white worker Calloway demonstrates
that this terror is being increasingly
unleashed against all the working and
oppressed people. Beset with difficul-
ties abroad, the U, S, imperialists need
an obedient and docile ‘people at home,
50 as to be able to intensify their ex-
ploitation of the American working
class, Butthe Americanworking class,
will never take these fascist atrocities
lyingdown. The national minority wor-
kers have supplied heroic examples of
resistance to fascism for the entire
working class. Today the young white
worker Calloway has shown to the world

that the spirit of the white workers in
the U, S. is alsothe spirit of uncompro-
mising resistance to fascism, At this
moment, whenthe imperialistsand
their stooges in the so-called "left" are
wildly doing propaganda to slander the
working class and "'prove that the white
workers like faseism, the valiant spi-
rit of a fighter of the young worker Cal-
loway is an_irrefutable fact slapping
these slanderers in the face.

3. Basic fascist ideology

On the ideological front, the hcilg bourgeoisie
has come forward with its decadent and
moribund arsenal of the medieval times:
Mysticism, Racism, Nihilism and Pessimism.
A dying class can do nathinﬁ else. In its death
the big bourgeoisie could give rise to no
optimism, no hoj for the future, no
levelopment of science and no elimination of
the diseases which it has wrought upon itself.
While the working class, the developing and
growing class, the class which is moving
towards world-wide victory, is eliminating
mysticism, racism, nihilism, and pessimism.
By nature, the working class opposes all the
moribund and decadent -theories of the big
bourgeoisie.

The strata which has come forward to serve
the big bour%eoisie are the scholar despots, a
section of the petty bourgeoisie, decadent
artists, actors and actresses, writers, singers,
musicians, painters, etc. They follow the life
style and social practice which best serves the
interests of the big bourgeoisie, which is
characterized by:

1. Eclecticism in attitude or general
outlook, :

2. Detachment from the real problems of the
people (espegially the working people),

3. Isolation from the real, material world,

4. Parasitism in life style and parasitism on
the labours of the working people, :

5. Exuberance about decay — heading
towards total decay. ¢ i

In short, the outlook of the big bourgeoisie
as promoted in art and literature, life style
andF general social practice consists of:
eclecticism, detachment, isolation parasitism
and decay. The core of this is bourgeois in-
dividualism, the festering “ego”, and com-

lete opposition to an£hin§ healthy. By using

is outlook, the bands of wlngansdpargdlru
themselves as artists, scholars, and writers,
constantly prepare material conditions for the
acceptance of fascism. They attempt to
present themselves as aclass or over and
aboye classes, but they are totally entrenched
within, ‘thé decadent system and amongst
them as well class struggle has already
started. i :

They have red several
ks, made comments on the terrorist states
of Hitler, Mussolini and Tojo and have arrived
at simple conclusions: At a certain stage of
the "developmént of the revolutionary
initiative of the working class, the bij
bourgeoisie brings into being open terror of
capital against labour. After arriving at this
conclusion, it naturally follows that nobody in
their right mind can say that the Canadian
comprador state is a fascist state. Two basic
errors are committed in so doing:

The double tactic of exploitation and
repression through armed terror and
double-dealing tattic of hypocrisy and
deception is the true nature of the big

urgeoisie. And this nature will never
change. The working class, by nature, op-
poses the nature of the big bourgeoisie. The
nature of the working class also will never

change.

At gﬂu time, in Quebec, Canada and the U.S.
the main propaganda that the nature of the
big bourgeoisie will change and that the
working ple should agree with the
notorious blackmail and believe in the sen-
sibility of inéperialism is being carried out by
the social democrats of various hues and
colours. The whole idea of benevolent im-

ofallp ity. It is an abstraction which is
applicable in general but leads us no where in
terms of actually fighting fascism. Thus, for
our purposes, we say that it won't do at all to
be satisfied with this general for: i
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for answers. And our answer r problems
was integration with the worke:

The fascist and non-scientific line is the line
of the bourgeoisie hidden amongst the people.
They describe the problem in order to build
road blocks in front of the revolution. The line
isbased on: Seek Facts in Order to Proye P
conceived Notions. This line usually pave rise
to Convince Me First Line. This means that
the communist revolutionaries must  not
organize to change the world but organize to
“‘answer’’ various ‘‘questions or ‘objections”
put forward by the bourgeo In other
words, this attitude leads to passive ac-
ceptance of the bourgeoisie and active op-
position to revolution.

The scientific line is the line.of the working
class, Being the most practical and scientific
class in history, the working class describes
the world only to change it. They have an
active attitude towards solying various
p and they eliminate r set
by the bourgeois line. This meant resolving
contradictions amongst the people on the non-
antagonistic level by actively opposing the
bourgeoisie. i

These two lines came into sharp struggle-
within our revolutionary ranks right from the

Those who are satisfied wijth just *‘un-
derstanding” are not anti-fascists or
revolutionaries yet.

