Although still in its early stages, 
the campaign is showing positive 
ef f ects at all levels. Cadres and most 
of our contacts alike have enthusi­
astically responded to the call to 
make an all-out effort in bringing 
about a major change that will en­
able the_organization to play a 

_ more significant and positive role 
in the revolutionary struggle in the 
Unite_d States. 

These successes although very small 
indeed, should serve as a stimJlus to · 
continue the hard work. We must move 
forward in the great task of remoulding 
our way of thinking and style of work.­
Let!s briefly examint: the development 
of the reétificatic•n cai,:paign in sorne 
are as up to !10W. 

ON M-L UNITY 

The need to have a more co11-

sistent and _sysÚmatic approach to­
wards seeking unity with other M-L 
organizaüons and individuals ·is one -
of the arcas in which the campaign 
has focused. 

Iñ this r<"spect" sorne progress has re­
c~ntly been accomplishcd. The open re­
sponse that we made on the National 

Proposal for BuiÍding the Anti-Bakke 
movement by the Wor_kers' Congress 
(M-L) (see Resistance, Vol. No. ) 
represents an important break­
through in our attitude, not only to­
ward the comrades of the WC (M-L), 
but towards the communist move­
ment as a whole. It shows in practice 
that we are attempting to breák our 
small circle spirit. That instead of 
strivlng to develop "Our Own Thing" 
on every issue, we are actively seek~ 

ing unity with other genuine M-L 
forces in order to move forward the 
revolutionary process. 

At the same time, more atte~tion 
has to be given to a top priority : 

the developmynt of a plan" for party 
building that will attempt to lay-out 
a tnethod by which genuine Marxist­
Leninists can move forward our cen­
tral task in this period. The presen­
tation of that plan to the whole 
movement and the attempt to reach 
unity on it-with other M-L forces in 
an open and aboveboard manner 
will definitely represent one of the 
major achievements of the campaign. 

With all probability the most _ 
significant early success in relation 
to M-L unity has been the decision 
of the comrades of the Colorado 
Organization for Revolutionary 

Struggle (CORe_S M-L-M) to also 
initiate a rectifica:tion camp'aign. 
Moreover, steps are being taken to 
link the two campaigns. In this way 
unity can b~ forged in the process of 
ridding our ranks of subjectivism, 
spontaneity, sectarianism, and all 
the evils that affect us all. The de­
cision of COReS and LPR to use the 
framework of the rectification cam­
paign to struggle for higher unity, 
and the incorporation of the close 
contacts of both organizations in: the 
rectification and unity process, are -
definitely important steps toward' 
stabilizing higher unity in a princi- . 
pled way between both organiza­
tions and the individual Marxist-

CARTER REPRESENTS THE 
SYSTEM 

Cartcr is an excellent represen­
tative of the oppression of women 
which characteri zcd the capitalist 
systcm . llis idea o · the women 's 
committec is that its members 
should be subservien t and passivc 
should cooperate with him and not 
criticise him, and shou ld only be 
conce rned \\"i th "\\'om en issues" 
li ke pu tti ng ,,·ornen in gm-ernmcú t 
posts bu t . to show any concern for 
social_justice and equali ty is ab­
solu tcly prohibitcd . lf ti,ley slip 
a little from that role, they are .got­
tcn rid of immcdiately, ali nicetics 
asidc. 

This is no accident. Presidcnt 
Carter represents capitalism and 
thus espouses th c male chau\'inism 
that is characteristíc of this system .

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l_RAN: SHAH ON THE RUN 

The Shah was forced to get out of 
Iran on January 16th! Cracking under 
the pressure of .a solid year of mass 
demonstrations, strikes and armed 
clashes, the tyrant slipped out of th'e 
country on his prívate jet airliner. 
While the flight was billed as "just 
a vacation;' for the tired monarch, . 
it w_as clear that he was rurtning fo:­
his life. 

