NEW MEXICO STRUGGLE!

A massive struggle has developed in Albu-
querque, New Mexico around the death on Nov-
ember 4th of 64 year old Benses Padilla, an
employee of the Albuquerque Public Schools (APS)
system. Padilla was killed while operating a
post-hole digger. The machine was old and worn-
out, and the throttle had been wired down so
that it could run only on the fastest speed.
Benses who was of slight build hit a rock with
the machine and lost control of it because the
machine could not be slowed down. The digger
first hacked off his ear and then spun re-
peatedly against his head until he was dead.

Padilla"s death is the latest incident in
a struggle dating back to an August Strike by
the APS workers. The workers had struck for
a wage increase of 6 cents an hour and for
safer working conditions. APS fired 321 workers
for participating in the strike After the
strike the school system rehired only 276 of the
strikers and refused to rehire the remaining 45
workers. Those rehired lost their seniority,
vacation and sick leave benefits. When the 276
reported back to the job, many were harassed
for their participation in the strike by being
forced to work on jobs that they didn"t know

were unable to do. Benses Padilla was one
of those workers. Although he was only a few
months from retirement Padilla became involved
in a city-wide rank and file coalition that is
fighting to get the 45 workers reinstated and
to regain all lost benefits. Thus far. the APS
disclaims all responsibility for Padilla“s
death and rejects the demands of the coalition.

THE CHICANO NATION

Albuquerque is a city in part of the oppres-
sed Chicano nation in the Southwestern United
States. For decades this nation has been con-
trolled by Anglo-American imperialism which has
super-exploited the labor of the Chicano people
in order to develop mines, railroads, factories

and large-scale agricultural production. The
capitalists pocket most of the fruits of all this
labor, while the workers are not even given
enough wages to live on. The Chicano nation

has one of the highest unemployment rates in

the U.S.* at the same time that the imperialists
garner fabulous profits from the region. The
large corporations make an average of $2,000

per year for every Chicano, man, woman and child
xn New Mexico.

One of the ways that the imperialists seek to
keep the Chicano nation under control is through
their racist school system. Chicanos are denied
the right to learn their true history and culture,
as well as the right to speak their own Spanish
language. They are taught, instead, the oppres-
sors view of history, which glorifies the role
of the imperialists as the bearers of "progress"
and "civilization” to the Southwest, while Chi-
canos are depicted as a lazy, shiftless and un-
cultured people whose revolutionary heroes are
a bunch of "bandits"”. The Albuquerque Public
School system is but a tool serving the inter-
ests of the rich politicians and capitalists
who own the mines, railroads, land and factor-
ies! Like the police, coutts, and prisons the
APS serves to ensure that the Chicano nation re-
mains oppressed and under the control of the
Anglo-American imperialists.

THE CURRENT STRUGGLE

Because of the history and conditions enumer-
ated above, the struggle around Benses Padillas
death and for the reinstatement of the 45 workers
quickly assumed a political character. The Al-
buquerque Rank and File Workers Coalition adopt-
ed, as one of its principles of unity, the de-
mand for the right to secession for the Chicano
nation. This demand is being taken up by hun-
dreds of people in the city. Workers and stu-
dents of all nationalities are rallying behind
the struggle and in support of the Chicano peo-

During his lifetime that great Marxist-Lemn-
Ist, Mao Tsetung had often warned the Chinese
people to be vigilant toward the development of
capitalist elements inside the ranks of the Com-
munist Party of China Chairman Mao had seen the
bitter experience of the Soviet Union, where po-
sitions of privilege inside the Communist Party
of the Soviet Union had caused many of its lead-
ing members to degenerate, to become fat and weal-
thy bureaucrats,
above the working class to a position of actually
exploiting the working class

Such a process, Mao said, is inevitable un-

less a continuous class struggle is waged within
and without the ranks of the Communist Party. We
must arm the masses with Marxism-Leninism, he
stressed, and turn them loose, under the leader-
ship of the Party --on every hidebound bureau-
crat and overstuffed party "leader”™ who would
rather take the capitalist road

During the Great Proletarian Cultural Revolu-
tion of the 1960"s several hundred million Chin-
ese workers and peasants took up the struggle tc
keep China a Workers® State, a countiy of social
ism -- where honor is measured by one®"s work and
dedication to society, and not by one"s title or
wealth, where the working class rules all aspects
of life, and where only exploiters (a tiny minor-
ity in all societies) have no rights (right to
exploit) The fury of the Chinese masses shook
the country, and shook the world One after anoth-
er each and every capitalist roader was exposed
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Workers and students of all nationalities in
APS fight help build strategic alliance be-
Aweenworking”®~classjant/hjn
pie. On November 20th over 300 people marched
to the APS administration building demanding the
immediate rehiring of the 45 workers and the
arrest of the APS board for the murder of Padilla.
As the struggle broadened in scope masses of
high school students joined the struggle. In an
attempt to head them off>the School Board brought
police and dogs onto the school grounds and sus-
pended over 300 students in one day for not hav-
ing their school 1D cards. In response, over
1,000 students walked out in protest of the sus-
pensions and in support of the APS workers. When
school officials tried to persuade the students
to return to classes, the students chased them
out of the school gymnasium, took over their
microphones and walked out. Right now the Rank
and File Workers Coalition has mobilized vo"1-
ars from all over the city and students from a
number of high schools and from the University
of New Mexico. Communists are also participat-
ing in the coalition and have advanced the de-
mand for the right of political secession for
the Chicano nation. The coalition is demanding
that Chicano students be given democratic con-
trol of their student organizations (MEChAs),
and that school curriculum include the real
history and culture of the Chicano people. They
have called for a citywide boycott of students
of all nationalities until their demands are met

STRATEGIC ALLIANCE

ATM (M-L) repeatedly stresses that our social-
ist revolution will be achieved by the working
class in alliance with the national movements in
this country. In order to achieve this alli-
ance the working class of all nationalities,
but most especially the Anglo-American workers,
must take up and champion the struggle for the
equality of all nationalites and for the right
of the oppressed nations to political secession.
Only in this way can the capitalist-fostered mis-
trust and suspicion among the workers of the
various nationalities be overcome and the strong-
est unity forged.

We must support the right of the Chicano peo-
ple to be taught their history, to use their
own language, to control the land, factories
and natural resources of their nation, to have
complete political control over their nation.
The APS struggle is a part of the liberation
movement of the Chicano people, it is a part
of a movement aimed at our common enemy--the
U.S. imperialist class We must aid this move-
ment with" all of our resources, in order that we
may bring closer the day when imperialism will
fall and the rule of the working class will be
established, and the unity of all nations and
peoples in the United States will be ensured.”

CARTER WANTS WWORKERS

With the "mere" expenditure of $35 million
dollars Jimmy Carter, a “peanut farmer” worth $6
million, has won the presidential election Using
a liberal facade Carter was able to win the sup-
port of a large percentage of Black Voters, as
well as that of many union workers Carter won
the election with 51% of the vote total, getting
the votes of 94% of the Blacks who voted, and
65% of the union members who voted. Carter and
the Democratic Party are crowing that his elec-
tion represents a reestablishment of the old De-
mocratic Party Black-labor coalition But the
facts give a different picture. Actually only 53%
of the eligible voters went to the polls, which
illustrates the mass disgust with capitalist pol-
itics m general. With this perspective we can
see that Carter®s 51% is really only about h of
the actual voting population. This reduces the
real percentage of Blacks and workers who voted
for Carter to a decided minority of the people.
Nevertheless it would be wrong to dismiss the ef-
fect of Carter®s liberal demagogy of significant
numbers of minorities and working class voters.
Along with Carter other pseudo-populist poli-
ticians were elected in November, such as S 1
Hayakawa as senator m California and Daniel Moy-
nihan as senator of New York. Moynihan and Haya-
kawa were elcted largely as a result of their
rhetoric directed against the "Washington estab-
lishment™ They sought to imply that they oppose
corporate control of the government and the resul-
tant trend towards state monopoly capitalism
They were successful m deceiving a number of vot-
ers with this pose -- including a number of work-
ing class voters This is understandable given
the growing depth of the current phase of the im-
perialist crisis and the patent failure of the
current set of capitalist politicians to resolve
it. But it is exactly through such demogogy that
fascism can steal into power. Playing on the
justifiable anger of the masses, and in particu-
lar the petty-bourgeois masses, the fascists try
to portray all bourgeois democracy as hopeless,
with the only alternative being a "strong"” (fas-
cist) government. We must be on our guard

CARTER"S CAMPAIGN LIES

During his campaign Carter was promising that
he would make the economy his "number one prior-
ity"”, and that he would be bold in attacking the

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problem of unemployment. He promised that unem-
ployment would be down to 4 4% by the end of his
first term from its present 8 1% OFf course what
this means in real terms is that Carter will be
satisfied to have "only"™ 4 million workers walking
the streets without jobs from the present "offi-
cial” figure of 8 million This is a revealing
self-exposure by a foremost capitalist represen-
tative -- capitalism inevitably means a large
number of its citizens must remain unemployed,
to haunt the unemployment and welfare lines in
order to stay alive.

