For many years the revision-
ists and opportunlsts dominated
left-wing politics in the U.S..
In the 1960's tremendous mass
struggles emerged amongst the
youth and students, the Afroe
American people and other oppres-
sed nationalities. Practicing
reactionary rightwing sdctarian-
ism and splitting up, the revi-
sionists tried to monopolize the
field and constantly sought to
liquadate the peoples' struggles
and the peoples' organizations
which came up to serve their

struggles., The revisionists re-
garded Marxism-Leninism as their
personal property, betrayed every
principle«of Marxism-Leninism and
robbed the revolutionary masses
of our very lifeblood, our revo-
lutionary Communist Party. The
revisionists' pokicy was and is
to HIT AT THE MILITANT MARXIST-
LENINISTS so as to promote DIS=-
UNITY AMONGST THE PEOPLE AS AB-
SOLUTE while at the same time
promoting the UNITY OF THE REVI=-
SIONISTS, CAREERISTS, ANTI-COMMU=-
NISTS AND FASCISTS ON THE BASIS
OF BOURGEOIS SELF-INTEREST AND
PARASISTISM on the peoples' stru-

But the revisionists' dream of
dominating and exploiting the
revolutionary masses forever was
smashed, The revisionists were
fooled because the American work-
ing class and people have bound-
less aspiration for revolution.
The tremendous class struggles of
the 1960's brought forward many
revolutionary organizations and
individuals who DARED TO STAND UP
FOR THE GENUINE REVOLUTIONARY -
ASPIRATIONS OF THE WORKING CLASS.
Through many many struggles NEW
CENTERS EMERGED AMONGST THE MASS-
ES which took upon themselves the
task of studying and applying
MARXISM=-LENINISM MAO TSETUNG
THOUGHT and uniting the people in
the struggle to overthrow the mo-
nopoly capitalist ruling class.

The AMERICAN COMMUNIST WORKERS
MOVEMENT (MARXIST-LENINIST) is
one of these NEW CENTERS and an
ORGANIZATION OF A NEW TYPE which
emerged out of the youth and stu-
dent movement. The ACWM (ML) is
an ORGANIZATION OF A NEW TYPE be-
cause coming out of the guts of

the masses, 2. refusing to sum up
and propagate the historical ex-
perience of the masses and 3., us-
ing reactionary bourgeois intel-~
lectualism to mystify MARXISM-

LENINISM KMAQO TSETUNG THOUGHT and
disarm the masses ideologically.

Although many groups and indi-
vidvals which emerged in the
'60's succumbed. to revisionism or
became passive and passed out of
existence, many survived and
flourished by applying Marxism-
Leninism in their own concrete
conditions and learning from
their own experience, It is be-
cause of the innumerable strugg-
les waged by all these NEW CEN=-
TERS that revisionism has been
overthrown on various fronts and
that today a NEW TREND has emerg-
ed, The NEW TREND is the trend
of RE=-ENUNCIATING THE BASIC PRIN-
CIPLES OF MARXISM-LENINISH right
amongst the masses and conscious-
ly striving to build the Commun=-
ist Party.

DENOUNCE US AGGRESSION IN VIETNAM™

Since December 17, 1972 U,S,.
imperialism has resumed its bar-
barous bombings of the Democratic
Republic of Vietnam with a fero-
city unequalled in the history of
any war, This is nothing but the
activity of archfiends and mad
Nazi dogs and it has fully expos-
ed the fact that U.S. imperialism
has in no way given up its inten-
tion of subjugating the Vietname-
se people., Imperialist chieftan
Nixon has shamelessly claimed
that the resumption of the bomb-
ings is a "response to Vietnamese
obstructions in the peace nego-
tiations." This is the shrieking
of a dying hyiena and fools no
one. Everyone knows that it is
U.S, imperialism which has obst-
ructed the peace negotiations and
completely reneged its committ-
ment to sign the "Agreement for
ending the war and restoring
peace in Vietnam." Everyone
knows that it is U.S. imperialism
which is today demanding changes
in all the principles of the
"Agreement” and wantonly trying
to bomb the Vietnamese people in-
to signing a "treaty" which per-
manently divides Vietnam and
turns south Vietnam into a neo-
colony of U,S. imperialism. But
no amount of nazi terror has ever
or can ever cow the heroic Viet-
namese people who are bound to
defeat the U.S. aggressors and
win national independence and
salvation,

