YOU can't pick up a newspaper these days without
reading something about our viclent society. Muggings
and street battles regularly hit the headlines in a
sensational styie that probably does no more than

eacourage those involved.

But it is when we look at
what they call ‘political vio-
lence’ that we see the real
paranoia of the medis — the
TV and press — or rather of
the establishment, for the

media are no more than their
voice.

Think back to last summer’s
riots, and the alleged involve-
ment of shadowy subversive
groups at every trouble spot.
Even in the recent case of the
primary school in Toxteth, ‘ex-
tremists’ have been accused of
being behind the actions of kids
of ten or eleven.

Anyone who knows the left
in Britain will know that any
claim that they are powerful
enough to organise such events
is laughable; they were spon-
taneous outbursts, without any
definite political aim.

But what should the attitude
of socialists be towards
violence? Is physical force a
legitimate weapon for a move-
ment committed to building a
newer, non-violent society? The
truth is that if we were in any
of the places in the world
where socialists are 1oday
fighting for their lives the
question would answer itself.

organised force against the state
is romantic nonsense.

ful propaganda coup. They
have managed to produce
— or invent — distorted
statistics to ‘prove’ that
their prejudices weze sound
all along. Black people mug
white people.

At a time when the racist
‘colour chart’ on those claiming
dole or Social Security is being
introduced and as the equally
racist and vindictive National-
ity Bill is about to come before
Parliament, the British estab-
lishment have contrived to
‘prove’ that these measures are
necessary.

According to Scotland Yard,
10,399 London “crimes of vio-
lence” in 1981 were committed
by blacks compared to 4,967 by
whites.

What justification is there for
publishing separate figures for
people with different coloyred
skin? It would be more useful
1o report that 99% of these of-
fences were perpetrated by

Blair came to England in
1969 from New Zealand and
took his first teaching job at
Phoenix School in East
London. He remained there
until his death ten years
later. He was an active
member of the N.U.T. and
was president of East
London Teachers Associa-
tion from 1978-79. Blair was
2 committed socialist and
dedicated to fighting racism
and fascism. It was because

of these commitments that
he went to Southall on the
night that he was murdered.

In
Leicester the N.F. had been
severely routed by anti
fascists and the police had
lost control of the situation.
In Southall they were deter-
mined to show who was
boss.

The N.F. had decided to
hold an election meeting at
the Town Hall in an ares
which had a large black and
Asian community. The com-
munity came out onto the
streets in protest. Many anti

But that does not suit
their purpose.

The fact is that this is no
more than a Goebbels-style
propaganda exercise.

The establishment own the
country and run it as they
please.

The deatk penalty, so the
argument goes, is the only
way to deal with murder,
anything less will not act as
a deterrent. This argument
comes from very intelligent
and aware people, and yet it
is clearly wrong.

In America, over 150
people await the electric
chair at Raiford prison in
Florida. Although there has
been no executions there
since 1979, it is only a
matter of time before there
are more. Yet, despite the
death penalty, Miami is one
of the world's most violent
cities.

Here in England, the
number of murders actually
went down last year.

So what is going on? If
the death penalty doesn't
deter, and murders are
actually getting fewer, who
do so' many prominent
people want it back?

The answer is that it
forms part of a general of-
fensive by the far right on
British politics. These kind
of issues are of no impor-
tance for the economic
future of this country, and
yet they play a key part in
getting people to accept the
status quo.

The death penalty helps
convince people that the
state, which has the right to

take someone’s life, is an
independent body above the
normal quarrels in society.

In fact of course it is
nothing of the kind. It is
noticeable how many people
think people who kill police-
men should be hanged, but
rather fewer think about
what should be done to the
policemen who killed Blair
Peach, Jimmy Kelly, Liddle
Towers and others.

It is the sort of issue that
makes people think that
there are easy solutions to
problems — if someone is a
murderer, then hang him
and that'll be the end of ir.

In the real world, things
don’t work like that. Most
murders are committed by
people who know each other
well, in private homes. The
worst time is Saturday
night. Suddenly a quarrel
takes place and someone is
dead.

Mostly, people were living
miserable lives, perhaps on
the dole or in some slum
housing, a quarrel develops,
and something snaps.

Socialists should fight any
attempt to bring back the
aeath penalty — even its
backers want it more
because of its effect on
people’s minds than because
it will deter murder.
