ockers in Liverpool have been
Don strike for nearly 25 weeks

against the sacking of 500
workers. The Mersey Docks and
Harbour Company “released” them
(threw them on the dole) to hire
new, cheaper labour to do the work
for less money. Because of mass
unemployment there is a constant
supply of people prepared to take
the bosses’ thirty pieces of silver
and break strikes.

But the sacked dockers have not
just taken this and gone home with-
out a job. They have been fighting
back! There have been picketlines
outside the Liverpool docks since
the sackings took place, with all 500
workers sticking together and try-
ing to stop scabs (strikebreakers)
going in. A series of mass demon-
strations in Liverpool have attract-
ed a lot of support from around the
country.

The workers have used their trade
union, the Transport and General
Workers’ Union (T&G), to get help
and support their fight. But the
union leaders have not done all they
could.

The bosses made a “pay offer”
which the T&G leaders agreed to,
which would have only meant a
small sum for the sacked workers
and no return to their jobs. The
union leaders were ready to accept
this because all they want is a quiet
life so they can continue to draw
their big salaries, which are much
higher than the workers they repre-
sent.

But the dockers were not in the
mood to be bought off.

They rejected the sell-out. 84% of
the workers voted against the pay-
off and are continuing to strike.

Because of the Tory anti-union
laws the T&G tops do not want to
stir anything and get involved in ille-
gal strikes and struggles because
they fear that the courts will order
them to pay fines or confiscate the
union’s funds- that will mean no pay
rise for them at the end of year!

The Tory laws mean that other

workers in this country cannot go
out on strike in support of the dock-
ers. So what the dockers have been
doing is finding international sup-
port for their struggle. They now
have the backing of dockers all
other the world, from Europe, North
America, Australia, New Zealand,
Japan and Israel, who are refusing
to handle goods going to and from
the Liverpool docks.

Because companies do not just

} trade in one country, but all around

the world, it is necessary for the
working class to organise around
the world.

This is why it is so important for
working class organisations to be
international, not just narrow,
national ones.

The dockers have shown that Karl
Marx’s most famous slogan is not
out of date but has never been more
relevant:

“Workers of all countries, unite!”
