The bourgeoisie and the working class
organizations who fear the Spanish
revolution seek to hide this. Above all
they have hidden the fact that in the
first wave of repression that took place
in Spam several months ago the Franco
regime designated the Partido Obrero
Revolucionario de Espana, Spanish Sec-
tion of the International League, as the
"most subversive” organization. This is
primarily due to the strength of the
PORE in the major industrial centers of
Spain and its role in the leadership of
the major industrial centers of Spain
and its role in the leadership of the
building workers' general strike in Bar-
celona last spring.

This is just a small sign of
what is in store for Ford~Rockefeller and
their Democratic and Republican lackeys
in the months to come !

ORGANIZE, PREPARE, DEFEND

But every lesson of workingclass
history in the last seventy years,

* including the lessons today being

drawn in Portugal, tell us one thing:
that the revolutionary explosion of

the working masses is not enough, the
spontaneous actions of the working class

UNITED STATES

Inquiry Commission

The Eva Forest Collective and the
participating organizations == from
France ; CERAP, LCR, OCI-LIROL
Faction, O.C. Revolution, PSU ; from
Spain: Bander Roja, ETA Comunista,
FRAP, LCR-ETA VI, PORE, POUM,
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Unificacion Enbata Suna -~ which or-
ganized the demonstrations in Paris
against Francoist repression, rejected
an attempt by the Lambert~Just faction
to exclude the International League
from the collective.

The radical petty bourgeoisie is al-
ways ready to pick up the latest slan-
der and provocations against Trotsky=
ism. The slanders and provocations
in the October 3rd issue of the paper

THE SHATTERING OF THE POPUAR RONTS

The Popular Front, the last resort of a
capitalist class desperate at the pros=
pect of workers' revolution, is being

the Chilean Popular Front (Unidad
Popular/Popular Unity) government.

But the workers' offensive surges beyond
the limits of the Popular Front and cre=

WHAT IS THE POPULAR FRONT ?

Class collaboration is the essence of
the Popular Front, carried to its high-
est degree. And by collaboration we
mean the same kind of collaboration
practiced by those who "collaborated"
with the Nazis; that is, treachery,
sellout and betrayal,

Every worker knows the siropler va=
rieties of class collaboration: the bu-
reaucrats’ finagling with the boss to
keep things "under control,” the seii~
ous contract, the endless support for
the Democratic Party "friends of la-
bor" who always serve only the interests
of the capitalist class. The Popular
Front carries this collaboration to a
new high -- or low -~ on the level of
the national government itself, And not
just any time, either, but precisely
when the workers are mobilizing for
power and the bougeoisie is fiightened
nearly to death, This is when the sell-
out leaderships of the working class step
in to save capitalism’s hide.

NOTHING NEW

Governmental collaboration between
»workingclass leaders” and the bourgeoi-
sie goes back a long way, but the first
clear example of the Popular Front (even
if minus the name) occurs in the Russian.

The members of the OCI, tied to the
Lambert-Just leadership have said:
"We are for preventing the meeting,
because those in the LIRQI Faction are
the enemies of the workers, led by M.
Varga, agent of the CIA and the KGB,"

They have refused to tal¥ about the
problems of the workiing class and
about the answer to bring to them,

Several of us participated in the last
meeting of the OCI in Paris conceraing
Portugal, we clearly saw that there
were political differences between the
two factions, and these merited dis=

~ handful of men without scruples hold
in their hands the life of anentire
people, assassinating revolutionary
militants through the means of their
repressive forces and through their
courts, simply because they are strug=
