The workers, most especially the
young workers in basic industry =~ in
Chicago, Detroit, Cleveland -~ do not
want one more government of the rizh
promising to solve the probleins of the
poor, For them the last vears have been
one of uwainterrupted struggle simply to
hold the line. So in each struggle they
have turned away trom the capitalist
politicians and the trade union bureaut”
crats and toward the parties who prom-
ised something different,

To the Communist Party, to the Com~
munist Labor Party, to the Revolutionary
Union, to the October League, to the
Progressive Labor Party, to the Socialist
Workers "party, " to the Workers League
to a dozen other parties claiming to
represent the working class, Many have
joined and remained with doubts about
the policies of the leaderships. Others
have joined and left, Still others have
decided not to join at all.

WHAT IS TO BE DONE ?

The working class in the United States
must have its own party. to organize its
power, to lead it in the struggle against
the attacks of the capitalists, to bring
down this government and establish its
oW,

If the fighting young workers in_the
heart of industry have not in the last
years given their whole-hearted alle-
giance to any of the parties that have
addressed themselvestothem, it is~he=
‘cause they sense that these parties do
not represent any real alternative to the

1o power

capitalist politicians and the trade union

bureaucrats that they have twned away
from., The'young workers sense that
none of these parties fight to construct
the type of party necessary to turn back
the attack of and overthrow the strongest
imperialist power in' the world.

It is this party which the International
League through its US Supportér proposes
to construct with the Revolutionary
Worker Youth in the Uniied States. It
is the world party of the working class,
of the socialist revolution. It is the
Fourth International. It is the party of
Lenin and Trotsky which overthrew the
Czar,. brought the Russian working class
and defeated twenty-one 1m'

perialist armies on sixteen different

are the first such demonstrations.since
the imposition of fascist dictatorship
in Spain in 1938, They are the expres=~
sions in the streets of the largest strike
wave == over 200, 000 workers are out
in Madrid, Barcelona, Bilbao and other
cities -~ since 1938. The Spanish work=
ers are not satisfied with the simple de~
parture of Franco. They want to finish
with all of Francoism. They want to
take power in their own hands.

The Spanish workers are breaking the
-of the Portuguese workers and
peasants, They have fought
1974 -- after'hdving overthrown 50 years
of fascist rule, to finish with capitalism
in Portugal == to establish their own rule
based on their own committees in the
factories.

Until now the workers and peasants in
Portugal remained isolated. This isola-
tion was imposed upon them by the
treacherous parties who attempted to or~
ganize the workers under the leadership
of the military, to block them from u-
niting with their comrades in Spain,

When the military prohibited demon-~
strations in Portugal in support of the
political prisoners condemned to death
in Spain, the leaders of these treacher~
ous parties declared themselves in favor
of a "good neighbor policy" with the

Now is the time to stop all orders to
King Juan Carlos of Spain from the
United States!

Juan Carlos is working for Ford=Rock
Rockefeller, for GM, for Ford Motor
Co., and Chrysler, For US Steel. He
has placed the striking Spanish workers
under military law, When it says in
the newspapers that the workers in Spain
are being drafted into the army, it
doesn't mean that they are being given
guns,

In the cities in all the countries, the
workers sense the imminent revolution.
In Lisbon, Barcelona, Paris and Berlin;
in the factories, on the subways and the
trains, in the streets, in the restaurants,
in the cafes, in the bars; they feel it
in the air, So they tense themselves,
seek the means to wage a victorious
struggle, launch their attacks against
the capitalists and the capitalist order,
come back, regroup, and begin again,
each time with greater determination.
The Portuguese working class and its
youth, despite all, continues the fight
against the reactionary government of
Alvarez, The workingclass fighters of
Spain are coming to their aid, occupy=
ing factories in Madrid, striking the
subways, demanding that the doors of
the prisons of the Francoist monarchy be
opened, In France, the young workers
and soldiers await with great expecta=
tion the fall of this vicious regime.
They are readying themsélves to finish
with Giscard d'Estaing. And in Ger-
many, on both sides of the Berlin Wall,
the opposition of the workingclass mili=
tants to the division and occupation of
their country by the counterrevolution=
ary alliance of imperialism, Stalinism
and Social Democracy ==~ imnaintained
today by Ford, Brezhnev and Schmit ==
is expressed with ever greater boldness.
Those who have presented themselves
as leaders of the working class while
supporting the capitalists ==~ like all the
leaders of the so=called communist and
Socialist parties =~ have grown only
more cowardly, They've barely even

. protested the murders of workingclass

militants in Portugal and Spain, the
imprisonment and torture of m111tants
and stiikers i1 FrAneE " Géfmany a
USA.

And the leaders of all the centers who
once pretended to fight them, to organ~
ize the working class independently a-
gainst the capitalists =~ like the United
Secretariat, the Comite d'Organisation,
and the International Committee =~ are
now busy calling and writing each
other, setting up appointments to dis~
cuss the bankruptcy of the *communist”
and "Socialist” leaders and what they
can do to help. Periodically they ven=~
ture out of their apartments and smoke=
filled conference rooms to see if they
can engage any fighting workers in their
campaigns to reform the old parties.

So every day in every experience the
fighters of the workingclass movement
fell the urgent and pressing need for
their own party, for their own leader=
ship, for their own general staff; equal
to the tasks of the working class in the
great battles that it now engages,
worthy of the trust of all those who
already sacrificed and are ready to sac=
rifice still more for the cause of the
working class.

Despite all the talk about the auto
workers that are being-brought back to
work, at Ford River Rouge in Detroit
the layoffs are still continuing, They
began right before the holidays, a
typical maneuver of the auto bosses
to keep the workers from collecting
their holiday pay, but they have con-
tinued even after the holidays. Reports
from at least two departments confirm
this though no figures have yet been
officially given out,

In Dearborn Assembly, two com=
mitteemen were forced to go back to
the assembly line ecause they layoffs
left no room for them. That would
mean at least 400 more men laid off.,
This while all the time the work load is
maintained at previous levels,

In Glass also, the layoffs have cut
deeper into the workforce, There
not figures available but the workforce
in the Glass plant which used to be
quite young on the average, is getting
older.

The rate of absenteeism has been very
high after the holidays. Members of the
Trotskyist Organization who sell outside
of the Rouge gate #4, have noticed
quite a decrease in the flow of people,
Nevertheless, there seems to be an air
of militancy building for the new year
which will see either the workers strike
committees launch the GENERAL STRIKE
of AUTO, a campaign that the Trotskyist
ist Organization is fighting for through
building the circles of the Revolutionary
Worker Youth/USA, Or the Woodcocks
and Frasers will mislead a strike once a~
gain,

The first sign of this militancy are
campaigns which are becoming more
widespread to defend militants who
have been fired for "disciplinaryi' rea;l,

Some important steps forward in the

The organizational report outlined
a turn for the YSA == to move its
offices directly onto the campuses
isolating even more the militants of
the YSA from the struggles of the young
workers in the factories.

RWY MEETING

The Revolutionary Worker Youtk sold
50 copies of the first issue of YOUNG
GUARD /USA and several copies of

INTERNATIONAL YOUNG GUARD,
It held its first public meeting during
the convention attended by seven
YSA militants, At this meeting the
only auto worker delegate to the con=
vention said, "I think that the the single
most important question facing blacks
today is jobs, not desegregation.” And
further, "I think it might be a question
of policy that the Socialist Workers
patty (parent group of the YSA, and its
actual leadership) does not lead workers
struggles and does not cover thermr: in
their paper, THE MILITANT." This
militant spoke for many YSA'ers in
expressing his discontent with the
liberal policies of the leadership,
