By Margaret Guttshall
Detroit, April 12 == As we go 10 press,
young autoworkers from the US, Portugal,
Spain, France, Yugoslavia and Morroco
are organizing to finance their delega~
tions to the International Young Autowor=
kers Conference to build the world party.
This is a result of the struggle of the
Fourth International and its sections to
take the leadership of the workers strug-
bles, to prepare, organize, and unleash
the workers revolution, In the US of the
struggle of the Trotskyist Organization®;
in Spain of the initiative taken by the
Partido Obrero Revolucionario in the
independent organization of the workers
in the general strike from Barcelona to
Madrid April 6th; in Portugal of the
struggle of the Liga Operaria Revolucion=
aria to take the leadership of the workers
cominission at Lisnave, the stronghold
of the Portguese working class, to unite
the Portuguese workers with the Spanish
workers in the struggle to bring down the
Francoist monarchy and the reactionary
sixth government.

The termination of
the various union contracts is only the
occasion, not the cause,of the outbreak
of the many struggles, which cannot be
concluded by any accord between the
capitalists and the bureaucrats, The
grievances run too deep. They 're against
the system. )

Right now, Ford is afraid to take on
these workers in basic industry head-on.
He, with the collaboration of Fitzsimmon
Fitzsimmons, Meany, Woodcock and
the Communist Party of the US, is stall-
ing for time, trying to set the movement
against the workers of other countries, to
diffuse it, in order to better prepare to
crush it. This is. why the bureaucracy
went along with strikes in auto and truck-
ing and the capitalists settled instead of
imposing Taft=Hartley. .

The Trotskyist Organization/US Sup-
porter of the Fourth International proposes
to all the youth, workers and militants
of the workers movement to join it in the
fight to build the leadership to develop
this favorable situation further in the
interests of the working class, transform
the strike movement into one in defense
of the revolution in Europe, centralize
it through independent organization in
opposition to the US government, begin-
ning with the organization of a sit=down
strike at Ford River Rouge, Detroit, Mich~
igan, in the mobilization of the US
working class for the World Workers
Conference, Barcelona, Spain, July 1976.

The objectives: turn back the attack of
the capitalists in the strongholds of the
working class, stop the layoffs, keep the
engine plant open, impose a sliding scale
of working hours and wages, stop all '
orders to the fascist king of Spain, block
the reactionary treaty between Washing-
ton and Madrid.

ONCE AGAIN, LEADERSHIP

Once again, why is leadership
decisive? It is necessary to prepare, or-
ganize and direct the confrontation with
the capitalist class and its agents, to
organize thé working class independently.
The demands of the workers will not be
realized through spontaneous struggle,

-The capitalist class for its part is
organizing this confrontation. Every day
the youth, the workers, the militants, in
the plants, in the unions, in the streets,
are confronted with the guards, the
police, the courts, and now the righte
wing gangs in the pay of the government,
organized in particular against the youth,
especially the black youth, and the organ=
izations of the workers movement. In
Spain, militants of the PORE have been
subjected to repeated attacks by the |
police. Inthe US a candidate of the US
SWP, Catarino Garza in New York, was
shot at.

This is the proof that the capitalists
will not accede peacefully to the workers
demands, an illusion held by some
workers that the international apparatus
of "Communist” parties directed by the
Kremlin with its peaceful road to
socialism and the trade union bureaucra-
cy =~ now begging Henry Ford to "have a
heart” =- has developed, maintained,
and is now doing its best to deepen.

It is only an international party based
on the youth in the bastions of the work=
ing class which can prepare, organize
and direct this confrontation because it
is only such a party which can maintain
the independence of the working class.
The youth, the workers, the militants,
must demand of the leaders of all the
parties that claim to represent them to
take a stand on this question, The proof
of this statement is manifest in the prac=
tice of all the national parties based on
the aristocracy of labor and the middle
classes which pretend to represent the
working class, above all the US SWP, 1In
the face of the necessity to prepare and
organize this confrontation it simply
makes propaganda in Spain and says "if*
the revolution breaks out it will put it
on the agenda of its World Conference,
reinforcing the position of the
“Communist" parties,

Similarly, in the face of the neces=
sity to organize this confrontation in
Detroit it puts forward no practical
proposals, simply makes propaganda
for a "labor party.” The organization
of THE workers party, not to mention
the fight for a workers government, it
considers a task for some future date,
again reinforcing the position of the
"Communist™ parties.

It's only the Trotskyist Organization/
US Supporter of the Fourth International
which fights to clanfy and realize the
tasks in the preparation, organization
and unleashing of the revolution. What
are the immediate tasks?

