to mobilize the workers independently
againet tie Voorms act, 1—';-..11<i715)a maeim-
ber of their NC, claims they are going to

start a suit, It's the same thing.
The epitome ot these maneuvers is,of

course, their OBJECTIVE "Commission of
Inquiry” into the slanders of the Fourth
International, while they continue the
slanders by word of mouth, in this way
hoping to stop the workingclass militants
of the SWP/YSA turning to the Fousth
International,

The only means through which to over=
come these maneuvers and win the
workingclass wing is a resolute political
struggle to mobilize the youth, the work-
ers, the workingclass militants.
