the USSR, but when the leadership lost
the vote on whether or not the proposal
was out of order, they prevented the pro=
posal itself from coming to a vote, phys-
ically stopping our comrade from speak-
ing further, no other name can be used to
describe this method than that of Stalin-~
isim, demonstrating for all the militants
present that not taking up the campaign
against Stalinist repression can only lead
to capitulation to the same methods.

Young workers at Rouge, the building
of the leadership of the working class in=
dependent of the capitalists, the exploit=
ers, must include the destruction of the
leadership who in the nane of the Fourth
International, betrays its banner, by coll~
aborating with the bourgeoisie in its pol=
icies and actions, The leadership of the
SWP has been thrown into a panic by the
proposals of the Trotskyist Organization,
the reasons are clear, they panic in the
face of their policies being exposed, in
the face of the mobilization of the work=

ing class youth,

The Trotskyist Organization calls on
the young auto workers to support the
struggle of the Spanish workers, by stop=
ping all orders to fascist Spain, by begin=
ning the strike of auto., The SWP is
silent on Spain, hiding from their own
militants, from the US workers the sig=
nificance of the struggies of their advan~
ced guard, The Spanish organization
that the Hansen leadership of the SWP
supports is participating in the negotia~
tions of the Fascist government for a
national referendum, designed under the
guise of slowly liberalizing and “"democ=
ratizing" the government of Spain, to
postpone the revolutionary confrontation
of the Spanish proletariat with the Fas~
cist Monarchy, postponement is betrayal,
postponement can be used only by the
counter revolution to prepare its bloody
comeback,

Recently in New York, the leaders of
the Municipal Employees union agreed to
a wage freeze and for wages to go up

based only on increased productivity,
The US bourgeoisie hopes to establish
such "agreements” as a trend, The Trot=
skyist Organization calls the young work=
ers to build their leadership to strike, for
the sliding scale of working hours and
wages. Always and everywhere build the
independent leadership of the working
class, The SWP in the May 12th issue of
the MILITANT calls for a “labor party

ment, " a party gtherthan the Fourth In-
ternational, a Earty which the SWP when
it says led by the trade union movement
means 1ed by the trade ulion bureaucrats.

At the SWP forum in Cleaveland, one
of their militants said that the SWP should
get away from “single issues" and take up
broader campaigns, Militants of the SWP
and YSAIl the passage of the Equal Rights
Amendment for women will not free wo=
men workers from the lay offs, from har-
assment, from welfare, no law or amend=
ment to the Constitution of the BOUR~
GEOISIE can do that,

What blocks the militants of the SWP
and YSA from taking up the campaigns
of the Trotskyist Organization, from
building the leadership of the working
class, is the collaboration of the SWP
with the Stalinists, the Trade Union bur-
eaucrats and the bourgeoisie, Militants
of the SWP and YSA, your place is in the
Revolutionary Youth Internationall, Build
a faction in the SWP to win the militants
to this fight and finish with the class col~
laboration of the SWP leadership.

Editorial: Young workers at Renault and Rouge
support the Commission of Inquiry

The Secretariat of the Workers Com-
mission of Inquiry against the slanders of
Michel Varga met and has proposed for
the preparation of the second (May 14)
and third (June 3rd) session a petition
supporting its actions.

The provocations of the Organization
Communista Internationaliste (OCI) have
continued against the French section of
the Fourth International, the Revolution-
ary Workers® League of France, and re=
cently against a member of the RWL who
was slandered in a meeting of the Par~
isian coordination of High Schools.

But these slanders have found no sup-
port either in the coordination of High
Schools, which denounced the slanders
unanimously, nor in the working class,
At Renault=Billancourt, and at Fline, in
all the sectors where the RWL of France
intervened it received massive support
for its petition against the slanders,

The Trotskyist Organization has taken
this campaign into the strongholds of the
US proletariat as well and with the same
results. Five Rouge workers (see issue
#24 of TRUTH) have signed a statement
against the slanders of the OCI, These
methods have been mimicked by the
leadership of the Socialist Workers Party
and the Spartacist League in the United
States, who have set up with the OCI an
"objeaive” commision of inquiry behind
closed doors, The SWP has repeatedly
slandered our comrades in front of their
meetings, and physically prevented the
militants of the T,O, from speaking at
its forums. But these methods have
found no support from the militants of
the SWP or those attending,

