The working class in the US has no=
thing in common with this "national
defense” == its only defense is the
united struggle of the working class and
oppressed throughout the world to wrest

the world stands in total opposition to
the "national defense” of the imperial-

the Pinochets, Videlas, Duvaliers,
etc., all with the tacit support of Cas=
tro =~ represent the most repressive
anti-working class regimes in the
world. The arrests, tortures, assassi*
nations of workingclass militants in
Bolivia, Chile, Argentina, and Uru=
il;g;ts(that one out of every 500 are
in jail) are directly supported and
aided by the US imperialists, It is no
accident that the day Kissinger left
Bolivia, the government declared a
state of matial law, occupied all the
mines and arrested thousands of work=
ers and peasants == with US military
aid, It is no accident that Castro of
Cuba has recently renewed his efforts
for " friendlier relations” with the US,
in order to strengthen his grip on the
working class in Cuba,

The US bourgeoisie must pursue this
reactionary policy in South and Latin
America for one purpose alone == to
crush the revolutionary mobilization of
the workers and oppressed in Latin
America and to divide the US working
class from its brothers and sisters. The
powerful mobilization of the workers in
Europe =- in Spain, Portugal, and
France has pressed with urgency the
necessity for the US bourgeoisie to
crush the working class in this hemis=
phere, to prevent it from joining with
the struggles in Europe.

While it is to be expected that Ford
and Carter will remain silent about
their plot against the working class, it
is also not surprising that the campaign
of the SWP, which falsely claims the
banner of the Fourth International in
the US, says nothing as well about the
plot to divide the workers of the 2

Americas. READ the "Bill of 8 New
Rights Necessary to Protect Working
People” of the SWP leadership == it
is written totally in the framework

of the United States == THERE IS NOT
A SINGLE DEMAND to fight US im=
perialism around the world, NOT A
US working class has anything in com=
mon with the workers and oppressed
anywhere in the world. Nothing more
clearly shows their abandonment of
any pretense to proletarian internation=
alism than the national, chanvinistic
character of their campaign which
totally reinforces the attempt of Ford
and Carter to divide the working class
of the two Americas,

Their protests to the United Nations,
to the US Congress, about the impri=
sonment of revolutionaries in Latin
America cannot cover up their real
policy toward the working class in
North and South America, Itisa
policy of refusal to openly fight US
imperialism, which tells the workers
in the US that there is a "national”
solution to their problems == amend-
ments to the US constitution, a
"labor party” based on reform ~-
and tells the workers in Latin America
that there is a "national” solution to
their problems as well == the Perons,
the Allendes who paved the way for
fascism in Chile and Argentina and
the Stalinists == Castro who jails and
atttacks revolutionaries in Cuba and
betrays the struggles of the advanced
workers throughout the continent.

In our opposition to any form of
"national defense, " even the more
"subtle” form of national isolation of
the SWP leadership, the Fourth Inter=
national and its candidates in the US
fight for the unity of the working class

This statement of the presidential can-
didate of the US Socialist Workers
Party has proven to be as true of him=
self as it is of Ford and Carter. On
October Ist at Wayne State University,
the leadership of the US SWP, inclu-~
ding Camejo, prohibited members of
the Trotskyist Organization of the USA,
David Heffelfinger and Margaret Gutt=
shallf from participating in their pub=
lic meeting, a meeting at which Cam=
ejo was scheduled to present their plat=
form == "A Bill of Rights to Protect
Working People. ” Only the latest in a
series of like-incidents, this time a
member of the leadership of the US
SWP, in order to justify their exclu=
sion of the militants of the TO/USA,
claimed that they had beaten up Tom
Kerry in May of 1976, a slander so
outrageous that another was forced to
deny that she had even said it.

The Trotskyist Organization went to
the meeting to fight for a Common
Candidate of the whole working class
on the basis of the Platform of Combat
to Build the Workers Party to lead the
working class to power, the platform
of the TO/USA and its candidates
Putnam and Vitale, This is the only
means through which the workers can
protect themselves, in a common stru=

ggle with the workers of the world un=
der the leadership of the Fourth Inter=
national. The mobilization of the
working class for a "Bill of Rights"
won't protect anything but precisely
the profit system == capitalism, the
capitalist government and the capi~
talist parties, == from the assault of the
workers who want their own party and
their own government,

Because Camejo, like'the candidates
of the Republican, Democratic, and
"Communist® parties, Ford, Carter,
and Gus Hall, is incapable of any poli-
tical defense of his party's policy in
the face of the struggle of the Trotsky=

- ist Organization of the USA, he is

forced to resort to their same methods:
Zuppression of opposing views and slan=
er.

Nonetheless, in the coutse of the m
meeting the militants of the TO/USA
engaged a number of young students
who were in the course of leaving the
public meeting in discussion on the
platforms, got contributions for them,
and the support of many who were pre-
sent against the exclusion of the mili-
tants of the TO.

The statement against the exclusion
that those present signed is now being
circulated in the unions and students
organizations at Wayne State. All the
workers, students, and militants of the
workers movement at Wayne State
should support this fight for workers
democracy! To allow the leadership of
the US SWP to utilize the same methods
methods as do the capitalist politicians,
union bureaucrats and Stalinists, can
only strengthen the latter.

The Democrats, despite their
friends the labor bureaucrats, are
failing to mobilize the American
working class behind the imperialist
Carter. But many workers are not go=
ing to vote which serves the purpose
of the capitalists.

were forced to call a strike unable to
contain the militancy of the workers
without it, But now they're preparing
to ram a contract down the workers
throats.

