Autoworkers in Argentina began the new
year with yet another strike against the
reactionary Videla dictatorship to defend
their standad of working and living con=
ditions and democratic rights, Wwithin a
matter of days workers at GM's Saginaw,
Michigan Steering Gear Plant in North
America also walked out in the face of
the capitalists® attempt to drive them
back, Autoworkers in several other
plants are threatening to follow suit.

These workers are not willing o place
iheir trust in Carter and Mondale's new
Demecratic Party regime to resolve
their problems, Their struggles are an
expression of the wremendous mobiliza=
tion of the workers and oppressed masses,
above all the young, in South and North
America; of the potential to unify them
and finish with the imperialists"and the’r
systein of unemployment, rising prices,
repression, and wat,

On the other hand, the "liberal™ wing
of the Democratic Party == Humphrey,
the leaders of the NAACP, the black
Congrassional Caucus, the AFL~CIO, the
UAW, and others == with the full sup=
port of the so=called "Communist” Party
directed by the Kremlin, began the new
year with yet another attempt to derail
thizs mobilization so that their openly re=
actionary count:eparts can crush it,

Carter has already openly abandoned
the 'election promises he cynically made
to fool the American working class,
Instead of "putting new faces in the go=
vernment in Washington, " stopping un=
emnployment and rising prices, and end=
ing support to the reactionary dictator*
ships in Latin America, he's organized a
cabinet of the dregs of the Kennedy,
Johnson, and Nixon administrations, pro=
posed a "plan” to Congress to “get
America going again™ consisting of
billion=collar tax cuts for the corpora~
tions and a pittance for the workers,
and sent his wife off to Mexico to,cele~
brate the inauguration of the reaction=
ary Portillo, :

while he exhorted the American working
class to understand that: "More is not
necessarily better, " that America can=
not resolve all problems, that each must
make “indivi-ual sacrifice" for the
"Common good, "

Thus the "liberal democrats, * union
bureaucrats, and Stalinists are attempt=
ing to head off the growing outrage of the
American working class, above all that
of the youth, at this duplicity, They
want to confine it to a futile attempt to
reform the Democratic Party regime,
thus they are trying to organize the work=
ers in support of their proposals in Con=
gress to replace sorne of the Cabinet
members proposed by Carter, to amend
Carter's plan to give more money for
jobs and less money to the corporations.
And the DETROIT FREE PRESS, the
mouth piece of the Democratic Party, in
particular the section led by the UAW
bureaucracy, in Detroit, has just come
out in favor of stoppiag loans to Videla
in Argeatina unless he promises to stop
torturing and assassinating so many peo=
ple,

BREAK WITH THE DEMOCRATIC PARTY:

But the only way for the workers,
above all the young auto and steelworkers
still faced with massive layoffs, over=
time, speedup and unprecedented attacks
on their democratic rights, to resolve
these problems is to break with the Demo=
cratic Party and its bureaucracy in the
unions, build a Workers Party and uaite
with the workers and oppressed masses
of Latin America in the fight for a United
Socialist Republic of the Two Americas.

The workers can place no confidence
it the Democratic Party, not even in its
most liberal wing, It cannot be reformed,
It must be destroyed and a working class
alternative must be built, It is pot
sufficient to simply oppose the Demo*
cratic Party, for if so many workers
still rely on it with all their distrust of
it, it is above all becausz this altema=~
tive has not yet been built,

Nor can the working class place any
confidence in the imperialist Democra*
tic Party regime, But again, it is not
sufficient to oppose it, even to call for
its destruction, The struggle must be
waged to day to build the independent
organizations of the workers in every
mobilization as the basis for the govern~
ment of the workers, . :

By A REPORTER -~ T
Barcelona, Madrid==~ |Last week hundreds
of thousands of Spanish workers, youth
and students took to the streets in strikes
and demonstrations against the faseist |
monarchy of Juan Carles, in the most *
open confrontation with the fascist state
since the fall of Franco last vear. The.
most immediate reason for this mobiliz®
ation was the murder of several Comm=
unist militants by fascist gangs and the
stepped=up repression of the Spanish
government against the workers move=
ment, But the steikes, work stoppages,
factory assemblies, and demonstrations
that spread throughout the entire country
in the last weeks show something even
move important, The Spanish working
class and its youth has decisively reject*
ed the farce represented oy the fascist
"referendum™ that took place on Dec=
ember 15th and have no intention of
waiting for future "reforms" of the fas=
cist stare,

