Spain’s king feted s 350 pickets agree he’ S afasclst

NEW YORK, June 6—On June 4,
more than 350 Spaniards, Basques,
Catalans, and Americans
demonstrated here against ‘{he
presence of Juan Carlos, fascist
king of Spain.

The demonstration got off to a
lively start. Juan Carlos’ flag-
decked limousine pulled into the
Waldorf-Astoria hotel, where he
was to be wined and dined by the
U.S. bourgeoisie, just as the first
contingent of demonstrators
arrived. Banners were quickly

unfurled, and a loud chant of .

*‘Fascism in Spain, made in USA”’
echoed down skyscraper-lined
Park Avenue. Angry workers
shaking their fists gathered around
the fascist monarch’s car, and
Juan Carlos was visibly shaken.

The demonstration, called by

Cambias (Committee of
Americans for Basque In-
dependence and Survival) and

Youth Against War & Fascism,
was planned to coincide with a
dinner where Juan Carlos was the
guest of such rich families as the
Rockefellers, the Mellons, the
Whitneys, and the Lodges. Spain’s
fascist king is presently on a tour of
this country cementing his ties
with the U.S. military and cor-
porations in order to gain more aid
for his fascist regime.

The demonstrators called  for
U.S. corporations and the Pen-
tagon to get out of Spain. They
demanded freedom for all political
prisoners now and self-
determination, including the right
lo separation, for Catalonia, the
Basque, and Galicia. They
declared their support for the
struggles of the Spanish working
class.

BASQUES, CATALANS
PARTICIPATE

A demonstrator from Catalonia,
where 4 million people are denied
their right to self-determination,
said, ‘‘The democracy that the U.S.
newspapers have been talking
about in Spain is not there. In
.Catalonia the basic freedoms of the

press and of association are still
not granted. Recenty there has
been a lot of torture of political
prisoners in Catalonia by Juan
Carlos’ government. In spite of
this, in my country, for the first
time in four years, the resistance
has united: This .is 'a great
achievement. A lot of people are
being politicized and organized.”

A contingent of 50 Basques
marched into the, demonstration

begun. They entered chanting and
carrying signs, some in the Basque
language, demanding. in-
dependence for the Basque nation.
The entire demonstration stopped
and applduded. Many Basques
wore masks, concealing their
identity in order to protect their
families back home from
repression.

Among the participants. was. a

contingent from the Abraham
Lincoln Brigade who, 40 years ago,
risked their lives in Spain fighting
against Franco and fascism along-
side the Spanish working class. Mo
Fishman, member of the board of
the Brigade, told ‘this reporter,
“We want to show in this
demonstration our opposition to
the treaty with Spain now reported
upon favorably in the U.S. Senate,”
referring to the proposed renewal
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.“Fascism in Spain—made in USA!'’ More than 350 Spani'ards. Basques, Catalans, and Americans protest U.S. visit of Juan Carlos
of Spain.

No explanation in racist killing of
Black man by Fla.state troopers

NORFOLK, Va., June 4—On May
14, John Nimmo, Jr., a Black man,
was shot to death by two Florida
state patrolmen. The murder
occurred in the 6th Street Federal
Housing Project in Fort Lauder-
dale, Florida. People in this
predominantly Black community
have often been subjected to police
attacks.

RIGHT TO KILL?

The State’s Attorney claimed‘

that the two policerfen, John Fix

and John Cox, were making a drug
raid, although no evidence of drugs
‘“This is a calculated
attempt to arouse racism in the
‘community of Fort
Lauderdale,” said James Nimmo,
John’s brother.

“Does a drug addict have, the
right to live? This is what I can’t
understand. What gives the police
the right to shoot a man because of
an alleged crime? What right do
the police have to take my

- brother’s life? Former President

A

Nixon committed far more
criminal acts than my brother. So
did the Dade County Commissioner

who received a $10,000 fine and six -

months suspended sentence for
possession of over $4 million worth
of marijuana N

FAMILY LEFT ouT
OF lNVESTlGATlON

During the subsequent in-
vestigation by the Sheriff’s Office
of Broward County, no explanation
was given for why twq highway
patrolmen not assigned to nar-
cotics, were investigating a so-
called drug case. The highway
patrolmen had neither a search
warrant nor an arrest warrant.
“They just took it upon them-
selves, because they wore a badge,
and it ended with my brother being
murdered,”” James Nimmo ex-
claimed.

No official reason or statement

nor an apology or condolences has .

been offered Mrs. Lizzie Nimmo,
the widow, by the Highway Patrol.
None of the family has been in-
formed of any part of the in-
vestigation of the two officers.
Mrs. Nimmo told this reporter,
“They are investigating for their
own purposes but not for ours.
They don’t want to release any
information to me.’

‘James Nimmo told this reporter,
“Everything we found out was
through the newspapers and one
witness. At first they said that he
was shot through the door, bit one
of the witnesses said that the
troopers kicked the door down and
told everyone to freeze. When John

turned around and put his hands

up, the policeman shot him.”
According to the coroner’s
report, the shooting was at point-

blank range, with approximately

two feet, with a 12-gauge shotgun.
John Nimmo, a hysband and father’
of two little girls, was shot in the
jugular vein and died instantly.

«“JUST TWO
GOOD COoPS”

Mrs. Nimmo told Workers World -
that the two officers were
suspended for three days, with
pay, and then rehired before the
grand jury even met! The head of
the Highway Patrol told the press

that he didn’t think that the cops
had done anything wrong, and why
should he waste two good men?
The two highway patrolmen have
refused to cooperate with the
sheriff’s investigation, pleading
the Fifth Amendment. James
Nimmo, who was instrumental in
exposing the murder of Clarence
Morgan here in Virginia, com-
mented, ‘‘At least in the past they
had the ‘decency’ to wait till an all-
white jury would acquit the police
of killing a Black man. This time
they just said, it’s all right,
anything you do is okay. They just
kill you and that’s all right,”

FLORIDA PASSES
SHOOT-TO-KILL BILL

' To emphasize this point, Mr.”
Nimmo pointed out that the
Florida Legislature just passed a
‘“shoot-to-kill”’ bill, where any
person has the right to shoot any
other ‘person seen running from a
scene of a crime, a bill so broad
and general that it is an open in-:
vitation to vigilante ‘‘justice’’ by
whites against Black people. The-
Klan, very active in Florida, has
just asked to have a float in the
Fort Lauderdale Bicentennial
Parade. The police department is
known to be full of KKK members.

NIMMO FAMILY SUES*

The Nimmofamily is filing a suit.
against the.two officers,” John Cox
and John Fix, the Highway Patrol,
and Broward Countyy where Fort
Lauderdale is located, for one
million dollars, charging wrongful
death.

When asked what people could
do, Mrs. Lizzie Nimmo said,
“‘People should publicize this, they
should expose the racism, and not
allow them to just come and kill us.
We should force Cox and Fix tp be
fired. I just féel that they took
John, and the state should pay.”

BALTIMOR;I. May 24—More than
200 people rallied in Hopkins Plaza
in downtown Baltimore this past
Saturday to demand that govern-
ment at every level provide jobs
for this industrial port city which
has been hard hit by the economic

L recessmn

The rally, initiated by Congress-
person Parren Mitchell, was. en-
dorsed by many community
groups and labor umions, including
Welfare -Rights Organization,
Amalgamated Clothing Workers
Union, the Center for United Labor
Action, and AME Bethel Church.

Many groups brought colorful
banners and placards, but the most
prominent slogan was ‘‘$112 billion

for war—how about $1 billion for

Baltimore?’’ A ‘‘chicken” and a
‘‘cow’’ also joined the rally,
carrying signs saying, ‘‘Chicken
isn’'t cheap without a job'' and
"*With beefed-up prices and no
job—how can we afford cow?’” The
rally ended on a militant note with

a vow to take the protests directly _

to the seat of government—to the

city council, Mayor Schaeifer, and
iGovernor Marvin Mandel.

