BIG MILL IN CHINA.
Honghong, China.—A very large flour-
ing mill is being erected hiere, and it is
thought that the mill will be in work-
ing order in about 18 months. The ca-

* pacity will be 8000 sacks of flour per

day. The mill will be run by electricity,
and the water running the dynamos will
be st red in a reservoir containing 430,
000 gallons. This water 1s fed over a
fall at 325 feet from the mill. There will
alss be an auxiliary petroleum engine
set up in case of any failure  * dis-
turhance of the electric power. The
dynamos wijl develop 600 horscpower.
The command of such cheap power will
considérably reduce the cost of produc-
tion and enable the mill to compete with
foreign mills.  About 300 Chinese will
be employed.
