London, Feb. 18, — Groups of suf-
frogeties representing  the Women's
Fresdom league were roughly handled
yeaterday  and tweanty-four of them
were arrested when an ¢ffort wias made
by ‘them to resch Premier Asquith to
present. to him the resolution sdopted
by that body for a continuation of the’
militant propagands for suffrage.

Arain last night. when the seasion of
parliament was well upder way, & con-
tingent led by Mra. Despard sttempted
to gain access to the premier, but the
police barred the way, The women re-
fused to budge, Insisting upon their
right to enter the bullding, although no
eerions disturbance occurred.

Together with sixteen of those who
had hean remanded at the Bow stroet
polizy? court late yesterday afternoon

Elght women were fined today, but
they refused to pay and were sent to
prison for terms ranging from two
weeks to & month. Most of the women
engaged in the dlsturbances were from
Glasgow, Manchester, Birmingham and
elsewhers in the Bmvlnen. ‘With the
exception of Mrs. Despard those proml-
nent ' in the suffrage movement held
themselves aloof, but as it Is the ex-
pressed Intention of the women to con-
tinue their campalgn without Intermis-
slon the leaders sre lkely to be heard
from at any moment.

Women Will Not Yield

They declare that they will not ylald
in their set determination to exhaust
evely means to compel the government
to concede to their demands.

‘Samtion Army Department
for Despondents Saves
Many From Death

It will undoubtedly be startling in-
formation for most peopls to learn that
there In & sulcide duredv In Chicago, &
plade where despondents are taken and
registered. Yet this ls true, and some
heart-breaking stories are recorded on
the books of the bureau, which is op-
erated in conneetion with the Salvation
army.

There are two diviglons in the burean.
one each for women and men. A glance
at the hooks In both placen discloses
some very interesting as well as appal-
ling facts. The male records show that
he  majority of despondents entered
are married ‘men with familles, while
the fomale rocords show just the op-
posite,

Captain Smith Sheds Light,

When sasked to explain this charas-
tériatic of the bureau, Capt. Smith, who
i In charge of the buresu, shook his
Head dublously,

“It is u hard matter to atcount for
many things that gecur In the eity, and
this is one of them, Of course I have
my own private observation to fall back
on, and If you want that [ will give it
to vou.

"First of aull, wa must consider the
reasons that drive people to sulcide: A
man, for instance, becomes despondent
from two causen in the main, He elther
has ruined his life by drink or has tall-
ed to fulfill the promise of support giv-
en his wife at the time of his marriage
beonuks of lack of work. The last has
been the principal reason reglstered on
my books since July last year,

“"With the women it {s different. Very
seldom do we find & woman upon whom
a number of children are dependent for
life, education and a prosperous future
committing sulcide. . 8he has the moth-
erly instinct, an instinct unknown to
man. She seldom ends her life while
in her right senses, for well she knows
that such an act would leave her chil-
dren to the ‘tender mereies’ of an un-
sympathetic world or the temper of a
stepmother. Therefore, you find very
few married women with familles vol-
untarily encing their lives or threaten-
Ing to do so.

Girl Buicides More Common.

Most 6f the worhen despondents reg-
Istered here are girls who have been
led agtray, and after lving n life of vice
and  losing  their attractiveness, find
themaelves undesirable. Tbhen sgain
there are the young mothers deserted
by their husbands,

The sulcide bureai was ovened by the
Salvation army when the hoancial pan-
i¢ struck Chicago in October, 1907.

HURT WORKERS

Giermans Employed on Weed
Declare Brunt of Tariff
Wiil Fall on Them

Berlin, Fab, 19.~The tobacco workers
of Germany arve protesting against any
new tobaceo tax, such as has been od.
vocated in the relchstag. The tobacco
workers are declaring that the vew tax
slmply means that the employers will
pass tha tax on to.the workmen and
make the present almost Impossible
econditions of " Hving of the workmen
even harder than they have been hére«
tafore.

Tobacco Workers Make Protest

The principal protest ugainet the new
tax comes. from the tobatco workers
of  Lippe, Lippe-Detmold, and West.
phaila, where the men work by plece-
work and take the great bulk of their
work home. There are more than 40,000
of these workers who do this home
work.

Among theso the big tobacco compa-
nies have already started the barrack,
system-~4hat s, the bdullding of ‘small
aomes and paying their employes In
rent in place of In cash. More than
5,000 workmen are now housed Iu this
way.

The tobacco workers, under the home
work system, work as a family and
few of the families can make mord than
sixty marks, about $15 per month. This
harely suffices for the poorest kind of
a Hiving and the workers fear that if
& tax is leid upon the employers and
passed. along to them that even this
pitiful stipend will be cut down,
