oy the world.

Word recelved from a point forty
miles north of Cape Thomas Hubbard
on March 17, 1908, said that the explor-
er expected to return not later than
Séptamber, 1008, that everything had »o
fur gone well, but thiat the wesier wns
extremely oold.

Then for seventeen months nothing
was heard from him and by many he
waf given up for jost.

Start Made on ‘‘Hunting Trip'*

Dr. Cook had started from New York
ostensibly on a hunting trip in the far
north and it was only when his vessel
returned,  leaving him in Northwest
Greenwich, that his friends in Amerios
learned that his real purpose was to at.
tempt to reach the north pole, i

Then except for the meager news that
he had started over the ice nothing was
heard, and when Sept of last year .
passed and the winter progressed steps
for organizing a rellef expedition began
to be taken. ;

Admiral Winflel® 8. Schiey, an hexd
of the American Soclety for Polar Re-
seareh, took an active fnterest tn maks
Ing plans for such ‘an nmdmon. and
not only contribufed to a fund started
Iast winter for ‘the purpose of fitting
out a vessel to go in search of the miss-
ing explorer, but during the last spring
and summer has mads lppe-l- for as-
sistance from all quarters.

Dr, Cook was accompanied by a Nor-
wegian when he left Etah, Greenland,
in March, 1908, He took with him sight
Eskimos, four siedges and twelve dog
teama. He was to make his way
through Ellesmere Lan4.

Well Equipped for the Dash

Dr. Cook was well equipped for his
attempt, ‘and started on his dash to'ths
north with the utmost confidence. In a
letter written from his winter quarters
on Dec, 6. 1907, he explained the plans
which he had concelved for reaching
the pole.

Pravious to Cook's Victory, American
Naval Officer Came the Closest

Since the days of Sir John Prankiin
explorers have dreamed of reaching the
north pole.  The nearest approach te
it was made by Ligut, Peary, the Am.
erican naval officer. who has spent
practically his whole life In arctic ¢x-
ploration, on Aprfl 21, 1906 On that
date Peary reached Jatitude north 87,08,
within 208 miles of the pole, This was
86 miles nearer than uny other person
had ever come to the coveted gonl

The European workingmen and women have no time for such
silly insults to their intelligence as Gompers has been offering. They
cannot undmtand a representative of the working class who is a
political ally of capitalism.

ates with an organization like the Civic Federation, whose managing
heads profit from the horrible exploitation and murderous conditions

RBut the Ufé that was In me demanded more than a
meager existence of seraping and serimplng’  Also, at
ten vears of age, I became u newsboy on the streots of
A efty, and found myself with & changsd uplook. = All
about me wore still the e@me sordidness and wretched-
fhess, and up above me was still the same paradise walt-
ing 10 be gained: but the ladder whereaby to cilmb was a
different ane. Why save my earnings and invest in gov-
ernment bonds, when, by buying two newspapers for five
cant®, ‘with n turn of the wrist I could sell them for
ten cents and double my capital? The business ladder
waa the ladder for me, and I had a vision of myself be-
coming a baldheaded snd successful merchant prince.

Alas for vislons! When I was sixteen I had already
earned the title of “prinee” But this title was given me
by 4 gang of cutthroats and thieves, hy whom I was
¢alled ““The Prince of, the Oyster Pirates.” And at that
time I had >itmbed the first rung of the business ladder
1 was a eapitalist, I owned a boat and a compiete oyster-
pirating outfit. 1 had begun to exploiy my fellow crea-
tures. I had a erew of one man. As captain and owner

1 took twoa-thirds of the spolls, and gave the erew one-
third, though the crew worked fust as hard as I dld axzd
righed jun.'u much bis life and Hberty.

This one’ rung was the heights T climbed up the busi-
ness ladder. One night I went on a raid among the
Chiness fishermen, Ropes and nets were worth dollars
It was robbery, ) grant, but it was precisely
the spirlt of capitalism. The capitallst takes away the
possessions of his fellow-creatures by means of & rehate,
or of & betrayal of trust, or by the purchase of senators
and supreme coutt judges, 1 was merely crude. That
was the only difference. I used a gun.

But my erew that night was one of thoss inefficients
agalnst whom the capltaiist fs wont to fulmindte, he-
cuuse, forsooth, such IneMiclants Increase éxpenses and
redure dividends. My crew did bsth. What of his care-
jesaness he set fire to the big mainsall and totally de-
ptroved it There weren't any dividends that night, and
the Chinese fishermen wera richer by the nets and ropes
we did not get. 1 was bankrupt, unable just then to pay
sixty-five dollars for a new mainsali. T left my boat at
anchor and went off on & bay-pirate bost on a rald up
the Sacramento river. While away on this trip another
grug of bay pirstes raided my boat. They stole every.
thing, even the anchors; and, later on, when I recovered
the drifting hulk, T sold it for twenty dollars. 1 had
slipped back the ons rung I had climbed, and never
agsin 441 1 attempt the business ladder.

From then on I was mercilessly explotted by other cap-
itajists. T had the muscle, and they made money out of it
whils I made but a very indifferent lving out of it. 1
wan a ssilor before the mast, a longshoreman, a rousta-
bout: I worked in canneries, and factories, and Inundries:
1 mowed lawns, and cleaned carpets, and washed win-
dows. And I sever got the full produet of my toil. I
iooked at the daughter of the cannery owner, fn her car-
riage. and knew that it was my muscle, in part, that
Lelped drag along that earriage on {ts rubber tires. I
looked at the son of the factory owner, going to college,
and knew that it was my muscle that helped, in part, to
pay for the wine and good fellowship he enjoyed.

But I did not resent this. It was all In the game. They
were the strong. Very well, T was strong. I would carve
my way to a place among them, and make money out of
the muscles of other men. 1 was not afraid ol work.
1 loved hard werk. I would pitch in and work harder
than ever and eventually become a pillar of soclety.

And just then, as luck would have It, I found an ¢m-
ployer that was of the same mind. I was willing to work,
and he was more than willing that I should work. I
thonght I was learning a trade. In reality, I had dis-
placed two men. I thought he was making an electrician
out of me;: as & matter of fact, he was making Afty dol-
lars & month out of me. The two men I had displaced
had received forty dollars each per month; T was doing
the work of both for thirty dollars pér month.

This employer worked' me nearly to death., A man
may love gysters, but too many oysters will Incline him
toward that particular diet. And so with me. Too much
work sickened me. T did not wish ever to see work again.
I fled from work, I became a tramp, begging my way
from door to door, wandering over the United States,
..nd sweating bloody sweats in slums and prisons.
