This meant that these children were
 between the ages of 14 and 16 and
were about to become wage earners.
The school age in Chicago ranges
from 6 years as the minimum to 21 years
as the maximum.

In round numbers, there are 350,000

between those ages attending the pub-
lc schools; in round numbers, thers are
about 100,000 attending the parochial
schools.

This means that 21 3-7 per cent of
all those of school age go to work an-
nually between the ages of 14 and 16.

These students, no doubt, had been looking forward with great
expectation to the coming of the archbishop, and to what he was
going to say to them.

Archbishop Ireland is to them the representative of the church
and is a great deal larger personality in their apprehension than is the
president of the United States; therefore, anything he had to say to
them carried great weight, especially anything he said about the
welfare of the church.
