 The story of Prewsier Briand is one of tragedy—tragedy both
* for the man and for the people.

Briand was once a Socialist and fought loyally for years in the
~ ranks of the pioneers who have stood for the working class. In fact
he became a strong factor in the revolutionary movement that is
_carried forward by the toilers for their emancipation.

As a Socialist Briand wzs a power.

The capitalist parties feared him and saw no way of quelling
the increasing waters of rebellion that rose higher and higher all
over France. The old mcthods of suppressin and persecution were
tried, but they did not work.

So the French capitalists fell in on a. more cffective plan. Briand
‘was invited to become premier, a position that any man might covet.
: He wac, of course, expelled from the Socialist party at once.

There is probably no question but Briand at first intended to
be true to the principles of Socialism. He thought he would be able
to serve the cause better as premier, no matter who got him this
office, and showed some signs of stability.

But he was sborn of his power. His mental grasp and moral
stamina had degenerated. He triuned with the capitalists and
compromised with the reactionaries. He was compelled to serve
the powers that put him in office.

And so he fell.

The progress of the Socialist movement in France was too rapid

' for him. The people would not stand for the reactionary program
of Briand and demanded a change.
