If the natiogal referendum providing for a two-vear
term and no re-election for national officers is adopted
we will have the rather striking exhibition of a Socialist
party adopting ns its own almost the only distinctively
bonrgeois contritintion to political organization, and oue
which is at war with every political prineiple of Social-
ism.

ROTATION IN OFFICE.

In u recent iasue of the Daily ap-
peared an article by Algernon Lee, en-
titled "An Undemocratio Proposition.*”
Iu the second paragraph, Cowrade Lee
corrects the phraseology of the fram-
ors of the proposed amendment, and
says: "If thisf amendment should be
adopted aud maintained, having once
elected a man to a certain office and
found him capable and faithful during
two years of service, the party would
be compelled to throw out and pever
again bave the benefit of his service.”

This amendment doesn't say any such
thing and nothing of this kind can ‘be
read into it by Its honest interpretation.
The word “consecutive” before the word
“term" would make it more clear, but
in no way change the meaning of this
amendment. 3

It seems perfectly clear to me that,
after serving {wo terms, the same man
can run agaln, and were he more éap-
able than the other candidutes would be
re-elected. But, before being elected
for the thhd term he must he out
for one year, which Is, In m$ opinion,
the best poliey.

The best advertlsed comrades in the
party will most likely Be elected, but, if
every two years we are able to break
up the machine we ean prevent some of
the things that have disgraced the
party of late.
