‘THE EIGHT-HOUR DAY IN MILWAUKEE
} By CARL D. THOMPSON

The city couneil of Milwauke¢e hus
goneon record officially estadbishing the
eight hour day for all its public em-
ployes, including not only all laborers
and mechanics that work for the cofty
directly, but also for all who are em-
ployed by auy contractor or sub-con-
tractor dolug work for the city.

The ordinance reads as follows:

“An ordinance fixing the number of

In that year the
city was building some big, twenty-mil-
Jon galion engines in their water works
system. The Socialists tried to gel a
resolution passed providing for the
wight hour day for the men wWho wete
employed upon this work. The resolu.
tion was adoptod and comstituted the
first vietory for organized labor in this
vespect.
Later on, In 1808, various street car
companies were seeking franchises from
the city. The Soclalists opposed thé
granting of these franchises except
upon condition that the company should
emplcy unlon labor and grant their
emplcyes an eight hour day. These
provisions were defeated, but the So-
clallsts kept up the fight for the eight
hour day in other directions.
About the same time an ordinance
was introduced jn the.city council pro-
viding for the genera: elght hour day
for all public employes. The machinists'
unlion sent petitions and resolutions to
the city council urging the passage of
the ordinauce. But the eity council
was at that time in -the control of the
Republicans and Demoerats, and they
refused to pass the ordinance,
Meanwhile ‘the courts had rendered
decirions adverse to the elght hour ordl-
nance, and thus served to strengthen
the position of the opposition.
The Socialists Introduced a resolution
to have the case appealed to the Su-
preme Court, lustructing the  ecity at-
torney in the matter. This resclution
was adopted, but it seems that the city
attorney did npothing.
Other measures looking to the short-
ening of hours and the establishment
of an eight hour day were introduged
from time to time, sad, besides, & num-
ber of resolutions which had the effect
of siartening hours of labor. For ex-
ample, the bridge tendérs wera on duty
ior seventy-eight hours comsecutively.
By reacjusting the shifts and adding 4
few meo it became possible 10 reduce
these lours, so that the men were on
duty unly twelve hours per day. |
Brt best of all was the passage of
the ordinance referred to above, fixing
the official pollcy of the eity of Mlil-
waukee upon an eight hour day for all
its public employes.

The Socialist party members have naturally recognized the need
of industrial unionism first, because of the mass character of the
‘Socialist organization.

§ It is encouraging to note that in actual practice the trades unions

_ are rapidly adapting themselves to the principle of industrial union-
ism. The application of the principle is made in establishing closer
‘working organizations of various trades, and in such moves as sys-
tem federations on the railroads. The next year will probably
‘witness great progress in this direction.

Mass Strike in Great Britain

J. Hayes

HIS CONDITION HAS GROWN WORSE

BY VICTOR L. BERGER First Socialist Oongressman

" There can be no doubt that the con-
dition of the aged workers has grown
worse in this country during.the last
thirty years.

And for this geason:

Our country is rapidly changing from
an agricultural to a manufacturing
country.

On the farm it is comparatively easy
to take care of the aged. Especially
was it so In forter days when living
was cheap.

There is plenty of room on the farm.
And even old people can usually, do
chores—enough to make up for the
slight expense of their keep.

It is thus no specia! hardship for
their friends and relatives to take care
of them.

The case is entirely different with the
urban workers. The maintenance of
their ald folks by the wage earners of
the cifies—especially where these men
and women have children to take care
of—{s nowadays simply impossible.

Aged working men and women there-
fore soon become objects of private or
public charity.

After having lived a life of useful-
ness, the working men and the working
women of the country—the men and
women who create all wealth—are usu-
ally subject to all the indignities the
sordidness and misery of the poorhouse
or the system of “outdoor relfet.”

No wonder there are s0 many
dies. Men and women of finer sensibili-
tles prefer death to this humiliation.

The aim of every normal man and
woman s an old age free from care
and want. . To that end most of them
toll patiently and live closely, seeking
to save something against the day
when they can earn no more. And yet
the same fate awaits the overwhelming
mass of them.

