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The Arkansas Challenge

What Answer Will the Negro Make?

HE lightning conviction in the courts of
Arkansas of several colored men ac-
cused of the heinous “crime” of organizing
for their economic protection and the con-
templated murder of these men by the

State of Arkansas constitute the most bru-
tal notice the Negro has yer had from the
American dominant race that democracy or
even simple justice is not for him. The
action of Arkansas, in the courts and out,
is a direct challenge to the legitimate and
reasonable aspirations of the Negro to en-
joy those democratic institutions for the
safeguarding and extension of which the
war was ostensibly fought. Neither Wash-
ington, Chicago nor Houston with its mili-
tary murders was so direct or brutal as
this action of the Arkansas courts in its
challenge to our legitimate aspirations to
enjoy the rights and privileges of men and
its notice that the Negro must “stay put.”

To this challenge, to this brutal notice,
what answer will the Negro make? Will
he cowardly agree to “stay put”—go down
to infamy along the road of least resistance?
Or will {e continue to aspire to the higher
things of life, to the inalienable rights and
privileges of men, refusing to “stay put,”
and so inviting the vindictive wrath of his
enemies?

We have sufficient faith in the race to
believe that it will emphatically and ener-
getically refuse to “stay put”! And such
being our belief of the case it is necessary
to formulate a definite policy to meet the
situation. We will assume that the Negro
will no more invite a fight than he will flee
a fight forced upon him. That he will
neither carry a chip about on his shoulder
nor will he hesitate to fight back in sclf-
defence. 'With these preliminaries as bases
of our policy, our next step must be in the
direction of forming alliances with the lib-
eral and radical forces of the country—of
the world! Their fight against reaction,
capitalist exploitation and bourbonism must
be our fight. Our fight against bourbon-

ism, reaction and capitalist exploitation
(with its corollary of imperialism) must
be their fight. This is already so to a great
extent today. American, British, French
and even white South African radical
papers have recognized as allied to their
own cause the cause of the oppressed darker
millions. The radical forces in every
country have opened their organizations to
the Negro comrade and are showing in-
creasing concern in the status and treat-
ment of the darker millions as they begin to
recognize that economic exploitation at
home is based upon and supported by eco-
nomic exploitation abroad. British labor
cannot compete with the cheap labor of
India and Egypt, and is therefore interested
in lifting up this “foreign” labor from its
present helpless position to a status more
on a level with its own.

In an alliance with the liberal and radi-
cal forces of the world the Negro has
“nothing to lose but his chains” and every-
thing—including the rights and privileges
of free men—to gain. (From the days of
\Wendell Phillips and Garrison down to the
present it is liberals and radicals who have
ever protested the wrongs of the Negro).
To fight alone would be futile, since he is
hopelessly outnumbered in this country. To
ignore opportunites to help his cause by
alliance with forces that are fighting the
same enemy as he himself is fighting would
be absurd and unstatesmanlike. When
America entered the war against Germany
she instantly began to co-operate with those
Powers that were already at war with
Germany. The Negro must also co-operate
with the forces that are fighting his enemies:
capitalism, bourbonism and reaction. He
must fight with every weapon at hand. (No
one could condemn the Irish should that
oppressed people. in any of its frequent re-
bellions against British tyranny, resort to
the use of dum-dum bullets, poison and any
other means at their disposal. The slave
has a right to fight for freedom with an
wenpon within reach. And, in fact, his
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oppressors will use all and any wcapons
against him, as witness the bombing of
Indian, Egyptian and Afghan towns by the
unspeakable Briton.)

