INDIANAPOLIS. April 22—Marion 
county Jail will be the temporary 
home of David C. Stephenson, deposed 
ku klux klan organizer, at least until 
next Monday, when he will be brought 
into criminal court for a hearing on 
his petition to be allowed bail.

This became certain today with the 
announcement of Eph Inmnan, chief 
counsel for Stephenson, who is 
charged with first degree murder in 
connection with the death of Madge 
Oberholtzer, 28. Attorney Inman said 
no further attempts to obtain freedom 
for Stephenson would be made until 
after the hearing.

At the hearing Monday the prosec­
utor must unravel In court the mass 
of evidence he claims to have war­
ranting Stephenson’s retention with­
out bail pending trial. The hearing on 
the bail petition was exepected to 
develop into a virtual trial itself with 
a score of witnesses to he heard.

Among those who will be called to 
teetlfy against Stephenson will be 
Mrs. George E. Oberholtzer, mother of 
the girl Stephenson is alleged to have 
attacked in a sleeping car, causing 
her to “swallow poison tablets out of 
shame and pain.”

Mrs. Oberholtzer was seriously ill 
at her home today and it was said 
she might be unable to testify Mon- 
d:y\ Tn this event, at the request of 
the defense, the hearing will be post­
poned.

Haste testified 
he accompanied Wheeler to the in­
terior.

“Were Campbell’s oil permits dis­
cussed?” asked John L. Slattery. 
United States district attorney.

“Not at all.” replied Haste. “So far 
as I know Wheeler never discussed or 
wrote about oil permits for anybody.”

Banker Aid* Wheeler
It was learned today that Frank 

A. Vanderllp, financier and Samuel 
Untermyer, Now York attorney are 
gathering defensb witnesses in New 
York who will be sent here to testi­
fy regarding George B. Hayes’ char­
acter. Vanderlip organized the citi­
zens’ research committee to assist 
Wheeler in prosecuting the senator's 
investigation of the department of 
Justice.

Wheeler scored an important vic­
tory when his lawyers forced the gov­
ernment to give up letters favorable 
to Wheeler whfch had been seized in 
the offices of Edwin S. Booth, former 
solicitor of the land office at Wash­
ington. The letters were a contradic­
tion of the statement of Hayes that 
Wheeler protected Campbell’s oil in­
terests before the land office.

ANTI-KLAN CANDIDATE 
IS ELECTED MAYOR OF

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., April 22. —

Another Negro Is Being 

Chased by Whites

HONOLULU, Hawaii, April 2£=- 

Proof that the war department aup- 
preased for many days the news off 
the arreat of seven Communist sol­
diers at Schofield Barracks, near here, 
ha* Just been furnished. *

Altho the seven Communists were 
arrested on February 19, the news of 
the arrests waa not printed In the 
Honolulu, papers until April 3, Evan 
then, the news was incomplete.

The Honolnlo Star Bulletin, on 
April 2. in a story under the head­
line. "Five Soldiers Implicated In Al­
leged Plot,” declared: "Notwithstand­
ing the fact that courts martial are 
public trials, the newspapers were giv­
en no notification of this trial until it 
closed. The first news published was 
sent out from the intelligence office 
at Schofield late Friday afternoon, al­
tho Private Crouch was sentenced to 
forty years in prison.

“This news failed to state that 
others had been implicated and that 
the trial of a second man waa to be­
gin Monday. Strong objection was 
raised today to the publication by the 
Star Bulletin of the latter.”

When this dispatch was published, 
the secret trial of Walter Trumbull 
had already been going on two days, 
and all news of the trial was sup­
pressed.

The report goes on to state, “The 
charges against Private Crouch were 
filed March 10. His trial started 
Monday or Tuesday of this week and 
ended Thursday, officials of the army 
intelligence office declaring that they 
’did not pay much attention to it af­
ter completing their part of tbe 
work.’ ”

The above paragraph was In bold 
faced t^pe. The newspapers did not 
then know that Crouch, Trumbull, 
Nadeau, Creque, Ebert, Schwartz and 
Domagalski were arrested on Febru­
ary 19, and held incommunicado since 
that date. ,

The Star Bulletin further complains, 
“The arrest of the enlisted men al­
leged to be implicated in the pIoL the 
filing of the charges against them, 
and their trial was surrounded by se­
crecy by officials of the army intel­
ligence corps at Schofield, who have 
assured the newspapers at various 
times that it was their purpose to as­
sist them in gathering the news ot the 
army here, for the people of Honolulu 
and Hawaii.”

Returned To Fight 

"Jim" Gralton was a member of the 
Iriah-American Labor League of New 
York before the lighting In Ireland 
proved too great an attraction for 
hh* He returned to his native county 
of Letrim to carry a gun against the 

f bla'>* and tans and square things up 
with the landgrabbers. Gralton knew 
that the black and tans were not the 
only enemies of the Irish workers and 
peasants. Acting on this knowledge 
he organised a aociety named after 
the Irish revolutionist James Connolly 
and under his leadership a "Soviet 
Hall" was built In the district Soon
things began to hum.

The sequel to those stirring inci­
dents took place In Dublin last sum­
mer when the landgrabber who was 
dispossessed by the revolutionary 
peasants asked the court aid in hav­
ing his lands returned to him.

Remember 
Latimer’s land is divided and yours wil^ 
be divided when the devil has you. 
Your life or the land.—(Signed) Fair 
Play.”

Escaped In His Shirt.
The landgrabber took no notice of 

this epistle until a bomb sent him out 
thru the window altogether, bnt dress­
ed only In his shirt. Not relishing the 
Idea of being snbjec($l to such thrills 
he finally decided to comply with the 
demands of the peasants’ committee.

