Socialist Imperialist

Demagogy
The national council of the French “socialist” party, in rejecting

I the offer of Edouard *Daladier, leader of the “radical socialists” (the
name has nothing to do with socialism in either case) for equal repre-
sentation in a coalition cabinet, rebuked the parliamentary group for
tentatively accepting the offer and announced that they “would not
walk with MacDonald.”

By this, one might think that, among :,he parties of the Second
International, at least the French have left a remnant of class honesty.
This is just what the French socialist party wants French workers to
think. But it is altogether untrue. This pose of virgin purity is much
too awkward to be convincing; and firstly, what does this mean, that
the “socialists” of France are denouncing the “socialists” of England ?

Do Blum and Boncour denounce MacDonald and Snowden for foresak-
ing socialism and becoming the capitalists’ hangmen in fighting against
the working class? Not at all! MacDonald and Snowden are given
this left-handed slap because Snowden fought against French imper-
ialist interests at the Hague and for British imperialist interests, and
for numerous other attacks on the continental ambitions of imperialist
France for imperialist Britain.

It being thus understood that it is an imperialist objection to im-
perialist actions for which French “socialists” are denouncing British
“socialists,” let us see if the French “socialists” themselves have clean
hands. Albert Thomas, the “greatest of French socialists,” does he not
collaborate with imperialism in the League of Nations as head of its
“Labor” Office? Has not Paul Boncour held a ministerial post in a
coalition cabinet with French capitalist parties? Dii not the whole
French “socialist” party enter head over heels into war in collaboration
with French imperialism? Are they net now, even more cleverly than
in 1914, supporting the capitalist war preparations—especially against
the Union of Socialist Soviet Republics? We have heard no recantation
of all this, and the coalition policy is still a policy of the French “so-
cialists.” So it is not that which is the basis of the dig at MacDonald.

Again, the French “socialists” have aided French capitalism to
suppress strike after strike, to break the unions of the railroad and
postal workers for example. So it is not for MacDonald’s government
betrayal of the Lancashire textile strikers and the coal miners that the
French “socialists” reprove British “socialists.” And with their whole-
hearted support’of French imperialist massacres in Syria and Morocco,
it cannot be that French “socialists” object to MacDonald and Sidney
Webb spilling Arabian blood or imprisoning Indian trade unionists who
fight for independence or for imperialist subjection of Egypt.

The real reason that Leon Blum will just now “not walk with Mac-
Donald” is that, at this moment, he has not the chance MacDonald had,
who at least is King George’s prime minister, while the French “so-
cialists” were offered mere subordinate posts under Daladier. And why
were they offered only a second rate position? Because the situation
of French capitalism is not yet so critical as that of British capitalism.
And Leon Blum is merely awaiting the deepening of the crisis—and he
will not have to wait so very long—when he, too, will “walk with
MacDonald.”

Horthy and Hoover, Fascists

Reports from Budapest Tuesday state that Comrade Loewi is dead
in the dungeons of Hungarian fascism after five days of hunger strike,
there being a hunger strike of hundreds of political prisoners, Commu-
nists and other revolutionary workers and peasants against the un-
bearable prison conditions.

These victims are sentenced for life terms. Yet the only crime
they committed was to organize the Hungarian toilers against the
bloody fascist regime of Bethlen and Horthy.

After ten years of the Horthy-Bethlen rule, hundreds of thousands
axe unemployed. And those who work get such miserable wages that
their only food is bread and potatoes. The wives of workers must not
only sell their labor power, but to keep their families alive, lxiust sell
their bodies. The agricultural workers are even worse off; underfed,
garbed in rags, thousands of them are living in caves like beasts. There
is no country in Europe where the death rate is so high as Hungary.
There is no other counti'y where the number of suicides is so high as
in the land of Horthy.

This bloody fascist regime of bankers and landowners ruthlessly
crushes all attempts of the workers and peasants to better their con
dition. And the fascist Bethlen-Horthy regime finds a willing ally in
the Hungarian social “democi-atic” party, the party of social fascism,

which has acted for years as police spies, turning over for death and
prison the best and most courageous fighters of the Hungarian pvole-
tariat. Only recently Prime Minister Bethlen called back some of these
gentlemen from abroad in order that they might serve as exhibits for
his claim of “democracy” in Hungary.

