“There seems 10 -be an epidemic of free
speech fights on the part of tht workers, due
to the activity of the police in denying the
workers the privilege of alring their views,

In at least thrue places have the workers
had trouble with the niercenarles during the
past week. In Seattle, Wenatchee and in
Fresno, Cal, . W. W. men have been jailed
and otherwise mistreated for exercising the
“right” of free speech.

The wotkers are quietly drifting Into these
centers of peruor\xtlon, golng  to work, and
walting until the opportunity present itself for
direct action, elther in the way of a general
strike or a direct fight for free speech.

In Scattle the city authorities veiled their
intentions under the duties of the street clean:
ing department, Instructing the drivers of the
city watering carts to sprinkle the strects at
the point and time of the 1. W.. W. street
speaking.

Fhe result was {hat the speaker called on
the crowd to say it they or the wateiing cart
would move, and. the crowd unanimously
agreed to move the cart.  The horsen' heads
wore melzed and turned aside, and a small
melee followed, during which Fellow Workers
Frank Jakel, George Adkins, John Glbbons
and J. McKelney were pinched and thrown
into the lock-up.

In Fresno the qpicf of police has revoked
all street-gpeaking ‘lm-rmllu and declares that
anyone speaking in the strect or refusing to
accept work when affered will be jailed, Truly
a return to the feudal system,

Members of the
striking forces ridicule this action, declaring
there Is no occasion for cuch precaution, as
they are not inclined to start anything.

Nonunion waiters arriving here from Seat
tle and Portland are authority for the state-
ment that they were sent here by men clalm.
ing to be agents of the Spokane Hotel and
Restaurant Keeprs' Protective Association, un-
der the false impression that an open shop
has been declared here in Spokan.

AN IGONOGLAST

When a large strike of long duration occurs
in the east the more rebelious of the unmarried
men go west. The married men are tied by
wite, children and property to their particular
location and must stay, win or lose. Theso
Young and unmarried men have within them
the apirit of unionlsm rather than the dosire
for the craft form of organlzation. They go
weat working on the great railway lines that
aro still forging their way through the moun-
tains. Thelr work done, new labors are sought
and are found in the planting, harvesting and
other scasonable occupations. The northwest
I8 penetrated, and the workers become lumber
Jacks, river hogs, etc., as well as agricultural
workers of various kinds. These men are the
casual, the migratory workers, in other words,
the floaters.

CONDITIONE IN POTLATCH LUMBER CO.

Camps are near Bovill, ldaho. Wages, $2.50,
$2.75 to $3.60; board, 35 per week. Camp No.
13 is situated about 614 miles northeast of
Bovill and can be easily located by the offen-
sive stench of its tilthy surroundings. To begin
with, it is bulit on cars, and when the fumes
ol debris becomes too offensive they move n‘
a little way further up the track. The bours
are from 6:45 a. m. to G6:16 p. m, with just
enough time to swallow your dinner and' get
back on the works, The cook dumps all reluse
into the creek and then dips up water to cook
with out of the same creck. The grub is some-
thing ficrce, the cheapest brand of canned
goods. On May 25 last the whole crow was
ucarly polsoned by these products. But the
Amcrican Scissor-Bill did not kick--only the
so-calied Bohunk protested. Two-thirds of the
crew are Bohunks, and I, want to say right
here that thore fellows aré men, not cringing
cowards like the U. 8. brand of slaves. When
the driver telis them to hurry they just say
“No good eat, no can hurry. Good eat, hurry
maybe.” It must be remembered that the
despised Bobunk was the fellow that reduced
the hours from thirteen to ten in the woods—
not the Amecricans. Not by quitting the job,
but by oniy working ten hours a day and then
coming in. And so it can be plainly seen in
the P. T.. Co. camps today. The company is
trying to force us to work twelve hours a day.
The whites lead but the hunkies follow, but
make [t a point not to get on the work before
the required time, and they work slowly and
cannot be crowded by overwork. On one land-
ing one gang of white sawyers cut all timber
that came in, amounting to eight cars, and
Voasted about it. The Hunkies had two gangs
to six cars. ‘So we have ‘nothing to fear from
these “ignorant foreigners.” Il the white slave
docs not scab on them they will show the cor-
porations a trick in organizallon before long.
