which culminated in a small sized riot
and a sweeping injunction.

voice, -and no effort was made by the
strikers to have the injunction dissolved,
yet the company never attempted to op-
erate its cars, alleging that the mayor
had refused it .proper protection, al-

of the strike wu the *action of the
Trades and Labor Congress at a special
meeting. A number of business firms
were placed on the unfair list, including
the Hotels Julien and the Merchants and
the Nutwood and Johnson liveries, these
having succored the unfair Union Elec-
tric Co. A call to the unions of the city
for an assessment to assist the strikers
financially was also issued, and all busi-
ness firms using light or power of the
Union Electric Co. given a week’s time
in which to discontinue the use of same.

Under Socialism things will be produced
for the use of the people, not for the
profit of some bloated bondholder.

In what category, good or bad, should
we place that ‘““trust” of Missouri legis-
lators who organized to sell their votes
at “‘trust” prices?

The admonition of the G. O. P. press
to look about us and see our unparal-
lelled prosperity always reminds us of
the request Mark Twain made of the
innkeeper who lighted his bedroom with
a small sputtering candle “Now give
me another candle to see the first one
by.”

It is remarkable how the press, which
is so mum when the Socialists score a
victory, draws on its imagination to
manufacture news of the movement.
The Clinton Daily Advertiser alleges
the twenty-third ward branch of Mil-
waukee ‘‘has been stricken from the
membership for holding anarchistic
tendencies.”

Without the ballot or any political
rights to aid in the achievement of their
purpose, the revolutionists of the past
were compelled to resort to force. Pos-
sessed of the ballot, and numerically
strongest, as ten tc one, the working
class can achieve its emancipation from
wage slavery without appeal to violence,
whenever they so dcsxre “‘Ye are many;
they are few.”

Nothing is sacred to capitalism. An-
other strike of the anthracite miners
was threatened because some of the
operators refused to live up to the award
of the commission. Now comes a bunch
of Denver employers who refuse to
honor the general agreement under
which the great strike in that city was
settled. There is no honor among
thieves. Whenever a labor union is
suspected of having an inclination to
break a contract or agreement there is a
concerted howl by all the lickspittles in
the country about the sacredness of con-
tracts and the never ending doom that
umbtho-a who break them, Gow.

This is the month of the college grad-
uate.

to criticise the plan for a large navy as
ldvomtgd by President Roosevelt.

The Socialists had not been heard

“from at that date and probably the item

was inserted absent-mindedly but doubt-
less will be subject to revision on re-
ceipt of later information.

As to President Roosevelt, considered
apart from the policy be represents, the

Socialists of Dubuque express the keen-

est admiration. As a man, manly, both
physically and mentally a fit type of the
American race. As an orator, we can
not pay a greater compliment than wish-
ing he were a Socialist. As a politician,
well—any man who can conceal battle-
ships in a Grand Army boquet is a world
winner and needs none of our adver-
tising. The Socialists stand first, last,
and all the time for peace. So does
President Roosevelt. So does the Czar
of Russia. So does Emperor William.
So does everybody in fact, when they
are not otherwise engaged. The only
difference is in the various methods of
insufing that desirable end.

The War Lord of Germany and the
strenuous man of peace seem to have
approached the question from the same
point of view, only Wilhelm, by reason
of his divine license to do as he pleases,
is not so bashful as Theodore and in-
stead of advocating the hushed voice,
boldly proclaims the mailed fist. He is
opposed by the full strength of the So-
cialist party in Germany. The same op-
position will be exerted in the United
States, though by reason of the present
status of the party it necessarily cannot
as yet act as a deterrent with the.weight
of influence which obtains over the
water,

Still it is to be hoped we can scare up
enough sentiment to head off a heated
discussion of the Monroe doctrine upon

thelnglrm and the incidental question

relative to the penetrating power of
Krupp arguments as opposedto Harvey-
ized steel, which would almost inevitably
result from the policy of Roosevelt and
the Kaiser if left unchecked.

