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In the councils of the Socialist party the collective will
“is supreme. (Applause.) Personally I could have wished
to remain in the ranks, to make my record, humble though
it might be, fighting unnamed and unhonored side by side
with my comrades. I accept your nomination not because
of any honor it confers—because in the Socialist movement
no Comrade can be honored except as he honors himself
by his fidelity to the movement, (Applause.} 1 accept
your ncmination because cf the confidence it implies, be-
&} cause of the duty it imposes. 1 cannot but wish that I
@ may in a reasonable measure meet your expectations; that
I may prove myself fit and worthy to bear aloft in the com-
ding strife the banner of the working class (applause); that
by my utterances and by my conduct, not in an individual
capacity, but as your representative, 1 may prove myself
worthy to bear the standard of the only party that proposes
to emancipate my class from the thralldom of the ages.
(Applause.)

It is my honor to stand in the presence of a very his-
toric convention, and I would that Karl Marx might be
here teday. (applauée); I would Lassalle and Engels, the
men who, long before the movement had its present stand-
ing, wrought and sacrificed to make it possible for me to stand in this magnificent presence—I wish it
were possible for them to share in the glories of this occasion. We are on the eve of battle today. We
are ready for the contest. (Applause.) We are eager for the fray. (Applause.) We depart from here
with the endorsement of a convention that shall challenge undisputed the approval of the working class
of the world. (Applause.) The platform upon which we stand is the first American utterance upon the
subject of International Socialism. (Applause.) Hitherto we have repeated, we have reiterated, we
have followed. Ior the first time in the history of the American movement we have realized the Amer-
ican expression of that movement. There is not a line, not a word in that platform which is not revolu-
tionary, which is not clear, which does not state precisely and properly the position of the American
movement. We leave this convention standing on this platform, to throw down thg gauntlet to the cap-
italist enemy (applause), to challenge the capitalist oppressor to do battle for the perpetuation of a sys-
tem that keeps in chains those in whose name we meet today. (Applause.)

There is a republican party; the dominant capitalist party of this time; the party that has its rej -
resentative in the white house; the party that dominates both branches of the congress: the party that
controls the supreme court; the party tnat absolutely controls the press; the party'that gives inspiration
to the subsidized pulpit; the party that controls every force of government; the party that”is absolutely
in power in every department of our activity. And as a necessary result we find that corruption is ram-
pant; that the congress of the United States dare not respond to the demands of the people to open the
sources of corruption from which the lava stream flows down the mountain sides; that they adjourned
long before the hour struck for adjournment in order that they mxbht postpone the inevitable. (Ap-
plause.)

There is a democratic party— (A Voice:

““Where?'")—a party that has not stock enough left to

proclaim its own bankruptcy (laughter and applause); an expiring party that stands upon tlie crumbling

foundations of a dying class: a party that is torn by dissension; a party that cannot unite; a party that is
looking backward and hoping for the resurrection of the men who gave it inspiration a century ago; a
party that is appealing to the cemeteries of the past (applause); a party that is trying to vitalize itself by

" its ghosts, by its corpses, by those who cannot be heard in their own defense. (Applause.) Thom:s
Jetferson would scorn to enter a modern democratic convention. He would have as little business there
as Abraham Lincoln would have in a modern republican convention. (Applause.) 1f they were. living
today they would be delegates to this convention. (Tremendous applause.)

The Socialist party meets these two parties face to face, without a semblance of apology, without
an attempt at explanation; scorning to compromise, it throws down the gage of battle and declares that
there is but one solution of what is called the laber question, and that is by the complete overthrow of
the capitalist system. (Applause.)

