Questions--President Mitchell Had Been Included in Injunction.
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While the arbitration commission,
is doing its capitalist work in Penn-
sylvania trying to help the mine owu-
ers in defeating the United Mine
Warkers of America, the deputy sher-
iffe are shooting down the brave
miners in the coal fields of West Vir-
ginia.

An Associnted Pross reads
as follows:

Charleston, W, Va.. Feb, 25, ~Desper-
ate miners, armed with rifles, fiercely
fought a posse of 100 depaty sherifls
and deputy marshals  at Stanniford
City, Raleigh county, this morning.

They were utterly defeated, having
heen taken by surpise.

Three of the rioters weore killed.
two maortally wounded, many more
ininred and 73 placed under arrest.

Unidentified miner,

Mortally weunded:

Johin Heiser.

Trwin Lawson.

The trouble grew ont of an attempt
to arrest 34 miners for violation of
the blanket injunetion issned by Fed-
eral Indee Keller last Augnst,

The mining companies in the neigh-
borhaod furnished the deputy mar-
shial and sheriff with about 130 men.

TThis morning about daybreak the
officers and their combined posse sur-
prised the rioters in their camp. and
called on them to surrender.

“The repty was a ghot.

“This was answered by a shot. and
immediately a furious battle was rag-
ing. ‘ :

“When it ceased three of the riot-
Cers day dead, and many others were
fonnd to be wounded, two of them
fatally. : -

"Seventythree arrests were made,
ten falling to the share of Deputy
Mar<hal Cunningham and sixty-three
1o that of Sheriff Cook.

“All prisoners were taken to Beck-
lex. the county seat of Raleigh, where
the ten United States prisoners ob-
fa.im-d a preliminary hearing by Com-
missioner Dunn and were held for ap-
pearance in court here. They will be

three, so that they may be tried in
the federal court, but it is doubtiul
Whether it will be done, as the state
court meets on Monday, and it is
thought they can be tried more ex-
Peditiously there, S. €.

“The injunction, which the miners
were charged with violating, was the
blanket writ issued by Judge 1. F.
nelier at the suit of the Chesapeake

and Ohio Coal Agency Co. last Au-
aust,
“The defendants in the case were

@il the coal companies operating in
the New River field, a hundred and
fifty members of Mine Workers of
America, by pame, including  Presi-
dent Mitchell and Secretary Wilson
amnd ali other persons whatsoever
who aided and abetted them. The in-
Junction covered almost every foot of
ground in the coal mining region of
New River.”

THE MODERN REVOLUTION.

The aim of Socidiism is to organize
a collective existence for hnmanity-—
10 replace the lower, the physically
disordered  Ystrugele for existence™
by the higher, the intelligently  or-
dered Yeo-operation for existence.”
Socialism would at a blow root out
the cancer competition, which is cop-

suming the vitals of society, “the
iron law” hy which wuges are re-

duced to starvation point. and thus
the greater part of civilized mankind
are condemned to perpetual slavery,
and the remainder degraded in other
ways physically, intellectually and
morally. The craving for wealth--
fortune-making as an end in life—
would die of inanition sinee it would
he impossible for any human being
to make a fortune.  Men would be
driven to the cnltivation of higher
intellectual aims once the lower were

effectually  removed  from  their
grasp.  For by Soecialism the real

source of physical and moral degra-
dation, swhich is not the craving for
drink we hear so much of, but the
_even more repulsive craving for gain
and material suecess, a craving which

permeates the whole of soeciety, not

excepting the (so-called) higher pro-
fessions, would be dried up.

The collective existence we speak
of must inevitably, in the end, become
international. Not only the mere ge-
ographical boundaries of statesmen
will lose meaning, but even the na-
tional distinetions of race and lan-
guage will become absorbed in the

larger unity of the soecialized world.

