How Capitalism has Fooled the Work 

ers of the World, and will Attempt 
to Repeat the Smooth Deal.

The term "class struggle" is of­
fensive to many, and surprise is ex­
pressed that some of us should cast 
our lives with a movement which 
rests its integrity upon the develop­
ment of a conscious and definite dis­
tinction between classes and their 
interests. This surprise is because 
of a misinterpretation of the class 
struggle as class hatred, and a de­
lusive faith in the moral superiority 
of sentiment over fact. In reality, 
the class-consciousness of the work­
ing class, and the clear recognition 
of the fact that there can be no mu­
tuality or identity between their in­
terests and the interests of the capi­
talists or employing class, furnish 
the only foundation for the achieve­
ment of an honest or ethical society. 

Ethics cannot co-exist with eco­
nomic inequality, nor can liberty 
exist. We shall live in lies and tyr­
annies so long as some people have 
privileges which some other people 
have not; so long as some people 
own the things upon which all peo­
ple depend. As long as one class 
does the world's work, and another 
class makes its institutions and 
ideals, the class-making, the institu­
tions and ideals will continue to 
make them in such a way as to keep 
the working class in subjection to 
itself. Until the labor and the priv­
ileges of the world become common 
and equal, any civilization that we 
may have will be but the survival of 
brute force. We must recognize the 
fact of a class struggle before we can 
wipe it out through the socialization 
of the world. 

How has the ruling class con­
quered? By concessions and com­
promise. It has been the policy and 
successful practice of the world's 
masters and owners, from the begin 
ning of history, to defeat every rev­
olution by adopting it; to destroy 
the rise of the people by befrendiug 
them; to make concessions that 
would become a bit and bridle in the 
mouth of revolt, and then ride it to 
new ruling-class power and glory. 
It is this that makes history so baf­
fling and sickening to hope. It is 
by the favors which they receive 
from their masters that the tired gen­
erations of men are beaten back into 
the historic helplessness of the 
world's disinherited. The masters 
of the world have always first resist­
ed the people, whether in the form 
of a religious movement or political 
revolution, and then have granted 
favors which made them masters of 
the movement or revolution when it 
became powerful. 

It if in this precise way that capi­
talism will seek to withstand Socia­
lism. Capitalism will seek to defeat 
Socialism by giving it some of the 
things for which it seeks. We can 
not have the cooperative common­
wealth without having the whole of 
it. Capitalism may give the Socia­
list movement one-half, or even 
nine-tenths of what it demands, and 
still retain the control of power. For 
instance, the public ownership of so-
called public utilities, without the 
social ownership of all the tools of 
production, would simply bring forth 
a new middle-class and delay the in­
dustrial development that would is­
sue in Socialism. Capitalism knows 
this very well- know it much better 
than the working class, and are pre­
paring to save themselves by their 
knowledge. 

Thus we come to the political and 
spiritual as well as economic neces­
sity of clearly defining the class 
struggle and its issues. Unless the 

workers of the world become con 
scious of themselves as the produc­
ing class; unless they understand 
that to them, as the producers, be­
long the product and the control 
and the privileges of their industry, 
they will achieve no kind of econom­
ic freedom. No masters have ever 
handed down freedom to their stares. 
Capitalism cannot grant Socialism to 
the working class. The workers 
must achieve their own efforts, and 
out of themselves bring forth their 
own organization of la Dor and dis­
tribution of privileges; out of their 
own struggle and labor bring forth 
their own institutions and ethics. 
The whole capitalist interest will lie 
in the direction of preventing the 
working class from taking possession 
of its inheritance. 

Now, the supreme evil that con­
fronts the people lies in the danger 
that they shall be deluded into think­
ing that there is some mutual inter­
est between the capitalist and labor­
er. It is not the division of society 
into the clearly denned class strug­
gle, but the lack of such a struggle, 
that menaces the people. T o creat 
such a class struggle should be the 
supreme task and summons of moral 
passion. There can not be, and 
there ought not to be, any reconcil-
ation between capital and labor. The 
economic and moral liberty of the 
people depends upon this clear dis­
cernment that the interests of 
"labor and capital" are inherently 
antagonistic, and must never be 
mutulated or identified with each 
other. T o attempt to build civiliza­
tion or social peace upon such mut­
uality is to build upon the funda­
mental lie of history. The labor of 
the world must become the owner of 
the world belore we shall have any 
social truth to build on. 

