T h e fo l l owing ed i to r ia l 

f r o m the New Y o r k W o r l d , the 

the leading democrat ic paper of the 

great metropol is , sounds the truth 

of the si tuat ion and shows c lear lv 

the anxious seat now occup ied by 

the lef t wing of capi ta l i sm. In 

c r i t i s i n g B r y a n for his move toward 

S o c i a l i s m , one can pla in ly see be­

tween the lines the shadow cast be­

f o r e the coming events: 

" T h e r e can be no doubt of the 
de te rmina t ion of W i l l i a m Jennings 
B r y a n to distorv the Democra t i c 
party and erect a party of state 
S o c i a l i s m on the ruins of the his­
to r i c structure buil t by Jefferson. 
T h i s much was established at the 
I roquois c lub dinner in C h i c a g o 
and by the subsequent statement 
made by M r . Bryan 's po l i t i ca l 
f r i ends . 

" i n the Bryan scheme of things 
the democrat ic party must f a v o r 
m u n i c i p a l ownership of telephone, 
l i gh t ing , and the street ra i lway sys­
tems; state ownership of a l l loca l 
r a i l roads wi th in each state, i nc lud ­
ing presumably interurban electr ic 
l ines, and nat ional ownership o f 
trunk lines ami telegraphs. Wi th 
this must logica l ly c o m e nat ional 
ownersh ip of the long distance tele 
phone l ines; of a l l ra i l roads which 
are not wholly within a single state; 
of A m e r i c a n steamship lines on a l i i 
nav igab le rivers, on the great lakes, 
and on the high seas; o f al l the 
mines, o f a l l the o i l refineries, and 
of a l l other publ ic util i t ies the use 
of wh ich is not confined to the ter­
r i t o r i a l l imi ts of the citv or a single 
state. 

" M r . B r y a n is promot ing the 
most co lossa l scheme o f centra l iza­
t ion ever devised to smother the 
v i t a l princ iples o f the true republ ic . 
A cons t i tu t iona l monarchy, s imi la r 
to that of (Ireat Br i ta in , would not 
i n v o l v e such subverson of demo­
cra t i c inst i tut ions. A n d this propa­
ganda of tr iple state S o c i a l i s m is 
jaunt i ly instituted in the name of 
T h o m a s Jetierson, the greatest of a l l 
opponents of cen t ra l i / a t ion and pa 
te rna l i sm. T h e Bri t i sh t roops never 
wrought such devastat ion as the 

vanites are t rying to b r ing upon 
his po l i t i ca l pr inciples . 

" J u s t i f i c a t i o n sometimes can be 
f o u n d fo r munic ipa l ownership of 
cer ta in public utili t ies. C i t i e s gen­
era l ly have taken out of the hands of 
pr ivate corporat ions the business of 
s u p p l y i n g water. Many cit ies have 
engaged in public l ight ing as a 
cho i ce of evils . Where an offensive 
and defensive al l iance between 
T a m m a n y pol i t ic ians and the out­
law gas trust oppresses the people, 
there is much indeed to be said i n 
f a v o r of the c i ty ' s tearing up the 
exp i red frachises and d is t r ibu t ing 
gas as it distr ibutes water. 

" H u t as an established fundamenta l 
p o l i c y munic ipa l ownership of a l l 
l o c a l ut i l i t ies eventually would mean 
state cont ro l . Ci t ies arc mere crea 
tures of the state and are subject to 
such rules and regulations as the 
state may choose to make. State 
c o n t r o l of these uti l i t ies plus state 
ownersh ip of stream and electr ic 
r a i lways and interurban telephone 
l ines would mean the crea t ion of a 
p o l i t i c a l machine that propably 
never c o u l d be over thrown. 

" T h e rai l roads of the U n i t e d 
States employ more than 1,300,000 
persons. In all nearly 2,000,000 
persons must be in the employ of 
the various publ ic service co rpora ­
t ions of the country 2 , 0 0 0 , 0 0 0 
more prospective office holder i n 

the B r y a n scheme of Jeffersonian 
Democracy . 

