The platform declares for the eight 
hour law, for the abolishment of the 
eontrnct system that labor may be em­
ployed direct on public works, and fur 
ther declares the belief that Mover, 
Haywood and Pettibone, under arrest 
for the assassination of ex-Onvornor 
Steunenhorg. are innocent. 

Refuse Indorsement. 
A n effort was made by the union 

delegates to have the convention in­
dorse the Industrial Workers of the 
World, but this was fought on the 
gTOimd that it was against the policy 
of the party, and was defeated. 

Nineteen delegates attended, as well 
as a number of visitors from other 
i t s teg. 

The platform in fu l l is as follows: 
The Platform. 

The socialist party of Shoshone coun­
ty, in convention assembled, reaffirms 
Its adherence to the principles of in­
ternational socialism, and declares its 
aim to be the organisation of the work­
ing class into a political party for the 
purpose of conquering the powers of 
government and administering the 
same for the benefit of the working 
elass only. 

The elected officials of the capital­
istic parties have proven themselves to 
be the tools of wealth by acting un­
der the direction of and giving legal 
authority to the secret, service men 
and private detectives, in using prison 
labor for private gain, and in allowing 
the spies and blackmailing system of 

'•he corporations and mine owners, ao 
that the wageworker may be held in 
the industrial servifnde that destrovs 
our personal l iberty; we therefore call 
upon nil liberty loving eitirons to vote 
for industrial freedom while vet po 
l l t lca l equality exists and to make onr 
elected officials the public servants that 
the socialist party compels them to be. 

Eight Honr Law. 
After refusing to enact the eight 

hour law as called upon by the rote 
of the people of Tdnho, both the demo­
cratic and republican mine owners of 
this county make the concession of an 
eight hour day, ao that the workers 

may have no only their masters' com 
wand. The Socialist party now calls 
upon the workers to demand the in­
dustrial freedom of setting their own 
hours of labor instead of being dic­
tated to by a few industrial lords. 

As the wage-workers in the mines 
of this county arc compelled to join 
tho accident and l ife insurance asso-
ciations owned and controlled by the 
mine owners so that there may be no 
employers' l iabili ty laws, we call upon 
the working class to condemn this in­
sult to injury by electing members of 
their own class as lawmakers. 

Assessing Mines. 
When assessing the mines or any 

privately owned industry for the pur­
pose of taxation, the Socialists stand 
pledged to base sucft assessment upon 
the actual selling valne of the indus 
tries in tho open market. 

The Socialists stand pledged to de­
stroy the contract system on all public 
works to the end that labor may be 
employed direct, and at the highest 
wages and shortest hours possible. 

We demand that the system of 
teaching in our public schools, where 
it only serves for capitalistic training 
as in class history, tn the military 
despotism of the master class, and in 
politienl economy, be changed so as to 
teach the true economical source with 
the industrial development and the so­
cial struggles of the human race to the 
brotherhood of man. 

The republican party with its deter 
mination to down all efforts of organ­
i z e ! labor, and the democratic party 
with its fake war cry of " D a m n th< 
Mormons," are both appealing to th 
workers to vide themse'ves again int 
legislation without representation, but 
as " taxat ion without representation 
was the revolutionary cry of our for-
fathers, so the socialist party calls 
upon the working class, the producers 
of al l taxation, to vote for its own rep 
resentation and through the initiative 
and referendum and imperative man­
date, make our public officials our pub 
lie servants. 

Believe Them Innocent.

The Socialist convention that met in 
Helena on the 22d for the purpose of 
nominating candidates for congress and 
associate justice of th« supreme court, 
completed their labors Thursday even­
ing by naming II. Lowndes Maury of 
Butte for associate justice and John 
Hudson of Carbon county for congress. 
Mr. Hudson stopped over in Livingston 
on his way home, and spent the time 
shaking bands with his numerous 
friends in this city. He is well known 
to a l l the old-timers tn Livingston and 
vicinity, having spent a number of 
years in the Upper Yellowstone. Later 
on he moved to Fishtail, Carbon coun­
ty, where he has a large ranch and a 
band of cattle. If the republicans or 
democrats think they have an antag­
onist who don't know what platform 
he is running on they will be badly 
fooled. There is no member of the 
Socialist party of Montana better ac­
quainted with the jirtnciples of his 
party, or who has a better knowledge 
of economic conditions In this and all 
other countries. He has given the sub­
ject years of study and attention, and 
has the history of socialism, its bene­
fits and advantages at his fingers' ends. 

