The fact that these two classes have 
not yet become fu l ly conscious of their 
distinction from each other, the fact 
that the lines of division and interest 
may not yet be clearly drawn, does 
not change the fact of the class con­
flict 

This class struggle is due to the pri­
vate ownership of the means of pro-

duction and distribution; and hence, 
the division of society into two dis­
tinct olasses; and from i t has sprang 
all the miseries, inharmonies and con­
tradictions of our civilisation. 

Between these two classes there can 
be no possible compromise or identity 
of interest, sny more than there ean 
be peace in the midst of war, or light 
in the midst of darkness. A society 
based upon this class division carries 
in itself the seeds of its own destruc­
tion. Such s society is founded in 
fundamental injustice. There can be 
no possible basis for social peace or 
individual freedom, except, in the com­
plete triumph of the working or pro­
ducing class as the only class that 
has the right or power to be. 

The republican and democratic par­
ties are alike false to the interest of 
society, they alike represent and are 
the tools of capitalism, and they alike 
struggle for power to maintain an in­
dustrial system which can be preserved 
only by the st i l l further enslavement 
and degradation of the producers of all 
wealth. 

The republican and democratic par­
ties no longer represent the principles 
and program advocated by their found­
ers; but have long since been cap­
tured by the capitalism, and are ever 
obedient and fa i th fu l servants to the 
interest of their master, and openly 
ignore the rights of labor except at 
the polls 

For while they have been in power 
for the past fifty years, the rich have 
grown richer and the poor have grown 
poorer, unti l we have in this country 
today a few multi-milionnires and a 
multi-million paupers, with thousat.'ls 
of women working in sweatshops, and 
many more driven to prostitution, and 
millions of little children are eking out 
a miserable existence, working in the 
factories for a pittance, being .le 
prived of an education, while their 
fathers must tramp in search of a 
job. And while the capitalists have 
been prating and gloating over our 
prosperity, and pointing with pride to 
our export trade, labor has been de­
prived of the common necessaries of 
l i fe , and the home, the one thing so 
dear to all , is very rapidly being ion 
fiscated by the capitalist system, until 
today out of over 16,000,000 homes 
in the United States, 13,000.000 arc 
either rented or mortgaged. 

That the demo-republican party is 
ever on the side of capitalism there 
can be no doubt; every person who is 
posted knows that tho conduct of its 
Presidents, Governors, Judges, Con 
gresses and Legislatures is proof of 
that fact. 

Into the midst of this strain and 
crisis of civilization the socialist move­
ment comes as the only saving or con 
servative force. 

If the world is to be saved from 
chaos and disorder, it must be by the 
union of the producers of all nations 
in tho socialist movement. 

The socialist party comes with the 
only proposition or program for in 
telligently organizing the nation for 
the common good of all its citizens. 

Socialism means that all those things 
upon which the people in common de 
pend, shall be owned by the Oovern 
ment, and administered for the bene 
fit of all its people. Tt means that the 
tools of employment shall belong to 
their creators and users.

When 
searched at the i- itv hull the twenty 
prisoner* had over • ! .fMK» in their 
pockets and the eye* of the jailer 
bulged out several inches as he handled 
more money than any representative 
crowd ever brought into tbe jai l .

The meeting was so successful 
that more of the kind wi l l be held in 
the near future in other parts of the 
ci t f . 

Unofficial reports give the socialist 
party 1,500 votes in the state election 
held in Arkansas on Tuesday.

National and 
state organizers have also been re 
quested to forward news items.

Reports of the socialist vote in the 
Maine and Vermont state elections just 
held, have not been received, and wil l 
probably have to come in by freight, 
(iotnpers' fight on Litt lefleld in Maine, 
however, failed, Littlefleld being elect­
ed by 1.300 plurality. It is only fair 
to add that this is a r«wlnetion from 
4,000 in the last election. We fa i l to 
see, even at that, where labor has 
gained anything in return for the tre­
mendous expenditure of money and en­
ergy. Better support the socialists 
next time, Rummy. Socialist. 

The Philadelphia police are fighting 
the socialist sjieakcrs viciously. While 
holding a meeting in the Mansjunk dis­
trict five speakers were arrested and 
locked up over Sunday. Although they 
were dismissed when the case came 
to trial, the magistrate treated the mat­
ter as s joke t i l l he was informed that 
Comrade Cohen would be allowed to 
remain in in jai l on a test case on 
habeas corpus proceedings. The af­
fa i r raised a tremendous disturbance, 
and thousands of people followed the 
comrades to the jai l . They say they 
wi l l now organize a large branch local 
in that section of the city. 