2. The second error made is in terms of
looking at the bourgeois state and the
problems of revolution as abstractions only,
and not based on actual summing up of the
exgerlence of the masses.

hese two basic errors do not lead to the
development of hghtinﬁ programmes against
fascism but, instead, divert the attention of
the masses from the real problem. These
comrades exhibit a high degree of in-
tellectualism and subjectivism because lhei’,
0

perialism is the counter- y double-
dealing tactic of the social democrats. The
social democrats shed many a crocodile tear
in favour of "revolution™, ‘‘social change”,
*‘equality’ etc., but, in practice, support the
imperialists' double tactic of exploitation and
re_gressi\m The working class clearly and
without wavering is determined to uphold the
bright red banner of Mao Tsetung Thought
and oppose the rule of the big bourgeoisie by
overthrowing it.

In the final analysis, the social democrats,
revisionists, trotskyists and their fellow
travellers raise many ‘'‘objections” about
communism villify the People’s Republic of

ina under various hoaxes, oppose the
national liberation struggle of the peoples of
Asia, Africa and Latin America and
propagate the idea that imperalism is “in-
vincible" and cannot be defeated. They are
against all scientific analysis and the
development of systematic ‘and conscious
revolutionary slrugﬁle. They use microscoims
to find fault with the working class and the
Dictatorship of the Proletariat, and.a t the

e time ignore even the most glaring
double tactic of exploitation and repression on
the part of the imperialists. = A

The outlook of the big bourgeovisie
desperately attempts to discredit the scien-
tific analysis and sow large-scale confusion.
On all fundamental guestions, the bourgeoisie
deceive the people because it is in their in-
terests to do so.

The double tactics of exploitation and
repression at home and the double-dealing
tactic of deception means wars of aggression,
rl\mde{ and genocide abroad. In this manner,
he U.S. imperialists have dug their own
grave because this has earned them utter
animosity of the people at.home as well as
abroad.

The fundamental question on the ideological
front is: “WHOM DO WE SERVE?" Do we
serve the big bourgeoisie or the working
class? In summing up the historical ex-
perience, the petty bourgeois intellectuals
serve the big bourgeoisie; they blame the
working class and the people for all the mis-
doings of the big bourgemsle, while they
applaud to the skies the "progress’ made by
the big bourgeoisie. In other words, they
analyse the material conditions in order to
consolidate the status-guo. In serving the
l\\'llnrking class, the revolutionary people ngd

it i the

ly, support what they Erofess
oppose. _Bl_.ll’ experience has shown that the big
bourgeoisie would and, in fact, encourages
discussion only when it is merely a discussion
divorced fromthe rrahlems of the masses.
Our point of departure with these comrades
is:

1. We advocate ORGANISE TO CHANGE
THE WORLD! In the process of changing the
world, we will understand the world better.
Chairman Mao points out: “In order tc have a
real grasp of Marxism, one must learn it not
only from books, but mainly through class
struggle, through practical work and close
contact with the masses of workers and
peasants,” Which means learning through
actually chianging the material conditions.
Our ledrning of fascism is also by dev!loping
anti-fascist _struggles in close contact witl
workers, farmers, students and small
businessmen.

2. We advocate study only when we .. .have

specific problems in ‘mind..”” and we study -

a0 Tsetung Thought, in the main, to use it as

a guide to action.

4. The fascist. method

_ These comrades have raised several ob-
jections against this method. They insist on the
"necessl!fl of knowing the history”, “'going
into details™, *learning what actually di
place’ etc. But they are completely mistaken
about this point also. Because, learning away
from the struggles of the masses is abstract
]parmgg. a dead and woody, sterile and putrid
knowledge which is of no use to the %ruad
masses of the workers and peasants and it
does to reflect their true experience. True
knowledge can only be the knowledge gained

y the masses of workers, peasants and in-
tellectuals in their three revolutionary
struggles: Class struggle, Struggle for
production and scientific investigation.

To correctly handle the problems posed by
our comrades, we insist on developing class
struggle on the question of method. The

uestion of method is the key question and
act, is the deciding factor in whether we ¥
oppose imperialism, fascism and revisionism
or we ourselves will degenerate and become
decadent forces.

The fascist method mainly consists of:

1. Building abstract, medieval notions about
state, country, people, race, history, law and
order, culture, human nature, etc.

2. Proving these abstract notions through

e
revolutionary experience of the masses, and
built guidelines based on this ex%:zrience for
se of advancing the struggle
e beginning, when the struggle
was at a low level, manil petty bourgeois
came forward to_claim leadership of the
revolution, accused the working class of being
non- or counter-revolutionary and did grave
damage to the revolution. But the historical
trend eliminates each counter-revolutionary
force one by one, in a s{stemalxc manner. For
example, in the slruﬁg e against imperialism,
the first traitors to the revolutionary cause of
the masses were the petty bourgeois of the
Proudhonist and Bakuninist type and they
were followed to the grave by Kautsky,
Bukharin, Trotsky, Khruschev, ‘ete. These
counter-revolutionaries are being revived to
do further damage to the cause of the Peuple.
In Canada, after the historical betrayal by the
revisionists we have the neo-revisionists
coming on to the scene to follow their
predecessors. And as the revolution develops,
more and more moribund and putrid forces, in
the name of the working class and revolution,
will come forward to be sm. i
In answering the question: ““Whom do we
serve?’ we must answer the question *'HOW
DO WE SERVE?" The big bourgeoisie con-
tends that there is no other ideology than the
ideology of counter-revolution and we must
smash them by PUTTING MAO TSETUNG
THOUGHT IN COMMAND OF
EVERYTHING. In dealing with the cause of

pure sp: , ete. which means a purely
non-scientific method.