This was a great victory for the lran- · 
ian people, and millions of them took 

j to the streets in an outburst of joy. Por­
traits of the Shah and his family , once 
displayed everywhere, now littered the 
streets like so many dead leaves. Huge 
statues of the Shah and his father were 
toppled and destroyed 

THE STRUGGLE IS FAR FROM 
OVER 

' While the Shah's departure is a big 
step forward, the Iranian people's strug­
gle is still far from over. The present si­
tuation is extremely complex, and every. 
victory brings new struggles and new tasks 
that must be carried out. 

The broad coalition of forces that is 
making the revolution--workers, peasants , 
women, students, businessmen and Islamic 
clergy-- must now fight to consolidate 
their victory over the Shah. They must 
sweep away the remnants of the Shah's 
imperialist-backed regime, and unite 
around a commo!l program f~r an inde~ 
pendent Iran, free from foreign domination. 

The Ayatollah Khomeini. a progressive 
Islamic leader who has emerged as a popu­
\ar and highly influential force in the lran­
ian revolution , has put forward a sketchy 
program that reflects the demands that the 
Iranian masses are raising. These include: · 
"redistribution of wealth in favor of the 
oppressed; national control of the econo­
my ; a modern industrialization program 
emphasizing basic heavy industry instead 
of assembly of imported parts; mechaniza­
tion of agriculture, rather than foreign agri­
business, to meet the needs of the peasan­
try ; religious and ali other basic human 
freedoms ... ; social rights fo r-women: and 
a multi-party electoral system, ie, 'demo­
cracy' ." (From a letter to the New York 
Times, January 18, 1979, by James D. 
Cockcroft , an American sociologist who 
conducted six days of interviews with 
Khomeini.) Thé anti-imperialist character 
of these demands is clear, and the masses 
themselves have spoken even more clearly 
of their refusal to be enslaved 'by eithe~ su­
perpowt:r, the U'S' or the USSR. 

The realization of these demands, even 
partially, will not be an easy task. There 
are still many obstacles in the Wáy. First nf 
of all there is the new "government" 'head- · 
ed by Shapur Bakhtiar, a renegade former 
member of the National Front Political 
?arty. While Bakhtiar obviously seores zero 
in terms of popular support, he still com­
mands the allegiance of Iran's senior mili­
tary officers. and is planning to use this as 
his power base. At the same time, he tries 
to pass hinlself off as a "follower" of 
Khomeini's policies in a cheap attempt to 
pacify the oppcisition . This duplicity has 
been· fully exposed in recent weeks, when 
Bakhtiar puta ban on ali demonstrations 
and sen t t roops to occupy the airport to 
block Khomeini's return to the country. 

- lt's easy to see that Bakhtiar is the Shah's 
man , and his task is to try to ride out the 
storm and then put the king back on his 
th rone. However. the masses are wise to 
th is trick; the old slogan of " Death to the 
Shah!" has now been joined by a new one: 
"Death to Bakhtiar! "; soon Bakhtiar will 
be on the ru n,too! · 

Then the re is the lranian army itself. 
The highest-paid officers remain loyal to 
the Shah and his lackey, Bakhtiar. They 
can be counted on to move troops against 
the people'~ opposition, and many analysts

. beleive that the generals would stage their 
own coup if Bakhtiar fell . However, the 
real power of ihese officers depends on the 
discipline and loyalty of their soldiers, and 
they have an increasingly severe prbblem 
in this area. Thousarlds of troops have de-­
serted in recent months, rather than shoot 
their own people. Oppostion forces have 
used this contradiction skillfully, winning 
over many dissident enlisted men to the 
ranks of the people. 

Finally, there is the threat of the two 
superpowers. U'S' imperialism has finally 
given up on the Shah (at least temporarily) 
and is now pleading Bakhtiar's case. Jimmy 
Carter actually had the nerve to ask Kho­
meini to give the new e:overnment a chan­
ce to get on its feet! At the same time, the 
U.S. moved ari aircraft carrier from the 
Philippines into the Persian Gulf. While 

. allegedly being used to check possible 
Soviet intervention in Iran, this move sug- · 
gests that our homegrown imperialists have 
not crossed off the possibility of interve­
ning on their own behalf. For the time 
being, however, they seem to be banking 

and Vietnamese revolutions should alert 
ali Iranian liberation fighters to the dan­
ger oLSoviet social-imperialism, which 
always tries to fill the vacuum left behind 
by the other superpower. 