But since his electon Carter has had to admit
that the U S working class will have to "live
with" an unemployment rate of from 5%-7% for the
next four years (Washington Post, Nov 16,1976),

because efforts to create jobs quickly might fuel
inflation (Wall Street Journal, Nov 16, 1976).

As can be expected, Carter is taking his cue from
the monopoly capitalists who make tremendous pro-
fits from unemployment He has said, for example,
that he will appoint his top economic advisers

and policy makers who are "generally satisfactory"
to big business (L A Times, Nov 4, 1976) He
hints that he might go for a tax cut, because
“inflationary pressures”™ will be offset by high
unemployment (which he promised to reduce) and
unused plant capacity.
contradictions have the working class as their
victims Carter is quickly abandoning his lib-
eral mask and showing himself to be only one
more capitalist politician out to guard the pro-
fits of the corporations and banks.

FOREIGN POLICY

While running for election Carter promised a
more "human' approach to foreign affairs. Well,
human beings are divided into classes Let"s see
just which class of "humans™ Carter will repre-
sent m his foreign policy

In Southern Africa we are witnessing a mass
movement of millions of downtrodden people -- co-
lonial slaves in rebellion, who are determined
to fight and die for their freedom and independ-
ence Against them (m Azama, Namibia and Zimba-
bwe) stand the racist regimes of South Africa and
Rhodesia, backed by the military and economic
might of US. imperialism, which has bil-
lions invested m those countries. Against them
also stands the social-imperialist USSR which is
itself plundering the African continent for its
riches on an increasing scale. But Carter"s "hu-
man' approach includes the prospect of direct
military intervention In a November L A. Times
article, Carter said that "there are resources
only Africa can supply us. and therefore, he
can"t rule out" direct military aid or direct
military intervention in Southern Africa. Not on-
ly that,
the racist regimes as
course, they would be
superprofits made by General Motors,
et al m Southern Africa.)

Recently the capitalists have made a great
hullaballoo out of the fact that Carter®s church
m Plains, Georgia has graciously assented to al
low Blacks to become members of their congrega-
tion As Carter said, borrowing the slogan of th
radicals of the "60"s, '"the whole world is watch
ing" his church In reality, Carter said, the
Church had only intended its racist segragation
rule to keep out "agitators". And what Carter
meant by an agitator became quickly apparent whe
he referred to the Reverend Clennon King, a Blac
man who vowed that no one had the right to excluc
him from Church services, as 'crazy" Carter sai
that he would definitely vote to keep an "agi-
tator” such as King from joining the congregatior
We can see just what kind of Blacks Carter is
"friends" of -- those few who are content with
their oppression, and who do not "agitate" agains
racism. But all thosewho dare to rebel must be
“crazy'", and do not even have the right to attenc
the Church of their choice. Such is the outlook
of our liberal president Carter

SOCIALISM

Each day brings fresh evidence of the decay ar
corruption of capitalism More and more is its
democracy being exposed as CAPITALIST democracy -

that is, democracy for the capitalists and dicta-
torship for the rest of us. The only answer is
to exactly turn the tables --to set up a society

where the laboring majority enjoys democracy (ree
majority rule), and where those who exploit, and

who desire to exploit, are kept firmly m line
by dictatorial power of the working class Only
socialism operates in such a fashion. In place

of the lie of democracy which hides the brutal
features of capitalist"dictatorship, we have the
open proclamation by the working class that it
will exercise a most ruthless dictatorship over
the capitalists until they exist no more, but

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VWO PROCLAIMS ITSELF GENERAL STAFF

The struggle for the proletarian party m the
United States has produced a variety of oppor-
tunist organizations. Very often they undergo
a feint on the spectrum from right opportunism
to that of "left"” opportunism, a feint usually
occurring immediately before their "founding
party Congress" Once the Congress has taken
place we see a reversion or shift into outright
right opportunism. Suffice it to mention the
history of the Communist Labor Party, and the
current motion of the October League. And now
walking through this same 'dance of the ages"
is the Workers Viewpoint Organization (WO0).

In a future article we will examine this meta-
morphis of the WVO in detail, especially of its
view of the National Question. But for now we
would like to examine a by-product of that
change, their claim to be the"leadmg circle"”
of the communist movement with the overall
correct line The WVO says that they have be-
come the "theoretical and practical center”

of our movement (WVO Leaflet) We also learn
in the latest issue of their paper (Workers
Viewpoint, Vol. 1,#7) that WVO has also devel-
oped "in the past year" (emphasis ours, ATM),
"the national scope and organizational infra-
structure to, in fact, organize the genuine
forces of the communist movement."

On November20 we took on the WVO in a forum
they held in Los Angeles. The struggle unfold-
ed around their assertion to be the theoretical,
practical and organizational center of our move-
ment This article will represent a summarized

It has been revealed recently that the state
of California is investigating the circumstances
surrounding the deaths of 139 patients at state
mental institutions. Hearings have disclosed
cases of death by drug overdose, by strangula-
tion and similar causes. Some examples follow.
Thomas Riddle, 37, checked into Camarillo State
Hospital for alcohol detoxification Although
the staff was aware that he had already taken
drugs prior to coming to the hospital they pro-
ceeded to shackle his hands and feet and ad-
minister him an injection composed of 3 differ-
ent drugs Testimony has revealed that the
administration of such drug mixtures is common
practice m most mental hospitals Two hours
after being admitted to Camarillo, Thomas Rid-
dle was dead from a drug overdose. Atr-Napa
State Hospital a patient named Mandi Wright
died from a drug reaction She was adminis-
tered the drug after she had told the admit-
ting physician that she was allergic to drugs
of that type. Clarence Cormier, a 76 year-old
patient at Camarillo died from a strangulated
hernia. He was so drugged that he could not
cry out m pain! These are just some of the
daily occurrences at state hospitals, not
only m California, but throughout the U.S
Where does the responsibility for all of this

hbeBUALITY HEALTH CARE UNDER CAPITALISM

Under the system of capitalism there is one,
and only one, incentive power for the class
that rules, the capitalists--PROFIT Every-
thing else fades into insignificance beside
the unquenchable search for more and more
dollars, for more and more capital Ultimate
ly, the capitalists gam their wealth by steal-
ing the fruits of the working class, the sur-
plus value produced by that class In addi-
tion, U S. monopoly capitalism or imperialism
routinely plunders the labor and raw materials
of countries throughout the world Periodical-
ly, the various capitalist states have waged
wars m order to “protect” and expand their
own wealth, and sources of wealth, and to
steal the wealth and sources of"wealth (colon-
ies, semi-colonies, spheres of influence) of
their competitors These wars result in the
deaths of millions, and the squandering of
billions of dollars (actually trillions) in
social wealth. So is it any surprise that
adequate health care is given the lowest pri-
ority in capitalist society? The only inter-
est that the ruling class has m health care
is profit. The huge capitalist insurance and
pharmaceutical companies reap hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars in profit each year. Now,
when U.S imperialism is in the midst of an
intensified economic crisis, ''non-essentials"
like health care are one of the first services
to be cut-back. So what we are witnessing
throughout the country is a massive slashing
of health budgets and the closing of hospitals
and health centers on a growing scale. In
California, for example, that liberal sage,
Governor Jerry Brown, has said that California
citizens will have to bite the bullet because
of the economic crisis He, of course, was
not referring to the capitalist monopolies who
make billions annually m California. No, he
was referring to the working people, who pro-
duce the profits and pay the taxes. And by
biting the bullet Brown was referring to such
“liberal” measures as cutting the state hos-
pital budget and closing mental health and
child care centers all over the state, as