Ever since the French colonia-
lists were driven out of Vietnam,
the U.S., imperialists have been
carrying out their grand scheme
to divide Vietnam and subjugate
the Vietnamese people. Right
from 1954 the U,S. imperialists
built up the fascist Diem regime
as its neo-colonial puppet in
south Vietnam and flagrantly vio-
lated the Geneva accords which
barred all outside military and
political intervention in Vietnam
and guranteed free elections and
the unity, territorial integrity,
autonomy and peaceful re-unifi-
cation of Vietnam., Under the Ke-
nnedy and Johnson administrations
the U.S. imperialists launched
their full-scale ground and air
war against the Vietnamese people

In 1968, the U.S. imperialists
hypocritically entered into peace
negotiations in Paris in order to
deceive world public opinion and

particularly the American people
who for years have been militant-
ly fighting to support the just
struggle of the Vietnamese peo-
ple and taking action against
U.S, aggression in Vietnam.

While crying "peace" and point-
ing to Paris, the U,S. imperia=-
lists feverishly followed the
Nixon doctrine of "vietnamiza-
tion". This is the policy of
building up the fascist Thieu
puppet clique (as a result of
U.S. aid the grovelling lackey

. Thieu now controls the third
largest air force in the world)
while pursuing a genocidal air war
aimed at exterminating the Viet-
namese people. This air war in-
cludes the mining of Vietnamese
harbors and rivers, saturation
bombings of densely populated ci-
vilian areas, bombings of dykes
and dam systems, hospitals,

schools and even diplomatic mis-

sions of other countries and com-
mercial ships of other countries

visiting Vietnamese ports.

On October 8, 1972 the Demo-
cratic Republic of Vietnam and
the Provisional Revolutionary Go-
vernment of the Republic of South
Vietnam proposed the "Agreement
on ending the war and restoring
peace in Vietnam". On October 22
imperialist chieftan Nixon publi-
cally agreed to sign the accord.
But U.S., imperialism has flagrant-
ly broken its pledge and refused
to sign the agreement., Instead
the imperialists have frantically
built up the Thieu regime even
more, supplying war materials and
"civilian" troop advisers on an
unprecendented scale, while in-
stigating Thieu to carry out wan-
ton. persecution and murder of
South Vietnamese patriots. Nixon
and his flunkeys have claimed
time and time again that " peace
is at hand" and that "only de-
tails need to be hammered out,"
But in reality they have demanded
changes in all the principles of
the "Agreement” such as recogni-
tion of the fact that there are
two administrations and three po-
litical forces in south Vietnam.
Today the imperialists are again
singing the o0ld refrain of "two
Vietnams", a "treaty must prevent
'invasion' from the north" and
similiar fascist absurdities to
the tune of heinous bombing raids.

To carry out this new escala-
tion of the war, the U.S, fas-
cists have mobilized their entire
available force of B-=52's and
other fighter-bombers, employing
over 100,000 men in the air and
sea campaign alone., Since the
resumption of the bombings appro-
ximately 5,000 tons of bombs a
day have been dropped on the DRVN
largely over densely populated
civilian areas,

All this shows that U,S. im-
perialism will never give up its

evil design of subjugating Viet-
nam, But the arch nazi military
adventures and grotesque politi-
cal deceptions of the U.S. imper-
ialists are only deepening its
extreme isolati~n at home and a-
broad and hastening its total de-
feat in Vietnam. As long as U.S.
imperialism refuses to implement
the "Agreement on ending the war
and restoring peace in Vietnam"
and prolongs its barbarous ag-
gression it will only land itself
in deeper and deeper crisis. Led
by the Vietnamese Workers Party
and the National Liberation Front
of South Vietnam, the Vietnamese
people are winning new victories
on all fronts, diplomatic, poli-
tical and military., The mass mo-
vement to denounce the latest war
crimes of the U,S, imperialists
has already swept the globe, in=-
cluding many governments allied
with the U,S., The American peo-
ple have always and will always
fight against this Nazi war waged
by the U.,S. monopoly capitalist
class and support the just de-
mands of the Vietnamese people

in their struggle for national
independence and salvation. 'To-
day, the American people are em~-
barking on anti-fascist revolu-
tion and we are determined to

carry through to the end the re-
volutionary struggle to overthrow
U.S. imperialism once and for all.
We are greatly inspired and have
much to learn from the example of
the heroic Vietnamese people.

Our bonds are inseparable. Our
enemy is the same, our struggle

is one,

ON WHOM WOULD RESPONSIBILITY REST?

On December 3, the Vietnamese newspaper '"Nhan Dan' carried an editorial entitled '"On Whom Would Responsibility Rest ‘?" We

are reprinting the leading article in full.