THE TASKS

1, To transform the strike movement
into one in defense of the revolution in
Europe, directed consciously against the

3. From the beginning it is necessary
to engage all the organizations which
claim to represent the working class, in
particular the Communist Party and the
Socialist Workers Party, in this fight, in
particular-in the preparation of the prac-

tical defense of the strike, the transporta=
tion of supplies to the strikers, etc.

4, It is necessary to fight for the right
to collaborate with and adhere openly to
the Fourth International and the Revolu-
tionary Youth International, now prohibi=
ted under the Voorhis Act, in this fight,
All the youth, workers, militants, trade
unionists, democrats, must join in the
organization of the demonstration called
by the Trotskyist Organization/USSFL
with this objective on May Day.

ible to rally the working class as a
whole in defense of the daily stuggles,
especially of the most oppressed
young workers in the heart of industy;

dockers) in strike after strike -- has developed and
develops in opposition to the capitalist class and its
state. The workers and oppressed masses throughout
the world, again always with the youth in the fore-=
front, have found the same thing. So from Southeast
Asia, to the Middle East, to South America, but
above all in Europe, West and East, they have taken
up arms to fight to end the domination of the US
capitalist class and its lackeys, Today the Spanish
working class is engaged in a fight to the death with
the fascist monarchy defended and financed by the US
capitalist class, a fight which is bringing new life to
the struggle of the Portuguese workers and igniting
the workers throughout Europe, above all in France,
in revolution.

The decisive factor in this change in the relation=

"ultralefts, ”

Their policy has one purpose: to block the unifi-
cation of the US working class in the independent
party of the working class, to block the revolution-
ary unification of the US working class with the
workers of Europe in the construction of the world
party in order to disarm the working class before the
counterrevolutionary plot of the US capitalist class
and its lackeys. Throughout the world the interna-
tional apparatus of "Communist” Parties directed by
the Kremlin bureaucracy has played the same role,
organizing conference after conference (Moscow,
Helsinki) and government after government (the
"Popular Fronts” in Chile and Portugal) with the
capitalist class, in the name of the working class, in
order to disarm the working class in exchange for -
"aid” and the "promise” of the imperialists not to
attack the USSR, Now they are trying to do the
same thing in Spain. The reason is simple. The
victory of the working class and its party, the
Fourth International, in the struggle to unite the wor
workers in the capitalist countries with those in
the lands of the first workers' revolution dominated
by this bureaucracy, in the Socialist United States
of Europe, will mean an end to this privileged bur-
reaucracy, usurping the power of the workers in the
lands of their first revolution, supporting the leader
of world imperialism, the US capitalist class. The
workers throughout the world have need of their
comrades imprisoned in these ands, Thus the
Trotskyist Organization proposes to all the youth,
workers, and militants of the workers' movement
to join in the struggle of the Fourth International to
form an international committee with sections in
every country to free the militants of the workers'




movement imprisoned in the countries of the socia_list
conquests.

The stake of the entirety of this struggle against the
US capitalist class and its lackey the Kremlin bureau =
cracy is the unification of the two most powerful
working classes in the world, that of the US and that
of the USSR. On the basis of this unification a new
world will be built.

Youth, workers, militants of the workers' move=
ment! Throughout the world the workers, especially
in the bastions of the working class, are rising up in
opposition to the attack of the capitalist class, to
unemployment, rising prices, repression, in strike a
after strike. It is necessarv to centralize this struggle
in the fight for the sliding scale of working hours,
the division of all available work among all available
to work; the sliding scale of wages, the constant
increase of wages in accordance with the increase of
prices; the defense and the conquest of all the workers’
political rights, the right to distribute literature in the
factories and the trade unions, the right to strike, etc.

The mobilization, orgamization, and unification of
the working class in the general strike under the lead-
ership of the party is both the means through which to
realize these demands and to prepare the working
class in the struggle for the workers' government, It
is in this struggle thet it is necessary to build the
independent organs of the working class == the strike
committees, the workers® defense guards, the factory
committees, the workers' councils -~ to centralize
them, to fight to transform the unions into organs of
the masses and oust the bureaucrats collaborating
with the capitalists.

But once again, youth, workers, militants of the
workers' movement, it is the construction of the
party that is decisive, for even the formation of
workers' councils throughout the country cannot
result in victory for the working class without the
leadership and organization provided by the party to
destroy the organs of capitalist repression.

The Trotskyist Organization proposes to all the

It is only the US Supporter of the Fourth Interna-
tional, the Trotskyist Organization, which proposes to
to the US working class to unite with the workers
throughout the world in the struggle to destroy the
US capitalist class and its state, to establish a
workers' government in the US through the construc-

Trotsky and his comrades of the Left Opposition

Tt is for this reason, youth, workers, and militants
of the workers movement, especially of the Young