These methods were repudiated in
a mieeting of the SWP held in Cleve=~
land on May 21st. “Our comrade put for=

- ward a proposal to take a vote to sup~

port the delegation of the Revolutionary
Worker Youth to the World Congress of
the Revolutionary Youth International.
When this proposal was called "out of
order” by the leadership of the SWP the
chairwom~n had to respond to the senti-
ments of the body which was divided by
calling for a vote to determine whether

‘I'he work begun in Sweden among
Latin American immigrants in prepara=
tion for the Conference of the Worker
Militants of the Americas, represented
a modest but important advance. A pre-
conference convoked and organized by
the Fourth International in Stockholn re=
sulted in an organization of the immi-
grants adhereing to the Fourth Interna-
tional, Chilean, Colombian and Ur-
uguayan militants, decided to prepare
the Conference in Mexico City, June
12-13. The Trotskyist Organization and
the Revolutionary Worker Youth (RWY)
have the responsibility of sending a dl-
egation to this Conference. Th: cam-~
paigns waged among the young auto
workers at the Rouge in the struggle to
build the Workers Party, the US Section
of the Fourth International has prepared
the Trotskyist Organization (TQ /USSFI)
and the RWY to take this significant step
in uniting the worker militants, particu~
larly the Latin American workers, and
their spontaneous struggles into an organ=~
ized confrontation with imperialism and
its allies.

Every worker knows the role of US imp-~
erialisin in Latin America where it gets
its chief support from the super-exploita-
tion and oppression of Latin American
workers and from the etty reactionary
dictatorships that suppress the working
class and imprison communist militants,
trade unionists, and workers, in Argen=
tina, Bolivia and Chile. The stake in the
liolding of the Conference of the worker
militants of the Ainericas, is the devel=
opment of the struggle for the United
Socialist Republic of the Americas,
workers governments, for the Latin sec~
tions of the Fourth Internaticnal and the
Revolutionary Youth International. The
Conference will be concluded with the
founding of the Revolutionary Worker
Youth of Mexico to begin this struggle,
mobilizing the youth in mass, indepen~
dently of the national bourgeoisies, the
trade union bureaucrats, against the
policies of the "Communist" parties and
tire false "Trotsiists” who collaborate
in maintaining the isolation of Latin
workers from US workers. Last fall in
several Latin American countries, and
across Europe, the dockworkers and fac=
tory workers protested the Francoist re~
pression in Spain by refusing to handle
goods bound to Spain. This shows the
unity that Latin workers feel for the
Spanish revolution, and the struggle to
realize the Sccialist United States of
Europe, as wel! as the unity with US
workers who are beginning to take up
the boycott of goods to the fascist
regime,

The major political obstacle confront=
ing the Fourth International in preparing
the Conference is the liquidationist cem
ters calling themselves "trotskyist” all
the while dissolving the gains made by .
the party of Trotsky, the Fourth Inter-
national The liquidationist leader=
ship of the Organizing Commnittee of
France, run by Lambert=Just at this
moment is preparing a counter confer =
ence in Latin America, the "Revolu=
tionary Front Against Imperialism, " to
spread the illusion that the workers do
not have to act independently through
their own organizations, that they do not
necd a world party, that it is not tne
socialist revolution and the workers gov=
ermment that is necessary, but rather a
broad "national liberation” struggle.

The Socialist Workers Party in the US
reinforces the national isolation of the
working class imposed on it by the US
government vyet claiiming to be inter-
nationalist and "Trotskyist". Their in=
ternationalis'm amounts to support to
liberal "progressives” like the recently
overthrown Peronist government in Ar=
gentina,, In the US they call for a Chic-
ano party, a Black Party and a Labor
Party undermining the Fourth Interna-
tional and turning the workers and

statements signed by the workers of Ren=
ault and Rouge, and the necessity of the
leadership of the SWP to intimidate its
own meinbers to keep them from sup=
porting these statements, brands this
leadership as renegades of the workers

Their role is no different
in essecnce that that of the OCI of
Lambert=Just, subordinating the workers
class independence and fundamental in-
terests to the liberal bourgeoisie