BUREAUCRATS AND THE IMPERIALIST

Both cases, linked by Carter's pro-
posal to Woodcock to serve on the Cab=
inet, demonstrate the anger of the
rising class=consciousness of the wok=
ers. But mostly, they demonstrate
that to stop these plots, this organized
attack, the working class must be org-
anized -- it needs its own party or it
will not ADVANCE one step.

Many workers on the picket lines
say, "its the elections” thatare decise=
ive in determining the outcome of the
strike, This is true in one sense. But
it doesn't mean that “nothing can be
done. ™ The TO, offers to the working
class and its youth, its candidates run=
ning on a platform to advance the
struggles of the working class in the
elections. :

At this new stage of the strike, -the
Revolutionary Workers Faction of the
UAW built by the TO is utilizing part
of the platform to stop the sellout
"negotiations, " In a resolution circu=
lated to fight for at a supposed union
meeting of the 26 of September that
was never held, the Revolutionary
Workers Faction called for the recall
of the strike committee, the election
of a new one and spreading the strike
in order to win demands of wages to
go up equal to all price increases,
immediate reduction in workloads, and
equal wages for new hires, Fifteen
out of twenty=five workers contacted
signed it,

A similar resolution, focussing on the
sell-out will be discussed on the picket
lines and fought for at the ratification
meeting, to unite all the opposition to
the seli=out on a principled basis,

Only the candidates of the TO are
advanced by this struggle. We urge
all workers, regardless of whether you
completely agree with the platform or
not to support the candidates, contrib=
ute funds, come to the rally October
15th at Ford Torrence.

The new leadership of the working

class, its party, is being built in this
struggle for the strike and for the
workers candidates in the elections ==
above all against the traitorous lead=
erships who claim to speak for the
workers.

The October League, a Maoist
grouping has recently come into the
open at Torrence. They, too, have
raised the Carter/Woodcock sell=out
in leaflets distributed at Torrence.
They serve as errand boys for the Com~=
munist Party. While pointing out the
collaboration of Woodcock with the
bourgeois candidate, they offer no
road for the workers against the lead-
ership of the bureaucrats in order to
advance the strike and thus to advance
in the elections. By supporting no one
in the elections, by running no cand-
idates of their own, the October Lea~
gue leaves the workers in the hands of
the Communist Party; that is, in the
hands of the traitors who support the
bureaucrats. We call on all their sup=
porters to ask thems Do they really
propose to stop Carter and the CP
candidates by staying home on election
day?

the pages of the press only months ago
-= an agreement against which not one
of the leaders of the majo: parties
which claim to represent the working
class == neither Gus Hall of the CP

nor Peter Camejo of the SWP == has
yet taken a stand.

So proud is the UAW bureaucracy of
this "tentative agreement” that it has
not yet made the contents of it known
to the workers who pay its salary, It
has begun to dismantle the picket line
lines.

Nevertheless, it is clear from the
reperts in the press that on the
decisive questions of equal rights for
new hires, wage increases equal to
price increases, the immediate rccall
of all laid off workers, and an immed=
iate reduction in working hours and
work loads, that Woodcock has agreed
to deepen his cellaboration in the
attack on the staudard of living and

- working conditions of the autoworkers,

especially that of the youth.

The probationary period is to be
lengthened to one year. Wages of
probationary employees are to remain
45¢ below those of regular employees.
There is to be a 3% wage increase in
the first year, All increases after
that are to be dependent upon "increa*
ses in productivity” (read SPEEDUP).
The formula on the basis of which the
cost=of-living=allowance is to be de-
termined is to remain the sames:

a . 5% increase in wages for every 1%
rise in prices (approximately). Funds
for COLA are to be utilized for an
immediate cash payment to retirees,
Workers meeting attendance standards
are to get 1 more day off in the first
year, 5 more days off in the second,
and 8 in the third.

A1l this Woodcock and his lackeys
are trying to pass off as an agreement
on the principles of COLA and a
shorter work week to fight unemploy-
ment!

Time and again in the last days,
weeks and months, the workers in auto
especially at Ferd River Rouge, have
demonstrated their readiness for an
all out fight against Ford Motor Com=
pany to win their demands. They've
supported the struggle waged by the

UAW, the Revelutionary Workers Fac=
tion, to wage this fight.

Now is the time to advance decisive=
1y in the construction of this new lea=
dership. In the next days, the militants
of the Revolutionary Workers Faction of
the UAW, with those of the Trotskyist
Organization and the Revolutionary
Worker Youth at the Rouge, will be
fighting to mobilize the workers to
reject this agreement, to oust Rinaldi,
head of Local #600 for collaboration
with their bosses and their politicians,
and elect a new leadership of Local
#600 to win an ~ud to the probation-
ary period, wage increases in accord
with price increases, the immediate
recall of laid off workers, an immedi=
ate reduction in working hours and
work loads with a general assembly of
all auto workers and mass picketing to
shutdown all three companies.

A1l the workers should fight for the
resolution of the Revolutionary Workers
Faction at the meeting of Local #600
called by the bureaucrats to attempt
to shove their agreement with Ford
Motor and Carter down the throats of
the workers. And continue this fight
by joining the campaign of the
Revolutionary Workers Youth against
the "Democrats" and union bureau=
crats to build a workers party to
fight for a workers government; to
support the candidates of the US Sec=
tion of the Fourth International on
November 2nd. This is the objective
of the RWY in its Congress == open