The fight to unleash the Spanish rev=
olution, to organize a General Strike
to impose the only government which
will resporkl to the needs and aspirations
of the workers and oppressed == the
WORKERS AND PEASANTS GOVERN™
MENT is on the order of the day for the
Snanish working class, On December
16th, immediately after the “referen=
dum, " the Political Bureau of the Par=
tido Obrero Revolucionario (PORE) de
Espana, the Spanish Section of the
Fourgh Intemational, issued a Declara=

. tion which denounced the referendum

as a farce, demons:rated that in the de=
cisive industrial centers the working
class had rejected the government's
"referendum, ™ and stated that in the
coming weeks the mobilization of the
working class which would shatter all
the pretenses that the fascist state could
*reform" fitself,

shop owners in New Jersey
refused the government's
demand to turn down their
heat, They felt that the gas
companies and the government
were using the unprecedented
cold wave as as an excuse to
put the screws on them,

" The overwhelming view
of the people in this area is
that they are being put upon
by the gas companies so they
can make more money,..,"
said one man quoted in the
NEW YORK TIMES,

"As long as the politicians
get theirs they don't care
what happens, " said another,

Already more than 2 :
MILLION workers are lafd off,
prices on a number of products
are up, and more than seventy*
five people are dead.

The suspicions of these
workers were confirmed today.
In Carter's bill, adopted by
the Senate , outlining
"emergency measures”™ to deal
with this "energy crisis, "
there was not one proposal :
to deal with the layoffs, the
rising prices, or the deaths,
Instead there was a proposal,
in the midst of this "gas chort=
age,” TO REMOVE ALL -

This exchange of political prisoners
between this tascist dictatorship in
Chile and the Stalinist bureaucracy in
the USSR, arranged by the leadership
of world imperialism, Kissinger and
Ford, constitutes a grand maneuver to
block the growing unity of the workers
in the capitalist countries with the
workers in the countries of the socialist
conquests in the fight for socialism
against imperialism AND Stalinism,

" The "democratic*® imperialists of*
the American bourgeoisie would like the

workers of the West to believe that the
fascist dictatorship it organized in Chile
is becoming democratized and thus that
it constitutes a real alternative to Stalin=

NOT TRUE?

We don't deny the
truth of these statements, Yet why do
we still say that it is the TRUTH that

the leadership of the SWP fundamentally

covers for the Democratic Party and
blocks the yourth from their break with
it?

Because the question of the break
from the Democratic Party is not a
question of "criticisms, ™ nor a ques= *
tion of abstract *independence™, nor
even the fact that one proposes other
*parties” for the working class to join,
It is a question of a policy, a policy
to prepare the working class for the
révolution in the living struggles of the
working class, And at every decisive
moment in recent history, IN THE
LIVING STRUGGLES OF THE WORK=
ING CLASS, the SWP leadership

Democrat?  Why’were masses of

+ youth beaten down in the streets of

Chicago attempting to "pressure” the
Democratic Party Convention?

THE ANTI*WAR MOVEMENT

It was hecause the anti=war move=
ment which the SWP in a large part
led and organized failed to present it
self as an alternative to the Democratic
Party that the youth were seeking, At
every step of the way the SWP leader=
ship fought in the anti=war movement
to prevent the youth from doing so,
That was why the SWP leadership fought
in the anti*war movement to make it
"single~issue, " that is, to say nothing
in the anti=war movement about the
US government, about the social
crisis facing the workers, about repress=
fon at home, and above all nothing
about the Democratic Party, Why?

Of course, the SWP still presented
its "independent" candidate in 1968,
but it meant nothing, while it allowed:
the masses of workers and youth who
were in the streets to remain tied to
the Democrats, What did it mean for -
the young workers, when during their
strikes in 1970 and later == the GM
strike and Lordstown, the Teamsters,
miners, Postal workers, etc,, the SWP
paraded and organized as part of the
anti=war movement the "Labor Bur=
eaucrats for Peace" == who were be=
traying the struggles of the young wor‘«'
ers and refusing to organize a fight . '
apainst the Nixon regime at home?

The same policy was.evident once
again in 1972, when (to a lesser ex*

tent by now) the youth turned once

again to-McGovemn and the De mo=
cratic Party as an alternative to

Nixon and the war, This came im=
mediately after the massive attack of .
Nixon against the working class with -
the "Wage Freeze" and once again the
SWP fought to prevent the working clas
youth in the anti=war movement from’,
linking it to the struggles at home, to.

Stop Carter’s
Layoffs!