Many at the rally agreed with a
demand that the mayor and the
governor declare Baltimore a dis-
aster area.

Certainly there is more than
enough cause to do so. Baltimore's

llmempioyment rate is higher than
the national average. According to
the Baltimore Sun, over 68,000
families in the city are living in
dilapidated, substandard, and
inadequate housing. In addition,
child care centers are being forced
to close due to lack of funds. Young
people are forced off programs
« despite the fact that there are no
Jobs for them. Unemployment for
Black teenage youth is higher than
40 percent. Welfare grants are
being cut back. City workers are

" faced with layoffs and a 2 percent

maximum pay raise: All the while
the mayor is threatening to raise
taxes.

It is no exaggeralion that
Baltimore is an economic disaster
area.

fascism should Be given back to the
poor people here. She said, ‘‘We
solidify ourselves with the hun-
dreds and thousands of workers
struggling in Spain Just as over
here there is racism and oppressed
nations, over there the Basque,

Catalan, and Galician people are
doubly oppressed.”

A spokesperson for Cambias
said, . ‘The Basque nation is an
occupied country suffering more
repression today under Juan
Carlos than under Franco. The
same people who put Franco in
power are manipulating the strings
of Juan Carlos. ... The Basque
people are engaged in a struggle-
for-survival. They are resisting a
war of annihilation carried out by
the heirs of Franco fascism.. ..
We hope Americans can un-
derstand our heroic resistance. We
identify with all oppressed people
of the world.”

The rally ended with the Basques
leading the chant, ‘“Juan Carlos,
escucha, el pueblo esta en la
lucha.”’ (Juan Carlos, listen, the
‘people are in struggle.)

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Black self-defense at stake in
struggle of E. Boston defendants

BOSTON, June 4—The East Boston
Black Defendants, six Black men
who face felony charges because
they defended their homes in the
East Boston Housing Project
against gangs of racists in four
separate incidents, held a rally
today at 3 p.m. in front of the State
House to demand the charges
against them be dropped. After-
wards, a picket line of 70 people
marched in support of their
demands.

The six defendants are, Robert
Phifer, Gary Franklin, Vernard
Hoge, Melvin Bean, David Brydie,
and Brian Swan. Robert Phifer and
Gary Franklin go on trial on June
11 in Suffolk Superior Court. They
face several counts of assault and
battery and firearms charges as a
result of a racist attack on their
homes last August 27.

On that night, according to Gary
Franklin, he was assaulted while
walking through the projects.
When he returned to the home of
Robert Phifer, his uncle, huge
rocks were thrown through the
windows. When they went outside
to defend their home, they were
assaulted. The police ignored the
attackers and instead arrested
Gary and Mr. Phifer.

Robert Phifer, who chaired the
rally, called for support for the
right of defense against racist
attacks and said that he did what
any other man would have done by
defending his home and family.

Other speakers at the rally in-
cluded Robert Lewis; the son of
Anna Mae Lewis who was arrested
last August while the racists were
attacking her home; Mrs. Nannie
»Bell, whose son Sam has spent
three months in jail as a result of
defending his infant daughter
against a racist attack; Susan
Page, a Black woman whose home
has been attacked in Hyde Park
and who gave a moving salute of
solidarity with the defendants;
Melvin Bean;
Brian Swan; Mary Moore, a white
resident of the projects who is
under attack for befriending the
Blacks; Jane Kaatz, a white
woman arrested in the home of
Mrs. Lewis last August; and
Reverend Ed Rodman, Missioner
to Minority Communities. for the
Episcopal Diocese of Boston.

“RACISTS ARE RUNNING
WILD IN THISCITY" »

After the rally, a picket line was
set up in front of the Attorney
General’s office while a delegation
of 12 met with Acting Attorney
General Scott Harschberger. At
that meeting, arranged by Ellen
Feingold, president of the
Massachusetts Civil Liberties
Union, Mr. Phifer read a statement
drawn up by the six defendants.

““The racists are running wild in
this city and have been for the past
three years,” said the statement.
“‘Black people have been attacked
not only in East Boston, but in
Dorchester, Hyde Park, Charles-
town, and even in Roxbury itself.
Children have been stoned on the
way to school and attacked on the
streets.

*‘Yet,” the statement continued,
*‘with hundreds of innocent Blacks
injured over the last two years, the
Mayor and Governor finally
discovered that there was violence
in the city when one innocent white
young man was injured.

‘‘Louise Day Hicks and the other
racist leaders of this city en-
courage and condone the racist
violence which drove us from East
Boston. Black people will not be
abl&to live anywhere in Boston in
peace and safety or go to the school

of their choice until this racist
movement is stopped.”

Over 25 Black and Hispanic
families have been forced to move
out of East Boston because the
police would not give Third World
people protection but instead
arrested them for trying to protect
their homes.

‘‘We will continue to fight,”” Mr.
Phifer said for all the defendants,

*‘until we win justice by moblllzmg
people for our trials, raising money
for our defense and every way we
know. We call on all justice-loving
people to support the right“to live

anywhere in peace and safety, to
support defense against racist
attacks, and to demand that the
charges against Hobert Phiter,
Gary Franklin, Vernard Hoge,
Melvin Bean, David Brydie, and
Brian Swan be dropped. Only a
strong, broad movement against
racism in Boston can insure vie-
tory.”

Frame-up in Lousiana

Gary Tyler vs. forces of racism

NEW ORLEANS, May 31—A
national campaign to free Gary
Tyler, the 17-year-old Black frame-

up victim awaiting execution in a -

Louisiana death row, is gathering
more and more supporters as the
already flimsy ‘‘evidence” put
together by the prosecutor’s office

roceeds Lo unravel. Gary Tyler,
who is the youngest person now
sitting on death row in America,
was convicted of the fatal shooting
of a 13-year-old white youth on
October 7, 1974, in the Louisiana
town of Destrehan, 40 miles north
of here.

I met with Walter Collins, who is
the Coordinator of the Gary Tyler
Defense Committee here in New
Orleans. Walter, who was formerly-
with the Southern Conference
Educational Fund (SCEF), and is
now organizing the Gary Tyler
defense effort, is a militant Black
worker. ‘'The Gary Tyler case,” he
explained, comes at a time of an
“‘escalation of attacks against
young Blacks,” who have been
seeking ‘‘jobs, quality education,
an end to police harassment, and
representation in government and
institutions.’’

RACISM

IS THE ISSUE

* Specifically, the Gary Tyler case
stems from a racist mobilization in
Destrehan against Black children
who were being bused to Destrehan
High School. ‘‘There had been
racial fighting in the school,
starting in the morning and con-
tinuing through lunch,” explained
Walter, speaking of the day that 13-
year-old Timothy Weber was
killed. ‘‘The principal decided to
close the school. He calied in the
school buses that had brought the
Black kids, and the parents of the

white kids were called to come and '

pick them up.”
By the time the Black children
were ready to board the buses,

*‘parents of the white students and .

In Destrehan, the effects of the plantation system can be seen. The old d'Estrehan Manror House
[1.] stands in sharp contrast to houses in the Black community [r.].
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whites from the population at
large, many of them armed, had
gathered. The whites began to
throw rocks and bottles at the
buses as the Black children
boarded. Several were struck.’

While the Black children were on
the bus, one of the racists fired a
shot. Intended no doubt for one of
the Black children, the bullet
nevertheless struck Timothy
Weber, killing him. The bullet was
never recovered, - nor was the
weapon that fired it. The only

*‘evidence’’ linking Gary Tyler to
the shooting was the court-room
testimony of 15-year-old Natalie
Blanks, who has since retracted
her testimony of seeing Tyler fire a
.45 automatic pistol from the bus
and has charged Louisiana Asst.
Attorney General L.J. Hymel and
St. Charles Parish Asst. D.A.
Norman Pitre with coercing her
into making the false accusation.