In the life of the toiler there are
weeks, and sometimes months, of en-
forced idleness, weeks of unavoidablé
idleness, lpsses - from cheating' and
swindling, and then, as age creeps on,
about his forty-fifth year, a constantly
declining capacity to earm, until at
fitty-five or sixty he finds himself
helpless and destitute.

There is hardly a more pititul tragedy
than the lot of the toiler who has strug-
gled all his Yife to galn a competence

and who at sixty years faces the poor-
house.

The black slave had no such tragedy
as this. It is a tragedy reserved for
the free worker in ‘‘the freest country
on the globe.”

There can be no question as to the
right of these men and women to be
taken care of decently in their old age.
They have made eivilization possible
for everybody, and especially for the
comfortable classes.

As I said before, from their earnings
—the average is about $400 a year—it is
absolutely impossible for them to save
anything for thelr old age.

Even if they should descend to a
Chinese standard of living they could
not, as a mass, lay by a competence.
They would ‘thereby diminish trade,
cause hard times and chauge our civ-
{lization. But they could not, under our
present system, secure themselves
against want in their old age.

Realizing this, many great private
corporations are now establishing old
age for their ployes, This
tendency has been applauded by the
very men who oppose governinent pen-
sions for the aged. e

But thers are two great objections to
old age pensions by private corpora-

In order tG™galn' s pension from 4
corporation it is necessary for the
workingr."» to_tie himsélf to the cor
poration for life. In prder not to love
the penmsion, the working man or wom-
ah must be satisfled: with his or her
wage, laboring conditions and hours of
labor. This subservience makes the la-
borer virtually a serf or slave and es-
tablishes a new feudalism.

The second objection to private oid
age pension is that the system smacks
of charity. It causes the worker to
feel that someone owns him. The pri-
vate system resultg in the bestowal of
too much power in the hands of the
employer over his workers.

Everybody in Ametica readlly under-
stands why soldiers are ‘entitled to
pensions. It Is because soldlers render
service on the field *which is consid-
ered dangerotis to life and limb.

The word “pension” in this case is a
misnomer. The payment ought to be
called either “partial restitution” or
‘‘old folks' compensation.’’

The working men and working wom-
en of this country are entitled to be
taken care of in their old age.

And they will be taken care of in the
future.

PASSED UP THE JOB
A member of the Flat Janitors' union
—a .big, raw-boned Irishman named
Murphy—entered a book store off Van
Buren street to apply for & job as por-
ter in response to & newspaper adver-
tisoment. While lingering about walt-

r-

ing ‘for the proprietor his eyes rested
on a large sign shepended above & table
filled with books, which read, "chlsenl'
works all this week for $4."

Murphy stared, scratched his head,
apd began to move towards the door.
The floor walker asked pleasantly what
he wanted, and Murphy, glacing st the
sign, answered:

“0Of come fu to get the job, but OI'll
not work for it. Dickens can wurk all
week for four dollars, If -he wants to,
the dirty scab!” And he disappeared.

The mass striko in Great Britain, In
which upward of half a milllon work-
ers were involved, was unguestionably
one of the greatest achlevements of or-
ganized labor on the industrial fleld
in the history of the labor movement.

The victory was gained not so much
in the matter of advancing wages,
shortening of the hours of toil or even
the recognition of the union, all of
which were highly important conces-
sions, and are at any time.

The really big triumph was that of
the workers over themselves—over thai:

out the recent struggles that have de-
moralized {ndustry in Great Britain the
masses of the workers were far more
uncompromising than their most radical
officials .

Not only were many of the conserva«
tive officers utterly repudiated, but
even Tom OMann, Ben Tillett and other,
stulwarts were repeatedly warned Im
emphatic language. that Do half-way,
settlements would be acceptable.

Indeed, the very latest authoritative
information at hand shows that unless

narrow craft ideas and -
their recognition of the principles of or-
ganization and action along industrial
lines and the power of class solidarity.

During the past couple of years there
has been a gradual drifting away from
the old moorings of craft autonomy In
Great Britain, and the movement be-
came especially marked in the last 13
manths, since the return of Tom Mann
from Australia to ralse his eloquent
volce aguinst.the narrow oraft boun-
dnrjes and in facvor of broad industrial
unionism.