Alliances with the liberal and radical
forces must, then, form one of the most im-
it is understood that our Motons and Scotts
will not dare offend their white masters
by concurrence with such a plank. But
then no other race pays the slightest at-
tention to its traitors, so why should the
Negro bother with the f{fossilized and
bought opinions of these old serviles?)
And this point of alliance need not be con-
fined to the Negro group in America, but
will be found of inestimable strategic value
to our brethren in the West Indies and
Africa, where already Socialism has begun
its advance in the face of an oppressive
capitalist-imperialist regime that is un-
matched for bare barbarism and wanton
cruelty anywhere else in the world. As im-
perialism is the child and protege of capi-
talism, so Socialism is the antithesis to
capitalism and the destroyer of imperialism,
as witness the history of Soviet Russia and
its renunciation of the Czarist claims in
strangled Persia. An alliance with the
Socialists is, therefore, an alliance with the
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principal opposing force of our chief enemy,
capitalism, and its myriad tools. Arraying
ourselves with the Socialist party will be
the most effective and fearsome answer we
can give to the brutal challenge of the
courts of Arkansas. Such an answer would
rock the American strongholds of reaction,
and would ultimately shatter the control
of the Bourbon South, and would have a
tremendous effect upon the future destinies
of Negro groups throughout the world.
Are we men enough to make it? At Boga-
lusa, in the State of Louisiana, two white
men went to death in defense of a colored
comrade, thereby proving that radical labor
has made our cause its own. Will we make
their cause our own? Let us swell the
ranks of organized labor and of the radical
forces in the fight against a common foe.
Let us give Arkansas and the rest of the
Bourbon South an answer that will make
them tremble for their vested privileges,
for their “rights” to exploit the labor of
little children and weak women, and for
their plan of keeping us “put” by such bar-
barous acts of repression and injustice as
were resorted to in the civil courts of
Arkansas and in the military courts-martial
at Houston.

SENATOR FRANCE AND AFRICA

An awakening race will gladly acknowl-
edge its debt of gratitude to Senator France,
of Maryland, for his valiant efforts to make
the matter of the final disposition of the
former German-African “colonies” an is-
sue in the United States Senate.

Whatever may be the opinion, based upon
the wish, of the old-type leaders (who exist
merely by virtue of repeated and repeating
treachery and who, therefore, would have
no means of existence where there were no
white men to buy them out) as to the oppo-
sition of the American Negro to any plan
of emigration to his Fatherland, the ex-
istence of a deep and widespread interest in
the Fatherland is already amply testified to

 the unparalleled success of the Universal

egro Improvement Association and Afri-
can Communities League and several other
movements based upon the open and de-
clared platform of a Free Africa and the
return to that continent, through the Liber-
ian gateway, of New World Negroes to
aid in the struggle for its freedom.

Senator France’s efforts in the Senate
met with both victory and defeat. He was
defeated in the major proposition that the

principle of “self-determination” be ex-
tended to the natives of the former German
African territories, with opportunities for
the Negro American to participate, on his
own initiative and as largely as he desired,
in the blessings that would accrue to the
liberated inhabitants of those territories and
with America as a mandatory. But he won
a modifying victory when he prevailed upon
the Senate to decline to waive its rights to
have a say in the final disposition of
“colonies.”

The Crusader firmly believes with the
Baltimore Afro-American that ‘“‘the time
will come when the Senate of the United
States will see clearly if it does not see
now, that there can be no world peace un-
less the African question is settled right.”
Moreover, The Crusader is of the opinion
that even internal peace is impossible until
the African question is settled right and
Negro Americans dissatisfied with condi-
tions in this country given the opportunity
to enjoy the fruits of freedom under gov-
ernment of the Negro, by the Negro and for
the Negro. This, the lfr’\itcd States Senate
will be forced to see, but whether in time
to prevent a race war more bloody than
anything that has yet taken place, is a ques-
tion. Senator France in pressing for jus-
tice for Africa has done his duty to his
race, to his country, to the peace of the
world, and has done, moreover, an act of
genuine altruism and lofty magnanimity in
the interest of the entire Klegro Race.