The victory of Che Free State forces 
put the landgrabbers in good humor 
again, bnt In Isolated spots the de­
crees of tho Dublin officials do not 
count for much.

BOOTLEC COPS
Higher - Up Politicians 

Escape Punishment
CINCINNATI, Ohio, April 22. — 

Lieut Aubery Houston, commanding 
a relief squad at the fourth district 
police station and brother of Barney 
Houston, chief of the Cincinnati fire 
department, was sentenced to serve 
eighteen months In the federal peni­
tentiary at Atlanta today on the 
charge of accepting money to protect 
bootleggers.

Honston Is the highest ranking of­
ficer of the 48 members of the police 
force who are 'now being sentenced, 
one by one, by United States District 
Judge Smith Hickenlooper. The 
“higher-ups” who directed the bootleg 
gangs and the big politicians involved, 
escaped punishment.

Government investigators declared 
Lieut. Houston had accepted 29,000 
in graft money. Houston who pleaded 
guilty, said this figure was exagger­
ated. Judge Hickenlooper told him 
the amount made no difference. He 
scored Houston for setting a bad 
example to his men.

Detective Got $17,000.
Louis Sunderman, a member of the 

flying squad of detectives, who also 
pleaded guilty received the same 
sentence. It was charged that Sun- 
dennan’s graft amounted to $17,000.

DEKALB, Ill., April 22.—A student 

strike at DeKalb normal school was 
threatened today in an effort to force 
tho faculty to reinstate six students, 
expelled following an automobile par­
ty to Dixon.

FOUND GUILTY 
FOR GARRYINU 

ANTIQUE GUNS
Judge Said Lads Might 

Change Their Minds
•NEW YORK, April 22.—The three 

young Commaniets, members of the 
Young Workers League, Comrades 
Wlnogradoff, Zalon and Diamond, were 
found guilty of having "flrearmi In 
their possession.’’ The learned Judges 
declared that “while it appears that 
the, possession of these guns on this 
occasion was for a lawful purpose, 
still we think the law takes into ac­
count the possibility that on othpr 
occasions men might similarly possess 
guns for lawful purpose and then use 
them for an unlawful purpose.”

This Is the most ridiculous decision. 
Having guns In their possession for 
theatrical purposes indicates that 
these same workers “might use them 
for an unlawful purpose.” Well, the 
actors at the Metropolitan Opera 
House, many of whom are foreigners, 
also use guns In the performances 
before the wealthy clasa of New York, 
but no Judge has yet declared that 
they might be used for an “unlawful 
purpose.”

Class Decision. '
The decision rendered by the three 

august judges of the New York cri­
minal court, is a clear class decision. 
Three young Communists who were to 
participate in the Paris Commune 
pageant and who used obsolete rifles 
that had long lost their power to be 
discharged—as the judges were forced 
to admit — were convicted of a 
“crime.” The law requires that no 
foreigner shall possess a firearm: the 
court declared that using them for 
theatrical purposes Is "possession.”

This decision Is only part of the 
campaign against the foreign-born 
workers In this country—particularly 
if they are radical or revolutionary 
workers. The three lads did not deny 
that they were Communists and mem­
bers of the Young Workers League. 
Hence the capitalist court had an op­
portunity to deal a double blow at 
the foreign-born and the Communists.

Nevertheless, the judges suspended 
sentence — otherwise the situation 
would have been even more ridiculous. 
The Labor Defense Council, New York 
Section, who are conducting the de­
fense, have decided to appeal the case. 
Tho Communists will give,more per­
formances and demand the same right 
to use firearms as the playboys of the 
rich. The Labor Defense Council is 
determined to put the Courts of this 
country again on record as confirming 
that there Is one law for the rich and 
one law for the workers.

Funds will be required for appealing 
the case.

spite Starvation
(Speelal to Tho Dally Worker.)

HALIFAX, Nova Scotia, April 22 — 
Twelve thousand miners of District 
28 U. M. W. of A., locked out by the 
British Empire Steel corporation 
March 13, have not yet returned to 
their slave pens.

Roy Wolvin, president and McLurg, 
vice president of Besco, John Lewis, 
International president, McLeod, Mac- 
Kay, and Hayes, president, secretary 
and International board member, res­
pectively, of tho district, attended the 
conferences extending from April 14th 
to 18th, presided over by Armstrong, 
premier of Nova Scotia in Halifax, v

After four days deliberations the 
conference adjourned without any 
agreement being arrived at.

The rank and file insists on the 1924 
rates. The company insists on a 10 
per cent cut and concessions on the 
part of the men, as far as conditions 
are concerned.

McANDREW’S FAKE 
TEACHER'S SALARY 

BOOST POSTPONED
The board of education at its reg­

ular meeting voted to defer action 
on the teacher’s salary raise recom- 
mended by Superintendent of 
Schools McAndrew until a special 
meeting which tho board called to 
meet next Monday for the purpose.

The board, at yesterday’s meeting 
adopted the budget of 66 million 
dollars to pay for educational ex­
penses In 1925. It was recently dis­
closed that this budget is heavily 
padded.

The salary raise, altho boosting 
the salaries of principals material­
ly, in reality reduces the salaries^ 
the elementary grade teachers, as 
for the first few years they will re­
ceive less than they are now paid, if 
McAndrew’s plan is approved at 
Monday's special meeting.

Standard Oil to Be Tried Here.

States of foreign-born worker* wad 
considered today at a conference of 
state, labor and treasury officials.

The proposals before the confer ease 
would virtually wipe oat Sills Islapd 
as an immigration station and weald 
erect extraordinary safeguards against 
the admission of "undesirable" aliens.