But these social-fascist leaders, who with mock “bravery’* cast
paper “demands” at the head of the government to mislead the masses,
are those responsible for the death of Comrade Loewi, for the prisons
packed with hundreds of Hungary’s finest fighters. And these social
“democratic” fascists support the Horthy terror and aid the war prepa-
rations against the Soviet Union.

The hundreds of workers, peasants and intellectuals, the Rakosis,
the Szantos and the rest, suffering unspeakable conditions in Ilorthy’s
prisons, went on a hunger strike to call the attention of the world prole-
tariat, not only to their sufferings, but to the mass misery of the Hun-
garian toilers. For in spite of all the regime of murder and terror, the
whole counter-revolutionary structure is shaking.

The economic situation is such that workers are massing under the
Communist Party for final struggle. It is precisely because of this
rising movement that Bethlen calls in the social fascists to serve as an
“opposition” to attract the masses only to disrupt their fighting front.
They are to play the same role as the Muellers in Germany, the Mac-
Donalds in England, the Blums in France and the Renners in Austria.
They are to keep in power the rottenest, most ghoulish government in
history.

The hundreds of hunger strikers in Hungarian prisons must re-
ceive an answer from the American proletariat. Hoover it was who
intrigued with relief at the end of a political string to bring about the
overthrow of the Hungarian Soviet Republic after the war. It is
American bankers who prop up the whole superstructure of fascist ter-
ror erected on the graves art* prisons of Hungary. American imper-
ialism it is which holds Horthy-Bethlen and their social fascist blood-
hounds in leash for war against the Soviet Union. And American

•workers must speak in tones that can be heard behind the walls of
Hungarian prisons, giving a message of class solidarity. The masses
of Hungary must be told the criminal role of their social fascists, and
encouraged from across the seas to fight under Communist leadership
for a Workers and Peasants Soviet Republic.

Aside from the tour of
the army round-the-world fliers in
1924, the North Pacific has never
been traversed by aircraft.

DETROIT, Mich., Oct. 29.—The
most tumultuous mass demonstration
ever staged in Detroit was accorded
Semyon Shestakov and his three
comrades at a reception arranged
by the Friends of the Soviet Union
in Danceland Auditorium, the city’s
largest convention hall, last night.

ROLE OF SCHOOLS
They Dope Children for
Coming War, He Says

(Continued from Page One)

ies for the training of working-class
children as part of the war prepara-
tions and that the imperialists are
seizing upon the schools with an iron
grip. Religious training in the
schools is becoming an established
rule and the imp rialist propaganda
for militarism, coupled with military
training, is increasing by leaps and
bounds.

“The school authorities, under the
dictatorship of the ruling imperial-
ist groups, are -ndeavoring to stamp
out the activities of working class
school groups, particularly the
Pioneers, and the reign of terror
which is conducted against the
working class has been conducted
equally against the children who
have been demoted, theratened with
expulsion and intimidated by the
principals of the schools. Several
such cases against the Pioneers, the
children’s ommunist organization,
have already been condemned in
mass meetings; but of this Norman
Thomas, who is the candidate of the
third capitalist party, is of course
silent.

“The Socialist Party is endeavor-
ing to organize the school system in
accordance with improving its ser-
vice as an instrument for doping the
working class children with the pro-
paganda of the capitalist class. The
Communist Party recognizes that
the school system is an instrument
for keeping the working class in ig-
norance in regard to vital needs.

“The Communist Party raises the
demands for the abolition of relig-
ious and military training in the
schools, for the right of teachers to
organize into labor unions, for the
right of teachers to organize into
woking class organizations, for no
discrimination against teachers with
working class views, for the increase
of teachers’ kages, particularly the
lowest paid groups, as the most
v ital demands of the moment in the
school situation.

“The pretended plan of Norman
Thomas to raise the school system
‘above politics’ and outside of the
class struggle is only a disguise for
protection of the capitalist class’ po-
litical control of the schools—one of
its most powerful investments of
political control. Any talk such as
Thomas’ talk of putting the schools
outside of the class straggle is only
a mantle with which to cover in-
creasing reaction and concealing
capitalist class upon all capitalist
institutions for more effective ser-
vice against the working class.”