The proposition of the Czar for dis-
armament is at any rate consistent v'h
the policy of autocratic Socialism which
the Russian ministry is credited with
having already to some extent inaug-
urated. The . general sentiment of
opinion seems to regard the good faith
of its sponsor, viewed as a nation, very,
very doubtfully—for Russia has a past.
There does not seem to be any doubt of
the Czar's motives personally, but a not
ill founded fear that his advisers may
haye several cold decks about their per-
sons of which he is in biissful ignorance.

Thus far, however, the latter method
seems to have been productive of the
greater results. It has at any rate es-
tablished the Peace Tribunal at The
Hague. It only remains to convince the
nations that they are really civilized,
and no doubt two of the little ones can

be scared into going there to scttle their

grievances and establish a precedent
which the big fellows can follow without |
wounding their sacred diguity.

The United States is eminently fitted
for seconding the Czar's proposition. By

reason of its natural strength of internal |

resource the United States would be in-
dependent of the world at large, even if
it did not have any navy at all. Still
every nation would have a certain share

of police work to do, but that does not|

entail a greater expenditure than is al-
lowed at present for naval purposes,
and the safeguard of #ncreased coast and
harbor defence would not look quite so
suspicious as an addition to our fleet.
Of course the peace without war pro-
posal is looked upon as Utopian by the
fire-eating element, but it is noticeable
that Andrew Carnegie, who has the rep-
utation of being one of the shrewdest
mien of the present day, has backed his
faith in it by contributing one and a half
millions of dollars to the erection of
buildings for a permanent tribunal in
Holland. Certainly this is not much.
lt would not buy half a battleship, but

‘straws show which way the wind blows.

1f the United States is going into the
*'big club” business, who is to assure us
that it won't gd off when it isn't loaded.

‘Whoshm‘nl_t‘hﬂ the “brag and

blunter" contxngen won't get to handing
out trumps when suit's. called for, by
Jingo! If it is to be a game of bluff, thc
United States will have its work cut out
to stack up with England The British
taxpayers are already ldaded. down. to
the guards, but it is safe to say they will
fly the red rag on every pound of scrap
iron in the universe before they allow
any other nation to take the lead in
naval affairs.

While on this tack it may be as well
to point out how fallacious is the idea
that a big naVvy is conducive to peace or
prosperity. ' Great Britain has for more
than two centuries maintained a navy at
all times more than equivalent to that of
any other nation, and at the present
time equalling the combination of any
two. If an able-bodied navy is a peace
harbinger, England ought to be in pos-
session of the peace which passeth all
understanding. But the lamentable
truth remains that she is notoriously in
hot water all the time, and the nationa
debt looms up with a significance which
would paralyze Croesus to dream of.

“The size of a navy is not half so near
the crux of the problem as the policy
which is'back of it. The Federation of
Switzerland has no navy at all and no
salt water to float one if it did have it;
yet it sits on Mont Blanc and enjoys the
concert of Europe with as much uncon-
cern as if it owned the battleship Ore-
gon.

On the other hand a republic of about
the same calibre in South America will
tear up the placid waters of the whole
torrid zcne in the endeavor to achieve
national glory with a half decked mos-
quito deétroyer and a converted washtub.

England with a navy whose noble
proportions strike a sympathetic chill to
the heart of every taxpayer on the globe
is bearded and abused, according to her
own account, by all the snuff-colored
tribes of the earth who possess latitude
enough to get out of range, and the
work of annexation is so beastiy tedious,
don'cher know, when you have to drag
the Gats after 'em.

Russia, with a very fourth rate navy,
is pursuing the same policy—only she
prefers chunks to .islands—with the
oreatest success at a much less expend-
iture. Russian diplomacy is a fine art,
independent of the navy. It consists of
secret treaties and binding promises of
reciprocal concessions which were never
known to be fulfilled, but for some oc-
cult reason it has elongated the map of
the empire across several streaks of
longitude. The United States with a
navy whose moderate tonnage is offset
by its marvelous efficiency, has aban-
doned its initial policy and by conquest
attained the nucleus of undying fame
and never-ending trouble which is com-
memorated in the hearts and pockets of
its citizens by a seemingly perpetual
series of short weight tobacco stamps.