You have honored me in the magnitude of the task that you have imposed upon me, far beyond
the power of my weak words to express. I can simply say that obedient to your call I respond. (Ap-
plause.) Responsive to your command I am here. I shall serve you to the limit of my capacity.. My
controlling ambition shall be to bear the standard aloft where the battle waxes thickest. (Applause.) 1
shall not hesitate as the opportunity comes to me to voice the emancipating gospel of the Socialist move-
ment. I shall be heard in the coming campaign [applause] as often, and as decidedly, and as emphat-

ically, as revolutionarily [applause], as uncompromisingly [applause] as my ability, my strength and -

" my fidelity to the movement will allow. I invoke no aid but that which springs from the misery of my
class [applause]; no power that does not spring spontaneous from the prostrate body of the workers of
the world. Above ali other things I realize that for the first time in the history of all the ages there is

" a working class movement [‘‘Hear, hear,” and applause]—perfectly free from the sentimentality of
those who riot in the misery of the class who are in that movement. On this occasion above all others,
my comrades, we are appealing to ourselves, we are bestirring ourselves, we are arousing the working
class, the class that through all of the.ages has been oppressed, crushed, suffered, for the one reason
that through all the centuries of the past this class has lacked the consciousness of its overmastering

- power that shall give it control and make it master of the world. [Applause.] This class is just be-
ginning to awaken from the torpor of the centuries [applause], and the most hopeful sign of the times
is that from the dull, the dim eye of the man who is in this class there goes forth for the first time in
history the first gleam of intelligence, the first sign of the promise that he is waking up, and that he is
becoming conscious of his power: and when he, through the inspiration of the Socialist movement, shall

 become completly conscious of that power, he will overthrow the capitalist system and bring the eman-
cipation of his class. [Great applause.]

To consecrate myself to my small part of this great work is my supreme ambition. [Applause.]
I can hopc only to do that part which is expected of me so well that my comrades, when the final ver-
dict is rendered, will say, ‘“He was not a candidate for president; he did not aspire to hold office; he did
not try to associate his name with the passing glories, but he did prove himself worthy to be a-member
of the Socialist party [applause]; he proved his right to a place in the Internatial Socialist Movement of
the World."! [Applause.] If when this little work shall have been completed this can be said of me,
my acceptance of your nomination will have been so much more completly made than I could hope to
frame it in weak words, that I close not with the decided utterance, but with the wish and the hope and
the ambition ‘that when the fight has been fonght, when the task you have imposed upon me has been
perio:med so far as it lies iz the power of an individual to perform that task, that ‘my acceptance of the
honor you have conferred upon me will have been made and that your wisdom and your judgment will
have been vindicated by the membership of the party throughout the country.
' From the depths of my heart l thank you. I thank jou and each of you, and through you 1

thank those you represent. 1
thank you not from my lips | merel)
I thank you from the dqpths of a
heart that is responsive to your
consideration. We shall meet
again. We shall meet often, and
when we meet finally we shall meet
in much larger numbers to ratify
the coming of the Socialist Repub-
lic. (Great and prolonged ap-
plause.)

The Trades Upion Resoluﬁon

John M. Work -

Most of us who voted against the
trades union resolution in the na-
tional convention v,ted against it
because we were opposed to a
single paragraph in it. A parlia-
mentary tangle prevented us {rom
voting for any of the substitutes
which we favored.

I refer to the last paragraph,
wherein it says that ‘neither po-
litical nor - other differences of
opinion justify the division of the
forces of labor in the industrial
movement.”’ )

Translated into plain English,
that sentence means precisely this:
that we condemn the American
Labor Union for not disbanding
and joining the Amencan IFedera-
tion of Labor.

1 am not a champion of the
American Labor Union. I am a
member of the American Federa-
tion of Labor. But I say that it is
not the province of the Socialist
party to interfere with the internal
disputes of tlie trades union move-
ment. [t is cur province to recog-
nize the necessity and advantages
of "the trades union movement, to
extend to it our cordial aid and
sympathy, and to point out its lim-
itations, but.not to take sides for
or against any faction of it.

Again, the paragraph referred to
justifies the unionists in
voting the republican and demo-
cratic tickets, because it justifies
political differences of opinion
among the trades unionists. That
paragraph ought by all means to
be voted down. The latter end of
the paragraph mdy well be sacri-
ficed in order to get rid of the por-
tion I have quoted.

If locals everywhere will rcquest
the national ‘secretary to submit
the trades union resolution to a
referendum vote of the party BY
PARAGRAPHS, we will then
have an opportunity to- vote down
the objectionable paragraph and
vote in favor of the balance of the
resolution.