- For with a Socialist regime estab-
lished throughout the world the rai-
“son detre of mationalism and of
statesmanship would be at an end.
. Bedecorated cowards whose c¢laims to
- recognmition rest upon their ability to
_sit in a comfortable saloon or tent
well out of harm’s reach and order
the bombardment of a practically
defenseless town or the slaugh-
- ter of illlarmed Dbarbaridns, so
far from being allowed to steal
. public money through the agency of

‘their friends, the governing classes,

~in the shape of pensions, would sink

to  their  just level of contempt
among men. The workers of all na-
tions (i. e., the thinking portion of
them), who now feel that their in-
terests are one, would then practical-
ly give effect to that doctrine of
“human solidarity” till now but a
mere phrase. Our whole modern sys-
tem of production, exchange, com-
munieiation, education, which, though
essentially” international, is used for
national ends (just as our essentially
socialized system of industry is used
for individual ends). would then be
completely internationalized.

Socialism has been well described
as a new conception of the world pre-
senting itself in industry as co-opera-
tive communism, in politics as inter-
national republicanism, in religion
as atheistic humanism. by which is
meant the recognition of soeial prog-
ress as our being's highest end and
aim. The establishment of society on
a Socialistic basis would imply the
definitive abandonment of all theo-
wgical cults, since’ the notion of a
transcendent god or semi-divine
prophet is but the counterpart and
analogue of the transcendent govern-
ing class. So soon as we are rid of
the desire of one section of society
to enslave another, the dogmas of an
effete creed will lose their interest.
As the religion of slave industry was
paganism, as the religion of serfage
was Catholic Christianity of sacre-
dotalism, as the religion of capital-
ism is Protestant Christianity or Bi-
blical dogma, so the religion of col-
lective and co-operative industry is
humanism, which is only another
name for Socialism.

There is a party who think to over-
throw the current theology by dis-
putation and gidieule. They fail to
see that the theology they detest is
so closely entwined with the current
mode of production ihat the two
things must stand or fa.. together-—
that not until the establishment of a
collectivist regime can the words of
‘Algernon Charles Swinburne be ful-
filled:

“Though before
Cytherean

Be fallen and hidden her head,

Yet thy kingdom shall pass, Galilean,

Thy dead shall go down to the

dead.”

But ere we reach our reconstruc-
tion we have the last agonized throes
of revolution to pass through. The
privileged classes, it is too much to
hope, will surrender without a strug-
gle. But we are nearing the catas-
trophe. Our churches and chapels,
our prisons, our reformatories, our
workhouses, may be full to overflow-
ing, but the end is approaching. Ai-
ready the discerning may see the
open tomb in the distance, already
hear the chant of the goblins of des-
(tiny indicating the termination of the
mad chase and the dissolution, it may
be by a quiet euthanasia, it may be
in blood and fire, of the ghastly
mockery of human aspiration we call
“the civilization of th nineteenth
century.”

JAURES AND BEBEL

The Representatives of Labor and Social-
ism in the Parliaments of France and
Germany Declare in Favor of
International Peace and
Universal Freedom.

It is noteworthy that the most pow-
erful vindications of  the canse of
peace which have been recently heard
in European parliaments have been
uttered almost simultaneously by rep-
resentative Socialists in the French
chamber and the German reichstag.
Even the imperialist press in Britain
—perhaps from an instinetive dread
created by secing the terrible signifi-
cance of the imperialist spirit in oth-
er countries, as other countries see it
in Britain—have ackuowledged the
magnificence and the humaneness of
the appeals against militarism made
by M. Jaures and Herr Bebel in their
respective parlinments. To Socialists
it is matter for sincere congratula-
tion that in so eminent and striking
a manner the cause of Socialism and
peace should be associnted together
and proclaimed to the world. The
two speeches were, however, delivered
under cirgumstances that present a
remarkable contrast, and are worthy
of consideration. In the French
chamber M. Jaures spoke, not under
official reproach as a rebel and enemy
of his country, but as an acknowl-
edged patriot, oceupying, by the wish
of the French parliament, the impor-
Jdant post of viee-president of the
chamber. In the German reichstag
Bebel had to speak under the impli-
cation that he and his associates were
traitors to their country and assail-
ants of the imperial authority.