But the whole crew of "social re­
forms" and "reforms" will be in the 
nature of capitalist retainer services 
supported by capitalism through its 
flunkies. If ruling class capitalism 
can hide the fact that one class of 
people is forcibly appropriating the 
labor of another class; if it can hide 
from the eyes of the workers the 
issue between them and the owners 
of their labor power; if it can keep 
the people from seeing that the gov­
ernments and armies and commerce 
of the world exist by sheer brute 
economic might, and have no basis 
at all in right, then capitalism can 
perpetuate itself—perpetuate itself 
by so confusiug the lines and causes 
of battle that workers shall destroy 
one another instead of the capitalist 
system. It may be that capitalism 
will at first succeed, because we have 
not the wit or strength of character 
to clearly see that "social reforms" 
are but capitalistic measures for self-
preservation. 

U p to date the human race has 
developed strength through compe­
tition; Socialism comes for the de­
velopment of the race through co­
operation, Capitalism proceeds 
through the brute struggle of the 
survival of fittest; Socialism comes 
for the fitting of all to survive. Cap­
italism causes every child to be born 
with the world as its enemy; from 
the beginning of consciousness the 
child must fight a pitched battle—a 
life-long and blood-red battle with 
civilization for bread; Socialism 
comes to surround every child, from 
the moment of its birth, with all the 
resources and opportunities, the love 
making facts, and will-making for 
ces, that the cooperative labor and 
good will of the world can produce. 

Compromise has alway been the 
mother of tragedy, and by the fav­

ors they have received from their 
masters have the workers of all ages 
been made the inhabitants of a slave 
world. Capitalism knows that it is 
doomed the moment the workers be­
come as class conscious as are the 
copitalists.

Why Vote Fell Off in Massachusetts 
Massachusetts was one of the states 

where the Socialist vote dropped off 
in the late election, and the follow­
ing article which will be deeply in­
teresting to the western comrades, 
was written by Geo. Roewer Jr. , to 
the New York Worker. It not only 
sounds the slogan as to why the vote 
fell off but offers fine suggestions as 
to what the Socialists should do. 
Comrade Koewer sure has the prop­
osition sized up right on the "whoop 
'er up campaign" idea. It will not 
work with Socialism. He says: 

Before we can say "what's to be 
done" in Massachusetts to rebuild 
our organization and to assure the 
vote Massachusetts ought to poll for 
Socialism, I shall say, first, "what 
has got to be stopped," if we would 
succeed. I mean to speak plainly. 

In the organization and outside we 
must stop "playing" politics." In the 
strongholds of the Socialist party in 
this state everything is quiet until a 
month or two weeks before election; 
then commences a "hurrah cam­
paign." This may elect some petty 
officials, but it is far from being the 
duty or method of a good Socialist 
organization. 

We must stop merely looking for 
votes; we must make Socialists and 

the vote will surely follow. 
Still further, our so-called "intel­

lectuals" must subdue their individ­
uality to some extent and devote a 
little more attention to the organiza­
tion. Men who have ability should 
not only be kind enough to favor us 
with a few campaign speeches and 
then return to their homes; if they 
have ability, let them show it by ap­
plying their wisdom to effective par­
ty work. This work is clean and it 
must be done. They should also 
understand that they are not the 
movement, and that the movement 
will be healthy only when each mem­
ber assumes some responsibility. 
The democrats and republicans may 
neeed leaders, but our strength lies 
in au enlightened, self-reliant rank 
and file. This we must have. 

Moreover, men with more money 
than brains, should not debauch the 
Socialist party, for the purpose of 
gaining cheap notoriety and being 
made idols of. We have no time for 
idolizing. 

Then, what's to be done? Noth­
ing else but education and organiza­
tion. Organization without educa­
tion is ineftective, but education will 
inevitably lead to organization. 

A man may call himself a Socialist 

and even belong to the party: but if 
he does not read he will never know 
the real purpose of the organization 
to which he belongs, and he will 
consequently follow and idolize any 
"good" fellow that comes along. I 
mean to speak plainly. I know for 
a positive fact that if the majority of 
the rank and file of Massachusets 
understood why they are in the So­
cialist party, not a few of our speak­
ers would be unable to get a night's 
lodging—not because they can not 
speak, or are insincere, but because 
the subject is entirely foreign to 
them. 

The rank and file must educate 
themselves. The immediate move 
to be made is to call a club confer 
ence, sometime around the first of 
December, to discuss ways and 
means of building up the organiza­
tion. A hustling, live, permanent 
secretary should be elected, and then 

all comrades to work. 
The comrades in the state must 

read party papers. 1 tan sav from 
experience, and many other organiz­
ers will agree w ith me, that wherever 
I have found any considerable num­
ber of subscribers for the Worker, I 
have always found a good organiza-
tion and well informed comrades. 