" K v e r y b o d v knows the power 
wielded in nat ional pol i t ics by the 
letter carries and in ci ty pol i t ics by 
the pol ice and firemen. Kve rvbody 
knows the power of more than 1,-
000.000 pensioners in federal elec­
tions. A d d to the publ ic servants 
now on the pay ro l l a l l employes of 
street rai lways, interuban rai lways, 
gas companies, electr ic light com­
panies, telephone companies , and 
steam railways, and the business of 
government would be comple te ly i n 
the hands of office holders. Wi th 
the employes combined fof cont inu­
a l ly higher wages, shorter hours, 
and greater privileges, the state 
government in the end would remain 
in the control of the pol i t ica l ma 
chine that made the most l iberal 
concessions to these employes. In­
deed, the employes themselves 
wou ld be a machine and adminster 
the government fo r their personal 
prof i t . 

" A d d nat ional Soc ia l i sm to mu-
n i c i p a l and state Soc ia l i sm, and 
M e x i c a n i z a t i o n of the C n i t e d States 
\wmld be anaccomplished fact. W ith 
the federal office holders in contro l 
of trunk lines, telegraph, steamship, 
and mines, they would have prac ­
t i c a l l y al l the industries of the coun­
try at their mercy. The producer 
and the shipper would be in the 
power of the office holders. 

" The nat ional pol i t ica l machine 
w o u l d have a communi ty of interest 
wi th the state machine, and a l l of 
them would be welded into a har­
monious whole. T o complete the 
system only government savings 
banks, which M r . Brvan also favors , 
would be needed. Then organized 
po l i t i cs would con t ro l the savings 
as well as the transportat ion and 
industr ies of the people. The 
scheme of a government of the o f f i c e 

holders , bv the office holders," and 
fo r the office holders, would be 
complete . 

" B y means of his influence over 
the office holders and the industries 
«'l M e x i c o , D iaz has kept himself 
in the presidency for l i fe . The 
elections have been lit t le more than 
a sham, a fo rm, a meaningless cere 
mony. By his con t ro l of the mi l i ­
tary and the office holders of a cen­
t ra l ized republ ic , Napo leon I I I . , 
was able to make himself emperor 
of the French despite the rad ica l , 
rev o lu t ionary , republ ican instinc ts 
and tradit ions of the French people. 
< bice established in the president | 
his cont ro l of the huge and intricate 
machinery of a central ized govern­
ment made -the achievement of 
empi re easy, regardless of the 
cheapness of his methods, the 
scandal of his personal his tory, and 
the insinceri ty of his pretensions. 

" A l l that Diaz, acompl i shed in 
M e x i c o and Fou i s Napo leon in 
France , M r . b rvan would make pos 
s ib le in the F n i t e d States bv con­
s t ruct ing a government dominated 
by office holders concerned cheif lv 
in perpetuating their jobs. A n d 
this t r iple state Soc ia l i sm is advoc 
ated in the name of democratic 
pr inciples , to whic h it is opposed 
in the spirit and in everything which 
has made the republ ic a republ ic in 
fact as well as i n name. 

" I f M r . Bryan ' s plans c o u l d 
possibly be carr ied out, wh ich we 
refuse to believe, Vol ta i re ' s def in i ­
t ion of government would be actua 
l i zed in the C n i t e d States, two-thirds 
of the people would be paying al l 
they c o u l d to support the other 
th i rd to mainta in an ar i s tocracy of 
office holders, i f you please, respon­
sible only to themselves. 