When asked by a representative of 
the Enterprise i f he intended to make 
a campaign throughout the state, Mr . 
Hudson replied: 

' N o . T haven't the time to do it . I 
have 7.r> tons of hay to cut and get up, 
besides a herd of cattle to round up, 
calves to brand, and beef to ship. If I 
could get al l the labor vote of the 
state, of course I would be elected, but 
I eipect to carry the Socialist vote and 
make a good showing for my party. 
I didn't care to run ; owing to busi­
ness, but the convention insisted on it 
and I am on the ticket and wil l stay. 
The other two parties are going to 
run a Helena and Oreat Falls lawyer, 
and, of course, wil l carry on a campaign 
all over the state." 

However, Mr . Hudson thoroughly ap­
preciates the honor the convention did 

hi in i n placing his name on the ticket, 
knd w i l l do all he can to get his home 
county in line.— Livingston Enterprise. 

Th» abovo notice shows something of 
the M I I in which our candidate for 
eougress is held among those who havo 
known him all his l i fe . In a notice 
which includes his cut, the Daily Live­
stock World speaks of him as.an early 
pioneer, old scout and Indian fighter, 
bn' now a prominent cattleman. He 
circulated the petition of western Car­
bon county in favor of tho initiative 
and referendum which was presented 
to the Eighth legislative assembly. 
Then were sixty signers by ranchers 
of Ike Fishtail basin. When John was 
a good republican he raised a troop 
of cavalry for service in the Cuban 
war.

On Strike—Claim They Were Forced 
to Walk Out for Protection— 

Public Statement 
H . R. Barnes, t i l l recently hoisting 

engineer at the Hecla, and Clidden 
Carrett, who held the same position on 
the Tiger, make the following state­
ment of the hoistmen's side of the con­
troversy: 

On August 19, l!>flfi, we, the hoist­
ing engineers of the Frisco, Standard 
Hecla, and Tiger mines, presented to 
our respective managers through tho 
master m e c h a n i c s a petition which 
reads: 

" T o the managers through the re­
spective master mechanics of the 
Standard. Tiger, Hecla and Frisco 
mines: (ientlemen—Whereas, in view 
of the fact that it «ns been the pleas­
ure of the different mining companies 
to grant an increase of wages by re 
dueing the number of working hours 
for all other clases of labor in and 
around the Coeur d'Alene mines; 

" A n d , because of the greater re-

with green men, the oilers having re­
fused to work, although offered $3 per 
day of eight hours to run the engine, 
the amount we aaked at the Standard, 
which is underground with a tempera­
ture of 85 to 104 degrees. Tho Hecla 
company offered one of their men who 
walked out $4..r>0 per day of eight 
hours and a job as long as he wanted 
it to come back, but h e refused unless 
his partners were also taken back.

In sp i te o f the 
enormous propaganda that has been 
es r r i ed on f o r s number of years , s n d 
has been increased r emarkab ly i n the 
last two years, the general p u b l i c s t i l l 
has no def in i te idea of the demands 
and purposes of the Socia l i s t s , the sci 
enee of sociology on which these de­
mands are based, or the extent and 
character o f the vast i n t e r n a t i o n a l 
movement. There are several reason* 
for t h i s state of af fa i rs . One is , of 
course, the monopol izat ion o f the pr in­
cipal means of the d issemina t ion o f in 
f o r m a t i o n by the capi ta l i s t class. T h o v 
are interested in res t r i c t ing the spread 
ef social is t unders tanding ins tead of 
ex tending i t . B u t , t a k i n g i n t o con­
s iderat ion this general f ac t , were the 
fundamenta l s of the Socia l i s t eonten 
Mai c l ea r ly understood, the methods 
ef opposi t ion employed by our an tag 
snists wou ld not hs so woak ani l ludi 
rrous as the d a i l y spectacles we have 
iri the eapitalisl papers. T h e y wou ld 
fight us squarely on our issues, and by 
so i lo ing might be more e f f e c t i v e in 
counteract ing the spread of our ideas 
than by the present means where even 
S casual inves t iga t ion shows that they 
have s imply been f igh t ing w i n d m i l l s . 