Comrade .T. B . Osborne, candidnte 
for governor of flcorgin, who was sen­
tenced to M davs in the stockade in 
Atlanta on August 24th, for speaking 
on the streets was released by the or­
der of the mayor on Sept. 8th. The 
court house had been secured for a 
protcnt mass meeting to lie held Sept 

I 7th, but the janitor ,efused to open the 
! doors, and the cliief clerk, Henry M . 
Wood, explained the next day that he 
hnd forgotten to give orders to have 
the doors opened. Immediately upon 
the release of Comrade Osborne, a re 
quest for a permit to spenk on the 
streets was presented to Mayor .Tas. 0. 
Woodward, which he immediately tore 
up, and explnins his action as follows 
in a locnl paper: 

"Certa inly I tore up the petition, 
just as T would hnve torn up any other 
similar document, when T had looked 
it over and made up my mind. I do 
not intend to let the socialist* run 
over me. ' 1 

Comrade Wil l iam Mai l ly , represent­
ing the national organization, attend­
ed a convention of the Polish Socialist 
alliance, held in New York, Sept. 2-5, 
and reports in part as follows: 

" A t the morning session of the 1st 
day, William Mai l ly , representing the 
national executive committee of the 
socialist party, addressed the conven­
tion and conveyed to it the greetings 
of the organization. 

" I n the course of his remarks Com­
rade Mai l ly dwelt upon the necessity 
of the Polish comrades becoming more 
closely affiliated with the socialist 
party and urging that action be taken 
which would encourage the Polish so­
cialists to join the party individually, 
so that the (pajrty could become a 
greater factor in national politics and 
exercise an influence on behalf of the 
working class struggle abroad as well 
as at home. Socialists of every nation­
ality should support the socialist party 
in each country so as to strengthen the 
whole iternational movement . 

The report of the delegates showed 
that the Polish Socialist Alliance ia 
making grat i fying progress throughout 
the country, with the local treasuries 
in good condition, notwithstanding the 
great demands made upon them to 
support the revolution in Poland and 
Russia. In all $15,086 had been col­
lected for the revolution and of this 
$14,480 had been forwarded to the 
central committee, leaving a balance of 
$906.28. 

At the third day's proceedings a 
resolution was adopted amid much en­
thusiasm, recognizing the socialist par­
ty aa the party of the American prole­
tariat; acknowledging that the class 
struggle exists here as in all other 
countries and that is even more ap­
parent here than elsewhere. Class con­
scious working men should recognize 
it as their duty to gather under the 
banner of the socialist party and be­
come members of the international so­
cialist movement. A l l Polish working 
men should declare their affiliation with 
the socialist movement and the conven­
tion bound itself to strive among its 
constituents to the end that every as­
sistance be given the socialist party. 
The Polish socialists who could speak 
English should join English branches 
and others should consider it their duty 
to start Polish branches wherever pos­
sible. 

Af te r a long discussion, the conven­
tion adopteil a resolution recognizing 
the Russian Socialist Democratic party 
as the representative of the politically 
organized Russian proletariat, but ex­
pressing the ho|ie that the Russian 
working men would soon see the ne­
cessity of a united socialist party. 

Resolutions of thanks to Comrades 
Moyer, Haywood and Pettibone for 
their brave stand against the capitalist 
class were adopted and a telegram of 
greeting ordered sent the imprisoned 
comrades. 

One of the most important matters 
acted upon was that of the official or­
gan, " R o b o t n i k . " The concensus of 
opinion was that the paper should 
give more attention to the socialist 
party as the agitation literature of the 
alliai was purposeless, i f it did not 
ileal with American conditions as well 
as those in Poland. It was decided to 
remove the place of publication of 
" R o b o t n i k , " from Chicago to New 
York. 

A translation of " T h e J u n g l e " was 
ordered published in " R o b o t n i k . " 
Comrade Sinclair having given permis­
sion this to be done. 

With a great flourish of trumpets the 
announcement is made that King Ed-
ward's government i s about to realize 
the dream of the frish patriots and 
grant home rule to Ireland. Let us 
see what is bch'nd this unparalleled 
magnanimity. The Liberal government 
is being pushed to the wall by the 
Labor party in parliament.

I've a young sclioolma'am up town 
that's going to be sick in about two 
weeks. She came from the country 
vestcrdny. where she was teaching -
had to run away from school. She's 
at one of the hotels, nnd wants to be 
hid away from friends and everybody 
til l the affair 's over nnd she enn get 
someone to adopt the child She's sin­
gle, nbout twenty two. She told mc 
the man left her after promise of mar­
riage, etc ; saya he was educated and 
tine up|iearing, and, as she's a fine 
s| imcn of a woman, I think tho child 
will be worth raising. W i l l you take 
itf " 

" W e l l , now doctor, that beats alii 
T can't decide at once, but when Mr 
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staplelon comes homo I ' l l talk with 
him, and let you know later ." 

That night, about nine o'clock, a 
horseman rode up to my house from 
Stapleton's ranch with a note which 
read: " B r i n g Her D o w n . " And I 
didn't lose any time in doing it. About 
twelve o'clock that night I took the 
little lady—for she was a lady—into 
an upper room in Stapleton'• house and 
hid her away from the world.