This method, in essence, means:
1. Concoct “facts” in order to
2. “Prove truth"
as opposed to SEEKING TRUTH FROM
FACTS. The two methods-are in constant
struggle. In the fascist method, the fascists
mainly rely on “experts” to develop anti-
working class, anti-people and anti-
progressive theories as well as to develop
practical plans to smash the working class to
commit genocide dgainst the people and to
attempt to stop the forward march of history.
In the name of the working class, these
fascists build anti-working class, anti-people,
anti-progressive black terror. The fascists
contend that the broad masses of the people
are ignorant, incapable of understanding,
need help, and thus require experts from the
superior race to do what is good. They say the
broad masses of the people do not understand
what is good for themselves, ete. In the
proletarian method of work, the main force is
the working people, the care of which is the
industrial proletariat, which rallies around
itself the rural and urban petty bourgeois. The
proletarian method holds that “people and
people alone are the makers of - world
history™, that they are the rich source of
knowledge and that in order to gain this
k ledge we must integrate with them and

e people, re ies
enthusiastically . propagating Mao Tsetung
Thought. They are going deep into the masses
and integrating with them.

In resolutely opposing the ideology of the
big bourgeoisie, we have always opposed its
concrete manifestations. There are two basic
methods of looking at the problem: i

1. Look at the problem in order to describe

it, and
2. Look at the problem in order to solve it.
During the past year and more, several
comrades have raised the question: WHAT IS
FASCISM? And they have attempted to an-

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learn from them.

The fascist method necessarily depends on
*experts’’, learning from books and going
away from the masses, and relying on
my: sm, etc. The proletarian method
necessarily begins with integration with the
masses. We ourscives, when we were isolated
from the masses, learned mainly from books
and understood nothing. When we were faced
with the oppression of the imperialist cullure,
in which we were forced to live like the im-
perialists, i.e. completely decadent, we looked

and developed into an active
struggle against  bourgeois hangiups.
Struggle against bourgeois hang-ups was
necessarily a struggle between the interests of
the working class and those of the bourgeoisie.
In Canada and Quebec as well as in the USA,
the saliant feature of all previous movements
have been their primary emphasis on sub-
Jjectivism and intellectualism and thus they
acted as counter-revolutionary movements.
We, right from the beginning, opposed sub-
jectivism and intellectualism, opposed
division between private and public ‘and
demanded that the theory and practice of all
‘who proclaim themselves to be revolutionary
must be integrated. In this way, we sharpened
the contradiction between the bourgeois and
the proletarians and actively opposed the
counter-revolutionary influence in our ranks.

We also showed the living connection bet-
ween one's social practice and one's con-
sciousness and pointed out that communist
revolutionaries should pay special attention to
their social form. In this way, we linked the
subjective transformation of the individual
cadre with the objective dévelopment of
revolutionary struggle. To begin, we must
oppose all what is bourgeois and is holding the
revolutionary struggle back and, in order to
continue the struggle, we must sum up the
experience, build future guidelines, and
practice criticism-self-criticism.

On the ideological front imperialism has
reached the highest degeneration and the
whole superstructure as well as the econontic
base of imperialism is falling apart. This is'
why imperialistd is openly advocating all'tH
fascist theories. In this respect, as well ag i
the respect of open fascist terror irrespé’cﬁ“ﬂg
of all bourgeois natiowal and international
legalities, U.S. imperialism is rapidly
developing fascism and the time to combat
and oppose it is now. In order to oppose it, we
must hit where imperialism is the weakest: in
the ideological field, imperialism is weakest
on all basic questions and we must tirelessly
do propaganda against it especially amongst
the national minority groups where the
national consciousness is progressive and
exploitation and repression is maximum.
Amongst them, already various agitations are
going on.

For systematic and conscious development
of struggle against the fascist ideolcgy of U.S.
imperialism, we must wage a lireless
struggle. We must explain to the broad
masses of the people:

1. The basis of change, development and
motion,

2. The role of consciousness in history, and
3. The relationship of the superstructure to the
economic base.

The whole fascist ideology of U.S. im-
perialism is centred around confusing and
mystifying these three aspects.

The fascist ideology of U.S. imperialism_is
doing constant propaganda that:

1. There can be no progress without ex-
ploitation. -

2. Whosoever opposes exploitation is against
“progress” and is against fascist law and