CHARACTER OF THE IRANIAN 
REVOLUTION ,, .

• A free, independent and non-aligned Iran 
will definitely jam up the superpowers' 
war preparations and strengthen the de­
veloping worldwide united front against 
superpower hegemonism . 

At its present stage of development, 
the Iranian revolution is not yet a New 
Democratic Revolution, the n.;w-type 
~a~ional democratié: revolution which, 

comnÍ~ism has nothing in commori with 
Soviet social-imperialism, and to lead .the 
country along the path of the New Demo­
cratic Revolution. Marxism-Leninism 
te,aches us that only if revolution is led by 
the working class and its vanguard, the 
Communist Party, can it successfully cul-

main independent for very long .. i 

Like beasts of prey, the two super <, 

powers will now be lurking over Iran1rwait­
ing until the precise moment in which. they 
can step in and regain a foothold in the 
coufitry. Iranian revolutionaries must not 
let down their guard. 

We can expect that the broader 
conditions of democracy that may 

·be established in the wake of the Shah's 
fascist dictatorship will provide fertile 
soil for the growth of the Marxist-Leninist 
forces in Iran.

Although if was the Vietna­
rriese renegadcs who carried 
out most of the fight, it was 
the Soviet social-imperialists 
superpower who really or- -
chestrated this criminal in­
vasion. As a matter of fact, 
there . were Russian pilots 
and East Germans operating 
tanks as well as ,Soviet advi­
sers inside Kampuchea. In its 
struggle fpr world hegemony 
th'e Soviet Union is definitely 
the more aggressive of the ~wo 
superpowers and the one that 
represeñts the greatest danger 
to world peace. It is this su- · 
perpower that is on the offen-

, sive while U.S. imperialism is 
on the defensive. This is a 
stubborn fact which cannot . 

' ~ -., . 
be denied. No matter fiow 
mapy falsehoods the apolo-
gists for Soviet social-imper­
ialism may invent_. The So-
viet Union is on the move 
and the danger of World War 
111 is getting closer and closer. 
We can reach no other con­
clusion if we look squarely at 
the latest developments. 

It's important to have a good 
understanding of why the Soviet 
Union is the more aggressive -
supt'.rpower and poses the great­
er threat of war. Because it is 

a leve! of arms production that is 
unpreccdentcd in world h istory. 
To top lt off, the Soviet Union 
uses a "socialist" co\Tr to sneak 
into the nat'ioi1al liberation move­
ments wherc it carries out ali 
kinds of sabotage and subversion. 

Presently, the Soviet Union has 
-qeen stepping up its war prepara­
tions to an incrédiblc degrec, arid 
throughout the world it is stepping 
up its attemp>ts to broaden its 
sphere of influence. The take-over 
of Angola staged by the Soviet-a,rm­
ed Cuban mercenaries, and the mor~ 
recent interventions in Ethiópia, the 
backing of the Ethiopian fascist 
Junta's attacks against Eritrea and 
Ogaden, the pro-Soviet coup staged 
in Afghanistan and Sou th Yemen, 
the attempts to further dismember 
Pakistan, the deployment of troops 
along the border withlran, the ex­
pahsion of their-Pacific fleet, and 
now the naked invasión of Kam­
puchea staged for fhem by their 
Vietnamese h;itche.tmen, ali attest 
to the same fact. Their strategic aim 
i~ to encircle Western Europe, the 
focus of their contcntion with the 
U.S., seizing sources of strategic ma:­
terials and controffÍng the sea routes 
thát link it tó the U:S. A frica and 
Asia. Without a doubt, the .Soviet 

- · Union 's aggressjve acts are bónging 
·el o ser and el o ser the ou tbreak of a 
ncw war. By achieving these import­
ant victories in seeking world hege­
mony the USSR is gathering strate­
gic military strength in order to 
control even broader regions of the 
world. For example, the invasion 
of Kampuchea presents a big thre<;it 
to its neighbors in that Southeast 
Asían region, Thailand, Singapore 