version of the presentation we made at the Los
Angeles forum

Comrades, we might entitle our presentation*
"Saying it"s so, doesn"t make it so" According
to the WO, they have, in a few short years, all
but built a new communist party--and most of us
didn*"t even know about it Certainly the work-
ing class is unaware of it, but to the WVO that
is not important, that is not a question of line.
But we will return to this question later. |In
any case we are supposed to attribute our lack
of awareness on this question to the modesty of
WVO. But maybe before we "slaughter ourselves"
(WO0"s directive to all communist groups), ue
should examine more closely some of WVO"s claims

NO DEMOCRATIC TASKS

At their forum WVO said that since ours is a
one-stage socialist revolution we no longer have
any democratic tasks They stated that all demo-
cratic tasks have been fulfilled and that it was
ridiculous, therefore, to talk about any type of
minimum program demands WVO has taken to brag-
ging about their "consistency" recently But m
the May, 1975 issue of their journal they said
that communists must " . _concentrate the origin-
al, spontaneous demands of the working class
and all the oppressed and put them forward as
our minimum program . " (Workers Viewpoint, May,
1975, page 19). In any case, their present posi-
tion hinges on their view that we are now m
the third phase m the development of democracy
and that therefore we no longer have any demo-
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well as cutting back staff and other hospital
personnel As a matter of fact Brown has
completely ignored the requests of the dif-
ferent hospitals for increased funding in
order to provide at least minimal services.
The result of this "benign neglect"7--Over-
crowded and inadequately staffed mental hos-
pitals Because of public pressure, Brown has now
been forced to throw a few crumbs to health care.
In the meantime the horrors of capitalism with
its joblessness, corruption and decay is driv-
ing more and more people to alcoholism, drug
addiction, and various other forms of mental and
physical illness It is not the staffers, and
the overworked hospital workers who are to blame
for the situation in California’s mental insti-
tutions, it is the capitalist system itself
which stands condemned for the deaths being un-
covered every day It is capitalism which puts
the health care of the people last on its list
of priorities, which sacrifices our minds and
bodies for an extra dollar It is only capital-
ism which can let a General Motors make over
$500 million m profit for a single 3 month
period, while at a California mental hospital a
patient was forced to deliver her own baby.
(Los Angeles Times, 11/20/76).

HEALTH CARE UNDER SOCIALISM

There is an alternative to capitalism. We
can overthrow this dying system and establish
a socialist system m its place. Under soc-
ialism the state is controlled by the working
class, who run that state for the benefit of
all the working people, and not m the inter-
est of garnering profit. In the Socialist
Republic of Albania, for example, all health
care is absolutely free, and all villages,
towns and cities have health centers and hos-
pitals which serve the needs of the people
Since the working class assumed power m Al-
bania the number of health institutions has
increased 30 times the number which existed
previously. Similarly, the number of hos-
pital beds available has increased 11 times
over while hospital capacity has become 21
times greater than that of pre-socialist
Albania

Prior to its liberation, 54 &/, of the
Albanian population m the low coastal re-
gions was infected with malaria, and other
diseases such as tuberculosis, diptheria,
polio, typhoid and syphillis were widespread
Today, malaria has been completely wiped out
along with syphillis, and other diseases have

cratic tasks.

"Bourgeois democracy went through three phases.

First, m the fight against feudalism, it was

revolutionary, it ceased to be revolutionary

as capitalism grew. Now, m its last stage,
bourgeois democracy is thoroughly reactionary
and it becomes the best "shell”™ of bourgeois
rule. Under parasitic, decaying and moribund
capitalism, bourgeois democracy®s main role
is to contain the proletariat®s struggle, to
straitjacket it. Thus it has been transform-

ed into its opposite.” (Ibid., p. 28)

As we will explain below, WVO does not under-
stand the question of the struggle for democracy
and its relationship to the struggle for soc-
ialism. 1t would seem incumbent upon a'"theor-
etical center” to understand this question since
Lenin called it an "ABC of Marxism™. (We must
also note that WVO contradicts the whole pre-
mise of their position by claiming to uphold the
democratic right of the Black nation to self-
determination But we shall go more into this
question m a later article.)

First of all, is it correct to say that since
monopoly capitalism is the epitome of political
reaction we therefore have no democratic tasks,
only socialist ones7 It is absolutely incor-
rect. Lenin said,

"Capitalism and imperialism,"(take note WVO),

*can be overthrown only by economic revolu-

tion They cannot be overthrown by democrat-

ic transformations, even the most “ideal".

from 1961 to 1965 The figures are much higher
at the present time)

Pharmaceutics, rather than being a source of
profit, are a source of health to the Albanian
people The citizens of Albania are given medi-
cines free of charge when undergoing treatment
in the various health institutions of the count-
ry. We can compare this to the United States,
where the cost of medicines regularly wipes out
the savings of its citizens particularly the
elderly.

Systems of health care similar to *he one
enjoyed by the people of Albania exist in
other socialist countries such as the Peoples
Republic of China, where thousands of hospitals
and health care centers have been established
since liberation m 1949. The cost is minimal
and the care is of the very best As m Albania,
the numerous endemic diseases which plagued
China before it became socialist have either
been completely wiped out, or have been dras-
tically reduced In addition thousands of
teams of "barefoot doctors' have been estab-
lished to travel all over the countryside
bringing health care to the workers and pea-
sants. In contrast to the U S., where many
doctors have become almost a privileged caste,
doctors m China must regularly go among the
workers and peasants, to work with them and
live with them--m @rder to understand their
conditions and needs  In this way health care
is constantly linked with the needs of the
people.

In both China and Albania the incidence of
mental illness has decreased significantly
since their socialist revolutions No longer
does insecurity dog their heels as it does the
majority of workers m capitalist countries
No longer are people driven to crime in order
to survive No longer must people agonize over
poverty and unemployment. Guaranteed a job,
and most importantly, an actual role m shaping
the destiny of their country the workers and
peasants of China and Albania have well-being
and peace of mind. This is the material basis
for the decline m mental illness in those
countires In those mental hospitals which do
exist, the patients take an active part in
their own recovery, engaging m useful pro-
ductive labor, and never made to feel as if they
are hopeless In China and Albania there is no
need to shackle hospital patients--with chains
or drugs. Rather patients are provided with
the proper medicines, a role m production,
and adequate and concerned hospital personnel
who view them not as statistics on a hospital
chart but as fellow workers who have a contri-
bution to make to the common good of the soc-
ialist society
CONCLUSION

The world provides us with two startling con-
trasts. On the one hand we have capitalism,
which '"guarantees™ us joblessness, insecurity
and sickness. On the other we have socialism,
which provides its citizens with work, security
and health Every day more and more people are
seeing that only socialism can fulfill their
deepest needs dnd aspirations Let us work to
expose all the evils of capitalism, such as that
m the California mental hospitals, and win over
more people to the path of light--the path of
socialism. 1
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The steelworkers at Major Safe have won*
December 4, they overwhelmingly ratified a new
contract which provides for wage increases of
50if, 354 and 354 respectively over the next 3
years, a written guarantee from the company of
no reprisals against strikers, and the dropping
of threatened jail sentences against those strik-
ers who had defied the company®s injunction.
Most importantly, they won an agreement that the
contract be translated into Spanish and English.
This is the first time m the history of local USWA
# 1981, which is made up of predominantly Span-
ish speaking workers, that such a concession has
been won In fact, this is probably one of the few
times that such a concession has been won anywhere
in the country.