Once, four years ago, when the U.S. imperial-
ists had to cease the bombing of the Democratic
Republic of Viet Nam and agree to take part in the
four-party conference on Viet Nam in Paris, peace
was in the offing for a fleeting moment, and it
was the Nixon administration that was responsible
for dashing the budding hope of progressive man-
kird then. That administration blindly embarked
on the path of "Vietnamizing" the war in an attem-
pt to impose at all costs the U.S. neo-colonialist

rule on half of this country. The Paris conference, -

used by it as a venue for negotiation on a positicn
of strength, was kept in a deadlock for four full
years. The Vietnamese people, deeply attached
to peace but unwilling to accept "peace a 1'ameri-
caine, "' therefore, carried on their valiant strug-
gle. Their strength grew as the intensity of their
fight increased, and they won greater and greater
victories, pushing the U.S. "Vietnamization'" pro-
gramme to the brink of complete bankruptey. The
wily attitude and all the sinister schemes of the
U.S. were flayed by the Vietnamese people at the
Paris conference and condemned with vehemence

- by the world public. The Nixon administration's
"re-Americanizing" the war, which has been go-
ing on for some time now, proves that the more
they persist in the use of violence and the more
they seek a "'position of strength, " the more in~-
extricably the U.S. aggressors get bogged down in
the issueless tunnel and the more hum#liating their
defeats.

That the Paris conference could recently free it-
self from the logjam and could steer a different
course was due to the goodwill and initiative of
the Government of the Democratic Republic of
Viet Nam. What enabled the negotiations to pro-
ceed favourably and to lead to the war and restor-
ing peace in Viet Nam, which should have been
signed on October 31 had the U.S. Government
honoured its own agreements, was the recognition
of the sacred, inviolable national rights of the
Vietnamese people and the right to self-detéermin-
ation of the people of south Viet Nam which the

U.S. side-has opposed tooth and nail for four yzars.

Independence, freedom and the right to shape
their own destiny themselves have always been ob-
jectives of the relentless struggle of the Vietnam-
ese people and have impelled many generations
here to move ahead braving all hardsh ips and dif-
ficulties, and the Vietnamese people will not stop
fighting so long as these rights have not been se~
cured. The agreement on ending the war and re-
storing peace in Viet Nam is of paramount import-
ance because it contains the fundamental principles
on the natijonal rights of the Viethamese people,
which are indispensable prerequisites for a defin-
itive end to the war and the restoration of an au-
thentic, lasting peace in Viet Nam. The first of
these mrerequisites is that ""The United States re-
spects the independence, sovereignty, unity and
territorial integrity of Viet Nam as recognized by
the 1954 Geneva Azreements." In other words,
the U.S., aiter so many years of war of aggres-
gion in Viet Nam, finally had to pledge respect for
Viet Nam's territorial integrity and unity. The
U.S., in making an aggression against Viet Nam,
has violated the basic national rights of the Viet-
namese people, and it is quite natural that it has
to end this aggression. The U.S. must also ter-
minate its military involvement in south Viet Nam
and its interference in south Viet Nam's domestic
affairs.

The intention of the aggressors in introducing
over half a million ground troops into south Viet
Nam and in rigging up a2 millions-strong puppet
administration and puppet army is to force the
U.S. neo-colonialist regime on the people there.
This is a blatant violation of the basic national
rights of the Vietnamese people. Now, if the war
is to be stopped and peace to be restored at all,
the U.S. must sincerely respect these rights of
our people: The south Vietnamese people shall
decide themselves the political future through rea-
lly free and democratic general elections, the
United States is not committed to any political
tendency or to any personality in south Viet Nam,
and it does not seek to impose a pro-U.S. go-

vernment in Saigon, the democratic liberties

of the people will be ensured, an administrative
structure called the national council of national
reconciliation and concord of three equal segments
will be set up, and the reuni fication of Viet Nam
shall be carried out step by step by peaceful
means. The agreement, as summarized in the
statement of October 26 of the D.R.V.N. Govern-
ment, provides that "the question of Vietnamese
armed forces in south Viet Nam shall be settled
by the two south Viethamese marties in a spirit of
national reconciliation and concord, equality and
mutual respect, without foreign interference, in
accordance with the postwar situation; among the
questions to be discussed by the two south Viet-
namese parties are steps to reduce the military
numbers of both sides and to demobilize the
troops being reduced..."

The principles on the basic national rights of the
Vietnamese people and the right to self-determin-
ation of the south Vietnamese people recognized by
and mentioned in the agreement are major and
organically inter-related ones. They act as main
pillars, the-absence of one of which will cause the
whole building, that is the agreement to collapse.
The agreeement on ending the war and restoring
peace in Viet Nam, with these principles as the
starting point-and based on the realities of south
Viet Nam at present when there exist two admin-
istrations, two armies and three political forces,
shows it unquestionable logic.