~ Buildthe circles of

For over a year, the struggles of the
workers at Rouge against the closing

of the Engine Plant, in the "76 elec~
tions, against the repression in the
factories by the Rouge police, to
defend the Revolution in Spain, in the
auto strike and to rebuild the Fourth
International, has been inextricably
linked to the struggle of the Revolution=
ary Worker Youth = USA and the Trot~
skyist Organization, In the course of
the struggles of the workers at River
Rouge and of the RWY, hundreds of
newspapers and leaflets have been sold
and distributed in the factory, over

one hundred signatures in support of the
Spanish Revolution, almost a hundred
signatures condemning UAW bureaucrats
attacks on the militants of the RWY and
TO, and a worker from Rouge sent as

a delegate to the Conference rebuild=
ing the Fourth International. The
lesson of these struggles for the workers
and the RWY must be to advance in

the building of the ipdependent organ=
ization of the young workers against
the attacks of the Government, for the
Workers Govemment,

The new layoffs at Rouge are CAR*
TER'S LAYOFFS, 500 Rouge workers
on indefinate layoff, many of them
members of the RWY, and the whole
of the Rouge closed for the first three
weeks in February affecting 2, 300,
Workers are also being laid off in On=
tario Canada, American Motors in
Wisconsin, in Delaware and Chicago,
fncluding a total of 6,300 in the De=
troft area, Carter is using the cover of
the weather to hide the Government's
ﬁp of increasing unemployment say=

"If the American people don't re~
cognize the need to conserve energy,
there will be more unemployment, *
The Rouge workers have already gone
through huge layoffs and closings of
different areas of the plant, Carter's
statement which reads: "American
workers, tighten your belts and don't
count on your job, " is not acceptable
to the workers at Rouge, As one
Stamping worker put it, "So, the pea=
nut man is at it already] "

The conclusions that Rouge workers
are coming to is that the fight against
the layoffs in particular, requires a
struggle against the Government and
the Democratic Party, Immediately,
the Revolutionary Worker Youth, the
Circle of the RWY in Assembly, and
the militants in Stamping, Special
Foundry, Steel and other plants in the
factory are building a DAY OF ACTION
on March 5th, against Carter's plans
for unemployment, high prices and re=
pression and Support to the Dictator=
ships in Latin America, for the United
Socialist Republic of the Two Americas,
with a demonstration in Washington DC
and a Conference of Youth of the Two
Americas, At Rouge, through the join=
ing of the circles of the RWY and taking

WHAT HAVE WE ACCOMPLISHED?

The Trotskyist Organization has been
waging a struggle against the capital~
ists, their government and the treach=
erous leaders who support it at Torrence
and in Chicago for tow years. These
years have seen the greatest mobiliza=
tion of the American working class
since World War I, In the course of
our fight we have sought to rebuild the
US Section of the Fourth Intemational
through building the circles of the RWY
as our principle weaport, We have re=
cruited several members to the circle,
collected over $500, 00 in contributions,
gathered hundreds of signatures, and
sold close to a thousand pieces of lit~
erature (not counting leaflets),

We have fought in every struggle of
the workers to advance them by cen=
tralizing them in a struggle against the
govemment, to build the independent
organization of the workers, In the
fight against the layoffs, to unite our
struggle with that of the European work=
ers, in the Ford Strike, the fascists
attacks in Marquette Park, the defense
of the Polish strikers, the US President=
ial elections and the union elections,
this was our policy, theonly policy that
answers the desire of the workers for
their own independent organization,
for their own govemement.

Most recently, we circulated a res=
oiution for the union meeting in Jan=
vary condemning the government's
suppression of the RWY demonstration
on Inauguration Day gathering eleven
signatures and, on Inauguration Day we
held a meeting taking up the fight
%gainst Carters plans and building the
demonstration on March 5th,

The response of the workers to this
fight has been very strong, It is the
Government which concentrates the
reactionary forces mobilized against
the workers,  This reality is becoming
clearer and clearer to the advanced
workers, Further more, our alternative,
the construction of a revolutionary
leadership to establish a Workers Govern=
ment is becoming increasingly popular,

"The Democrats and Republicans
have their conventions, the people
have no choice.™ "No matter who they
put in there I knew it wouldn®t do us any
good. " "Carter is not going to keep any
of the promises he makes.* "Support=
ing dictatorships around the world in the
name of fighting ‘Communism* while

_they dine with the Kremlin leaders, "

"One Govermment throughout North and
South America sounds good, " "I'm
waliting for the reveolution to straighten
this thing out, "