BLACK STUDENTS
BRUTALIZED

After the shooting, all the Black
students were removed from the
bus and both they and the bus were
searched over a 2 hour period. No
gun was found at this time. The bus
driver, a 20-year veteran of the
Army with combat experience,
testified at the trial that no .45
caliber pistol was fired from the
bus.

The Black students were forced
to kneel for 2 hours on the concrete
near the bus while it was searched.
During this time, the police were
pointing their loaded weapons at
the heads of the Black youth. It was
only after the bus had been in
police custody for several hours
that they managed to ‘‘find”’ any
weapon. The gun they produced, a
.45 automatic pistol, was traced to
the police firing range, which until
that time, had not reported . it
missing.

It was while the Black students\
were being brutalized by the police

[ R

that Gary Tyler was singled out.
He had protested the treatment
they were receiving from the racist
cops.

Gary Tyler and most of the Black
students were then taken to the
police station. ‘‘The larger male
students and those most vocal in
protesting the racist action of the
police were savagely beaten in an
attempt to force them to say that
they had killed Timothy Weber.
Gary was one of the larger, if not
the largest, Black students,”
Walter explained. ‘‘Semetime
during the night, Gary Tyler was
charged with the murder.”

‘‘The trial itself was a racist
show of force in a parish which is
more than 30 percent Black. The
jury which tried ‘and convicted
Gary consisted only of white
persons. The grand jury which had
indicted him had only one Black
member. Of the more than 100
students on the bus with Gary
Tyler, only the 4 subpoenaed to
testify against'him were in-
terviewed as to what had occurred
on the bus on the day of the
shooting.”

WHY GARY TYLER?

I asked Walter if there was any
other reason why Gary Tyler was
selected by the police and the D.A.
to be the frame-up victim. ‘‘Gary
had been one of the most vocal
students speakmg out against
varipus racist practices at
Destrehan High School, and he was
well liked by almeost all the Black
students in school. He was con-
sidered by many éf them to be their
chief spokesperson.”

I then asked if the Gary Tyler
case is an isolated incident, or if
there was much opposition from
the whites to the struggle of Black
people for Justlce jobs, and so on,
‘“There is a pattern,” Walter
Collins told me, “in St. Charles
Parish and at most of the high
schools which repeats ‘itself on

weekends and after school.” The
whites, he explained, ‘‘mostly sons
of Parish officials, shoot at, at-
tempt to run over, and throw
bricks and bottles at Black
students. The police do not arrest
these whites. When Black students
respond to these attacks they are
both suspended from school and
arrested.”

In the past year, Walter added,
the police have arrested ‘nearly
every person friendly with Gary
and his brothers.”” The Ku Klux
Klan has gotten jnvolved in the
case, attempting to terrorize the
Tyler family and to suppress any
support for Gary.

SUPPORT FOR CASE

How successful has this com-
paign of intum:iation been?
~‘Almost all of the predominantly
Black college campuses in the city
of New Orleans have formed Gary
Tyler defense committees. The
New Orleans Interdenominational
Ministerial Alliance has gone on
record supporting a new trial for
Gary Tyler and is in the process of
raising funds for his defense.”

“All of the neighborhood centers
which have survived the poverty
program are actively involved in
the Gary Tyler Defense Committee,
and all of the major Black
professional organizations are
supporting Gary. Literally hum-
dreds of thousands of young per-
sons in this city have supported
activities in the defense of Gary
Tyler.”

What is happening with the case
now, and what can people do to
help? are the last questions I asked
Walter. “‘The case is pending
before the Louisiana Supreme
Court, and will most likely be
heard in late September.”

‘“The defense committee is
planning a mass demonstration for
July 24 in New Orleans and we ask
people to attend or help others to
attend. We also hope to initiate a
call for a national demonstration to
coincide with the beginning of the
hearings before the Louisiana
Supreme Court in late September.
People can write the governor of
Louisiana (Edwin Edwards, State’
Capitol Bldg., Baton Rouge, La.)
expressing copcern and deman-
ding a new trial or a pardon for
Gary Tyler.

‘“They can also set up Gary. Tyler
defense committees in their local
areas, raise money for the defense,
most specifically try to build
demonstrations and fund raising
events around the date of July 10,
which is Gary Tyler’s 18th birth-
day. Speakers and literature are
available from the defense com-
mittee.”’

NEW YORK, June 5—One of the
toughest nuts to crack for
organized labor has traditionally
been the clothing and textile plants
of the South. Of the 550,000 textile
workers in the South, only 50,000
now belong to unions.

There are over half a million
workers currently organized into
clothing and textile workers’
unions. The Amalgamated
Clothing Workers of America has
350,000 members and the Textile
Workers Union of America has
160,000 members. Conventions of
these two unions voted last week to
merge into the Amalgamated
Clothing and Textile Workers
Union.

Bringing those other half million
unorganized workers in the South
into their union will be the im-
mediate goal of the new union. As
long as shops in the South stay
unorganized, their workers will
suffer from low wages and job-
Telated illnesses such as byssinosis
(brown lung disease).

Moreover, the open shops of the

South and Southwest will keep the
pay scale in union shops low, since
they offer the clothing barons the

haven of sanctuary known as run-

away shops. Murray Finley, head
of Lhe new union, puts it this way:

“If we want to open up the South
and Southwest to organizing in the
apparel industry, we must help the
textile workers organize the
unorganized:”

Finley went on to name names of
several union-busting clothing
giants centered in the Seuth such
as Burlington Mills, Cannon Mills,
and J.P. Stevens. These giants all
use racism, harassment, and
political clout to discourage and
intimidate union organizing in

. their plants.

BOYCOTT J.P. STEVENS

It is understood that J.P.
Stevens will be the first target for
the newly merged American
Clothing and Textile Workers
Union to take on. Union-busting
Stevens has run up a total of 15
convictions on violations of the
National Labor Relations Act over
the last 13 years. In spite of this, it

still has a multi-million contract
with the Pentagon.

Plans for a boycott of Stevens as
part of the organizing drive are
being prepared in conjunction with
other AFL-CI0O member unions.
The big business barons of the
clothing industry have been among
the most notoriously anti-union
capitalists in the country.

Despite his ties with the military
(he’s a former Secretary of
Defense) and his union-busting
record, Robert Stevens, head of J.
P. Stevens, now seems to be the
heir -apparent to. Willie Farah,
Texas-based owner of Farah
Slacks, who locked his workers out
for over a year before he finally
signed a contract with the
Amalgamated in 1974. Farah
succumbed to the pressure of a
boycott that lasted over two years
before he finally made his workers
a legitimate contract offer.

Stevens, like Farah, may offer
great resistance, but will even-
tually have to sign, and it will be to
the benefit of all labor when he
does.

Canadian labor defying
Trudeau’s wage freeze

NEW YORK, . June 5—A
magnificent upsurge in labor
militancy is presently sweeping
Canada as workers throughout the
country are attempting to defend
themselves and their unions from
the all-out attack launched by the
government of Pierre Trudeau last
October.
"It was on Oct. 13, 1975, that
Trudeau announced a declaration
of war against labor in the form of
Bill C-73, which ostensibly was to
control prices as well as wages for
a period of three years. The
Canadian workers, however,
quickly recognized C-73 for what it
was—an attempt to dismantle
collective bargaining and cut
wages —and responded with a
series of continuing work stop-
pages and mass demonstrations.
The pressure of rank-and-file
militancy has grown to such a level
that the national convention of the
Canadian Labor  Congress
authorized a one-day general
strike at its May 18 meeting.

“ANTI-INFLATION"
PROGRAM:
AN AOTI-LABOR OFFENSIVE

While Lthe so-called anti-inflation
program has been eminently
successful in cancelling the hard-
earned wage increases won by the
workers, retail prices and cor-
porate profits continue to soar. As
Robert Demers, an official in the
Quebec Labor Federation (FTQ)
told Workers World, ‘‘Even though
the government claims to be
holding down prices, there are no
real controls. Prices are rising at
an annual rate of about 9 percent
while the unemployment rate is 7.4
percent.”’ Unemployment, indeed,
is the highest in 15 years.