PARTNERS IN FRIGHTFULNESS

We have been wondering what had be-
come of the “American conscience” that
used to be so shocked by German attempts
to bomb the city of London from the air,
and why it has been so completely inactive
in the practice of this same knid of “fright-
fulness” by British airmen upon the towns
of Egypt, fndia and Afghanistan. Now we
understand. This headline “Devil Dog
Flyers Terrorize Bandits,” culled from the
New York World of November 22 explains
the puzzle. The “devil dog” flyers (ap-
propriate name for the barbarians of civi-
lization, if we may coin the term) are mem-
bers of the United States Marine Corps
aviation squads operating in Wilson's un-
declared and private war upon the people of
Haiti. The “bandits” are Haitian patriots
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who are opposing the American occupation
of their country and the resultant curtail-
ment and denial of their sacred liberties.
These so-called “bandits”—it is the custom
to designate as bandits all those who oppose
an occupation of their country by alien
forces, as witness, the bandits who are
fighting the French in Morocco and the
British in Egypt and India—are Haitian
patriots fighting for the principle of self-
determination against the foremost “cham-
pion” of that principle, Woodrow Wilson,
and the “rights of nations great and small.”
—another principle that was grandly and
loudly enunciated during the World War
by the arch hyprocite of all time.

No wonder America dare not protest
against the murder of Egyptian, Indian and
Afghan women and children by British
airmen. America and England are part-
ners in frightfulness, and the successors in
that business to the much-reviled Germans.

MEXICO

The American oil interests in Mexico
are endeavoring to bring about interven-
tion by this country in Mexican affairs. A
subservient Congress is seeking the same
ends as its masters. But un'ess Congress
and its masters propose themselves to in-
vade Mexico it is time that they called a
halt to the vicious propaganda, for so far as
the American masses are concerned there
will be no war with Mexico. If the capi-
talists and their complaisant tools in Con-
gress want war with Mexico let them fight
it. It would be an interesting and unpre-
cedented sight to see even a corporal’s
guard of capitalists and their law-makers
marching with rifles on their shoulders into
a foreign country, And this will be the
only alternative to peace if the American
masses continue in their determination not
to be used to pull capitalistic chestnuts out
of the Mexican fire.

THE AMERICAN LEGION

The American Legion is exhibiting its
true colors as much in the exercise of arbi-
trary mob-rule against those maintaining
ideals and principles with which its hard-
boiled leaders are in disagreement—and
they are in disagreement with all progres-
sive ideas—as in its dirty efTorts, first, to
bar the Negro veteran altogether, and later,
to accept him in a subordinate position.

The veteran of Negro race has nothing
in common with the American Legion and
the type of “Americanism” for which the
ILegion. along with Schwab, Judge Gary

and Rockefeller, is sponsor. He can serve
neither himself nor his race by affiliating
with it.

The Legion has shown itself both re-
actionary and lawless. The Negro cannot
gain the fuller, liberty he seeks by followin
the opposite road of reaction and he, i
anyone, should be thoroughl di;fustcd
with lawlessness and mob-rule. either
has he any interest in the conservation of
the Legion’s type of “Americanism” with
a continuance of the present political and
industrial status under which he is so
shamefully treated. The Legion’s “Ameri-
canism” is strangely akin to the German
“kultur” which has been so much reviled
of late, only that it preceded it in that this
type of “Americanism” had been practised
in the South for the last fifty years or so.

The Negro wants nothing of the Legion
and its peculiar “Americanism.” The
Negro veteran will find more congenial
companionship and better organization ad-
vantages in the various Negro veteran
organizations.

LIBERIAN DEVELOPMENT

Ome of the chief problems facing Liber-
ians in their efforts to develop their tremen-
dously rich and productive country, is that
of transportation. The Liberian rivers are
mostly small streams and interrupted by
rapids in the vicinity of their mouths or by
bars at their mouths. Liberia has no river
system to compare, even on a small scale,
with the system that has done so much to
develop the immense territory of the Congo
State. Lacking the generous aid of an
otherwise beneficent Nature in this one
resdpect. she must depend upon the initiative
and creative work of man.

Other countries faced with the same
problems have met it by the construction of
railroads into the interior. But railroad
building is an expensive operation and
necessitates the aid of foreign capital which
in the end is usually followed by foreign
bayonets. But another means of transpor-
tation has made tremendous progress within
the last decade, and it now appears that
Liberia may be able to do better and do it
cheaper. Auto-trucks are rapidly makinz
themiselves a factor in transportation, and
experts are cven now predicting the day
when they will either completely oust the
railroads or relegate them to a sccondary
position in the ficld of transportation.