\ To Watch Japanese
The conference considered plans (or 

the establishment of an immigration y 
inspection service in all American 
consulates abroad, tha aseigment of 
Immigration and medical inspectors to 
all ^rans-AUantlc liners anil the tight­
ening up of the vise regulations, par­
ticularly In regard to students. It Is 
under this designation that many Jap? 
anese are admitted po the United k 
States.

The various government agencies 
represented at the conference were 
urged to apply "more strictly" all lawd 
relating to admission of aliens ad 
“non-emigrant" visitors. This stricter 
enforcement would be extended too to 
aliens claiming the student status.

The conference, held in the 0009 of 
Secretary of Labor Davis, was attended 
by Davis, and assistant secretaries 
Henning and White, ecmmisslooer 
general of Immigration, Husband, a* 
•letant secretary of state, Carr, several 
state department attaches and Bnr- 
geon General Cummings, representing 
the public health service.

Spies on Ocean Liners.

having Immigrant Inspectors and med­
ical examiners on vessels from for­
eign ports to ports in this country 
conducting examination of aliens 
aboard the vessels daring the voyage.

leadership has failed to teach labor 
the necessity of unity sgainst this 
menace to Its welfare.

The literature Issued by the W. E. 
B. tends both in point of view and 
selection of subject to support the 
program of feeble reformism end col­
laboration with the employers under 
the guise of impartiality. It in many 
eases assumes e definitely capitalist 
viewpoint.

Reactionary Leadership of W. E. B.
This policy of education is pursued 

by the W. E. B, today, because its 
leadership is in the hands of the most 
reactionary group of the labor move­
ment of this country, who pursue in 
the field of education the same path 

/that they have taken in the field of 
trade unionism. On the trade union 
field the Matthew Wolls. Perkinses, 
Greens, follow the reactionary policy 
of Gompers, eschew any militant class 
policy and help the capitalists to 
chain labor firmly to the wheels of 
exploitation. These reactionary offi­
cials have entered th^ field of edu- 

' cation with the sole purpose of snuf­
fing out any spark of class conscious­
ness which the growing oppression of 
the present system makes inevitable 
and thus they make of workers' edu­
cation a Spiritual bulwark of capital­
ist reaction as well as an adjunct to 
maintain their policy of rule or ruin 
In the trade onion.

These labor bureaucrats have enter­
ed Into the agreement to sponsor the 
W. E. B. at the price of the complete 
subjection of the W. E. B. to their re­
actionary policies. These officials saw 
that the existence of an organized 
workers’ educational movement might 
lead to the dissemination of ideas 
more in harmony with the interests 
of the working class; that It might 
furthermore lead to-tlpe creation of 
sf groups of trained workers who chal- 
Wuee their stagnant and oppressive 
leadership in the labor movement and 
they made speed to get this movement 
safely Into their hands.

Poliey of Exclusion.
In the course of the establishment 

of their control the bureaucratic offl- 
oials excluded such large bodies of 
tabor as the Amalgamated Clothing 
Workers. They eliminated the mildly 
radical Rand school. They denied the 
affiliation to the militant Workers’ 
Educational Association of Detroit 

to the Boston School of Social

Science and upon the eve of the con­
vention, refused affiliation to the 
Workers’ School which for the past 
two years has been conducting a true 
working class education with a stu­
dent body numbering several hundred.

In its efforts to make the W. E. B. 
aboslutely air tight against any ideas 
of real working class struggle, it is

will proceed to complete elimination 
of all forces In any leading capacity 
who are not part of the official A. 
P. of L. bureaucratic machine.

Tho prating of freedom of thought 
these reactionaries will go even fur­
ther and will apply their policy of 
elimination even to the student body 
in the exclusion of students from the 
schools who show the least signs of 
militancy, following out in education 
that policy of expulsion that they 
have applied to the most active and 
devoted trade union members.

Ths Bankruptcy of Socialists and 
Liberals.

The Workers Party must also call 
to the attention of the workers to 
other groups participating in some 
position of leadership whose policies 
have contributed to the false pro­
gram of education conducted by the 
W. E. B. to date. These groups con­
sist of liberals, socialists and Intel­
lectuals. As a whole these groups 
have uncritically accepted the policies 
and leadership of the reactionaries.

The socialists have abandoned en­

tirely their original socialist position 
on workers* education, as education 
for the class struggle which even their 
European comrades still cling to verb­
ally and have passed over entirely in­
to the camp of yellow labor leaders or 
the futile bourgeois phrasemongers. 
They are ready to accept any program 
of workers’ education provided it does 
not lead to the promotion of more 
aggressive class struggle.

Tho liberals and reformers, irre­
spective of their protestations of free­
dom of thought, etc., serve as a help­
ing mate to the reactionary leaders 
and themselves disseminate an ideol­
ogy which serves for the perpetuation 
of the oppressive capitalist system. 
Among the intellectuals there are 
some who realize full well the hope­
less future of the workers’ education 
in the hands of the present reaction­
ary leadership, but these take no steps 
whatever to combat the false policies 
of such leadership.

These intellectuals who have In 
many cases entered into labor educa­
tion in order to avoid open spiritual 
degradation, which capitalist policies 
demand of them in the capitalist edu­
cational institutions, but they are In­
stead falling Into the position of spir­
itual servants to "these yellow labor 
leaders.

These intellectuals who have every 
Interest in common with the rank and 
file of the workers in the labor move­
ment, instead of allying themselves 
with the workers in the class strug­
gles and making a clean breach with

capitalist and semi-capitalist ideology 
and education, have become the allies 
to the labor bureaucrats and are 
working against the real Interests of 
the workers.

Position of the Workers Party.