HELD IN CHICAGO
TO FREE JAILED
Broad Representation
Plans Fight on Terror

CHICAGO, 111., Oct. 29.—The In-
i ternational Labor Defense held a
| very successful Gastonia confer-
| ence here Sunday. There were over

1125 delegates present representing
j78 fraternal organizations, 17 trade
junions, some I. L. D. branches and

! shop committees.
The spirit of the meeting was ex-

cellent. A determined stand was

taken against the terror which the
bosses and government have started
against the workers here.

The conference decided -o mob-
ilize the workers in all of the or-

ganizations represented to form a

big united front movement to carry
on the Gastonia campaign and the
fight against the terror in the Chi-
cago sedition cases.

A committee of 20 was elected
which will make plans for the mob-
ilization of this broad united front
committee with hundreds of work-
ers’ organizations.

Resolutions were passed dealing
with Gastonia, pledging support to
the Illinois miners, and pledging to
introduce resolutions in every work-
ing class organization protesting
against the verdict of the Gastonia
courts.

Seven of the leading members of
the Communist Party or of militant
labor organizations are still in jail
in Chicago. The bosses and courts
are doing everything to hold them
there.

THE LOVESTONEITES TN ACTION.

Tho complete renegade degeneracy of the Lovestoneite group is
nowhere more sharply revealed than in their activities in those mass
organizations in which the Party has established its influence.

Wherever we find in our ranks comrades still naive enough to ex-
press doubt that the renegades are waging open war against the Party
and the Comintern we may safely adduce that tk*,»e comrades are
direlict in their Communist duty of working in, and helping to build,
the mass organizations. Were they active in these organizations they
could not fail to recognize the definite and conscious role being played
by the Lovestoneites in the operation of the capitalist and social demo-
cratic scheme to liquidate working class militancy and disrupt the
fighting organizations of the proletariat.

Certainly, those comrades who are active in the mass organiza-
tions have no delusions about the treacherous role of the Lovestoneites
but are rather filled with contempt and loathing for these traitors to
the working class movement who have increasingly exposed themselves
as the open allies of the worst petty bourgeois careerist elements in
these organizations.

The activities of the renegades have been particularly pernicious
in the Harlem Tenants League. In this organization, where the influ-
ence of our comrades has welded together in iron solidarity large
masses of Negro and white wording class tenants, and have won these
masses for a militant and class conscious struggle against the rent
gougers and exploiters, the renegades were busy for six weeks in an
attempt to disrupt the organization and defeat its militant program.
In this attempt they have not hesitated to ally themselves with the
worst elements in the League. They have become the bed-fellows of
the petty bourgeois careerists who have sought to use the League for
the advancement of their personal fortunes and were interested, there-
fore, in diverting it from its militant program into reformist and futile
methods of struggle. A few months ago they were attacking these ele-
ments as sharply as anybody else but now, so complete is their rene-
gade degeneracy, they do not hesitate to establish a united front with
these same elements! So, today, we find Campbell, Welsh, Morris Nem-
ser, Anna Thompson, Sarah Cole, in open alliance with the petty-
bourgeois careerists in an effort to split the League and betray the
hard-pressed tenants of Harlem into the power of the landlords. And
with them is allied the creature of the self-confessed spy, Jackson.

Failing in their effort to disrupt and destroy the League from the
inside, the renegades and their careerist allies have decided they could
more effectively play the landlords’ game of demoralizing the tenants
by organizing a rump league, whereby the landlords could be assured
that the leadership of the tenants would be such as they, the landlords,
would desre their victims to have—“safe” leadership, in the interests
of the landlords. And to make sure that they spread confusion and
demoralization in the ranks of the tenants of Harlem, the disruptionist
agents of the landlords elected to call their league the Harlem Tenants
League, elected to steal from the six hundred and more members of
the militant, landlord-hated Harlem Tenants League, the name these
tenants have used since the first day of their organization! And these
renegades plan to call in the capitalist state to assist them in the steal
of the name—they have announced their intention to have the name
incorporated so that the militant, working class tenants who have all
along followed the example of most labor unions and other working

•lass organizations in refusing to put their heads into the noose of
landlord and employer regulation and control through the machinery of
the state, may be robbed of the name which has become a synonym for
militant struggle against the landlords. In this way, the disruptionists
seek to smash the weapon and shield which the oppressed tenants of
Harlem have forged, through many victorious struggles, against the
landlords!