Spain with a navy whose terror, in-
reputation consisted mainly of
high suinding names and paint has got
rid of 2 great deal of expense and worry
,b) converting its Quixotic flotilla into a
submarine Armada, and iocidentally un-
{loading 114,000 square miles of bad
order colonies ppon your Uncle Sam.

These remarks as to the uses and
abuses of navies are colored, but the
dry facts are cbiainable by every work-
ingman who will take the trouble to
study the subject in the plain black agd
white. We feel convinced that reflec-
tion and comparison will lead to the
{ conclusion that the security of this na-
{tion lies not in the development of the
navy, but in the never ceasing effort to
render itself the absolute master of the
situalion by producing the wheat for the
world.

The world is not ready as yet for
peace as a principle without the means
of enforcing it, but that is no reason
why the United States should assume a
tentatively aggressive position with a
“big club.” Millions upon millions will
doubtless have'to be éxpended upon in-
struments of destruction before the na-
tions will be assured of the utter folly
and uselessness of competitive annihila-
tion, and seek each their appointed
place in the world’s work with that co-
operative harmony which is already
dimly foreshadowed by Socialidm. In

the meanwhile the motto of the United

| becomes obsolete in the course of tex to
twenty years, and it is all to do over
again; and the successful evolution of
the submarine type is liable at any mo-
ment to render the $83,000,000 beauties
a memory of the past and a floating
monument to folly.

With an adequate system of coast de-
fence and a policy which confines its
“brag dnd bluster” to home consump-
tion there is little to fear of other na-
tions. ‘We will venture to say there is
not an empire.or monarchy in the world
which could be induced to accept the
United States on any consideration but
the absence of its 80,000,000 constitu-
tional sovereigns. A blockading fleet
would soon experience that change of
heart which ever accompanies an empty
stomach, and an ‘invading army would
hesitate quite a while to take a trip in 2
live volcano and experience the direful
fate of the missionary who never re-
turned.

So mnch for. peace and prosperity,
and now for the probabilities. In con-
ning the list of nations we are struck by
the fact that the larger the imperialistic
tendency, and the larger the expansive
proclivities, the larger is the demand for
a navy. We are immediately beset by
a haunting suspicion. . Can it be that
the rosy dove which hovers so lovingly
over the ‘‘peace club"” is a whitewashed
eaglet?

We instantly require every dear re-
publican to cross his heart and swear he
never thought of using ‘110 ton latch
keys to open the door in China, while
Jim Hill competes with the British
tramp marine for the oriental transpor-
tation business and lobbyizes our
guileless congress for subsidies to foot
the bill.

We require him to declare on his hon-
or that appropriations will not be ex-
pended in the construction of swamp
gunboats for the proper care of the Fil-
ipino and’ for his conversion to the doc-
trine that the propagation of cholera
germs and army scandal for yourself is
not half so remunerative to the capital-
ist as the propagation of hemp and
tobacco for somebody else.

We require him to assure us that our
hard earned money will not get its upper
works blistered and its lower works
scalded lingering around the boiling
point in South America in 4 vain en-
deavor to prevent Grandmother Mon-
roe’'s kids getting the spanking they
richly deserve.

We require him to state if our peace
inducer will be run on the European

like a crowd of vultures around any spot
where there is a dollar in sight, and is
terribly conspicuous by its absence
where a Jewish or Christian butchery is
in progress.

The Socialists will have more to say
in the near future anent that corollary
6f the navy question:—imperialistic ex-
pansion,—but, in conclusion of the im-
mediate purposes of this article, we 1e-
iterate to the proletariat the necessity of
studying out the question for themselves.