Colorado Outrages

Following:. is the resolution on
the Colorado outrages: adopted by
the national convention:

Whereas, The Socialist party is
the political organization of the
working class, pledged to all its
struggles and working ceaselessly
for its emancipation, it declares
this convention against the brutal-
ity of capitalistic rule and the sup-
pression of popular rights and lib-
erties which attends it; and calls
upon all the workers of the coun-
try to unite with it in the struggle
for the overthrow of capitalist dom-
ination and the establishment of
economic equality and.freedom.

Time after time workers have
been imprisoned, beaten and mur-

‘| dered for no other reason than that

they were strugghng for some
measure .of that comfort and de-
cen:y. of existence to which as the
producers of wealth they are en-
titled. The master class has, in
various states and cities, organized

.

|italist

citizens' alliances, manufacturers’
associations, anti-boycott associa-
tions and the like, which, in order
to disrupt and crush out the eco-
nomic organizations of the work- *
ers, have instituted a reign of law-
lessness and tyranny, gnd assailed
all the fundamental principles and
most cherished institutions of per-
sonal-and collective freedom. By
suborning the executiye and judi-
cial powers in various states they
have infringed upon the liberties
of the American people.

Under their baleful influences,
in direct contravention of the letter
and the spirit of the Constitution,
civil anthority has been made sub-
ordinate to the military in Pennsyl-
vania, Colorado aILd elsewhere.
Freedom of the press and the right
of public assembly have been de-
nied in many states; and by the
Dick militia bill liability to com-
pulsory military service has been
imposed upon every male citizen
between the ages of eighteen and
forty-five and that merely at the
caprice of the president.

At the present time there exists
i1 Colorado a state of violent cap-
anarchy and lawlessness
with the consent and under the
armed protection of the state gov-
ernment. DPeaceable citizens have
been forcibly deported by armed
bodies of lawbreakers, aided and
abetted by military usurpers of the
civil powers; involuntary servitude
has been imposed by injunctions
compelling citizens to work under
conditions distasteful to them. In-
nocent and law-abiding citizens
have been arrested without war-
rant, imprisoned without trial, and
when acquitted by decision of the
civil courts, held by the military in
defiance of every principle of civil
authority and government; and the
right of habeas corpus, for centur-
ies cherished as a safeguard for
personal liberty, has been unlaw-
fully suspended with the result
that in a so-called ‘‘free state” of
our so-called ¢‘free republic” there
exists a despotism greater and
more infamous than that which has
ever characterized Russian autoc-
racy.

Now, wé declare these condi-
tions in Colorado are ‘the natural
and logical results of the prevailing
economic system which permits
the private ownership of the means
of the common life and renders the
wage working class dependent for
life itself upon the owners of the
means of production and distribu-
tion. Between these two classes,
the workers and the masters of
their bread, there exists a state of
constant warfare, a bitter and irre-
pressible class conflict.  Labor,
organized for self-protection and to
secure better conditions of life, is
met by powerful organizations of
the master class, whose supreme
power lies in the fact that all the
functions of government, legisla-
tive, judicial and executive, have
been unwittingly placed in their
hands by their victims. Control-
ling all the forces of government,
they are entrenched in a position
from which they can only be dis-
lodged by political methods.

Therefore this convention of the
Socialist party reaffirms this prin-
ciple of the International Socialist
movement, that the supreme issue
is the conquest by the working
class of all the powers of govern-
ment and the use of those powers
for the overthrow of class rule, and
the establishment of that common
ownership of the means of the
common life, which alone can free
individual and collective man.

THE TRADES UNION RESO-
LUTION

Elsewhere in this issue we pub-
lish a communication from Com-
rade John M. Work anent the
trade union resolution adopted by
the national convention in which
he objects to part of it as being a
veiled condemnation ot the A. L.
U!. Since the convention others
have taken a similar stand with
reference to this particular portion
of the resolution, which is the first

clause of the last paragraph and

reads as follows: ¢Neither politi-
cal nor other differences of opinion
justify the division of the forces of
labor in the industrial movement.”