The political c¢ircumstances  that
have placed the two great leaders of
Socialist opinion in France and Ger-
many in such dissimilar positions in
their respective parliaments can not
bhe discussed without a lengthy nar-
rative of the history, not merely of
the German and French Socialist
movements, but of the general eco-

omic and political history of the
two countries. Nor do we think that
even a most careful and just review
of the two situations would enable
any thoughtful Socialist to pronounce
a favorable or unfavorable opinion up-
on the present day tactics either of
the German Socialist Party or the
French Socialist Party as represented
by the two leaders. We are surely
adopting a no merely “indulgent” at-
titude in venturing to say that prob-
ably hoth the German and the French
Socialists have been gnided by the
same spirit of wisdom in reaching the
position which they occupy in rela-
tion to the excentive government of
their respective countries.  Although
the governments of the two nations
are still essentially imperinlst and re-
actionary, there is a wide difference
in their amenableness to publie opin-
ion and progressive ideas. In France
the people have secured. by the ter-
rjble sacrifice of three great revolu-
tions, the means of mastership over
their executives, whereas in Germany
a revolution of some kind imust seem-
ingly vet be faced before the people
can cbtain direct control over the em-

peror and ministers.—I. I. P. News.

| ficers of unions, who, in most In-
stances, are either no more intellect-
ual than the rank and file or adverse
to becommg targets for abuse and
vilification. The great mass, I repeat,
has itself been to blame for the slow
progress that has been made, because
of its cupidity and stubbornness in
refusing to embrace new truths, in
allowing itself to be used as a foot-
ball by politicians, and to be hum-
bugged by a reptile press, and imbued
with an insatiable mania to enter the
charmed circle of the Vanderbilts and
Goulds and their ilk.

But unconsciously the werkers have
taken the first step to dethrone King
Capitalism. They have organized and
closed the doors against the oppress-
ing class. In this respect the unions
are more class-conscious and  sus-
picious of the capitalist class than the
Socialist Party. They do not admit
the members of that class to thair
councils, and in many strikes the
rank and file are becoming more un-
yielding and less inelined to accept
compromises than their officials, And,
as if ashamed of their failure to se-
cure advantages through political ac-

tion in the old  parties, they have
aimed to “keep politics out of the
upion,” while, on the other hand, the

oflicials advise the discussion of eco-
nomic questions in the organizations,

This is a bhopeful sign. The union
will gradually  beiéome  the  school
room, the open  forum, where the

workers will lose the prejndices that
have part of their being for
generations, and they will grasp new
thoughts and truths, When an iedi-
vidhua! open  to  eonvietion
half the battle is won. A convention
daes not meet that a great part of its
time s not enlivened by political dis-
not the old style of splitting
hairs on taritl or financial questions
nan for of-
fice. hut in formalating demands for
the betterment of the whole labor
class and in debating the question as
to swhether it is time and policy to
move to overthrow the capitalist sys-
tem of production.  The city central
bodies and the local unions arve also
carnestly considering  the  problems
that confront the workers. The cen-
tralization of capital, the introduction
of machinery, the increase of woman
and ¢hild labor, the defeat of labor
bills and declaring those unconstito-
tional that slip through in legislative
halls, the hurling of injunctions by/
capitalistic courts, the calling out of
police and militia in times of strikes,
the outlawing of the boycott-—all
these cold facts of our social life are
leaving their impress on ‘he working
people.

This is demonstrated by the steady
increase of the Socialist Party vote
throughout the contry during the past
vear, by the more tolerant spirit with
which Socialists and their doctrine
are received among the heretofore
most unyielding unions and members,
and by the emphatic refusal of the
organized workers to allow their or-
ganizations fo be used by political
adventurers in the interest of th
sapitalist parties.