The more copies of the Worker are 
placed in Massachusetts, the strong­
er our party will grow. This is from 
hard experience. 

We must not overlook the fact that 
the state committee entered this cam­
paign with a heavy debt and this, of 
course, handicapped us. Yet, the 
individual clubs have done much 
work; but it was scattered, not or­
ganized, and hence, not effective. 

Another thing we must do is to 
reach the organized labor movement. 
In New York, Chicago, Milwaukee, 
and all other centers of Socialist 
strength, you will find that the move­
ment is in close communion with the 
trade unions. We must do likewise. 
We cannot get trade unionists into 
the party unless we prove to them 
that in Socialism lies theironlv hope. 
They will not come first to us; we 
must go to them. In Boston the 
trade union movement and the So­
cialist movement are just about as 
far apart as the north and south 
poles. This again shows the general 
lack of knowledge as to the real pur­
pose and line of work of the Social­
ist party.

slogan to them that they would have Socialism to fight in 1908. It 
begins to look as if he were correct, and his prophesy would not prove 
him a false prophet. The Socialists hardly look for such a happening 
so soon, but possibly with the democratic party tlead and the line-up 
that must come in the next four years, something may be doing. 

The election returns show a Socialist vote in the state of Nebras 
ka of something over 8.000, and a number of the populist papers of 
that state are discussing this new party. That ' s good, boys, for it 
wi l l only be a short time unt i l you wi l l be in line fighting the battle 
of the common people as you were a few years ago. Come on, we 
need your assistance, and when you come into the Socialist ranks 
you w i l l find an organization that wi l l prevent fusion-graft , the can­
cerous growth that destroyed the populist par ty ; and you wi l l find 
also a party that stands to free all people, and not one builded upon 
the dying embers of a middle class. 

W e l l , Editor Goodwin has skipped from Helena back to his home 
in Utah , after filling a position on an Amalgamated sheet dur ing the 
campaign. Whi l e he did as much for the Standard O i l octopus as 
possible the few weeks that he held the editorial chair on the Record 
of this city—as much as any one wage slave could do—it is doubtful 
i f he changed a single vote, and further he lost his own by being 
away f rom home. When another election rolls around all the A m a l ­
gamated wi l l need to do wi l l be to hire another worker for a small 
sum of gold per week to come and dish up dope to fool the voter. 
A n d the voter wi l l stand the fooling process by voting the capitalists 
into power again. 

"The Women's Republican League Club of Cook County," I l l i ­
nois, is now making arrangements to fight Socialism in the future. 
One of the novel undertakings by these women wi l l be to hire young 
college students to take the soap box on the street comers to combat 
the Socialist agitator. Th i s wi l l be a good step to start off with, and 
the only deplorable part wi l l be the fact that the young student won't 
last long enough in the economic debates with our Chicago soap box 
agitators to know that the fight was really on. However, the So-
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cialists w i l l gladly welcome the young students or any other person 
into the field of debate, for that i s just what the Socialist cause needs 
as this time—opposition—debate that w i l l b r ing out al l o i the small 
points and weld more clearly into the mind of the worker his real 
condition and sound to h i m a philosophy for the relief of the same. 
Judg ing f rom the interview given out by the woman at the head of 
the organization, they are sadly in the dark as to what they are going 
up against. A person who makes such remarks as "Phi losophic an­
archy, whatever that mav be," is hardly in an intellectual position to 
attempt to select material to combat Socialism or Socialist speakers. 
The women of this club, however, have a right to change their minds, 

and probably wi l l . It is an illustration of "Fools rush in where angels 
fear to tread." 

S O C I A L I S T S A R E M A K I N G A N O T H E R M I S T A K E . 

Before the average Socialist reads this editorial) the writer would 
suggest that you read the article in this issue f rom the pen of George 
I). Her ron ; while this editorial is not written in connection with 
Comrade Herron'a article, they hear so closely together 00 the sub 
ject to discuss. "Socialists Are M a k i n g Another Mistake." that the 
reader cannot understand the News too thoroughly. 

The article in Col l ier ' s Weekly by Upton Sincla i r on Socialism 
created such interest that the publishers of the journal were exhausted 
in supplviug the demand. In connection with this main of the So­
cialist papers over the Uni ted States were advis ing their readers— 
whom we suppose are Socialists to buy the issues of C o l l i e r s 
\ \ eeklv, assuming, of course, that .it would serve as an " incentive" 
for this class of capitalist journals to publish more Socialist articles. 