" A s between the republ ican party 
and the triple state Soc ia l i sm of 
W i l l i a m Jennings b rvan , the A m e r i ­
can people, under protest wi l l take 
the republican party, extravagance, 
high tariff, big stick, Theodore-
Roosevel t , and a l l . "

Perhaps you 
mean that the workers should vote 
a c\ass conscious bal lot but should 
be careful not to elect anyone to 
administrat ive or legislat ive office. 
But how are you going to do this, 
i f y o ' i r agi ta t ion meets with success 
atid so manv people are f i l led with 
Socialist conv ic t ions that thev form 
a majori ty or p lura l i ty , and vote 
their sentiments at the bal lot box?

F o r mv part, I do not see why 
you should be puzzled upon the re­
marks that I made some time ago 
in regard t o "demand ing the whole 
t h i n g . " My idea is that as long as 
vou advocate the s hour days, in­
creased wages ami s imi l a r imediate 
palatives, and lav stress upon these 
points, you wi l l not even get these; 
bv advocat ing the abo l i t i on of the 
wage system, and guaranteeing to 
the work ing class that if the Socia­
lists are elected their acts shall al­
ways be measured f r o m the prole­
tariat s tandpoint , s tanding sol idly 
tor the complete over throw of the 
present system, wi l l give to the 
workers a l l there immedia te pala­
tives long before you usher in the 
CO-Oparatiira commonweal th . For 
instance, i n Mon tana , the Soc ia l i s t ! 
stood for the in i t ia t ive and refe­
rendum, not in part icular , but with 
other Socia l i s t measures: the result 
was both edd parties, in two vears, 
saw the " h o b g o b l i n , " put it in 
their p la t forms and at the last legis­
lature passed the law ; in this state 
the N-hotir law history is s imi lar , 
and also the c hi ld labor law. 

Now as 1 undestand the proposi­
t ion, should we elect a major i ty in 
the next legislature, we would be 
compel led to do the best that we 
c o u l d ; with the governor , possibly, 
and for a certainty the courts m the 
hands of the capital ists , we would 
be " u p against i t , " a m i it is a ques­
t ion whether it would be any 
advance to Socil istn o r not. It vou 
are f a m i l i a r with the niushroon 
growth of Socia l i sm i n Anaconda , 
where we elected every th ing with a 
whoop, and not class consc ious votes, 
you know that react ion, through 
the blue card- system and other 
t ones was the result Cap i ta l i sm 
w i l l grant a l l the demands of the 
Socia l i s t party, save the one last 
straw that w i l l break the camel 's 
back the f u l l product of labor's 
to i l to labor itself. That is w here the 
rub w i l l come, and I trust that I am 
not Utopian enough to attempt to 
prophesy how that w i l l come about, 
nor neither do I care, fo r it wi l l 
come, for come it must. 

N o w , as to the tak ing over the 
proper ty: 

I agree with you C o m r a d e Heath 

and with the quotat ion o f M a r x 
that it would be the "cheapest" way 
to buy them, consider ing the war, 
bloodshed, etc. But d i d you not ice 
that Marx said " I F " we cou ld do 
it. We l l the fact is we can't do i t . 
Cap i t a l i sm has made very cute laws 
along this l ine in not only the na­
t ion , but every state also. N e a r l y 
every munic ipa l i ty , barr ing the 
state of Missour i , is bonded to near 
its l imi t , and i f it is not, the money 
agents are working to get in some­
thing that w i l l ca l l f o r bonds. T h e 
safe guard to the money interests in 
this matter is not a l lowing any 
place to bond for more than can be 
col lec ted through the courts. I n 
this state, and many others vou can 
not vote o n a bond question unless 
you are a property owner. N o w 
suppose the Social is ts elected with a 
big major i ty in some o f the states o r 
munic ipa l i t ies , how cou ld they, the 
proletarians who have no votes o n 
such matter, proceed to issue bonds. 
Thev cou ld condemn the property 
and confiscate it but thev c o u l d not 
issue bonds. A n y other scheme of 
this k i n d would be equally as fu t i le . 
A n d then grant ing that we have 
captured the whole nation, why-
stop to issue bonds? A n d why 
issue bonds to confiscate them? 
W h y play the double ro l l to the 
people? If we could buv these things 
it would be very nice, but that " i f " 
s imply knocks the b '^ ic a l l out of 
the reason. If we are going back 
to the bond proposi t ion in the event 
of the nat ional Social is t elec t ion , 
then let us jo in hands with C o x e y 
<>n his non-interest ing bond scheme. 
But if we are to educ ate the people 
to Soc ia l i sm, let us cont inue the 
work and when a Majority have be­
come to believe that these publ ic 
uti l i t ies belong to them they wi l l 
proceed to take them. M r . M o r g a n 
has already admitted this himself . 