Ano the r reason f o r tho l ack of gen 
eral i n fo rma t ion in regard to S o c i a l i s m 
is the excess ively superf ic ia l charac ter 
• f what is cal led education in A m e r i c a . 
It is the custom to boast of the publ ic 
generously in this respect T h e un ive r 
sal i ty of the government schools is 
keralded at every turn. The f a c t is 
that the A m e r i c a n school sys tem in 
So way provides f o r even a m a j o r i t y 
sf the people. Jsjash H i i * states that 
in New Y o r ! etty there are 40,000 more 
children than there are school rooms 
provided f o r tin-in. ami the state in 
Chicago ia about the same B u t , ad­
mi t t ing that the (fallal S ta tes gave 
all of i ts population a good p r imary 
educaiton which is a h i t te r jest on 
the face of i t . the character of this 
education is so Chinese l ike i n i ts ab 
sence of thought provoking qual i t ies , it 
so s l av i sh ly perpetnates the hideous 
superst i t ions of an unscientific and ig 
sorant age. and is so devoid of al l 
fpontnnenus methods of inves t iga t ion , 
that the i n d i v i d u a l goon f o r t h f rom 
these would be sanctuaries of wisdom 
clothed only w i t h a meager, conven 
t ionnl learn ing , w i t h 110 knowledge 
whatever of the most sc ient i f ic con 
qio sts of modern thought, and no sci­
entif ic guide ns to the moans of sV ti r 
min ing t ru th . The tacual knowledge 
ef the conquests o f the human bra in re­
mains the exclusive property of a f ew 
students, most of whom are deterred by 
s base commercia l i sm f r o m speaking 
that knowledge brave ly f o r t h Tierce 
the touchstone is l a c k i n g i n Amer ican 
thought f o r se i z ing the results of sc i ­
ence, as in flermanv, f o r Instance, 
where the popular a t t i tude has always 
heen more courageous t o w s r d the 
ich ievements of scientif ic inves t iga t ion . 

A t h i r d most petent reason f o r the 
l i m i t e d conception of the S o c i a l i s t po 
s i t lon l ies in the l imi t ed e f f ic iency of 
the Sos ia l i s t s teaching upon w h i c h the 
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epochal reoTement to over th row the 
se r i a l anbsTmetnre; and can i n no 
wise be rea l i zed wi thout first over­
t h r o w i n g the substructure of ideas. 
T e s e h i r g i« worthless unles it i s r igh t . 
L e t us have the courage of the r igh t 
The on ly proper basis of Socia l i s t prop 
aganda is efficient teaching, correct in 
fac t , phi losophy, snd presentat ion, and 
true and fear less in sp i r i t and the in­
v i t i n g of consequences.

The same company puts out the Spokes 
man Rev iew ( repub l ican) , the Chron­
ic le (democra t ic ) , and recent ly, in or­
der to run out an independent paper, 
run by D a v i d C. Coates at W a l l a c e , 
Idnho. it went down there ami estab 
l isl ied an independent da i ly . Thus the 
same management handles th ings , the 
same printers set the type, the same 
bra ins fu rn i sh the mater ia l that com­
pletely covers the newspaper p o l i t i c a l 
field w i t h the except ion of the Soc ia l 
ist. It is easy to see how the minds 
of the w o r k i n g class publ ic are con­
t ro l led by the sort of reading, ideas, 
and statements that the cap i ta l i s t s w h s 
control the companies want them to 
p i d . W o r k i n g m a n , you an- f ed 0:1 a 
tissue of lies by a capi ta l i s t press. A l l 
f a d s of nature, education and gov 
eminent are perver ted to enable the 
capi ta l i s t class to keep the w o r k i n ' , 
t o i l i n g slaves in subject ion, in a sweat 
ing. g rove l i ng cond i t ion . The whole 
forces o f es tabl ished society are eon 
' • • • M l rated upon keeping the mass to i l 
lag f o r the few, and do ing the work 
o f the wor ld . T h i s is not a necessary 
state, It is absolute ly unnecessary.

Campaign pamphlets seem to be the 
order of the day with the state or 
traili/ations. Rhode Island has gotten 
out some well prepared folders. Thev 
contain the state tieket, the platform 
and the emblem.