-and Malaysia, as well as to the 
People's Republic of China. Furthcr, 
the fact that they have increased 
their ability to sneak into national -
liberation moveml\'.nts and have bcen 
able to deviate the path of hernie 
revolutions such as those of Viet-
nam and Cúba th~t enjoy world 
widc prcstige and support shows 
just how dangerous their "socialist" 
cover is. This is so to such an extent 
that 'these revolutions have been de­
feated, not by the intervention of 
u.s~ imperialism, but by revisionism, -
and in the case of Democratic Kam-­
puchea, by the-sheer force of the 
revisionist's arms. 

There is no doubt that the Soviet · 
Union-Vietnamese take-over of De­
mocratic Kampuchea has tremendous-

Th e way it works in this shop

Comradc: 

Tl~e problems you are faci ng 
are also the prob lems o f th ousands 
o f other workers throughout the 
co untry, creatcd by the rnling class 
to div ide thc working class. T he st ru­
gglc against factory bosses, again s~ .. 
bankers, land lo rds, government 0 111 -
cials , etc., cannot be success ful un­
less wc are united . So the cap italists ' 
do cvcryth ing to underm in e ou r 
unity. 

Your app roach , o f try ing to con­
vince wo rkers and o r struggling for 
unity aga inst thc anti-Greek fee l­
ings, is 'a good onc.

To aggravatc the situation fur­
thcr, sorne of the women work 
through the 10 minute break and 
the one-half hour lunch period. 
Although legally this is not supposcd 

to happcn according to the 
cont ract, the forcmcn makc belicve 
that they don't see anyth1ng. Vár~ 

ious people, am ong them the shop 

nough, th e rat es are raised and wor­
kers are ba~k wh ere they atarted 
from. 

Though 'temporarily, th ose wor­
kers who produce m ore will be 
earni ng a bit o f extra money, in the 
long run this backfires because as 
the ra tes are ra ised they'll be stuc k 
wit h the same wages while bei ng 
forccd to produ ce much more for , 
the capitali st bosses. This obviously 
affects a li workcrs adversely, and 
the only real winner is the capital ist. 

THE CAPITALIST CRISIS 

You say that as a result o l' the ex­
tra work by sorne women the com - · 
pany has been able to raise the rates 
and "sorn e h ave been laid off o r are 
constanlly threatened with lay o ff 
because o f this" . The cap italists are 
ablc to use lay o rís as a too! to keep 
workers in line because of the great 
reserve anny o f uncrnployed that is 
always availab le to them. Other wor­
kers shouklnot be b l<i rn ed fo r thcse 
lay o ffs , but ra thc r, cap italism itself 
which pu ts workcrs a t th e merey o f 
thc ups ancl .Jowns of thc economy. 

.Th e capit ali st c risis today makcs 
thi s si tuat ion cve:1 worsc. The capi­
tali sts want to place th e burdc.n o f 
thc crisis on our backs, and thus the 
specd-ups, lay offs, etc., This is. , 
wha t should be brought ou t to thl'.

steward and myself, have spokcn 
to sorne of thc womcn that do this 
and they stop for á day or so,.but 
once again they begin doing the 
smnc thing. The rest of the womcn

are very, upset and angry. Sin ce 
unfortunatcly it is the older Greek 
women (not ali of them) that are do­
ing it, this has given ri~c to a prejudice 
against Greek peoplc in general, and 
there is a lot of hostility against 
these w.omen in p articular. 

In combatting this type of di­
visive feelings, 1 have pointed out 
to th e example of m an y other Greek 
women who have united with the 
rest of us in the shop wh o try to 
keep· the rates dmyn by not produc­
ing as much, and who have also tried 
to help by serving as interpreters in 
our conversations trying to convince 
the older G.reek wom en not to work 
through thc br.eak and lunch periods. 
I have also pointed out. that these 

communists and advanced elem ents 
of th e class must not only fight ag­
ainst the wage slave ry of capitalism , 
but against the slave ry of the mind 
as well. Th e fact that we owe nothing 
to the company, but that on th e 
contrary, capitalists, who get rich off 
off the sweat of our labor, owe us -­
th is must be exp lained over and ove r 
aga111. 