The victory is a testimony to the determination,
organization and perseverance of the workers, who
withstood an eight week strike, a court injunc-
tion, and pressure from the union bureaucrats,
who consistently collaborated with the company a-
gamst the workers The workers realize that
their"s is only a partial victory, even in the
trade union sense The contract failed to provide
for needed changes in the grievance procedure,
sufficient increases m medical insurance, and
leaves a loophole for the company to continue to
discriminate against Spanish-speaking workers in
job bidding. While the company did agree to lim-
it the amount of forced overtime, they did not a-
bolish it as the workers demanded The workers
have vowed to continue their class struggle un-
til complete victory is won. And many workers

On September 9th,l1tl Tres de El Paso were
convicted of the firebombing of the Popular
Department Store. After 11 hours of deliberation,
the jury recommended 5 years probation for
Ruben Ogaz and Ramon Arroyos and sentenced Alfr-
edo Espinosa to 2 years imprisonment for a
crime they did not commit

The court did everything they could to dis-
courage the supporters of Los Tres from attend-
ing the court proceedings Tickets were requir-
ed to enter the courtroom--but the ticket booth
was closed. The courthouse was surrounded by
county sherriffs, plain clothesmen and even
military police guarding all entrances. All who
entered the courtroom had to submit to a search.
Despite all this harassment supporters attend-
ed the trial and picketed the courthouse demand-
ing that all charges be dropped

The trial itself was a farce From the start,
the DA only had circumstantial evidence tying
Los Tres to the firebombing and state witnesses
were caught in a web of lies. The only "evidence"
the state could manufacture was some bits of
burned paper which they claim had printing on
it that matched pages of EL MESTI1ZO, a progres-
sive paper that Los Tres help publish The state
claims that the paper was used as a wick in a
molotov cocktail However, custodians-of the
store testified that they didn"t know of any
burned paper from the fire. So much for this
phoney “evidence" The court disregarded tes-
timony from a Juarez lawyer that Los Tres had
been m a meeting with him the night of the fire

It is no coincidence that los Tres were rail-
roaded on this charge They are revolutionary
leaders coming from the heat of the Chicano
national struggle m the Southwest Espinosa
is a contributing editor to EI Mestizo and the
founder of Chicanos Unidos, a group that has
led protests, demonstrations and walkouts de-
manding better recreation and medical facilities
for the Lower Valley It is for these reasons
that Los Tres were tried and that Espinosa has
been sent to prison.

Commenting on the trial and sentence Alfredo
said "Liberation is not an easy task, but a con-
stant struggle and we will never he free unless
we have political and economic control of our
land."

Rights Attacked

Iwo years ago 42 women filed sex discrimination
charges against General Electric because they had
been refused disability payments during their ma-
ternity leaves. At this time most companies don"t
have disability plans for pregnancy. These women
are fighting to establish legally the right of wo-
men to receive support - to survive - during preg-
nancy. But on Dec 7th the Supreme Court ruled that
excluding pregnancy from sickness and disability

insurance plans did not violate federal laws a-
gainst sex discrimination. They claim it would be
“reverse discrimination” to give benefits to women
that men don*"t receive Have they forgotten that
disability now covers vasectomies, circumcisions

and prostatectomies - none of which women receive7:

14 black servicemen were brought up on charges.

tinue their attacks on the people.
The KKK and other white supremist organiza-

Three days before Thanksgiving, 142 workers frc
Safeway Meat Plant m Richmond, Ca. were fired for
walking off the job "sick™ m response to the sus-
pension of 5 workers and company harrassment. Thes
firings took place m the middle of a fierce con-
tract struggle, where workers from Safeway and
Lucky®"s cutting plants have voted three times to
reject the contract and to strike. The key demands
of the workers are wage increases, a job security
clause; and the right to have shop stewards on
the floor. Each time workers have voted to strike
local and International officials of the Butchers
Union have forced them back to work by witholding
strike sanction and going back into negotiations
In effect, they are trying to disarm the workers
by taking away their right to strike. They are al-
so stalling about getting back the jobs of those
who were fired.

On November 21, a huge explosion ripped through
the American Chicle Co (Chiclets, Trident, Dentyn
factory in New York City Of the predominantly la-
tino workers 4 are now dead and 51 injured The
blast threw workers and machinery (including a 2
ton cabinet™) into the streets Other workers fled
the plant with their clothes in flames and their
skin peeling off - covered with molten gum The
explosion was caused by kerosene (which layed thic
on the floors) igniting with combustible magnesium
dust™.! Fire officials are protecting the capital-
ist owners of the factory by failing to identify
the cause of the explosion and resulting deaths.
The company is part of the Warner Lambert outfit
which raked in $155,323,000 in profits m 1974
(Fortune magazme,5/74) To these greedy capi-
talists even a few dollars means more than the
lives and safety of their workers
Because of the cutbacks m the budget of N Y City
all burn centers have been closed down As a resul
Chicle workers had to be flown to New Jersey and
Penn At least one of the workers died becasue
of this There"s not one comprehensive bum center
for the entire city of 8,000,000 people, 100 of
whom require burn care every day. At the same time
N.Y Banks are making millions of profits off of
the interest from loans made to the city of N.Y
Even during times of "capitalist crisis” we suf-
fer harder and the Rockefellers etc profit”

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PEASANTS SEZE LAND AS

A wave of seizures and occupations of land by
thousands of peasants swept across Mexico during
November and December For the vast majority of
Mexico"s peasants the promises of the Mexican
Revolution of 1910-1921 remain unfulfilled,
even though the revolution was fought largely
by the landless peasantry as an agrarian revo-
lution. The peasantry, still landless and poor,
has been seething with discontent for years,
with a resulting increase m land seizures, and
even armed uprisings.

It was this discontent that exploded into a
new and growing agrarian revolution engulfing
at least eight major Mexican states after the
government of President Luis Echeverria decreed
November 19 that 250,000 acres of agricultural
and grazing land m the state of Sonora be turn-
ed over to 9000 peasant families. Since then Me-
xican courts have overturned the decree and au-
thorities have moved to oust the peasants from
their newly-acquired lands not only m the state
of Sonora, but in other states as well This is
leading to numerous clashes between peasants and
the police and troops trying to oust them. To
understand this new agrarian revolution, as well
as what our stand should be toward it, we must
first try to understand the current economic si-
tuation in Mexico.

MEXICO - VICTIM OF U S IMPERIALISM

Mueh of the wealth of Mexico is controlled by
U S corporations and banks. For instance the
large agri-business industry of Mexico is con-
trolled by U S interests. The U.S. also dips its
hands into Mexican coffers through bank loans to
the Mexican government. U S Banks rewarded Mex-
ico for its devaluation of the peso by extending
an $800 million dollar loan to Mexico a few weeks
ago Because of this economic domination by U S.
imperialism, Mexico®"s economy has stagnated and
suffered the effects of the current economic
crisis facing the entire capitalist world

For example, the value of the Mexican peso
in relation to the dollar has dropped 62% in the
past three months This has led to an outflow of
U S dollars from the Mexican economy into U S
banks totalling an estimated 3 to 4 billion dol-
lars The chairman of the U S House Banking and
Currency Committee, Henry Reuss, recently dis-
closed that the Mexican government owes U S. banks
$5 5 billion Trade and loan agreements with the
U S. usually contain a clause stating that the
borrowing state must make purchases from U S
corporations. As a result Mexico"s trade deficit
for the first quarter of 1976 amounted to 729
million dollars, most of it owed to the U S At
the same time 47% of Mexican industrial capacity
is unused, while its unemployment rate goes as
high as 40% m the large industrial centers