If the U.S. side respected these approved prin-
ciples and sigend with our side this agreement on
time and implemented it scrupulously, it would
have taken the situation in Viet Nam along a pro-
mising path, that of peace, not of war, the path of
national concord, the path for the Vietnamese
people to bury the hatchet, a path that will bene--
fit the Vietnamese people and the American people,
and all the parties concerned, and peace in South-
east Asia and the world.

An about-face by the U.S. side has aroused wide-
spread indignation among the world public. Since
October 26, the Thieu clique in Saigon have put
up one "demand! after another, claiming for "with-
drawal of north Vietnamese troops to .the north,
re-establishment of the demilitarized zone, and a
clear definition of the proposed council of recon-
cilifition, "' which Saigon foreign minister Tran
Van Lam has once maliciously described as a
"super coalition government" designed for a gra-
dual "communist take-over'". What arrogant ""de-
mands!" They do not care a straw for what is act~-
ually taking place in south Viet Nam, and run co-
mpletely counter to all the basic principles ap-
proved in the agreement. To comply to these
"demands'' means the scrapping of the agreement
and the prolongation of thewar fo turn south Viet
Nam into a new-type eolony of the U.S. and per-
petuate the partition of this country. Who has al-

lowed the Thieu clique to raise these ""demands' ?
The tall story about Thieu's being stiff-necked
does not hold water, and it has been noted that in
the U.S. Thieu chorus the line sung by Washington
has become fortissimo to catch up with the din
raised by the henchmen in Saigon. The U.S. has
made a sharp turn from its previous satisfaction
with the explanations, its acclaiming the goodwill
of the D.R.V.N. Government, its solemn recog-
nition of complete formulation of the agreement,
and its decision to make October 31 the date of the
signing. It has declared "arbitrary' the very date-
line proposed by itself, and said it would only sign
the agreement "when the agreement is right" to
achieve "peace with honour', not "peace with sur-
render'. Does it imply then that it unwittingly
agreed, on October 22, to an agreement that was
not right, and welcomed "peace with surrender ?"

Despite these contradictory contentions, truth
remains truth and falsehood remains falsehood.
And in conjunction with this falsehood there are
the build-up of the Saigon army and the intensifi-
cation of the war in Viet Nam. The U.S. is pour-
ing war supplies into south Viet Nam, forcing
the puppets to conduct thousands of plice raids
and operations to gnaw at the liberation zone,
massacre the population, and terrorize opposition
forces and advocates of peace, national concord
and democratic liberties. At the same time, the
U.S. is savagely stepping up the bombing of north
Viet Nam and pushing the war in Laos and Cam~-
bodia. All this testifies to its unwillingness to
give up its scheme to ""Vietnamize" the war, make
south Viet Nam a ''spearate state'' as a new-type
U.S. colony, and prclong the division of Viet Nam.

There i5 no denying that the agreement which the
U.S. should have signed on October 31 as sched-
uled is the "right'" one for the U.S. to achieve "
peace with honour." The bellicose forces of ag-
gression in the United States, finding this path not
to their liking, are resorting to violence and per-
fidy in an attempt to reverse the situation in Viet
Nam. This attempt, however, is vain. They want
to béegin from the beginning, but haven't they failed
in all their tricks and war moves in the past four
years? There ig, as yet, no sign of a correct si-"
zing up of the Viethamese people's determination
to fight and brimming strength. The agreement
on ending the war and restoring peace in Viet Nam
is the embodiment of this people's goodwill and
deep love for peace, and its fundamental principles
are the crystallization of their unshakable deter-
mination to fight through to the end for independ-
ence and freedom. Time and mankind are with our
people, not with the aggressors. We are well in-
tentioned but we are also vigilant. Always bearing
in mind the radiant truth that "nothing is more
precious than independence and freedom, " our
armed forces and people are fully prepared.

If the Nixon administration wanted to revise the
basic principles laid down in the agreement, then
its real intention would be nothing other than to
scrap all the commitments already made, in order
to prolong its war of aggression in Viet Nam and
Idnochina. In the eyes of the American people and
the world's people, it should be held fully respon-
sible for twice wrecking the chance of restoring
peace in Viet Nam. It should also be held respon-
sible for two successive defeats in Viet Nam --
the defeat of the ''"Vietnamization" programme and
that of the "re-Americanization'" of the war.