The recent declaration by Carter of a
"national energy shortage” and the sub~
sequent lay offs and heat reductions in
the factories has made once again

crystal clear the nature of his plans,

And the workers haye responded
accordingly, Nine workers on second
shift in sub=assembly walked off their
jobs on Tuesday the 25th of January be~
cause there was no heat, They returned
after fifteen minutes after they were
told "go back to work heat or no heat,
or you'll all be fired,* And of course
the union "leadership® did nothing to
protect them or rectify the situation as
one worker said, "How eould the union
protect us? It was them that told us to
vote for Carter and now Ford is using
this, cutting back-the heat while we're
still working overtime,” The Revolu=~
tionary Worker Youth is organizing a
meeting to defend these militants and
deepen the fight against Carter, through
this most blatant exposure of the colla=
boration of the union bureaucrats, Ford,
and Carter,

WHAT MUST BE DONE?

While we have accomplished much,
we hayve still not succeeded in building
the cell of the Trotskyist Organization,
i,e, organized the leadership of ad=
vanced workers in agreement with the
program of the Fourth Internacional,
This is the central task still facing us,

Using the International Day of Action
on March 5th called by the Revolution =
ary Worker Youth, we will further con=
struct the circle of the Revolutionary
Worker Youth here at Tomance through
the central campaign of the mayeoral

Martin Luther King Jr, Movement, Revy.
Turner, has announced his candidacy as
a “protest candidate", not bothering to
mention what he is protesting.

In order to stop any mass revolutionary
alternative the law says that to be on the
ballot as an independent Party in the
elections we must have 63,373 sig-
natures and registered voters by April
4th, To be on the Democratic ticket
you need only 4, 000!

We are proposing a cominon cahdi=
date of the working class to both the
Communist Party and the Socialist
Workers Party who claims the nanje of
the Fourth/International, as we did in
the Presidential election, on the Jasis

The meeting of 70 workers delegates
decided to elect a delegartion to

Each delegate must gain an entry
visa from the Polish authories in their
countries, A letter was drawn up at
the meeting to present to the Polish
Consulates of Madrid, Chicago, Paris,
and Stockholin explaining the purpcse
and presenting the demands, The letter
was presented by the RWY to the Polish
Consulate in Chicago and the necessary
papers were drawn up of the delegate
of the Revolutionary Worker Youth,
Ann Nelson, While awaitdng an answer
the RWY is deepening the mobilization
of the youth and workers in the bastions
of the American proletariat in the
great auto and steel factories and is
waging a fight to bring all the organ=
izations, parties and unions of the
US workers movement into the struggle
for the Commission of Inquiry and in
defense of the Polish, workers, in pre=
paring a mass demonstration at the
Polish Consulate in Chicago in the mid=
dle of March,

The RWY has led the fight in the US
to link the struggle of the American
workers against the layoffs, against
repression and high prices to the rev=
olutionary mobilization of the worker:
in Poiand, The RWY is the only mass
organization of the fighting youth that
can do this, Militants of the RWY at

Ford River Rouge, the largest center
cf production in the world, held meet*
ings during work hovrs in support of the
Polish workers during the Internazional
Week of Action of the RYI carrying
forward the past struggles of the work~
ing class for power; the Hungarian
Revolution of 1956, the Spanish Revol=
ution of 1936, and on the anniversary
of the Russian Revolution, All the
50 signatures, the funds collected
and the sympathy and support expreis=
ed by the auto workers is the basis for
continuing and deepening the camp*
algn for the Commission of Inquiry,
to draw in larger and larger layers of
the working class, the organizations,
parties and unions of the workers move=
ment in bringing the maximum and
decisive force of the A merican work=
ing class into the battle to unite the
workers of the East and West, The
coming weeks will be decisive for the
outcome of the Polish workers struggle,
American workers apd youth will
come to see in the course of the fight
for the Commission of Inquiry, the
mobilization preparing the demonstra~
tion in Chicago that Stalinism is an
obstacle to their siruggle to unite with
the workers around the world against
Carter's imperialist government of un=
employment, high prices and repress=

' fon, The American Communist Party,

no different in its policy than-the Com=
munist Party in the USSR and Polaxd,
has long been responsible for tying the
working class to the Democratic Party,

pretense to leading the working cla:s
to power, to the dictatorship of ihe
proletariat, This so~called Euro~Com=
munism, beloved by the centrists and
the liberals in the Democratic Party,
secks to share power with the capital=
ists over the working class in a Popu=
lar Front government, not to prepare
the way for the workers Government,
but to block it,

negotiation and settlement™ these
"desperate actions™ would not occur,