In order to keep up with the
rising cost of living, Canadian
workers have mounted long and
determined strikes—only to see
their wage increases cancelled by
the Anti-Inflation Board created
last October by Trudeau. The
paperworkers in New Brunswick,
aircraft workers in Toronto,
teachers in Quebec—all have seen
their hard-won contract$ ripped to
shreds by the government. Ac-

cording to Robert Demers of the

FTQ, “Every union has been af-
fected by this policy, not only in
Quebec but throughout Canada.”

Demers described another
means by which the ruling class is
attacking the unions. When
teachers in Quebec went on strike
against the Anti-Inflation Board,
the government quickly passed a
law forbidding the strike for at
least 80 days. This made the strike
“legal’’ only when schools were
closed for summer recess! When
the infuriated teachers resisted the
back to work order, they were
slapped with exorbitant fines that
totaled more than a million dollars
in a few days.

WORKERS MOUNT
COUNTER-OFFENSIVE

labor is indeed aimed at reversing
every gain made by the workers

“the militant response of rank-and-
file workers to this offensive may
be more than big business
bargained for.

One month after the enactment
of Bill C-73, 50,000 workers in Que-
bec struck in defiance of the wage
controls. On March 22, 35,000
workers took to -the streets and
marched on the Parliament. A
demonstration of comparable size
confronted the legislature in On-
tario a few weeks later.

Robert Demers, in his con-
versation with Workers World,
elaborated on the plan of action
that the Quebec Federation ‘of
Labor intends to follow in the
coming . period: “Two weeks ago.
the Canadian Labor Congress
passed a resolution calling for
work stoppages, mass. demon-
strations, and of course the general
strike. . . . We want to carry out
this policy, not only in Quebec but
across all of Canada.”

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Dolores Huerta addresses
Midwest UFW supporters

CHICAGO, May 22—The spirit of
victory was in the air today at the
Amalgamated Clothing Workers
Hall as Dolores Huerta, First Vice-
President of the United Farm-
workers (UFW), addressed 140
members and supporters of the
UFW from the midwest and
Canada who had gathered for a
“Midwest Mobilization” for the
farmwarkers.

Huerta stressed the need for
organization and leadership,
telling of how large growers and
the government ‘‘will do anything
to keep minority and working
people from organizing’’'—from a
California growers’ payoff to a
senator to insure a vote against
funding of the Agricultural Labor
Relations Act, to the killing off of
leadership.

Huerta called the international
boycott of non-UFW grapes, let-
tuce, and Gallo wines crucial in
supporting contract negotiations.

Some of the changes brought
about by the UFW are: stopping
the use of deadly pesticides, get-
ting drinking water and toilets in
the. fields, a living wage, and an
end to child labor. UFW contracts
guarantee farmworkers the right

Huerta, who had just come from
California where she was involved
in contract negotiations for the
union, made a strong appeal for
people to aid the UFW in its
struggle to get funding restored to
the Agricultural Labor Relations
Act (ALRAY.

In little over a month, the UFW
has collected over 740,000
signatures on petitions calling for
an initiative referendum to restore
funds for the ALRA, which were
axed by the growers of Sun Maid
and Sunsweet and by the State
Senate.

Huerta ended her remarks by
leading the audience in en-
thusiastic chants of ‘“‘Down with
racism, down with sexism, and
down with oppression!” She then
reminded her audience that ‘‘Si se
puede”’ (it can be done) and “‘Si se
pudos” (it has been done).

Dolores Huerta’s talk came as
the culmination of a two-day long
conference about the farm-
workers. Workshops were held on
the  boycott, community
organizing, and other topics. The
film “‘Fighting for our Lives’’ was

shown, telling the story of the

United Farmworkers’ struggles.

The film brought tears to the
eyes of this reporter. As the title
the UFW has been
fighting for its life and now, as the
union expands across the country,
it is winning.

A celebration was held for the
victory on the initiative campaign.
As the boycott of non-UFW grapes

‘and lettuce travels across the

country and to Canada and
Europe, the message is the same:
the support of the people is needed
as much as cver, from helping tg
pass the initiative in California t
the continued support for the in-
ternational boycott of non-UFW
grapes and lettuce and Gallo wine.

A high point in the conference
was the participation of the
Canadian delegates, who came
from Ottawa and Toronto. Their
car broke down in Paw Paw,
Michigan, but, in the spirit of
cooperation and unity with which
the UFW carries on and in which
the clothing workers donated the
hall for the conference, a collection
was taken up for the car and it was
fixed.

‘NEW YORK.June 7—The U.S. out
of Korea Committee of Youth
Against War & Fascism has
initiated a call for a demonstration
against the U.S. military oc-
cupation ‘of south Korea, setting
the day for Friday, June 25, the
26th anniversary of the start of the
Korean war. ‘At presstime,
sponsors for the action include the
Guardian Committee to Support
Korean Reunification, the Com-
mittee in Solidarity with the
Korean People, the Puerto Rican
Socialist Party, the Union of
Democratic Filipinos, Asian
Ameéricans for Action, Friends of
Indochina,” ' Lower Eastside
‘Mobilization for Peace Action,
Neighbors for Peace, and the
Vietnam Peace Parade Com-
mittee.

The demonstration will take
place in front of the south Korean
consulate at 57th.St. and Park Ave.

Thousands march for daycare,
vow unity with all NYC cut victims

NEW YORK, June 8—Carrying
homemade Signs reflecting their
anger, children, parents, daycare
workers, and other supporters of
the right to chlldcare and
education marched over 70 blocks
today in protest of the latest wave
of cuts in social services here.

Organizers of the demonstration,
which was initiated by a coalition
of groups called the June 8 Coor-
dinating Committee, estimated the
action drew at least 7,000 péople.

Most of the participants were
directly affected by last week’s
“vicious closing of 49 daycare
centers, the indefinite shutdown of
the entire city university system,
layoffs of 1,500 daycare workers,
threatened termination of over 30
hospitals, or a planned massive
layoff of hospital workers.

/

“MAKE THE
BANKS PAY”

“Working mothers need daycare
and after-school centers. Fight
cutbacks!"’ ‘‘Community, workers,
unite and fight to keep our daycare
centers!”’ ‘“Daycare must stay,
make the banks pay!”’ were some
of the slogans appearing on signs
and banners carried by the crowd,
which was largely made up of
Black, Latin, and Asian: women
and children.

As the march wound its way
from City Hall in lower Manhattan
to Gov. Hugh Carey’s office in
midtown, workers. along the route
waved and nodded in solidarity.

" “It’s plain that all of these people
are working mothers who have
children in daycare and are going
to be forced onto welfare if the
centers are closed,”” a middle-aged
Black woman on the sidelines of
the march told Workers World
before hurrying back to work from
her hunch break. ‘‘If they succeed
in closing these centers, what’s to

-

stop them from cldsing everything
else?”’

DEMANDS OF
THE MARCH
-Demands of the march included
Keeping the centers open,
renegotiation of the direct leases
by which landlords milk the
daycare funds, repeal of Title XX
and expanded eligibility, full-time
family - counselors and teachers’
aides, and improved -child-staff
ratio. Other demands concerned
the public schools and colleges.
One participant in the march,
Ammeris Diaz of Workers and_

Parents- United, a group in the :

cealition, explained that although
her center in the East Bronx has
been shut, the city is continuing to
pay the landlord’a ripoff $20,000 a
year for the closed facility under
the direct lease program. In this
case, the lease runs for 20 years.