For auto transportation, good roads are
an important accessory. Aund to us it ap-
pears that Liberia can by no other means so
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easily, rapidly and cheaply open up her ter-
ritories and increase her trade and pros-
perity and prestige as by covering the re-
public with a system of good roads and
buying a fleet of auto-trucks—to be in-
creased according to need—to meet its

transportation problems and bring its riches
to the coast. Building motor-roads and
buying motor-trucks will be cheaper by far
than the construction and equipment and
upkeep of railroads—and more effective
too, because auto-trucks are more mobile
than railroad trains.

THE DRAFTED MAN

(FirsT Parrt.)

The average drafted man on reaching
camp in September and the latter part of
October, 1917, felt that everything in his
own world had suddenly disappeared. He
might or might not see his own folks again
or revel in his old associaions. It was not
unlikely that all the comforts and joys of
civilian life had fled forever. Books, study,
ambitions of all kinds, no longer meant
anything. A careful looseness of speech
eased the spirits, and the first few days
under the tutelage of hard-boiled regular
army non-commissioned officers did noth-
ing to assuage whatever pain he might have
felt at bidding farewell to books and such.
These “non-coms” were not overfriendly
with men who attempted to display any
“learning.”

After many examinations and inocula-
tions the drafted man, then called a rookie,
was given an axe, mattock and pick, hoe or
shovel and other articles of war and told
to go forth and conquer the elements, or,
rather, the cutting of stumps. Of course
this “fatigue” was supplementary to the
arduous drill, the close order work and
practice hikes along the dusty roads. The
corporals were generally the commanding
officers in these operations detailed by a
sergeant or commissioned officer. he
rookie who had planned to write diaries
or long literary letters or to study enough
to win a promotion was speedily disillus-
ioned, for after the day's work he was
too tried to lift a pen. As a matter of fact,
oft times during the concentrated drill,
when our rookie’s mind would wander off
and melt in the sea of cosmic longings, a
sharp order would brace him up and bring
him to the tone of “Hey, wake up!” Think-
ing of something else? Can't do it in the
army. They give the stone wall to “those”

who fall asleep on duty “over there.” No
excuses. You have to be on the job all the
time or to the guard-house for a few days.
The corporal must be a man of determined
spirit to hold his job or else he would be
“busted” t othe grade of private and him-
self be receiving sharp orders from one o:
his own squad men who takes his place.
The rookie must obey every command, and
the constant attention needed was sufficient
strain to tire out the rookie mentally, just
as the stump grubbing left him fagged out
physically.

After a few weeks the burdens seemed
easier. Mastering the elements with pati-
ence and enthusiasm, the rookies graduated
in name “doughboys” and discovered that
they had several hours to themselves dail
after retreat, and all day Sunday. This
leisure time was sometimes broken up by
a guard or a kitchen police, but the soldiers
discovered that they had a large amount
of time on their hands. Rifles and the
cleaning of them had not yet entered to
consume what might otherwise be free
time. What could they do at night ? Within
the barracks were the games. Down the
street was the “Y” and the movie show.
The visiting of friends was always nega-
tive, for the soldier rapidly became a pal
to all his buddies, and they satisfied his
craving for fellowship.

As time wore on and the simpler details
of military routine were mastered, the
soldiers began to think of promotion. They
perchance grew weary of peeling potatoes
or dishing out the “slum,” and dreamed of
taking charge of a guard instead. \Vhen
classes were organized to train enlisted
men to become non-commissioned officers.
the ambitious grasped the opportunity and
attended with regularit‘)]' and diligence. The
enlisted man realized the dignity of a chev-
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ron on the right and left side of his coat
sleeve and the exalted postion of command-
ing a body of men. He must assume that
attitude in order that his ambition might
be elevated to that of First Sergeant. Ordi-
narily, the man who can handle men 1s the
right hand man of a company and casily
secures the exalted position of his company.
He must further handle men with a con-
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crete spirit and arbitrate disputes without
consulting his superior, except in cases of a
serious nature. The drafted man no longer
wanders in his mind back to the past, but
to the future, to stand firm and more firmly
to the duty to which he was called to serve.
He was then recognized as a soldier, a
model of a new form from civilian life.