MOSCOW, April 23.—Since the ad­
journment of the session of the cen­
tral executive committee of tho U. 8. 
S. R., recently held at Tlflls, Kal­
inin, president of the C. E. C. of the 
U. S. S. R., has been touring different 
regions of Georgia, visiting numerous 
towns and villages, in particular some 
of the vllages where farmers had tak­
en part in the menshevlst rising of 
August last

In conversation with a Rosta cor- 
rsepobdent, Kalinin, while on his 
way back to Moscow, remarked that 
he believed the government of the 
Soviet Soclslist Republic of Georgia 
had. up to quite recently, paid too lit­
tle consideration to the initiative of 
the broad circles of the Caucasian' 
peasantry, who, stressed the president 
of the executive, ought to come in for 
a much larger part in the work of 
local administration.

Then, he said, the authorities must 
be more careful in regard to the ques­
tion of religion. His profound im­
pression. however, was—Kalinin 
concluded—that the present mood and 
sentiments of tho Georgian rural pop­
ulation contained all the necessary 
premises for a successful economic 
and cultural development.

After visiting Soviet Armenia, Dag­
estan, North Caucasus and also the 
oil works of Grozny, the members of 
the government and of the local cen­
tral executive committee of the Union 
Journeyed to Moscow via tho Ukrain­
ian Soviet Republic.

Perhaps this Is a nice way 
to break the Ice. However, Hoover’s 
protestations of innocence concerning 
bis "workers” will be taken with a 
grain of salt by those who remember 
the boasts of his agent Gregory, who 
claims that the Soviet government 
of Hungary was overthrown by fbls 
very same Hoover by means of hie re­
lief organisation.
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The Workers Party calls upon every 

honest worker interested in real work­
ing class education to adopt an ag­
gressive militant policy. It calls upon 
all those who realize the necessity of 
uniting labor for more effective strug­
gle against domination to organize 
against the present stagnant leader­
ship. and unite with the Workers 
Party for real working class educa­
tion.

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Danish Unions Ready 
for Transport Strike 
to Combat Lockout
(Special to The Dally Worker)

COPENHAGEN, Denmark, April 22. 
—Labor conflicts in Denmark are be­
coming serious. The negotiations be­
gun before Easter ended Sunday with 
the refusal of the unskilled laborers 
to accept the findings of the govern­
ment arbitrators. This means that 
the organization of employers who 
postponed several lockouts in other 
trades will now make those lockouts 
effective.

The union of unskilled workers 
threatens to carry out several serious 
strikes. It ^connected with both the 
Scandinavian Transport Union and 
the International Union of Unskilled 
Labor In Amsterdam.

The Danish union will ask for the 
support of these organizations and It 
is probable that henceforth Danish 
ships will be boycotted in foreign har­
bors. Such a situation would paralyze 
Danish exports Co England.

The Scandinavian Transport Union 
is to hold a meeting this week In 
Copenhagen at which the future ac­
tion will be decided.

Soviets Study Sakhalien.
HABOROVSK. April 22—The Asso­

ciation for Oriental Studies has charg­
ed the member of the Far-Eastern 
section of the association, who has 
left for Northern Sagbalien, to organ­
ize a Saghalien branch of the assoc­
iation.

The 
Chicago league leads the whole coun­
try in the sub campaign, some 120 
subs have already been turned In, 
literature sales have increased consi­
derably since the Young Worker Is 
coming out weekly, all of the copies are 
now being sold and a greater percent- 
agu is being sold at the shops than 
ever before.

A quiet, slow but definite growth 
and proletarianization of the league can 
tye noticed. HaK of the executive 
committee are already workers from 
the shops and stores, the same with 
an even greater percentage of shop 
workers In the city central and all 
leading committees of the Chicago 

i league.
There are possibilities of immediate 

organization of nuclei in IS large Chi­
cago shops where two or more league 
comrades are working.

City executive members and other 
active and responsible comrades have 
been assigned to each nucleus to of­
ficially establish them, to arrange for 
a definite meeting time and place and 
to lay out a plan of activity for each.

The make up of our membership at 
the present time is indeed very en­
couraging with approximately 20 per 
cent engaged in the clothing indus­
try, 32 per cent in mail order houses 
and department stores, etc. This large 
percentage is due to the campaigns 
carried on in this industry. The re­
mainder is divided almost equally 
among metal trades, building trades, 
leather workers, food workers, print­
ing trade workers. Unemployed form 
a very small percentage and only 8 
per cent are students.

With the organisation of working 
area branches covering territories of 
Pullman and South Chicago and with 
the establishment of two nuclei in this 
territory, and with the campaign 
which la being contemplated by the 
city executive in the heavier Industry, 
the percentage of members in the 
heavy Industry will be considerably 
higher.

The branch committees wore trged 
to pay more attention to the organiza­
tion of all possible nuclei within their 
territory, so that as quickly as pos­
sible. the working area branches may 
cease to exist and nuclei branches 
take their place.

On the trade union economic activ­
ity. Comrade Harvey reported of hold­
ing two industry group meetings thus 
far. one of mail order house aad 
department store workers and an­
other in the clothing trades. Commit­
tee was elected to supervise the 
work of the branches In the mail order
houses and department store* to see

that the branches .keep op the cam­
paign, retain all the connections until 
the situation is more favorable to con­
duct a city wide campaign which will 
be started about June 1 and will lead 
up to a conference of all workers 
employed in this Industry,

In the clothing workers captains 
were elected for two Amalgamated 
local*, one international and mllinery 
workers and instructed to Immediate­
ly call a meeting of all members in 
those local's, organize them into frac­
tion* and lay out a plan of work for 
them. Specific youth demands are be­
ing worked out for the industry and 
thru the fractions the comrades will 
conduct a real fight for these issues.