In furtherance of their plans to spread confusion among the ten-
ants, they have issued calls for meetings, in the name of the Harlem
Tenants League, and signing themselves “Members of the Executive
Board.” They have postscripted their letters “Note New Address.”
This in spite of the fact that the regular Harlem Tenants League is
meeting every Monday night at the same address as formerly—the
Public Library, 103 West 135th Street.

The fight in the Harlem Tenants League was wilfully precipitated
by the renegades under the open leadership of Campbell, with the
secret guidance of Anna Thompson, on the fake issue of the barring of
Welsh at a District Election Conference to which he presented creden-
tials as one of the delegates from the League. The conference in ques-

tion accepted the credentials of the other delegates from the League,
but on the question of Welsh there was a unanimous vote not to seat
him. The delegates present, most of them non-Party delegates, voted
on the basis of their knowledge of Welsh as a disruptive force in
working class organizations. When the question was brought up in
the League it was clearly pointed out bjr the president and by several
speakers from the floor that while the League had a perfect right to
elect Welsh as a delegate, the Conference also had the right to bar him
if it considered his presence inimical to the successful carrying out of
its work. But the renegades dd not want explanations. They wanted
a fight! They had been holding caucuses with the petty-bourgeois ele-
ments in the League—democratic and republican politicians, landlords’
spies, etc. —and considered their forces strong enough to start a struggle
for the leadership of the League. Their petty bourgeois allies had long
objected to the present militant leadership. The first step of the rene-
gades and their allies was to center an attack on the leadership; their
next step was an effort to arrogate all power of decision and action
to the Executive Board on which they then had a majority. In their
effort to perpetuate their hold on the Executive Board and deprive the
general membership of any say in the matter, or of any word in the
governance of the organization, they brought in the following resolu-
tion:

“That any problem confronting the League that requires delibera-
tion, political, organizational or otherwise, should first be referred to
the Executive Committee for action.”

They sought to jam through this and several other similar reso-
lutions. They soon discovered, however, that the tenants of Harlem
were not so dumb as they thought. And in the meantime, the Com-
mittee on Reorganization of Committees, which had been appointed
before the fight began, brought in its recommendations for the reorgan-

ization of the Executive Committee. These recommendations were ac-
cepted by overwhelming vote of the membership in spite of the hyster-
ical abuse of the president of the League by Campbell, and the unprin-

cipled attacks by Welsh and ifchers. A motion to adopt the report of
the Committee on Reorganization was carried by 41 to 3. Previous to
this a motion by Welsh to take up the report of the old Executive Com-
mittee as the first order of business was crushingly defeated, 51 to 2.
Campbell then made a motion to add Welsh to the reorganized Execu-
tive Committee. This motion was defeated by 43 to 14. These four-
teen votes were the highest given the disruptionists throughout the
fight. The vote directly after this of 43 to 3 to adopt unchanged the
report on Reorganization of the Executive Committee showed a change
of mind by some of the tenants in the meantime, demonstrating that
not all of the fourteen who had voted with the disruptionists in the
previous motion were solidarized with them. The recommendations on
the reorganization of the Housing Committee were next taken up and
adopted by a stentorian Y’EA, with only two weak NOES audible thru-
out the hall. This was too much for at least -one of the petty bourgeois
careerist allies of the renegades, and at this point C. B. Jenkins, a typi-
cal self-seeking opportunist, lost his head and stalked out of the meet-
ing after expressing his opinion that the tenants “were a bunch of
gorillas and not worth bothering with.” This same Jenkins is now one
of the leaders in the opposition league.