We find that the postoffice is «f that
number, and investigatiou now on show,
that the capitalist class have been using
the ‘postoffice simply as a great “‘graft.”
To begin with, the postal officials are
simply political pets chosen without re-
gard to fitness, and wholly for their sub-
serviency to capitalisnf. Then the rail-
roads are made the beneficiaries of mil-
lions of dollars in carrying the mails
that are given away simply because the
capitalist class control the government
. as a means of exploiting the people. At
Washington the investigation shows
that the officials have used théir power
to hold up ‘‘get rich quick” concerns,
and make the managers stand and de-
liver. Under this system all men are
trying to get money and they are not
choice about their methods. Congress
is a mart where legislation is bought and
sold like any other article of merchan-
dise.  Public officials are surrounded by
the capitalist environment, and what
can we reasonably’ expect but that they
will attempt to make the most of their
opportunites?, The disclosures for the
week are made by Seymour W. Tulloch,

formerly cashier of the Washington city

postoffice. He alleges and backs his

statements with the facts that shortages

of $30,000 to $40,000 were f{requent,
and have been going on since 1899. He
involves Senator Platt in the charges,
and tells how the senator ‘‘worked” all
the employes into patronizing a bonding
institution of which he was a part. He
shows that men were paid salaries for

ted and paid. He shows how the

' presen
public has been defrauded in purchases
of furniture, plmcuhxly for Cuba and

Porto Rico. His charges also throw
some light on the mail box frauds. Now
while all this was going on the econom-
ical Madden has been moving mightily
to reduce expenses by cutting off the
mailing privileges of certain Socialist
and new thought papers. He has tried
to suspend all the radical papers in the
country in the interest of economy.
Great is capitalism. Great in its hy-
pocrisy, its fraud, and its tyranny. Of
course nothing of value will come of the
investigation. 'An investigating com-
mittee is misnamed. Itshould be called
‘‘a committee to exonerate all who have
defrauded the government.” But why
change officials. The capitalist govern-
ment would still have the appointment
of them, and would they be any better?
And would democracy be better than re-
publicanism?  Capitalism is just as
good as it will ever be. Business is,

 business, and a business administration

exists for the séle purpose of fostering
the interests of the capitalist class.
Give us no more government ownership
under capitalism. The capitalist gov+
ernment already owns too much, and it
uses the things it owns for the purpose
of tyrannizing the people. Government
ownership of railroads would mean more
government tyranny. We must take the
government away from the capitalist
class and put it .in the hands of the
working class before assuming control
over any more government functions.
The working class will make laws in the
interest of their own class and the result
of these laws can be nothing else than
Socialism. . Under Socialism, there will
be no incentive to rob or steal, for the
things that are produced will be fairly
distributed.  Public officials will be
electedbyvota of the people, and can
be recalied at any time as the Socialist
party can recall its present officials. In-

stead of shooting our surplus into the
foreigner we will distribute it, and there
will be neither the very rich or the very
poor. Peace and plenty will flow as
naturally from Socialism, as want, mis-
ery, theft and murder flow from capxtal
ism.

BrusseLs, May 20, 1903.
To the Laborers of All Countries:

The press has brought news of the
massacres of Kichinef. For two days
robbery, murder and abominable atroc-
ities were committed without the Rus-
sian authority or its legal agents, so
prompt at intervention when it comes to
an uprising of workingmen, or students,
or when it is a question of confiscating
the liberties of the people of Finland,
doing anything whatever to protect these
unhappy people whose only crime is that
they are Jews.

No one familiar with* the proceedings
of the government of Nicholas II can
fail to see in these unhappy events an
attempt at intimidation and at the same
time a vengeance against the Jews for
the revolutionary action of the Jewish
proletariat in Russia.

Russian absolutism seeks to stir up
race and religious hatred to appease the
general discontent and to obtain a pre-
text for drowning in blood a population
which, struggling for its own liberty,
threatens the existence of the govern-
ment.

We appeal to all laborers and to all
honorable people against this odious
policy.
¢+ Deeply moved by the thought of the
victims who have fallen under the blows
of the agents of the czar, stirred with
rebellion at the thought of these execra-
ble acts, we address to the civilized
world one last appeal in the hope of
preventing the mnewal of these out-
rages.