Whether the writer of the reso-
lution intended this clause as a
stab at the A. L. U. he alone can
say, but it would seem from the
debate on this resolution—which
was the warmest of any in the con-
vention—that it was not generally
accepted as such by the delegates,
since the debate was almost -en-
tirely on the point as to whether
trade union resolutions of any kind
should be adopted by the conven-
tion. The debate against the res-
olution was led by the impossibil-
ists and it may be that many who
favored a resolution, but were op-
posed to the one adopted in its
present form, voted for it as their
only chance of going on record as
favoring a resolution, just as others
voted against it as their only way
of expressing dissatisfaction with
its form. However, we believe
the vote on the resolution, 107 to
52, was fairly representative of the
sentiment of the convention as to
the resolution as itis. For, while
some of those in the A. L. U. on
the convention floor raised the

same point made by Comrade

Work in his communication, ‘yet
there were prominent A. L. U.
men on the other side. Comrade
Guy Miller, of Colorado, president
of the Telluride Local of the West-
ern Federation of Miners, which

organization may be said to be the

A

backbone of the American Labor
Union, was a member of the com-
mittee which drafted the resolution
and was also one of its most ard-
ent advocates on the floor of the
copvention. On roll call the Col-
orado delegation voted solidly for
the resolution, as.well as many
others from western or A. L. U.
territcry.

We do not believe the clause in
question was intended as con-
demnatory of the A. L. U. but was
intended rather as a refutation of
the charge often made against So-
cialists by the pure and simpler
that the former would disrupt -the
union movement—that they would
ruin it if they cannot rule it. Itis
rather an assurance to thé unions
that although we, as Socialists,
differ politically with the majority
of their members, we are with
them in their fight on ‘the indus-
trial field.

Neither can we see how this
clause *‘justifies the trades union-
ist in voting the republican and
democratic tickets,” another point
raised by Comrade Work. It doe:
not justify anything. It simply
recognizes that there are poliical
and other differences of opinion
among trades unionists. Surely
we do not wish to have the trades
unions as such make political be-
lief or affiliation a test for member-
ship!

According to press. dispatches
Slerman Bell, adjutant general
of Colorado, has resigned.
has made a record for brutality in
that state in connection with the
unsuccessful attempt of the power:
that be to break the miners' strike
that is a stench in ‘the nostrils oi
decent men and a disgrace to civ-
ilization—such as it is. He has
suddenly discovered that ‘‘the Na

tional Guard-of Colurado is used [

to enforce the law against work-

ingmen and to shield corporations

that defy the law.” What a-dis
covery, O my countrymen! Wha
mean these strange words at this
time from this erstwhile pliant tool
of capitalism?

“God and My Neighbor.” This is the
title of a new book by Robert Blatchford,
the author of ‘*'Merrie England” and
“Britain for the Britush,” which is from a
literary point of view the finest piece of
work yet put out by this popular author.
In this book the .author approaches the
question of religion from the view-point of
historical materialism. As Comrade Kerr
points out in his introduction to the Amer-
ican _edition, Socialists recognize each
other's right to complete liberty of opinion
in matters of religion, and many members
of the party are Catholics, while man)
more are orthodox Protestants. Neverthe:
less, the Socialist philosophy explains the
origin of religious ideas, as well as of
other ideas, and Blatchford's application
of this philosophy to the criticism of tradi-
tional theolegy is well worth study whether
the student be disposed to accept or reject
the author's conclusions. We have not
had time for a careful reading of the book,
and shall probably have more to say of it
in a later issue. It is handsomely printed
on paper of exceptional quality, and is
published by Charles H. Kerr & Company,
5 Fifth avenue, Chicago, at 50 cents in
paper and $1.00 in cloth.

Tre Light, Breaking

Considerable adverse criticism appears
in this month's correspondence relative to
the union man taking an active part in the
political arena. The editor comes in for
his share, and some writers are even ‘'sur-
prised” that so much space is given to po-
litical discussion. Isolated cases are cited
where labor unions gave their support to
candidates only to find their confidence
had been misplaced, or"in the vernacular
of the street, they had been buncoed. We
have not lost entire confidence in the
American people and believe there are
many just men who could be installed in
office if the effort were made. We will not
admit isolated cases of treachery as the
general rule, but rather the exception:

One brother advises: ‘‘I-ay more at-
tention to your organization and leave pol-
itics alone. Your organization is the only

medium whereby vour wages lave been

the political problem and vote the dictates
of their conscience, irrespective of party
afliliations. Let it be understood that we
do not advocate mixing politics with the