The trades union movement is nat-
urally and logically developing into
Socialism. There is no nceessity in be-
coming worried or discouraged. The
organized workers are learning that
there is no escape from capitalism
except by inaugurating a ¢o-operative
commonwealth. Let every wide-awake
Socialist assist in the werk of edu-
cation.

The company has already
granted a substantial sliding scale of
inerense wages, and the public is cer-
tainly not in sympathy withany move-
ment that in any way would endanger
the success of the World's fair, as
any strike on the Transit conpany’s
system surely would do. The public
sentiment that was with the strikers
the last time can not be counted on
again should any trouble occur now.
“The January statement shows an
increase of $67.000 over the corre-
sponding month last year, or an in-
crease of over $2.000 a day. The com-
pany has largely added to its power
facilities and should be able to show
substantial savings in cost of opera-
tion, The annual statement will be
siven to the stockholders at the
meeting of March 2, and will show a

deficit mueh less than for the year
1901,
Undoubtedly the strike reports

were cirenlated for speculation pur-
poses. At the present time there is
no probability of a strike for three
reasons:

1. The Transit fake union can not
strike, because its hands and feet are
chained to the pillory of the Transit
Co.

“Congress was a long time in find-
ing a satisfactory militia measure,
but got together a few days ugo and

By the national constitu-
tion, congress is given power ‘to pro-

s_'ide‘ for the calling forth the militia

ceived the president's signature, is

to execute the laws of the uni(.m.
suppress insurrections and repel in-
vasions,) and ‘to provide for organ-
izing,arming and disciplining the mili-
tia, and for governing such part of
them as may be employed in the sery-
ive of the United States, reserving
to the states respectively the appeint-
ment of the otheers, and the authori-
ty of training the militia according
t'u the discipline preseribed by con-
gress.” The new law in no way in-
terferes with state functions. Its ob-
jeet is to provide the national guard
with better and uniform arms, 16 en-
courage joint camps of instruction i
waich the militia and regulars will
take part together in maneunvers and
practice marches. In time of war the
pres.dent may call on the national
guard for nine months’ service with-
in the beundaries of the country, and
when volunteers are summoned for
service outside of United States ter-
ritory the militia regiments will have
the first chance to enlist. Arms and
equipment to be furnished the state
militin by the national government
will be of the regular army pattern,
and the tactieal organization will be
the same.

The president of the United States
is the commander in ¢hief of all the
military forces of the country, but
there is nothing in the new law to in-
terfere with the prerogatives of the
different states. 1t offers advantages,
however, for efliciency.  Sharing in
the national appropriations, one of
2,000,000 having already been made,
will depend on proper compliance
with the rules laid down for re-equip-
ment and discipline. It will rest with
a governor whether the militin of
his state shall take part in the peri-
odical joint camps of instruction. His
request is the starting point in the
matter as far as his own state is con-
cerned.

“Rejentific
in equipment and toacties, the militia
standard should be that of the regu-
lnr army, which s
cinse believed 1o be the best.

HA state may, of course, neglect 118
militia under the new law. The gov-
ernor appoints the oflicers, a wvital
factor in the case touching diseipline.
He orders participation  in national
cneampments or ignores the matter.
But the majority of the states will
gladly ¢laim all the benefits of the
new law and be always ready to re-
spond to national calls as provided by
the consitution and statutes. At the
present time the national guard of all
the states numbers 115,000 men, a
formidable force if uniformly armed
and instructed.”

The verbal
dynamics of collectivism now should,
therefore, be all such words as bring
men together to puil down confusion
of living and to build up order and
fellowship. Words have the same rel-
ative valué as money in our present
movement  towards the collectivist
life. We need not care about the
origin or fitness of either on their
face so long a8 they can get a move
on people.