Here in lies the mistake, when such advice is given by the So­
cialist papers or comrades. Let the capitalist parasite and the bour­
geois buv those capitalist sheets, but you Socialists spend your money 
with vour own papers that are struggling for an existence, ami ones 
that can be relied upon to lead you aright, and not astray, as w i l l these 
capitalist papers in the near future. 

The fact that the issue above mentioned received such tremen­
dous sales proves too conclusively thai the present society is still 
imbued with the capitalistic idea, and desire to fawn at the feet of 
the money power and continue to worship an idol . A n article, it 
appears, by a man in one of these capitalist sheet- counts for more 
than a better article if published in a Socialist paper. 

In connection with this great interest in the Sinclair article 
comes the information that the Great I alls Tribune is dishing up 
Socialist articles every day. A m i as Socialism grows you wi l l find 
thtOi capitalist sheets—the deadly enemy of the proletarian—grant­
ing, as C omrade Herron says, many of the things demanded by the 
Socialists, and while these papers will draw the support of the com­
mon people to them, the true Socialist publication wi l l be left to 
starrc to death. 

Capital ism is working the old game over again. The capitalist 
is class conscious and utlde stands the play very wel l , and if by step­
ping in and granting some of the demands of the Socialist philosophy 
they are able to sw ing to them the great majori ty of people, again w i l l 
history repeat itself, anil the master wil l remain master only under a 
different regime. 

It is a surprise to the writer to see the Socialist papers advising 
the Socialists to buy these capitalist sheets because they contain 
articles on Socialism. Just what the capitalist wan t s : he is bai t ing 
his trap—the capitalist press—ready to play the old three-shell tr ick 
on the worker again. 

N o Socialist should spend a single cent wi th the capitalist press, 
even though it may publish thousands of articles on Social ism. Let 
the bourgeois and capitalist parasites support these sheets, but let 
the rank and file of the Socialist party support their own papers and 
their own literature. Spend not one cent of money for any of their 
papers f rom the country cross road weekly to their daily and monthly 
publications. 

It is up to the worker to educate himself and his emancipation 
lies in his own power, and to think that the capitalist press or power 
is ready to assist h im in the least is a sad mistake. K i c k over the 
money changers' tables, press and a l l , comrades, and stand by your 
own cause and class if you ever expect to win the day for the estab­
lishment of the co-operative commonwealth. 

I T W A S A C L A S S C O N S C I O U S V O T E . 

It is often said that the capitalists are class conscious and that 
the nominees of the capitalist parties, either the right or left wing , 
e. g., I'eabody of Colorado, are class conscious to the duties of their 
respective offices or positions. 

Th i s same class in Lewis and Clarke county showed themselves 
to be class conscious to a man when it came to vot ing upon the 
amendments submitted at the late election. The returns showed 384 
votes against each amendment. These votes must have been cast 
by the exploi t ing class. Just think of 384 human brutes registering 
I desire that children be pressed into the labor market to gr ind out 
their lives while the human hog lies in the trough of plenty wrung 
from the toil of the poor children. 

W h e n the w o r k i n g mule gets as class conscious as these capi­
talists, he w i l l stand in the strike at the ballot box the same as the 
capitalist, and when he does the few w i l l not be l i v i n g in the mansions 
of the city while the worker and his family live in the rented shacks. 

H o w do you laboring and union dupes like it anyway? Y o u who 
voted for the non-unionist on the democratic and republican tickets 
as against union men on the Socialist ticket, should read a lesson 
from the class conscious vote cast against the amendments in Lewis 
and Clarke county. 

When wi l l the time arrive, we are often to ask, when the union 
men w i l l stop this scabbing at the polls? W h e n the Socialist edu­
cation has been carried long enough that the workers get class con­
scious and vote to a man for their interests, old capitalism wi l l go 
tumbling.

S O C I A L I S T S IN T H E C I T Y C A M P A I G N S . 

The coming ci ty elections are what the Socialists should begin 
to discuss at once, as only a few months remain f rom now unti l that 
time, and it behooves the Socialists and the cause they represent to 
be in the field with a plat form of principles in due time that the people 
may have time to read the same and give it consideration at least. 

W h i l e the Socialists w i l l not elect any candidates possibly in the 
spring elections, it is absolutely imperative that they come before the 
people wi th a ticket and a platform that sounds the demands of the 
proletarian or work ing class in no unmistakable language. W i t h this 
<ind of an educational feature carried on for a few months we are 
jound to at least advance the th ink ing voters a certain degree, even 
though we may not land him in the Socialist ranks. 