\s to your i l lus t ra t ion o f buy ing 
the negro slaves, it would hav e been 
nice if that " i f " l ad not been i n 
the wav. But you know that was 
the posi t ion only of the conservat ive, 
the compromiser and the coward . 
The churc h and court are tine ex­
amples of the posi t ion always 
standing as the conservatives o f the 
dav and abiding under the condi­
t ions ot the times. before the 
slaves were freed the churches found 
b ib l i ca l quotations to support 
slavery, and in the next breath 
preached sermons to abol ish i t . 
The courts stood in the same posi­
t ion, and rendered dec isions accord­
ingly. \ n d after the adopt ion of 
the l^ th amendment to const i tu t ion, 
courts and church conformed to the 
new idea of t h i n g s . Today the 
court and church stand toward pros­
t i tut ion as formerly toward s lavery; 
on one side the street is the pros­
titute of the red light d is t r ic t : on 
the other side the court and the 
church ; they preaching against the 
cr ime and voting for the s\stem 
that perpetuates i t : the court under 
the guise of law wrings the id 
monev f r o m the p o o r unfortunate 
women and use it to pav pew rent 
in the church . Thev are b o t h c on­
servatives and believe In getting 
things gradual ly . 

l et me say in conclusion that 
thereare twodistmc t < l i ^ c , , , ! minds 
and that Soc ia l i sm leads to .1 purely 
phys io log ica l p r o p o s i t i o n in manv 
instances. W h a t I m e a n In r'->.11 is: 
There is one class of minds that wi l l 
tight, and no powei Can keep them 
f r o m it ; the bull d . is a good i l lus­
t ra t ion of this. Th i s is the mind 
that the H i n d ccult workers 
found so much difficulty in handl ing; 
the other is the -oppos i t e mind, and 
wi l l not fight, for the legs under that 
mind wi l l run away with die body; 
the former represents the opportunist

tional guardsmen arrive. 

"During the past two weeks the 
militiamen have been drilling faith­
fully and are progressing nicely. 
Raw rescuits are being made to 
master the manual of arms and fidd 
evolutions with alacrity and the 
company will make a good showing 
when it faces the inspector and head 
of the guard. 

Adj . (len. Alderson and Col . 
Hray will be assisted in the work of 
inspection by Major Torrey of the 
United States army stationed at 
Missoula, as provided for in the new 
military bill passed by congress. 

"Captain Esselstyn is confident he 
will be in shape to attend the en­
campment of the state guard this 
year, which will doubtless be held 
during the state fair at Helena. 
Governor Toole has not issued any 
order as to the date, but it is under­
stood there will be an encampment. 

" I f Company 1) shows a good re­
cord such as is required under the 
new military law it will be entitled 
to Anticipate in maneuvers of the 
national guards under regular army, 
which occurs during the summer. 
The maneuvers lasted for 21 days 
last year and took place at Fort 
Keilley, Rati. The expense of the 
encampment is borne by the govern 
ment and affords advanced military 
practice and drilling for the guards 
men. 

"Immediately after inspecti o n 
Monday evening the Finn band will 
render a short musical program, 
after which dancing will be indulged 
in. 

"During the evening Colonel Hray 
and Adjutant General Alderson will

"hair brained sissies" who feel a 
double mission in life by getting on 
a blue uniform. 