At Cramp's shipyard in Philadelphia, 
where three members of the Socialist 
party were arrested, Comrade Cassile 
addressed 400 men without interfer­
ence by the police. The comrades ex 
pect to hold meetings there from now 

The state committee of New Jersey, 
through national committee members 
Comrades Keilly and Ufert, calls atten­
tion to a tendency to violate the con­
stitution on the fusion question by a 
publication in West Virginia. The at­
tention of the state committee of West 
Virginia has been directed tliereto. 

The national office has now more or­
ganizers in the field, and a greater in­
come from dues than it had in the 
midst of the last presidential cam­
paign. The national committee has de­
cided to employ R campaign manager, 
who shall devote his entire time to the 
organization of the work of agitation. 

• The case of Comrade Fred L . 
Schwartz, who was arrested for street 
spesking in Shnrpshurg, has been al­
lowed an appeal to court, which his 
lawyer says Is a distinct gain for his 
side. The case will come up in Novem­
ber. Comrade Schwartz says he will 
continue the Sharpsburg meetings snd 
that he feels stronger and more like 
fighting every time he gets arrested. 

The Land of the Storm Cloud. 
Kussia continues tho land of the 

storm cloud. I can hardly give my 
readers any idea of its tumult and un­
rest; forty provinces are in a state of 
siege, fortytwo more are simmering 
with discontent. Al l the day the po­
lice are at work in Kronstadt, and mili­
tary barracks are transformed into 
prisons. The sound of rifle and re­
volver shots is heard every night in 
the streets of Warsaw. In that great 
city of Poland the governor-general has 
just forbiden anybody to walk abroad 
in the working class part of the city 
after 10 o'clock at night. What it all 
means will soon be made evident to the 
eyes of an astonished Europe. We must 
wait patiently for a revelation of 
eventa 

A K i n g and a Kaiser. 

Last week I commented on the way 
in which the middle-class papers were 
glorifying K i n g Edward and exalting 
his prerogatives as a prince of peace. 
This week I notice that a Professor 
Masterman, beloved by the " D a i l y 
News," has been telling the University 
of Cambridge that when King Edward 
offered his hand to the Kaiser he "very 
largely represented the British nation." 
We Socialists will yet have something 
to say to this. Our ancient republican­
ism is not yet dead. Meantime, I note 
that the " T r i b u n e " of Rome warns 
the German monarch that he would be 
beter thought of in Europe if he were 
less fond of talking about war or of 
showing the point of his sabre. 

Young Men In Germany 
In these circumstances, I am glad 

that Socialism is still growing in Ger­
many. The Kaiser will find that there 
is a strange Frankenstein developed in 
his land. The young Socialists of the 
Fatherland hold their first conference 
at Mannheim, when the meeting of 
their seniors is over, and amongst the 
subjects they will discuss are: (1) The 
relation of young Socialists to the labor 
movement; (2) Temperance; and (3) 
Anti-militarism. The first subject is 
significant, for the problem of prob­
lems in Germany just now is that 
which we have settled by the creation 
of the Labor Representative Commit 
tee. 

The Church and the State. 
In France the Pope has launched his 

thunderbolts against Socialism, and re­
fused to accept voluntary associations 
for the administration of the property 
of the Disestablished French Church. 
Probably the Pope wil get more than 
he bargains for. The French govern 
ment may retaliate by summouing the 
priests who refuse all recognition to 
take their place in the army. But I 
notice from a letter which Jaures has 
sent to the " J o u r n a l " that he has lit 
tie hopes for the present radical gov­
ernment in France. Radicalism is vig 
orous for • time, but afterwards it 
flags on its energy. Cnlike Socialism, 
it is not a living faith; and it tends at 
the end to take the line of least re 
sistance. 

Black Days in Belgium. 

Belgium of all countries knows how 
useless it is for labor to trust to the 
I'ope. Last Wednesday there was a b ig 
demonstration of workmen in the big 
cities to plead for a shorter working 
day. The state of things revealed in 
the speeches delivered on that occasioi 
was sufficiently terrible; 425,000 work 
men, out of 600,000 submitted to a 
census in 1H<*»;, worked at least eleven 
hours every day. And vet the fop-
anathemati7.es the democrats within lu-
own camp who are trying to put a 
stop to this terrible condition of af 
fairs. 

Socialism and the Sycophants. 