Further, we must show, with our 
example, and drawing from the ex ­
perience o r the working class as a 
\Nh ole, that only through militant 
stru ggle can we begin to improve 
our working conditi ons . T hat th e in­
te rests of capitali sts and workers are 
completely at o<lds and therefore, 
tha t capi talists cannot, of their own 
free will , imp rove such conditions. 
And we have to show, wi th our 
example, that only by figh ting to ­
get.h er can we win· victori es in our 
struggle.

Two workers dead and seventeen 

cases confirmed. We all remember 
the.recent outbreak of Legionaires 

; Disease in New York City, Garment 
District this past summer. The capi- · 
talists ánd the state tried very hard 
to show us their "concern"··fot our 
safety-and health. The public's con­
cern was placated by a numher of 
official investigating teams that were 
sent to investigate the elusÍve vfrsus 
and put an end to it, before more 
people were q:posed and infectcd. 
After a while no new cases were re­
ported- even though the scientists 
had supposedly found nothing. 

But as we were to see once again, 
the capitalists' only concern .were for 
themselves, and the states' primary 
function to protect the interests of 
the ruling dass. How <loes this case 
show this to ·be tfue? Simple. It 
was recently announced that ·back 
in early December, a team of state ·· 
scientists had isolated a source, of 
the Legionaires Disease in .á water 
sample taken from the water at 
Macy's department store in the 
heart of New York City. Why was­
n't this information made public 
until mid-J anuary - over a month 
after the discovery? The answer, 
as put ·forward' by the investigators, 
was as apalling as it was clear. The 
fact of the matter was that they 
were pressured by Macy's not to 
disclose the inforrnation in early 
December. Macy's was afraid thát 
a disclosure, two weeks ,before 
ºChristmas, would severly hurt 
their Christmas sales. But, what 
about the prospect of the people

For the great majority of working 

women, breastfeeding their infants is 
almost unthinkable, let alone doing 
so at the job, where there-is no child 
care provided, and where breaks are 
ususally no more than 5-10 mi11utes. 

Yet, firefighter Linda' Eaton deci-
. ded to nurse her son at her fire sta­
tion in Iowa City, Iowa. Although 
thiswasdoneduringherpenonal 
time, she was ordered to stop. She 
refused and was subsequently sus- -­
pended from thei force. At court, 
however, the judge 'ruled in her fa­
vor, allowing her to continue nur­
sing her 4 morith old son, twice a 
day, andas long as it didn't inter­
fere with the "training, study, pro­
éedure, or her ability to rcspond to 
e,mergency fire calls. ·~ 

Breastfeeding is one of the demo­
cratic rights crf both women and 
children. The lo-wer court decision 
to allow firef(ghter Eaton to nurse 
her baby at the job is an important 
victory. The battle is of course not 
over since the de.cision is a tempora­
ry one pending investigation, and it 
is also bound to be appealed by the 
fire department bosses. Neverthe'­
less, it is a breakthrough for women 
in capitalist U.S.A. -

Somé time ago, the U S Suprcme 
Court ruled deriy ing women the right 

shopping and working in the i rea 
coming down with the disease? 
Well, for the capitalists, that seemed 
to be a minar risk compared to 
their lost of profits. , , 

Faced with the prospects of los­
ing millions in sales ami beiiig1stuck 
with a huge surplus of inventory ex­
pressly bought for the Christmas 

1 season, the capitalists had· no choice. 
Announcemerit of the discovery 
would keep people away in the thou­
sands. For the capitalists thei:r pro­
fits are more important than the 

e health.and_ safety of the countless . 
number of people who do their · 
Christmass shopping at Macy's and 
in the surrounding area, to say no­
thing of their employees. The in­
vestigators carried out their jobs as 
servants of the capitalist state . . They 
símply followed the arder not to 
"leak" information affecting the 
health and safety of millions of 
people until after Christmas. And