The mountain of U.S imperialism rests most
squarely on the backs of Mexico"s workers and pea-
sants who have waged bitter strikes and rebellions
m recent years The U S. armed forces and the
Central Intelligence Agency provide money, mili-
tary equipment and training in 'counterinsurgency
warfare” to the Mexican capitalists, so that the
profits of U S imperialism may remain inviolate
and untouched. In spite of this the revolutionary
movement in Mexico has continued to grow and as-
sume wider and wider proportions

SAVAK Hit Squads Coming to

SAVAK is the gestapo type police for
the Shah of Iran, dedicated to stopping all ac-
tivities m opposition to the despotic Shah The
Shahs terrorist apparatus is extending its ten-
tacles into the U S Columnist Jack Anderson, m
j-is daily column, Oct 26,1976, writes, "The Ilran-
ian Secret Police force, SAVAK, was actually or-
ganized by the CIA in 1956 One intelligence
source, whose reliability has been tested, told
us that SAVAK agents hound and harass lranians
in the US, with full knowledge and sometimes
the assistance of the CIA . .. _SAVAK had made
the decision to send assassination squads into
Europe and the U S The guess within the govern-
ment is that any executions will be designed as
muggings The obvious targets would be lranian
dissidents " It is in this light that we must
view the attack on the Iranian students m Hous-
ton by the police department there For Iranians
struggling for the freedom and independence of
their country here, it is a life and death mat-
ter.

ism spread into the furthest reaches of Africa,
Asia and Latin America, building colonies, 5
everywhere cruelly exploiting, oppressing,
plundering the people of these three contin-
ents This period persists into the preheat.
Marked evidence of its totally reprehensible
presence can be readily perceived in the racism
practised both in South Africa and in Palestine.

PALESTINE INVADED BY ZIONISM AND IMPERIAL?SM'
And so the Zionist movement allied itael if
directly with world colonialism in a common
raid on our land. Allow me now to present a
selection of historical truths about this alli-

ance
[The Jewish Invasion of Palestine began in
1881 Before the first large wave of

grants started arriving, Palestine had a pop-
ulation of half a million, most of the popula-
tion was either Moslem or Christian, and only
20,000 were Jewish Every segment of the pop- 1
ulation enjoyed the religious tolerakice char-

acteristic of our culture. - "m- —

[Palestine was then a verdant area, inhabit-
ed mainly by an Arab people in the course of
building its life and dynamically enriching its
indigenous culture - V- JJ
[Bétween 1882 and 1917 the Zionist Movement
settled approximately 50,000 Europeaii/fJewsfin -J.*
our homeland To do that it resorted to trick-
ery and deceit in order to implant them in our
midst. Tts success in getting Britain to issue
the Balfour Declaration once again demoastrat-
ed the alliance between Zionism and imperialism.
Furthermore, by promising to the Zionist Move”~3S%g<
ment what was not hers to give. Britain showed
how oppressive was the rule of imperialism. As
it was constituted then, the League of Nations
abandoned our Arab people, and Wilson"s pledges
and promises came to nought. In the guise of a
mandate, British imperialism was cruelly and
directly imposed upon us The mandate document
issued by the League of Nations was to enable
the Zionist invaders to consolidate their gains

in our homeland
[Th the wake of the Balfour Declaration and

over a period of thirty years, the Zionist Move-
ment succeeded, in collaboration with its im-
perialist ally, in settling more European Jews
on the land, thus usurping the properties of
Palestinian Arabs.

[BY 1947 the number of Jews had reached 600,000,
they owned about six per cent of Palestinian ara-
ble land The figures should be compared with
the population of Palestine, which at that time
was 1,250,000.

[A$ a result of the collusion between the man-
datory power and the Zionist movement, and with
the support of the United States, this General
Assembly early in its history approved a recom-
mendation to partition our Palestinian homeland
This took place in an atmosphere poisoned with
questionable action and strong pressure. The
General Assembly partitioned what it had no
right to divide--an indivisible homeland.
Furthermore, even though the partition resolu-
tion granted the colonialist settlers 54 percent
of the land of Palestine, their dissatisfaction
with the decision prompted them to wage a war of
terror against the civilian Arab population.
They occupied 81 percent of the total area of

Palestine, uprooting a million Arabs. Thus, they

occupied 524 Arab towns and villages of which
they destroyed 385, completely obliterating them
in the process Having achieved that end, they
built their own settlements and colonies on the
ruins of our farms and our groves The roots of
the Palestine Question lie here Its causes do
not stem from any conflict between neighboring
states, it is the cause of a people deprived of
its homeland, dispersed and uprooted, and living
mostly in exile and in refugee camps.

With support from imperialist and colonialist
powers, chief amongst them the United States, it

“managed to get Itself accepted as a LN member,
it further succeeded i getting the Palestine
Question delated from the agenda of the U N and
m deceiving world public opinion by presenting
our cause as. a problem of refugees in need either
of charity from do-gooders, or settlement in a
land not theirs.

For tfee past thirty years, our people have had
to straggle against British occupation and Zion-
ist invasion both of which had one intention,
the usurpation of our land. Six major revolts
and tens of popular uprisings were staged to

,.f>ll these attempts, so that our homeland might
...remain ours Over thirty thousand martyrs (the
equivalent m comparative terms of six million

Americans) died in the process
In the past ten years of our struggle, thou-

sands of martyrs and twice as many wounded,
maimed and imprisoned were offered m sacrifice,
>all in an effort to resist the imminent threat
of liquidation, to regain our right to self-
determination, and our undisputed right to re-
turn to our homeland With the utmost dignity
and tlie most admirabLe revolutionary spirit,

intimidation lhey struggle for sheer existence

JE— It is through our popular armed struggle
that our political leadership and our national
institutions®finally crystallized and a Nation-
at Liberation Movement, comprising all the
Palestinian factions, organizations, and capa-
bilities, materialized in the Palestine Liber-
ation Organization.

Through our militant Palestine National Liber-
ation Movement, our people®s struggle matured and
grew enough to accommodate political and social
struggle m addition to armed struggle. The Pal-
estine Liberation Organization was a major fac-
tor in creating a new Palestinian individual
qualified to shape the future of our Palestine,
not merely content with mobilizing the Pales-
tinians for the challenges of the present. ..

The Palestine Liberation Organization repre-
sents the Palestinian people, legitimately and
uniquely. Because of this the Palestinian Lib-
eration Organization expresses the wishes and
hopes of its people Because of this too, it
brings these very wishes and hopes before you,
urging you not to shirk momentous historic re-
sponsibility towards our just cause.

In my formal capacity as Chairman of the Pal-
estine Liberation Organization and as leader of
the Palestinian revolution, 1 proclaim before you
that when we speak of our common hopes for the
Palestine of tomorrow we include m our perspec-
tive all Jews now living in Palestine who choose
to live with us there in peace and without dis-
crimination

In my formal capacity as Chairman of the Pal-
estine Liberation Organization and leader of the
Palestinian revolution 1 call upon Jews one by
one to turn away from illusory promises made to
them by Zionist ideology and Israeli leadership
Those offer Jews perpetual bloodshed, endless
war, and continuous thralldom .

In my formal capacity as Chairman of the Pal-
estine revolution, |1 appeal to you to accompany
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Palestine Liberation Organization, at

our people m its struggle to attain its right
to self-determination. This right is consecrat-
ed m tKe United Nations Charter, and resolved
upon repeatedly thereafter by this august body.

1 appeal to you further to aid our people"s re-
turn to its homeland from an involuntary exile
imposed upon it by force of arms, by tyranny,

by oppression, so that we might regain our pro-
perty, our land, thereafter to live in our na-
tional homeland, free and sovereign, enjoying
all the privileges of nationhood Only then

can we pour all our resources into the main-
stream of human civilization Only then can
Palestinian creativity be concentrated on the
service of humanity Only then will our crea-
tivity be concentrated on the service of humani-
ty.

Do
not let the olive branch fall from my hand

Mr. President, war flares up in Palestine,
and yet, Mr President, it is in Palestine
that peace will be porn [

grabbed by the throat and put to flight by the

Chinese masses Men who had thought themselves

“invincible"™ and "too powerful” to be affected
were knocked on the seat of their pants.