To history, it will have to account for all its
woeful crimes which have been condemned around
the world. ‘

No threat whatsoever can cow the Vietnamese
people. If the U.S. aggressors obdurately prolong
their savage war of aggression, the only choice
left to us will be to fight through to the end till the
full obtainment of our sacred basic national rights.

The Vietnamese people, the American people
and the entire peace-and-justice-loving mankind are
demanding that the U.S.keep to the contents of the
agreement on ending the war and r=storing peace
in Viet Nam and'sign it without further delay.

The U.S. side, and the U.S. side alone, shall
have to bear its tremendous responsibility.

Grand Jury met with the District
Attorney and issued secret in-
dictments against 4 members and
supporters of ACWM(M-L),

on charges of assaulting the
fascist lackey Buffalo Police,

What is the history of this
case, why are our comrades under
indictment?

On July 8 the William Z. Fos-
ter Center, revolutiongry prop-
aganda center of the working
class in Buffalo, was opened on
Tonawanda Street in Riverside.
Throughout the day many hundreds
of pieces of revolutionary liter
ature were distributed and, in
the course of the mass work 3
comrades were arrested defending
thelr right to sell Buffalo Red
Star. Fllled with the indomit-
able spirit of the working class
over 50 comrades and supporters
participated in a revolutionary
meeting to cpen the Center.

Driven to a frenzy by the vi-
gorous revolutionary activities,
the fascist lackey Buffalo po-
lice organizaed to attack the
Center ‘and moblilized a small
handful of lumpen elements to
support them. Flrst they attem-
pted to disrupt the revolution-

ary meeting and entered the pre-

mises in order to do so. Thwar-
ted in this they then conspired
to set a fire at the rear of the
premises., When comrades vigil-
antly confronted the consplira-
tors in the course of thelr
skulduggery and attempted to
sort out this matter the fas-
cist police launched a vicilous
attack with elubs and guns. Un-

university affairs, housing im-
provements, food and classroom
facilities and the resignation of
leading fascist administrators,
the students were savagely attack-
ed by the state government and

the police., While deceptively

"holding negotiations with stu-

dents at this predominantly black
university, Louisiana Governor
Edwards had police unjustly ar-
rest several student leaders in
the middle of the night. Not
stopping at this, the government
wantonly murdered two black stu--
dents and wounded several others
when fascist police fired shot-
guns into a group of students.
This is the latest in a long
chain of fascist atrocities com-
mitted by the U,S. government
against the black people.

The students at Southern Uni-
versity were not cowed down by
these fascist attacks and held
rallies and marches in both Bat-
on Rouge and New Orleans to de-
nounce the murders of their fel-
low students and continue their
struggle. This struggle has been
supported by rallies and demons-
trations against racism and fasc-
ism at numerous schools across
the country.

The ASM statement briefly out-

lined the history of American

They are
building new organs such as the
national Industrial Peace Commi-
ssion and city by city Producti-
vity Councils in order to "enlist
the co-operation of labor in sol-
ving the productivity crisis.”" In
the words of Nixons "with higher
productivity, the worker's pay-
check will buy more and there will
be more and better jobs."”

Nixon! Our experience in the
auto plants in Detroit has given
us a bhitter example of the effects
of capitalism's productivity!
From 1940 to 1971 we increased
your sales from $3 billion to $27
billion. In return for this in-
creased productivity we still get
paid just enough to be kept alive
and exploited some more, GM
Chairman Gerstenberg says that
"the prospering business can cre-
ate the jobs and meet the needs
of the employees"”., The facts are
that this year alone, while auto
sales increased 9.3%, GM has
eliminated 18,000 jobs., Higher
productivity is exactly the wea-
pon that monopoly capitalists use
to lay off workers and increase
their profits. Those of us who
don't get laid off are given those

"better jobs" that Nixon talks
about -- jobs that used to be do-
ne by 6 or 8 workers, It is
clear as day that when monopoly
capitalism says "productivity
will solve all our problems" they
mean SUPEREXPLOITATION OF THE

He said, "the Party teaches the people to be vi-
gilant before any danger whatever,which may come
from abroad, be it a danger of an armed aggression
or a danger of the loss of the freedom and indepen-
dence which may come through the economic ens-
lavement on the part of the imperialist metropoli-
ses, with U.S.imperialism at the head, and the

social-imperialist metropoligses with the Soviet
revisionists at the head. In order to cope with
the two dangers, the Albanian people and their
Party must be armed and must make no conces-
sion at all."

He said, "we stand for peaceful coexistence, on
the known principles of the great Lenin, -allowing