Another marcher expressed her
anger at Title XX, legislation
cutting federal daycare funds and
lowering eligibility ceilings. *I
don’'t have a job, nothing,” said
Dolly Hayes whose children were
funded by the city in a private
center until Title XX made them
ineligible. “If I don’t get some
help, I'll have to take the children
out, because I plain can’t afford

t "

A Black family ‘counselor from
Queens who suddenly found herself
out of work due to last week's cuts
told Workers World that while she
needed her job, her main reason
for demonstrating was the horror
she felt that many of the children in
her center would now be deprived
of adequate daycare. “I’'m fighting
for the mothers and the children,”
she emphasized. ‘““They have been
deprivéd too long."”

According to a Puerto Rican
marcher who works in a center on
the Lower East Side, the family
counselors may be the first in a

series of cuts in the staff. She -

reports that she has been told that
bookkeepers will be fired next,
taking financing out of the hands of
the community and leaving it to a
centralized office, which ‘can
decide on the kinds of materials a
center can use and what should be
a priority in spending.

“If we lose control of the
money,” she pointed out, “they
will be controlling everything.” .

A daycare worker and member
of Women United for Action, a
sponsor of the demonstration,
explained the importance of the
demand concerning the child-staff
ratio. Speaking beneath a bright
blue gingham _banner reading
““Daycare, education are our

-rights, make the banks pay,"” she

said angrily, ‘‘“The budget cuts are
already having a terrible effect on

_the quality of care and education of

the children. The new cuts being
threatened will render our staffs
inadequate.”

At a brief rally which followed
the two-hour march through
Manhattan, Liz Gonzales, a
coordinator of the June 8 Coalition
and member of the Daycare Union
Action Committee, said that the
demonstration had shown that

there is unity between those af- .

fected by the cuts in the colleges,
the schools, and ‘daycare. She
added the march was an important
first step in unifying all the people
of New York who have been af-
fecteq by the crisis.

Sponsors of the demonstration
included the Center for United
Labor Action, the Community
Coalition to Save Hostos, the
Daycare Council, Daycare Family

June 19 conference will focus on
struggle against sterilization abuse

NEW YORK, June 6—A conference
will be held on June 19 to fight the
‘genocidal practice of forced
sterilization of poor and Third
World women. The conference,
sponsored by the newly formed
Coalition Against Sterilization
Abuse, comes in the wake of a suit
by New York City Professors of
Obstetrics and ~Gynecology
(OBGYN) challengmg the city’s
progressive sterilization’
regulations.

The regulations, effective Nov. 1,
1976, insure that women will not be
railroaded by racist doctors and
hospital administrations into
unwanted sterilizations. The
regulations were instituted by the
New York City Health and
Hospitals Corporation after a
massive struggle by rank-and-file
hospital workers and community
groups to end sterilization abuse.

GUIDELINES
PROTECT WOMEN -

Under the guidelines, consent for .

sterilization may not be obtained
during times of stress such as
childbirth or abortion. There must
be a 30-day waiting period between
consent and procedure and consent

forms must be in the womans
native language.

But the doctors who have filed
suit against the city are up in arms,
saying their ‘‘freedom of speech”
has been violated by the new
procedures.

Black, Puerto Rican, Asian, and
Native American women have
been the guinea pigs for the whims
of the white racist medical
profession for many years. The
acting director of OBGYN at a city
municipal hospital boasted that it
is common practice to use so-
called elective hysterectomies to
train resident doctors. He admitted
that 99 percent of these training
operations were performed on
Black and Puerto Rican women.

Sterilization as a form of birth
control has, of course, been freely
chosen by many women who have
definitely decided they want no
more children. But this is very
different from the kind of heavy
pressure put on many poor and

- oppressed women by doctors and

social workers.

Sterilization has been on the rise
in oppressed communities across
the country and around the world:
And the medical profession has an
ugly history of tricking millions of

oppressed women into being
sterilized.

In Puerto Rico, one out of every
three women has been the victim of
forced sterilization. Here one out of
every five married Black women
under 40 has been sterilized. The
majority of the one million
sterilizations performed each year

are done on Third World women.

The government through its De-
partment of Health, Education,

and Welfare is carrying on this war -

against poor women. HEW, which
also funds child care and. com-
munity health programs whose
budgets have been virtually wiped
out over the past year, has been
able to appropriate more and more
federal funds for its, sterilization
program.

The New York City Coalition
Against Sterilization Abuse plans
to actively fight the doctor’s suit
and expose the rampant racism
within the city hospital system.
The coalition is composed of
women's and community groups

who have been struggling to—end

Layoffs, hospital closings, cut-
backs, and benefit reductions are
threatened at both municipal and
prwate voluntary hospitals, and
workers represented by both Local
420 of AFSCME and District 1199,
National. Union of Hospital and
Health Care Employees, are
awaiting the outcome of
negotiations.

A strike by Local 420 members
set for today was abruptly post-
poned when AFSCME Director
Lillian Roberts announced that the
Health and Hospitals Corporation
(HHC) and the union had agreed to
submit the dispute to a three-
person panel for nonbinding ar-

- bitration.

The HHC, under orders of the
Emergency Financial Control
Board, is attempting to close four

NEW YORK, June 9—The gates of

City University remain shut as the
State Legislature continues to
haggle over whether ending open
admissions and free tuition which
will eliminate tens of thousands of
students, were really enough of a
sacrifice. The City University of
New York needs $24 million from
the state to be able to pay its
faculty and staff and reopen to
finish the spring semester.

The city university system, with

administering Board. of Higher

CUNY had maintained a free

tuition policy for 129 years.
Heavy pressure the week before

notices prompted last week’s
strike call.

Under the agreement both the
strike and layoff notices were to be
postponed until arbitrators an-
nounced their decision. But layoff
notices were received at
Sydenham, Gouverneur, Gold-
water, and Kings County hospitals
the very day the agreement was
announced, according to’ workers
at those institutions. The workers-
were notified their jobs will be
terminated June 18.

This was denied by a spokesperson

Adding further to the fear and
uncertainty over the fate of New
York’s hospitals, the Health
Systems Agency, a new committee
which controls the flow of federal
Medicaid -money to all the city
hospitals, announced that the
closing of 30 voluntary hospitals is
under discussion. Joseph Lynaugh
of the agency claims that his staff
had discovered empty beds in the
30 hospitals, a crime which can
only be remedied by their closing,
according to his thinking. But
hospital workers point out that the
empty beds reflect a shortage of
staff to care for more patients, not
a lack of patients needing care.
(Workers- World was informed
today that at one Brooklyn
hospital, a patient with double
pneurnonia has spent two days in
the emergency room waiting for a
bed.)

IN ALBANY

State Senate Minority Leader
Warren Anderson, a longrtime
associate of former Gov. Nelson
Rockefeller, had blocked a plan
that would allow ‘CUNY to reopen

year. Now Anderson has stated
he’ll vote for $24 million in im-
mediate aid—but as an advance
from next year's CUNY budget.
The future of the 20-campus
university will be left to dangle in
the wind until a ‘‘blue ribbon”
panel can develop a plan,*ac-
cording to Anderson.

Meanwhile Gov. Hugh Carey has
publicly stated in his quarrel with
Anderson that although the state
will assume primary responsibility
for CUNY’s financing, its con-

tribution will not increase “above
last year’s state contribution. This
-will mean a 50 percent reduction in
financial aid since the city is
-dropping its financial support.

Of course, the people of New
York City and New York Statehave
not been consulted by the capitalist
politicians to find out what they
-think should be done. Nor has even
one leglslator or elected official
tried to raise funds for the
university system by fighting to
tax the banks and huge cor-
porations who operate out of Wall
Street and are showing record
profits this year.

While Anderson and Carey
haggle over which is the best way
to dissect CUNY, the futures of
20,000 students
graduation, 30,000 unpaid teachers
and staff, and 230,000 students
waiting for their grades are being
held hostage.