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L DIGEST OF VIEWS

THIE PROBLEM OF AS1A. OR GET-
TING THE BOOT

ELIEVING that any action of the Asi-
atics in  “booting” the European
thieves will ‘be reflected by similar action
in Africa and other parts of the world,
we have tried to kecp our readers well in-
formed on the Asiatic situation as much
as on matters pertaining directly to Africa.
The challenge to European domain where-
ever it occurs is of interest to us. The
cause of frcedom, whether in Asia or Ire-
land or in Africa, is our_cause. With this
in mind, the reader will find particularly
interesting the following editorial from the
New York Tribune, which is all the more
important because coming from what in all
probability is the leading American im-

perialist newspaper:

The Problem of Asia

Optimists who expected from the peace
confcrence an inauguration by international
protocol of heaven on earth began to re-
alize in sorrow that the disbandment of that
august body, now drawing near leaves
Europe disorganized.

Yet, grave as are the problems of Europe,
behind them looms the gigantic figure of
Asia awakening from a thousand years of
lethargy—eight hundred million people—
articulating a demand for what a little man
with a big mustache and bigger helmet
called “a place in the sun.”

Europeans and Americans are wont to
consider the problems of Asia as a number
of items altogether uncorrelated except for
the accident of geological vicinity. There
was a “problem of the Near East,” a prob-
lem of India, seen mainly as a domestic
trouble of England, as a kind of far-away
Ireland-Ulster tangle; then there was a dim
notion of somebody or other conducting
negotiations in and with Persia. Finally.
there was the question of the Far East,
visualized for Europeans chiefly by the
catchword, coined by Kaiser Wilhelm, of
the “yellow peril” and for Americans by
the p{rasc. less sensational but.more real,
about the “policy of the open door,” and
involved, also, in the immigration problem
of our Pacific coast.

All these questions appeared safely iso-
lated from one another in water-tight com-
partments, and, above all, as being too far
away and indefinite to have any actual

bearing on our lives. Iven the colonial
problems of Africa, what with the publicity
of events like the Mahdi rebellion, FFashoda,
the Boer \War, and, lately. the Morocco
dispute, were brought home to the news-
paper-reading public witl an incomparably
clearer emphasis.

Thus it ll:nppcns that today the nations of
ILurope and America are confronted with
the tremendous fact of an Asiatic revival,
spreading from Suez to Shanghai, from the
Mongolian desert to Ceylon, without sign,
almost, of realization on their part. There
are a great number of factors converging
in this revival, and the several subdivisions
of the problem itself exist side by side
without being consciously linked together.
They include the Pan-Islamistic movement
of Western Asia, fostered by the Young
Turks and their German fricnds, with its
local ramifications in Anatolia, Kurdistan
and among the Tatars of the Caucasus;
the Arab nationalistic renaivsance in Syria,
Mesopotamia and the Ara) veninsula
proper; Bolshevism permeating Turkestan
and Mongolia. and inhltrating cven into
Persia, Afghanistan and among the tribes
of the interior; the unrest in India, partly
purely nationalistic. partly connected with
the general Mahometan ferment; and the
rumbling in that vast volcano of humanity,
only recently belicved extinct, China.

All these must be recognized before it is
too late as the incipient phases of a possible
upheaval, caused by factors of utmost di-
versity, yet at bottom akin in their origin.
which is the ineradicable distrust of the
Asiatic for the European. and of the Euro-
pean and his oversea descendants for the
Asiatic. A way must be found to bring
EEast and West together.

SHOTS HEARD AROUND THE
WORLD

HE shots fired by embatt'ed Negroes in
Washington. Chicago, Knoxvil'e and
other American citics have been heard
around the world as clearly as those fired
by the embattled farmers at Lexington, and
have achieved for us an awakening inter-
est among ow brethren throughout the
world and among European liberals. The
Japancse Press has with marked unanimity
and a conspicuous lack of urbanity re-
quested America to first set her own house
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fairs, The powerful London mes, com-
monly called “The Thunderer,” also dis-
cusses at some length the case of the Negro
and the problems facing the two races in
this country, agreeing with other keen
observers that little had been accomplished
toward solution. Says the London paper:

Another race riot, this time in Omaha,
accentuates the fact that thé United States
is still far from finding a solution of what
is, when all is said and done, the most diffi-
cult, though not 1mmed1ately the most im-
portant, of her social problems. A good
deal has been said in previous articles of the
movement for the proper Americanization
of citizens of alien blood. Things like the
steel strike, which would not have come
about had it not been for the inflammability
of the foreign laborers in the mills, show
that the movement is a much needed one.