Comrade Mass reported on our work 
among the Negroes. Definite plans for 
work among the Negroes yduth, elec­
tion of a committee to take charge of 
the work in Chicago and activity for 
every branch in this phase of our 
work will be discussed more thorough­
ly at the city central committee of the 
league which meets today.

On the antl-milltarlst activity a 
committee is being proposed to the 
city central committee to take charge 
of this work and a mass meeting1 
scheduled on anti-militarism, covering 
also the recent Hawaiian affair.

Work among the Juniors and our

Huge Profits Are Held 
in Reserve

SEATTLE. Waah., April 16.—(By 
Mail).—A debate on the subject, “Re­
solved that the program and tactics 
of the Communist Party proved the 
best means for social progress in 
America," was held in the Labor 
Temple under the auspices of the La­
bor College.

The $715,000,000 undivided surplus 
profits of the United States Steel cor­
poration will not bo d^awn on as dlv- 
dends to stockholders, Elbert H. Gary 
told the annual meeting of the cor­
poration here yesterday.

"W© increased the dividend by the 
payment of extras, so that if con­
tinued without interruption it would 
amount to a rate-of 7 per cent 
year," Gary told the stockholders. 
"Since the war, competition in the 
United States has been increasing, 
and wl^lle I will not say it has been 
desperate,' It has been decidedly 
strenuous.

"With new firms well equipped fl 
nancially entering the business, the 
United States Steel corporation is 
holding large depreciation reserves to 
meet this competition, as it has al­
ways been ready to meet rivalry In 
this or any other country.”

The large reserve Is to be used to 
freeze out competition by means of 
temporary price cutting, monopoly of 
raw material, and other means which 
are at the disposal of the steel trust. 
The Independent steel firms are 
usually Quickly annexed to the trust.

Hall That Saw Hitler 
Beer Barrel Revolt, 
Hears Thaelmann Talk

By CARL BRANNIN.

MUNICH. Germany—(FP)—In the 
same enormous beer ball here where 
the Hitler-Ludendorff putsch was 
launched and as quickly squelced 
nearly two years ago, E. Thaelmann. 
Communist member of the reichstag, 
spoke on behalf of his candidacy (or 
the presidency of Germany. More 
than 1,000 working men and women 
came to hear an exposition ot the 
Communist program.

Thaelmann, a sturdy working man 
above average height, began by a re­
cital of the massacre of nine Com­
munists at the Halle meeting. The 
speaker also told ot the arrest of him­
self and 44 other Communists In a 
conference near Stuttgart. All were 
released except two citizens of Ba­
varia held on a charge of "attempted 
high treason."

In discussing the Dawes reparations 
plan Thaelmann reminded bis hearers 
that all the loans from American 
financiers would have to be repaid. 
The speaker appealed to his hearers 
to vote the Communist ticket as a 
symbol of ‘the coming dictatorship of 
the 90 per cent workers and peasants 
over the 10 per cent of parasites.

Thaelmann is 38 and belongs to the 
Transport Workers’ Federation of 
Ifunburg. The Catholic politician 
Wilhelm Marx and the aged von Hin- 
denburg are the principal contenders 
in tho election April 26,

Imperialist Puppets 
of Guatemala Want 

To Kill Organizers

(Special to The Dally Worker.)
MEXICO CITY, April 22.—Labor 

leaders sent from Mexico to Guate­
mala for the purpose of organizing 
labor unions have been denied ad­
mission by the Guatemalan authori­
ties. according to information.

BIG N. Y. THRONG 
FIGHTS RELIGION 
IN THE SCHOOLS

Protest Imprisonment of 
Soldiers in Hawaii

NEW YORK. April 22.—One of the 
most enthusiastic meetings ever held 
here by the militant workers was the 
meeting held Friday, April 17, at Stuy- 
vesant Casino, called to protest 
against the introduction ot religious 
training in the schools and against 
the imprisonment of the members of 
the United States army stationed at 
Honolulu for the only reason that they 
are Communlfts, and for the further 
crime that they tried to organiz* the 
natives of Hawaii. The meeting con­
sisted of 90 per cent young workers 
and children of school age.

The meeting was opened with tho 
singing of the International, a mem­
ber of the Junior section providing 
the music. Then the chairman, Com­
rade Jack Statchei, tho district organ­
izer of the Young Workers League of 
District 2, stated the purpose of the 
meeting and introduced Comrade Her­
bert Zam as the first speaker. Com­
rade Zam pointed out that out of 
1,000,000 school children in this city 
260,000 attend parochial schools where 
religious instruction Is part of the 
curriculum, and about 60,000 more at­
tend Sunday schools. He pointed out 
that not only must we fight against re­
ligious instruction in the schools, but 
also the religious propaganda that Is 
being spread thru dabs, movies, etc. 
Then Comrade Motel Gertner spoke in 
Jewish- He gave a brief history of re­
ligion- and how it was used "by every 
ruling class to keep the opressed in 
enslavement.

Great applause greeted the appear­
ance of Morris Spector, city organ!rer 
of the Junior section. He began with 
a description of how religion Is actu­
ally being taught in the schools. In 
the assemblies the reading of the blbie 
is universal. The children are given 
the choice of going to some religious 
school or to stay in the public school 
and perform the most arduous and un­
pleasant tasks. In many of the other 
schools religious training is given 
directly in the class rooms. He con­
cluded by an appeal to the workers 
present to Join the Workers Party, the 
Young Workers League and send their 
children to the Junior section.

Comrade Darcy spoke at length 
about the ‘Hawaiian Communists who 
were given terms of imprisonment. 
Already we see that In the army, the 
very heart of capitalism, soldiers are 
organizing under the leadership of the 
Communist International and are or­
ganizing the natives against American 
and world imperialism. This, he said, 
is a happy moment in the history of 
our ibovement. Everywhere the work­
ers are organizing under the banner 
of the Communist International and 
will overthrow the capitalist system 
and in its place erect a Communist 
order of society.