The example of Jenkns was followed by the rest of his group a few
weeks later. Evidently, Campbell, who refused to participate in ten-

ants’ street meetings “because it would jeopardize her job”
w“lsh, whose activity in the League begun and ended with the

attempt to disrupt the'League from the inside; Nemser and Thompson,
whose first appearance in the League synchronized with the offensive
against the leadership; these, together with Battle, Hendrickson, Hen-
derson and other elements who have always been opposed to a militant
tenants’ struggle, evidently all of these agree with Jackson that work-
ing class tenants who go in for militant struggle against the rent
gougers are a bunch of gorillas and not worth bothering wjth. So much
the better for these same tenants! The Harlem Tenants League, the
mlitant tenants’ organization which they tried in vain to wreck, will
continue to wage the fight against rent oppression and will soon forget
these disrupters. (Appropriately enough, the first meeting of the op-
position league was held over a theatre whose billboards announced as
the feature of the night, the picture “Forgotten Faces.”) The tenants
of Harlem will soon forget these disruptionists, but first they,will
weep them out of their path as they will all allies and defenders of
:hc landlords. The Negro and white workers becoming daily more and
more radicalized under the pressure of capitalist rationalization (speed-
up, longer hours, lower pay, higher rents, etc.), will recognize these
renegades as enemies of the world working class movement, as enemies
of working class emancipation. The radicalized workers will in-

According to Bukharin it seems that Lenin taught his Bolshevik

Guard nothing but “caution” in relation to the peasantry, “caution” in
relation to the kulaks, “caution” in relation to the tempo of indus-
trialization. “The greatest caution,” Bukharin proclaims, “in those
points of policy which deal with the relations between the workers’ state
and the peasantry.” “The greatest caution,” in Bukharin’s interpreta-.
tion, is the infusion of kulaks into our co-operative system, the peaceful
merging of the kulaks into socialism. “And the day will come when the
Kulak’s grandson will be grateful”—for the “cautious” and delicate
(Leninist, omrade Bukharin?) way we handled his ancestors. This is
not Leninism. It is a substitution of Leninism by a new Communist
Bernstein-ism. The Leninist conception of the “period of education” is
interpreted in the style of the Liberal professors. The Whole period
following the civil wars is represented as a period of peaceful educa-
tional work. The Leninist conception of the democratic reserves of the
proletarian revolution is treated as the union of the working class with
the whole of the peasantry. Certainly Lenin was not speaking of the
kulaks. Bukharin would put a stop to the process of eliminating the
capitalist elements in the Soviet village.

After this it is not surprising to find that Bukharin completes his
own “political testament” by a most enormous theoretical blunder, cal-
culated, when worked out, to become the starting point for a new op-
portunist platform. “Our chief guarantee of Socialist construction,”
Bukharin declares, “lies in developing the most advantageous combina-
tion of class forces, which would ensure us the possibility of further
Socialist construction ... To develop the combination of the ‘proletarian
revolution’ with the ‘peasant war’ in a new form, this is now ‘construc-
tion.’” The peasant war, according to Marxtand Engels as well as
Lenin, is the war of the whole peasantry, tire agrarian revolution—-
bourgeois-democratic in its content. Bukharin wants to take us far
back, to a historical epoch long gone by, when at the present time, in
the epoch of collective farming and Soviet farming, in conditions of
vigorous Socialist reconstruction of the Soviet village, he takes his
point of departure from the “peasant war,” i.e., from the general peas-
ant interests, as a further factor for the Socialist reorganization of
the Soviet village. Bukharin, it is true, speaks of some “new,” “construc-
tive” form of combining the “peasant war” with the proletaran revolu-
tion. But this new statement of Bukharin’s only deepens the opportunist
character of his whole formula. The union of the working class with
the whole peasantry in a constructive form is absolutely inacceptable.
The acceptance of such a formulation would mean at the same time

stinctively recognize the truth of the remarks of Comrade Manuilsky
in his closing speech in the Tenth Plenum of the ECCI:

“Ho who will hinder the proletariat abroad from carrying out the
task of the offensive against capitalism, is an enemy of the U. S. S. R.,
an enemy of the socialist which is being built in our country. On
the other hand, he who hinders the struggle against the capitalist ele-
ments in the U. S. S. R. is an enemy to the proletarian revolution in
other countries. International opportunism is. a double-faced Janus
with one face turned towards socialism and revolution, hampering their
progress in every way. One cannot conceive such a situation that the
world proletariat should take up the offensive while the U. S. S. R. was
upon its defense. Neither can one imagine the reverse, that the U. S.
S. R. should be marching forward without causing at the same time an
increase in the militant activity of the proletariat throughout the
world.”