Th i s k ind of advance has been made in the state of Montana 
unti l at the last conventions held by both old capitalist parties plat-
lorms were adopted declaring for the principles of Social ism, i . e., the 
idoptio'i of the ini t iat ive and referendum, the chi ld labor law, the 

eight hour law, etc. T w o years ago when the News was publ ishing 
a series of articles on the initiative and referendum, the C l a r k - A m a l ­
gamated papers were passing it by unnoticed, save one exception, the 
Great Fal ls Tr ibune, which doubted the coming of such a great rc-
orm in our time. Today it and its party are declaring for the init ia­

tive and referendum and in as loud and vociferous voice is the repub­
lican party declaring fo r this great reform. 

W h i l e you need expect nothing f rom these parties in passing any 
such laws while they are squi rming under the thumb of capitalism,

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vou can at the same time see the educational advance this line of 
thought is making. 

The same is true in the coming city campaigns. For instance, 
in Helena there is an opportunity for the workers to present a plat­
form that w i l l open the eyes of the people. And the Opportunity in 
Helena is no different than in Butte, Hil l ings, L iv ings ton , Ka l i spe l l . 
Missoula , and nearly every other town of any size in the state. The 
collective ownership of the street car-, the waterworks, the gas, and 
electric plants, all of which should be run at absolute cost to the 
people and the expense of keeping them be derived f rom direct tax­
ation. 

The Socialists should be alive to their party interest f rom now 
on. and no little attention should be ^iven the formation of a munic i ­
pal platform that wi l l fu l ly define the Socialist position on these 
matters. 

( )ne th ing should always be borne in mind in regard to this mat­
ter and that is that the platform adopted should be in the interest of 
the proletarian without regard to the taxpayer or capitalist, and that 
any evasion in the line of a bourgeois antidote for the purpose of 
catching votes is entirely out of order. Socialism can only come 
when economic development coupled with the education of the masses 
forces the same. 

The News earnestly endorses the Standard's plea to stop election 
frauds and punish the criminals. Let us begin right now. Make 
an example of the offenders. Send a few of them to the penitentiary 
and it w i l l be a wholesome lesson for future years. It shouldn't be 
hard to find the man or men who gave our officially-stamped ballots 
to be marked for the "straight democratic t icket ."—Butte E v e n i n g 
News. 

Neither paper believes in a word of the above. If it were not 
for f raud their class—the capitalists—could not stay i n power. 
Through fraud is how they won the late election in Si lver R o w 
county. But if the courts and officers, who are supposed to enforce 
the law. were in the hands of the people, and not owned by the capi­
talists, it would be well to start legal proceedings to stop election 
fraud, and make an example of the offenders, even to M r . Heinze 
and the Amalgamated themselves, who are doubly gui l ty , to the poor 
devil who took the pittance of five dollars for his vote. G o right 
after them and land the offenders in the penitentiary, for that is where 
they belong. However, you wi l l land nothing. T h i s was proven in 
the Kangaroo court proceedings at Levvistown. when J . D . Wai te , 
republican senator from that county, secured his election by buying 
votes at $5 each through the " t inhorn" element of the town. W h e n 
al l was proven in the court, even to the minute, the place, the kind of 
money, etc., the "capitalist" court, a man who had been in the insane 
asylum, found no ground for trial and dismissed the case, to the com­
plete satisfaction of the county attorney, who was scpiirming under 
the thumb of the same local money power. The same w i l l be true 
in Si lver B o w county, for the rich can do no wrong, and there is no 
court that w i l l convict them. The suggestion of the Butte Even ing 
News and Standard is rot. 

The capitalist press appears to be greatly pleased with the state­
ment of Samuel Gompers of the A . F . of L . that Social ism w i l l be 
turned down by the convention now in session in San Francisco. 
W e l l , if the hirelings on the editorial staff of capitalist sheets receive 
any enjoyment from wr i t i ng such, or it pleases the ears of their mas­
ters, sure the Socialists grant them that pleasure. But the vote has 
not as yet been taken and when it is it may show M r . Gompers to be 
sadly in error. However there seems to he little gained by a labor 
organizat ion, that has not passed by the pure and simple union prop­
osi t ion, endorsing or repudiating Social ism. The W . F . of M . and 
the A . L . U . endorsed Social ismm in national convention assembled 
to learn that the membership positively scabbed on the fo l lowing 
election day. The endorsement of Socialism by a labor organization 
does not educate the membership to understand the principles en­
dorsed, and as a consequence little is accomplished. Labor has dem­
onstrated to every intelligent person that it cannot unite upon capi­
talistic tickets, but that it must unite upon a pla t form of principles 
which declare for its own right and names men of its own rank. But 
whether Social ism is endorsed or not by the above mentioned con­
vention the spread of its doctrine w i l l not be retarded, and the mem­
bership as laborers have only to learn that there is only one place for 
labor to unite to win the battle, and that is at the ballot box upon 
the principle of a work ing class interests. 