It looks, and according to the 
sentiment expressed by the many 
comrades over the state, that it was 
up to the state organization to send 
an organizer into that Wisconsin 
bourgeios teritory with a view of 
reorganizing the same upon class-
conscious lines. 

These were the Socialists who 
failed to put up a full ticket at the 
last city election, because the bour­
geois in control of the organization 
refused the use of their names on 
the Socialist ticket, because it might 
interfere with their "business." This 
same local, however returns 16 votes 
on the last referendum and a Social­
ist alderman was elected there at 
the late city election.

LIQUOR DEALERS BOYCOTT. 
The brewery workers strike of 

Seattle and vicinity has forced the 
saloon proprietor's and some Df the 
breweries into an alignment with the 
citizen's alliance and employers as­
sociation. This is all that can be 
expected; it is the first time in the 
history of organized labor that the 
saloon has aligned to boycott labor. 
However, such is the case. In an 
article relative to the moves of the 
union workers, the Post-Intelligencer 
has the following to say: 

" The brewery proprietors, through 
the citizen's alliance and the Man 
ufacturers' Information bureau com­
pany, further strengthened their or­
ganization yesterday by securing the 
consent of the citizens' alliance and 
a number of brewery proprietors and 

proprietors of bottling works in Cal 
ifornia, to keep their products out 
of this territory during the con­
tinuance of the strike. Dispatches 
received by Secretaay Sheilds of the 
citizen's alliance, and Manager F 
P, Sweeny, of the Seattle Hrewing & 
Malting Company, convey assurance 
of support from those interests." 

When the "pure and simple" un­
ion man awakes to what the above 
alignment means and how futile his 
union efforts are when he goes up 
against this kind of a game, it strikes 
one as if he would soon get his eyes 
open to his true condition. In ad­
dition to this, one of the head brewery 
men says: 

"Thc real cause of the trouble is 
the brewery workers. Each year 
they demand increased wages and 
conditions, and become more inso­
lent and arbitrarv in their dealings 
with the proprietors. The brewery 
affiliations consist of six different 
classes, viz; brewery workers, en­
gineers, coopers, yardmen, bottlers 
antl drivers. None of the unions, 
with the exception of the brewers, 
wished to insist on new demands 
this year. They were all satisfied 
with the existing contract. The 
brewers insisted that they would 
strike notwithstanding the fact that 
it was voted not to strike and to ac­
cept the proposition submitted by 
the propietors. A two thirds vote is 
required to authorize a strike, but 
in this case the men who preci­
pitated the strike, did not have even 
a majority. The brewery workmen 
insisted that they would strike.and 
kept their word. Under the cir­
cumstances the engineers and other 
affilated branches could not consist­
ently work with non-union labor, 
which, of course, we had to supply 
after the men walked out. 

" I have said that some of the 
brewery employes are Socialists and 
anarchists, antl 1 now repeat this, 
know ing ful l well the meaning of the 
term. They openly avow these doc­
trines and enthusiastically celebrate 
when occasions permit. The number 
of apprentices is so limited that the 
growing American youth is cut out 
of his heritage. In discussing a few-
years ago this question the employes 
said that 'they had to take care of 
the German immigration,' and this 
is a free country. 

"We are operating on plants to­
day without inconvenience; brewing 
was resumed by us today, and 
deliveries of beer are being 
made. We have assurances from 
the citizens' alliance, proprietors of 
breweries and of bottling works that 
they will assist us." 

Too bad. that these brewery workers 
should demand more, and more each 
year. Under Socialism we will take 
the ful l product of our labor; there 
will be no demanding nor no capita­
list at the head of a concern that 
lives from profit and does no work. 
The confounding of the words, or 
terms Socialists and anarchists, 
shows the dense ignorance of the 
small fry capitalist. 

Hut the fact that these capitalist 
interests are getting together, and 
that now, even the liquor dealers are 
aligning with the citizens alliance, 
the employers association, and the 
church, should be sufficient as an ob­
ject lesson to the workers that they 
must unite at the ballot box if a vic­
tory is to be won. 