Above I was speaking of the syeo 
phantic adulation of kings, ami 1 no 
tice that the Italian Socialists are M l 
inclined to 11.111 in the game. At Alex 
nndria, in Piedmont, n monument to 
the king was recently unveiled, anil 
the municipality of the plnce took no 
part in the ceremony. What was the 
reasont Why, the communal council 
of Alexandria is now dominated by I li• 
Socialists, and socialism and sycophancy 
are by no means convertible terms. 

New Leaven in Norway. 

Socialism has now invaded the Nor 
wegian storthing, and we may SXptH ' 
that the daughter of the king will fiml 
that though she may leave her nntive 
land, she cannot leave the comrades of 
the Independent Labor Tarty beliiiul 
her. At Trondh.jem Fditor nueliin, I 
convinced Socialist democrat, has just 
been elected by a majority of r>r>0 votes 
over the official candidate. May this 
be a good omen for the future of V<w-
\vav Labor Leader.

Harriet Taylor I'pton, treasurer of 
the National Woman's Suffrage associ­
ation, lias sent a communication to this 
office asking us if we will print mate­
rial on the woman's suffrage question. 
The S... ialist party is the oi.ly political 
organization in the world that favore 
the political cqualDv of women at all 
times, and whero every member always 
votes it The Socialist psrty is th< 
only party that is based on human 
equality of opportunity. But the So­
cialists know from the laws of social 
evolution that the laws and the ballot 
are controlled by olasa rule. The capi 
talist class are opposed to the expan­
sion of the suffrage because they fear 
popular power. And never, until class 
rule is done away with altogether am 
we have economic freedom, will wom­
an be free. But as the Socialist votes 
for every small quantum of freedom, 
so he votes for woman's political free­
dom This explanation is given with 
the publication of the article below, 
•ent by Mrs. Ppton, because a demand 
for woman suffrage without the eco 
nomic basis makes very thin reading 
for Socialists: 

Is Woman Suffrage a Waning Issue? 

" T h e conspicuous weakness of the 
woman suffrage cause from the begin­
ning has been the indifference of the 
women themselves," says Ida Husted 
Harper in Collier's for Aug. 25th. 
"When every other argument against 
it has been made and answered, the 
opponents could safely entrench them­
selves behind this one, while legis­
lators and voters could satisfy their 
consciences by saying: 'Cnt i l there is 
a demand from a larger number of 
women, we don't see any necessity for 
favorable action.' What is the situa­
tion in this respect today! Wheai 
the International Council of Women 
was founded in Washington, in 1888, 
and its objects were decided upon, 
woman suffrage was strictly barred. At 
its meeting in Berlin, in 1304, its dele­
gates from the national councils of 
nineteen countries, representing about 
8,000,000 stated that they had been 
instructed to vote for tho adoption of 
woman suffrage as one of the principal 
objects for w h i c h this international 
body henceforth should strive. Sucl 
action was then officially taken without 
a disenting voice, and the greatest or­
ganization of women in the world thus 
pledged itself to work for enfranchise 
ment. For the chairman of its stand 
ing eommitee on Swffrnge it selected 
tho Rev. Anna IT. Shaw*, now president 
of the National Suffrage Association of 
the United States. And still there are 
those who keep right on sav ing . 'Worn 
SI don't want to vote. The move­
ment is dead.' "

Nomination. 
Nomination for offices shall bo made 

in the following manner: 
State Offices. 

Apr i l 1 the State Secretary shall 
cal upon the locals for nominations. 
Nominations shall remain open for four 
weeks before being put to a referen­
dum. The nnmes receiving a majority 
of the votes cast shall be the nominees. 
Should no candidate receive a majority 
on the first ballot, the two receiving 
tho highest vote shall bo again sub­
mitted to a referendum and the ono 
receiving a majority shall be the nomi­
nee for the convention. 

County Offices. 
May 1 the chairman of the county 

committee, when organized, shall call 
upon tho locals for nominations. 

Nominations shall remain open for 
three weeks before being put to a ref­
erendum. The name receiving a ma­
jority of the votes cast shall be nomi­
nee. 

Should not candidate receive a ma­
jority on the first ballot the two re­
ceiving the highest vote shall be again 
submitted to a referendnm, and the 
one receiving a majoritv shall be the 
nominee of tho convention.