Liu Shao-chi was one such person He had built
up headquarters all over the country — infecting
whole districts and sections of society (e g ,
education) with his capitalist poison that social-
ism should be built by relying on capitalist meth-
ods and incentives, that education belonged to
an elite and not to the workers and peasants, that
production, and not revolution should be the mo-
tive force of socialism But the people with the
callouses on their hands and the blisters on their
feet knew exactly how to handle capitalist read-
ers. Mao had armed the masses with Marxism-Lenin-
ism, a science which made them invincible and
which enabled them to see through every subter-
fuge and lie put forward by Liu Shao-chi The
"ignorant” and "lowly"™ workers and peasants of
China kicked out the "high" and "educated" offi-
cials and showed that the masses, and the masses
alone, would decide the destiny of their country

Learning from this rich historical experience,
the laboring people of China have been able to
uncover and defeat three recent attempts by cap-
italist roaders insiue the Communist Party to
seize the leadership of the Party, and to turn
China into a capitalist country. They defeated
the would-be assassin Lin Piao, who, when dis-
covered tried to run off to his capitalist mas-
ters m th*e social-imperialist Soviet Union Lin
Piao had denounced the practice of office person-
nel going to May 7th cadre schools, where they
engaged in collective productive labor in order
to bring them closer to the masses, as '‘'unem-
ployment m disguise”™ He hoped to incite a sec-
tion of the office workers with the prospect of
cushy office jobs, separated from the people, to
act as overlords, rather than as servants of the
people He also attacked the practice of intel-
lectuals going to the countryside to integrate
themselves with the workers and peasants as '"'re-
form through forced labor in another guise'. He
wanted China to emulate the practice of cap-
italist countries, where the intellectuals are
taught to see themselves as above the common
working people, a practice reinforced with mater-
ial rewards Needless to say, the Chinese masses
gave Lm Piao and his crew their just desserts for
peddling such trash

Last year the masses, under the leadership of
Chairman Mao and the Party, caught another capi-
talist roader trying to steal the leadership of
the Party, m order to head China along the prag-
matic direction of capitalism. Teng Hsiao-ping
that darling of the capitalist press, said that
China could somehow reach complete socialism, e-
ven if it took the capitalist road He said, b>
way of metaphor, "it doesn"t matter whetner it
is a white cat or a black cat, any cat that catch-
es mice is a good cat " He advocated the use of
increased material incentives, rather than social-
ist enthusiasm, as the chief means of increas-
ing production He tried to turn revolutionary
Chinese culture into a harmless drug of entertain-
ment rather than being a tool of inspiration and
education to enlighten the workers and peasants
He preached reliance on things foreign (capital-
ist) rather than reliance of the initiative and
enthusiasm of the Chinese masses themselves. Well,
the Chinese masses grabbed this 'cat™ by the

CASA ALLIANCEWITH IMPERIALISM EXPOSED

A Congreso del Pueblo, a Latin Peoples Congress,
was held at the University of Chicago, from Nov.
18 to Nov 20th The conference was called to
raise a number of issues of concern to Mexicano,
Latino, and Chicano people Workshops were held
on Latin American liberation, the student move-
ment, workers rights, culture, Puerto Rican lib-
eration, teatros and culture, as well as other
workshops dealing with health, women, mass media
and the church For many of the participants from

the Chicago area it was their first conference of
this kind (300 people attended the Congreso)

CONGRESS HELD AMIDST RISING TIDE OF STRUGGLE

Today oppressed nationality students are fac-
ing severe cutbacks in financial aid, special min-
ority programs, enrollment, etc In the communit-
ies they are fighting to hold onto the social wel-
fare programs which they won with their heroic
struggles of the 60"s and early "70"s But now,
as the capitalists experience one of their worst
economic crises, the masses are encountering
stronger measures of resistance and repression
against them, as they fight to extend their hard-
won gains

Most recently it has been the Puerto Rican
Movement for democratic rights and m support of
the independence struggle of Puerto Rico which
has been the target of some of the most severe
repression

The Grand Jury has been activitated and is
working hand-m-hand with the FBI to harass, in-
timidate, and ultimately jail or kill leaders and
supporters of the Puerto Rican struggle |In the
18th Street Community the people are fighting to
gain more jobs for Latinos, Mexicanos and Chi-
canos at St Lukes Hospital. At Benito Juarez High
School a struggle has flared up among students and
parents seeking democratic control over the school
These are just some of the issues which were tak-
en up at the Congreso However, many times the

workshops lacked direction or leadership and some-
times fell into "discussion groups"™ instead of
concretely laying out plans of struggle and fu-

ture direction This was not the case in all work-
shops, however For instance, the cultural and
student workshops took clear-cut stands m sup-
port of the right of the Chicano Nation in the
Southwest to self-determination This in spite

of a presentation by Juan Gomez Quinones, a pro-
fessor from UCLA, which concluded that there

were ''no Chicanos, and no Chicano nation". Anton-
io Rodrigues, representing the Centro Accion So-
cial Autonomo (CASA) gave a presentation to the
general assembly in which he stated that those
who recognize a Chicano people or a Chicano na-
tion are on the side of the imperialists”

The masses quickly expressed their opinion on
this question Many of the Chicano activists in
Chicago have their roots in southern Texas, in
the Chicano nation They strongly identify with
the movement in the Southwest and the revolu-
tionary history of that movement Also, many Chi-
canos who have spent much of their lives in Chi-
cago have experienced bitter national oppression
and have become part of the anti-imperialist Chi-
cano struggle

JRY ATTACK ON PUE

About 200 people of all nationalities showed
up recently at the Federal Building m Chicago
m opposition to the Grand Jury subpoenas issued
to several Puerto Rican activists Jose Lopez,
Miguel Lopez, and Myma Salgado were to appear
before the Federal judge on Dec 1st Jose Lopez
is a history professor at the University of I11-
linois, Miguel Lopez is a clerk at the County
court house, and Salgado is a principal at the
Cancel Miranda High School. All of them have been
active m the struggle of the Puerto Rican nation-
al minority, and in support of the Puerto Rican
independence movement. The Grand Jury subpoenaed
them supposedly to find out if they knew anything
about a bomb factory reportedly found m Chicago”s
north side, which is heavily populated by the
Puerto Rican national minority

Using the excuse that they are hunting fugi-
tives who belong to FALN (Fuerzas Armadas de Li-
beration Nacional), the Federal Bureau of Inves-
tigation and the Grand Jury are coordinating a
massive campaign of harassment and repression a-
gamst the Puerto Rican community They are seek-
ing to root out and crush anyone who has been ac-
tive in the Puerto Rican struggle They kidnapped
one man and kept him locked up m a room in an
effort to force information out of him. Several
people have been threatened with Grand Jury sub-
poenas unless they talk to *the FBI. Once before
the Grand Jury they can be granted "immunity" -
which really means they can be jailed for up to
18 months for failure to testify

The three activists have refused to submit to
the blackmail of the FBI, and so were served with
subpoenas In court the state prosecutor had to
admit that the FBI was running the show, that
it was the FBI, and not the Grand Jury, who had
made out the subpoenas and served them to the 3
fighters The Grand Jury was only formally no-
tified about the subpoenas on the morning the 3
were scheduled to appear m court. Naturally t,as

At tms Congreso, therefore, the Chicano peo-
ple once again found themselves fighting tooth
and nail to be recognized as a people WITH A HIS-
TORY AND WITH NATIONAL RIGHTS) Like the revolu-
tionary Chicano heroes of the past, the Chicanos
at the Congreso DEMANDED their rights and boldly
confronted those opportunists who refused to re-
cognize them Chicanos and revolutionaries of
ALL nationalities demanded to be heard and asked
for equal time with the opportunists CASA found
itself facing heavy opposition to their opportun-
ist stand towards the Chicano people and their
revolutionary struggle for self-determination m
the Southwest Rather then struggle openly and
prmcipledly for their position, CASA resorted
to maneuvering in an attempt to stop people from
speaking