No troops to Philly

Mayor Frank Rizzo’s plan to have Philadelphia occupied by
15,000 federal troops on July 4 is a totally illegal and fascistic
violation of the people’s constitutional right to assemble and
demonstrate. Rizzo’s latest act of blatant repression is aimed at
stopping the mass demonstration called by the July 4 Coalition, a
broad united front embracing over 200 progressive organizations,

Initiated by the Puerto Rican Socialist Party and the American
Indian Movement, the July 4 Coalition’s Philadelphia action will
direct attention to the colonial status of Puerto Rico and to the
terrible social, political, and economic oppression daily pressing
down on the workers and poor here in the U.S.—particularly the
Black, Brown, Asian, and Native American peoples.

That Rizzo (who is so deservedly hated by Philadelphians that
150,000 of them have now signed petitions demanding his recall
from office) should ask the federal government to flood the city
with soldiers at-the very moment when the rich ruling class is
using the bicentennial to portray the U.S. as a haven for free
speech and the right to dissent is ironic to say the least. It is also a
brutal reminder that two centuries after 1776, the Latin and In-
dian people and the descendants of Black slaves still face the
threat of military mobilizations aimed at preventing them from
exercising the most basic democratic rights.

Rizzo and the other racists should be enjoined from bringing
troops out when none of the people have requested them.
Whatever develops on the legal front, however, it has now
become doubly important that as many groups and 1nd1v1duals as
possible turn out for this very t1mely demonstration.

Defend socialist Cljba

The U.S. government cannot evade its responsibility for last
Sunday’s terrorist bombing of the Cuban Mission to the UN.
Gerald Ford’s highly publicized -and provocative charac-
terization of Cuba as an ‘‘international outlaw’” amounts to
giving the green light for violent anti-Cuban attacks by rightists
in the United States—many of whom are no more than paid-
agents of the U.S. government.

It is now coming to light that during the last few months, the
most fanatical anti-communists among the Cuban exiles have
unleashed a systematic wave of slaughter in Miami’s Little

‘\ Havana neighborhood, assassinating 12 people including a news-
paper publisher who had advocated restoratjon of diplomatic ties
with Cuba.

In addition, Cuban fishermen have been attacked and killed in
international waters and Cuban diplomatic personnel slain in
Portugal.

Enraged by their crushing defeat in Angola at the hands of
MPLA freedom fighters aided by revolutionary Cuba, the U.S.
imperialists have obviously embarked on a world-wide campaign
of harassment, sabotage, and downright murder against the first
socialist nation in the Western Hemisphere.

Fortunately, progressive people have an excellent opportunity
to show their opposition to the enemies of Cuba by participating
in the various activities planned aroynd the country on July 26 to
demand an end to the blockade imposed by U.S. 1mper1ahsm on
that heroic island republic.

Ford upholds segregation

Gerald Ford’s defense of racially segregated privaté schools on a
television news.interview last Sunday reveals just how far the
U.S. ruling class and their political lap dogs have departed from
even the pretense of guaranteeing quality for all. '

“Individuals have rights’ to attend Jim Crow schools, Ford
said in support of the all-white academies that deny entrance to
Black children. How is this statement different from the sick
ravings of Klan front groups like the Rights of ‘White People
(ROWP) organization? .

Ford also took the opportunity to declare that 'he would -ask
Congress to pass legislation “‘in the very near future” virtually
forbidding busing for the purpose of ending segregation.

Is it any wander that George Wallace now says he is
“satisfied”’ because ‘‘everybody is saying what I started out
saying in 19647’ By ‘‘everybody,”” Wallace means J ackson Ford
Reagan and Carter. Hardly everybody.

The “‘anti-busing” rhetoric of the politicians is, of course, in-
tended as a smokescreen to hide the decay of the capitalist
system which is increasingly unable to provide jobs, decent
schools, good housing, or health care to the people. Blaming the
Black people, who are the primary victims of all this, is absurd in
the extreme. After all, it is not the poor who wish to perpetuate
this irrational system, but the wealthy few who benefit from it at
the expense of everybody else.

Front—those who are for rejecting
the Sinai step-by-step Kissinger
diplomacy—and the acceptance
Front—Egypt, Saudi Arabia, and
the "Gulf states—fear an_ in-
dependent revolutionary
development in Lebanon even
more than they fear Israeli
aggression at this particular
historic moment.

Syria has a formidable Com-
munist Party with two members in
the Cabinet. But the party, as an
organization, is illegal. It can only
exist as part of the Ba’athist-
dominated Progressive National
Front. It is devoid of any real in-
. dependence and must hew to the
“line of Assad and his colleagues.

According to the Soviet news
agency Tass (Daily World, June 5),
*“the Syrian comrades stressed the
invariability of the Syrian CP’s
principled lime of further
strengthening and, developing
cooperation with the Ba'ath Party

. within the framework of the
Progressive National Front.” Will
it cooperate in the invasion of
Lebanon? Or will it stand up to its
historic duty?

If it doés not collaborate it stands
the chance of being dealt with the
way Nimeiry dealt with the
Sudanese CP. Therein lies the
danger that class collaboration and
subordination Lo bourgeois
leadership always entail.

SOVIET ATTITUDE

And what is the attitude of the
USSR? Kosygin's meeting with As-
sad during the midst of this crisis
in and of itself could be regarded as
total insensitivity to the situation
or a howling diplomatic blunder.
There is, however, more to it than
that. The USSR leadership is
trying to hold on to the Assad
regime in an effort to weaken U.S.
imperialism-—just as they tried to
hang on to Sadat. They give a
higher priorily to diplomatic and
military accommodation with
Syria than to the genuine
revolutionary - possibilities in
Lebanon and of the Palestinians as
a whole.

1t is all such a crying shame to
repeat the same error, if,we may
call it that, which occurred when
Nimeiry executed the Communists
in the Sudan. A Soviet delegation
was in Cairo attending a con-
vention of the so-called Arab

- dissident

of the Egyptian bourgeoisie—when
the news of the counter-
revolutionary coup came out, and
.while Sadat and Qadhaafi were
jointly exporting counter-
revolution Lo the Sudan. To make it

even more humiliating for the:

Soviet delegation, Ali Sabry and
more than half a dozen cabinet
members friendly to the Soviet
Union and constituting the
progressive wing of Nasserism had
just been arrested. This ushered in
a’ virtual political counter-
revolution in Egypt which opened
wide the gat®s for the U.S. multi-
nationals to run amok the way they
are now doing. Still the Soviet
leadership hung on to Sadat, giving
him political support as well as

justified military support, until he

virtually kicked them out.

It is understandable and proper
for the USSR to take any and all
measures lo aid the national
liberation struggles and bourgeois
regimes.in the struggle against
imperialism. Bul in doing so it
must nol subordinate the internal
class struggle in the  interest of
diplomatic ends. Once it does that
the Soviel Union not only loses out
with the working class in the
particular country but it is also
hound Lo lose its diplomatic
standing too, sooner or later,
because no hourgeois regime can
for oo long a period fight against
imperialism or remain a stable
ally of a socialist country.

The counter-revolutionary
Soviet wriler Andrei
Amalrik, in his brochure, “*Will the
USSR Last Until 1984,"" compares
the Soviet position in the Middle
East Lo Napoleon the Third's in-
volvement in Mexico. The analogy
is absurd, insofar as it connotes
Soviel imperialist expansionism:
Amalrik, however, is not without
some insight into the proh]ems of
Soviet foreign policy since he
seems to have contact with some of
the leading figures in the Soviet
bureaucracy.

But the point lhal could be
considered somewhat analogous is
the adventurism of Soviet foreign
policy in the Middle East, not in the
sense of imperialist expansionism
but in the sense that they have
consistently gambled on and in-
volvéd themselves too deeply in the
support of bourgeois regimes over
and above what is considered anti-

- havoc on fraternal

vesterday, in India and Syria
today. Now the Soviel bureaucracy
is in the glorious position where,
having politically supported the
Syrian regime, they find the
material and military aid they've
given being used not only to wreak
liberation
movements but proving of direct
assistance Lo their mortal enemy,
U.S. imperialism.