For the Negro question there is no such
ultimate cure as yet visible. The descen-
dants of the slaves of colonial days and of
the first era of independence, are already
as much Americanized as they can be. One
of the lessons of the present situation is
that the farther upwards they move in the
social scheme, the greater their discontent
and the greatcr the prejudice against them
of the whites with whom they compete.

* X x % x

The war has also hardened the feeling
of the Negro against the White. He was
sent in large numbers to France. He found
in France no particular color line drawn
against him. He was received as an ally
and not as an inferior. It irks him to re-
turn to the inequalities of thz home he
went to fight for, to the “Jim Crow” laws
of the Southern States that provide for him
separate railway carriages and to the vari-
ous schemes, like the “Grandfather Clause,”
whereby some states confine the suffrage to
those whose grandparents were free, in
order to deprive him of the vote that was
constitutionally given him after the Civil
War. It irks him the more inasmuch as
he is told by his organs in the press that

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the American high command tried to get
the French to treat him as he was treated
at home. Proud of his new found sense
of discipline, he is not deaf to propaganda
against allowing himself to be exploited by
the white race in times of crisis and then,
when the crisis is over, to be put back into
a position of recognized inferiority.
ok K

There have been Negroes high in the
federal service. There are good colored
doctors and lawyers; and there are many
thousands of Negrocs probably, rich
enough to own their own motors and that
sort of thing. In New York, for instance,
there is a most prosperous colored com-
mumti):l living together in good streets and

ouses, with its own theatres and all
the other trappings of civilization.

But there is a reverse side to the shield.
The intellectual Negro seems to take rather
kindly to Socialism and organized agitation.
Thus, one finds, besides the National As-
sociation for the Advancement of Colored
People, which has many white members,
a number of purely colored organizations
like the League for Democracy, an organi-
zation of colored soldiers with gnevances
against the white officers they had in
France, the Universal Negro Improvement
Association, whose program is to awaken
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class consciousness among the Negroes
here and in Africa, and to knit together all
the colored races of the world, the National
Association for the Organization of Labor
Union Among Negroes, the Hamitic League
of the World, the League of the Darker
People of the World, and so on.

RIGHT OF REVOLUTION
In the course of discussion in the United
States Senate on the Pcace Treaty, Sen-
ator Robert M. La Follette submitted a
reservation on November 13, to the effect:
“That nothing contained in Article Il
of the League Covenant, or any other pro-
vision thereof, shall be construed to deny
to the people of Ireland, India, Egypt.
Korea, or to any other people living under
a government, which, as to such pcople,
does not derive its powers from the con-
sent of the governed, the right of revolu-
tion or the right to alter or abolish such
government, and to institute a new govern-
ment, laying its foundations in such prin-
ciples and organizing its powers in such
form as to them shall seem most likely

to effect their safety and happiness.”

BURN EFFIGY OF KING GEORGE

How alien kingship is despised and hated
in India will be evidenced from the report
of the alleged buming of King George's
effigy at Ramnagar. a small town near
Gujranwalla, Punjab, India.

Mr. Thompson, chief secretary of the
Punjab government, said that the burning
of the effigy of King George did really
take place. Twenty-eight respectable men
were charged with the al'eged offense. anrl
theg were all convicted by Lieut.-Col. A. J.
O'Brien, the district magistrate of Gujran-
walla.

EGYPT FACES RAIL STRIKE

Inflammatory documents are circulated
in Egyrt threatening a general strike on
the railroads, according to advices from
Cairo. The documents menace volunteers
with death. The railroad men say they
are fully armed.