A resolution pledging a fight against 
religious training in the schools, and 
another resolution demanding the im­
mediate release of Comrades Crouch. 
Trumbull and the other six Indicted 
Communist of the U. S army station­
ed in Hawaii was adopted unanimous­
ly.

Court Approves 8hlo Graft.

WASHINGTON. D. C., April 22— 
The sale of the five government 
steamship lines to the Robert Dollar 
Steamship company for five million 
dollars, twenty-five million dollars 
less than their actual cost, was ap­
proval by the District of Columbia 
supreme court. Judge William Hitz 
dismissed the complaint on which the 
Pacific Mall, a rival company, had 
been granted a temporary restraining 
order preventing the sale by the ship­
ping board.

In another case an oflleer and a 
sergeant of the frontier guard have 
maltreated the teacher BegansU and 
his sister^ The teacher was nTimptofis 
ly undressed end beaten with In* 
sticks. His sister was tortured In a 
terrible fashion. Pins were pat under 
her nails In order to fores her to 
make false confessions. Despite these 
tortures Begsnskl refused to sign tho 
minutes. .The sergeant finally drag­
ged tha only half-conscious teacher 
to the table and lad his hand, Una 
forcing him to write down hto 
tore, but btill against his will.

In thslr motion the White 
fraction demand the Immediate ap­
pointment of a comxnlsetoa ef terns'* 
tigation for the maltreatment ef the 
peasants is the Polish White 
and they demand from the 
ment measures which win make 
tortures Impossible In future.

Your Union Meeting
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The New Code—“Guilty Until 
Proven Innocent”

I
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The deportation proceedings in New York against 
Emanuel Vajtauer, Czecho-Slovakian worker, have 
revealed the fact that under the immigration law 
of 1924 there is no such presumption of innocence 
of the accused as is found in other statutes based 
on the established legal code.

In other words the btlrden of proof rests on the 
accused. The defendant is presumed to have en­
tered the country illegally, or to have violated the 
immigration law in some other manner until he 
can prove otherwise.

This complete reversal of the very foundation 
of criminal processes in all Anglo-Saxon countries 
will doubtless astonish many well-meaning people 
who believe all the bunk about the impartiality of 
laws and courts that they read in the school books 
and the.capitalist press. It is a cold fact, how­
ever, established by the decision of Judge Hand 
in ruling on an application for habeas corpus in 
the Vajtauer case, that in its war on the foreign- 
born uforkers, the capitalist government of the 
I/nited States has abolished the right of trial by 
jury and placed every foreign-born worker at the 
mercy of the spies and stoolpigeons which infest 
the ranks of the workers and particularly the labor 
onions.

The New York Times states that a member of a 
onion furnished the government with the informa­
tion resulting in his arrest. If this is true it shows 
that just as during the war period, the membership 
Of the trade union is being debauched and turned 
into spies and informers.

The purposes of such laws is to divide the labor 
movement—to create suspicion and dissension 
among and between the native-born and foreign- 
born workers. No one profits from this except the 
capitalists and it is enlightening to note^that the 
loudest shooter for drastic regulation and registra­
tion of foreign born workers is James J. Davis, the 
steel trust tool who is secretary of labor in the 
Coolidge cabinet.

The Communists suffer most from these excep­
tional laws at present, but it is the labor move­
ment against which they are defected and which 
they arc designed to cripple by cowing the most 
militant of its members—the forcign-bori workers.

The New French Cabinet
The French cabinet received a vote of confidence, 

216 to 36, but the real weakness of the new com­
bination was revealed best by the fact that Marcel 
Cachin, Communist deputy, attacked the^govern- 
ment in the longest speech ever delivered in the 
chamber while the other parliamentary blocs re­
mained silent. e

Painleve, in his opening speech, showed that the 
new cabinet is a creature of the bankers and this 
point was emphasized by Cachin. Painleve clings 
to the old demand for a security pact from which 
Germany will be excluded and thus continues the 
couflict with Great Britain, altho he admitted that 
the probability of substantial reparation payments 
was becoming dimmer.

The Communists are preparing huge demonstra 
tions -for amnesty for political prisoners all over 
France and the government is in a delicate posi­
tion as a result of Caillaux’s elevation to the post 
of finance minister after having been convicted of 
treason and amnestied.

The deportation of immigrants and the war on 
foreign-born workers, including Roy, leader of the 
Communist Party of India, upon whose head the 
British government set a price, is also being made 
an issue by the Communists. There are some 
800,000 foreign-born workers in France, many of 
them refugees from the fascist terror, and the right 
of political asylum has been denied them. The 
Painleve cabinet is not in a position to stand much 
criticism on thn* score and the Communists 
know it.

The cabinet is called upon to raise funds to 
liquidate $1,000,000,000 worth of short-term notes, 
which fall due this year, and any disturbance of 
the population will most certainly prevent this.

The reception of the new government by the 
chamber and the press do indicate a very long life 
for it.

The growth of company unions is one of the 
dangers* that confronts the labor movement, but 
safe and sane labor leaders deal with the problem 
by closing their eyes to it

In interview' after interview which they give on 
the subject they declare either that company 
unions do not exist, that they are but a passing 
phase of the period, or that they are no menace to 
organized labor.

It is wrong to say that all the labor leaders close 
their eyes to fliis problem for many of them, like 
“B. and O. Bill” Johnston of the International As­
sociation of Machinists, are the most active work­
ers for the company union plan.