With the withdrawal of the disruptionists, the meetings of the
League at the Public Library have proceeded with marked smoothness
and efficiency. The tenants, for the first time in weeks, are now
enablod to report on their individual troubles with the landlords who, as
predicted in the League several months ago, arc now in a new offensive
of rent raising. Tenants report that rents in houses where they or
their friends live are being raised ten, twenty and thirty dollars at a
jump. So far, the members of the League have been able to resist rent
raises by following the advice of the leadership of the League to “pay
no rent raises but resist every effort to raise your rent.” Through the
cooperation of the International Labor Defense, the League is able to
see that its members get legal advice without charge and that only
nominal fees, within the reach of workers, are charged for cases where
it is necessary to defend the tenants in the capitalist courts.

The vicious system of landlordism is particularly hard upon the
Negro tenants of Harlem and Brownsville. Because of the capitalist
policy of segregation the landlords are able to exploit these workers to
the nth degree, exacting of them the most exorbitant and unreasonable
rents, often two and three times in excess of the rentals paid by white
workers for similar accommodations. The Communist Party must
mobilize the white workers to fight shoulder to shoulder with their
Negro fellow workers, against segregation, against rent extortion,
against discrimination t>f any kind. The Party must give its full sup-
port to the struggle of these harassed, landlord-oppressed, boss-exploited
tenants. Every help should be given the Harlem Tenants League in
prosecution of its struggle against the landlords and their courts, in
organizing house and block committees, and in building the Ilarlgm
Tehants League a powerful instrument of struggle.

Bukharin’s Theoretical Conclusions and the
Political Conclusions Drawn by Comintern

acceptance of the theory of peaceful conversion of the kulak to Social-
ism. This new formulation of Bukharin’s, indeed, bears a suspicious
resemblance to the “constructive” Socialism of the European reformists,
who also use as their point of departure the theory of gradualness, of
the general national interests, of the peaceful transformation of capi-
talism into Socialism.

It was because of this that the Tenth Plenum resolution stated that
“in his opposition to the line of the C.P.S.U., Comrade Bukharin had
slipped into a liberal interpretation of NEP, leading, under the slogan
of liberating trade, to allowing the free development of the capitalist
elements in the country, to abstention from crushing the criminal spe-
culating kulak elements, to denying the necessity for individual tax-
ation of the kulaks, and opposing the policy of the Party directed to
intensifying the taxation of the capitalist elements of the country . . .

But this means that Comrade Bukharin has slipped into the policy of
class alliance with the capitalist elements, substituting .for the policy
of proletarian class war against the kulaks the policy of ‘transforma-
tion of the kulaks into Socialism.’ ”

Up to this point Bukharin’s only referred to the
C.P.S.U. and Socialist construction. But in defending his opportunist
standpoint these opportunist errors inevitably blossomed out into an
international system: all the more so because, as we have seen, they
were present in embryonic form already at the Sixth Congress of the
Comintern. It also followed because of the deep international signifi-
cance of the problems of Socialist construction in the U.S.S.R. The
man who underestimates the growth of Socialist construction in the
JLS.S.R., the man who cannot see the immense pride and enthusiasm
shown masses there, must inevitably underestimate the growth
of revolutionary initiative among; the working masses in capitalist coun-
tries, and the beginning of a new revolutionary wave. The man who
approaches the kulak with timidity and “caution,” and who attributes
too much strength- to the capitalist elements in the U.S.S.R., must in-
evitably overestimate the stabilization of world capitalism. The one
follows the other. The one makes the other more precise. • It is not
an accident that, on the eve of the Tenth Plenum, almost simultaneously
here Bukharin came out with his “organized economic chaos” (or to
put it in another way, organized capitalism), while there Serra came
out with his full-tilown criticism of the general line of the C.P.S.U.,
even up to the fateful question—in the style of Pontius Pilate’—“What
is a kulak?”