The Great Falls Tr ibune , a capitalist sheet edited by a wage, 
slave for so much per, strikes the truth pretty closely in the fol low­
ing sketch: "Despite the organized campaign that was made in 
behalf of the amendments to the state constitution, only 57 per cent 
of the voters voted on the amendments. There was not much opposi­
tion to either, but it appears there are many men in the county who 
object to work ing for more than eight hours in a day, but are w i l l i n g 
that their young children shall to i l in underground mines, there being 
142 more votes against the child labor amendment than against the 
eight hour amendment."

Mont. State Socialst Platform 
"We, the members of the working class, who 

are organized politically Into the Socialist party 
of the state of Montana, call upon every member 
of our class to Join with us for the purpose of 
capturing the power of government, that we may 
take possession of the tools of production, abolish 
the wage system, and establish a system of pro­
duction for th«> benefit of the workers. 

"Today the tools of production are owned by 
the capitalist class; they are operated by the 
working class, but only where their operations 
will make profits for the owning class. The own­
ing claaa can give or withhold employment at 
will. As a result of this absolute power the work­
ers, who perform all useful labor, must humiliate 
themselves by begging for jobs of a class that 
performs no useful labor. If this permission to 
work la withheld they and their families must 
starve; therefor*-

"We demand the collective ownership of the 
mines, factories, railroads and land, and all util­
ities collectively med by the people. 

"The wage system Is the cause of starvation, 
disease, crime, prostitution, child labor, stunted 
bodies and warped minds for the workers, while 
it gives to the capitalists palaces for homes, the 
pick of the world's markets for their food, the 
flnont raiment, culture, education, travel, and all 
that makes life worth living. 

"Society is thus divided Into two hostile classes, 
capitalists and wage workers. This condition has 
brought Into birth the Socialist party, the politi­
cal expression of the struggle of the working clash 
for power. This party owes allegiance to and is 
a part of the International Socialist movement. 
With a system of Industry owned and operated by 
the workers, the struggle for existence would be 
shifted from the Individual to society as a whole. 

"The ownership of the means of production 
and distribution by the capitalist class gives this 
control of the legislatures, the courts and all ex­
ecutive officers. Republicans, democrats and re­
form parties are financed by the capitalists and 
are, therefore, their servants, thus in effect making 
government the executive committee of the capi­
talists. 

"This fact demands as an Inevitable conclusion 
the organization of the working class into a po­
litical party that shall be everywhere and always 
distinct from and opposed to every political part* 
not founded entirely upon the interests of v*ie 
working class. The Socialist party is organized 
to meet this demand, and is, therefore, the party 
of the working class. 

"The Socialist party, when In office, shall al­
ways and everywhere, until the present system of 
wage slavery is utterly abolished, make the answ*. 
to this question its guiding rule of conduct: 'Will 
this legislation advance the Interests of the work­
ing claaa and aid the workers in their class strug­
gle against capitalism? If it does, the Socialist 
party is for it; if it does not, the Socialist party 
is absolutely opposed to It' 

"In accordance with the principle, the Socialist 
party pledges itself to conduct all the public af­
fairs of this state in such a manner aa to promote 
the interests of the working class. 

"In conclusion we appeal to all worktngmen to 
study the principles of Socialism and vote with 
their class at all elections, until they overthrow 
the power of capitalism, abolish Industrial classes 
In society, terminate forever the claaa strugxle, 
and inaugurate the co-operative commonwealth, 
based upon this fundamental principle of justice. 

"To every worker the full product of his labor. 
"Workers of the world, unite! You have nothing 

to lose but your chains! You have a world to 
gain!"

Socialist National Platform 
L 

W e , the Socialist party, in convention assembled, make our ap­
peal to the Amer ican people as the defender and preserver of the idea 
of liberty and self-government, in which the nation was born : as the 
only political movement standing for the program and principles by 
which the liberty of the individual may become a fac t ; as the only 
polit ical organization that is democratic, and that has for its purpose 
the democratizing of the whole of society. 