"Pure and simple" unionism it 
doomed and none realize it better 
thau the employing class. Awake, 
you wage-slaves! Take possession 
of that which belongs to you! 

donations from the unions of Mont­
ana. Several times the company 
has brought in men from the out­
side, but they have invariably left 
when thev learned they were being 
used as strike-breakers. There has 
been no violence on the part of the 
strikers. 

This will be another nice opening 
for Gov. Jos. K . Toole, with his 
man Friday of Livingston, a labor 
hater and citizens alliance sympath­
izer at the head of the militia, to 
show his union sympathies in re­
turn for their votes of last fall that 
landed him. into the fat job that he is 
now holding.

A dispatch under date of May 5, 
from Livingston to the Butte even­
ing News says: Manager Merry, of 
the Montana Coal and Coke com­
pany, at Hon and Aldridge, where 
the miners have been on a strike for 
five months past, has given out the 
statement that the striking miners 
will not be reinstated even though 
the company should be forced to 
keep its plants closed for five years, 
and that a demand will be made on 
the authorities for protection shortly 
when an effort will be made to re­
sume work with non-union men. It 
is stated that Governor Toole will 
be asked for troops. 

There are about 500 families in­
volved in this strike. They have 
been supported by the Western Fed­
eration of Miners, and also by the

D O L L A R A DAY PEOPLE 
"What can you do?" " I don't 

think I can do much of anything; I 
was not brought up to do anything, 
and never had to work." "But what 
do you think you can do?" " I don't 
know; I never tried anything." 
" D o you write a good hand?" " I 
don't know; I couldn't say." "Do 
you write rapidly?" "Not very." 
" W i l l you write me a letter of appli­
cation so I may get an idea of your 
handwriting and general education?" 
I don't beleive I can do that. 

This is the substance of a conver­
sation that recently tood place be­
tween the forewoman in charge of the 

clerks in the subscription department 
of a popular monthlv magazine and 
a young girl who had called in ans­
wer to an advertisement for ad­
ditional office workers. 

This girl is typical of hundreds of 
people in New York, and in every 
other large city in the country, who 
are haunting publishers' offices, clam­
oring at the doors of great business 
houses, and wandering the streets 
footsore and weary in search of work 
they can not find. 

Is it any wonder that such people 
fail in their efforts? Is it surprising, 
under such conditions that an adver­
tisement for a clerk at five or six 
dollars a week floods the advertiser 
with hundreds of answers, while one 
for a man or woman at ten thousand 
dollars a year calls out not one. 

We boast of our educational sys­
tem, and the unrivaled opportunities 
of every boy and girl living under 
the American flag to obtain not only 
a common school, but also a college, 
education, if they have grit and vim 
enough to work their way to i t , yet 
our land is ful l of incompetents. 

The twentieth century, with nine­
teen hundred years of preparation 
and experience and culture back of it 
is turning out a greater number of 
probable failures than any century 
of the middle ages, considering the 
relative advantages of the times. 

When we compare a Lucy Stone 
picking berries to earn the right to 
go to college, or a Lucv Larcom 
working in a factory at the age of 
ten, yet through her own unaided 
efforts attaining high rank as a 
tecaher and poet, with this other 
girl living in the midst of the opport­
unities offered at a great educational 
center, who couldn't write a simple 
letter; when we compare a bov of the 
same type with a (iarfield, sweeping 
floors and ringing bells, or an Elihu 
Burritt learning to translate Hebrew 
during the pauses of his work at the 
forge, we must answer that the fault 
is with individuals. The young 
people of our land are not awake to 
their advantages. They are dwad-
ling through school, playing with 
their opportunities, and dalling with 
the greatness of l ife. 