But this succeeded only temporarily, because
a woman from the Crusade for Justice in Denver
stood up and offered the hour allotted for her
speech to the revolutionaries who wished to strug-
gle out the differences with CASA "Why", she said,
"are you so afraid to let anyone speak™ in oppo-
sition to CASA” A Puerto Rican revolutionary stat-
ed that "(revolutionaries) are not afraid of votes,
(referring to a vote of the general assembly)
Chicanos exist whether you vote on it or not."
Finally, CASA was forced to relent and a member
of ATM was chosen to present a revolutioary view
on the Chicano national question After giving
a brief presentation on the history of the Chi-
cano nation and the development of the national
movement, the speaker asked whether those who call
themselves revolutionaries, such as CASA, are in
practice going
gle of the Chicano people for land, for their de-

mocratic rights, including their right to estab-
lish a separate nation-state in the Southwest if
they so desire The issue was posed in this man-
ner in order to draw lines with those pseudo-re-
volutionaries who side with the imperialists a-
gainst the Chicano people, rather than giving de-
termined, consistent and all-round support to
their struggle (1t should be noted that the Oc-
tober League, which recently accused the ATM

of inventing the Chicano nation in order to pose
as "'super-nationalists" failed to do more than
sell their paper at the Congreso They never once
struggled-with CASA, or for their position of Re-

gional Autonomy for the Chicanos.)
After the presentation 40 minutes were alloted

for discussion and struggle from the floor Speak-
er after speaker challenged CASA to defend their
position. CASA was invited to the podium to speak
on at least three occassions in order to answer
questions and to confront the opposition to their
opportunism CASA refused to say a word They
must have expended all of their energies trying
to maneuver to stop the revolutionaries from
speaking, and so were too tited to answer. But
the revolutionaries did not give an inch -- Chi-
canos spoke with pride of their roots in the
Southwest, of their glorious history and of the
blood that has been spilled by countless martyrs
in defense of their national rights Puerto Rican
and Mexicano revolutionaries spoke m Tforthright
defense of the rights of the Chicano nation

TO RICANS OPPOSED

“impartial arm of justice"™ did not make any pro-
test at this "irregularity” It is clear that the
FBI is using the Grand Jury in an attempt to har-
ass and jail any and all Puerto Rican activists

It was obvious from the demonstration and pack-
ed courtroom that the state"s scheme is backfir-
ing on them The attack has strengthened the
movement by mobilizing hundreds of people in sup-
port of those being subpoenaed --a support com-
ing from the masses of Puerto Rican people, as
well as people from all other nationalities A
broad coalition has been formed m support of the
persons under subpoena and in opposition to the
FBlI and Grand Jury We must support these acti-
vists as a part of our struggle m support of
the democratic rights struggle of the Puerto Ri-
can nationality, and as part of our support for
the Puerto Rican independence movement.[]

CASA -- SOCIAL PROPS

For years CASA has been preaching that there
are ''no borders', and that Chicanos and Mexican-
os are "all one people”. Now we can see what this
means :1T. practice as CASA spokesmen dismissed the
Chicano people as a confused mixture of Mexicano
and Anglo-American They have tried to divert the
struggle by demanding a textbook "definition", a
la bourgeois sociology, of a Chicano

We can now see that they stand shoulder to
shoulder with the U S imperialists who also re-
fuse to recognize the borders of the Chicano na-
tion, and who also make a practice of slandering
their history and culture |Is it any wonder then,
that CASA would praise that other imperialist
superpower, the USSR for sending mercenaries,
napalm, jet planes, etc. into Angola so that An-
golans would slaughter other Angolans7 Or that

they praise the Soviet Union as a '"socialist"”
country when that country oppresses over a dozen
small nations within its own borders — oppress-
ion which has led to numerous national revolts

in recent years? We ask comrades to judge for them-
selves -- is there not in fact a certain similar-
ity between the policy and actions of the Soviet
Union, which also calls itself "revolutionary",

and those of their agents within the Chicano Move-
ment -- CASA?7?7

CASA REFUSES TO SHOW

When it became obvious that there could be no
unity between the revolutionaries and the oppor-
tunists it was decided to adjourn the assembly
and to reconvene later that night When the meet-
ing resumed at 10 o"clock it was discovered that
CASA had done a disappearing act. Even though
they refused to struggle for their position the
crowd of about 50 people decided to continue the
discussion After two hours of struggle the over-
whelming majority of the audience had agreed
that it was absolutely essential to support the
liberation struggle of the Chicano people, and
their fight for democratic rights outside the
Southwest.

These questions were linked to the struggle
for socialist revolution, and to support for all
struggles against imperialism such as those in
Puerto Rico, Mexico, Asia and Africa The Congre-
so showed that, m spite of all obstacles, the
internationalism of the people will prevail This
Congreso was a shining example of the unity of
all nationalities against imperialism — whether
it be through the struggle against the deporta-
tion of Mexican workers, for the independence of
Puerto Rican nation, or in support of the strug-
gle of the Chicano people m the Southwest. in
this sense the Congreso was one more historic
step towards the tinal overthrow of the system
of imperialism [

what prevents bourgeois right from becoming bour-
geois society is that state power rests in the
hands of the workers, who can restrict bourgeois
right, and who can supress any and all attempts
by capitalist roaders to restore the power of the
parasites and landlords And of course, the cap-
italist roaders are also well aware of this and
that is why they invariably try to seize power
by seizing control of the vehicle of proletarian
state power -- the Communist Party. That is why
Mao told the workers if you want to find the cap-
italists, look right inside the Communist Party,
because THAT is where they will try to grab lead-
ership.

But a proletariat not schooled in the strug-
gle for democracy is incapable of perform-

ing an economic revolution."(LCW, vol. 23,
p- 25, 1916)
But then if we are "ideologists of the petty-

bourgeoisie”— WV0O"s rrrrrrevolutionary term for
us--then what is Lenin for spreading such heresy?
He even had the audacity to say that
"“The Marxist solution to the problem of demo-
cracy is for the proletariat to utilize all
democratic institutions and aspirations m
its class struggle against the bourgeoisie in
order to prepare for its overthrow and assure
its own victory ' (ibid., p 26)
We must point out that Lenin wrote these words
m 1916, during WVO"s "third phase”, when alleg-
edly any talk of democratic tasks is "right op-

portunism™. They have even accused us of being
“"more reformist than the October League'" for
pointing out their imperialist economism. And

we must call their view economism if we are to
be logically consistent. If we have no demo-
cratic (political) tasks, then we must have
only economic tasks Is it any wonder why Lenin
referred to this nonsense as imperialist econo-
mism7 The political reaction of imperialism
creates m the masses ever stronger strivings
and aspirations for democracy, witness the mas-
sive uprisings of the oppressed nationalities in
the 1960°s. It is the task of communists to
lead these struggles, to formulate revolutionary
democratic demands and to organize the struggle
m a revolutionary manner m connection with
the struggle for socialism Our failure to do
this will doom the movements for democratic
rights to bourgeois and petty-bourgeois leader-
ship We cannot win the leadership of these
movements and link them to socialism if we tell
the masses that they are wrong to even struggle
for democracy WVO lashes at us for saying that
"Socialism will occur as a result of numer-
ous battles on the economic and political
fronts, during which communists try to lead
the masses through their own experience, to
the conclusion that revolution is necessary
and inevitable."
WVO says that this line,
" .. borders on the incremental democracy line
of "by accumulating more victories and reforms
on the economic and political front, we get
closer to socialism™® This line belittles the
role of Marxist-Lenmists fusing MLMTT into
the spontaneous movements, belittles the way
communists lead in a communist way. It is
the Bernstein line of the “immediate aim is
everything (“palpable results®), the final
goal objectively becomes nothing®." (Workers
Viewpoint, #7, p. 11).
We mus* again refer to Lenin:
"The socialist revolution is not a single
act, it is not one battle on one front, but
a whole epoch of acute class conflicts, a
long series of battles on all fronts, i.e.,
on all questions of economics and politics,
battles that can only end in the expropria-
tion of the bourgeoisie. It would be a
radical mistake to think that the struggle
for democracy was capable of diverting the
proletariat from the socialist revolution
oi of hiding, overshadowing it, etc Oon
the contrary in the same way as there can
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wen,

the capitalists have tried again and fail-

inexhaustible energy and power of the masses in

order to overthrow the capitalists and establish
proletarian dictatorship. It
who think in terms of intrigues and plots,

is only capitalists
divorc-
ed from the masses This latest plot was led by
Central Committee members Chiang Chmg, Wang Hung-
Yao wen-yuan, and Chang Chun-chiao Before
his death Mao had seen the capitalist tendencies
of this small clique He warned them as early as
1974- :