The clever diplomacy
boomerangs when it is inconsistent
with the class interests of- the
workers and peasants in the op-
pressed countrics.

The report that the Soviet Union
has called for an c¢nd to Syrian
intervention is of course a welcome
move, but to make it serious they
should cut off military assistance
to the Assad regime. Their
assistance lo any of the Arab
countries should be for the purpose
of flghlmg imperialism. not for the
supprcssnon of liberation
movements.

CHINA REPEATS FRROR

It would be a happy cir-
cumstance if the People’s Republic
of China were to offer a
revolutionary alternative to Soviet
policy. But far from it. As soon as
Nimeiry carried (hrough his

counler-revolutionary ex-
termination of the CP, the trade
unions, ~and the  peasant

organizations, the Chinese CPI” sent
fraternal delegates to Nimeiry's
Socialist Union convention -which
was a gathering of hangmen and
their  accomplices  in the
destruction of the Sudanese
working class.

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What’s behind the Lebanon crisis?

By SAM MARCY

JUNE 9—First - of all, it is
necessary to condemn the in-
tervention of Syrian forces in
Lebanon, whose guns are aimed
primarily at the Lebanese left and
the Palestinian movement. That
this is one more coup for the
Kissinger strategy ¢an be seen in
such headlines as ‘“‘One Invasion
that the U.S. Approves’’ appearing
in the right-wing business
magazine U.S. News & "World
Report (June 14).

It is not as though the immediate
question for Syria were a struggle
against Israeli aggression—in
which case, it might become
necessary under some circum-
stances to enter Lebanese territory
to ward off a U.S.-Israeli
aggression. That’s not what’s
happening at the moment.

A REPEAT OF 1970?

But there is a great danger that
the Syrian regime could carry out
the kind of assault against the
Palestinians (and Lebanese) that
the puppet King Hussein of Jordan
struck in September 1970—a vir-
tual counter-revolution whase
effects have not y®t been over-
come.

In fact, the similarities between
the situation in Syria today and in
Jordan before September 1970 are
striking. At that time Hussein
regarded the Palestinians as a
“state-within a state.”” Every day it
seemed more likely that he would
be toppled. But, working in
collusion with the Nixon ad-
ministration, Hussein opened his
counter-revolutionary assault and
a brutal massacre followed. There
was a great deal of lip service paid
to the Palestinians by the other
Arab regimes, but no concerted
offensive was taken against
Hussein.

Today the Palestinians con-
stitute a formidable force.
Together with the Lebanese
working class and progressives
they are indeed a revolutionary
danger which, in the minds of
reactionary ruling class circles,
exceeds that of the imperialist
danger.

‘The situation in Lebanon is
highly volatile. The character of
the war may change, particularly
if it widens to include  other
countries and if some of the hidden
political forces -come to the sur-
face. U.S. News, while happy over
the role that Syria has played so
far, nevertheless calls it a ‘high-
risk gamble for the Syrians and for
Ford.”

THE LONG SHADOW
OF U.S. MARINES

What every American worker
should remember with regard to
Lebanon is that in 1958 U.S.
Marines invaded during the
Eisenhower administration. It is
really impossible to understand the
Lebanese situation without taking
this into account. This ‘‘detail’’ is
totally lost in the massive repor-
ting on Lebanon in the U.S. press.

The shadow of the Sixth Fleet,
however, has never left the seaport
of Beirut. It is true that U.S. forces
were withdrawn after a ram-
shackle pro-imperialist govern-
ment had been put together, after
the rebellion of the people had been
crushed and the civil war subsided.

But every time Israeli jets
bombed southern Lebanon to strike
at the Palestinians, it was anéther
reminder of the same military
presence started by Eisenhower
and Dulles in 1958. When in 1969 the
Israelis invaded Lebanon and took
over Beirut airport, with the
connivance and encouragement of

e

the Pentagon, that was another
reminder. And if Israeli should
take advantage of the Syrian
presence in Lebanon to invade
again, it will be with the consent of
Washington and Wall Street.

The Syrian intervention would
not have taken place and the
Palestinians would not be in
Lebanon but in their homeland if
the U.S. had been forced to get out
of the Middle East. That’s the
crucial question.

IMPERIALISM REINFORCED

Rather than that, U.S. im-
perialism has reinforced itself
there. In the first. place, it has
manipulated the -so-called oil-
producing states, particularly
Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, and the
other Guif states. Vast sums of
money have gone to finance
counter-revolutionary struggles in
the Middle East, to subvert
progressive movements, and to
arm all of them with a view of
heightening tension, deepening
antagonisms, and creating war
among them.

It has, for instance, set up Iran

against the Gulf states; it has set -

up Saudia Arabia and the Gulf
states against Libya, Syria, and
Algeria; and it has tried, even
when it seemed hardly ad-
vantageous, to set up Cairo against
Beirut as a possible new banking
center. Everywhere, U.S. im-
perialism'’s influence in the Middle
East has channeled the so-called
billions. from the oil national-

izations not into raising the living
standards of the masses but into
strengthening reactionary regimes
to suppress the masses. None 'but
the very rich and the imperialists
gain from all this. The limited
sovereignty obtained as a result of
the 1973 war is rapidly diminishing
with each new thrust of American
finance capital into every nook and
corner of the Middle East through
its many multi-national cor-
porations.

Only * recently the U.S.
engineered the Saudi Arabian
puppets, the Kuwaitis, and the
Sadat reactionary regime to create
a so-called ‘‘Aceeptance Front’ for
the Sinai disengagement
agreement which was an out-and-
out sell-out of the Palestinian
Revolution. This grouping, pulled
together by the adroit imperialist
diplomacy of Kissinger, has
exerted the most relentless
pressure on Syria to accept the
betrayal agreement.

. They utilized to the hilt the oil
weapon as an instrument. of
economic repression by with-
drawing all agreed-to economic
and financial assistance.
LEBANON'S SOCIAL
CHARACTER

Lebanon is a small country with
a papulation of about 3 million. It
hasnorich oil fields, no great store
of minerals, no rich mines of
uranium, copper, or anything like
that. But Lebanon has something
else, which theimperialists and the

reactionary ruling circles in the
Middle East understand very well.

It has a tremendous potential for
a genuine revolutionary overturn.

The  superficial charac-
terizations in the American press—
““Christian rightists,’’ ‘‘Moslem
leftists’’—hide the substance of the
struggle, which is in reality a class
conflict raging in this small but

significant country.

We are told that Lebanon is the
most ‘‘Westernized”’ of all Arab
nations. It has the ‘‘freest” in-
stitutions. But the freedom the
Western ruling classes value most

. of all in Lebanon has been the

freedom of the multi-national
banking syndicates to control all
the vital arteries of the country,
economically, socially, and
politically. In truth, Lebanon has
been controlled by the bankers,
merchants, and international
traders.

Lebanon in the eyes of the im-
perialist West was supposed to be
the Hong Kong of the Middle East.
It was to be the center for in-
ternational banking and com-
merce, to serve the imperialist
bourgeoisie. Some day it might
even graduate, they promised the
compradore bourgeoisie, to be the
Switzerland of the Middle East—

- with secret bank accounts and

huge sums of money laundered
through the more than 60
branches of the big American and
European banks found in Beirut.

But the imperialists didn’t count
on the development of a highly
political and conscious working
class, a volatile and radicalized
petty bourgeoisie, and peasant
organizations. And, giving an
immense impetus to the Lebanese
struggle for national liberation and
for ‘socialist construction, there is
the presence of a vast number of
Palestinians, with whom the
progressive workers and petty
bourgeoisie found common
ground and common hostility to the
Lebanese capitalist establishment.

The existence side by side of the
Palestinian guerrilla movement
and the Lebanese working class
and progressive elements has
made the artificial pro-imperialist
governmental apparatus of
Lebanon a virtual prisener of the
masses of Lebanese and
Palestinian people.