“SELF-DETERMINATION"
PARIS, Nov. 25.—Said Zagloul Pasha,
%resident of the Egyptian delegation to the
eace Conference, has sent a cablegram to
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President Wilson pointing out that as a re-
sult of having faith in his principles and
claiming independence the Egyptians now

URING the latter part of November
and the first week of December three

ver{ interesting plays were presented at the
Latayette Theatre. Two of the threc may
be said to have lost in natural interest on
account of being revivals of plays seen here
before, yet there still remained a great deal
of interest in comparing the present casts
in the revivals of “The Silent Witness” and
“Today” with the original (Lafayette)
casts. There is, however, the danger of
such comparisons proving injurious to the
present casts and so to the box-office.
Comparisons are odious at best, and par-
ticularly so when made by persons untrained
in artistic values. And, after all, the ma-
jority of Harlem playgoers are of just this
type.
The work of the two companies present-
ing the three plays was on the whole good,
though the production of “A Good Bad
‘Woman” was noticeablly weak in many
ways—which fact brings to mind the almost

uniform failure of the Lafayette Stock and
its directors to develop good actresses in
any proportion to the good actors developed.
While in the male line the Lafayette has
(or has had) such excellent men as Bishop,
Townsend, Walker Thompson, Muse, Sim-
mons, Olden, Criner, Pryor, Laurence
Chenault, Charlie Moore, Ray, Cooke,
Kirkpatrick and several others, in the fe-
male line the Stock throughout its history
has been able to show only six great act-
resses (of innate, potential, or developed
greatness). These are Abbie Mitchell,
Evelyn Ellis, Cleo Desmond, Mrs. Ander-
son, Inez Clough and Laura Bowman. And
of these, the first, Miss Mitchell, was al-
ready an accomplished artist before becom-
ing a member of the Stock. Miss Desmond
and Miss Bowman likewise had been long
in the theatrical world.

The progress of Miss Ellis has been the
most wonderful of all. She is, like Miss
Mitchell, a natural bom actress, and takes

to the histrionic art as the proverbial duck
to water. She has been a success from her
very first appearance with the Stock, win-
ning her way into the hearts of the public
with her modest genius, girlish face and
figure and unstilted acting. Today she is
one of the most popular figures on the
Negro stage—and deservedly so.

On the stage, appearances count for al-
most as much as ability. Miss Ellis has
both the appearances and the ability. She is
one of the few women in Negro stock
whose appearance ioes to remind a long-
suffering public that beauty was once
synonomous with the word actress.

Another of the six great actresses al-
ready referred to, Miss Desmond originally
appeared in comedy parts and won her
greatest fame in that way. She has been,
however, for a long time now handling
“leads” and with great success. As “Helen
Hastings” in “The Silent Witness,” she
showed wonderful progress it her emo-
tional work. In fact, that part was the
best of all her work in that role. She had
for leading man, Andrew Bishop, whose
work in the role of “Richard Morgan” was
of a commendable character and extremely
forceful and convincing. Mr. Bishop
possesses probably the best personality on
the Negro stage today. The work of J. L.
Criner, Lionel Mongas, H. L. Pryor, Ar-
thur Ray and Mattie Wilkes was also
especially good, while that of Geneva Cut-
ler, Richard N. Gregg, James H. Gray and
Ola May Taylor showed promise if not
perfection,

Miss Evelyn Ellis in “Today” was
charming in her portrayal of the lead, but
lacked cffective support from several of
the women in her company. While Miss
Inez Clough most ably portrayced the char-
acter of the German mother, {{iss Ophelia
Muse and Mrs. Carlotta Freeman were
both somewhat ineffective—the latter, we
would say from our first night observation,
because of unfamiliarity with her lines, and
Mrs. Muse, we suppose because of her long
absence from the stage. However, the
men members of the cast were all good.
Arthur Simmons, although somewhat for-
getful on the first night, soon took hold of
his role in a manner to elicit applause and
on Tuesday night when we viewed his act-
ing from tﬁe wing he was doing fine. Mr.
Simmons is one of the most natural actors
in Negro stock today. He is possessed of
both talent and ambition, and is already one
of the most popular of the players. Clar-
ence Muse made an excellent German fader
and was “there” with the lingo alright.