Latest figures show that 1,177,000 workers are 
now’ organized in company unions—organized, 
that is, for the boss. This is about a third of the 
present membership of the American Federation 
of Labor and shows the strides made by these 
openly capitalist-controlled bodies. In the United 
States these unions occupy about the same place in 
the social structure as.the Christian unions of 
Europe. They not only make militant organiza­
tion difficult in the industries in which they are 
formed, but they also are a reserve army that can 
be shifted around and used as strikebreakers.

The spread of these company unions is due to 
the lack of interest in organization work displayed 
by labor offlcialdom.vTo say that the great bulk 
of the American workers are unorganizable is to 
admit that we must surrender to American cap­
italism.

The labor officialdom takes this viewpoint, It 
furnishes them with an excuse for adventures in 
financial enterprises like banking and insurance 
schemes, it gives them a sort of protective color­
ing and they can pose as saviors of the working 
class whom the ignorant mass will not recognize. 
But whenever the resistance of the labor official­
dom to systematic organization campaigns like 
that in the steel industry has been broken down 
to some extent, the unorganized workers have 
responded. »

The truth of the matter is (hat the labor bureau­
cracy in this country wants no more organization 
of the workers. It has enough to furnish' huge 
salaries and to finance profit-making schemes that 
bring in added returns. It sees in the rise of the 
company unions the working out on the industrial 
field of its class peace schemes in banking, etc.

Tin* labor bureaucrats have quit fighting the 
bosses with whom the fakers are on good terms.

There is no other possible explanation for the 
speeches and articles clamoring for industrial 
peace that emanate from high officials and the of­
ficial journals of the labor movement.

The organized workers are to be sold out to the 
capitalists after being lulled to sleep by talk of 
industrial peace.

To expose this conspiracy is the urgent duty of 
the left wdng of the labor movement and more and 
more proof of the nature of the plot is disclosed 
every day, ranging from the united front of the 
miners’ union officials with the coal operators to 
that of Hillman and Levin with the terroristic 
government of Poland.

MOSCOW, April 2^-(By Mall)—

ON April 2nd, the Agitprop confer­
ence was opened In the Kremlin. 

Comrades Trelnt (France). Wlnterlch 
(Germany), and Bell (England) were 
elected Into the presidium. Almost 
all sections of the Comintern were 
present.

The conference began with a short 
report by Comrade Bela Kun. Ho 
touches upon the need to bolsherlze 
the Communist mass parties, the time 
has arrived when every party must 
place on the agenda the question of 
Marxist-Leninlst education.

This conference should answer two 
questions; firstly—what the content 
of our propaganda should be. and sec­
ondly—what the organizational forms 
of our educational work should be. 
Leninism must not remain the mono­
polistic property of 'the leaders; It 
must become the common property of 
membership masses, and the mem­
bers must be developed Into real mem­
bers of the Communist party. The 
main task is to establish elementary 
party schools for the education of the 
membership.

The second task Is, to develope a 
competent party cadre for the pur­
pose of establishing central party 
schools.

German Government Aids Zankov
The German government comes to the support 

of the bloody Zankov regime of Bulgaria by ar­
resting 38 Bulgarian students in Berlin, charged 
with conspiracy in the uprising. The students have 
been given the third degree and all the documents 
found are to be turned over to the Bulgarian gov­
ernment.

If any country in the world should be willing 
to give asylum to refugees from terror governments 
it should l*e Germany. The allied governments 
that now back the murderous Bulgarian govern­
ment in its war of extermination against the work­
ers and peasants blockaded Germany and starved 
thousands of people to death—children for the 
most part.

The German government calls itself republican, 
a popular government, but its latest action shows 
it to be merely a tool in the hands of international 
counter-revolution. The insincerity of the protests 
against the international organization of w'orkers 
under the leadership of the Communist Interna 
fional is evident when we see every-capitalist gov­
ernment acting in concert and particularly when 
such action is in sypport of a government based 
on mass slaughter of the workers and peasants—a 
slaughter so merciless that even the capitalist press 
is sickened and at which the professional soldiery 
revolt

Denmark’s General Strike
The lockout in Denmark has developed into a 

strike affecting 200.000 workers.
In Denmark there are 240,000 organized work­

ers so the strike is evidently a national one.
We have commented before on the comparatively 

peaceful development of the class struggle in Den­
mark due to the lack of heavy industry producing 
more than the domestic needs, but the general 
strike shows that, as in all the European nations, 
the struggle is being sharpened and ever wider 
masses of the workers brought into the fight for 
the maintenance of living standards.

Nothing could show better the increasing in­
tensity of class antagonisms in this period than this 
general strike in a nation whose principal exports 
are butter, cheese and other dairy products.

Len Small Backs Insull 
Trolley Steal

SPRINGFIELD. 111., April 22.—The 
"terminable permit" bill now before 
the Illinois legislature, which was In­
troduced Into the senate by Richard 
Barr, lieutenant of Governor Small.and 
which has the backing of Governor 
Small’s delegation, was written by J. 
R. Blackball of Joliet, general man­
ager of the Chicago and Joliet elec­
tric company, president of the Joliet 
chamber of commerce, and chairman 
of the joint committee of the three 
Illinois public utilities associations.

Insull Prompted Bill

The "joint public policy commit­
tee", of which Blackball is chairman, 
is composed of representatives of the 
Illinois Gas association. Illinois Elec­
tric association, and Illinois Electric 
Railway association. These three as­
sociations are controlled by Samuel 
Insull. the open shop public utilities 
magnate, and comprise practically 
every gas, electric, and electric rail­
way company in Illinois and neigh­
boring sta'.es. On the "Joint commit­
tee" are Britton I. Budd, and G. A. 
Richardson, employes and close as­
sociates of Insull.