Bukharin’s recent' article about “organized economic chaos” exhib-
ited also the development of a Right opportunist deviation in questions
of the international workng elass movement. If in his former articles
Bukharin was undermining Lenin’s political testament, in this one we
have beyond question an effort to undermine the system of the Com-
munist International. The part that Lenin played in creating the
theoretical foundations of the Communist International is well known.
And, in this work of Lenin’s, the part played by such problems as im-
! erialism and its contradictions is also well known. Lenin, as well as

ukharin, saw the growth of capitalist concentration, trusts and mono-
mer.. Lenin’s classical work on Imperialism opens with a description

f, this very process. But Lenin’s powerful dialectics saw also at the
.a me time the other side of this process— that these capitalist mono-
polies are the highest expression of the internal and external contra-
dictions of the capitalist system. “Itis just this fusion of its contradic-
tory principles—competition and monopoly—that is the characteristic
of imperialism,” Lenin wrote in 1917. After this, what is it hut a
revision of Leninism when Bukharin talks of the smoothing over of the
internal contradictions of monopoly capitalism, of the overcoming of
the anarchy of capitalist production and the market, of the planning
and organizing capability df trust capital? To base all perspectives
of the proletarian revolution on the “immense sharpening of competi-
tion between the capitalist countries” means for the practical work of
the working Mass movement to deprive ’the Communist advance guard
of all initiative, and the passivity of the working class irt the face of
both an intensifying economic struggle and an unprecedented sharpening
of class contradictions between labor and capital. Lenin understood
the imperialist epoch as the epoch of contradictory processes. He
fought mercilessly against the pedants who do not understand that
revolution is a living process, against the mechanical, non-dialectic in-
terpretation of the proletarian revolution as a single act. “The Social-
is revolution,” he wrote, “is not a single act, not one fight on a single
front, hut a whole epoch of class conflicts, a whole series of battles
on all fronts.”

This was Lenin’s answer years ago to Bukharin and those who
then were of his mind. And this, on the basis of Lenin’s teaching, is
the answer of the Communist International to Bukharin now. The
source of' Bukharin’s present opcnly-opportunist errors is historically
the same as in 191(1, when in the fight Against Lenin he cloaked his
opportunist errors with “left”phraseology. It is his misunderstanding
of the unequal development of imperialism, his misunderstanding, or
more exactly, his anti-Leninist Understanding of the epoch of imperial-
ism. Just as at that time the passivity of the colonial and oppressed
peoples in the face of imperialism was conccalod under tho slogan of
“pure” imperialism, so today the slogan of "pure” (planned, without
internal contradictions) monopoly capitalism covers up the most danger-

ous opportunist passivity at a period of developing crisis within cap-
italist stabilization. On whose scales does Bukharin put his new theore-
tical goods, if not on those of the Right renegades, the ultra-Left pessi-
mists and the social-democratic theoreticians of super-imperialism? “A
‘theory’ of this kind, which serves as an ideological basis for all Right
elements in the Comintern, is refuted by the whole development of cap-
italism, and is in essence a capitulation to reformist ideology” (Tenth
Plenum resolution on Bukharin).

Thus the position underwent a fundamental change when Bukharin
passed on from particular “corrections” to the creation of a theoretical
basis for the whole of international opportunism, from particular ma-
neuvers to an attack on the line of the C.P.S.U. and the Comintern,
from particular deviations from the Leninist line to the open revision
.of Lenin’s political testament. Bukharin has lendered outstanding ser-
vice to the C.P.S.U. and to the Comintern. But, remembering Lenin’s
testament, the Communist International will mercilessly fight all and
every kind of opportunist deviations which threaten to weaken the Com-
munist advance guard. In the conditions of the “third period," this is
the most important pre-condition for tho successful issue of the coming
revolutionary battles. Ifin order to take tho bourgeoisie by the throat
our attack must pass over the body of social-democracy, a successful
fight against social-democracy requires a decisive struggle against devi-
ations from the Comintern line, a merciless exposure of every manifes-
tation of opportunism within the ranks of the Communist advance
guard. This is why the Tenth Plenum of tho E.C.C.I. was compelled
to draw its own Bolshevik political conclusions from these theoretical
conclusions arrived at by Comrade Bukharin.