T o this idea of liberty the republican and democratic parties are 
utterly false. They alike struggle for power to maintain and profit by 
an industrial system which can be preserved only by the complete 
overthrow of such liberties as we already have, and by the st i l l fur­
ther enslavement and degradation of labor. 

Our American institutions came into the wor ld in the name of 
freedom. They have been seized upon by the capitalist class as the 
means of rooting out the idea of freedom from among the people. 
Our state and national legislatures have become the mere agencies 
of great propertied interests. These interests control the appoint­
ments and decisions of the judges of our courts. They have come 
into what is practically a private ownership of all the functions and 
forces of government. They are using these to betray and conquer 
foreign and weaker peoples, in order to establish new markets for the 
surplus goods which the people make, but are too poor to buy. They 
are gradually so invading and restr ict ing the right of suffrage as to 
take unawares the right of the worker to a vote or voice in public 
affairs. B y enacting new and misinterpreting old laws, they are 
preparing to attack the liberty of the individual even to speak or 
think for himself or for the common good. 

B y controlling all the sources of social revenue, the possessing 
class is able to silence what might be the voice of protest against 
the passing of liberty and the coming of tyranny. It completely con­
trols the university and public schools, the pulpit and the press, arts 
and literatures. By making these economically dependent upon itself, 
it has brought all the forms of public teaching into servile submission 
to its own interests. 

O u r political institutions are also being used as the destroyers 
of that individual property upon which al l liberty and opportunity 
depend. The promise of economic independence to each man was 
one of the faiths in which our institutions were founded. But under 
the guise of defending private property, capitalism is using our poli t i 
cal institutions to make it impossible for the vast majori ty of human 
beings to ever become possessors of private property in the means 
of l ife. 

Capitalism is the enemy and destroyer of essential private prop­
erty. Its development is through the legalized confiscation of al l that 
the labor of the working class produces, above its subsistence wage. 
The private ownership of the means of employment grounds society 
in an economic slavery which renders intellectual and political tyran­
ny inevitable. 

Socialism comes so to organize industry and society that every 
individual shall he secure in that private property in the means of life 
upon which hit liberty of being, thought and action depend. It comes 
to rescue the people from the fast increasing and successful assault 
of capitalism upon the liberty of the Individual. 

' ft 

A s an American Socialist party, wc pledge our fidelity to the 
principles of brternational Socialism, as embodied in the united 
thought and action of the Socialists of all nations. In the industrial 
development already accomplished, the interests of the world's work­
ers are separated by no national boundaries. The condition of thi 
most exploited and oppressed worker* In the most remote places of 
the earth inevitably tends to drag down all the workers of the world 

to the same level. The tendency of the competitive wage system is 
to make labor's lowest condition the measure or rule of its universal 
condition. Industry and finance are no longer national, but interna­
tional in both organization and results. The chief significance of 
national boundaries, and of so-called patriotisms which the ru l ing 
class of each nation is seeking to revive, is the power which these 
give to capitalism to keep the workers of the world f rom uniting, and 
to throw them against each other in the struggles of contending 
capitalist interests for the control of the yet unexploited markets ot 
the world, or the remaining sources of profit. 

The Socialist movement, therefore, is a world movement. It 
knows of no conflicts between the workers of one nation and the 
workers of another. It stands for the freedom of the workers of all 
nations; and, in so standing, it makes for the fu l l freedom of all 
humanity. 

III. 
The Socialist movement owes its birth and growth to that eco­

nomic development or world-process which is rapidly separating a 
work ing or producing class f rom a possessing or capitalist class. The 
class that produces nothing possesses labor's fruits, and the oppor­
tunities and enjoyments these f ru i t s afford, while the class that does 
the world's real work has increasing economic uncertainty, and physi ­
cal and intellectual misery as its portion. 

The fact that these two classes have not yet become ful ly con­
scious of their dist inct ion f rom each other, the fact that the lines of 
division and interest may not yet be clearly drawn, does not change 
the fact of the class conflict. 

Th i s class struggle is due to the private ownership of the means 
of employment, or the tools of production. Wherever and whenever 
man owned his o w n land and tools, and by them produced only the 
things which he used, economic independence was possible. Bu t 
production, or the mak ing of goods, has long ceased to be individual . 
The labors of scores or even thousands, enters into almost every 
article produced. Production is now social or collective. Pract ical ly 
everything is made or done by many men—sometimes separated by 
seas or continents—working together for the same end. Bu t this 
co-operation in production is not fo r the direct use of the things made 
by the workers who make them, but for the profit of the owners; and 
to this is due the present division of society into two distinct classes; 
and from it has sprung all the miseries, inharmonies and contradic­
tions of our c iv i l i za t ion . 