('•ray haired men and women of 
middle age or more are working in 
offices or factories, side by side with 
boys and girls, and for the same 
pittance. They failed to educate 
themselves. Youth is past, and they 
are reaping what they have sown. 
There are, of course, many amongst 
them who are victims of circumstan­
ces and are not really responsible 
for their present positions, but the 
majority are where they are because 
they neglected the opportunities that 
called insistently to them when they 
were boys and girls. Grammar 

schools, high gchools, evening 
schools, lectures, and libraries offer­
ed them their treasures, but they 
would have none of them. Now 
they complain that they are unlucky, 
that fate is against them, and that 
others, no better or worthier than 
they, go to the top of the ladder, 
while they remain at the foot. 
Gloomy, saddened and disconted, 
they jostle and elbow through the re­
mainder of unsuccessfu Hives amid a 
gffowd (it youthful competitors who, 
because of lack of preparation, are 
tarring to the same fate.

It would be a nice pipe dream 
Comrade Heath, I will admit, if we 
could bring this thing about all 
through the evolutionary process, 
but it seems very doubtful to me if 
ever such will be the case. The firmer 
the Socialist party stands, the "more 
radical" might express it better, and 
educate the working class to that 
standpoint, the greater concessions 
is capitalism going to grant. 

Let us flaunt the red flag in their 
faces and boldly tell them that there 
is no foolishness with us, but that 
we mean to take every thing under 
the sun by canfiscation. and that un 
der the new system we will give to 
the capitalist something that he does 
not give us- a steady job. M y only 
fear is that capitalism will grant s ° 
nuinv palative concessions to the 
workers as Socialism grows stronger 
and stronger that the co-operative 
commonwealth will be retarded for 
many a long day. Hut if such be 
the case we must only abide our time 
and educate the masses to the revo­
lution. 

I cannot conceive that vour state 
platform in regard to buying these 
public neccessities is as good as we 
populists use to adopt a number of 
years ago. While we were not 
scientific, we were sincere. When 
Bryan, Allen, Towne, Watson and 
Tibbies, with whom I was in many 
conventions, lead us into the sham 
bles of plutocracy, I grew radical 
from the betrayal of leaders, and I 
still deplore anything that smaks of 
opportunism or piece meal conces­
sions from the capitalists.—Editor. 

Is the Larmer E merging 
Livingston. Montana. 

Are the farmers of the United 
States E-tnerging or are they merg­
ing? I hope they are doing both. 
E-merging from their prejudice and 
merging into the co-operative com­
bine called the Socialist party. 
They certainly are awakening to 
something. Some of them are 
floundering around in a sea of poli­
tical prejudice. Some are being 
riden with a democratic saddle 
cinched with a freetrade cinch and 
some have the republican saddle on 
and are cinched with a tariff cinch; 
the political bosses have kept the 
producing class fighting over that 
old tariff bone for forty vears while 
the bosses have had a time at the 
producers' expense. The tariff is 
just about exploded; the bosses can 
not work the rabbit's foot any longer; 
it is expansion now; the bosses want 
to find new markets for the dear 
farmers to sell their surplus product 

- did I say surplus? I didn't mean 
to sav that; what I meant to say, 
w as what has been filched from them. 
The ruling < lass has talked tarill to 
the working class till they are so 
deep in debt that it don't take any 
persuasion to bring the producing 
class to what the capitalist ( lass 
want. The capitalist class own the 
tools of production. Its no trouble 
to bring the laboring class to terms; 
all the capitalists have to do. just 
about election time, is to talk of 
shutting down or discharging a part 
of the emplyees. Then the workers 
dance to the capitalist music, they 
may talk strike, but that don't worry 
the capitalists who own the jobs 
that the workers have got to ask for, 
and it will be that way as long as 
the workers are split-up in little fac­
tions. Farmer organizations, engi­
neers' organization, firemen have an 
order; brakemen have an order; con-
dectors have an order. Some one 
of the many orders go on strike; 
those who belong to orders that are 
not on strike will say "that don't 
concern me; I don't belong to that 
order," and the consequence is the 
strike is lost. A l l labor should fed­
erate and make one strike -strike at 
the ballot box, and win the whole 
world; and all that labor is produc­