"Chiang Chmg has wild ambitions She wants
Wang Hung-wen to be chairman of the Standing
Committee of the National People®s Congress

and herself to become Chairman of the Party
Central Committee "

He told this introverted clique that they were

practicing revisionism (the outlook of capitalists

who hide behind Marxist phrases), and not Marxism,
that they were not being open and aboveboard like
the workers, but instead conspiring, in
capitalists, that they were not trying to unite
with the majority of the party and the people of
China but were trying to split the Party and the
people But they would not listen, and shortly
after his death they tried to seize power. They
were caught red-handed by the Party and the peo
pie Indicative of how isolated this 'gang of

the manner of

four™ had become were the massive millions-strong
demonstrations held m support of the Party and
of Chairman Hua Kuo Feng (elected by the Central
Committee on personal recommendation of Chairman
Mao). The "gang of four™ could not muster up a
parade of four to support them. In fact, in Shang
hai, the so-called "stronghold" of the 'gang of
four™ -- 6.5 million people demonstrated against
them, and m favor of Marxism-Leninism Right now
a mass, movement is going on throughout China to
examine every sphere of life which the pernici-
ous influence of this revisionist clique might
have infected

The workers and peasants of China will rout
not only the ""gang of four"™ but also all traces
of their capitalist line American workers, we
can be proud. A section of our class, the Chinese
proletariat, have successfully defended a land
of socialism Once again our common enemy, the
capitalist class has been defeated -- and this
defeat is a victory for every working man and wo-

man in the world We are able to witness one of
the greatest mass movements m history, and it

should inspire us to rout all "capitalist road-
ers" (revisionists) within our own movement, and

to destroy the power of "our"™ capitalists once
and for all [
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be no victorious socialism that does not

practice full democracy, so the proletariat

cannot prepare for its victory without an

all round consistent and revolutionary

struggle for democracy " (The Socialist

Revolution And the Right of Nations to

Self-Determination)

But our 'theoretical center" says that this
is a "Bernstein line” And how are we to recon-
cile what Lenin says about the struggle for
democracy under imperialism with WO"s profound
assertion that such a position is dangerously
close to a theory of incremental democracy7
The two, cannot, of course, be reconciled Lenin
represents Marxism, WVO represents imperialist
economism. (One small aside. In their response
to our polemic on the ERA, where our differences
on the question of democracy became crystallized,
the "leading circle” offers not one FACT m re-
buttal, or to back up their position on the ERA
We invite comrades to examine their position to
learn the pitfalls of phrasemongering )

OUR PRACTICAL CENTER777?7

WVO has said that they are now the *practical
center” of our movement. Let"s look at some of
their practice. (Note! When we questioned their
practice at their forum, WVO could not give us
one example beyond a reference to their work in
local 1199 in New York By their own admission
they did not organize and lead that struggle;
but now it is to serve as an indication that they
have become our “practical center'.)

In the United Autoworkers Union m Northern
California, the WWO has not led a single struggle,
although they are members of that union in the
area Rather they have contented themselves with
putting out an 8 page propaganda leaflet. As
an afterthought they rubber-stamped in the margin
of this 8-legged essay "Vote No on the Sell Out
Contract". Oh, they talked about fascism, op-
portunism, socialism, the party and all the rest.
But they were totally incapable in practice of
showing the workers how to organize their strug-
gle in order to move towards socialism, defeat
opportunism and fascism, etc. Is it any wonder
that one of the politically active workers re-
ferred to the WVO cadre as a blowhard?

Or there is the Molders™ Strike which took
place in the spring of this year, also m Nor-
thern California Again, a long propaganda leaf-
let. Again not one bit of practical political
leadership to the struggle. Propaganda not
linked to the actual struggle is windbagging*

But WVO claims that they have a secret nucleus
in the Molders which gives leadership They
must be holding strikes and demonstrations in
a closet because none of the workers saw their
leadership during the strike or during the
struggle against trusteeship.

During the Major Safe strike in Los Angeles,
WVO adherents came down to the picket line to
tell the workers that ATM "does not know how to
train its cadre”, and all about the direction
of the main blow, socialism, etc. All in the
abstract, of course®™ Funny thing, when the
workers were trying to decide how to act on a
concrete question— a court injunction against
them--the adherents of our "leading circle”
sat as silent as a Sphinx. Here was the golden
opportunity to educate the workers concretely
about the state, the bureaucrats, (or to"ex-
pose™ ATM, 1if you will), and all the rest, and
to organize their struggle Being that our

"leading circle”™ was not inclined to do this,
ATM led the workers to fight the injunction
while utilizing the struggle to educate them
politically.

But maybe by practical center WVO means a
propaganda circle organized around their in-
sufferably boring newspaper, and not a mili-
tant party of the working class We disagree
We cannot recognize WVO as the practical cen-
ter of our movement because they are not lead-
ing the working class or any national move-
ment to any significant extent that we know
of If they are would they please let the
rest of us m on it, and stop getting OFFENDED
like they did at their Los Angeles forum, when
we make bold to ask about their practice

As to WVO"s organizational infrastructure
which will "organize the genuine forces of the
communist movement'”, everyone in California is
aware that the WVO cadres in this state were
functioning almost autonomously. The poor
cadres in the Los Angeles area didn"t even know
how to approach trade union work |Is this the
national infrastructure which is to coordinate
our revolution7 But there®s more.

Our party must be based m the plants--based
on factory nuclei But WO told us m June of
1975 that to '‘concentrate on workplace organ-
izing would hamper the development of the line,
would narrow the outlook of communist (organ-
izers)" (From the minutes of our meeting with
WvVO0) They actually said that if we focused on
factory work, we wouldn®t have touch with broad-
er issues; that we must first win over the ad-
vanced elements from the community and the
schools who can later go into the factories
Is it any wonder then that the "leading circle"”
would go into a frenzy of outrage when we ask
them whether they have fused communism with
the working class movement to any extent7 And
is it any wonder that our leading circle has a
predominantly petty-bourgeois class composition
(as admitted to us by a member of their politi-
cal bureau) or that the groups that are follow-
ing them have no history or base in the working
class? Or maybe in a country with a proletar-
iat of around 80 or 90 million it is too much
to ask that our party have a proletarian class
composition”

And WVO cannot understand that THIS
tion of line. But the organizational infrastruc-
ture that we are trying to build is based in the
plants--the factory cells. We are bending the
greater part of our efforts and resources to
develop these cells, and a small beginning has
been made. WVO does not have this infrastruc-
ture, and does not seem to even worry about
building it. They seem to be content with a
classical Menshevik organizational set-up--based
not in the factories, but m the “community",* not
in the trade unions, but m the schools; not
among the proletariat, but among the intelligent-
sia As we can see then, they are not the or-
ganizational center of our movement either
(Note We ourselves work with, and aim to re-
cruit advanced elements from other strata be-
sides the proletariat, but we concentrate on
work among the working class.)

As we can see WVO is neither the
the practical or the organizational center of
our movement. What they seem to be instead Ls
a circle of intellectualist academics who take
pride in conferring generalships on each other.
May the gods not disturb their dreams®™ [