The possibility that this reac-
tionary imposition called the
Lebanese government would be
toppled has been a matter of
concern to all the reactionary
ruling classes in the Middle East as
well as to Washington.

AID AGAINST IMPERIALISM

It is ‘the duty of the workers’
movement, and the revolutionaries
in particular, to give aid and
assistance to all the Middle
Eastern countries in the struggle
against imperialism, no matter
how limited that struggle may be
and no matter what the class
character of those governments.

But the matter is altogether
different when Arab governments
try to crush the revolutionary
struggle of the workers and
peasants. Here an example which
is little publicized in the West but is
vitally important for an un-
derstanding of the role of the class
struggle in the Middle East is
pertinent.

LEFT MASSACRED
IN SUDAN

In the Sudan in the middle of July
1971 a reactionary junta led by
General Djafar el-Nimeiry was
overthrown and a revolutionary
grouping with the support of the

vast majority of worker and
peasant organizations, ‘and the
Communist Party of Sudan, a truly
mass working class party, was
installed. It seemed that a genuine
socialist transformation was about
to be consummated and the first
socialist state established on
African soil.

Just prior to his overturn
Nimeiry had publicly stated that
he was_out to ‘‘destroy” (his.
words) the Communist Party and

.began arresting leading com-

munists. ‘Then the trade unions
were dissolved according to his.
order and so were other mass
organizations, including the mass
peasant organizations.

When he was overthrown the
Egyptian government led by Sadat
and the government of Liby led by
Qadhaafi organized a counter-
revolutionary intervention to
destroy “ the new revolutionary
government. Two well-known
colonels alleged to be communists,
Babikr el-Nur and Faruk Osman
Hamadallah, were at the time of
the Nimeiry overthrow in exile in
England. They were ordered by the
new revolutionary government to
immediately return home. They
took a BOAC plane to Khartoum
but the CIA and British intelligence
got the pilot to make an um-
scheduled stop at the Libyan
airfield in Benghazi. Qadhaafi, in
cahoots with Sadat, held them as
prisoners.

In the meantime, Egyptian
planes transported Sudanese
paratroops, stationed on the anti-
Israeli Nile front, back to Khar-
toum as a virtual counter-
revolutionary intervention led by
Egyptian specialists and officers to
crush the new revolutionary
government. That's what the
‘“radical’’ Qadhaafi regime and the
Sadat ‘‘progressives’” did in the
Sudan.

After the overthrow of the
revolutionary government, hun-
dreds of Communist leaders in-
cluding Abdel Khaled Mahjub, the
national secretary, were executed.
The prisons were filled with
revolutionary workers and peasant
leaders and a reign of terror
commenced which to this day is
still in progress. As late as 1974 the
University of Khartoum was closed
in an effort to crush the
progressive student movement.
“RADICAL” BUT
NOT AT HOME

Thus we see that while the Arab
regimes currenfly in power can
carry on a limited struggle against
U.S.-Israeli aggression, when it
comes to a revolutionary struggle,
especially ‘one representing
workers and peasants, which of
necessity might sweep away the
old possessing classes and serve as
a focal point of revolutionary at-
traction, these so-called ‘‘radical”’
Arab regimes can turn viciously
against the revolutionary
movement. -

That is what has to be watched
for in Lebanon. Of course, Syria
has opposed the Sinai agreement,
which betrayed the Palestinian
struggle and left the Golan Heights
in Israel’s hands. There is no
question that in the struggle of the
Syrian people and the Syrian
government against Israeli and
U.S. aggression, all who consider
themselves progressive are duty
bound to give support.

But is the intervention by the
Syrian forces calculated for such
ends and is it really at the request
of the Lebanese people? The an-
swer to this must be a categorical
no. The truth of the matter is that
both the so-called Rejection

1928 — “Who but Hoover?’

Calvin Coolidge quit when he was
ahead. He could have had the
Republican nomination and won
the election.in 1928, having served
only oneterm and a year and a half
of Harding’s unexpired term. But
had he accepted, he, instead of
Herbert Hoover, would have been
blamed for the devastating
Depression that followed. Thus,
with totally unconscious foresight,
he made his smartest political
decision.

. Going to pasture as a director of
i the Morgan-controlled New York
Life Insurance Company and a
regular contributor to the New
York Herald Tribune—at a dollar a
word—he. retained his dubious
place in history without straining
himself any more than he had done
as President. .

Hoover was not exactly
responsible for the Depression that
began in the first year of his term.
But the mass protest against him
was instinctively aimed in the right
direction.

His stubbornrefusal to recognize
the Depression for what it was,
much less take measures to
alleviate the suffering . of the
people, was perfectly symbolic of
the predatory bankers he served
and of all the smug, demagogic
ruling class politicians who had
gone before him. He -deservedly
harvested the wrath that their
after-me-the-flood policies had
sown.

HOOVER'S STEPS
TO GLORY

He hadbeen famous as U.S. Food
Administrator during World War 1,
both in Belgium and in the new
Soviet state, using the food grants
with masterly anti-communist
maneuver in the latter case.

And under Coolidge, Hoover was
Secretary of Commerce—a post
that is rarely given to any but the
most intimate collaborators and
faithful servants of the Wall Street
banks.

For many years before being
Food Administrator he had been a
mining engineer and then a mining
stock promoter, which led him into
a connection with the Morgans—
first through William Boyce
Thompson, who was in turn a
friend of Thomas Lamont, a
Morgan partner.

Thompson, who was himself a
member of Congress,  provided
much the same support for Hoover
that Cleveland Dodge had shown
for Woodrow Wilson. He did this if

ENTER THE DUPONTS

Hoover's campaign fund, ac-
cording to the New York Herald
Tribune of March 1, 1929, was
$9,433,604. And his opponent Alfred
E. Smith, according to the same
source, raised all of $7,152,511.

This was a startingly different
financial picture than that of the
election of 1924, when it was ap-
proximately $4 million for the
Republicans and less than $1
million for the Démocrats.

The explanation is fairly simple,
however. Whereas the Morgans
were literally running against
themselves in 1924, they were
running against the DuPonts m
1928.

(It should be recorded here that
both of these financial houses at
that time collaborated closely in
the exploitation of the General
Motors workers and the plunder of
the middle class by selling GM
-stock in the stock market. So the
fight could not have been precisely
a death struggle. However, the
duPonts were leading a number of
large plunderers and the dif-
ferences between the professional

Democratic and Republican,

politicians and their respective
machines retained their usual
importance.) .

AL SMITH, DUPONT LIBERAL
Alfred E. Smith, the first serious
Catholic candidate for President in
U.S. history, had a reputation as a
liberal and even to some degree
pro-labor Governor of New York
State. This reputation was based

somewhat more on his East Side
(of New York City) origins, his
wisecracks and constant trading
on his humble beginnings, than on
any real social progress sponsored
by him.

Allied with a liberal section of
the ruling class in New York—the
Lehman banking house, etc.—and
under the tutelage of some “left-
ist” ruling class social workers,
Smith did chalk up a record that
was slightly better than some of his
predecessors (like the republican
Charles Evans Hughes, who
represented the Rgckefellers).
Thus he appeared to be the
‘‘workers’ candidate.”

When he got the Democratic
nomination for President,
however, it was only with the
connivance of the still-bigger and
more right-wing ruling class
elements—the duPonts.

John J. Raskob, chairman of the

finance committee of General

Motors and long-time agent of the .

duPonts, became chairman of the
Democratic Party at that time.
Raskob was an energetic collec-
tor—hitting up Thomas Fortune
Ryan and Herbert Lehman for
$110,000 apiece (Lehman, ac-
cording to Ferdinand Lundberg,
bankrolled Smith for $1 million in

his various campaigns.)
Harry Payne Whitney of the
Rockefeller group gave $50,000 and