“Blackball has been a friend of mine 
for years.” Senator Barr admitted. I 
went over the bill as Blackball gave it 
to me and I agreed to present it.”

Bankers Influence Legislator* Y

The law which took from Chicago 
the sole power to give franchise as 
vested the power in a state commerce 
commission was signed by Jormer 
governor Edward F. Dihine. in 1913. 
Governor Dunne who was against the 
Dever traction ordinance which was 
defeated this month, himself signed 
the bill which allowed the Barr bill 
to be presented to the senate.

Both the Dever traction ordinance 
and the Barr bill give the public util­
ities corporations a perpetual fran­
chise, and they were in favor of both 
measures. The Barr bill allows these 
corporations to extend • their fran­
chises to any street, at will.

Millions Lost in Stores Fraud 

NEW YORK. April *2.—The Feder­
ated Food Stores company of chain 
groceries has been declared bankrupt 
in an inv-duntLry petition filed In 
federal court In Brooklyn. It 1s char­
ged that the company defrauded In­
vestors out of over a million dollars, 
and made huge loans on fictitious 
securities.

The liabilities of the corporation, 
which, operated 200 stores, were 
placed at four million dollars.

The 
overthrow of the Hungarian Soviet 
Republic was predetermined by the 
absence of a Communist Party as we 
understand It now; also by the world 
situation and by the strategic posi­
tion.

But the main cause of the over­
throw of the Soviet government was 
the role played by the peasantry. The 
Hungarian Soviet government had 
turned the large estates Into agricul­
tural productive co-operatives. The 
land proletariat therefore felt no real 
change. In the Red army the demand 
for land distribution became loud.

The speaker is convinced that 
had the Soviet dictatorship continued 
to exist, it would have been com­
pelled to distribute the land. The 
opinion of some comrades, that the 
slogan "Workers’ and peasants’ gov­
ernment” Is applied to agricultural 
countries only is false. The Hunga­
rian social democracy has opposed the 
workers to the peasantry.

The Communists must promote the 
alliance of workers and peasants,, 
otherwise be threatened by great 
dangers.

VARGA: Does not agree with Com­
rade Bucbarin’s statement that no 

peasant parties should be formed. The 
speaker favors the formation of peas­
ant parties under the leadership of 
the Communists. Peasant leagues are 
not analagous with trada unions, since 
they conduct a direct ti^t against the 

state In questions of taxation, etc.

POWERS (America): Tho Amer­
ican farmer has become a universal 
figure. America is no only the largest 
Industrial country, but the largest 
agricultural countr/ aa well. The de­
vastation caused by the American 
agricultural crisis can hardly be 
Imagined. One fourth of the farmers 
have been rained. The proletarianiza­
tion of the Indebted and bankrupt 
farmers Is progressing very rapidly. 
The proletarlanlzed farmers are 
streaming Into the industrial towns, 
thereby changing the whole outlook 
of the American proletariat It Is one 
of the main tasks of the American 
Communist Party to continue the 
work among tho farmers. Unfortun­
ately the party has not, in the year, 
just past, worked as intensively among 
the farmers as Ip 1923, when we at­
tained considera'ble success among 
the farmer masses. The party must 
correct this deficiency as soon as pos­
sible.

BRUNEVITCH (Poland) emphasis#* 
the preponderance of agrarian po-

OBNER (Czecho-Slovakla): Des­
cribes the frightful condition of 

the peasantry in Carpatho-Russla. 
where a /few big landowners and a 
handfull of Jews own three-foprths of 
the land, whereas the peasants own 
one one-fourth.

MESTCHERIAKOV (C.P.R.): Calls 
the attention of the parties to the 
methods of work among the peas­
antry.

GRIECO (Italy): Describes the dif­
ficulties of emigration after the war. 
The return of the city proletariat to 
the land has intensified the agrarian 
crisis. This explains the creation of 
an Independent peasants’ party "Po- 
polarl,” after the war. This party Is 
however dominated by the large land- 
owners.

The Italian socialist party did not 
understand the agrarian question, and 
was unable to co-ordinate the occupa­
tion of the factories by the proletariat 
with the occupation of he land by 
the land workers.

Fascism has nol solved the agrarian 
problem. The speaker describes In 
detail the present activities of the 
party, the formation of workers’ and 
peasants' committees, and expresses 
his belief that the agrarian problems 
in Italy can be solved only by the re­
volution.

pnlatlon in Poland, and describes the 
misery of the peasantry, the prevail­
ing poverty, the heavy tax burden, the 
economic crisis, unemployment, and

mands, has a looser organizational f 
form, permits the activities of differ­
ent parties, and requires less din, 
clpllne. ■„

The peasant league enables us to 
reach greater masses than the politic­
al party. The small party organisa­
tions of the peasantry cannot dlsplMS' 
the mass organisations. * •

POLEMIZING against MesteherlS- 
kov, the speaker states that the 

agricultural workers’ unions fhay join 
the peasant organizations. The bour­
geoisie has demonstrated its ahQlijr 
to bring peasants and;landowners to­
gether. This we mast also learn.

Polemizing against Varga’s foreword 
to "Data on tho Agrarian Question,", 
the speaker points to two, dangers:

From all indications and from re­
ports in the press it seems the gov­
ernor .is planning to pass the buck 
to Mayor Hylan by vetoing the Ricca 
teachers’ salary bill. Whatever reas­
ons he may give, such a move can 
not help being interpreted as a direct 
response to the powerful propaganda 
of the realty associations thru their 
attorneys and press agents.

The teachers’ maintain that they 
expect the governor to reach a deci­
sion on the case “solely on the basis 
of the needs of our public schools and 
the economic needs of the teachers" 
and they say the signature to the 
Ricca bill will b« the strongest proof 
thereof.