Between these two classes there can be no possible compromise 
or identity of interests, any more than there can be peace in the midst 
of war, or light in the midst of darkness. A society based upon this 
class division carries in itself the seeds of its own destruction. Such 
a society is founded in fundamental injustice. There can be no pos­
sible basis for social peace, for individual freedom, for mental and 
moral harmony, except in the conscious and complete tr iumph of the 
working class as the only class that has the right or power to be. 

IV. 
The Socialist program is not a theory imposed upon society for 

its acceptance or rejection. It is but the interpretation of what is. 
sooner or later, inevitable. Capital ism is already struggling to its 
destruction. It is no longer competent to organize or administer the 
work of the world , or even to preserve itself. The captains of indus-
try are appal lad at their own inabil i ty to control or direct the rapidly 
socializing forces of industry. T h e so-called trust is but a s ign and 
form of this developing socialization of the world's work. T h e uni­
versal increase of the uncertainty of employment, the universal capi­
talist determination to break down the unity of labor in the trades 
unions, the widespread apprehensions of impending change, reveal 
that the institutions of capitalist society are passing under the power 

of inhering forces that w i l l soon destroy them. 
Into the midst of the strain and crisis of c iv i l i za t ion , the Socialist 

movement comes as the only saving or conservative force. If the 
world is to be saved f rom chaos, f rom universal disorder and misery, 
it must be by the union of the workers of a l l nations in the Socialist 
movement. The Socialist party comes wi th the only proposition or 
program for intell igently and deliberately organiz ing the nation for 
the common good of al l its citizens. It is the first time that the mind 
of man has ever been directed toward the conscious organization of 
society. 

Social ism means that all those things upon which the people in 
common depend shall by the people in common be owned and admin­
istered. It means that the tools of employment shall be l ong to their 
creators and users; that al l production shall be for the direct use of 
the producers; that the making of goods fo r profit shall come to an 
end; that we shall all be workers together, and that opportunities 
shall be open and equal to al l men. 

V. 
T o the end that the workers may seize every possible advan­

tage that may strengthen them to gain complete control of the powers 
of government and thereby the sooner establish the co-operative 
commonwealth, the Socialist party pledges itself to watch and work 
in both the economic and the poli t ical struggle for each successive 
immediate interest of the work ing class; for shortened days of labor 
and increase of wages; for the insurance of the workers against acci­
dent, sickness and lack of employment; fo r pensions for aged and 
exhausted worke r s ; for the public ownership of the means of trans­
portation, communication and exchange; for the graduated taxation 
of incomes, inheritances, and of franchise and land values, the pro­
ceeds to be applied to public employment and bettering the condition 
of the worke r s ; fo r the equal suffrage of men and w o m e n ; for the 
prevention of the use of the mil i tary against labor in the settlement of 
str ikes; for the free administration of just ice; for popular govern­
ment, inc luding init iat ive, referendum, proportional representation, 
and the recall of officers by their constituents; and for every gain or 
advantage for the workers that may be wrested f rom the capitalist 
system, and that may relieve the suffering and strengthen the hands 
of labor. W e lay upon every man elected to any executive or legis­
lative office the first duty of s t r iv ing to procure whatever is for the 
workers ' most immediate interest, and for whatever w i l l lessen the 
economic and polit ical powers of the capitalist and increase the l ike 
powers of the worker. 

But , in so doing, we are using these remedial measures as means 
to the one great end of the co-operative commonwealth. Such meas­
ures of relief as we may be able to force f r o m capitalism are but a 
preparation of the workers to seize the whole powers of government, 
in order that they may thereby lay hold of the whole system of indus­
try, and thus come into their r igh t fu l inheritance. 

T o this end we pledge ourselves, as the party of the work ing 
class, to use all poli t ical power, as fast as it shall be intrusted to us 
by our fel low workers, both for their immediate interests and for 
their ultimate and complete emancipation. T o this end we appeal to 
all the workers of America , and to all who w i l l lend their lives to 
the service of the workers in their struggle to gain their own, and to 
all who w i l l nobly and disinterestedly give their days and energies 
unto the workers ' cause to cast their lot and faith with the Socialist 
party. O u r appeal for the trust and suffrages of our fel low workers 
is at once an appeal for their common good and freedom, and for the 
freedom and blossoming of our common humanity. In pledging our­
selves, and those we represent, to be fa i thful to the appeal which we 
make, we believe that we are but preparing the soil of the economic 
freedom f rom which w i l l spring the freedom of the whole man. 
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