ing which is about J10 per day, ac­
cording to what Carrol D, Wright 
savs. You will hear some one say 
the Socialists would get corrupt if 
thev were in ofhee. Just so, if poli­
tics should be run as politics now is, 
but the Socialists demand the re­
call of any officer from the highest 
to the lowest; there was not a man 
on the Socialist ticket in Park county 
last fall, but who had signed a resig­
nation blank; if any one had been 
elected ami the one so elected did 
not comply with the law, they would 
h ive been out of office in 24 hours; 
there would be no petitioning him 
to resign; just a petition for some 
old party man to resign and see if 
he will resign; he'll tell you that he 
don't have to, nor does he. There 
is the incentive you hear talked of 
—incentive to hold office right or 
wrong. Under a Socialist form of 
government there would be no in­
centive to do wrong for the one so 
doing woultl not profit by the wrong 
act. So what use would there be in 
doing wrong when he or she would 
get more of the comforts of life by 
doing right? Take the present sys­
tem all through, anil it's graft, graft. 
It s do the other fellow before he 
tloes you. Adopt a system where 
everything is made for use instead 
ni tor profit, and there will be no 
grafting then; it is a great deal like 
an Irishman that was brought into a 
police court on a charge of drunk­
enness; the judge said "now Pat I 'll 
have to fine you good and hea\ \ 
ami see if I can't put a stop to this 
drunkenness." Says Pat, "you ' l l 
never stop it as long as there is an 
eight cent profit in a ten cent drink." 
That is just the way with everything 
else; but the one, nine times out of 
ten, is the one that don't produce 
anything that profits in the deal. 

It's not the pike or shovel holder 
that profits, but the bond holder or 
those that follow down that line of 
-r.itt: the farmers are an easy game 
to hunt as a rule. They jump at 
conclusions, and never study the 
effects of what they have concluded. 
The big dailies hold the pulse of tiie 
producing class, or use to; they do 
not any more. The producing class 
holds to what the subsidized press 
«mys. Take the Spanish American 
war When the war with Spain and 
the United States, the big dailies 
told the people the United States 
was going to stop the shooting and 
starving of women and children, as 
though it would stop the next day, 
but it went on one hundred and 
eight days; then what did Uncle 
Sam do? He turned his war vessels 
in the direction of the Philippine 
Islands, (1,^00 miles from San Fran­
cisco and went to doing the same 
thing that we accused Spain of do­
ing down in Cuba. And that an't 
the worst of it; we paid Spain $20,-
000,000, for something Spain never 
owned; then after that we bought 
the 1 riars out for another $10,000, 

000. The capitalists had to do the 
latter act to hold their jobs. < H 
course now the farmers are all right; 
there is a war with Russia and Japan. 
That will make them prosperous. 
They are going though the prosper 
ous horn, coming out at the little 
end.

gas (.as been used for purposes of 
illiimiii.il i . • without suitable pre­
cautions ftiid in other u i i v H , it is 
onlv recently that it lias been sug-
geHcd thai calcium carbide would 
mal<e a luitabU explosive. The car­
bide lot tin- pttrpOM U packed in a 
metallic carl ridge, in which, sep­
arated from 11 by a diaphragm, are 
the water to d«XHltpOM the charge 
and a sutlieient air space. There is 
»1HO 11 defoliator by which the. car­
tridge It lired. The method of ex­
plosion is to pierce the diaphragm 
by means of a projecting n J after 
the cartridge has been placed in 11 
tamped hole in the rock ami then al­
low the water to act «n the calcium 
Carbide for about five ininutes. The 
calcium rarbidi ia decomposed, and 
there results an explosive mixture 
of acetylene gas and air, which is 
then exploded by the detonator. The 
advantage claimed for the new ex-
plosiye is that the rock is shattered 
•o that if c an be hewn with a pick.— 
Harper's W eekly.
